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Away up North, just outsi.le the town of Rut-

land in the State of Vermont, there was recently a

great tent pitched, and in, and around that tent,

were congregated, towards tlie close ot last week,

some eight or nine hundred prophets and prophet-

esses of tlie new em, w hose mission it is to reform

society, by abolishing the marriage tie, and to pre-

pare the way for "tlie good time coming" by cast-

ing contempt upon tlie Christian religion. It was

a free convention of free speakers, and it would lie

a slander upon these choice spirits, to say that the

men were bashful, or the women prudish. The

primitive people of Rutland were anything but

pleased with tlie presence of these social iconoclasts,

and not only closed their doors against them, but

tbey took the further precaution to send off their

daughters to other places among the lulls, during

the "three days that the doctrines of Free Love,

Spiritualism, Abolitionism, and the Rights of W o-

men, were under discussion. There was, neverthe-

less a considerable crowd of outsiders, though tlie

men who composed it, in part, are described as "a

lazy, unshorn, and shiftless looking set," while of

the women, the correspondent of the New ork

Tribune remarks, that "if any one of them should

ever be accused of being, what carnal minded peo-

ple c;l ii 'good looking,' there is not a jury inthe

land but would instantly acquit her of that un-

founded charge." With this material to work

upon, the Reformers opened their batteries, and

under the guarantee of "free speech to every body,

on every subject," all kinds of odd matters turned
up for discussion, through the whole of which, in

spite of the efforts of tlie spiritualists to suppress il,
ran an under current of Free Love. The yccreises

commenced with the reading ot a string of resolu-

tions, in which it would be difficult to say whether
nonsense, or blasphemy, most predominated.?
They were designed however, to cover the whole

ground of discussion, and embraced a series of

propositions, concerning Individuality; Slaveryj
Spiritualism; War, and Death Punishment; Mar-
riage; Matrimony; Woman's Rights; The Bible:
Free Trade; Land Reform; The Sabbath; and Sun-

day Doctrines. Here at least, was scope and verge
enough to air the vocabulary of the speakers, and
they were by no means backward in taking ad-
vantage of the opportunity thus afforded them.?

First of all the Harmonials sang a Reform lyric,
and then a Mr. TIFFANY opened in opposition to in-
dividual, and in favor of associated enterprise; but
as his remarks were unpalatable, to a majority of
the delegates present, he was reqnes'ed to sit down,
which he incontinently did. The afternoon per-
formance being thus abruptly brought to a close,
some of the delegates, with an eye to tlie main

chance, announced that they had books for sale;
and a Mr. IIF.NRY C. WRIGHT, commended to the
affectionate regards of the people one book in par-
ticular, ?a very funny production?bearing the
paradoxical title of "The Unwelcome Chill; or The
Crime of an Undesigned and Utide sired Maternity :'

At tlie evening session, the spiritualists had it
pretty much all their own way; but, in the mean-

while, the Free Lovers were gathering strength.?

The follow ing morning the}-came out in force. ?

Mrs. JULIA BRANCH, of whom it is sufficient to say
that she is the female Leader of the Free Lovers of
New York: that she writes for the Sunday papers o'
that city, and isa member of the Unitary household
of STEPHEN PEA HI. ANDREWS, led off the discussion
upon this delicate topic by quoting a conversation
between herself and LUCY STONE BLACKWEI.I. upon
the marriage question. Lucy thought that the
time was not come when it could be publicly dis-
cussed. Mrs. BRANCH thought otherwise. Lucy
said that it was a mistaken idea, that a woman
was obliged to give up Iter name and take tiiat of
her husband; she? LUCY?had not given up hers.
Whereupon Mrs. BRANCH very pertinently asked,
how it would have been with Mrs. BLACKWELL, if
she had kept her marriage a secret, and had gone
to a hotel under her maiden name of LUCY STONE,
with the intention of stopping there a few days
with Mr. BLACKWELL? Mrs. BRANCH believed tlie

marriage ceremony necessary; but site believed,
also, that woman is, in every respect, the equal of
man, and before marriage, or after marriage, "is
free to love, when she will, where she wilt, and how
she will. ' She sneered at the idea of an isolated
household with ail exclusive conjugal love; re-
peated some very chaste lines from that very chaste
poet TOM MOORE, and pronounced them quite
pretty in sentiment, but utterly worthless for prac-
tical purposes. Then followed a sketch of a

