THE MOXROE OBSEQUIES.
SCENES AT RICHMOND.

We condense from the Richmond Dispatch of yesterday
the following, of the ceremonies connected with the inter-
ment of the remains of Ex-I'rcsident Monroe:

SCENES IN THE MORNINO.

At daybreak and at sunrise, salutes were fired by the j
Fayette Artillery, under Col. Niramo, from Capitol
Square, in honor of the Fourth of July. Flags waved

from the various public buildings, hotels, and the ship- j
ping in port; hut at 6 o'clock these flags were dropped to j
half mast, betokening the solemn purpose to which the ]
morning was to be devoted. Many of our citizens were
employed at an early hour in draping their residences or j
places of business in the habiliments of mourning, and a '
general desire was manifested to pay suitable respect to
the illustrious remains which were soon to lie consigned }
to the soil of their native State.

The military of the Ist Regiment assembled at their j
various points of meeting, and marched to the rendez j
vous on Main street, near First Market. There they
were joined by the Henrico Dragoons, and the Rocky |
Ridge Ritles, of Manchester. The line was formed at 7
o'clock, the right resting on 13th street, and soon after, j
the column, under Col. August, took up the line of march \
for Rocketts The Young Guard Battalion, under Colonel
Richardson, lefttheir armory at an early hour, and pro I
ceeded to the same place. On arriving at the wharf, the
military stacked arms, and were temporarily dismissed,
to await the arrival of the Jamestown, with the remains

of President Monroe, and the Glen Cove with the New
York Seventh Regiment?the chivalrous guard of honor.

ARRIVALOF THE JAMESTOWN.

The Jamestown came in sight at ten minutes past 8 o'-
clock, and slowly approached the wharf, with flags and
signals at half halliards. The military were drawn up in
line on the wharf, and thousands of spectators hastened
to secure the most eligible points ofobservation. As the

ship came alongside her wharf, the committee and guests !
from New York, stood on the upper deck, and appeared to \
regard with much interest the exciting scene on shore.

Tlie remains of President Monroe having been removed
from tlie forward saloon to tlie upper deck, and placed un
der an awning. Governor Wise and Mayor Mayo proceeded j
on board the Jamestown and received the guests, and an
interchange of friendly greeting took place. The Gover-

nor invited the visiting gentlemen to make his residence
their home during their sojourn, and the Mayor tendered
them tlie hospitalities of the city.

ARRIVALor THE NEW YORK NATIONALGUARD.

The steamer Glen Cove, with the New York Seventh
Regiment on board, came in sight at 10 minutes past 10, j
and despite tlie solemnity of tlie occasion, the younger por-
tion of the assembled throng gave vent to their feelings in |
a cheer. As the steamer approached the wharf, her ap- 1
pearance was really imposing. Tlie soldiers, with their

glittering arms, were paraded ready for debarkation,
while the splendid band of the Seventh, stationed on the
forward deck, played a solemn dirge.

The Yirginia troops were drawn up in line, facing the
river, ready to receive the visitors, and without unneces- !
sary delay," the Seventh left the boat, and passed on to the !
right of the line, the Virginia military presenting arms as j
ther marched by.

It is impossible to describe the excited appearance of th
throng at this time. The crowd of spectators increased
every moment, and the housetops, the wharves, the decks
of the vessels, and the adjacent liillsides, swarmed with
a living, moving mass of human beings.

REMOVAL OF THE REMAINS.

The hearse, drawn bv six white horses, attended by six
i negro grooms dressed in white, now proceeded to tlie

THE AFRICAN SLAVE TRADE.

j THE CASE OF THE BARK THOMAS I\'ATSON
I.XVESTIGATED.

1 The City of Washington was boarded by the new s
yacht of the Associated Press off Cape Race last 1
Friday evening, and a synopsis of her tinancial and j
commercial advices, telegraphed to St. Johns, X. j
F., appeared in the Herald on the morning of Sun- '
day, 4th inst.

