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The moon has changed in France, anil another

turn has taken place in the current of French

politics. The tide which, during the htst six

months, lias set so strongly and with such uniform

steadiness, in the direction of a MilitaryDespotism
and the establishment of the Army as the ruling
power in the State, has apparently reached its
highest water mark, and is now slowly but sensi-
bly beginning to recede. After the unfortunate
attentat of the 14th of January, it will be recol-
lected, that the Emperor, in a paroxysm of rage
and terror, threw himself unreservedly and uncon-

ditionally into the hands ofthe Army. M.PIETRI,
the Corsican Prefect of Police, w hose vigilance

OHSI.M and his confederates had succeeded in elud-
ing, was dismissed from his pi

'

'l. IJoi-
TELLE, tin vieux mililairc and cx-of Cuiras-
siers, was installed in his stead. . IIXACLT

the Minister of the Interior, was made to give place

to General ESPINASSE, the rough soldier upon
whom had devolved, at the time of the coitji d' etal,

the melancholy duty of turning the National As-

semble out of doors, and extinguishing the last
spark of French liberty, and who now succeeded
with the additional and significant title of Minis-
ter of Public Security, and armed with extraor-l

dinary powers of censorship and repression, to the
functions of a Ministry, for the first time in the
history of the Government, committed to military
hands. Next, the Empire was divided into five
great districts, and to the command of each was

ussigned a Marshal of France. Lastly, byway
of symbolising yet more perfectly the entire subor-
dination of the civil to the military power, under
the new order of things, M. PERSIGXY, who at

that time filled the post of French Ambassador in

London, was recalled to make room for the hero of
Algeria and the Malakoff, Marshal PELISSIEU. At
home and abroad, the sword triumphed over the
pen, and the civilian was made to yield precedence
to the soldier. All this only served, however, to

indicate the extent to which fear and suspicion
had taken possession of the Imperial breast, and to

alienate from the Emperor, whatever measure ofpoj>-

ular sympathy and affection, the attempt upon his
lifemight otherwise have gained forhim. With the
new military regime, the firstbeginnings of which
we have thus briefly sketched, and in consequence
chiefly of the harsh and repressive measures which
followed the appointment of General ESPINASSE to

the Ministry of the Interior, there gradually grew
up a feeling of coldness and estrangement, between
the Emperor and his subjects, which extending far
beyond the disaffected classes, the Legitimists, the

Orlcanists, and the Republicans, has even sensibly
affected the bourgeoisie and those sober and con-

servative middle classes, whose sympathies had
hitherto been the strongest support of the Imperial
throne. Since the late barbarous due! between M.
PENE and the soiis-lieutenanl, M. HYENE, with its at-

tendant circumstances, still fresh in the recollec-

tion of our readers, this secret jealousy of*he military
power has ripened into open hate ?and the hitherto
smouldering embers of popular discontent have
flamed forth in angry fury. Just at this critical mo-

ment, then, when all men were waitingin suspense to

see whether the patient ox would at length turn and
gore his master, and whether the bow that had been

bent so strongly would stand the severity of its
tension, there eoines the news, that a change has
taken place in the Imperial policy; that the cord

which had been drawn so tightlyhas been loosened,
and that the yoke which had grown so burden-
some lias been made more easy. General ESPI-
NASSE has retired from the Ministry of the Interior,
?having received from the Emperor, plain inti-
mation that his resignation was expected and
would be accepted, nis successor is M. DELANGLE,
a civilian and a lawyer, and at the time of his ap-
pointment, First President of the Imperial Court.
M.DELANGLE, it is true, lias ever been a facile and
obsequious servant of the Government, but the
habits and prejudices of his class can not have
failed to inspire him with a respect for ancient
rights and legal forms, which was altogether

foreign to the military ideas and associations
of his predecessor. General ESPINASSE, meanwhile,
retires with a salary of 30,000 francs per annum,
receives a seat in the Senate, and is to have the
privilege of wearing a richly embroidered coat,
covered with laee, on State occasions. The next I
intimation that we have that the tide of military |
power, which has so long been at the flood, has

begun to ebb, is contained in the announcement
that M. BOITEIXEis to give back the place ofPrefect
of Police, to M. PIETRI, the former incumbent, who
has again been summoned from Corsica to Paris.
Finally, we learn by the steamer City of Washing-
ton, that the discovery has been made that the air
of London does not agree with the health of Mar-
shal PELISSIEU, and that it is thought advisable
that he, too, should return and be replaced, the
gossips have not quite settled yet by whom, hut at

all events by a civilian. M. PERSIGNY, the former
atnbassador, Count WALEWSKI, and M. DROUYN DE

