tempted murder was perpetrated on Sunday, the 4th in-
stant. inthe vicinity of Franklintowu, Baltimore county.

He was received very kindly and invited in, but as soon
as he entered the premises Taylor locked the door and
commenced a most violent and brutal assault upon him.

An
attempt was made to thrust Mr. W. into the cellar, hut

_ Christian Suhroff, a German laborer, on Saturday even-
ing assaulted his wife witlia large knife, stabbing herdangerously in several places. He immediately after-
wards stabbed himself three times. Tlie injuries to the
wife it is believed willprove fatal. Suhroff was commit-
ted to Essex Market prison to await the result of his wife'sinjuries.

Tlie deaths in tliecity last week numbered 442, which is
less by 5 than for the week preceding. Of these. 56 were
by consumption, and 41 were by marasmus. There wereonly 3 fatal cases of measles, 7of scarlet fever and 8 of
small pox.

The sexton ofSt. Matthew's church, Francisvillc, whileon his way home from a collecting tour, was accosted at

the intersection of Sixteenth street and Ridge avenue, by
two men, who invited him to drink some soda water. ?

After some hesitation he consented, and that is the end of
his recollection until Saturday, when he was found in Lo-
gan Square. He fancies that he roamed over fields during
the time of his disappearance, hut it is most likely that he
was confined in some den, as a large sum of money, and
everything of any value upou his person were taken from
him.

A young man named James Hetzclherger, was yester-
day brought liefore Alderman Freeman, on the charge of
committing an assault and battery upon Ephraim ITurst,
and also highway robbery. Hurst was attacked on Thurs-
day night, on the wharf, knocked down, stabbed in the
head with an oyster knife, robbed of his watch and a five
dollar note, and then thrown overboard. He was res-
cued.

The tow boat Rappahannock from Philadelphia, was
burned on Saturday night at the mouth of the river
Schuylkill, having on board about sixty mules, all of
which were burned to death. The persons on board es-
caped without injury.

Jhe projected city railways, as well as those in progress
hid fair to a comparatively early completion. No time,
has yet been fixed for the commencement of the Spruce
and Pine, Coates and Green, Girard College, or Second
and Third streets. But it is expected that all roads, forwhich charters have been granted, willbe in running or-
der before winter.

There were twenty-three fires during the month of June
for which the State House bell was rung. The aggregate
loss is not heavy. The heaviest loss at one fire is four
thousand dollars.

193 were children. There were 8 deaths from dj*sentery,
and 4from cholera morbus.

WASHINGTON NEWS?JULY 12.
The Administration, looking at the actual state of .af-

fairs in Mexico, deems the government of Zuloaga short-
lived. Senor Mata, representing Juarez in this country,
is in Washington, and has had an interview with the
President ami Secretary ofState. Though not received inthe capacity of Minister from Mexico, Gen. Rubles is high-
ly esteemed, and should the wheel of fortune bring Senor
Mata in his place, there willbe a universal feeling of re-
gret as regards the General personally and apart from po-
litical considerations. The Administration seems to be in
doubt as to whether, according to the constitution of Mex-
ico, any one can be constitutionally President of that
country who has not his government at the capital, and
whether we can receive a Minister from any other than he
who rules at the capital. This nice question is now under
the consideration of the State Department.

AFFAIRS ATTHE NEWT ORK QUARANTINE.
MORE MORTALITYON SHIPBOARD.?QUARANTINE. ?

The brig Jfury Alvira, of Boston, Captain Daly,
(late Captain \Vvman,) arrived at Quarantine on
Saturdav, from St. de Cuba, which port she
left on the 19th of Jane. She had a cargo of sugar
and tobacco, consigned to 11. D. Brookinan, a crew
of seven, and six passengers. Shortly after leaving
port the yellow fever made its appearance on
board, the first person taken down being a passen-
ger named William Murphy, belonging to Philadel-
phia, who died on the 25th. The Captain of the
brig F. A. Wyman, of Lincolnvillc, Me., was next
attacked, and died on the sth ofJuly. Four days
afterwards, viz : on the 9th, Henry James, of New-
ark N. J., died of the same disease; it is not men-
tioned whether lie was a passenger or a seaman.
Of her remaining crew three were landed sick at
Quarantine; shipkeepers were put on hoard, and the
brig was towed down to the lower anchorage.The steamer Tennessee, five days and twenty
hours from New Orleans, with 100 passengers, ar-
rived on Saturday. She was stopped at Quarantine,
the baggage of the passengers placed on hoard a
tug, opened and ventilated; and after being thus air-
ed until evening, the passengers and their luggage
were sent to the city.

