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TLovts NaroLEoN appears desirous of showing te
the world what he is capable of accomplishing,
rather than what he has seriously proposed to him-
<elf to execute. While assuring the neighboring
wovernments that his intentions are wholly pacific,
fm pushes forward with um.-xamplod activity his
preparations for war; maintains, on a peace esml')-
lishment, an army of 600,000 men; increases his
naval forces; converts his sailing vessels into
screw steamers; makes the fortifications of Cher-
bourg a perfect marvel of engineering skill; and
flines out broad piers into the deep water of the
harbor, so that vessels of the largest class may be
moored alongside, and an army, brought rapidly
from the interior over Railways converging to that
point, may be embarked with all it:s ma_terial of
war at a few hours notice. These mighty’prepara-
tions, without any apparent object in view, ha\"e
awakened serious apprehensions of coming evil in
the neighboring States. English alarmists, re-
pudiate, as a pretty piece of poetical nonsense
grand but over confident boast that—

¢« Britannia needs no bulwark,
No towers along the steep,”

and call Toudly upon the government to strengthen
the coast defences, and increase the Channel Fleet.
Mr. D' IsrakLi, when questioned on this subject by
of the House of Commons, declared
lly that there was not the least cause for
uneasiness; but in spite of this solemn assurance on
the part of the Chancellor of the Exchequer, the Eng-
lish Journals still continue to ask why it is that
France is arming, and to urge upon the govern-
ment the propriety of keeping close watch and
ward over the movements of its powerful ally.—
That so imposing a military and naval demonstra-
tion, during a period of profound peace, is well
calculated to awaken solicitude on the part of in-
sular England, and the Continental nations gener-
ally, cannot be doubted.  This solicitude has,
moreover, acquired unusual intensity from a con-
scionsness of the fact that, however much Louis
NaroreoN may desire to preserve friendly relations
with his neighbors, he may yet be compelled atany
moment, under the force of internal pressure, to
adopt a line of policy at variance with his own in-
clinations and adverse indeed to his true interests.
He has clected to base his tenure of power upon
the bayonets of his soldiery rather than upon the
nﬂi-mif'm of the French people, and if that soldiery
should become restive from imaction, and demand
to be led to new fields of conquest, he may yet be con-
strained to choose between disaffection at home and
hostilities abroad. Under such circumstances it is
not at all diflicult to divine which of the two
alternatives he would accept. 'We do not hesitate
v, that a war with England would, of all
s, be the most popular with the French people.
There is an hereditary enmity existing between
the two nations which no entente cordiale
no interchange of royal courtesies, no mingling
of banners against a common enemy, can ever
wholly dissipate. It is the one drop of bitter
blood which all the perfumes of Arabia will never
sweeten; the one indelible impress which no sapo-
naceous compound can ever effectually remove.
Like letters written with invisible ink, the paper
may show a fair surface until the hidden charac-
ters are developed by the application of heat. A
war with England would be hailed with enthusiasm
by the French soldiery, and wonld do more than
the most liberal concessions could accomplish to-
wards rallying that class of malcontents to the
support of the Government, from whose machina-
tions it has the most to fear. To commercial men,
and to men of substance generally, such a war
would prove most disastrous; but in his passion
for Glory—the ruling passion of his race—the
Frenchman neither stops to count the cost, nor to
reflect upon the consequences. The invasion of
England has long been a favorite project in France.
It could scarcely be otherwise, when we reflect
upon the almost unbroken series of victories which
England has achieved in her contests with the
latter power. Agincourt and Cressy; Blenheim
and Ramilies; Vittoria and Waterloo; the Nile
and Trafalgar, are but so many bloody protests,
in the opinion of the French m
permanence of an alliance which it may be the
policy of the government to maintain, but which
the sentiment of the nation disavows. Now then,
let us see why it is that France is arming. Sub-
sequent to the Crimean war, and in part growing
