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When Delhi was taken, and Lueknow stormed,
it was predicted by many that the rebellion of llie

Sepovs would lie speedily suppressed. But though i
the rebels have been invariably defeated wherever

they have made a stand; though guns innumerable

have been taken, and the fortalices of the Falooh-

dare, either razed to the ground, or garrisoned
with European troops, this extraordinary series of

victories has produced no appreciable results be-

vond the temporary pacification of one district,

"while the smouldering embers of disaffection were

breaking out in another. WILSON'S stubborn per-

sistence in front of the capital, and in the

face of overwhelming numbers; HAVELOCK'S won-

derful march into the very heart of Onde; ISGLIS'

heroic defence of the residency at Lueknow; the

scientific combinations of Sir COLIN CAMPBELL, and

the noble exploits ofLireAED, PENNY, GREATHEAII,

ROSE. Amu AN IIOPF., and Sir WILLIAMPEEL? all these

great achievements have been productive of nothing

sufficiently decisive to warrant us in believing that

lie neck of the rebellion is broken. Dispersed at

one point, the Sepoys take to their heels and re-as-

semble at another. Driven from Cawnpore and
Lueknow, they fall back upon Shahjelianpore, Cal-

pee. and Bareilly. Deserting these stroug places

at the approach of the victorious Europeans, they

double upon their own steps, and re-appear before
Lueknow and Shahjelianpore. When hard pressed
they take to the jungle, and when reinforced they

either re-occupy the positions they had previously

abandoned, or attempt to cut off all communica-
tion between the troops under the commander-in-
chief, and those at distant points under subordinate
leaders. Upon such an enemy as this, pursuing

instinctively the old Fabian mode of warfare, and

favored in their operations by the deleterious in-

fluences ofa tropical climate acting upon European
constitutions, no permanent impression can lie
made with the limited force which the Anglo-

Indian Government now has in the field. Of that

splendid army, numbering some eighty thou-
sand Englishmen, what with the drafts

made upon it to overawe the spirit of disaffection
in the Presidency of Bombay, and what with the
casualties to which those unacclimated soldiers
have been subjected, during the arduous campaign

in Bengal; what with sun stroke, and jungle fever,
cholera, and the utter exhaustion of the vital en-

ergies by constant marching and counter-marching,

fatigue, privation, and exposure, it is doubtful
whether the effective force now in the field is much
larger than that which occupied Bengal when the
rebellion first broke out. The little Gboorkas,

?who did such good service during the earlier part

of the war, satiated with the plunder of Lueknow,
have returned, with JUNG BAHADOOR, to the moun-

tains of Nepaul, leaving the turbulent Sikhs, anil
the fragments of European regiments, to share in
the deadly perils of a campaign in the hot season.
Every succeeding mail, nevertheless, brings to us

from India, intelligence of fresh successes, and
of but few reverses. But, although we are as-

sured that the los 3 of life in the various conflicts
with the rebels lias been comparatively insignifi-
cant, we know that a deadlier enemy than the
Sepoy lias been busily thinning the ranks of the
Anglo-Indian army. To fight with such a foe, in
a temperate climate, would prove but mere pas-
time; but with a brazen heaven overhead, with
the thermometer at 115 degrees in the shade, with
malaria in the jungle, and cholera in camp
and garrison, therein consists the great peril.
Pluck may do much; but even the most heroic
endurance avails nothing against the Unseen De-
stroyer. Twelve years ago, we ourselves had
some experience of the dangers to which troops
are exposed, in a climate which may be regarded
as perfectly beallby when compared with that of
India Yet, of all the 100,000 men enlisted for the
war in Mexico, more than one half, at the end
of two years, had either succumbed to the influ-

ence of the climate, or were confirmed invalids.
In. the Napoleonic wars, the English army in the
Peninsula required to be renewed in equal numbers
at the close ofevery year, and the statistics ofthe war

in the Crimea show a similar sacrifice of life. It

is not therefore so much the sword and the bullet
which the English soldiers in India have to fear,
as the influence of disease operating upon frames
previously shorn of their physical strength by over

exertion* There is no recuperative power left in
them. It was this utter prostration that carried off

the heroic HAVF.LOCK, and that gallant seaman Sir
WILLIAMPEEL. HOW much more serious its effects
must be upon the common soldier can be readily
understood, when we reflect upon the careless life
he is accustomed to lead, and the exposure to

which ho is constantly subjected. We must not

therefore assume, from the repeated successes of (he

English arms in India, and from the small loss of
life recorded inffiattle, that the Sepoy rebellion will
be brought to a speedy termination, or that the
victorious forces achieve their triumphs at a trifling
cost. The rebels are capable of maintaining, for a

long time yet to come, a desultory warfare, and
though they will eventually be subdued, the loss
of life to their European conquerors must still he
immense, in a country where even the stars fight
in their courses against them.

