THE COOLIE SLAVE TRADE?WHAT BE-
COMES OF TIIE CHINESE APPRENTICES
IN CUBA?

[From the London Star, June 29.j
* * * * * * *

it is now no longer a secret shut up in the dis-
patch boxes of the Foreign ofliee, that a lengthened
correspondence upon the coolie trade and the laws
relating to it. has taken place between the British
and the French and American governments, couch-
ed, on the part of the two latter, in the strongest
possible language, and even going to the extent of
demanding the suppression of a trade alleged to ho
characterized by all the horrors and incidents of a
regular slave traffic. It is possible there may be
a tinge of exaggeration in the zeal with which
these two governments prefer their request, but we
believe there is none in the nature of the facts they
submit: at least in so far as they relate to the trans-
porting of Chinese in British vessels to Cuba.

The Fai l ofCarnarvon has very properly pointed
out that there are two distinct branches of this new
traffic in men?namely, that which embraces the
conveyance of the so called immigrants to British
colonies, and that which involves their transmission
to foreign possessions. For the present, we will
confine our attention to the latter, because it is un-
questionable that France and America have the
strongest grounds for resisting the remonstrances
addressed to them by our government on the subject
of the slave trade wnicli the one permits under his
liag, and the other openly practices, so long as Brit-
ish vessels and capital are permitted to be employ-
ed in carrying on a trade in Chinese coolies to the
slave colonies of Spain.

Now we unhesitatingly declare it to be the duty
of our government to prohibit thin branch of the traf-
fic as itciinj open to ail the objection H that can be unfed
a//ainnt the niave trade itHcff ', or that new form of it
called free emit/ration from Africa. The Karl of
Carnarvon states, upon the authority of Sir John
Bowring, that to obtain these Chinese laborers for
Cuba there is scarcely a single device left untried.
They are drugged with opium untilstupefied, and
in this condition taken on board; or they are vio-
lently kidnapped, or bribed, or openly purchased.
When once on board, they are inade to sign what is
called a contract to serve eight years in a colony
they hear named, but which subsequently turns out
to be a different one.

In one case a number of the unfortunate Chinese,
who had been enticed on board under false preten-
ces, fell sick, and were landed on the beach and
abandoned, it being considered too expensive to
treat them medically. Many died of starvation, and
the others were devoured bv dogs and swine. The
mortality on the voyage to Cuba is often frightful.
From the 23d of February to the Ist of September,
ISSO, 3,8G8 men and seven women were imported
iuto Cuba from China. In one case, out of 200
emigrants, 132 died during a passage of 140 days.
In another, 122 died out oT 175, during a passage
of 171 days. Both these occurred on board British
vessels.

The total number of Chinese coolies imported
into Cuba, from the 3d ot June, 1847, to the Ist of
September, 18,'>I!?since which date no returns have
yet been published?is 11,586. What has become of
them? They have all been absorbed into the slave
population: for Mr. Consul Crawford allirms that
they are treated with little more consideration, and
that not more than one-half willoutlive their eight
years' term of service. Yes, this is the system
which our government permits whilst it is remon-
strating with'France against the prosecution of her
free immigration scheme, and with the United
States for allowing the stars and stripes to cover the
negro slave trade.

It cannot be denied that so long as it does not
prohibit the conveying of Chinese to slave colonies
injlritishvessels, foreign governments have a col-
orable pretext for declining to take anv steps to
check similar enterprises prosecuted by their sub-
jects. As Lord llrougham very pertinently re-
marked, their answer would naturally be?"You
have no right to complain of our obtaining slaves
from the Western coast of Africa, when you are
carrying on a similar trade in coolies."

But it may be alleged that the same objections do
not exist against the system of obtaining Chinese
coolies for the British West India colones. We ap-
prehend the difference is scarcely appreciable. The
Chinese Immigration act of 1855, which came into
operation on the first of January, 1856, was intend-
ed to provide a remedy for the notorious abuses of

the Chinese coolie traffic. Yet what is the aduiis-s.on of the Karl of Carnarvon? Why, that the work-mar of the act has turned out to be far le s satisfac-
tory than had been anticipated, for ithad been con-stantly and systematically evaded. But even if thecontrary were the case, immigration, as at present
conducted, is radically vicious. It is, in fact only
an organized system of obtaining labor, upon arbi-
trary terms, at the expense of the creole population,
and to the detriment of the colonies into which the
immigrants are introduced.

In 1857 the colony of British Guiana paid $84,-
500, or about £17,000 sterling, out of its general
taxation on tlie Immigration Fund account, and
there was then owing to the public treasury from
the employers the further sum of $60,000, about
£12,000 sterling, which had been advanced to tliem
on immigration account. Yet tlie bulk of this
enormous expenditure was paid by the laboring
classes, with whom these immigrants are brought
into competition. The total number of the immi-
grants which reached the colony in that year was
2,590, of whom 130 died immediately after their ar-
rival.

