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. Are we to enter into competition with New 5 ork

and Philadelphia for a portion of the trade of
the Great Lakes, or shall we quietly suffer our

neighbors to absorb the commerce of those inland
seas, and content ourselves with the advantages

we have already gained by our Western connec-

tions? With every disposition to appreciate, to

its fullest extent, the commercial value of the pro-
ducts of the Ohio and the Mississippi valleys, and to

accord all honor to that spirit of enterprise by

which those products have become familiar to our

market, and have added largely to the wealth and
prosperity of our city, we cannot he insensible to

the opportunity now afforded ns for opening up

commercial relations with the Slates of the North-
West. We know how common it is to estimate

the value of a thing bv the labor and expense it

lias cost us, and how difficult it is for men

whose thoughts, for a quarter of a century, liave
been turned exclusively in one direction to rid
themselves of the habit thus acquired, or to realize
in their efforts to command the agricultural re-

sources of the older States of the Union, the mar-

vellous growth of the younger members of the
confederacy, and especially of the States contiguous

to tlie Great Lakes. Even those among us who
have been struck with tlie extraordinary increase
of population at the principal Lake ports, have
failed to recognise, in its full significance, tlie fact
that this expansion has kept pace with the in-
creased productiveness of the surrounding region.

It is, moreover, worthy of notice that, in .all our

calculations respecting the future of Baltimore, and
the basis of its trade, we have omitted to take
into consideration the commerce of the Lakes, or

to regard it as coming within the scope of legiti-
mate enterprise. If we have thought upon this
subject at all, it lias been to carelessly concede to

New York the rightful possession of this noble
appanage, and to reject the idea of our ability to

enter into competition with her for a share of its
products. But when we find it publiclyannounced
that Buffalo can be reached by rail from this city
in seventeen hours ?in point of fact, travellers
leaving Baltimore on any evening of the week may
dine at Niagara the following day?and learn that
the facilities for doing so arc not only equal to
those possessed by New York, but are in some re-
spects superior, the question of travel at once
connects itself with the question of traffic, and the
feasibility of tlie one confirms the practicability of
the other. Measured by time, the distance from
Baltimore to the Great Lakes is less that the dis-

tance was from Baltimore to Cumberland, thirty-
years ago. Yet no one doubted our ability to
carry on an advantageous trade with Cumberland,
or even to cross the mountains by the National
Road and maintain mercantile relations with
Wheeling. We may as well note here one other
remarkable fact. We have expended over twenty-
three millions of dollars in carrying our great
commercial artery to the Ohio river. In doing
this, the State was brought to the very verge

of bankruptcy; many of our citizens were per-
manently impoverished, and yet, in spite of
debts, duns, and difficulties, the work was
pressed forward until it was triumphantly
accomplished. It was a noble instance of in-
domitable perseverance under circumstances well
calculated to create a feeling of despondency even
in the breasts of the most sanguine, and it lias
been nobly rewarded. On the other hand, we

have bad constructed for us, at a comparativelv
small cost to ourselves, a direct route to the Lakes,
the greater portion of which has been completed
by so intimately connecting together a series of
local roads that at length they form one unbroken
line of communication between the city of Balti-
more and the city of Buffalo, and constitute a
ready outlet to the ocean for the products of tlie

North-West. W hat, then, is there that operates to
prevent us from taking advantage of this new
avenue of trade? Is it the extreme length of the

route? The difference in distance between Haiti marc
and i\~heeling, and betireen Baltimore and Jhffalo is
exactly ri.jhtnn miles! ?the distance to Wheeling
being three hundred and eighty-six, and to Buffalo
four hundred and four miles, from tin's city. Ifwe
have expended millions of dollars to reach the
granaries of the Ohio, shall we forego all competi-
tion for the commerce of the Lakes, because it has
been silently opened to us at a cost so trifling, in
comparison with the length of the line and the
magnitude of the field of ojierations, that we are
disposed to doubt the intrinsic value of a thing
that has been acquired so easily? What advan-
tages does tlie Western and South-Western trade
offer to lis, that are superior to those presented bv
that of tlie North-West ? The products are similar,
with this exception, that the Lake Superior region
abounds in metals. Have we a monopoly of the

