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Everybody whose memory runs back a dozen
years remembers our North-Western boundary

? dispute with Great liritain, and how belligerent a

spirit we manifested in discussing our territorial

claims?liow we got up the famous alliterative
rallying cry of "Fifty-four-forty, or fight," and
bow we didn't get the line of fifty-four-forty, nor

did we. light for it, but consented to ratify, with-
out tnucli ado, the WEBSTER-ASHBURTON treaty of
June, 184(1, which established the 40th parallel as
the Northern limit of our domain "West of the

Rocky Mountains. Itwas one of the many little
episodical sort of quarrels which we have had
with Great Britain during the past forty years,
and which, while they have given a certain spici-
ness to our relations with that power, have always
terminated in an amicable arrangement of the
points in controversy. Now, it is very possible
that we should never have troubled ourselves any
more concerning so rugged and sterile a strip of
territory as that embraced within the five degrees
of latitude over which we surrendered all claims
to jurisdiction by the Convention of 184G, if re-
cent events had not brought it once more promi-
nently into notice. South of the line of 54° to',
so stoutly contended for by President POLK, and
between that parallel and the forty-ninth de-
gree of latitude which forms the Northern
boundary of Oregon, there lias lately been
discovered a gold-bearing region, which is report-
ed to be superior in its abundance of the precious
metal to the most productive placers of California
or Australia. These revelations have produced an
extraordinary excitement throughout California
and Oregon. It has been computed that no less
than 15,000 persons have left California already
for Frazer river, and that the entire exodus from
that State alone, during the first six months of
what is called "the Frazer river fever," will not
number less than 40,000 adventurers. Nine first-
class steamers and innumerable sailing vessels
arc now constantly plying between San Francisco
and the Northern mines; and everywhere through-
out the old mining districts, the excitement was
increasing to such an extent that the merchants
of San Francisco, Sacramento, and Marysville
were apprehensive of sustaining severe losses
from the inability of the small traders in
the mountains to collect the debts due to them
from the numerous mining companies, and
individual miners that were either abandoning
I heir claims or were becoming rapidly deprived of the
requisite assistance to work them. Apart from
the temptations held out by gold placers of extra-
ordinary richness there is nothing in the Frazer river
region to tempt any large body of men to found
there a permanent settlement. The whole coast
of the Pacific between the mouth of Frazer river
and Smith inlet, a distance of 200 miles, consists of
an uninterrupted mass ot high mountains, the de-
clivities of which extend to the shores of Queen
Charlotte Sound, which separates Vancouver's
Island from the Continent. These mountains are
for the greater part of the year covered with snow:
their shores are rocky and precipitous, and nreonlv
partially covered with forest trees. They consti-
tute a portion of the same range which extends
from Southern California across the British posses-
sions, with here and there a drop or a break, and
Wiiich, after passing Behring Straits, re-appears in
Russian Siberia. Frazer river?itself sonic 750 miles
in length?and its various tributaries flow from their
head springs in the Rocky mountains, through
long deep low canons, and it is therefore conjec-
tured that the mining region, rich as it is ac-
knowledged to be so far as it has been explored, will
be limited to a very narrow strip of country, and
that the nature ot the climate will render mining
operations, at the best, but desultory and uncertain"
But the most serious difficulty which it is appre-
hended that the miners will have to contend with,
will he the Indians. The wild tribes of the North
West are formidable enemies by reason of their
courage, their numbers, and their skill in the use
of fire-arms. Unlike the Indians of Southern Cali-
fornia, these men, stout, active and perfectly fear-
less, fair complexioncd and of great phvsieal
strength and hardihood, are jealous of their rights
and prompt to resent any real or imaginary infrac-
tion oi them. Already they are growing suspi-
cious of the new comers, with whom, more than
once, the proverbial recklessness of the miners has
brought them into collision. Should these fierce
and intractable mountaineers be provoked into de-
claring a war of extermination against the whites
the lalter could scarcely maintain their ground
against an enemy thoroughly acquainted with the
country, and in possession of fastnesses to which
f'ej could retire from the presence ofsuperior num-
bers, where no body of men would dare to attack
them. To the merchants of California the increase
oftrade at San Francisco will afford hut little com-
pensation for the comparative inactivity of mining
operations in the interior, and serious fears are al-
ready entertained that the discovery of the new
gold region will prove anytliing but a blessing to
the Pacific States.

