The articles of this Convention are nine ™.
ber. and may be thus condensed : Art. 1—Opens
the port of icasaki to American vessels; but

only for the purpose of repairing damages, laying
in water, fucl, &c. 2—Permits American citizens
to reside at the ports of Simoda and Hakodade,
but commercial transactions are to be limited to
supplying the immediate wants of American ves-
sels touching at those ports. 3—Regulates the
exchafre of American gold and silver for the
currency of Japan. 4—Concedes the right of the
American Consul to put on trial, and to punish
American citizens committing offences in Japan.
F—Stipulates that American vessels resorting to
the ports of Simoda, Hakodade, or Nangasaki, for
the purpose of repairing damages, or in
supplies, shall pay for them in gold or silver coin;
or, if they have no money, goods shall be taken
in exchange—of course at whatever valuation the
Japanese officials may think proper to place upon
them, judging from their previous conduct in this
particular. 6—Admits the right of the American
Consul to go beyond the scrimp Timits allotted to
American citizens generally, but advises him not
to do so. 7—DMakes an exception in favor of the
Consul aforesaid, by allowing him to deal with
Japanese citizens without the intervention of a Ja-
panese official.  The 8th and 9th articles are
merely explanatory of the above. As the terms
of this Convention have been officially annowneed
by President BveHaNAN within the past few days,
we may regard them as the latest evidence of our
progress in opening up Japan. In spite of our
hopes, that something had been accomplished in
the interests of commerce, we find the new treaty
amounts to nothing more than a simple re-aflirma-
tion of the stipulations entered into with Commo-
dore Perey—with this difference, that the Emperor
of Japan has graciously conceded to Consul Hag-
ris, and the members of his immediate family, the
privilege of purchasing whatever articles they may
require for domestic consumption, directly from
Japanese citizens, instead of throngh Japanese
officials, as all other American citizens are still
obliged to do. Let us, however, be thankful for
small favors. If we go on at this rate we shall
probably have the satisfaction of doing a small
trade with Japan at some period within the next
hundred years, and may pos ibly be permitted to
hold oceasional intercourse with the inhabitants
of those islands, without heing subjected to the
constant surveillance of a Japanese official.  One
good thing Consul Harris has certainly accom-
plished:—he has remedied the gross blunder com-
mitted by Commodore Prray, with regard to
exchange. The latter stipulated that the American
and Japanese dollar should be considered of eqnal
value. Now, as the Japanese dollar is worth only
1,600 cash, or 33 cents, our mariners, in any pur-
chases they might find themselves obliged to make,
were suhjected, by treaty stipulation, to a loss of
68 centz on eve dollar. In other words, it
required 100 American dollars to buy Japanese
goods, the trade value of which was only 23 dol-
lars. As all purchases were made through a
government officer, that functionary paid to the

Japanese merchant the 33

dollars which was the
price of his commodity, and cither pocketed the 68
dollars remaining, or, in a fit of sublime honesty,
passed them overto the treasury of the State. The
arrangement entered into by Consul Harmis is, in
this respect, far more equitable. The coins of the
two countries are henceforth to be taken at their
relative values, less 6 per cent. allowed for the ex-
pense of re-coinage. But we have no commercis
treaty yet, nor are we likely very soon o have
one. It appears, indeed, that the American name
is not in very good odor among the islands of
Japan. It reported that the only one of our
merchant vessels, the Caroline Foot, which man-
aged somehow or other to obtain an assortment of
Japanese notions, left for parts unknown withont
paying for a portion of her cargo. If this charge
can be substantiated, we can readily understand
that =o dishonest an act has not tended to increase
the affection of the Japanese for our merchant
traders, or to help Consul Harmis in his negotia-
tions.  Such appears to be the opinion of Mr.
Tra1y, from whose narrative we gather these fac:

Notwithstanding, then, all that has been published
in Foreign Journals respecting the changes made
by Japan in her commercial policy, we see nothing
to warrant the belief that anything more has been
gained than a mere harbor of refuge for vessels in
distress, or short of supplies.  We are placed by
our treaty with Japan—such as it is—on an equal
footing with the most favored nations, and as the
last Convention is of recent date, it, of course,
shows exactly what has been accomplished by us,
and by others, and that, commercially speaking, is
Just nothing at all. '
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While the Presipext has been keeping a watch-
ful eye upon the movements of the fillibusters, and
has been keenly attentive to the complaints of
American captains, he appears to have suffered a
grievous blow {o be successfully aimed at our na-
tionality, under the very shadow of the Capital.

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Frexen Wine Sramisries.—The first number of a
semi-weekly journal, Le Vigneron, devoted, as its
name imperts, to the interestz of the wine trade,
has just been issued in Paris. Its “programme”
contains some interesting statistical information
concerning the wine product of France. Itappears
that more than 2,000,000 bectares of land are now
covered with v , of which 400,000 Lectares have
been planted within the last five vears ; and the av-
erage total yield of wine is 50,000,000 hectolitres,
valued at 800,000,000 francs, ($160,000,600.) The
value of the barrels made each year in France, to
meet the wants of the vintners, is 80,000,000 francs,
and the expenses for transportation by sea, ri
canal, roailroad, &e., are computed at not less ths
30,000,000 francs. The tax on liquors of all sorts
vields to.the French treasury a revenue of 120,000,
000 franes, while the entire sum which changes
hands in the various stages of the wine trade in
France exceeds one thousand willions of francs per
annum.
