suls. Three British men-of-war have been ordered there.

A French transport with900 marines and infantry hadarrived. The French had succeeded in getting two gun
boats over the bar of the Peiho; hut two English dispatch
boats had stuck fast. The capture of the forts at the
mouth of the river was expected in a few days.

ROBBERY?ARRESTS?EXCITEMENT.? On Saturday af

ternoon, between 4and 5 o'clock, quite an excitement wasproduced in the vicinitj*of Baltimore and Gay streets, by
the arrest of a notorious thief, named Josh Reed, and a
companion of his, who gave his name as William Smith.
It ajqiears that early in the afternoon the above parties,
apparently intoxicated, came down Gay street, and going
to the police office of Dorinan & Graham, asked the in ru-
bers of the firm ifthey would allow them to take a nap in
the backroom. Their request was granted, and the two
went into the room for the purpose of sleeping. They re-
mained there a short time apparently asleep, the officers
and some acquaintances sitting in the front room engaged
in conversation. In about half an hour Reed and his friend
came out of the back room, bid the parties sitting in the
office a good afternoon, and proceeded up the street. In a
few minutes after they had gone, it was discovered by officer
Dorman that their visitors had broken open a desk in

the back office, and stolen therefrom a pair of revolvers
and a dirk knife. Chase was immediately given and the
two men overhauled in the vicinity of Baltimore and

Frederick streets. When seized by the officers Reed be-
came very violent and made a desperate fight to effect his
escape, but with the assistance of several citizens, he was
oveiqiowered, and cuffs placed upon him, his feet tied, and
then conveyed to the office of Justice Mearis.

the building or purchase of a steam fire engine for the use
of the Company. The committee, in making a contract or
purchase of the engine, are not confined to any particular
localitv, hut having unlimited power, are entitled to select
such a piece of apparatus as in their judgment will best
suit the requirements of the Company. It is understood
that the Committee willparticularly notice all bids origi-
nating fw>m Baltimore mechanics; being desirous, ifpossi-
ble to procure an engine perfect in all its parts, which will
do credit to their own city in the production of this class
ofengines, as it has already done in the manufacture of
the ordinary hand machines.

COURT OF COMMON* PLEAS.? Hon. Robert N. Martin.
Special Judge. The following business was transacted
on Saturday.

The jury in the case of Durus Carter r5. Ilenry Cragg,
before reported, returned a verdict for the plaintifffor
$51.71.

In the case of the Mayor and City Council of Baltimore
vs. Henry Watson, which was submitted to the Court by
the argument of a state of facts agreed upon by Messrs. G.
L. Dulaney and X. Williams, Judge Martindelivered an
opinion deciding that the corporation was empowered to

imiiose a tax upon stock issued by the State of Maryland.
In detailing the reasons which prompted the court in its
decision, Judge Martin remarked that the tax imposed
upon the securities of the Shite was authorized by the act
ofAssembly of 1841. The question bad been presented in.the
form as to whether the State could impose atax upon its own
stock, and if not. could it delegate a power to a subordi
nate corporation? The question is an important one

because there is a large amount of this description of prop-
erty taxed. Everything in the State was subjected to her
authority; stock was not exempted because itwas the
creature of the State. It is property, and is therefore the
legitimate object of taxation. It could not be exempted,
except upon a surrender on the part of the State of her
right to impose the tax, unless the imposition of the tax
can be regarded as a violation of contract; and the valid-
ityof the right must he maintained if these reasons will
not apply. There was no evidence that there had l>een
any relinquishment of the right, and there could be no
implication of a contract between the State and an indi-
vidual. In concluding bis decision. Judge M. remarked
that the taxing of stock by a State is a rare occurrence,
and that there was not a decision upon the subject
of any of the Courts of this country except in the Slate
of Maryland.

Court of Appeal* of Maryland.
JUNE TERM, 1858.

IMPORTANT DECISION.
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Company vs. William

Lainborn. Appeal from the Circuit Court for Howard
county.

