The colony of Vancouver’s Island is entirely in
the control of the Hudson Bay Compfhy. Govern-
or Douglas is at the head, assisted by a council of
five, all officers of the Hudson Bay Company, and a
legislative sembly of seven, four of whom are
“placemen.”  The other three (Dr. Helmkin, the
Governor’s son-in-law, Skinner and Yates) being
in a minority, carry no point. ' i

The Collector of the port receives as salary all l
the fees for clearances of vessels and fi its to
land goods. The Colonial Surveyor is paid from
land sales. The Postmaster, the Governor, and all
other officers of the crown, get no salary, except
what is paid them by the Hudson Bay Company.—
The improvements on the roads, bridges, &c., are
also paid for from the sales of public lands. The |
Governor i# much embarrassed by the antagonistic
character of his twe offices, one of which pays him
money, and the other only honor, and it is no won-

| der, perhaps, that heis generally unpopular with

the inhabitants of theisland not attached to the in- |
terests of the Hudson Bay Company. Most of the |
people regard his administration as an oppressive

oligarchy, and yet they pay no taxes of any de-
scription, except rum-selling “licenses, which are is-
sued at six hund dollars per annum.
