The recent publication of the official dispatches
addressed by Governor DoUGLAS to Mr. LABOUCHERE,
English Secretary for the Colonies, places us in
possession of many interesting facts in relation to
the Frazer river mines, and enables us to frame a
connected narrative of the progress of gold dis-
covery in the North-West. As early as the middle
of April, 1856, Governor DouGLas hastens to com-
municate, for the information of her Majesty’s
Government, a discovery of much importance. A
Jetter had been received from Mr. Angus McDox-
ALp, residing at Fort Colville, one of the Hudson’s
Bay Trading Posts, which stated that gold had
been found in considerable quantities on the Upper
Columbia, and that the daily carnings of the
miners ranged from ten to eighty dollars for each
man. Governor Douaras closes his letter to the
Colonial Secretary by asking whether it would be
expedient to raise a revenue from the Colville mines
by taxing all persons engaged in gold digging. To
this Mr. LasoucHere replies that any attempt to
exact license fees would prove abortive, and
that as her Majesty’s government do not at present
look for a revenue from that distant quarter of the
British dominions, so neither are they prepared fo
incur any expense on account of it; but it is left
to the discretion of Governor Doveras to deter-
mine the best means of preserving order in the event
of any considerable increase of population flock-
ing into the new gold district. On the 29th of
Qctober, Governor DovGLas reports to the Secre-
®ry that he has heard nothing more from his
correspondent concerning the Colville mines, but
he had ascertained through others that the number
of persons engaged in gold digging was very lim-
ited, in consequence of the threatening attitude
of the native tribes, who, being hostile to the
Americans, had uniformly opposed the entrance
of American citizens into their country. The
persons, therefore, at that time engaged in the
search for gold, were chiefly of British origin and
retired servants of the Hudson’s Bay Company,
who, being connected by old acquaintance and ties
of friendship with the natives, were permitted to
pursue their occupation without being molested.
1t is reported, he adds, that gold is found in coun-
siderable quantities, and that several persons have
accumulated large sums by their labor and traffic.
He notices, also, the fact, that successful experi-
ments had been made in washing gold from the
tributary streams of Frazer's river, and expresses
sanguine hopes that future researches will develop
stores of wealth, perhaps equal to the gold fields
of California. Nine months later, Governor
DouvcLas again writes to Mr. LAROUCHERE, com-
municating the substance of advices which he had
received from the interior of the Continent, North
of the 49th parallel of latitude, corroborating the
former accounts from that quarter respecting the
auriferous character of certain districts of the
country on the right bank of the Columbia river,
and of the extensive table land which divides it
from Frazer’s river. He remarks, however, that
the reports vary so much respecting the produc-
tiveness of those gold fields, that it would be
premature for him to express a decided opinion
upon the subject. It was certain that gold had
been found, and that two hundred ounces of gold
dust had been received at Vancouver; but it was
also certain that the quantities collected had been
inconsiderable, so that the question of the ultimate
value of the placers could not be determined until
further researches were made. But a new element of
difficulty in exploring the gold country has evinced
itself. The native Indian tribes of Thompson’s
river had taken ‘‘the high handed, though probably
not unwise course,’’ —we quote the exact words og
Governor Doveras—¢‘of expelling all the parties of
gold diggers, composed chiefly of persons from
the American territory, who had forced an entry
into their territory.”” On the 29th of December,
1857, Governor DovGLAs reports the receipt of three
hundred ounces of gold at Fort Victoria from the
Couteau mines—TFrazer river and its tributaries—the
principal portion of which had been derived from
the labors of the Indians, and he accounts for the
smallness of the product when compared with the
reported richness of the placers, by stating that the
natives were almost destitute of tools for moving
the =oil, and of washing implements for separating
the gold from its earthly matrix, and that they have
therefore to pick it out with knives or to use their
fingers for that purpose. He notes, moreover, that
the population of the United States territories of
Washington and Oregon were so greatly excited
by theintelligence received from the Couteau mines,