household drudge, and to this, succeeded a some-

thing which she termed "A Lament." We are

unable to do justice to this "Sunday paper" com-

position, and therefore pass it by without cont-

inent. It was a fitprelude to the heroics in which
the speaker subsequently indulged, and to the
licentious propositions site undertook to maintain.
STEPHEN FORSTER, the husband of ABBY KELLY,
dissented from tlie views of Mrs. BRANCH, lie be-

lieved that the marriage relation reus thoidy real

good there is left in this sinful world. Mrs. BRANCH
would abrogate the marriage relation; but he
begged leave to ask? was not the remedy proposed
worse than the disease? Air. JOEL TIFFANY ex-
plained the difference between Free Love and Free
Lust, and eulogized what he called a true mar-
riage. "In a true marriage," said he, "man and
wife become one." "Which one?" asked a voice
in the crowd. "Both," replied Mr. TIFFANY,
and then there was a shout of laughter.?
But the querist was not to be baffled. "Which
owns the farm?" lie asked. "Both the
man and the woman," gravely responded Mr.
TIFFANY, and then there was laughter again. Mrs.
ROSE, and Mrs. FARNHAM, next expressed their
opinions on the Conjugal Relation, and on Wo-
man's Rights, and then Mr. THOMAS CURTIS, a
young and ardent gentleman from Pennsylvania,
who said he had married himself to his wife, and she
had married herself to him, undertook to counsel
some imaginary young woman after the following
fashion:?"When," said lie, addressing tlie im-

aginary young woman aforesaid, "when you find
"a young man who cotnes to you and says, 'My
"dear, you and I arc perfectly sympathetic; you
"and 1 are one individual, and designing to remain
"so through all this life and through all other
"possible lives'?take my word for it, he is hum-
"bugging you ! [Laughter.] You are a fool if
"you believe him ! I know a great many people
"who preach these doctrines, but whose practices
"arc far different. They find a young woman with
"whom they assume to have this perfect sympathy
".aud oneness, but as soon as the consequences
"which they wish to follow from that sympathy
"have been obtained, they go to some other woman
"and talk to her in the same strain; they are con-
"tiniially changing their 'sympathy' and 'oneness'

FOREIGN.

THE MAILS OF THE ARABIA.

INDIA.
OCDE. ? Allahabad, May 10.?Since my last mes-

sage there has been no event of importance in
Oude. There have been no disturbances, and a
great portion of the province appears to be settling
down. The Glioorkhas have reached Fvzabad, and
on the (itli half of them had crossed the Gogra.
They have met with no opposition on their way.

BENARES DIVISION.?The Jonnpore and Azinighnr
districts are reported quiet. At Belwah, in the
Gotuekpore district, there is still a collection of
rebels, and in consequence of a movement by the
forces under the rebel Xazim Muhommed Hussein
and others, which threatened to interrupt tlie com-
munication with Got uekpore, Colonel Rowcroft re-
tired to Gunje. He has since been reinforced by
the headquarters wing of her Majesty's 13th Light
Infantry, with two guns.

ALLAHABAD DIVISION.?General Whitlock is still
at Ilanda, where he awaits the arrival of Brigadier
McDufFs columns. On the a hand of rebels from
the opposite side of the Jumna surprised tlie police
post and the Tehsecl, established at Lallpoor of tlie
Cawnpore district. The Tehseeldar was wounded.
One of our men was killed, and some treasure was
lost.

AunA DIVISION.?There is nothing of importance
to communicate from this division. All is quiet,
except at Etawah and Etali, and there the rebels
have been defeated in several small skirmishes,
losing two of their leaders, and have become less
troublesome.

MEERUT DIVISION.?This division remains per-
fectly tranquil.

ROHILCCND DIVISION.? The Bignour district is
said to be perfectly tranquil, and our authority has
been thoroughly re-established in it. As reported
in the last message, the citv of Moradabad was re-
occupied, on the 26tli ult., by the Roorkce column,
which lias since readied Bareillv, as willbe farther
noticed below. Confidence lias been restored
throughout the district of Moradabad, and the in-
habitants of the city, who had fled, are returning in
great numbers.