Our European tiles by the City of Washington, j
received yesterday, contain the following additional j
intelligence:

In the House of Lords, on the 21st of June, the
Bishop of Oxford moved for the correspondence be-
tween tbe British government and the Governor of
Hong Kong, respecting emigration from Hong Kong
and China since 1856.

In the Commons, in Committee of Supply, a vote
of £654,000 for public educational purposes was {

j agreed to. It was stated that over 200,000 children j
were deriving benetit from these expenditures for
education.

On the 22d ultimo, in the House of Commons, j
Sir E. Buhver Lytton stated that, owing to irreg- )
ularities in the mail service with Australia, the |
present contract was to be cancelled and a new one j
entered into.

The following resolution was moved by Lord i
Ilothaui, and adopted after considerable debate:

That it is contrary to the usage, and derogatory j
to the dignity of the House, that any of its mem- |
hers should bring forward, promote or advocate in !
the House any proceeding or measure in which he j
may have acted, or been concerned for, or in con-
sideration of any pecuniary fee or reward.

The American ship Onward had arrived at Spit-
head with military invalids from the Cape of Good
Hope.

Of the two destructive tires in London, one broke |
out in the life boat factory of Forrest & Co., of
Limchonse, and extended to several adjoining tim- j
ber yards, Ac., burning over a space of several
acres. The loss exceeded £IOO,OOO sterling. The i
second conflagration occurred on the Fresh wharf,
near London Bridge, and destroyed three large
large warehouses with their valuable contents. The |
loss is said to be enormous.

At the trial of Truelove, the bookseller, for pub- I
lishing a libel on the Emperor of the French, in the !
Queen's Bench, on the 22d of June, the Attorney j
General said he was glad to announce that the jury
would not be called upon to try the indictment. >
The defendant was prepared to state that he never
intended to countenance the crime of assassination,
and to express his regret that any such misconstruc-
tion should have been put upon his publication,
and that the publication of the work had ceased.?
This was confirmed by the defendant's counsel, and
a verdict of not guilty was taken. The prosecution
of Tchouzavski, on a like charge, was disposed of in
the same manner.

Madrid was stillsuffering from the food crisis, but
it is said to be more fictitious than real. Bread had

risen one-fourth, while there was abundance of grain
in the market.

On the Ist of July, and thenceforward, the post-
age upon letters conveyed by packet between the
United Kingdom and Martinique, Guadaloupe or
Curacoa, was reduced to tile uniform British rate
of sixpence the half ounce, and so on, according to
tbe usual scale. This postage must be paid in ad-
vance, or the letters will not be forwarded.

The London Nemo of 22d of June, remarks:
Few subjects in a mercantile community are of

greater importance than the right regulation of

the laws affecting bankruptcy and insolvency. To
the great reproach of this country there is scarcely
anv portion of our law mercantile more contused .
in its rules or more imperfect in its administration
than this.

The steamship Valetta, Captain Roberts, arrived
at Southampton, England, on the 21st ult., with
the heavy portion of the Bombay mails, pearls of
the value of £222,000, six cases of tortoise sliell, one |
case of shawls, three boxes of dispatches, 23 cases
of silk, 1,534 bales of raw silk, ami 33 packages of
sundries.

It is stated that the Special Neapolitan Charge
d'Affaires at Vienna had <|uitted that court in dud-
geon when it was found that Austria would not i
back up Naples against the demands of England for
compensation in the Cagliari affair.

The Turkish authorities were devoting all their
energies to the preparation of a fresh expedition j
against Grahovo, Montenegro, unless the peasants i
quicky submit.

THE AFRICAN SLAVE TRADE.
CASE OK THE BAIIK THOMAS WATSON?THE STEAMKK \

BLOODHOUND SENT TO ENGLAND.