L'HUYS, are named among the persons most likely
to receive the appointment. These, then, are steps

in the right direction, and they argue well for the
domestic repose of France and the stability of the
Empire. Meanwhile the busy note of preparation
is still heard in French dock-yards and arsenals.

The activity in maritime armaments still continues,
and all Europe looks on with amazement and sus-

picion. England is manning her Channel fleet,
little Belgium and Sardinia are getting their armies
in readiness, and even His Holiness the Pope is
making warlike preparations, which look as though

the Church Militant expected shortly to stand in
need of the weapons of carnal warfare. The Papal
Navy is to he increased from two corvettes to ten 1
What all this means?who can tell ? Who knows
hut that beside the desire to lighten the burden
of military rule which has of late borne so heavily
upon the shoulders of his people, the Emperor has
other and ulterior ends in view, in making the
changes which we have noticed ? Who knows but
that he has work cut out for General ESPINASSE,
more nearly in the line of that gentleman's pro-
fession, than were the duties of the Ilome-Oflice,

and that in recalling Marshal PELISSIEU from Lon-
don drawing-rooms, he proposes to find for him
more congenial employment in camps and battle-
fields ?

We learn that the difficulty which has prevailed,
for some days past, at the ship-yard of Messrs.
WM. SKINNER & SONS, was terminated yesterday,
by the employment of the white caulkers. The
negro workmen being afraid to return to their
labor, after their experience of last week, there
was, of course, nothing else to be done, the Messrs.
SKINNER having no choice l>etween abandoning

their business and submitting to the terms im-
posed on them. The idea suggested in yester-

day's American, that the colored caulkers had
combined to exclude the white workmen
from labor, is too absurd in itself to l>e
within the scope of possibility, and we have
no reaso/i for believing it to be anything
else than one of the usual apologies of
that journal for official delinquency. The state-
ment of the Messrs. SKINNER, in yesterday's Ex-
change, over their own signatures, ought certainly
to atford some guaranty for the truth of what it
contains, and we will not, in the face of a declara-
tion, made so solemnly by men of so much re-
spec'nbility, believe, without convincing proof, that
there is any ground for doubting it. But whether
their statement be true or false, on this point, cer-

tain it is, that the Messrs. SKINNER had aright to
employ whom they pleased, whether black or

white, and to be protected by the authorities in
doing so, and it strikes us that the Mayor would
tie much better occupied in enforcing the laws,
than in holding an inquest over the remote causes
which may have led to their violation. The one

is his business?the other the business of the
Courts?and we do not think that the Executive
has any surplus vigilance to lend to the Judiciary.
Two of the parties to the riot who were recognized
by the Messrs. SKINNER, were arrested upon bench
warrants some days ago, on the oath of one of the
firm, and duly bailed out. U remains to be seen
whether the Criminal Court wiil emulate the ac-
tivity of the Mayor's office.

A COUPLE OF ENGLISH SCANDALS.
The past week saw the termination of two of

those uncomfortable cases which unfortunately do
not expend all their discredit upon those immedi-
ately concerned in them. No one, we presume,
would care to become the historian of the house of
Meux, and it is fortunately unnecessary to go fur-
ther back in point of date than the year 1841. when
the present Sir Henry Meux, having passed through
Eton and Christchurch, and being strong in body,
if not in mind, succeeded to the Hertfordshire estate
and to the enormous profits of the brewery.