The schooner A. Bradshaw, Captain Fish, from
Cienfuegos, arrived on Friday, with sugar and mo-
lasses to Moses Taylor. The crew were well, but as
the Commissioners of Health have placed that port
under ban, she will also be lightened below.

The bark Undine, Merritnan, arrived on Saturday
from Havana. Three of the crew died at Havana
of yellow fever. She will he compelled to discharge
her sugar into lighters at Quarantine.

THE CAPITOL EXTENSION. ?This work is steadily
progressing, and there is every reason to expect
that the Senate willbe able to take possession of
their new hall at the next session. In the north
wing, on every side may be seen tlie marks of pro-
gress, and the "busy note of preparation" gives
warning that all due diligence is being made to give
the representatives ofthe sovereign States "ample
room and verge enough" for the discharge of theirlegislative functions, instead of the former hall, in
which they had but little room, and tlie sovereign
people in tlie galleries still less. On passing
through the corridors, and viewing the various
coinmittee-rooms in the north wing, on the one
hand may be seen a group of imported artists,
adorning the walls and ceilings with groups of fig-
ures, animate and inanimate duopedal, quadrupe-
dal, and mult ipedal representing objects in heaven
and on earth, and some which have no existence be-
yond the fertile brain of the delineator in all tlie col-
ors of the rainbow, and many others which are not in
the rainbow with flowers and fruit which could on-
ly have grown in Utopia ornamented with scrolls,
volutes, and circumvolutes; modillions and all oth-
er imaginable forms which can be made by the
combination of straight lines, curved lines, and
crooked lines, and covering every visible inch of
surface, with the most lavish profusion, apparently
with the idea that, as nature abhors a vacuum, so
does the intelligent eye abhor a plain surface in the
dark, unfathomed caves ofocean, to be hidden from
every eye, as soon as the rooms are occupied, by a
covering of carpet.? Washington Union.

The Secretary of the Interior, on an appeal in-
volving the titles of Monticelln, Lower Monticello
and Moritious, Minnesota, has decided that under
the law the only beneficiaries of the trust are the
occupants of the" towns.

No other proprietors are recognized, nor can the
Department protect the claims or interest of non-
resident shareholders or lot owners. The quantity
of land for town purposes cannot exceed 320 acres,
under the law regulating that subject.

Booth, editor of the Free Democrat

, which was at-
tached to satisfy the judgment of the United States
Court against him for assisting the slaves of Mi'.
Garland to their freedom.

A correspondent of the Evening I'oftt writes that
Rev. Dr. Walker has sent in his resignation as Pres-
ident of Harvard College, to take effect at the close
of the present term. He will preside for the last
time on Commencement Day, July 21. Among the
names mentioned as his successors are those of Prof.
Felton, now in Europe; Hon. It. C. Winthrop, the
Rev. Dr. Putnam, ofRoxbury, and Dr. Bellows, of
New York. The choice, probably, lies between the
two former. Mr. Winthrop has nothing else to
attend to, while Prof. Felton's place in the Gieek
department could hardly be filled.

Ayoung man named Arthur A. Parlin, disap-
peared on the 18th ult. from his father's residence
at Chardon, Geauga county, Ohio, and was found
on Saturday, the 26th, in Munson pond. He had
committed suicide by tying a stone of sixteen
pounds weight to his wrists, and jumping from a
skiff' into the deepest part of the pond.

On Sunday afternoon, Stephen Murphy, of Jersey
City, X. J., took a party of friends out on a hand-
car on the Erie railroad, for a short excursion. In
returning, when near the Haekensack river, Mr.
Murphy was caught by the crank and thrown over
the front of the car into the river, where he was
drowned.

John Lutz, Allegheny county, to be executed Oc-
tober Ist.; William John Clark, Montour county,
to be executed September 24th.; Mary Twiggs,
Montour county, to be executed October 22d.

At Martinsburg, Blair county, Pa., on Saturday,
a' Mr. Samuel Lysinger, a member of the artillery
company of that place, had his right baud blown off
at the wrist, while charging a cannon that they
were firing in honor of the day. His arm was after-
wards amputated near the elbow.