out of that struggle, many grave points of differ-
ence have arsen between France and England,
upon which there can be scarcely any possible
hope of an harmonious accord. Louis NAPOLEON
has declared himself in favor of uniting the Dan-
ubian principalities, and in placing at the head of
the newly organized sovereignty, either Prince
Murat, or the Count de Mor~y, and in this pro-
ject he is warmly supported by Russia. England,
and Austria, on the other hand, are equally de-
termined to prevent the union. They foresee in
the union of the principalities, and in the nomina-
tion of a French subject to a quasi sovereignty
over those important States, serious danger
to the independence of Turkey, in the event
of a coalition between France and Russia. Mu-
tual distrust of the designs of the latter Pow-
ers has drawn England and Austria closer togeth-
er; has increased, at Paris, the bitterness against
Austria, to whose machinations this charge of
policy is aseribed, and has produced an unpleasant
effect upon the relations existing between France
and England, which the acquittal of BerNarp, the
opposition to the construction of the Suez Canal,
and the speech of Lord MALMESBURY, growing out
of the capture of the Regina Cwli, have tended
greatly to aggravate. The Parisian Journals,
both Socialist and Tmperialist, characterize the al-
liance of England with Austria as the negation of
all the previous policy of the English government,
and as prophetic of the termination of the enfente
cordiale. They contrast what they term ¢ the
brutal accusation” of Lord MaLyEsBURY, denounc-
ing the emigration system of France as nothing
less than the re-establishment of the slave trade in
disguise, with the conciliatory tone adopted in
Parliament and in the English Journals, to-
ward this country, in abandoning the Right
of Search. They charge England with gross
selfishness  in  opposing the construction of
the Suez Canal, and intimate that * France,
“‘observant of the wuniversal discontent, may yet
‘‘seek to promote a reconstruction of the European
“Imlance upon foundations more equitable and less
“fragile.””  Admitting that it is not the policy of
France to quarrel with England, because the in-
terests of the two nations are too closely identified,
they declare that the insults which the latter has
already heaped upon her ally, in the Austrian al-
liance, in theacquittal of Orsint’s confederates, and
in her parliamentary discussions, have led France
to prepare for war; and that though she will not
seek the occasion, she will accept it with delight
whenever the occasion arises, Such is the tone of
the French journals, and the language of French
statesmen, and we can now understand the reason
why France is arming, and especially why it is
that Louis NAI’.OLEON is i““"':\sing, 10 sacktan ides
mous extent, his naval resources, 1f his own safety
demandg, either from pressure within, or from com=
plications without, that he shoulq throw down the
gage of battle, he is ready for the emergency, In
alliance with Russia he would be able 1o crush out
the opposition of the Germanic powers by the dis-
play of an overwhelming military force, anq by
thus holding them in check, he relieves himself
from all apprehension of an attack upon his rear,
if he should resolve to attempt theinvasion of Eng_
land, or to dispute with her the supremacy of the
sea. The weakness of France has ever been in
that arm of the service which has for three centu-
ries constituted the strength of England, and Louis
NarorLeoN is evidently seeking, by the mere
force of his imperial will, to remedy the deficiency.
But ships of war, however imposing in numbers,
and however terrible by reason of their weight of
metal, are comparatively useless, for all practical
purposes, unless they be efficiently manned. Sev-
enty thousand conscripts, marched on board the ves-
sels lying off Brest, and Toulon, and Cherbourg, do
not constitute 70,000 able seamen, and the naval
service is at best but ill adapted to display the war-
like genius of the French people. But, it is very
possible that these considerations will have no
weight either with Louis NAPoLEON or the nation

be governs, in the event of the exigency arising
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when war becomes necessary cither for the preser-
vation of the Imperial dynasty or for the assertion
of a popular principle, and until one or the other
of these alternatives arises the enfente cordiale will
hold together.