THE RUNAWAY STATE TREASURER OE OHIO.? It

THE PROCEEDINGS IN THE I)E RIVIERE AF-
FAIR?MRS. BLOUNT IN COURT.

Pursuant to adjournment ttie proceedings upon
the returns to the writs of habeas corpus, Igsuedby
Judge Ogden in the matter of the Blount ladies,
were resumed this morning before Judge Ogden at
the Supreme Court Circuit sitting at Bergen. Col.
Blount and Mr. Huncke, landlord of the Napoleon
Hotel of Iloboken, were present and a messenger
was sent for Mrs. Blount, who is still at the Napoleon
Hotel. Neither Captain de Riviere nor the young
lady have yet been heard from, and Mr. Chief of
Police Mcuonough has published a card in which
he denies all knowledge of their whereabouts.

Mrs. Blount arrived in the court-room at ten
minutes before eleven o'clock, and immediately re-

tired to the judge's private room. She is a good-
looking woman, not vet passed the prime of life,
and was elegantly attired. She rode up from Ber-
gen in an open barouche, accompanied by Mr. Rich-
ard Coles, ller entrance into the court-room pro-
duced a great sensation.

Mr. Ransom, counsel for Colonel Blount, pre-
sented the following exceptions to the answer ol

ft. That the said John Huncke lias not answered
and set forth inhis said answer, when the said Mrs.

whose control, power or custody she was while
there, and whether or not she was under his con-

sent or by his directions or procurement; his said
answer in all these respects being evasive, imper-
fect and insufficient.

<>. For that the said answer and return is in the
particulars before set forth, and divers other
particulars, evasive, imperfect and insufficient.

For all of which particulars the said petitioner
excepts to the said answer of the said John Huncke
as evasive, imperfect and insufficient, and there-
fore prays that an attachment be issued against the

said Jolin Huncke for contempt, in thus evading
the requirements of the said writ of habeas cor-
pus.

Signed, F. S. Br.ouxx.
Mr. Ransom supported the objections, in an ar-

gument of some length, and was replied to by Mr.
Mulford, who contended that the answer was as full
and complete as could be expected under the cir-
cumstances.

Ex-Judge Whiting, who also appeared as counsel,
for Mr. Blount, supported the objections, urging
that the return was purposely evasive, deserving
condemnation and punishment.

The Court sustained the objections, incidentally
denying the right of a landlord to prevent a hus-
band from having an interview with his wife in his
hotel. The return must be amended so as to be
full and explicit, making a clean breast of all lie
knew concerning the parties, and the circum-
stances of their coming to and leaving the hotel.?
As regarded Mrs. Blount, however, the difficulty
might be obviated by producing her in court in
obedience to the writ, as she was then near at hand.

Judge Whiting said it had been utterly impossible
for Mr. Blount to account for the course of his wife

in this matter, after all the disclosures had been
made of de Keviere's character. He had good
grounds for believing that she was more or less
unsound in her mind, and hoped Judge Ogden
would have an interview with her to satisfy himself
upoa that point. Some of Blount's friends had
seen her, and were satisfied that she was a mono-
maniac. If, in the full possession of her faculties,
she had decided to leave him, his client would not
have complained, though he could never have
consented to surrender his beloved daughter to a
villain.
In this commotion he censured severely the course

of the counsel on the other side, who had united
with such men as Huncke and de Riviere to rob this
wretched man of his wife and daughter. It was
disgraceful that in this day of Christian civilization
lawyers could be found to do such work. Twenty-
five years ago men who would have done this would
have been booted out of the profession. The ago-
nies of mind endured by his client ought not be
suffered for all the vagabonds of the Zouave army.