There is no return of tlie number that died on the
passage. We are told it is philanthropy run mad
to attempt to prevent immigration. But philan-
thropy does not oppose a perfectly free immigration.
IV hat it objects to is the conveying of immigrants
into our colonics under contract to work at a rate of
wages fixed bv the employers according to some ar-
bitrary standard of their own, and for a term of
years also determined by them, it is not true, as
has been said, that the Chinaman or the Hindoo
have one dollar a day offered them by the planters.
One shilling, or one shilling and four pence is the
outside price, and their labor is found dear at that.

But whatever tho rate of wages, it is not deter-
mined by the law of supply and demand, and tlie
system is therefore incompatible with what is com-
monly understood as free labor. 1,-t Indians, Chi-
nese 'or Africans, induced by the love of gain, emi-
grate as our own countrymen do of their own free
will, at their own expense; let tliem take their la-
bor to an open market, being fi ee to select their
own employers, and tlie class of work suited to
them, and to contract for sue!, a term of service as
their own inclinations or convenience prompts, and
no objection could possibly be raised to immigration
of this kind, to any extent. But this class"of im-
migration would not suit the planters, whose ob ject
is to obtain labor on their own terms, irrespective
of tlie laws that govern it. Under such circum-
stances it is not to be wondered at that tlie coolie
system should degenerate into a traffic closely ap-
proximating to the slave trade, and should be de-
nounced as such by foreign governments.

TIIE FRENCH SLAVE TRADE TO THE WEST
INDIES.

[From the Far!'; Constilutiaunel, June 29.]

The prosperity of these colonies (French West
Indies) fs generally measured by the amount of
sugar produced. This constitutes; in fact, the first
element of their prosperity. In the days of slave
labor, colonial society was so organized that the
production of sugar monopolized everything, in
those times tlie cultivation of other productions
was impossible, and small proprietors or small cap-
italists were equally out of place there. Since the
emancipation, the role played in tlie colonies by
the sugar planters lias lost none of its importance.

They ensure brilliant returns to extensive capital,
if judiciously employed. They possess all the sym-
pathy of the mother country, and their interests
can neither be disavowed nor neglected. But tlie
abolition of slavery, by profoundly transforming
the mode of existence in our colonies, created new
wants which must be satisfied. One deplorable
fact must be noticed : n portion of the lower elani of
ercolcn hoe abandoned the cultivation of the nngitr
cane, itnd has given up regular worl:. No doubt can
exist that the indolence of these men has resulted
as much to their own prejudice as to that of their
former masters; in fact, tlioyare following a down-
ward path which leads to barbarity.

But this danger lias its compensation. It is sat-
isfactory that a class of petty land-owners should
have been created by the abolition of slavery.?
These individuals, it is true, content themselves at
the present hour with planting a few vegetables
and fruit trees for their consumption, and then
abandon themselves to that indolence which still
appears to them as the principal merit of libertv.
But they willperhaps ald to their landed posses-
sions, and willrecognise the advantages of cultiva-
tingcotton or coii'ee: they will perhaps supply the
mother country with the valuable timber which
abounds in the interior of the islands, and. in a
word,devote their energies to a quantity ol lucrativ
undertakings. These deserters from the sugar in-
terest may consequently remain useful members of
colonial society, and their children may become
prosperous and industrious land-owners.

INCIDENTS IN" THE WILLIAMS-BOURBON'
CONTROVERSY.

[From the Evening Pott.]
Two years ago Doctor Peter Wilson, of the

Seneca nation, went to Franklin county loaidinthc
prevention of the dilliculties usually occitring at
payment to the St. Regis Indians, of their portion of
the annuity from the United States. These Indians,
it is generally known, are not a distinct people, but
the descendents of Iroquois, who embraced Roman
Catholicism, and withdrew a century since from
their national association with the tribes of the Six
Nations. They are principally Onondagas, Cayu-
gas and Senecas. On his return, Dr. Wilson stated
to a gentleman in Albany, that the old Indians at
the St. Regis reservation objected strongly to the
payment of any part of the annuity to tlie Rev.
Kleazar Williams, whom they declared to be no In-
dian, and called a stranger. The doctor stopped at
Fort Covington, where an old squaw told him that
she knew Mr. Williams when he was a little boy.
She visited the hut of Thomas Williams, his repu-
ted father, one afternoon, when the old man was
from home. lie presently returned with some slates
and writingpaper. The hov Kleazar took a slate and
pencil and wrote upon it "Louis Charles," to the
great surprise of those present. She also assured
the doctor that she knew of the circumstance of
Kleazar's fall from a high rock into the water, when
in an idiotic condition, and of his recover}' from the
shock with the full use of his faculties. Doctor
Wilson was, and probably is 'a believer in the theo-
ry that Louis XVII.and the Rev. Eieazar Williams
are the same individual.

FOREIGN COINS.?THE CYIUU NCY OF THE UNITED
STATES.?The following table of foreign coins, with
their equivalents in U. S. currency, gold valuation,
has been prepared at the request of the Controllerol the Treasury, November, 1857, for the use of theGovernment, iu computing the salaries of foreign
ministers and others.