Western trade? Not at all. Pennsylvania com-
petes with us at Wheeling and Pittsburg; and in
the course of a few years, Yirginia will be found
tapping the trade of the Ohio below us at Point'
Pleasant, as she now taps the trade of the Missis-
sippi at Memphis. Have cither New York or
Pennsylvania any claims to the commerce of tlie
Great Lakes that are superior lo ours? We
know of none. On the contrary, we know that
we offer to the North-West the shortest route to the
seaboard, and that from our large West India
trade we are able to furnish the merchants of the
interior with articles for home consumption at
prices perhaps less, and certainly not higher, than
are demanded in other cities. Now we bold that

the commerce of the Lakes, extraordinary as sta-
tistical tables prove it already to be, is nothing to
what it will become in the course of a few years;
and entertuining this belief, we cannot but trust
tbat our merchants will not imagine that any in-
superable obstacles are to be overcome in reaching
the Lake ports, because it so happens that Wheeling
is nearer to Baltimore than Buffalo by the immense
distance of?18 miles.

Some of the New York journalists profess to he
very indignant at what tliey ate pleased to con-
sider a great breach of hospitality on the part of
the Baltimore military, on the occasion of the re-
cent involuntary visit to this city, of the "Seventh
Regiment," on its return from the funeral cere-
monies at Richmond. These gentlemen have
either been grossly misinformed as to the faefs of
the case, or tliey have wilfullyperverted the truth
in regard to them. When it was first supposed
that the military escort of the remains of-tlie lafe

PRESIDENT MONROE would pass through Baltimore,
measures were immediately taken to ensure a
proper reception of our distinguished visitors, and
to pay them every possible attention while they
might consent to honor us with their presence.
One of our companies was in correspondence with
the officers of tlie New York Regiment, and ten_
dered the hospitaltity of Baltimore to them, but ij
was promptly and politely declined, upon the
ground that the escort could not visit Baltimore
at all, but would return directly to New York in
the steamer from the Potomac. Owing to an acci-
dent which happened to the Eriecson, the plan of
operations was changed, and at a late hour on
Friday last, a dispatch was received in thiscity, stating that the New York Regiment would
arrive here, early the next morning, and pass
directly on to the North. There was, thereforeno opportunity left for extensive preparations to

receive them; and their sojourn among us beino-
limited to the short time necessary for their march
from Camden Station to the President street De-
pot, a distance of about two miles, it was impossi-
ble either to feast them, or to evince in an appro-
priate manner the sincerity of our former cordial
invitation. As it was, they were met liy the
battalion of the City Guards, and liy the United
States Battery from Fort McHenry, by whom they
were escorted to the Philadelphia cars. MAYOR
SW ANN was also present at the Camden street Sta-
tion, to tender them, on hehalf of the volunteer
companies of Baltimore, the hospitalities of the
city, and requested tliern to remain, at least, dur-
ing the day. Thug, it will be seen that our New
York contemporaries have no ground whatever for
the ungenerous accusation tl.ey have brought
against our city, and we trust that, in future tliev
will not tie quite so ready to condemn, before they
have acquainted themselves with the facts of the
case. We admit, that our citizens are not dis-
posed to make "lions'' of erety foreign notoriety

that lands upon our shores; but, it is well known,
they have never yet failed to fulfil the obligations ;
of true hospitality towards those whom they have

believed to be worthy of that honor.

THE MAILS OF THE FULTON.
i

TIIE DISPATCHES FROM INDIA.?DETAILS !
OF IN'TKWEST FROM THE CONTINENT.

On the 9th inst., just after supplying the News-
Yacht with the telegraphic abstract, the Fulton

passed several large icebergs.

On the 10th, at 5 A. M., in lat. 44° 24', long. 57°

44' VV., passed the steamer Persia from New York,

steering eastward.
The topics chiefly discussed in Parliament have

been the state of the Thames, the amendmentof the
politicalreferences of the Prayer Book, and the In-
dia bill, No. 3.

A lire took place at 12 o'clock on Tuesday on the

South Quay, adjacent to the Hermitage Basin. By
1 o'clock the whole centre warehouse was in flame.