No one who has given any critical attention to
the ]>roceedings of our Criminal Court, or to the
details of the evidence taken in criminal cases be-
fore Magistrates, can hesitate to believe that, for
some years past, the fearful crime of perjury has
been steadily upon the increase. Those who are
most com ersant with tlic business of our (Courts

have long known this to be a fact; and most oftheiu can readily point to case after case wherein
the lucre perusal of the published testimony would
satisfy even the casual reader that some witness
was forsworn. Juries have, and that within a
few weeks past, convicted prisoners, where they
were only justified in so doing upon the theory
that some of the material evidence offered for the
defence was simple perjury. With the moral
turpitude involved in this offence, it is not our
province to deal. It is the duty, however, of
every one to inquire whether so deadly an evil
is really extending the limits of its influence, and,
it so, to aid by effort or suggestion in checking
its advance. The effect of a practice so iniquitou,
scarcely needs comment, in any ease, and least
of all when it touches upon those graver matters
over which truth and justice most especially claim
to preside. If convictions have frequently at-
tended the issues of cases, despite the power of
falsehood; yet, through its efficacy alone, acquit-
tals have more often brought security to guilt.
Some lawyers, of loose and easy consciences, too
habitually advise and assist in the preparation
of that useful affidavit by which the evil hour
<>f trial is postponed for his hapless client, and inv rich unfounded apprehensions arc by dint of

He be-
lieved that the suggestion of Lord Lncan?that, the
Commons should be allowed to dispense by resolu-
tion with the words "011 the faith of a Christian"
when a member of the Jewish persuasion applied to
take his seat?afforded the only solution of the dif-
ficulty, and therefore, though with great regret, lie
was prepared to accept the incasing.

Lord Lvnburst consented to postpone his hill,and
Lord Luean, in moving the second reading of liis
measure, explained that it gave tin- House of Com-

ONE DAY LATER FROM EUROPE.
ARRIVAL OF TIIE AUSTRIA.

The Hamburgh screw steamer Austria, CaptainIlcyettman, arrived at New York this morning
from Hamburgh via Southampton. Captain JL
left Hamburgh on the Ist of July, and Southamp-
ton on Sunday the 4th. The Austria brings 361

passengers. _ The steamer experienced heavy west-erly gales, with fog, during most of the passage.?
Captain Ilevettman did not see anything of thetelegraphic fleet.

By the Austria we have London papers of Satur-
day, July 3, the principal contents of which were
telegraphed from London previous to the Canada'ssailing, as reported elsewhere in to-day's paper.

The defeat, by the majority of 151 in the House
of Lords, of the hill for abolishing church rates,
has already been mentioned. The principal argu-
ments urged against the bill appear to have been
that church rates were a charge on property, and
their payment was, therefore, 110 hardship to dis-
senters, who purchased property subject to that
drawback; and, secondly, that ill this compulsory
mode of repairing churches the poor had their only

security for the permanence of those edifies.
Even the peers and bishops who opposed the bill
admitted that some change was necessary, and that
their opposition was grounded 011 the fact that the
bill provided 110 substitute for the rate.

The Derby Ministry seem to be carrying their
Indiabill through the House of Commons by a very
decided majority in their favor on every proposed
amendment.

By the explosion of a boiler at the Atlas Iron
\\ orks, Manchester, six or seven persons were
killed, their remains being so scattered that the
fragments had to be gathered up in sacks lor re-
moval.

THE LATE TERRIBLE RAILROAD ACCIDENT.
[/'millthe Xi-w York II'raid. ]

The \ ice President of the Railroad Company, Mr.S. F. lleadley, repaired to the scene at eleven
o'clock yesterday morning, having directions to
make every provision for the comfort of the suffer-
ers at Iho expense of the company. He arrived at
the scene of the disaster at about four o'clock, when
he found some thirty men engaged in clearing the
track and removing the dahrix.

The train consisted of an engine and tender, two
hA?Kage cars and five passenger cars, all filled.?W here the disaster occurred is a long straight
track 011 filled ground, with a slight incline. The
locomotive and three passenger cars passed over safe,
and it is supposed that the three cars struck the rail
and broke about two feet in length off. The wheel ofthe fourth ear went oli' and sank in the ground,
dragging the last car off the line entirely. The
cars dragged along about twenty-five rods gradu-
ally, when the coupling broke and they were pre-
cipitated in a slanting direction down the embank-
ment. The rear car only rolled over once, and the
truck fell directly through, crushing it into atoms.
There were about forty passengers in each car, who
were scattered amongst the ruins. The fourth car
rolled over once and lodged upon [dies of stones,
crushing in the sides and tearing some of the scats
away.

After the accident, a number of men were col-
lected to clear the ruins away, and it was found that
the rear ear had suffered most. The injured were
removed to the embankment, and as quickly as pos-
sible were taken to Port Jervis, where tliev arrived
at eleven, twelve and one o'clock. Some thirtv-six
of the injured people were taken to Foster's FowlerHouse; the remainder, sotne ten or twelve to the
Delaware House. Five persons wore taken out
dead, and another poor creature died whilst ho was
being removed.

Sirs, bay, ofWaterhury, Conn., was much injured.
She was under the roof o! the ear, and was exposed
to persons constantly walking over her whilst thevwere getting out the injured from the wreck.