In this case the Court of Appeals has decided the im-
portant question, that Railroad Companies in this State
are not responsible. for injuries done to cattle and stock by
their cars, in any case in which such cattle, &c., are on
the railway tracks through any negligence orfault on the
part of the owners of them; that the owner of cattle is
bound to keep them in an enclosure or in custody at his
peril, for every entry by them on another's possession is a
trespass, and this law applies as well to the intrusion of
ofcattle and horses upon the land over which a railroad
company is entitled to its franchise as to the property ofa
private owner.

The facts of the case fullyappear in the following opinion
of the Court delivered by Justice Bartol:

"This is an action to recover the value of a horse be-
longing to the apiellee, killed by the locomotive of the
appellants.

"At the trial of the cause, the plaintiff to maintain the
issue on his part, proved that some time in the month of
September, 1H55, he was the owner and proprietor of cer-
tain land adjoining and contiguous to the Washington
Branch of the Baltimore and Ohio ltailroad, at or near the

Hanover Switch, where the cars of the defendants stop
when necessary to put off or take up passengers, and that
he was also the owner ofa horse, which, at the time refer-
red to, was standing at or near the point indicated, on the
line of the said Railroad, though not iinmed ately in the
track, and which was run over by the cars of the said
defendants and so injured as to be entirely lost to the said
plaintiff.

"The defendants then, for the purpose of maintaining
the issue joined on their part, proved that on the occasion
of the injuryto the horse of the plaintiff, a locomotive,
with a train of passenger cars attached, in charge of their
agents, was proceeding from Baltimore to Washington at

a rate of speed ofabout twenty-five miles an hour; that on
approaching the switch they gave the usual and ordinary
signal withthe whistle; that when within a short distance
of said Hanover switch they observed the horse of the
plaintiff' distant some hundred and fifty yards standing
near the railroad track, and on or near a road which cross-
es said track; that immediately upon observing the horse
the whistle was sounded to put down the brakes, and the
brakes were put down instantly; that the horse immedi-
ately took to the track of the railroad, and ran some dis-
tance in the road, when he was overtaken by the cars and
run over; that at the time of the collision the speed of the
cars had been reduced to some ten miles the hour. It was
further proved that if the agents having charge of the cars
had, at the time of the discovery of the horse, when they
were going atthe rate of twenty-'five miles an hour, reversed
the engine, it would have been at the peril of the entire
train and passengers, as in all probability it would have
thrown the cars from the track.

"The plaintiffthen proved upon cross examination that
the i>oint where the horse was first seen was a point on
the railroad which, from the curve in the road, could not
be seen at a greater distance than a hundred and fifty
yards, and the carts and wagons are frequently passing
said railroad during loading and unloading iron ore to he
transported over said railroad, and that it would have
been impossible to arrest the cars going at the rate at
which they were traveling when they first discovered the
horse, sufficiently to avoid the collision.

??Thereui>on the defendants offered four prayers which
were rejected by the Court below, and the verdict and
judgment being infavorof the plaintiff, the defendants ap-
pealed.

??In all the prayers the principle is involved that if the
horse, when killed, was upon the track of the railroad,
through the negligence of the plaintiff" in not keeping the
horse within his close , then he is not entitled to recover.

"It is a principle of the common law too well settled
to require authorities to*be adduced in its support, that in
an ordinary case a plaintiff is not entitled to recover for
injuries to which his own fault or negligence directly con-
tributed. But it is contended by the appellee's counsel

act of 1838. The act of 1846, ch. 346, while it leaves the
onus of proof, where the act of 1838 had placed it, on the
defendant, requires that the Railroad Company shall, inorder to exempt itself from responsibility, prove that the
damage or injury sustained was the result of unavoidableaccident."