that there was every probability that in the spring
they would ascend Frazer river to the miniug region
in considerable numbers, in which case difficulties
with the natives would be of frequent occurrence,
and that unless measures of prevention were taken
the country would soon become a scene of lawless
misrule. He therefore suggests the appointment
of an officer invested with authority to protect the
natives from violence, and generally, so far as pos-
sible, to maintain the peace of the country. Un-
der cover of theabove letter he encloses the colonial
Secretary a copy of a proclamation issued by him
exacting from every miner entering the gold re-
gion a license fee of two dollars a month. On the
6th of April, 1858, he informs Mr. LABOUCHERE
that the entire receipts of gold dust at Fort Victo-
ria up to that period amounted only to eight hun-
dred ounces; that the digging had been carried on
throughout the winter almost exclusively by the
Indians, who had discovered the most productive
placers, and who were so strongly opposed to the
mining operationsof the whites that they even ob-
structed their old acquaintances, the retired servants
of the Hudson’s Bay Company in their attempts to
explore the country, and in every instance wherein
the latter had succeeded in removing the surface
earth and excavating to the depth of the aurifer-
ous stratum, they quietly hustled them away
and then proceeded to reap the fruits of
their labors. “Up to the present time, how-
ever,”” he remarks—¢‘the country continues quiet,
but simply, T believe, because the whites have
not attempted to resist the impositions of the
natives.” TIn his latest -published dispatch, dated
May 8th, he states that the Couteau gold mines
were attracting more than ever the attention of
the people of Washington and Oregon territories,
and that the exaggerated accounts of the mineral
wealth of thenew gold districts was producing
also an intense excitement in California. Boats,
canoes, and every speciesof small craft were pour-
ing continually their cargoes of human beings into
Frazer’s river, and already many accidents had
occurred at the rapids of the river, “‘a great num-
‘“ber of canoes having been dashed to pieces and
‘‘their cargoes swept away by the impetuous
““stream, whileof the ill-fated adventurers who
‘‘accompanied them many havebeen swept into
‘‘eternity; the others, nothing daunted by the specta-
““cle of ruin, and buoyed up by the hope of amass-
‘ing wealth, stitl presssd onward towards the coveted
‘‘goal of their most ardent wishes.”’ . He closes by
confessing that, with the limited means at his
command, heis utterly unable to resist the mighty
influx ?r adventurers, although he entertains serious
‘:e‘ﬂ‘l'sd_‘ ‘that if the country be thrown open to
g eriminate immigration the interests of
i oy sl . e
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long’ 4the_v submit themselves, in common
ith thesubjects of her Majesty, to the recognition
“of her authority, and cenform to such rules of
“policy as youmay have thought proper to estab-
“Jish.”’ Thus ends the official history of the Frazer
river gold-fields, up to the first day of the present
month. What further is known comes to us by
way of California, and may be found at large in
another column. - All the recent reports, however,
from the Coutean mines, must be received with
many grains of allowance. Captain PrescoTT, an
intelligent naval officer, commanding the British
ship of war Satellite, writing from Vancouver's
Island, under date of May 7th, states that the re-
ports from the new gold diggings were so contra-
dictory that it was impossible to arrive at any
correct conclusion with regard to them; that it
was obviously to the interest of the surrounding
community to circulate exaggerated, if not alto-
gether false reports, for the purpose of stimulating
trade or creating monopolies, and that the excite-
ment in Vancouver's Island itself was quite in-
significant compared to that in Washington and
Oregon territories, and in California, and which,
of course, was increased by every possible means
by interested parties. The testimony of Gover-
nor Dovcrasis to the same effect. The latter,
in his correspondence with the Colonial Secretary,
vainly endeavors to reconcile the discrepancy be-
tween the reported richness of the gold-fields and
the meagre receipts of gold-dust, the total value
of the products of all the mines from the date
of their discovery to the 8th of last May being
rather less than twenty-five thousand dollars.
Still, the Frazer river region may abound in gold,
but as yet we have certainly no substantial proof
of the fact, though we are beginning to under-
stand the difficultics with which the miners will
have to contend and the perils by which they are