BUDAOX DISTRICT. ?The force under Brigadier
Penny, after crossing tlie Ganges, marched on Ku-
krala, ten miles from Budaon. The general and
liis staff were inadvance, and came upon a body of
horse, which they at first took to l>e a portion of
the baggage guard, which tiad marched bv a more
direct route on the iiank of the column. The gen-
eral rode towards it, and when at thirty yards dis-
tance four guns opened with grape on the party.
General Penny shortly after was missed, and the
command devolved on Colonel Jones, her Majesty's
tith Carabineers. Our troops quietly came up, and
the action ended in tlie total defeat of the enemy,
one gun and two limbers being captured.

It is not known when Gen. Penny was wounded,
but his bodv was recovered after the action close to
Kukrala. It appeared that his bridlearin had been
broken by a musket ball, and his horse had then
taken fright, and carried him close to the town,
where the rebels rushed upon him, and cut him up
with their swords. Tlie troops which had com-
posed Brigadier Penny's column marched, alter the
action at Kukrala, across Rohilcund to their own
risk (?), and joined the force of the commander-in-
chief, on tlie 3d inst. Shajehanpoor was occupied,
without opposition, on tlie Ist of May, by the com-
mander-in-chief, who had joined Walpole's column.
Tlie next day liis Excellency, leaving a small garri-
son at Shahjelianpoor, marched on Bareillv.

On the 3d of May a large body of rebels, headed
by the fanatic Moulvie, of Lucknnw, came down
from Mohundie, in Oude, cut up a picket of Dekant-
zowh's horse, plundered the city, massacreing many
of the inhabitants, and compelling the garrison to
take shelter in the entrenchment round tlie wall. ?

Our troops are believed to have a supply of provi-
sions, and will, in all probability, hold their own
against tlie rebels, who are closely blockading
them, until relief is afforded. Brigadier General
Jones, by order of the Commander-in-chief, mareh-

i l.with a strong force, towards Shahjelianpoor on
the Bth inst. He is expected to arrive there to-day.
Bareillv was attacked on the fith by the columns
under the Commander-in-chief and Brigadier Gen-eral Jones. The rebels were driven into the city,
with loss of several guns. The city was entirely
occupied by our forces on the 7tli inst.

CENTRAL INDIA AND RAJPOOTANA. ?Sir Hu'rii Rose
has defeated the rebels at Koonch, or
500 men. The remnant of the enemy will, it is
said, make a stand near Calpee. At"the requisi-
tion of Sir Hugh Rose, who was apprehensive that
Jhansi and his rear might be threatened, General
Roberts has dispatched a lield brigade, consisting of
one regiment Europeans, one regiment native'"in-
fantry, one wing Bth Hussars, and squadron IstLancers, and one troop horse artillery, which will
operate towards Gochnah. General Roberts, with
the rest ofbis force, hasmarehed towards Neemucli".
A court of inquiry has been held on the Maharajah
ofKotah, to investigate his conduct in connectionwith the murder of tlie late political agent, Mr.
Burton. The proceedings have been completed, and
submitted to government. No British force lias
been left at Kotah, nor has any political a"ent re-
mained there.

NAGPOBE. ?A zemindar in the Chopda district is
in open rebellion, and has murdered two of the tele-
graph employees. The commissioner lias moved
out a force against the rebels, and taken necessary
precautions.

PUNMAUB.? On the 25th Sir Sidney Cotton de-
stroyed Puuniar, in Eu-Surfzye, and Chenghe. On
the 2Gth the robber chief lost" much property. On
the niglit of the 27th-28th April,Sir Sydney Cotton
and Colonel Edwards ascended the Muhabon moun-
tains, on the right bank of the Indus, and destroyed
the stronghold of a noted chief. On the4th, Sitana
was destroyed by the same (oree. The Ilindoostanee
fanatics fought with determination, and were cnt
to pieces. Our loss, four natives killed and twelve
wounded.

BENGAL?BEIIAR. ?Her Majesty's 84th regiment,
with two guns and 100 Sikh cavalry, are at Arrali.
Sir E. Lugard marched on Arrah on the 7th, and
intended to attack Judgespoor on the 9th. Colonel
Cortield was to co-operate with Sasseram. The
rebels under Ummur Sing, the brother of Koer
Sing, are believed to number from 7,000 to 9,000
men, mostly villagers. They have one small gun
and our two howitzers. Koer Sing is now believed
to be still alive. Allis reported quiet in the other
parts of tlie Patna division.