The war steamer Bloodhound had arrived from j
the west coast of Africa. I

On arrival she was visited by the Commander-in-
Chief, and an inquirywas held on board on the
matter of her being sent home, in consequence of

her having taken into Sierra Leone the American :
bark Thomas Watson, and which vessel was after- I
wards released and proceeded to her port of desti-
nation.

It appears, from information obtained, that on j
the 14th of September last the Bloodhound was
riding at anchor in British water oil' Quita, and on i
the evening of that day a black man, in a state of j
nudity, was observed swimming towards the Blood- I
hound. On being rescued from his perilious situa- j
tion?the water swarming with sharks?he stated
that his name was Johnson, a native of the Cape
Coast Castle, and that being a British settlement,
he claimed the protection of the British flag, in con- j
sequence of the treatment he had been subjected to
011 board of the Thomas Watson. He had shipped
as steward, and was smuggled on board without the
Governor's permit; and being informed bv the cook
that the master Captain Cousens, had sold him to a
Spanish passenger on board, one of the crew of a
slaver taken on the coast and condemned, he (John-
son) requested to be taken on shore, to get his name

entered in the Governor's book as a guarantee for
his .safe return to his own country. The captain
would not consent to this, but illtreated him, and
put a gjiard over hiin to prevent his escape.

After being brutally punished for an attempted
evasion, he succeeded in reaching the Bloodhound, 1
as described. Upon this statement being sworn to
by Johnson, Commander ltobson, of the Blood- 1
hound, attended by one of his officers, proceeded on j
board the Thomas' Watson. The master was in-
formed of the statement, and a demand was made j
for wages. Captain Cousens admitted that John- j
son was not entered on the books, and ultimately
agreed that ifCommander Robson would send on
board the next morning, he would pay Johnson ,
wages at the rate of sf> a month, and not sl2, as '
Johnson asserted he agreed for. Accordingly, on
going 011 board next morning, Captain Cousens in- i
formed him that he had consulted with the super- ]
cargo and should pay no wages, and demanded that j
Johnson should ho returned as a desefter.

This Commander Robson refused to do, and in
consequence of the captain of the Thomas Watson 1
persisting to have Johnson returned, Commander
Robson ordered the ship to be taken to Sierra Leone
for the opinion of the Judge Advocate.

As the Thomas Watson happened to be an Ameri-
can vessel, the Judge Advocate refused to interfere,
at the same time stating that had it been a Spanish
or Portuguese vessel he might have acted difle-r-
--ently. The ship was then allowed to proceed to her
destination. On the representation of the Ameri-
can Consul the Bloodhound was ordered home to
be paid off.

Then it was announced that a warrant was out
for his arrest in New Orleans, on a charge of biga-
my. This report proved untrue, hut it now appears
that it originated in his attempt to abduct a daugh-
ter of Col. lilount, of Mobile, into whose house he
had been received when wounded in his Mobile duel.
The Captain improved his opportunities, made vio-
lent love to the Colonel's daughter Emily, and ca-
joled the mother. The father, meanwhile, discov-
ered that de Riviere already had a wife, and broke
up the intimacy. Last week Col. Blount and his
family arrived in this city, and a strict watch was
kept for the arrival of De Riviere, who followed.

Mrs. Blount and her /laughter were provided with
quarters at a private house in Broadway, near
Tenth street, while the Colonel continued his watch
for the Captain. On Friday last, the ladies made
their escape from the house, and on Saturday were
advertised by the Colonel, as follows:

Mrs. F. S. Blount and daughter, of Mobile, hav-
ing left, on Friday morning, the 2d instant, their
temporary residence in Broadway, near Tenth
street, fears are entertained that they have been
abducted or concealed by designing persons. Any
person furnishing information that may lcad'to their
recovery will bo liberally rewarded. Address F.
S. Blount, No. 721 Broadway, or Whiting &Clarke,
No. 40 Park row. New York."