How he spent this income it is useless now to in-
quire. lie has three sisters, Lady Maiden, Mrs.
Arabin and Lady Smijth. Lady Maiden, previous
to her marriage, had kept his house for him, and
to her he had obligations which he seems to have
most generously discharged. In 1555 this rich and
prosperous man married a daughter of Lord Ernest
Hruce, and a son was born to him. He was, there-
fore, at what men call the height of his prosperity
when the shadow of a terrible doom stole over him.
Before his son was born he made a will, leaving
his real property to any eldest son, and £20,000
each to any other children he might have. His
wife took a life interest in the remainder, but his
sisters were not mentioned. The law, however,
would remedy this omission in case the infant son
of Sir Henry should die. Sir Henry's sisters would
then take as coheiresses on the termination of Lady
Meux's life interest.

In July, 1857, Sir Henry made a codicil to this
will, and thereby left his property to his children,
but. ifthere should be no children, then to his wife
absolutely. Between the will and tile codicil, there-
fore, there is no practical difference if the infant,
Henry Bruce Meux, should grow up to manhood.
But there is a chance that this child may die, and
if that should happen the property would, under
the terms of the will, go to the sisters after the
death of Lady Meux, and would go to the widow
absolutely under the terras of tne codicil. Sir
Henry Meux has become an idiot. About that
there is no question. No one is interested in ques-
tioning it. The whole inquiry is a fight over the
anticipated or imagined grave of the infant boy.
The object of the sisters is to prove that their
brother was mad on the 3d of July, 1857; ifit can
be established that he was sane up to the 4th of
July it is sufficient to answer the purposes of the
wife, ft is an edifying contest, and the proceed-
ings preserve a consistent relation to their object.

It was proved that betore the close of 1850 Sir
Henry shot badly, and in some Cambridgeshire cov-
er-shooting shot Gen. Hall in the leu. Lord Charles
Clinton remarked that Sir Henry had an impedi-
ment in his speech, but was not drunk. The Hon.
Charles Butler found a difficulty in understanding
what he said. Sir Henry told a Mr. Bragg that
certain voters would vote for him, who he (Sir.
Bragg) knew would not do so. Mr. Marjoribanks
remarked that he walked badly. Lord Kanelagh
recommended him to give up Herfordsbire and
stand for Middlesex, lor the same reason, it is to be
supposed, as that given for Hamlet's being sent to
England. Moreover, when he canvassed he left to
his professional agents the work of persuasion, and
limited his own form of salutation to "Will you
vote for me? I am the senior member." The sisters
three, moreover, in their anxiety for truth, or in
industrious prosecution of their case, ranged the
menials of the household in their ranks.

Sir Henry had intimated a belief that his butler
was a liar, and had scrutinized the weekly bills of
his French cook. Thedoctors, as usual, differed?-
they differed in contraries and in contradictories,
they differed categorically and hypotheticall.v, they
differed subjectively and objectively, they diifereil
in diagnosis and in treatment. Weighing their evi-
dence in a pair of scales, the overweight seems to
be the opinion of Sir Benjamin Brodie?namely,
that he did not think Sir Henry's judgment upon
the qualifications of an attorney worth much. We
could find fifty attorneys to say as much for Sir
Benjamin llrodie. Far be it from us to say that
Sir Henry was not quite mad when he shot badly,
ar.d walked badly, and talked badly, and canvassed
badly, and doubted the veracity of his butler, and
profanely questioned the accounts of his French
cook. There certainly was spine other facts which
would carry the case rather further.

But, if wc must admit that each of ttie imputed
acts of commission and omission is an important
item in an indictment against a man's sanity, wc
must also tremble to think of the mental condition
of many people we have been associating with for
years. After a nine days' wrangle, at a cost of £(>00
or £7OO a day, over the broken intellect of this poor
lunatic, the jurycame to the very sensible verdict
that they could not tell when his insanity assumed
an aspect which rendered him incapable of testa-
mentary disposition. They were right. As we ap-
proach and pass the solstice we can detect a change
of temperature; but who can tell by his own mere
organ of sense at what moment he is passing the
line? The jury seem to have felt that the inquiry,
so far as it was a test, was unnecessary. Their de-
cision as to the validity of the codicil would have
been binding on no one. it was only an unseemly
scramble for a better place in a future fight?-a fight
only to come off in case of the untimely death of
the baby.