The present season's hay crop promises to be a
large?and fine one in most parts of the country.
In the vicinity of Boston, and, in fact, in all Massa-
chusetts and New England, farmers are engaged in
cutting a heavy crop of grass. From other lmv-
producing parts of the country the accounts are fa-
vorable to a large crop.

The Pine Bluff (Ark.) Democrat says that Elihu
D. Green, who was tried at the late Circuit Court
for the murder of Whitesides and acquitted, was
shot dead a few days ago, within a few steps of the
spot where he killed Whitesides, by some person
unknown.

TIIE MAILSOF THE CITYOF WASH
INGTON.

ASIATICS, AFRICAN'S, AND AMERICANS.
[From the London Times of the 251 k.]

The Secondary duties of life are so numerous and
so varied that, although a zealous man may wish,
a wise man cannot hope, to leave one of them un-
performed. We know what our primary duties are;
they admit of no parley and no procrastination.?
Rut we cannot walk the streets of this metropolis
without seeing obligations which distract us by
their multitude. Had we been all earnest and ac-
tive we might have provided labor for the class
whence comes that poor bedizened creature who
leers at us in the thronged thoroughfare. The seats
in the parks, provided for the rest of those who
walk to recreate, are monopolized by the houseless
and wretched; they linger there by day, and they
sleep in these summer nights,?in the winter they
must huddle and shiver elsewhere. We might do
something to remedy this.

The Registrar-General tells us that our neighbors
are dying around us in unusual numbers, and we
have been weakly allowing sillv people to chatter
and noisy engineers to light while we ought to have
pressed on the work. We take up the day labor
sheet in any large manufactory, and find half the
signatures are crosses. It is our fault that these
men have not the full use of their faculties, that
they are dumb and deaf to absent friends, and blind
to the distant monitor. We enter a court of law,
and some such scene as this is going on : "Does
that little hoy know the nature of an oath ? Ex-
amine him, Mr. Associate." "Little bov. where do
had people go when they die ?" "To Bell, please,
sir." "That's right; good boy; swear him, crier."
Perhaps we finish our walk by turning into Exeter
Hall, where we hear that the Divine wrath is
kindled against us as a nation because we have not
converted the Ashantees to Christianity; or into
the House of Lords, where we find an eloquent Peerdemonstrating that our fleets and armies should go
forth and compel all the world to put away
slavery.

_ The attempt to discharge one of the least impera-
tive of these secondary duties has cost us more
money and more English lives than the whole of
the Crimean war. The sailors who had succumbed
to fevers on the Coast of Africa would have manned
a channel fleet; the money spent upon that Africansquadron would have built two channel fleets. We
have been brought almost into conflict with Amer-
ica, and we have exchanged sharp words with
France. Our reward has been a signal illsuccess,
and a general declaration from the whole world
that our interference has boon an insolence, and our
motives entirely selfish. We may wrap ourselves
up in our virtue and our national conceit, hut it is
true that we have failed; it is true that we have on-
lyaggravated the evil; it is true that we have given
an unnatural relative importance to this secondary
duty; it is true that we have pursued it to the ne-
glect of others more practicable and more impera-
tive.

Itseems to be true that we are about, in recklessdespair at our failure to sacrifice primary duties to
what has almost taken the form of a mania, and to
do a great wrong in the hope that we may obtain a
little good. In some remarks upon this subject
yesterday we spoke generally of the position of the
British possessions within the tropics with reference
to Asiatic and African labor. The subject is too
important to be left entirely in the hands of those
who are fanatical on the subject of the blacks, and
we wish to fortify those observations by referenceto a particular colony. Let us take Mauritius. It
is the finest island in the world. Alexander Dmnas,
who upon this occasion has some knowledge of what
he writes about, has described it so vividly thatthe French people think of it as a lost paradise.

It has an interesting population, for we see there,
upon a small scale, several problems which at all
times have troubled the world gradually working
themselves out. The old race of slaves and their
thorough-bred black children and grand-children
are nearly extinct. Every cholera or suiall-pox
epidemic sweeps them off by scores. The mulattoes
thrive, and are increasing in number, wealth, and
importance, but they are rather a faction than a
population. They trade in the towns; they do
not work in the fields. They are in nearly every
case the offspring of illegitimate passion, and they
hate the white aristocracy with a hatred that is
repaid by contempt. A mulatto jurywill acquit
a mulatto if he be clearly guilty of murder, rape,
or robbery; and any white criminal would chal-
lenge any mulatto on a jurywhich was to decide his
fate.