‘We notice through our exchanges that the ever-
memorable Fourth was hailed with grateful accla-
mations throughout the country, and celebrated
with much genial enthusiasm. No small part ot
the national joy found vent through the lungs of
the thousands of ‘‘distinguished gentlemen” ‘‘who
had kindly consented’’ to deliver addresses upon the
occasion, and of the hearers who applauded them.
In most of these orations the despots of the old
world were heartily belaboured, and its benighted
people pitied. Comparisons were freely instituted
between all other sysiems and our own, and the
manifold advantages which we enjoy were fully il-
lustrated. In reading these things, and recogniz-
ing them as chiefly true, so far as they touch upon
political rights and privileges, we are not surprised
that some of our countrymen who have been lis-
tening to nothing else for twenty consecutive years,
or more, should wonder what it is that makes life
bearable to a European. How they can there con-
sent to exist in a state of servitude which prevents
them from electing their own constables, or can
submit to a tyranny which does not allow them
any choice in the appointment of a State’s Attorney,
it is of course difficult for us to understand. Yet,
apart from their political condition, these very peo-
ple certainly manage to make themselves quite
happy, and their manners and customs might in
many particulars be imitated by usto our vast and
lasting benefit. We are not, as wesarely ought to
be, a cheerful people, nor can we ever become so,
as long as we deem it to be a sufficient relicf from
occupation to whittle a shingle or ‘‘take a drink.”
Why we do not often indulge in theathletic sports
and festive entertainments by which other nations
are enlivened, is a question not easily answered.—
The manly recreation afforded by national games,
the innocent diversion derived from innumerable
fetes, the cheerful relaxation from graver cares
which the galleries of art invite—all these are al-
most unheard of in or around our populous cities.
Even the opportunity of obtaining at a moderate
cost, the cheap refreshment of country air and
quiet is almost denied us. We glance over the ad-
vertisements of our summer resorts, and look in
vain for any spot that offers rest to the weary, or
shelter to the poor. Enormous caravanserics
wherein from eight to ten hundred people are un-
comfortably congregated, and at whose crowded
tables they snatch their hurried meals, amid a din
and confusion more appalling than thatfrom which
they had fled, are the only places towards which
we can turn our steps. There, for an exhorbitant
per diem, we may obtain a few days of uneasy ex-
citement, which to some is pleasure. Abroad,
there is scarcely a watering place, around which,
either in town or village, accommodations may not
be had of every grade and at every price. On
wooded slope and sea-coast the over-worked citi-
zen can always spend his summer leisure in some
palace or cottage as his requirements suggest, or
his means jostify. At thisseason we are especially
prompted to ask, why it is that we have not simi-
lar facilities. Our city in its situation and sur-
roundings is, of all others, peculiarly fortunate.
The high grounds encircling us, running back even
to the mountain ranges miles away, seem toinvite
us to nestle among their shady retreats. Yet it is
with the utmost difficulty that a very few, out of
the thousands who desire it, can obtain a temporary
home beyond the reach of the ceaseless dust and
turmoil that surround us here. Among the many
wants of our teeming population, this is one of the
most pressing, and the demand for its gratification
is steadily on the increase. We hope it will not
be long before we begin to pay more attention than
heretofore, to the means by which our leisure hours
can be rationally enjoyed. Nature has made for
us no niggardly provision, and it needs but little
effort on our part, to develope into incalculable
good the resources at our command.

AN InTEREsTING ScIENTIFIC EXPERIMENT.—An in-
teresting experiment is making on a telegraph wire
between New York and Albany for the purpose of
determining the exact longitude by observation on
the starsat both places, simultaneously reported
and recorded at both ends of the line. Each obser-
vatory is furnished with an astronomical clock, a
recording register, and a transit instrument. A
galvanic circuit is constantly passing through each
clock from a battery outside, and by an ingenious
contrivance this current is interrupted at every
beat of the pendulum, so that the clock is made to
record its own vibration upon the register. The
mode of operation is as follows: The Albany clock
is put; into telegraphic circuit, and its beats are
heard in the New York observatory. When a star
crosses the thread or the transit instrument at Al-
bany the operator there touches the key and re-
cords the fact both there andat New York. When
the same star reaches the New York meridian the
observer there telegraphs to Albany its passage
over his transit thread, and thus the exact differ-
ence in time between New York and Albany is as-
certained and recerded without error, as the pas-
sage of the electric fluid is so rapid as to be con-
Bi&ered instantaneous through so short a circuit.
By repeating this operation upon several stars the
correctness of the result is verified, and in a single
night the longitude is obtained with more absolute
certainty than by the old methods.