Mr. Mulford replied to the effect that no man
should dictate his course. He had seen nothing
crazy about Mrs. Blount, and when she told him
she did not wish to go with her husband, he had
not seen lit to advise her to the contrary. He
had no objection to the Judge having an .interview
with her.

Judge Ogden said there was no occasion for pro-
ducing the lady in public: she would be considered
before him constructively, and he would see her
privately before the proceedings closed.

LETTER FROM PARIS.
[ From the Correspondent of the Boston Cm trier.]

PARIS, June 24, 1858.
Uncertainty wouhl seem to be the order of the

day at present; uncertainty both in the exterior
and interior. The external policy of the Emperor is
certainly anything but clearly defined, and the only
thing that would seem evident is, that lie is obeying
a fatality over which he has no control whatever.
Itcannot be the interest ofFrance to rush into a war
with England, and particularly into what would be
a war of aggression on France's part. Yet things
crowd one upon the other in away that threatens
to leave, in a few months, almost no alternative
save that of a war. That France has been, and is

increasing her forces by land and sea to a perfectly
formidable proportion, is absolutely certain, and
the bare-faced habit of telling what is untrue can
alone have rendered it possible for the Government
to have denied this in the Jfoniteur . That France
must do something to escape from the impossible
position in which she is placed at home, is also a
certainty; but how a war is to be undertaken when
money is entirely absent it would puzzle the wisest
of all political economists to say. Mopey may be
considered a secondary subject when national en-
thusiasm is once raised; and the wars of the French
Republic are there to prove that a people without
shoes and stockings may be, when sufficiently ex-
alt**, a match for a coalition of regular, we laid
and well fed armies.

But this enthusiasm is, notwithstanding a good
deal of noise and bluster, not so easy to excite in
this country as might be imagined, ifan enthusi-
astic feeling on the part of the mass of the French
nation could be raised, against any country, there
can be no doubt then that a war with that country
might be a practicable and a successful thing, and
that even in such a case money might be obtained
to favor the purposes of carrying on such a war;
but, for the moment, no feeling of the kind hurries
on the French, or would prompt them to any sacri-
fice.

The army is clamorous for occupation, but it is a
vague species of desire that actuates it, after all,
and as far as lie can, Louis Napoleon is obliged to
resist this tendency on the part of his troops, who
are in reality his masters. What 1 think should lie
narrowly watched is the effort perpetually made to
excite a hostile feeling in France towards" England,
and now also towards Austria. The Const itntionnel
lias, within these few days, had two articles that
have created a considerable sensation. One, the
llist one, was a furious attack upon England,
apropos to the affair of the Iler/ina Cceli, and a long
vituperative retort upon her in three columns for
what she has accused France of, with regard to the
slave trade, in which retort she is told to look at
her misdeeds in India, etc., etc.

This article, signed Amedee Renee, is. like all
the articles signed by that individual, a sure
communication from "the Foreign Office, and
for this reason it has a decided importance, and
has been lengthily noticed by the Times. The
second article is the one in yesterday morning's
Constitutionnel, also signed by M. Renee, and di-

rected by his employers, against Austria, in this
article Austria is sharply taken to task, not onlv
for her own so called "intrigues and manieuvres"
with regard to Turkey, the Herzegovine, and the
Montenegrin territory, but she is bitterlyupbraided
for her "bad faith" in allowing the journals of the
Austrian empire to speak of any dangers that can
possibly threaten Europe through the agency of
France. It is quite true that the Austrian newspa-
pers latterly (and indeed one may say all those of
Germany generally,) have alluded to the conduct
of France and to her probable necessities of war
more frankly even than have the English ones.

Now in the middle of all this, and to serve as a
kind of comment upon it, there is the visit of Prince
Orlotf. He came here quite privately; lie saw no
one officially, he went to Fontainbleau almost im-
mediately, and there nothing could exceed his inti-
macy with the Emperor. One of the persons near-
est of all to the person of the Chief of the State
assures that Orlott'had no less than seven distinct
and long interviews with the latter, but of these
nothing whatever, not even a rumor, has trans-
pired. There are not wanting politicians who be-
lieve that Louis Napoleon will end by conceding to
the Czar all his utmost ambition can desire in the
East, and who are impressed with the convic-
tion that what was the project of the former
Emperor with Alexander I, will he put in
practice by the present one with Alexander
11. If Louis Napoleon should in reality go this
length, 1 suppose there is little doubt, then, of
his getting Russia with him, heart and soul. But
I doubt if be will secure her upon any other
terms. Russia is, in some respects, in the same po-
sition as is France, from other causes. What has

case of the latter been produced by succes-
sive revolutions and by the present system of mili-