The goods and property consist of jute, sugar and
spirits, and in the basin saltpetre. It is feared
that some of the men lost their lives. Some of the
ships in the docks have been hauled out from the
South Quay.

Mr. Lever, the proprietor of the Indian Empire,
has put a second vessel, and a mueli larger one, the
American Empire, on the new line. She is adver-
tised to sail on the 27th July. This vessel is 3,(100
tons register. It is further stated that Mr. Lever
means to put a third packet on the line between
Galtvay and Quebec.

Archbishop Thorpe, of Bristol, has invited the

clergy ofthat diocese to petition, now that the Jews
are to be admitted to Parliament, that clergy of the
established Church may not be disqualified as mem-

bers.
The stoppage has been announced of Messrs.

Bristow, \\ arren A Harrison, wholesale grocers,
with liabilities at between $30,000 and $OO,OOO.

The iron clipper ship Sarah Palmer, whose pre-
vious passages stand unrivalled, had arrived at Cal-
cutta in 85 days from Liverpool.

A correspondent of the London Time* writes to
discourage emigration to Canada. He quotes from

j a letter received from a friend at Toronto, which
! states that the whole passenger list of the Quebec

steamer North American had returned to England,
after in vain seeking employment, or land at an at-

tainable price.
Sir llenry Bulwer left Vienna on the 26th ult.,

for Constantinople. He put sued the overland route
in order to acquaint himself with the condition ot

the Principalities.
The Queen with her usual attendance, and the

King of the Belgians, had visited the Great East-
ern temporarily known as the Leviathan. \\ ith
the exception of two of the Admiralty barges at-
tending to superintend the Queen's embarkation
from Deptford Dockyard, there was no display
whatever. Mr. Hope, M. P., the Chairman, and
several of the Directors of the Company. Mr. Yates,
the Secretary, Mr. Hepworth and Mr.Trotman, re-

ceived the royal party on board, and (jad the honor
of conducting them over theship. Her Majesty on
leaving, expressed her great delight at the visit. ?
We regret to hear Mr. Brunei continues seriously
indisposed in Hie south of France.

The Town Council of Edinbnrg have elevated Dr.
Dvon l'layfair to the Chair of Chemistry in the

University, vacated by the death of Dr. William
Gregory.

A meeting of creditors of Boss, Mitchell A Co.,
Canadian merchants, who suspended during the late
crisis, took place in London, June 29. It appears
that since the meeting held in October the balance-

sheet. which then presented a surplus of £57,290,
now shows a deficiency of £55,007. The former
statement was made up"from the books of the firm
in London. The final account was prepared from
advices received Irom Canada.

A bloody war has broken out at the Cape be-
tween the Free State and the Basnta Nation. There
seemed but little hope of preventing the Colony from
becoming involved init.

The Turks continue to land troops inMontenegro,
although not prosecuting formal hostilities against
Prince Danilo.

Yesuvius has ceased to lie in eruption?at least

only a thin stream of lava Hows from it, and the vol-
cano has resumed its ordinary appearance.

A letter from St. Petersburg, in the Xord. de-
scribes the advance of a Russian column in the Cau-
casus, along the hanks of the river Odagoum, to a
point called by the natives the Tomb of Calafat. On
the 15th May, the column arrived at this spot, and
immediately surrounded its position with palisades.
On the following day the troops commenced work-
ing on tlie foundations of a new fort. Very little
resistance was offered by the inhabitants, who with-
drew into the interior.

M. de Pene has been summoned before the milita-
ry tribunal of Lille, to give evidence in the matter
of his duel with Courtiel and Ilvene.

Letters from Yienna report that tlie forthcoming
budget will be an unfavorable one, exhibiting a de-
ficiency of 40,000,000 florins.

The "report of the Swiss Commission upon Foreign
affairs protests strongly against the manner in

which Swiss emigrants have been treated in the
Brazils, and recommends that emigration to that
country be prohibited until the claim of the emi-
grants shall have been satisfied. Moreover, it pro-
poses that emigration agents, if not fullyautho-
rized, shall he prosecuted as swindlers.