"This Court, in construing the act of 1838, said that it
restored the common law rule in relation to negligence,
and imposed on the company the duty of showing the excrcise of reasonable care and caution (sec. 4, Aid. Rep.2;>o. The language f the act of 1846 is somewhat differ-
ent, anil must oe construed as imposing on the company
the highest degree of care and caution; by its terms no-thing can exempt the company but to show that the daiuage complained of was the result of unavoidable accident.
But. in our opinion, this applies only to those cases wherethe party complaining has not contritinted in any manner,
by his own negligence or violation of law, to the act complained of; or, in other words, the rule of the common law
to which we have adverted-, remains unchanged bv the
acts of Assembly to which we have referred. Anil weconcur in the views taken by the appellant's council in
his argument that any other construction of these acts
would subject railroad companies to the greatest imposition,
and expose the lives of passengers to the most constant
and iwminet peril. In the language ofChief Justice Gib-
son in 19 Perm. Statv Rep. 302, 4A railroad company is
a purchaser, inconsideration ofpublic accommodation and
convenience,.if the exclusive possession of the ground
paid for to the proprietors of it, and of a license to usegreatest attainable rate of speed with which neither the
person nor the property of another may interfere. The
company on the one hand and the people of the vicinage
on the other attend respectively to their particular con-cerns. with this restriction of their acts that no needlessdamage be done. Butthe conductor of a train is not bound
to attend to the uncertain movements of those ioi'4.*ring
or roving cattle by which our railways arc infested. Any
other rule would put a stop to the advantages of railway
traveling altogether.* To the same elfeet. see Clark vs.Syracuse <£? I'lica Railroad Company , 11 Barb. 112: Harshrs The. .Xcw York it Erie Railroad Company. 14 Harb.
364 and the other cases cited by the appellant in the irgu
ment.

?By. the common law an owner of cattle is hound to keep
them in an enclosure or in custody at His peril, for every
entry by them on another 'possession is a trespass ' and
.this is tile law of Maryland, ana applies as well to the in-
trusion ofcattle and horses upon the land over which arailroad company is entitled to its franchise, as to the
property of a private owner. And the construction which
we put upon the Acts of Assembly of 183S and 1846, is that
they give a right of action only where the cattle, horses,
&0., of the plaintiffarc on the railway without any fault
on his part. And the question, of the negligence or fault
of the plaintiffinthe case before ns, was a proper subject
to be passed upon by thejury. That question was properly
presented by the several prayers or the defendants, and
the Circuit Court erred iu rejecting them."

Judgment reversed and procedendo awarded.

NEW YORK NEWS-JULY 24
The number of emigrants arrived at the port of New

York for the week ending 21st inst., was 2,307; making atotal of 40,561 since the Ist of the year. The arrivals for
the corresponding period in 1557 numbered 107,237.

The execution of James Kelly, convicted of the murder of his wife, will take place in Brooklyn on Friday
next. Gov. King having positively refused to interfere in
the matter. Kelly is said to he perfectly resigned to his
fate.

The yellow fever appears to have obtained considerable
headway on board the Spanish frigate Bcrenguela :it theLower Quarantine anchorage. On Friday one of the
seamen died on board. There are now twenty-
four vessels anchored in the Lower Bay. A stevedore,
named John Masterton, died in the Hospital of yellow
fever.

The brig Anita Owen, which arrived from Nuevitas
yesterday, brought as passengers the Italian Opera Com
pany.

The case of Mr. James S. Elliott, the British militarv
storekeeper, arrested here on the charge of embezzlement
of money to the amount of over $1 ,000, from Qeen Victo-
toria, came before the Supreme Court yesterday on a mo
tion to discharge him from arrest. The Judge reserved
his decision.

Three steamers left this port on Saturday for Europe,
viz: the Fulton, for Havre; the Indian Empire, for Gal
way, and the Edinburg, for Glasgow. The Fulton took
out 133 passengers and $356,875 i n specie.

The celebrated Peter Dawson, known as "King of theFourth Ward," having pleaded guilty to keeping a disor-
derly house, was on Saturday 'sentenced to serve two
months in the penitentiary, and to pay a fine of SSO.

On Saturday morning, as Mrs. Ryan was in the act of
kindling a fire in the kitchen of the house, moistening thefuel with campltene, tlie vapor of the fluid caught fire,
producing an explosion, and burning herself and littlechild from head to foot. They both died in a very short
time.