surrounded.

The fact has already been stated that the city of
Wheeling had caused a writ to be issued against
the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, requiring that
corporation to show why an injunction should not
be granted at the instance of the city of Wheeling,
restraining the Railroad Company from expending
any more of its funds in behalf of the North-West-
ern Virginia road, and in fact from working that
line. We have made inquiry into the merits of the
case, and are thereby enabled to present our read-
ers with an intelligible view of the matter as it now
stands. It is a well-known fact that the cities of
Baltimore and Wheeling have long been at issue
concerning the Ohio river terminus of the road.—
As far back as 1838, the Company made an attempt
to procure the consent of the State of Virginia to
terminate the road at Parkersburg, the highest
point at which it was supposed there could be found
sufficient water at all seasons of the year for the
navigation of steamboats of a size large enough to
make the trade pay. The people of Wheeling, ever
alive to their own best interests, sent yearly
deputations of influential citizens to Richmond to
remonstrate with the Legislature against sacrificing
what was then a thriving town for the sake of a
more direct communication with the Ohio, and thus
the Company was foiled year after year. After a
hard fight, in which much manouvering was dis-
played on all sides, it was eventually agreed upon
that if the city of Wheeling would subscribe one
million of dollars to the stock of the Company, the
State of Virginia wou!d subscribe for another mil-
lion, and Wheeling was assured that she should
be made the Western terminus. The period for
which the State was pledged having expired, the
authorities declined a renewal of the subseription:
yet Wheeling fulfilled her part of the contract, and
the road was taken into that city, after first strik-
ing the Ohio river at Moundsville, some twelve
miles lower down. So much for the main stem to
Wheeling—now for the branch to Parkersburg, bet-
ter known as the North-Western Virginiaroad. The
enterprising people of Parkersburg—situated ou a
bluft point of the river, opposite the island on which
the unfortunate Blannerhasset once had his “pala
tial residence,”” and which still bears his name,—
having had their hopes excited, never for a moment
gave up their idea for a connection with Baltimore.
After vain endeavors for years, they finally obtain-
ed from the Lagislature of Virginia a charter for
the North-Western road, starting from Parkersburg
and intersecting the main stem at what is now the
thriving village of Grafton. The State of Virgin-
ia never subscribed one dollar towards the build-
ing of this road, and it never would have been fin-
ished had not Baltimore, with that liberality for
which she is proverbial, come forward and lent her
pecuniary aid to the work. Since its completion,
the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Company have
been working the new line, and it is to put a stop
to this that the injunction is asked by Wheeling.—
There is, we are informed, a probability that the
prayer may be granted, so far as the Baltimore and
Ohio Railroad Company is concerned, but it is more
than likely that in a matter involving so essentially
the interests of the city of Baltimore, the means
will not be wanting to perpetuate her interest in
the new route, connected as it is known to be with
the great thoroughfare to St. Louis, the far West,
and perhaps, at no distant day, to the Pacific.

The details of the latest intelligence from the Fra-
zer River gold mines, received via California, will
be found in another portion of to-day’s
The almost fabulous accounts of the richness of
these recently discovered gold fields will doubtless
have the effect of inducing many adventurers to
leave comfortable homes and seek their fortunes in
this new Eildorado. Already we observe vessels ad-
vertised to sail from Eastern ports for Victoria, the
nearest port of entry to the gold fields; but as this
is along, tedious, and, perhaps, dangerous voyage,
a route which is said to be much more direct and
infinitely cheaper has been proposed. The people
of the new State of Minnesota have recently been
moving in the matter looking to the opening of an
inland route from our Western frontier. The St.
Paul Daily Times claims that the vast region of
country lying between that city and the gold dis-
trict affords great natural inducements to emi-
grants. The conclusions arrived at by the best
informed persons in St. Paul are to the effect that
the journey from that place to Thompson river, the
eastern border of the Frazer River gold mines, can
be accomplished in seventy days, and the distance
is set down at one thousand six hundred and fifty
miles. The expense necessary to equip and fit out a
party of ten persons from St. Paul, including in the
estimate food for six months after arrival at the
mines, is estimated at $1,808. The people of St.
Paul are fully impressed with the idea that their
city will soon become the final starting point on
this great overland route to the newly discovered
land of gold.

“I had a very long and interesting conversation
with the Prince de the other day. He thinks
the Ewxperor’s head was affected by the Orsryr
affair, and to that he ascribes the whole series of
blunders that have beensince committed. He is of
opinion that if anythini should happen to Naro-
LEON, the measures that havebeen taken—principally
the nomination of the five Marshals to separate
military divisions—would ensure public safety amd
prevent a revolution. Tle was at the Opera the
night of the dttentat, inside, in a loge with two
ladies. It was known that some conspiracy was on
foot, but the Ewreror persisted in going, and
when the first explosion was heard inside,
to quiet the audience, he and several others
declared that it was an explosion of gas.—
After the second explosion he went out of
the loge, but could get no further than the
grande salle d’attente, where the crowd was immense;
Eeople from the inside rushing out to know what