The following is General YYalpole's account of
the affair at Rooya, in which Brigadier General
Adrian Hope and a large number of troops were
killed:

FROM BRIGADIER GENERAL WAI.POLE, COMMANDING

FIELD FORCE, TO THF. CHIEF OF TOE STAFF.
Dated Camp Jfadhogunge, April 16, 1858.

SIB I have the honor to acquaint you, for the
information of his Excellency, the Commander-in-
chief, that yesterday morning 1 marched to this
place (which almost joins Roodamow) from Gose-
gunge.

Nurput Singh, who, I stated in my dispatch of
yesterday, was at ltooya fort, which is about one
mile to the north of this place, did not come in or
send any satisfactory reply to the message of Cap-
tain Tliurburn, the magistrate who accompanies
this force. I therefore thought it advisable to at-
tack him, particularly as Captain Thurburn inform-
ed me that he understood this man had received,
onlv day before yesterday, a letter from the Begum
and that his intentions were certainly hostile to the
government; and, under these circumstances, it
would have had the worst effect to have passed this
fort without taking it.

1 accordingly directed my baggage to be massed
in the open plain, near Madhogunge, under a strong
guard ot cavalry, infantry, and two Held guns, and
proceeded with the remainder of the force towardsltooya, turning off from the road, about two miles
from Madhogunge, for the purpose of getting roundto the north side of the fort, which was stated to be
the weakest part of it, where there was a gate, and
where there were very few guns.

The fort on the east and north side is almost sur-
rounded with jungle, and at these two sides the only two gates were stated to be, which informationproved correct. It is a large oblong, with numer-
ous circular bastions allround it, pierced for n-unsand loopholed for musketry, and surrounded "bv abroad and deep ditch : there is an inner fort or cita-del, surrounded in like manner by a deep ditch, and
with a high wall considerably elevated above' therest of the work. On the westand part of thesouth
side there was a large piece of water, which was
partially dried up. On arriving before the north
side, I sent forward some infantry in extended or-der, to enable the place to be reconnoitered, when

a heavy fire of musketry was immediately opened
upon them, anil an occasional gun; tlie cavalry at

the same time swept entirely round to the west
side to cut off all communication with the fort.

A tolerable view of the fort having been obtained
from the road which leads into it, from the north,
the heavy guns were brought up; the two eighteen
pounders were placed on it, the two eight-inch mor-
tars behind a wood still further to the right.

After a short time, a great many of the infantrv
were killed and wounded from having crept up too
near the fort, from which the lire of rifles and
matchlocks was very heavy. These men had mine
much nearer to the fort than I wished or intended
them to go, and some of the Pnnjaub Itifles, with
great courage, but without orders, jumped into theditch, and were killed in endeavoring to get up the
scarp. 1, therefore, gave direciions that thov
should be withdrawn from their forward and ex-
posed situation; and here it was that, 1 rerot to
say, the gallant and able soldier, Brigadier Hope,
was killed by a rifle or musket ball, fired by a man
from a high tree withinthe walls of the place.

By half-past two o'clock the fire of our heavy
guns appeared to have made little or no impression
upon the place, and as no gun could he brought tobear upon the gate, the passage to which was notstraight, and it could not be approached without
the men being exposed to a verv heavy fire from
the bastions and loopboled wall that commanded it.
1 considered it better not to attempt an assault until
more impression had been made upon the walls of
the place, and as it was getting late, to withdrawfrom the north side, and commence operations
against the south-east angle on the following morn-
ing, which had been reconnoitred by tlie engineers,
and where they thought it would he easier to eli'ect
a breach, as it could be better seen, and a more di-
rect lire could be brought to hear.

I therefore directed the camp to be pitched on the
south side, about a mile from the fort, and with-
drew from the north side, where it would have beendangerous to pass the night, as it was surroundedby t hick jungle.

This morning at daylight Major Brind, BengalArtiller>, and Captain Lennox, Ivoval
proceeded to ajjain reconnoitre the place thorough-
ly before recommencing operations, and found that
the enemy had evacuati-d it, leaving their iruns be-
hind them, ( five in number,) ammunition, a large
quantity of attali, and some tents. As some of tliecarriages were found without their guns, and the
track of a gun-carriage could be traced to a well,
where the water is very deep, I have no doubt oth-
er guns have been thrown down it. I had informa-
tion that there were more in the place, and it is
certain none were carried out.