On Saturday Colonel Blount, accompanied by his
counsel, Judge Whiting, appeared before Justice
Connolly, and preferred a charge against De Riv-
iere of abduction.

A warrant was immediately issued for the Cap-
tain's arrest. Up to last night it had not been
served, although the Captain is supposed to be in
the ('ity.

The Captain publishes the following communica-
tion in self-defence:

NEW Y#)UK, Saturday, July 3, 1858.
Leaving this country, I feel it my duty to answer

i the calumnies which I have to this day treated with
all the contempt they deserved.

The public opinion may have been imposed upon
by Die Alabama papers. These people, who during
the four months that I have lived among them,
would not have dared to hazard an impolite word
against me, now that they feel themselves out of
reach of my horsewhip, hark furiously, and are not
afraid of publishing the lies furnished to them by
my enemies.

I desire to establish the facts intheir truth.
Mr. F. S. Blount (the outraged father) is not, ai

represented, a wealthy resident of the South.
I never sought his acquaintance.
He sought mine.
He was the one who insisted on my being carried

to his house when I was wounded in a duel which
resembled an assassination.

When it was a question of marriage between
Miss Blount and myself,he authorized Mrs. Blount,
at my request, to correspond with my family in
France, and to his knowledge received answers
from my mother.

Mr. Blount then trusted me with the care of his
wife and daughter. He desired me to accompany
them to the country and to some watering place for
the Summer.

He came himself to see us oil*on hoard the boat
when we left for Demopolis.

He authorized his daughter to wear and receive
from mean engagement ring with my name in it.

Traveling with the ladies, I of course supported
all expenses, and ifI speak of these pet iten m i*i;ren it
is because 1 hear that insinuations are madeamongst
the publicfor the purpose of making people be-
lieve that 1 have elopeil with an heiress for her
money.

Later, by the treason of a miserable wretch, who
I had by charity taken in my service, .and who,
abusing my confidence, stole letters written by
me to an old mistress who had passed for my
wife and taken my name, Mr. Blount took his
daughter away by force, and forbid her to see me
any more.

She, however, spoke to me the same day.
She told me that notwithstanding her father's

disapproval, she would remain faithful to ine and

requested me to do the same. She said she would
resist the tyrannic that oppressed her.

She was carried away hut kept writingto me warn-
ing me of the plans of assassination that had been

formed against me in her presence by my enemies.
She expected me to take bar back and protect

her. She makes an appeal to my courage, gallon-
try and heart.

I keep those letters ready for publication.
I love Miss Br.rvr above anything in the world.

I love her purely for herself, knowing very well I
have nothing to expect from her. As long as she
will encourage me 1 shall protect her and willmar-
ry her as soon as I can, notwithstanding the opposi-
tion and menaces.

I bog to say that until this day none but ridicu-
lous champions have opposed me, such as Mr. Sav-
age and Thompson in Havana, Needham Whitfield,
of Demopolis, Munroe de Wees in New York and
other such contemptible adversaries. It takes hot-
ter men than those to stop or oppose ('apt. de Ri-
viere who was one of the nine officers selected in
the whole French army for the honor of command-
ing the forlorn hopes at the aoige of Sebastopol.

I have been treated as an adventurer and a vaga-
bond bv men who would find it very embarrassing
to tell who their grandfathers were, when I can
prove them through the chronicles and history ol
mv country who were mine from the vear 1066.

I have got a better fame than Mr. Blount.
1 am twenty times as rich as Mr. Blount.

I have no pecuniary obligations to M r. Blount,

lie has some towards me.
I always considered that addressing Miss Blount,

1 payed a great honor, not to her, she is worthy of
higher addresses, but to him, Mr. Blount.

The ridiculous scandal and slander which he has
made shall fall upon him without reaching lue.

lie has rendered himself guilty towards me of
grave offences.

As for the ceremony performed last winter, in a
chapel in Canal street, it is by all means illegal and
worth nothing.