Throughout this melancholy exhibition the palm
for unblushing coolness must be awarded to Mr.
Montagu Chambers. During a contest wherein
every champion bore as his motto? "Anri sacra
fames," this philosophical and ethical ornament of
the liar and the Legislature read a serious lecture
to Lady Meux upon the evils of too great riches,
the disadvantages ofwealth to a widow sought in
marriage by an ardent lover, and the danger of ex-
citing the loquacity of an evil speaking world
which might accrue from the fact of a mother hav-
ing a pecuniary interest in the death of her off-
spring. The delicacy and good taste of this appeal,
under the peculiar circumstances of the case, cannot
be too highlyextolled.

What shall we say of the other cause celebre of
the week? The plot is so quaint that it remits us
to the French memoirs of the time of the Regency,
or to the earlier historiettes of the Court of good
King Charles 11. Itmay be stated in a very few
words. A dowager lady of rank occupies her leis-
ure in writing scandalous anonymous letters of, to,
and about her nephew, and when he expostulates,
sends her brother, a lighting Colonel, who has al-
ready "had the misfortune" to kill his man, to de-
mand satisfaction: which we must suppose means
to shoot the nephew through the body, or at least
to break an arm or leg, This new phase of nepot-
ism was submitted to the double lights of the police
court and the Court of Queen's Bench.

The unhappy nephew, to avoid fighting the bro-
ther of his uncle's wife, was compelled to come in-
to court and tell his sad tale of persecution, lie
had lived for six years under a perpetual shower
of tilth. Wherever he turned the postman met him
with a letter, and this letter always contained pre-
cisely the most disagreeable thing that could be
suggested to him at that particular moment. There
is a French farce wherein the heroine is persecuted
nearly to death forrepeating a little scandal. Hav-
ing inadvertently said that a gentleman's wife had
been unfaithful to him, the husband makes her
responsible for the name of his rival. By ev-
ery post, in every society, wherever she mar
be, she receives a letter with'the unvarying inquiry,
"Madame, s'il vonsplait?son "num." She found tile
persecution insufferable. Ho Mr. Hughes, when he
was about to be married,found himself assailed by im-
putations that he was insolvent, illegitimate, eaten
up with the king's evil, and subject to hereditary
madness. When he does get married he cannot re-
ceive his mother into his own house but the post-
man arrives at his mother-in-law's door with a pro-
test. Even his house-keeper is not allowed to pur-
sue her course in peace, and the butler is shot
through the character by an epistolary revolver.?
Now, a man may know himself to be very solvent
and very healthy, and may find the society of his
mother a solace, and may know his servants to be
honest, but still get impatient of a pertinacious cor-
respondence such as this. He may be innocent of
band-boxes, and of those who carry them, and vet
not like to to be called "Bandbox Ilunges.
But if the offence had terminated here we need
not have had a public esclandre. A private expo-
sure would have been sufficient; society would have
punished this Canidia, who draws her poisons from
the inkpot. An old woman's spite and malignity are
not thought worthy of much notice, unless they
should succeed inefiecting mischief; and in this case
there was no special damage, as the lawyers call it.
But when these letters are followed up by the visit
of a fighting Colonel and by public denial upon oath
of the authorship of the letters, we seem to see a
shameful act deeping in color to a crime. We are
startled to find a woman of rank coming into acourt
of justice, and solemnly, in the face of the world,
committing what the juryfound to be perjury; but
we have no right to be surprised that a woman who
could write the letters produced upon this trial
should try to shield herself from the disgrace of
detection even by such awful means. The jury
have declared that the scandalous anonymous let-
ters which so persecuted poor Mr. Hughes were
written by Lady Dinorbcn, and this after she had
appeared in the witness-box and had on her oath
repudiated them. The Judge's summing up and.
the evidence in the case seem fully to bear out the
verdict. By a retributive piece of poetical justice,
the wickedest and most unwomanly words which
the letters contained were written in the natural
handwriting of the writer.

FRANCE.
THE OHLEANISTPARTY. ?The departure from Eng-

land of the friends of the Count de Paris, who went
thither to pay respect to the funeral of the late
Duchess of Orleans, was marked by a general meet-
ing, when many resolutions were determined upon.