But neither of these two hostile populations can
ever cultivate this island. For labor the planter
must depend upon importation. A scarcity of la-
bor is the normal state of Mauritius. The rent of
houses is three times tlie amount of house rent in
England, because there are no builders. For want
of hands they cultivate nothing but sugar, and
therefore importevery other necessary from abroad,
even beef and mutton. Even when sugar is at high
prices the planter's profits are not to be measuredby quotations. The positions of master and man
are reversed. Bribing laborers and paying'crimps
absorb the profits. The Indians are 'petted and
coaxed and bribed to work. Fortunately they are
of a low caste, and, meeting from every part of In-
dia, and being mixed with Chinese and Europeansand hybrid races, they soon lose all caste and reli-gious prejudices. In "the rare instances of marriage
their children lose even their language, and adopt
the Creole French. They are easy to govern, are
good agricultural laborers, and are well behaved,
quiet citizens; but there are not enough of them,
and there is no succession.

They leave the cane fields as soon as they liavagained a little money, and engage in small branch-
es of commerce; having made a little more money
tlius, they go back to their own country; for there
are but few women of their own race to tempt them
to stay. Thus the planters are supplied with just
sufficient labor to enable them to sparsely cultivate
some portions of the island; the bulk of the island
is waste and jungle, but the labor market is kept so
high, that every laborer going out is certain to
make a fortune. There are some intellects so
thoroughly twisted by this morbid "melanthro-phy," that they probably regard this state ofthings
with a secret pleasure. Meanwhile, Cuba rejoices.
The dear labor that is forced upon our free colonies
is a weight in the race ofcompetition.

It enables the Cuban planter to pay high prices
for African slaves and hold out incentives to the
risk of an illicitcargo. Thus the negro undergoes
the middle passage in order that certain Hindoos
may enjoy a protected monopoly of the labor mar-
ket at Mauritius. I nwise in our generation, we
weigh one scale while we are lightening the other.
Add to this the injustice committed upon those In-dians and Chinamen who are kept from his high
mart oflabor, and we see how foolish have been thedoings of our unpractical philanthropists.

The true policy, if you would compete with Cu-
ba slavery, is not to seek for grievances and make
complaints that the colored races of mankind aresubject to the common lot of laboring humanity,
but to people the islands of the torrid zone with
Asiatics and Africans laboring infreedom. Instead
of crying?"Stop the transport of laborers," the
cry ofthe philanthropists should be, ?Strain every
nerve to increase that transport and to render it
effective. Do not create impediments and call them
regulations; do not regard with hostility the efforts
of the colored races to compete in freedom with
their compatriots in slavery; do not invent oppro-
brious nicknames for conditions of labor which are
more easy than those proposed to your soldiers,
and less enduring than those imposed upon your
own middle class countrymen proceeding to India.

Work with the men who have a pecuniary inter-
est in putting down slavery; aid them in competing
with tlie Spaniards and "Americans, who buy and
sell and traffic in mankind; be reasonable enough
to admit that a Chinaman or a Hindoo must be
pressed by the same necessities to labor which co-
erce your own white countrymen; and acknowledge
that the lot even of an African cannot be to luxuri-
ate in a paradise of unearned plenty. Fence them
round with all necessary securities against the cu-
pidity of bad men; give them greater securities
than you gave to tlie Irish when thev crowded your
unhealthy ships, fleeing from famine; but do not
wall up this stream of hungry emigrants, do not
kill these black men with your ill-judged kindness,
or sacrifice a great Imperial interest to a false and
maudlin sentiment. Mere vituperative declamation
is an easy, a popular, and a useless thing; instead
of this, men who would be useful to their kind
should help us in council, and should aid us to dis-
cover how that which must be done may be well
and safely done.