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THE GOVERNMENT OF MOROCCO.

The Revue Contemporaine (says the Boston Post)
contains an interesting article by M. Narcisse Cotte
on the political and social state of the empire of
Morocco, from which we condense the following ac- |
count of the administration of that country: |

“The whole system is compared by the author to |
a winepress, of which the political hierarchy is the |
screw, and the Sultan Abderrehman the motive |
power. What the said press is required to do is to
produce torrents of gold. Obtaining treasure is
the sole object of the government. The a: ny is
but a fiscal engine; there is no navy; the adminis
tration of justice is one of the chief sources of re
enue, and the public works are limited to stopping |
up the crevices in the tottering mosques with a few
handfuls of mud and mortar. All other edifices are
allowed to fall to ruin. Houses fall in frequently,
crushing the inmates to death, and yet elicit no
other remark but that ‘it was written!” As to for-
eign relations, they are, in principle, regarded as a
pestilence, to be avoided as much as p bl The
Sultan does not desire any trade with Chr n na-
tions, the encroaching spirit of which he dreads
all things; nay, he would willingly give up
all his maritime towns were he but sure that the
Christians would not encroach any further. He
wants to remain at peace in the midst of his wives
and coffers; but his greatest desire is to be kept in
ignorance of what takes place on the points of his
territory which are defiled by the presence of the
Nazarenes. Tangier, the residence of the Christian
consuls, is particularly odious to him; its veryname
is pronounced with contempt, and its Mussulman
inhabitants are confounded in the same class with
the Jewish and Nazarene ‘dogs’ with whom they
converse.

“The Sultan has a vizier, called Sidi-Mahomed-cl-
Katib. This man, once a grocer, and now honored
with the title of excellency, desires nothing more
earnestly than to be rid of his office, for he is placed
between the constant complaint of the consuls gene-
ral, who are never satisfied, and the instructions of
his master, which are simply these: to promise eve-
rything, but do nothing; to gain time, to con-
stant obstacles to their wishes; in short, to tire them
out, and, above all, never to mention a word about
them to the Sultan. The financial system recom-
mends itself by its wonderful simplicity; there are
no costly government offices, no clerks, and no book-
keeping—nothing but a good stick and a few yards
of rope. The Sultan says to one of his ps 4
want 100,000 piastres.” The pasha calls his kaids,
or governors of towns, and to them, ‘Sidna
(our lord) wants money; whichever of you does
not bring me 100,000 piastres shall die in prison.’—
The kaids each convoke the richest merchants and
notables of their towns, and say, ‘Sidna wants mo-
ney; let each of you bring me 1,000 y he
that fails to do so shall die under the bastinado.’—
By this means the royal exchequer receives the sum
required, being but a’small portion of what has been
extorted.

“The pashas, of course, get immensely rich: but
their turn never fails to come. As soen as one of
them is believed by the Sultan to have rather too
much property, a detachment of the black guards
(we mean no offence to that respectable foree, for
such is its official name,) is sent to surround the
palace of the unlucky official; he is seized without
ceremony, thrown across the back of a mule, tied
down like a bundle of straw, and thus taken to the
capital, exposed all along to the most brutal treat-
ment.  He is then thrown into prison, and bastina-
doed daily until he reveals where he keeps his t;
ure. Four years ago the kaid of Dar-el-Beid un-
derwent for a whole month the daily torture of being
hoisted up between two erect poles, and let fall
again upon a heap of branches of the Barbary fig-
tree, which are armed with long thorns, penetrating
deep into the flesh. Still, all that was got out of
him only amounted to a few thousand piastres, and
he expired under the barbarous torture prescribed,
without telling the place where he had buried his
immense treasure. hut the Sultan seldom proceeds
to such extremities. When he has extorted a suffi-
cient sum he restores his victim to all his former
honors, and waits till he is ripefor fresh operations.
If his Majesty has resolved upon ridding himself
of one of his dignitaries, he sends for him, and re-
ceives him with extraordinary favor, and offers him
acup of coffee. A few hours after the audience
the favored one expires in violent convulsions, and
the bystanders say, ‘It was written.” ”