"cspotism, has been produced by war in the
,' former. Russia's resources are by no

mense national enterprise agai nst anr.ghtlyor wrongly, is considered as having bv theCrimean expedition, betrayed what was an oldstanding friendship. England is hated bv the Rus-
sians almost as much as is Austria, but she is onl vless despised. It is on the cards that France and
Russia joining iu an offensive and defensive alliance

j the latter might, by pouring a large portion of her

armed forces into India, make the severest attack
tiiat the British empire lias had to sustain in mod-
ern ages, and at the same time increase her own
power and stability at borne. Nothing. I take it,
will induce Russia to risk such a venture as this,
save the assurance on the part of France that Con-
stantinople shall be open to the Russian fleet. IV ill
this be given? there is the question.

Atthe same time, there is no doubt, however,
that the English system of German alliances might
render the above-mentioned scheme less easy to
Russia than it may at first appear, and we recur
here to those words of Lord John Russell, which I
repeated to you when they were spoken, i. e. some
two or three months ago: "IVhcn I am minister I
willprevent Louis Napoleon from doing with Russia
against England what lie did with England against
Russia ?between France and Russia I will raise up
fifty millions ofGermans." All and any of these
combinations are within the range of possibility, and
a conflagration throughout Europe may "burst
forth within the next six months. But, as 1 said at
first, uncertainty is, for the present moment, the
characteristic of the Imperial policy, both internal
and external.

There has been no small amount of indecision in
the proceedings between the Emperor and his cousin
Prince Napoleon, upon the subject of the latter's
Governor-Generalship of Algeria. A month ago,
the matter was settled, and "Plon-Plon" (as he
is called) was positively to start for his Vice-Royal-
ty, having got tlie better of all the ministerial ob-
jections to his Pashalick in French Africa. But
little by little, as so often occurs, where Louis Na-
poleon is to come to any definite resolve, tlie objec-
tions of tlie War-minister and of the generals in
command, came to be more attended to than they
had been at first, and a great hesitation was the
result. If the Prince had vigorously lield to going
out to Africa, there is no doubt that the whole
would have been very promptly decided, for lie is
one of the people who have the most incontestable
influence over tlie Emperor; but he did not care for
the appointment, which he after all only regards in
the light ofa splendid exile, therefore no insistance
on his part came to counterbalance the efforts made
against him by the officialpeople.

Prince Napoleon has, inreality, far less ambition
than is supposed, and what lie is above all attached
to is his quiet, easy, luxurious life in Paris, added
to which is the company of Madame Plessy of the
Theatre Francais. From neither of these was he
desirous of separating, therefore the Emperor was
left entirely to go his own way, and submit to the
influence of Marshall Yaillant in the affair of the
Algerian Governor-Generalship. At one moment
it was all but entirely given up, but 1 believe that
it is now upon the tapis again, and that it probably
may end in Pton-Plon'a going to Algiers and play-
ing Vice-Roy. As to his marriage, alluded to by
tlie Paris correspondent of the Timer, few people
are inclined to credit tlie truth of that statement.

A certainly bad effect is produced by the an-
nouncement of the Emperor's again repairing to
the baths ofPlombieres, (where the scandals of his
life arc notorious.) and following that up by his
repetition of a visit to the Camp of Chalons, which
is little else save one perpetual and disgusting orgy,
out of which grow the habits and manners that dis-
tinguish such men as Lieutenant Hyenne. ***

THE CASE OF CANCKMI.

CANCEMI SENTENCED TO EXECUTION ON THE 2D DAY' OF

SEPTEMBER.

SUPREME COURT ?GENERAL TERM.

Before Hon. Judges Davies, Wright, Ingraham
and Sutherland.

JULY 12. The Peoplcvr. Michael Cancel^.- ?Judge
Davies announced that the Circuit Judge had sent
in the portea in an amended form, stating that
Michael Cancemi was present during the whole of
the trial and at the rendition of the verdict.