'flie Constitution net contains the following remarks
on the unfavorable impression produced in Spain
by tlie allusion of Lord Malmesbury to her "vile
ingratitude :

"

"Tlie Spanish press and public opinion have re-
sented this bitter taunt, which was well calculated
to wound the self-esteem of a generous nation, and
which, moreover, offered a singular contrast with
the deference and courtesy lavished on the United
States. Ifcertain planters in Cuba act improperly
in purchasing slaves from the slave dealers, they
are, after all, only the accomplices of more
guilty parties, namely: of those who facilitate
slave dealing. How is it, therefore, that the first
arc denounced, while the complaints of the latter
are recognized as legitimate? How are we to ap-
preciate tlie employment of two weights and two
measures with tlie rules ofjustice? Thanks to the
possession of Gibraltar, an enormous quantity of
English merchandise is smuggled into Spain,
to the prejudice of the Spanish Customs, and of
the national industry. Will this abuse be attributed
to the Spanish Government ? The Bible Societies
inundate the Peninsula with books and tracts which
attack the Catholic religion and the Pope. There
are probably Spaniards who purchase these books,
since there are so many agents who deal in them.
But will it he said that, the Spanish Government
makes common cause with the purchasers of Protes-
tant Bibles? Before declaring a country to be re-
sponsible for reprehensible deeds committed by pri-
vate individuals in distant colonics, it is essential
that the accusing party should have entire convic-
tion of his own innocence. The Spanish journals
have more than once commented on the fact that
England, in spite of her friendship for Spain, lias
kept possession of Gibraltar. They, moreover, re-
member that under the first Empire, tlie English
troops pillaged all the fortified places which they
captured from the French, such as Ciudad-Ivodrigo,
St. Sebastian, Badajoz, which had enjoyed peace
and protection while occupied by our troops."

The C'Hixlitntionncl concludes bv recommendin"
the Madrid Press not to attach undue importance
to the language of Lord Malmesbury, nor to suppose

for one instant that England would permit Cuba to
be taken from the Spanish Crown.

INDIA.
Our details of India news are derived from the

Government and India-House telegrams. The most
important event was the capture of Calpce, a town
upon the Jumna, fifty miles from Cawnpore. Sir
Hugh Rose advanced upon the place on the 23d of
May, acting in conjunction with Col. Maxwell, who
was upon the west bank of the river. The enemy,
composed of tlie mischievous Gwalior Contingent,
declined to stand a conflict, and the city was cap-
tured without .loss of life. Large stores of guns,
gunpowder, and other munitions, were found in the
fort.

A flying column, which was sent in pursuit of the
rebels, quickly eame up with them, killinga great
number, and captured eight "of their guns. One
portion of the rebels succeeded in crossing the
Jumna, hut appear to have been attacked and dis-
persed by the zemindars of Rus'inobad. Another
and larger body escaped towards Gwalior by Ja-
loun. and were about 24 miles from Gwalior on the
'-'9 th of May. His Highness Scindia has dispatched
tw o regiments of infantry, one of cavalry, and 18
guns to the Molar cantonment for the purpose of op-
posing the rebels; he will command the force him-
self. A small force, with 12 guns, remain for the
protection of Gwalior.

Scindia was anxious for the speedy advance of
the British troops on his frontier. The column un-
der Brigadier Smith recaptured Chundaree from
the Booudclahs, on May 25, after effectually demol-
ishing the works of tliis stronghold. The column
will advance towards Esaghur.

Chundaree, which has been attacked by the in-
surgents, has been recaptured from them bySmith's
Brigade sent from Goona.

After the relief of Shahjehanpore by Brigadier
Jones, he was surrounded by masses of the enemy.
This was on the 15th of Map, on which day Sir
Colin Campbell left Bareilly with the whole (if his
disposable force, reaching" Shahjehanpore on the
18tli. On the 23d he drove back the enemy, captur-
ingMohundee. On the 26th, Sir Co!in Campbell
occupied Jellahabad, on the Futteghur road.

Serious disturbances have occurred at Gudduck,
in the Bombay Presidency; the outbreak was head-
ed byBeem Rao, of Monnaerger, and the Dessayee of (
neinbgee, who obtained possession of the port of
Fowul (?);by treachery; tlie Chief of Nurgoond was
suspected of being deeply implicated. The acting j
political agent, Mr. C. T. Mason, attended by a few |
horsemen, proceeded rapidly to the Nurgoond dis-
trict, in the hope of restoring order, when he was
treacherously attacked on the night of May 29, by
800 men, headed by the Chief of Nurgoond, and
killed with all his escort.