SUB-MARINE TELEGRAPH?OFFICIAL RE-
PORT ,OF CAPTAIN' HUDSON?ANOTHER
ATTEMPT TO BE MADE.

U. S. STEAM FRIGATE NIAGARA,
Queenstown, (Ireland,) July Bth, 1858.

Silt:?l am somewhat mortified and disappointed
to report the arrival of the Niagara at this port on
the sth instant, after three unsuccessful attempts at
laying down the telegraphic cable.

My last dispatch, of the ltitliult., informed you
that the squadron were oil' Plymouth harbor hound
to the appointed rendezvous for uniting and run-
ning out the telegraphic cable.

During the first three or four days of our passage
we had calms and light variable winds; the follow-
ing eight days almost continuous gales from the
west to the S. W., and the greater part of the time
heavy sea, when tlib weather again moderated and
our vessels, which had separated during the gales,
met together at the rendezvous on the 25th, the
Agamemnon having shifted about one hundred
miles of the upper portion of the cable on her main
bold tier during the gale, which portion they were
engaged in running to the gun-deck when we fell in
with them.

Ou the 26th (Saturday) we commenced our oper-
ations by securing the Niagara and Agamemnon to-
gether, stern to, with hawsers, splicing the cable
and easing it down gradually with two hundred
fathoms paid out from each ship; the hawser let go
by signal and the ships separated on their respective
courses at the rate of three-fourths of a mile the
hour. When we had paid out two miles and forty
fathoms, as shown by our indicator, the cable, being
hauled in the wrong direction through the excite-
ment or carelessness of one of the men stationed by
it, caught and parted in the Niagara's machinery.
A heavy fog and mist had set in soon after the ships
separated. We were fortunate enough, however,
to get together again in a short time, splice, lower
down the cable, and separate from each other as he-
fore stated. The Niagara's speed at starting was
short of one mile the hour, and gradually increased
to two knots six fathoms up to 7 o'clock, P. M., and
the cable being paid out three-and-a half knots per
hour; and from that hour till midnight a uniform
speed was maintained of three-and-a-nalf miles the
hour, and the cable was paid out, as shown by the
indicator, offour-and-a-half miles the hour.

Our machinery was working as well as we could
desire, cable running from the coils and going
over it with ease and regularity, when to our great
surprise, at fifteen minutes past one o'clock, a. m., ;
on the 27th, (Sunday,) the electricians reported j
that there had been no signals from the Agamem- '
non for the last ten minutes. We kept going on
slowly, as previously agreed upon, until 4.4(J, a. in.,

(in the mean time the electricians tested the cable
in the ship and reported the continuity anil insula-
tions perfect,) when the ship's headway was entire-
ly stopped, and we commenced heaving in with the
machine! -)'. The cable parted at 4.50, a. m., and
we lost oh this occasion, as measured by the indica-
tor, 42 miles 300 fathoms of cable, and started for
the rendezvous, where on Monday, the 28th, the
Agamemnon and Niagara were secured together, j
the splice made, lowered down, and the ships sepa- ;
rated, as lias heen already described, at 7.30, p. m.
Our speed for the first hour was only three-quarters
of a mile; second hour, miles, third hour, 3
miles; and the fourth hour 3)4 miles. From that
time until ten minutes after 0 o'clock on Tuesday
evening, the 29th, (when wo ceased to get signafs
from the Agamemnon, and the engines showed
down,) the speed of the ship had been four and a
half miles the hour, and the cable paid out five
and a half miles the hour, as shown by the indi-
cator.

The engines were stopped at 10 P. M., and the
ship hung in a measure bv the cable until twenty
minutys after midnight, when it parted, the indica-
tor showing a loss on this occasion of 145 miles 930 j
fathoms of the cable. Our electricians again thor- j
oughly tested all the cable on board ship, and found
the insulation and continuity all perfect, and there
was but one opinion among those gentlemen, that i
the cable parted at or near the Agamemnon, which
we shall ascertain when she arrives at this port to 1
fillup her coal.