ad happened, and people from the strect rushing
in to avoid the missiles. What is very surprising
is that the whole details of the conspiracy were
known beforehand, that is, that bombs were to be ex-
ploded to create a disturbance, and that the Experor
was to be dispatched with daggers. Although Ox-
sinT had been a month in Paris, riding every day in
the Bois de Boulogne, and had been signale by the
Belgian Police to the French, he was allowed perfeet
freedom, and no extraordinary precautions were ta-
ken on that night. The coachman did his duty admir-
ably, for, though one of the horses was so desperate-
ly wounded as to be hardly able to stand, he con-
trived, by a vigorous effort, to land the carriage at
the private entrance, where both horses fell. The
whole carriage being shattered, the Expreror was
trying to open the door alone, for both footmen
had been wounded and had fallen off, when a man
covered with blood, holding a sword between his
teeth rushed to the carriage door. Now, the Ex-
PrEss knew that the bombs were merely a sham,
and that the dagger was to end the business, and
thinking that this man was one of the conspirators,
she felt under the carriage seats for pistols that
were usually placed there, but fortunately did not
find them. She then threw herself, with the true
nobleness of woman, between the Experor and his
supposed assassin. It turned out, however, that the
man was a Sergent de Ville who had been wounded
himself, but had rushed forward to extricate the
Imperial pair from their perilous position. The
Prince de —— went into the Experor’s box to con-

ratulate him. Naporeox was perfectly calm, but

is face bore marks of the violent agitation he had
undergone. When Pierri, the then Prefect of
Police, came in to offer his congratulations, and
spoke of the interposition of Providence, the Ex-
PEROR cried out before everybody: ‘Eh, Monsienr !
La Providence que je ne vois pas me protege, et votre
police que je vois sans cesse ne fait rien.'

THE GREAT THELLUSSON WILL CASE.

Ye who listen with ere lulity to the whispers of
vanity, and pursue with eagerness the phantom of
a name, attend to the history of one richer than
Rasselas,—even to the history of one Peter Thellus-
son, late of the city of London, merchant. It is

artly detailed in the columns of our this day’s law
aw report, but scarcely plainly enough to be un-
derstood without labor by non-legal minds.

It is now sixty-two years since Peter Thellusson
took stock of his worldly possessions, and found that
he had £600,000 in money, and land of the annual
value of £4,500. Peter Thellusson had satisfied the
ordinary ambition of an English bourgesis—he had
founded a family. Peter Isaac, the son of his youth
and the prop of his honse, washeir to £35,000 a-year
in money and land, and might claim to be a born
gentleman.

Peers and peeresses might hereafter spring i
termediate succession from the loins of that denizen
of a dingy little back parlor behind the Bank. The
best men upon ’Change envied the rich and pros

erous Peter Thellusson, who had no object of am-

ition unsatisfied. Peter was of a different wind;
he had not nearly money enough. Let other men
be satisfied to found one family; Peter was lucky
enough to have three s nd he would found
three families.

It was not that he loved his sons, or his sons’
sons; but it was the hope and desire of this magni-
ficently posthumous miser to associate his name in
future generations with three collossal fortunes.—
If he did not love his sons, he did not hate them;
he was simply indifferent to everything except to
his own cherished object. Peter Thellusson took
the very best legal advice, and made a will. He
left a few trifling legacies, probably to show that
no unnatural antipathy to his children tainted that
will with mania. But his great fortune was all con-
veyed to trustees. It was to accumulate until every
man, woman and child of the offspring of Peter,and
alive or begotten at the moment of Peter’s death,
should also be detunct. No one of the children
or grand-children who had ever looked Peter in
the face, or trembled in his presence, or squalled
at the sound of his harsh, hard voice. should
ever be the richer for Pete wealth. “And the
rich man also died.” Twelve months after making
this will, and sixty-one years from the present
time, Peter was gathered to his unknown fathers.
The will was opened, and created sensations which
vibrated through the land in widening circles. Ounr
law books picture to us the blank dizappointment
of the then living relatives, the gentle cachinations
of a past generation of lawyers, and the gaping
wonder of the general public. There were three
sons and six grandsons of this malignant old mer-
chant then alive—all destined to live the life of
Tantalus: to see this great pagoda tree growing up
before them, vet never to pluck one unit of its
fruit. The terms of the will enjoined, that when
the last survivor of all the nine children and grand-
children should yield up his breath, then the
charm was to end; the great mountain of accumu-
lated wealth was to be divided intothree portions,
and one-third was to be given to cach of the “eldest
male lineal descendents’” of his threc sons. Having
thus done what he liked with his own, and excluded
all his living progeny from all the benefit, he ends
with a whine to the Legislature worthy of Shylock
appealing against mercy—he had earned his money
with honesty and industry, and he hoped the Legis-
lature would not alter his will.  Of course, the first
thing that followed was a Chancery suit of the
fattest bulk.