The reports as to the numbers of the enemy vary
so much that it is impossible to arrive at any cer-
tainty upon that point; but I am inclined to" think
the number stated in my dispatch, yesterday?viz :
about 1,500 ?to be nearly correct; hut the strength
of the garrison consisted in the nature and situation
of the fort, not in their numbers.

I regret to say that this operation lias cost usabove 100 officers and men killed and wounded;
and I have deeply to deplore the loss of Brigadier
the Hon. A. Hope, from whom f had received the
greatest assistance.

The loss of the enemy it is impossible to ascer-
tain; it must have been heavy from the fire of our
guns, and especially from our howitzers and mor-
tars. A few bodies which seem to have been over-looked, and three large funeral fires with the re-mains of the bodies smouldering, were all that re-
mained ot their dead on our entering the place this
morning.

The following account of the disaster at Jugdes-
pore is from the pen of an officer:

On the evening of the '-'2 d instant a detachment,
consisting of 111 men of her Majesty's 3oth, 50 Na-
val Brigade, 100 Sikhs, with five artillerymen and
two guns, under the coipmand of Capt. Le Grande,
marched out with a view of looking up, and if pos-
sible of dispersing the nmtiseers under Koer Sing,
at Jttgdespore. We marched till half past twelve
o'clock, when the detachment was halted to refresh
themselves, and at five next morning, 23d, we start-
ed but had not proceeded far when the enemy were
observed in a village two miles from Jugdespore,
busily employed in throwing up a breastwork.

This, I suppose, was to have been their advanced
position; tlie two howitzers were immediately
moved up, and a few shells thrown in, which soon
compelled them to evacuate it. After a few more
were thrown into the village, 7th company of the
35th deployed into line, while the Sikhs and sailors
advanced in quarter distance column, with sth com-
pany thrown out, under Lieutenants Boss and Par-
sons, as a skirmishing party. On entering the vil-
lage we fountWt deserted, so we pushed on where
the road led through topes of mango trees.

The skirmishers on tlie right, observing the ene-
my in countless numbers flocking into a most formi-
dable position, immediately opened fire on them,
which was taken up by tlie whole line; the column
halted, and was ordered to form into line, but the
men being so impatient, so eager to take revenue,
no heed was taken of the order. A few seconds
ter a cheer was raised, it was a etieer which would
have gained the day, a cheer which made the Pan-
dies tremble ami wonder: it was from our brave
skirmishers, who, perceiving the enemy pushing on
in dense masses, were preparing under their dash-
ing leaders, to give them six inches of steel, when
tlie bugle sounded for tiieni to fall back.

Tliis was the fatal error, it quite disheartened the
men; and the enemy, who wavered at so gallant a
cheer, now advanced unmolested, and took up their
positions behind the trees, brushwood, Ac., and
opened a galling tire from two guns, which was
soon responded to by our artillery and infantry,and
the action then became general." After.an hour's
hard fighting they outflanked us on the right and
left, and their cavalry were attempting to cut oil'
our retreat: dismay was ensuing, when the order
was given to retire, that order which no English-
man likes to hear, hut was however obeyed: and
our two guns were obliged to he left behind-?as the
horses that dragged them were not to be found- but
not till they were gallantly spiked in the face of the
enemy by Sergeat Hoolehan and (runners Heytroy
and Watson, of the artillery, who nobly fell in serv-
ing their country.

I have proceeded so far, but I am really ashamed
to go anv further; however, as 1 have begun I will
end it. We began our retreat in a most orderly
manner out of the jungle, driving the enemy hack
whenever they approached too near, till we reached
a tank in the open plain, where soldiers, sailors,
Sikhs and followers, began swallowing stagnant
water, as they could get no better, and were dying
from thirst, when a cry was raised that the cavalry
was thundering down on us; hut no one would rise,
till Dr. Clarke, running forward, drew his sword,
and called on the men to form a square round him.
A sort of a one was formed, and a volley discharged
into them, which soon made the blood-thirsty, cow-
ardly vidians fly.