One of his ex-
pressions has become most popular?"Better to die
sword in hand on French soil than languish with
disappointment and disease in exile." It is said
that the only comment made by Thiers upon the
speech was this ?"We must get this fine lad out of
tiie atmosphere of resignation and submission to
Providence which surrounds liiin at Claremont?it
willruin his spirit."? Court Journal.

MISCELLANEOUS.

A letter of June 11th, from Rome, savs that the
prison of Paliano, about thirty miles from tlic Eter-
nal City, has again been made the scene of a con-
flict between the prisoners, in a desperate attempt
to force their way out, and the guard, who, it will
be remembered, on a similar occasion a twelve
inoi vh ago, fired upon them and killed seven or
eight of them. In the present instance no liveswere lost, and a number of the prisoners, estima-
ted by some accounts at not less than 60, actually
succeeded in getting away. Half of them, howev-
er, have been recaptured, and the two chief insti-
gators of the revolt have been brought to Rome for
examination. One of these is a hatter, who, during
the revolutionary movements of 184S, was an agent
of the Republican government; the other is a jour-
neyman compositor, who was sent to prison for
printing revolutionary proclamations sent him from
abroad.

Madame Jenny Lind-Goldschmidt resolved, as is
well known, a long time ago, after she had given
up her projected journey to Russia, to leave her
present residence?Dresden?and settle in England.
This intention she has now carried out. After all

her furniture in Dresden had been disposed of, uo
inconsiderable number of packages, with articles
of value, Ac., were forwarded last week, via Ham-
burp, to England, where Jenny bind will repose in
retirement, on her laurels, at a villanear Loudon.?
Netherlands Gazette.

The English Prime Minister is suffering from a
slight attack of the gout.

CUBA.
MOVEMENTS OF THF. BRITISH SQUADRON ?ACTIVITY OF

THE SLAVE TRADE?DESTRUCTION OF HIGHWAYMEN
?FINANCIAL AFFAIRS.

[Correspondence of the New Yorlc Times.]
HAVANA,Wednesday, June 30, 1858.

The American Gulf Squadron*are now busilv en-
gaged in cruising in search of her Britanic Majes-
ty's gun boats, and show themselves before the Moro
Castle nearly every day. The Dolphin, Water
Witch and Vixen entered the harbor, but after a
brief stay, sailed again to join their companions.?
The Plymouth and Fulton sent in their boats for
letters and fresh provisions. Fears of the yellow-
fever probably keeps them out of port, though all
uneasiness about further visits from British cruis-
ers is at an end. The Styx and the Devastation are
now lying in port. On the latter came Commodore
Kellett, who has been sent down here to explain
away the officious conduct of the Commander of the
Buzzard, and assure the Government that punish-
ment will be meted out to him. He dined with
Concha yesterday, and lpaves again to-morrow for
Halifax, withdraw ingfrom these coasts all the of-
fending gun boats.

The Jtiario de la Marina, in a lengthy article,
refutes the assertions of the Havana correspondent
of the Herald, who gravely asserted that twenty-
five thousand negroes had been landed on the
Island since the Ist of January, in twenty-five ves-
sels. As the greater part of the vessels engaged in
this trade are brigs and schooners, and hardly ca-
pable of bringing such an enormous number, even
though stowed as tight as herrings, the traders
generally take a moderate sized cargo, which bet-
ter insures health on the passage.

From good information given by parties interested
in the business, I should judge that the actual num-
ber landed since the beginning of the year cannot
exceed 10,000, ifso much. When we bear in mind
the great number of vessels captured on the coast
by the British cruisers, and the difficulty of pro-
curing cargoes, owing to the extreme vigilance ex-
ercised in that quarter, we cannot help admitting
that the llerahl's correspondent has been badly
duped.

General Concha's new system of exterminating
the highway robbers throughout the Island, has
commenced "to work beautifully. Since the issue
of the order eight or ten noted villains have been
shot by the soldiers and peasantry, and the public
roads are now entirely safe. In the western part
of the Island two of the worst characters have been
pardoned and invested with full powers to capture
every suspicious character. Inevery instance that
the alarm has heen sounded, the robbers have
either been captured or shot. The same energy dis-
played in this and other cities of the island would
have a good effect. Never since the time of Yives
has the country been so thoroughly at the mercvof
thieves and assassins, all owing to our Chief of Po-
lice, who is no more qualified for his office than the
late Mayor of New York. Concha, however, owes
his present office mainly to his exertions, and had
to give him a part ot the spoils.