THE FIRE DEPARTMENT OF PARIS.
A letter from Paris in the New York Time* de-

scribes the tire department in that capital as fol-
lows:

The fire department of Paris, like the police, is a
military organization, and consists of 1,000 men.
Its members are drawn from the army, and are
under the control of the Minister of War, except
when on duty as firemen, when they obey the or-
ders of the Prefect of Police. They are picked, and
consequently efficient men, an'd are carefully
drilled and trained in gymnastic exercises. They
are enrolled for the same number of vears as sol-
diers in the army, and cost the treasury annually
560,000 francs ?a little over SIOO,OOO. They wear
uniform, blue cassimere jacket, buttoned up to the
throat, pantaloons of the same stall*, made largo,
and a brass cap. They have a strong leather strap
around their bodies, in whicli there is a ring, and
by which they can be suspended. Their principal
arm is a fire axe. But their engines are rnero
syringes, and their hose company mil.

The Frencti machines are very small, and only
throw water. They must be supplied by buckets.
On occasion of the recent destruction by fire of the
buildings called Grand Conde, lines were formed in
all directions, into which the policemen pressed
men, women and children for the passage of buck-
ets. Barrels on wheels were also put in requisition,
but not a single hose. The river was only two hose
lengths from the fire, hydrants were plenty, there
was no wind, and yet the Grand Conde burned sev-
en hours before the walls fell in, and it is burning
yet at the eighth day, with engines constantly play-
ing on it. Allthe walls of tlie neighboring houses
have been damaged so that the people have left
them, and props have been put up to save them from
falling. This results from inefficient machinesand too
much official parade. The preventive side of the
question, however, is immensely in favor of the
French system. This system consists in a stringent
law in regard to tlie mode of construction of houses,
and in placing liretycn, hydrants, reservoirs, and
house P>pes, wherever there is inost danger of a
(ire. With their powerful engines, if New York
would adopt this careful preventive system, she
would save millions of property annually. This is,
in fact, one of the reforms she must sooner or later
adopt.

DISCOVERY OF AMERICA?REVIVAL OFTHE
CLAIMS OF AMERICUS VESFUCIUS.

cotemporary authorities, including his friend and
Rnide, the pioneer navigator himself Rut his claimto the highest distinction remains under protest;anil a chivalrous South American?M. Yaruhagen.

razilian Minister at Berlin?now comes forwardo letleem it, with an elaborate dissertation on the
iscovery and first exploration of the Uulf of Mexi-co and the United States.
The learned researches of Humboldt havingbrought to light the fact that the name was firstgiven to the continent by cotemporary French and

German writers without the knowledge of Americas-probably because they first heard of it through
his popular reports of his own explorations to theDuke of Lorraine and other correspondents for
with superior literary attainments, he confessedly
had a more decided itch for writing than anv of his
companions?M. Varnhagen would infer his title tothe rewards of discovery, and rummages eagerly
among the scant vestiges of the time lor evidence
to establish it.

The claim that he first saw the main land turns
wholly on the question whether his first vovage
was made in 1497 or in 1499; since it is certain that
Columbus did reach it during his third voyage in
'9B. The most diligent search has hitherto failed to
find any other unequivocal record of a voyage in
'97, than that contained in the famous gratulatory
letters written by Americus at Seville in 1504, to
the Chief Magistrate of his native city, Florence,
recounting four several voyages, then just com-
pleted.

Mr. Irving, following Iferrera and other early
Spanish writers, regards the first of these, report-
ing the discovery of the coasts of Central and North
America in '97, so important if true, as a pure in-
vention: while Humboldt's more extended subse-
quent studies serve to show that it is probably a
perverted copy of a genuine report of his visit in
the expedition of Hojeda in '99, and that the con-
fused dates and manifest misprints, like similar er-
rors in other versions of his voyages, are attributa-
ble to careless or designing editors, as Americus
whose integrity is now conceded?did not himself
publish any of them: and such corruptions werefrequent in writings of the day.

11. Varnhagen makes an issue with both; andin-I sists that undisputed Italian, French and Latin ver-
sions of the latter were extensively published with-
in three years of its date, as proved by incidental
references in authentic contemporary maps and
other documents; that the minute description of
countries not visited by the expedition in '99 evin-
ces personal observation and thus corroborates the
dates; that it was unquestioned for near a centu-
ry, when Herrera, historiographer of the King of
Spain, first denounced it as an imposture; and that
there is no reason to doubt that it was among the

j narratives of Americus in the hands of the son
I and first biographer of Columbus, in which he

found "no deceit, or injustice towards the Adini-
| ral."