Judge Wright certified to the Court that by the
stipulation, consent and request of the prisoner's
counsel, a juror named Frederick Mailer was with-
drawn, and the trial proceeded before eleven ju-
rors.

Mr. Ashmead put in a written exception to the
reception of tlie postea as made up by the Circuit
Judge.

Cancemi was then put forward for sentence. He
looked much dejected, and shed tears at the conclu-
sion of the sentence.

Mr. .Kazinski acted as interpreter, and inter-
preted the judgment of the Court, sentence by sen
ten ce.

When arraigned and asked in the usual form
what he had to say why sentence of death should
not he passed upon him according to law, Mr.
Kazinski, interpreter, then read a paper from
Cancemi in answer to the question, which is as
follows:

I am innocent of tlie ofl'ence charged against me,
and as a reason why sentence should not be pro-
nounced, I assign that I was tried by a tribunal un-
known to the common law and the constitution?-
namely, by eleven jurors, and not twelve. I deem
this proper to be told as a reason why judgment
should be arrested.

Judge Davies then said : It was your right to be
tried by a juryof twelve men, but it appears by the
certificate of the Circuit Judge before whom your
trial was had, that one of the jurors was withdrawn
at your own request and for your own benefit, and
at your request the trial proceeded with the re-
maining jurors. We think, therefore, under these
circumstances, and as the application was made to
the Court at your request and for your own benefit,
that it is our duty to proceed and pronounce judg-
ment, which will now be done by the judge whopresided at your trial.

Judge Wright then proceeded to sentence the pri-
soner, which was interpreted by Mr. Kazinski. He
said: ?Michael Cancemi, your trial was a protracted
one. I endeavored that you should have a fair trial
and an impartial one, and that every indulgence
consistent with the rules of law and the ends of pub-
lic justice was extended to you. You were aided in
your defence by zealous and able counsel;
yet an intelligent and conscientious jury have
found you guilty of the crime oi' murder.
No enlightened and conscientious person can read
the evidence adduced on your trial without being
satisfied that that conviction is just. If any re-
liance is to be placed on human evidence your guilt
is manifest. Detected in the commission of a bur-
glary, you have deliberately killed a public officer
who was but discharging his duty in effecting your
arrest. You have not the poor excuse that the vic-
tim ofyour malice had in anyway offended you.
To avoid arrest for the lesser crime you committed a
greater and a more heinous one. All that remains
now for the Courtis to pronounce judgment. You
ought not to indulge in any hope of executive
clemency. 4ou cannot reasonably expect pardon
or commutation of punishment; but let me earnest-
ly entreat you with diligence to employ the brief
period that you have to live in making preparation
to meet that God whom you have so grievously of-

fended. Approach him in humble, penitential"con-
trition of heart, and for tlie sake of his blessed Son,
lie will forgive and pardon, though man may con-
demn.

The sentence of the Court is, that on Thursday,
the second day of September, between the hours of
ten o'clock in the forenoon and three o'clock in the
afternoon of that day, within tlie walls of the city
prison, or in the yard or enclosure adjoining such
prison, you be hung by tlie neck until you are dead.
And may God have mercy on your soul.

The Interpreter ?He wishes to say something
which he had written, but lie has not now words
for it.

The Court ?Vou can interpret.
The interpreter then read a paper drawn up by

the prisoner, which he translated as follows:
Little I have to say ?during the eleven months

and some Jays which I rested in prison, 1 relied on
my conscience, expecting soon to be able to con-
vince the people of my innocence: but cruelly have
I been deceived. 1 could not believe that in a Re-
publican Government they would use vengeance in
steail of protection and money, the tools generally
used in a monarchical government.

You willno longer be the mother of the
unfortunate, since protection and money produce
such scenes. 1 thank my lawyers for their assist-
ance. Lam satisfied with all they have done for
me. Thev have been deceived; they believed to find
here in America laws instead of arbitrary powers
and injustice, as is usual with tyrants. I die
mourning in my heart to be obliged to leave behind
me for ever my unfortunate wife in a strange land,
without means to support herself, and surrounded
by foes.

The prisoner w as then removed, in custody of the
sheriff, to another part of the Court, and his counsel
proceeded to argue the motion for a new trial.