Itbeing greatly feared that the disaffection would
spread all over the Southern Mabratta country, re-
inforcements have been ordered to proceed imme-
diately to Belgaum and Kolapoor. In the mean-
time it is hoped that the outbreak has been prompt-
ly repressed. A Madias column, under Major
Hughes, June 1, took the fort of Copal by assault,
and among the slain were Beem Rao and the Des-
s.iy o? the same day, Col. Malcolm with a light
s't'oio I jtetechinent, arrived at Nurgoond, and
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tlie Grand Trunk Road, between Lullutpore andCawnpore, on the 29 th of May. The road was fairly
closed. Some thousand rebels, horse and foot, witheight guns, in three divisions, crossed from the Hu-
aieerpore side of the Jumna to the Shorapore Ghat,on the Uaoges; the last division passed on the 29th

of .May. They are proceeding to Oude. Middle-
ton's columns arrived at Mohar, opposite the Shor-
apore Ghat on the 50th. Brigadier t'artliew, with
small force, had marched for the same point on the
29th of May.

Some apprehension is entertained that the rebels i
in Barcitch may once more attempt to seize Luck- j
noiv. The garrison of that citv, originally 8,000 :
men, contributed part of the column with I.ugard,
and the whole of the column which, under Sir 11.
Grant, has proceeded to relieve Colonel Ron-croft,
who, with a very insufficient force, is watching the
great body of Sepoys and rabble still collected in
Fyzabad.

*

If this body and the Bareitch rebels
marched simultaneously on the city, Mr. Mont-
gomery might have to sustain the third siege of
Lucknow. On the 10th of May a very large body
of troops, with infantry, cavalry and artillery, were
within seven miles of the city, which contained just
2.900 effective Europeans and the Volunteer Cav-
alry. They will hardly, however, venture on an
attack. The people, it is believed, will aid them i
no more. Mr. Montgomery's acceptance of the \
zemindaree system lias conciliated the landholders,
who have come in in numbers, and without them
tliepeasantrv will not stir.

CHINA.
The Pay* says that dispatches from China have

been received in London which state that the Em-
peror's Commissioner Extraordinary, Iluang-Fo,
liad refused to enter Canton, and had gone back
into the interior of the country.

ADDITIONALFROM MEXICO.
GAIIZ.v's DEFEAT?PREPAItATIONS FOR RESISTANCE TO

Vin.VfßUl's CHAMPION.
We have been favored with a perusal of some pri-

vate correspondence received in this city from Tain-
pico (from the 3d of March to the 19th of June, in-
elusive). The principal part of the intelligence re-
lates to the ignominious defeat of Garza by a body
of troops under the Indian General Mejia. After
describing the uniform of Mejia's soldiers, who wore
tlie motto "Religion or death" upon their caps, tlie
writer proceeds:

Dn the 15th of May, early in the day, General
Mejia made a spirited attack on Garza's forts, and
in less than five hours lie had them all in his pos-
session. He met, with desperate resistance at a fort
called the "l'ioehas." Mejiarallied bis men in per-
son three times, and at the fourth he charged tlie
enemy at their head, being tliefirst that leaped the
earthworks. The taking, of this fort by Mejia
created a panic in the whole of Garza's camp, and a
most shameful retreat, or rather flight, took place,
Garza and his chief officers being tlie first to aban-
don tlie battle field, leaving his soldiers to tight it
out as best tlicy could. Garza lost all his artillerv
and munitions of war, and thirteen officers killed.
On the otlier side the loss, including dead andwoun-
ed, was about 114 men. Garza's total loss was
never known, as the dead of both parties were
burned in the ditches of the forts.

.Mejia received a vote of thanks from the Board
of Aldermen (Ayuintamiento), and a grand ball
was given in honor of his victory, which, however,
was not honored with his presence, for lie said he
could not dance and enjoy himself while his soldiers
had no money, and liis officers were without the
means of appearing decently. A few weeks after
Garza's defeat tlie modest and unassuming Indian
left the city, and retired again into the interior. ?