An arrangement had been made, when the ships I
separated the 28th instant, that, in the event of any
accident to the cable before either should have run
one hundred mites, we were to return to the rendez- j
vous, unite the cable, and make another effort to lav i
itout: if beyond that distance, the vessels were to
proceed to Queenstown, till up with coal, and again
renew ourelforts.

In the Niagara we had all the coal that we re-
quired for laying down our part of the cable. ?

There were serious doubts, however, if we ran fur- Ither, or any distance beyond the one named, j
whether the Agamemnon's coal would hold out j
(without any expenditure in getting back to the ;

rendezvous) and leave her enough to insure steam-
ing back to Valentia Hay with the cable inthe event j
of no further casualty to it on the way there. !

Mr. Everett's machinery has paid out the cable (
with apparent ease and uniformity ot strain, and j
we find itadmirably adapted to the work it has to
perform in all its parts. I

H. M. steamer Gordon, which accompanied 11s,arrived here with the Niagara. We now await the
arrival of the Agamemnon and Valorous, when wehope to he off again for the rendezvous in seven oreight days, under more favorable auspices of weatherthan we experienced in the month of June.

It affords me pleasure to report the continued
good health of officers and crew.

AWATERSPOUT AS SEEN IN THE EASTERN
PASSAGE TO CHINA.

After a very close night, attended, as usual in
these regions, by thunder and lightning, we were
surprised at dawn bv being surrounded bv what
seemed to be a dense "cloud, perfectly impenetrable
to the eye; but which, as morning further advanced ,
cleared off to the westward, disclosing a most beau-tifulrainbow?which, contrary to the usual semi-
circular appearance that it possesses ashore, seemed,
by the perfect reflection of it in the sea, to be one
vast circle of the most brilliant colors; but after
contemplating this magnificent sight, on turning
to the eastward, different feelings were excited, not
Altogether unmixed with wonder and fear, for the
clouds on this side, instead of clearing off, had as-
sumed a greater consistency, and seemed to be
drawn together by some vast hidden power, pre-
senting the appearance of a column, which was
quite small at the base, but as it rose diverged on allsides till joining the clouds, when it entirely obscur-
ed the view of the horizon in that quarter. Wesurveyed this awful phenomenon for some time be-
fore its true character occurred to us; but as it near-
ed us, the whirlingof the water, which appeared tobe drawn up to the clouds in rapid spiral revolu-
tions, accompanied by a noise as of distant thunder.proclaimed it to be, beyond doubt, a waterspout.
Our position now began to be one of danger, it be-
ing a dead calm, so that we seemed to have no
chance of escaping the spout, which was rapidly ap-
proaching us. So absorbed were we in watching
this cause of danger, that we had verv nearly fallen
victims to one of those suddeu squalls which infest
the eastern passage to China. Having had very
light weather we had all sail set, and, consequently,
when the squall caught us, we were iu imminentdanger of losing our masts, but which, thanks to
their size and our good rigging, held out manfully
for about two hours, when the squall, which lia'd
joined the waterspout, entirely disappeared, leaving
us in sight ot the island of Dauia. bearing W. 5 miles
in lat. 112° S., long. 128° 3G'. H. C.?London Review.

ANALYSIS OF THE THAMES.
Dr. Letheby, the medical officer, in his quarter-

ly report on the health of the city ofLondon, at-
tributes the present state of the Thames to the high
temperature of the last month, together with the
continued absence of rain. From a daily examina-tion of the water at different points he lias discover-ed that the river is unusually charged with sea salt
and organic matter. The saline elements have
amounted to 131 grains in the gallon and the organ-ic to 12; and all experience proves that whenever
such a mixture as this occurs at a high tempera-
ture, putrefaction of a most offensive character is
set up.