The common sense view of the case would have
been to set aside the will, asthe product of a dis-
eased mind—a mind rendered morbid as to its dis-
posing powers by dwelling upon an irrational
:Escl. But Lords Loughborough and Alvanley and

ldon, and Judges of kindred sympathies, seem to

have been led by their love of artto admire the
skill with which the technicalities of our blessed
real property law had been adapted to the object
of this old trader. Perhaps also they saw something
eminently sane and matter-of-fact in this good old
sordid vice of accumulation, or were excited to ad
miration by seeing the meanest vice of man expand-
ed into something like sublimity in its gigantesque
proportions. The litigation went up to the House

ords, and the will was confirmed. This affair
naturally made a great noise

The I{egislaturc took it up, and “although they
would not set aside the will by an ex post jacto law
they branded Peter Thellusson's memory with the
imputation of “vanity, illiberality and folly;”’ and
enacted by statute, 39th and 40th George 111, cap.
98, that the power of devising property for the pur-
pose of accumulation shall be restrained in general
to twenty-one years after the death of the testator.
Persons of an “arithmetical and statistical turn of
mind also occupied themselves with the matter, and
with the aid of life insurance tables and Cocker,
they calculated that this fund, accumulating at
compound interest, could not amount to less than
nineteen millions at the moment of distribution,
and would very probably reach the tremendous
figure of thirty-two millions. But nothing is “so
false as facts, except figures.”

The calculators had forgotten to take account of
that unknown gquantity which must, in practical
matters, be represented, notby the letter ““x,”” but
by the word “litigation.” ~ Contemporaneously
with the Chancery suit to set aside the will there
was a cross-suit to have the trusts of the will per-
formed under the direction of the Court of Chan-
cery. That suit is now 60 years old, and though
children and grandchildren are dead, the suit is as
hale and lively as it was in their earliest youth.—
That suit was the true heir to Peter Thellusson,
and it is still spending his money like a frolicksome
young cornet, Necessarily, there were other
guits,

There were suits about post-testament acquisi-
tions of real property, there were suits about ad-
vowsons, there were suits about other matters, so
numerous that even equity lawyers, not stingy of
their words, are fain to describe them as “‘various.”
The careful and improving management of the
Court of Chancery has also exercised its influence
upon this estate. The Yorkshire estates have par-
ticipated in that excellent system, which has been
s0 uniform in its action, that when we see a house
all windowless and unpainted, tottering and decay-
ing, we can predicate with a tone of undoubting
conviction, ‘“That property is in Chaucery.”

The last survivor of the nine lives died in Februa-
ry, 1856, and four new bills were immediately filed.

he property is now to be divided, not into thirds,
but into moities. There is, however, a question
raised as to who is entitled. Who were the eldest
male lineal descendants of old Peter Thellusson, in
February, 1856? There are two who are eldest in
point of lineage, and two who are eldest in point of
personal age. This point is still sub judice. 1t
would not be very difficult to guess how it will be
decided; but that is no matter of ours, nor would it
have been a matter of the least interest to old Peter
Thellusson.

His object was to make the heap very large; he
evidently cared not one lock of wool as to which
of his descendants might be the possessor. Public
interest in this long line of litigation is confined to
its general a.srect. Peter Thellusson’s scheme has
turned out a foolish failure. No single Thellusson
will stalk over the land, overshadowing our dukes
and crushing our barons by the magnitude of his
territorial possessions. No thirty-two millions of
money are expanded into broad ‘acres, where men
may travel and say— ‘Behold the conquests of the
great Peter Thellusson.””

Whether Lord Rendlesham and Charles Sabine
Augustus Thellusson divine the estate as the eldest
in lineage, or whether Thomas and Arthur take as
eldest in years, we should equally desire to be able
to call up old Peter Thellusson to see the divi-
sion of his anticipated accumulations. The Court
of Chancery has so clipped and pollarded his oak,
that it is not larger than he leftit. It would be fit
punishment for that purse-proud, vain, cruel old
man, to see that he disinherit his own children only
to fatten a generation of lawyers; that he was the
duEe of his own subtlely, and that his name, instead
of being associated with the foundation of a house
of fabulous wealth, is onl
an abortive scheme o{

The artesian well, at Charleston, S. C., has now
reached the depth of 950 feet. The size of the bore
has been recently enlarged from 6 to 1114 inches for
a depth of about 875 feet, and on account of the
frequent caving in of the sides, it is now proposed
to insert cast iron tubes of about 10 inches outside
diameter and connected at the ends by screws.