After this the retreat was disgraceful?every man
had his own way, no commands were listened to:
the men were raving wild, and when we gained
the main road a more dreadful scene never before
was beheld. The European portion of the force
were falling from apoplexy by sections, and no aid
could be administered. As the medical stores were
captured bv the enemy ?the dooly bearers having
fled, notwithstanding the utmost exertions having
been used by the medical officers to keep them to
their post?what was to be done? What aid could
be given them? .Nothing! There were sixteen
elephants, but they carried the wounded, so the
poor unfortunate beings were left behind to be cut

to pieces.

THE MAILSOF THE ANGLO-SAXON

[From the Morning Star, June IC.]
We repeat, it is the stale old story of 1847 and

1850 and 1852 over again. It is almost an exact re-
production of that thrice exploded fable. The
Timet was then, as it is now, the chief trumpeter
of alarm. The special subject of apprehension was
then, as it is now, the alleged immense addition to
the French navy. The particular locality which
constituted the centre of the conspiracy was then,
as it is now, the port of Cherbourg. And vet?to
take the instance of 1852?after all manner of
stories as to the enormous increase of ships id' war,
and of fortresses at Cherbourg, had been repeated
by the leading journal for months, in everv varietv
ofform and version that could alarm the public
mind, that very paper was compelled, on no less an
authority than an official report by M. Dufaure,
one of the most eminent of French statesmen, on
the state of the French navy, to acknowledge that
all it had been saying for "so many months, was
nothing but Ham and fiction, seeing?to use its
own penitential language?"that the French navv
lias never been reduced to a lower state of effi-
ciency."

Now, let it be remembered, that this statement
was made after the tales about Cherbourg, and the
prodigious naval activity of the French had been
repeated for months and months in every newspa-
per in the kingdom, with as much confidence, nay
indeed, with much more confidence, than the same
tales are repeated now, for all that is said at pres-
ent on the subject is but a whisper compared with
the frantic roar of terror that then resoundedthrough the whole countrv. For the credit of our
common sense as people, let us hope that we shall
not be again frightened out of our proprietv bv the
cackling of the geese, for though it is fabled that a
goose once saved Home, that was onlv by accidentand is by no means sufficient to erect that most fool-
ish of birds into a perpetual oracle.

[From Paris correspondence of Miming Star, 14M.)
PARIS, Friday.?There is a feeling of uneasiness

with regard to the foreign relations of this countrv
continuing in Paris, which turns less round the sii-
tings of the European conference, whose issue is
kept successfully secret, than round the feelings of
distrust, which persons of influence inneighboring
States, namely in England and Belgium, and in
Austria besides, pretend to entertain on the designs
of the French Government.

People in Paris, who know full well that there is
no ground for suspecting France, that the so-called
intimacy between Russia and France amounts to a
mere exchange of compliments, on which either par-
ty puts his own construction, that inher armaments

France has in no way outstepped the regular course
of things here, that at Cherbourg nothing is tak-
ing place, but the completion of what was begun
under the Orleanist dynasty, very naturally begin
to ask themselves if the pretended apprehension" of
dangers from France, is not perhaps on the contrary,
a reason for France to be apprehensive on her part
of the coming peril.

Thus it comes, that the fortification of Antwerp,
an old plan likewise of the Belgian government, be-
gins to be looked upon inFrance withsinister eyes,
as that of Cherbourg is by the parties in England
alluded to, and that of Alexandria by the statesmen
and journalists of Austria. In all likelihood we
have only the old spectacle before us, that
suspicion begets suspicion, and that thus the
very fear of a war threatens again, as it did
five"years ago to drift Europe into that war.?

All "the more reason exists for fearless men
in every country to resist such a cowardly dis-
position of public feeling, and now especially it is a
duty at a time when a solemn conference is taking
place for the settlement of those controversies,
which, ifleft unsettled, may prove the spark that

ignites the latent mine.
DEATH OF GEN. PENNY. ?Major General Nicholas

Penny, C. 8., of the Bengal army, the news of
whose death is just confirmed by the last telegraph
from India, is the same individual who succeeded to
the chief command of the forces at Delhi, on the re-
signation of Sir Archdale Wilson. He was in his
67th year at the time of his death. Re-entered the
Bengal army in 1806, took part in the siege ofBhurtpore, and at one time held the command ofthe Agra frontier. He was also Assistant Adjutant
General under Lord W. Bentinck, and was presentat Aliwal, Sobraon, and Cbilianwallah, where his

conduct UM highly commended in thediapatche* by
Geo. Sir \\\ K. Gilbert. He afterwards held thecommand ai Uohilcund, at Seal cote, Cawnpore and
Meerut. and bore the highest character as an officer.
He fell on the 4th of May, mortally wounded bv
grape shot from the guns of the rebels, on the road
near Harcilly.