I am credibly informed that the present Spanish
Cabinet will not accept Concha's resignation. This
intelligence reached here by the last English pack
et. The cause of this change is that the wily Mar-
quis accompanied his resignation with a round mil-
lion, the proceeds of the Havana Custom House and
the head-tax levied on the slaves, with the promise
of another million in September. These are un-
usually large presents to receive from Cuba, not-
withstanding the general impression abroad that
the Island of Cuba yields the home government a
large surplus. The naval and military establish-
ments consume nearly all the revenues, and these
two millions proceed mainly from the new taxes
levied by Concha for the first time.

The weather has been very disagreeable of late,
and the rains incessant. Yellow fever prevails to
a considerable extent in the city, but the harbor is
as yet, comparatively speaking, healthy.

UTAH NEWS.?THE PERPLEXITIES OP
JUDGE ECKLES.

[From the Corresjiontle.nt of the .Vew York Herald.\
CAMF SCOTT, June 10, 1858.

The judicial department of our Territorial gov-
ernment has labored under serious difficulties ever
since it was taken from the hands ot the Saints and
placed in those of the Gentiles. These difficulties
have now become such as to render the holding of
the Supreme or even of a District Court almost, if
not quite, impracticable. The chief judicial func-
tions of the Territory are exercised by a Chief Jus-
tice and two Associate Judges; together thev hold
the Supreme Courts, and separately District Courts,
the Territory being divided into three judicial
districts, one of which is presided over by each
Judge.

Mr. D. It. F.cklcs, the Chief Justice, received his
appointment later than either of his compeers; nev-
ertheless he is the only one now in or who has ev-
er been in the Territory. It was after night on the
21st of July, 1857, that he received notice of his ap-
pointment; the next day he took the oath of office;
five days later he had closed his business at Green-
castle, "Ind., made the necessary arrangements for
his journey and travelled to St. Louis. He waited
at Leavenworth until the 10th of August for the
other civil officers; none arriving he started west-
ward, thinking they would overtake him.

At Fort Kearney he awaited again two weeks for
the civil officers, particularly his associate judges;
still none arriving he recommenced his journey,
Government did not even furnish him with trans-
portation; he had to find his own teams. Before
getting intoKearney he broke down a wagon, so he
advanced from that post to Chimney Rock with an
ox train; thence he travelled on with Col. Smith's
command, furnishing, however, his own transporta-
tion. At the South Pass he was overtaken bv
General Johnston, who, though he considered it
rather a stretch of his powers, tendered to him the
services of three government mules from Ham's
Fork to this place. The judge arrived hereon the
17th November, dug a hole in the ground, fixed up
some logs around it and deposited himself in it as
the judicial head of the Territory.

The first Monday in September he opened his
court, without a single Territorial officer in the
Territory to aid him; there was no sheriff, no con-
stable, no magistrate, no clerks, no seals, no library,
no court house, nor even a table or chair to put in
one. He considered it very doubtful whether he
had the power to appoint any of the officers above
named, save his clerks; but as it was necessary to
have a civil government, in order to control and
punish teamsters and camp followers who violated
the law, he considered a government de facto bet-
ter than none, and forthwith appointed said officers
to aid him in carrying on one. The funds he sup-
plied out of his own pocket; he has never received
a cent from the Territory to aid in carrying on the
civil government. Moneys accruing to the court
from fines or otherwise have defrayed the major
part of his expenses.

During the past winter the Judge suffered many
privations. The difficulty ofgetting wood was very
serious; he paid as high as $lO a cord for it, and
finally could not obtain it for that. The animals,
,being with difficultykept alive, could do no work
so the men had to harness themselves to wagons and
draw wood through the snow for the command.?
Ifwood was obtained in this way for the troops, it
willbe understood how difficult it was for civilians
outside of the army to obtain it. In Februarv
Gen. Johnston ordered the Judge to be supplied
with wood, as though he pertained to the army.?
When the army moved from its upper camp down
here, Mr. Eckles was unable to follow it for want
of a tent.