Having thus inferred the authenticity of the let-
j ter, it is claimed as conclusive testimony, since the

integrity of the author, whom Columbus pronounced
! "worthy of all confidence," was never impeached

j hy any cotemporary authority. The objection that
no other proof or monument of so remarkable a voy-
age remains, is rather summarily disposed of bv the
testimony of Humboldt, that "through a concourse
ot circumstances difficult to explain, many other
events that by their novelty have equally thrown
lighton all E'urope, have left no sign in any of its
archives."

A rather labored effort is made to supply this ab-
sence of documentary evidence, by a series of pro-
babilities; such as that Americus was engaged at
Seville in '95 and '9ti with a contract to furnish four
vessels for an exploring expedition, and that no
trace can be found of his presence in Europe during
'97: that the honors subsequently conferred upon
him by both Spain and I'ortugal were beyond the
merits of a mere subordinate member of an expedi-

j tion: that Peter Martyr, the friend of Columbus,
writingof the Admiral's exploration of the Hay of

j Honduras, concedes that it had been visited before
| by others, which Oviedo's History of the Indits, con-

firms: that Republican Florence celebrated his
| services by a public festival; and that the various
j continental writings which ascribe to hint the credit
| of discovering the continent, were received at

Seville while lie was yet striving there among tlio
friends of Columbus, without a protest.

of Columbus.
It would appear bv the letter which is so insisted

| upon as his title to the name of the New World,
that he sailed from Cadiz with an expedition of four

i vessels on the 10th of May. 1497, and reached what
is now called the Bay of Honduras at the end of
thirty-seven days. That pursuing the coast, they
explored the great Gulf, frequently stopping to ex-
amine the country, and parley with the natives,
who are graphically described, and that passing
thence by the mouths of a great river, apparently
the Mississippi (which was explored some leagues),
they sailed round the Cape [Florida], and coasted
north to the (full' of St. Lawrence.

Here in the Spring of '9B, being well entertained
by the Indians, of whom unmistakable descriptions
are given, they remained over a month for repairs,
and the putting together the materials of a small
vessel, and in return for favors received co-operated
with their native friends in subduing a belligerent
tribe on a neighboring island called Ite, not easy to
identify, and succeeding in taking many prisoners
as hostages. At the close of this seven days' war,
the expedition returned to Cadiz, in October, hav-
ing been absent about seventeen months.

Such is the claim; whether precisely just in the
manner and form stated is, nevertheless, a question
of secondary interest, since it must be conceded that
the great glory of discovery is due to the master
man who first opened the way.

INDEPENDENCE DAV IN 1794.
I!V GRANT THORNBtJRN, OF NEW TURK.

T arrived in New York, for the first time, on the
sixteenth of June, in the year 17!> 1. 1 had no ac-
quaintances in the city then, so 1 resolved to spend
the anniversary in away to please myself. At sun-
rise the bells rung out a merry peal from the stee-
ples of old Trinity, Middle Dutch, and St. George's
Churches. St. Paul's had neither bell nor steeple
at that time ; its present one was then in process of
erection, and was completed in the fall of that year.
There were thirteen guns?one for each State?tired
from the flattery. A company, composed of forty
or fifty of the old veterans, paraded the streets with
muskets, and fired a salute at twelve, m.. They
wore old cocked bats and tattered uniforms, inwhich
tliey fought bv the side of Washington. There was
now and then one with only a single arm.

In 1802, a number of those aged and noble soldiers
of the revolution-were removed from the custom-
house and other offices and their places filled by
bcardlesss and bhy>dless patriots! At 2p. m.,
twelve or fourteen of us pushed oil' in a boat from
the foot of the old Ply Market. A passenger took
the helm, while two boatmen began to row us over
the river to Brooklyn.

A strong spring tide was running in, which car-
ried our frail barque as high as Wallahout before
we made the Long Island shore. Being now in
slack water, we reached Brooklyn in ten minutes,
having made the passage in one hour and a quarter
?a thing which often occurred in those days. This
was the first time I ever was on Long Island. I
stood a few minutes on the wharf, looking in all
directions about me, and I do not think I could
have counted thirty houses. I walked forward in
the middle of the street until I came to the old
Dutch Church, about a mile from the ferry. A
thunder storm coming up, I sought shelter in"a cot-
tage near by the wayside. A Dutch negress and
two or three half-breeds were in possession ot the
hut. As she could speak neither Scotch nor Dutch
to any extent, our words were "few and far be-
tween."