HARVEST PROSPECTS.
ILLINOIS.

The Carlinvillc Democrat, July 8, says : Wo have
the past week passed through Macoupin, Sanga-
mon, Morgan, Scott .and Greene, and lind an abund-
ant wheat crop in each?so large, that after two
weeks incessant toil, farmers are not half through
wheat harvest alone. The heads are short, but the
grain is good, and the great abundance of wheat
must bring in considerable money, even it prices
are low. Oats are about ordinary, and nearly ready
to harvest. Grass is remarkably good?some farm-
ers are cutting now. Corn is not so good in this
and Sangamon counties, as in Morgan, Scott and
Greene. The latter counties willraise nearly a full
crop, with an abundance of old corn, while in the
former there cannot be over half a crop, if it all
escapes the frost, with but little old corn."

JBloomhiyton, JIr Lean County. Generally we
would say that the wheat crop is likely to prove a
failure in our county, and the coru crop must be
short.

MICHIGAN.
The Detroit Free J i resH, July 9, savs: "Already

has the harvest bi'gun in portions of the State. In
some of the southern and south-western counties,
farmers commenced cutting their wheat last Mon-
day, and throughout that section it is thought that
this week will see the harvest well under way.
Many fears have been expressed for the wheat crop
on account of the ravages of the weevil. These
fears have some foundation in truth, although these
ravages arc not so extensive as many would have
us believe. The weevil, to be sure, will damage
the wheat crop of the State to some extent, but not
sutli£iei£)y to diminish the total amount of the har-
vest by any considerable quantity.

"Very* many have feared that the crops would be
injured by rust, but we are not advised as yet of the
existence of any in any part of the State. Corn
looks decidedly well. That which was first plant-
ed, where the seed proved good, is now as forward
as the crop was last year at this time. That which
was replanted is. to be sure, quite small, but the
warm weather of the last few weeks has pushed it
forward very fast, and a continuance of the same
weather for a few weeks more willplace the result
of the harvest beyond a doubt."

VIUUIXIA.
Acrop of inferior wheat is reported in Caroline

County. The same from Statford. In King
George, Westmoreland, and the Northern Neck
counties generally, the accounts arc gloomy. In
Fairfax, and in Prince William, and Loudoun, there
is a better yield than it was thought there would he
?but still some damage. lii the Valley counties,
generally, an average crop ?in some of them still
better. The Lynchburg Jiepuhlican says: "The
farmers have finished their harvest. For quantity
and quality it is the meanest crop cut in Fastern
Virginia for many years. The Bristol AVir# says
that, owing to the rust, fly, and other causes, the
wheat crop in South-western Virginia will not be
more than half an average crop."

I'ort Gibson, Claiborne County. ?The products of
this county are chiefly cotton, corn, &c.; being a
hillycounty, principally upland, is subject to
overflow. The prospects now are very tine. Old
planters say they never saw tin- prospects of the
cotton crop better at this season of the year.

Greene County. ?The products of this county are
chiefly stock, corn and some cotton. There is not
much cotton raised in this county, but the prospects
of the cotton, as well as the corn crop, are good.

Gainesville, Hancock County. ?The products of
this county are chiefly tar. timber, stock and cot-
ton. The prospects now are good. Business has
an upward tendency inthis county.

Harrison County. ?The products of this county
are chiefly timber and stock. The prospects of the
harvest in the adjoining country are rather flatter-
ing.

L-rinr/fiiu, llulmc* County.-?Tlie products of this
county are chiefly cotton, corn, oats and potatoes.
The prospects now arc that a good crop of all will
be made, except the oat crop.

Jaeli*on County. ?The products of this county are
chiefly cattle and timber. There is but little cotton
raised here. Corn crops are tine; prospects now
are very good.

Perry County. ?The products of tliis county are
principally timber, cattle and some cotton. Weraise generally enough corn for home consumption.
The prospects now are good.

Bastrop, Jiautrop County. ?The products of this
county are chiefly cotton and corn. Tlie prospects
now of both crops are quite promising.