The Doctor considers that *Hhe inky appearance
of the river lias been caused by the fixation of thesulphuretted hydrogen by the iron of the clay.?
This has been the salvation of our lives, for, often-
sive as has been the vapour evolved from the river,
it is as nothing in comparison with what it would
have been if the much abused clay from the lower
shores of the river had not fixed the miasm in a
solid, involatile form. As it is, however, the gases
evolved from the water amount to about 15 cubic
inches per gallon. They consist chiefly of carbonic
acid withammonia, nitrogen, and a trace of oxvgen.
They do not contain sulphuretted hydrogenAjut
they contain a stinking vapour which is in the high-
est degree oifensive, and which iniialetl produces
slight headache, giddiness and nausea.

"The water at midstream is charged with the
higher forms of animal and vegetable infusorial
life ; but that the shore is so lethal in its qualities
that nothing exists in it but the lowest forms of
fungi and the simplest of livingcreatures. With all
this condition of the Thames, however, the health of
the metropolis has been remarkably good, and the
fact is illustrated not merely by the mortality re-
turns, but also by the still more significant returns
nf sickness." The doctor is of opinion that the ef-
fects of the Thames vapours have been warded off
by the healthy and vigorous condition of the body
at this season of the year, and that if the putrid
miasms come to operate during the autumn, when
the vital powers are exhausted and the animal frame
relaxed by the heat of summer, the effects may he
very serious.

FOHEIGN MISCELLANY.
The Queen, accompanied by the Prince Consort,

arrived at the camp on Monday evening, the sth in-
stant. and reviewed the whole of the troops, up-
wards of 20,000 in number, now stationed there, on
Tuesday. The review was one of the most brilliant
military spectacles, enhanced as. it was by all the
additional effect which auspicious weather could
lend it, that has perhaps ever been witnessed in the
country.

The Catholic Peerage has received two accessions
during the past week" in the persons of Mr. Con-
stable Maxwell, of Everringham, in the county of
York, who hassnbstantiated his claim to the ancient
barony of Herries, and Sir Henry Bedingfield. who
also proved his title to the Viscounty of (irandison.

The interment of Captain W. H. Harding, who
died at Seacotnbe took place on Sunday, the 4th
inst., at the Necropolis. So soon as the fact of his
death was known, all the American ships in dock,
and many others, displayed their flags half-mast.

A telegram from Berne says the Federal Council
has accepted the propositions of the French Gov-
ernment, having for object to agree to a convention
between France, Sardinia and Switzerland, to al-
low merchandise to circulate freely on railways,
without being stopped at the frontier to pay the
customs dues.

Small journals are rapidly on the increase at St.
Petersburg, 21 being at present published there.?
Among them are the Laugh, the Empty Bill, the
Jester, the Paradise, the Eh/, the Novelist, the Rus-
sian Peasant, &c. AH of them are more or less
satirical.

M. Thiers is on the point of leaving Paris for
Eras, whence he willproceed to Holland and Bel-
gium, with the view of collecting materials for the
last volume of his "History of the Consulate and
Empire."

The Clonmel Chronicle states that the blight had
made its appearance among the potatoes in several
places in that locality.

The Rev. Dr. Sadlier, one of the Senior Fellows
of TrinityCollege, Dublin, had committed suicide
by hanging himself.

The German journals are loud in their praise of
the excellent appearance of the vines on all the
most noted puints of the Rhine.

Marshal O'Donnell is the forty-third President of
the Council in Spain since the death of Ferdinand
the Seventh.

Mr. Bushnell, who married Catharine Hayes, died
at Biarritz on the 3d.

The tobacco crop in Algeria has been almost en
tirely destroyed by a worm.

The forty-third Dutch congress of political econ
omy opened at Nimeguen on the 30th ult.

GOLD PRODUCTION FOR 1857.?The production of
gold in Australia for the past year is set down bv
the best English authorities atone hundred millions
of dollars. The productions in other countries are
estimated as follows:

California - $05,000,000
Ilussia and Siberia - - - 20,000,000
Other parts of the world - - 15,000,000

Total - - - $100,000,000
We thus have two hundred millions as the gold

crop of 1857, and the actual amount is likely to be
rather more than the estimated aggregate. At
this rate two thousand millions of gold will be
thrown into the monetary circulation of the world
during the next ten years.