A very interesting address was delivered in the
College Chapel on Saturday evening by Prof. A.
D. White of the University of Michigan. It was
one of the series of lectures given in connection with
the exhibition of paintings, and has been surpassed
by none of the preceding inrichnessand brilliancy. |
Prof. White’s subject was, “Cathedral Builders and
Medieval Sculptors.™

Mr. William Hutchinson, who has been for the
past year a tutor in college, was last Sabbath eve-
ning ordained as a missionary to Northern Ar-
menia, The sermon was preached by the Rev. Dr.

The annual regatta of the College Navy, which
regularly holds a place upon the programme for
Commencement week, took place this morning.—
Only asmall number of the club boats took part in
the ‘contest. The weather was very favorable, and
the shore was lined with interested spectators. The
prizes offered were—To shell boats, a set of oars; to
club boats, a set of silk colors. Beside these, a pair
of boat hooks, silver mounted, was offered to that
crew which passed the best drill. The ‘“cham-
pion flag” was one of the objects to be con-
tended for. This flag which is the first one
hoisted by the Yale Boat Club, is to belong to
the boat that makes the fastest time, but is
subject to challenge at any time during the racin
season. The “Vuruna,” a boat of six oars, manne!
from the class of 1860, came in first, having made
the course of three miles in 22 minutes and 33 sec-
onds. The “Nereid,”” manned from the class of
1861, came in about three minutes later. The new
and fastest boats of the Yale Navy did not take part
in this regatta. The prize for excellence in disci-
pline was awarded to the “Olympia,” whose crew is
composed of members of the Scientific School. It
is but justice tostate that the “Nereid” met with a
misfortune soon after the start, by getting her oars
interlocked with those of another boat, in conse-
quence of which she lost several minutes. The Yale
Navy now consists of fourteen boats, and includes
in the several crews nearly two hundred men.

The Washington correspondent of the New York
Herald, under date of July 27, sends that paper the
following telegram :

Lord Napier is in Washington, and appears to
take great interest in the prospective development
British power and progress on the Western shores
of this continent, now so much favored by the gold
discoveries in the Frazer river country.

river mines; and if a short canal of a few miles were
cut between one of the lakes in Minnesota, connect-
ing with the upper Mississippi and the navigable
waters of theRed Riverof the North, there would
be an entire communication from the Gulf of Mexi-
co to within three hundred miles of the Frazer
river mines.

G. Lewis, Esq., of Fra-
mingham, who was bitten some four week’s since
by a mad dog, exhibited, on Thursday evening last,
the first symptoms of disease. She complained of
her throat, and soon after began to dread the sight
of water, shuddering whenever it was put before
her, or even spoken of. During the progress of the
discase, she would frequently complain of hunger
and thirst, but when ola'crod food or drink it would
distress her greatly, and she would turn away shiv-
ering and hide her face. Couvulsions became very
frequent and severe, and the child seemed to suffer
intense agony, complaining of her throat, ear and

head, and losing her consciousness while they
1 d. During the absence of the paroxysms she
po: ed the use of all her faculties in a remarkable
degree, her sense of hearing, particularly, being

very acute. An attempt was made to administer
ether, but it affected her so violently that it had to
be discontinued. Dr. Whitney, her physician, suc
ceeded on Saturday ingiving the child some mor-
phine, repeating the doses frequently, and keeping
her under its influence, as it appeared to mitigate
the severity ofthe spasms, which gradually lessened
until death relieved her from misery on Sunday af-
ternoon. The child’s face had been much lacerated
by the dog, having been bitten in four or five places,
tvnrinfv down the side of her mouth; and all the
wounds but this last had entirely healed before any
signs of sickness appeared.—Boston Journal,
July

CaprTURE OF A ““MEREMAID, In the nets of Mr.
John Anderson, on the Forth, a meremaid, or an-
gle-fish, nearly six feet long, and 100 lbs. weight,
was canght this week. The wings of this ‘“‘wonder
of the deep,” which has a face like that of a frog,
and a tail like that of a shark, are eight inches
long. Before being caught the fishermen saw it
raise itsellf upright in the water, and then fly over
the surface like a bird. While diving it was caught
in a turbotnet. The belly is pure white; the back
is light brown; the skin being rough like that of a
shark or dog fish. The wings are not unlike two
wings of a thick skate; and the teeth resemble
those of a shark. The fish measures three feet
across the wings,.—=Seotsman.