THE PARIS CONFERENCES.
The correspondent of the Timet , writingon Mon- j

day evening says:
"The plenipotentiaries met in conference to-day. jThe fact, already communicated to you, of the ad- |

mission of the principle of the political separation of
the Principalities has been confirmed in an unguard-
ed moment of candor by the government print, the
Patric. Hut the short paragraph which announces
it has, I hear, cost the Patrie a sound rating for its ,
indiscretion, and orders are sent round to its com- j
placent contemporaries not to copy the Patrie. So
much for the liberty of the press."

The Daily AV/m' correspondent says:
"The Conference met to-day for the fifth time.?

The secret of their proceedings has hitherto been
so well kept that 1 feel little conlidence in repeat-
ing rumors of what has been lately done. It is as-
serted that the anion of the Principalities has been
formally rejected in*four votes to three?England,
Austria, Turkey and Prussia having voted against,
and France, Russia and Sardinia for it. This is
very safe news to give, because if not already true,
it will be ultimately. 1 repeatedly said, long ago,
that the principle of the union had been sacrificed,
and 1 am quite certain that no member of this Con-
ference has had from the first the slightest doubt
of the result. It is, however, further affirmed that
in the last sitting it was voted by a majority against
a violent opposition on the part of Austria, that two
representative assemblies should be permanently es-
tablished in the Principalities."

THE CUBAN' EXPEDITION.
The Time*, in a leader, asks?What will he the

upshot of the Chinese expedition? The question is
asked in many quarters. The merchants are
anxious to know; the manufacturers are waiting
for news. In the cotton districts even the opera-
tives, now better informed how closely their inter-
ests are involved, search the newspapers for inform-
ation. Every one has learned to feel the importance
of China, except only our House of Commons. In
no other assembly in England would that audacious
and still unretracted misquotation of the Nankin
Treaty which Lord John Russell hazarded have
passed unquestioned.

The House of Commons received it with cheers,
and no one had a sufficient knowledge to set him
ar.d the House right. If Lord Elgin's voyage north
was merely to make a naval demonstration in the
Gulf, to wait there till the French reinforcements,
giving a preponderance to the French force in those
seas, should arrive, we follow his proceedings with
little interest. If, however, his object has been by
promptitude of action to settle the affair before
Zouaves are brought upon the scene, he is proba-
bly by this time at Teesing. The northern high-
ways are paved with square masses of stone, and
are iust the roads over which to run our light brass
fiela pieces.

From Tungchau to Pekin there is a broad paved
road, and five hundred sailors, with Osborne, or
Key, or Cochrane, or an v one of half a dozen others
we could name, at their head, would advance along
that road with verv little opposition and make
themselves comfortable upon the walls of the capi-
tal. We are not teachers in that crazy school of
politicians wherein all secret diplomacy is an ex-
ceptional case. Antecedent circumstances render
this particular British interest very unsafe in the
hands of the lnembers'of the present government. ?

China is far away, and the proceedings of our House
of Commons are very long in percolating to Pekin.
The House of Commons might well insist upon
knowing the exact tenor of the instructions sent out
to Lord Elgin since the change of government. ?

The French papers are circulating a preei* of them,
which wc most certainly hope is but a fable.

EXTRAORDINARY HAIL STORM.
[From the Louisiana (Mo.) Herald, June 24///. ]

A correspondent, writing from Coleburg, lowa,
says: "On Sabbath afternoon of the 23d May, we
were visited by an extraordinary hail storm. It
seemed to originate in a southwestwardly direction,
and its course was through this place toward the
northeast. Itextended over a place of five miles in
width, ami in all probability was of considerable
length. Many of the hail stones were prodigious in
size, and I thought likely unprecedented in dimen-
sions. Some were ten inches in their circumference,
while others were greater in length?being from
seven to ten inches long. Many of them, upon ex-
amination, exhibited moss and various kinds of
grass seeds, which were received into the forma-
tion oftlie frozen rain, and thus were borne through
the upper elements to an unknown distance. The
effects produced by this sudden and almost unpar-
alled shower of hail were terrilie."