Finally the command was able to furnish him with
tents for himself and attaches, whereupon he took
up his quarters with the army, and continued to
make war on the gamblers, who seriously disturbed
the good order, peace and quietude of the camp.?
The only aid he has received in carrying on a civil
government has been from the army, with the ex-
ception of the appointment of one magistrate by
Gov. Camming. Already upon the army arriving
here serious difficulties had commenced between the
teamsters and soldiers; and if there had not been a
judicial authority to restrain the one and a judicious

power to govern theother,lamentableconsequences
might have ensued.

The army is now about moving into Salt Lake
Valley. Judge Eekles willaccompany it; but what
can he do there? He cannot hold Supreme Court,
for neither of his associates are here; he cannot
hold District Court, because it is not bis district.

The first district over which he presides lies north
of Salt Lake City, the Mormons have all left that
region of country, so he can do nothing there. The
second judicial "district, containing about all the
Mormons at the present time, pertains to Mr. Sin-
clair, \ irginia. The Governor might remove
Judge Eckles from the First to the Second district,
but such a removal would not be exactly legal.?
Nevertheless, in order to get a civil government in
that district, it may be well that a government do
facto , not in compliance with all the forms of law,
is better than none at all. Judge Eckels wrote to
the President a long time since that he could not
carry on a civil government here longer than the
15th of May, unless associate judges were sent him,
but the letter was seized in transitu by the Mor-
mons.

The "Judge's animals having been lost during the
winter, he linds himself without means of transpor-
tation to .Salt Lake Valley. Usually, generals in
the American army take any number of the public
animals and carriages they chose for the transpor-

j tation of themselves, their effects and their friends.
| (len. Johnston, however, holds that though he has
the control of everything for public purposes, he
has the disposal of nothing for private or personal
purposes; so he is unable to extend to .Judge Eckels
the use of public animals, but has cordially placed

his own private carriage at the Judge's disposal,

remarking that his place was on a horse at thetieau

"cumming, more favored than the Chief Jus-

tice of the Territory, received from the general

government an order for transportation and pro-

vision-. at contract prices. Considering the critical

position ofaffairs in this Territory every public offi-
cer ought to be at his post doing his duty. Ought
judges who are salaried for administering justice in
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this Territory to live in the States and never enter
it? The President directly appealed, in his late I
proclamation to the Saints, to all Territorial ofh- i
cers, enjoining upon them "to be diligent and faith- iful to the fall extent of their power in the execu- |
tion of the laws." Can they do this and reside i
outside of the Territory?" Where are Judges I
Potter and Sinclair ?

CHARLESTON HARBOR? THE MAFFIX CHANNEL.? j
The ship Xocmie, Captain Johnson, for Liverpool,
was towed to sea through the Maftit Channel, on i
Saturday last, by the steamer Nina. The Noemie's j
draught was a foot more than the pilots would have j
taken over the ship bar on that day, and the former I
channel will, from its increased capacity and its
convenience to the city,"be used hereafter for the |
larger portion of the shipping trading to this port.

Sumter, would afford a fine range of marks to come
in or go out the Jlatiit Channel by.? Mercury
July 5.

The ship Albert Franklin, Capt. Dunbar, recent-
ly reported abandoned a wreck In the bay of Ben-
gal, had three boats iu which the crew escaped from
the sinking vessel. They were separated the first
night, and next day the captain's boat, containing
that officer and five of the crew was picked up by
the ship Judge Shaw, and taken to Rangoon. Let-
ters from Calcutta state that the other two boats,
with the rest of the officers and crew, were also
picked up, a few days after the wreck, by a brig,
and carried to Basscin.

Professor Updegraff, of Indianapolis, Indiana,
has made a discovery in paper manufacture which,
he thinks, will be very valuable. It is made from
vegetable matter, without pulping, requit ing only
the present process of bleaching. Allkinds of pa-
per can be made from the material in inexhaustible
quantities, and at points convenient for shipping to
any part of the world. It presents a smooth and
even surface, and is of a Very white color.

A row boat, containing two sons and two daugh-
ters of Mr. Wilson, of Poughkeepsie, and Mr. Wil-

kins, a teacher in that city, was run down on Fri-
day last by a river steamer, and capsized.