The storm passed over in half an hour, and 1 took
to the street again. Here I saw, for the first time,
a field ofIndian corn. Itwas eight feet high, infull
leaf and tassel, and the rain drops sparkled over it
like diamonds, under the glancing rays of the sufc.
I mounted upon the rails of the fence to see this
beautiful sight?it looked like a field that the Lord
had blessed. It was flood tide when we returned,
so we crossed in twenty minutes. 1 think it was in
1811 thatFnlton commenced running his steamboats
from New York to Brooklyn. Now the passage is
made with an unlimited quantity of freight and pas-
sengers in from five to ten minutes. Initon died in
needy circumstances. From the ferry stairs I
walked up the market on the corner of \\ ater street,
and hearing a shout coming from the south, 1 fol-
lowed the sound.

It proceeded from a multitude assembled in front
of the old Exchange Coffee House, on the corner of
Wall and Water streets. The Society of the Cin-
cinnati were drinking toasts, and at every toast a
salute was fired from a six-pounder in tlio street,
and all the people shouted with joy. I think it was
in 17lis when the General (afterwards Governor)
dwelt in Liberty street, opposite the Middle Dutch
church. My own house was nearby, so we were on
social terms. On the Fourth of July, in year,
the Cincinnati Society dined in Washington Hall,
which then stood on the spot where Stewart's mar-
ble store now stands.

About 5 P. M., a letter was left at the Genera I'M
house, which the family thought required an imme-
diate answer. It being Independence lhiy, the ser-
vants had a* f/nnn the rfin //fit, so his daughter sta-

ted the case to me, and 1 carried the letter mysol I
to him?being glad of the opportunity to see so
many of Washington's otlieers assembled together.
An orderly sergeant stood by the room door in the

passage, dressed in full Continental uniform. 1 lie

General answered the call, met me in the passage,

opened the letter, and (.danced at the signature,

placed it inIds pocket, and invited me to the honor

of entering the room. I shook hands with a dozen
of those hoar.v headed veterans, drank to the health
of Washington, made niy best bow, and retired.

J should "think there were about one hundred and
fifty gittinsr around the tables. Among them were
General* Hamilton, Giles, Gates, Lewis, Stevens,
Van Caustlandt. Schuyler, etc. In the room were,
also. Colonels Varick, Iturr, Turnbull, McComb;
Majors Fairly, Lamb, and others whom 1 did not
know. Allof that company never met again; two
weeks after that date the yellow lever came in upon
the city like a Hood, and thinned their ranks most wo-
fully. It has been many years since the last of tbeiu
died, and we w ill never look upon their like again.

ARRIVAL OF THE CANADA.

LATER FROM EUROPE.

ST. JOIIN'S, X. F., July 12.?The steamer Canada, from
Liverpool withdates to the 3d inst., arrived off Cape Race
to-day.

The news is not ofmuch importance. The bill allowing
the House of Commons to admit Jews as members passed
a second reading in the House of Lords by 40 majority.

Parliament would be prorogued before the end of July.
There is nothing important from France.
The Spanish Ministry have resigned, and a new Cabinet

has been formed by General O'Donnell as Minister of For-
eign Affairs.

Senator Douglas at Chicago.
CHICAGO, July 9.?Senator Douglas was received this

eveniug with great display. At one o'clock a committee
of four hundred, from Chicago and the adjoining counties,
proceeded to Michigan City,and there met Judge Douglas'
and escorted him to this city. The arrival of the train was
greeted with the firing of cannon and the cheers of the
leople. A procession was formed, and conducted him to

the Tremont House, where he was welcomed ina brief
speech, inbehalf of the citizens, by Clias. Walker, Presi-
dent of the Board of Trade.