I'"> tLararca, Calhoun County. ?The products ofthis county are principally corn and stock, and the
prospects now of tlie corn crop are very good.

tmh.nl. GoKad I'..,inly.?The products of this
county are chiefly stock, corn and a little cotton.?
Ihe prospects of the corn and cotton crops aregood.

Gonzales, Gonzales County. ?This county produces
chiefly corn, cotton, ogts, wheat, Ac., and the pros-
pects now are very tine for abundant crops.

?Van Marco, Hay* County. ?The products arechiefly cotton and corn. The prospects now are
encouraging beyond precedent, and if the season
continues favorable through this month, (July,)
breadstuff's will he lower than ever heretofore" inTexas.

Bio Grand City, Starr County. ?The products of
tliis county are principally- corn, cotton and stock.The prospects now of both crops are good.^

1 ietoria. I ietoria County. ?This county produces
chiefly cotton and corn. The prospects now are
excellent: never were beeter.

Jluntsville, It atl;e.r County. ?The products are chief-ly corn and cotton. The prospects now are very
favorable for both crops. In some portions of the
county, corn has suffered for tlie want of rain, but
as a general thing, the greatest abundance will he
raised. The corn crop is now a "fixed fact." The
seasons so far, have been very favorable on cotton,and if they continue, and ho disaster happens, a
fine crop of cotton may be anticipated.

Loreilu, Webb County. ?The products are corn,
stock and some cotton. The prospects of both
crops now are good.? N. Y. Time*.

MUSIC AT HARVARD COLLEGE.
A quarter of a century ago, says Dieiyht's Journal

of Miotic, the only music in Harvard College was
produced by a band little better than a flute club
(every music-smitten collegian played the German
flute as ardently as Mr. Swiveller,)? a cloying con-
centration of mere sweetness, ?relieved, however,
by a couple of brave French horns, a basset horn
and trombone, and sometimes a bass viol, as we call-ed it, and a clarionet: well that the latter ceased its
exhaustive draft upon the lungs in good season, or
we should not be hear to write about it! The gen-
tlemanly and artistic violin was not then known incollege. We had perhaps a dozen members. Music
enjoyed no general recognition in the college sys-
tem. The club existed but by sufferance, and therewere some wild times.

There is a better state of tilings in college now.
Music is at least beginning to he recognized. The
government have gone so far as to appoint an in-
structor in sacred music, and put the chapel choirin proper training. A recent concert gave evidence
of a higher musical culture among the students
than past experience led ns to expect. Tlie vocal
selections were mostly ot a high order; and the in-
strumental pieces, although belonging to the cate-
gory of "light"music, were such as the occasion
and materials required, and showed good skill and
taste in treatment.

The "Pierians" are no longer a more flute club;
tliey numbered upon this occasion three good vio-
lins (forming the left wing); a cello (worthily pre-
siding in the centre, with steady and controlling
dignity); two (lutes plus one cornet, for the right
wing; the whole ilanked by a grand piano played
by four hands:?just a nice little oehestra for the
graceful Strauss and Lumbye waltzes. These were
played with a precision, delicacy and spirit, which
showed skill enough to master higher kinds of
music, with the addition of a few more instruments.
Itis a good sign that collegians have begun to cul-
tivate the piano and violin. It must of itself lead
to the study of the more classical schools of music.
When the Professorship of Music shall be founded,
there is no telling with what ardor students will
devote them to Beethoven and Mendelssohn and-bach and Mozart. '

Something in this right direction might be seen

already in the perfiirinace of the "tiloe Club," com-
posed of sixteen voices, who sang the Mcndelsshon
part songs, the Latin chorus, Ac., wholly without
accompaniment, with admirable blending, lightand
shade, &e., quite up to the standard of our German
"Orpheus," as we thought, and more uniformly in
good tunc. The Cherubim Quartette was a beauti-
ful composition, and so tinely sung as to be impera-
tively encored.

Glee clubs and boat clubs arc good alike for body
and for soul.

A SPIRITUAL "BOURSE." ?The readers of the
Keening Pout are already aware of the good worldly
prospects of Mr. Home, the medium, for whose tem-
poral necessities the spirits seem to have had special
concern.

The first will be
a sort of gymnasium where the pupils will be
instructed in the art of bringing the fluid to their
aid in physical and intellectual labor. The theory