Mr. Douglas, after returning thanks for the magnificent

reception, reviewed the action of the last Congress on the

Kansas bill. He extolled the Crittenden bill as honest,
and as the very best proposition for the practical illustra-
tion ofpopular sovereignty. He claimed that the struggle
with Lecomptonism was for the integrity of principle.
That struggle was triumphant, and Lecomptonism was
virtually abandoned by its friends, and had been de-

feated forever. He had opposed the English hill,
although practically it sent hack the Constitution
to he accepted or rejected by people, because
the manner as well as the form of that submission was
at variance with every just principle of popular govern-
ment. Itwas a submission of the Constitution to tin*peo-
ple, with the threat that if they did not accept a Slave
Constitution, its 35,000 inhabitants should not come in as
a Free State until it had 93,000. He could never counten-

ance such a discrimination between free and slave States.
The best energies of his mind had been several years de-
voted to the great principles of the rights of the people of
the Territories to frame their own fundamental laws, and
he intended to devote all his future life to the same doc-
trine. He contended that the compromise measures of

ISSO were founded on that principle, and were carried out

in the Kansas Nebraska hill. He affirmed the Cincinnati
platform and reaffirmed President Buchanan's inaugural.
He regretted to see, however, a political party of this
country determine not to acquiesce in this line of policy-

The Republican Convention recently assembled at
Springfield nominated Mr. Lincoln as his (Douglas') suc-
cessor to the Senate, to repudiate the doctrine of popular
sovereignty. He (Lincoln) proclaimed that Congress, and

not the people of the Ten itorics, had the right to establish
the domestic institutions of the Territories. Lincoln en.
dorsed not only this doctrine, hut proclaimed a line of
policy which was incompatible with the existence of the
Union, for he declared that the Union, divided into an
equal number of free and slave States, cannot endure.?
Mr. Douglas showed the dangerous tendency of this doc-
trine, and said that it invited and proclaimed a war of ex-
termination?one section against the other. He regarded
it as subversive of the fundamental principles upou which
our complex system of government rested.

He denied that a uniformity of local policy and of
domestic institutions in the different States was
either desirable or even possible; on the contrary,
he held that our political system rested upon the
theory and the practice of a dissimilarity of local
policy and of domestic institutions in the different
States. Our forefathers clearly perceived that the
kind of domestic institutions which would suit New
Hampshire would be totally unfit for the rice plan-
tations of Carolina. Hence they adopted a constitu-
tion which provides that each State should
be sovereigh and supreme within its own lim-
its, on the supposition that they would be as
diversified as States as they were numerous.
Thus it would seem, the diversity and dissimilarity
of #the domestic institutions of the sovereign States
are the cardinal principles underlying tr* whole

system of our government. Its strength, Harmony
and adaptation to the wants and interests of the
people all depended upon the right of each State to
form and regulate its own internal policy without
reference to its similarity or dissimilarity to oilier
Sates. Repeated uniformity is neither desirable nor pos
sible. If possible, how can it be obtained ? There is
one process through which it can be accomplished, and
that would he to abolish the State.Legislatures, convert
the government into one consolidated empire, investing
Congress with full power to adopt police regulations, reg-

ulate internal policy, and adopt domestic institutions for
all the States. Let this be done and there would be uni-
formity. Then the States would be either all free or all
slave States. Then the negroes could vote everywhere or
nowhere.

Then our glorious confederation of thirty-two gov.

ereign States would be merged into one consolidated em-
pire. and the uniformity of despotism would reign

triumphant throughout the land. Mr. Douglas pro
ceeded to answer Mr. Lincoln's crusade against the
Supreme Court, on account of the Dred Scott de-
cision. He could sanction no crusade, he said, against

the highest judicial tribunal in the land, nor yet

was he prepared to yield obedienee to the law; as ex-
pounded by that Court. lie did not agree with Mr.
Lincoln, that it was a great wrong to deprive a negro

of the rights of citizenship. He did not believe they were
ever intended to be citizens. Our government was found-
ed on a white basis, and was created by white men. True
humanity required that negroes and other inferior races
should be permitted to enjoy only such rights and privi-
leges as they were capable of exercising, consistent with
the good of society. Mr. Douglas adverted to the neces-
sity of maintaining the organization of the Democratic
party. While there might be differences of opinion with
respect to the true construction ofparticular articles of the
creed, party toleration, he said, must he indulged. There
should be no proscription of sound Democrat because of
such differences. Government office holders and Republi-
cans acting inunison for the purpose of defeating the reg-
ular Democratic nominations, would be like the Russians
at Sebastopol, who kept on firing, without caring which
theyhit, French or English.

Mr. Lincoln was present, and heard Mr. Douglas
throughout.

Fireworks were discharged in several parts of the town
during the delivery of Mr. Douglas' remarks.

The number of persons inattendance was variously es-
timated at from 15.000 to 25.000.
