Your true middle class Englishman is a sturdy

believer in the doctrines of the established church.

He is perfectly satisfied that the enormous incomes

of the Lords Bishops, Deans, and chapters of sepa-
rate dignitaries, are justly apportioned, and that
nothing could be more proper than that a marked

distinction should be kept up between a spiritual
lord.dressed in a magnificent dress; decorated with a

title; flattered by chaplains, and surrounded by

little people looking up for the things which he has
to give away, and the poor country clergyman,
which SIDNEY SMITH has so graphically described,
as "an average, ordinary interesting, minister;

"obese, dumpy, neither ill-natured nor good-na-

"tured; neither learned nor ignorant; striding over

"stiles to church with a second rate wife?dusty and
"deliquescent?and four parochial children full of

and bread and butter." These contrasts

the middle class Englishman regards as absolutely
essential to the welfare of the church. The
scheme must have a few prizes and a vast num-

ber of blanks; but to those who draw the lat-

ter, the gracious permission is accorded to keep
on trying to draw other prizes that, year
after year, drop sparingly into the clerical
wheel, even though they may never succeed in win-
ning the fortunate number. But while the English-
man is perfectly content to see rich clergymen very

rich, and the poor clergymen very poor, and the cu-

rates laboring in their vocation on a stipend of five
dollars a week, he is a great stickler for the
purity of the doctrines preached in his parish
church, and infinitely prefers to doze comfortably
over a drowsy sermon, than to be kept wide awake
by new fangled innovations, or by the revival of
observances against the practice of which his fore-
fathers had vehemently protested. Now, during
the last tweniy-five years his mind has been greatly
exercised. Quiet rectories, over whose portals
dolce far nicnlc ?"sweet do nothing"?might
have been appropriately inscribed, have been storm-

ed by Oxford Controversialists, eager to do battle
with the old Calvinistic doctrines of the church?-
to modify the ritual; to reform the rubric; and to
garnish the worship of the Anglican church with
symbols and ceremonials. The intense English-
man who pays his stipulated tithe of mint and
cummin punctually, but with audible grumbling,
is indignant that the rubric should be treated dis-
respectfully, and is utterly astounded that there
should be any difficulty in swallowing "the Thirtv-
ninc Articles." He has no liking for pale ascetics;
thinks tliey savour too much of the cloister and the
lamp, and though they may be Englishmen by
birtli, is half inclined to believe that they are
Jesuits in disguise. He likes to see his clergymen
with double chins and rosy faces, solid men and
stately; slow of speech and methodical in their
habits, and as he pays forty millions of dollars a
year for the conservation of4his respectable class,
he has perhaps some reason for contending that he
should be indulged in his whiin. It is certainly
quite wrong that his religious sensibilities should
be shocked in the manner they appear to have
been of late, especially as he holds stoutly to the
opinion, once expressed by the Duke of Newcastle,
that he has "a perfect right to do as lie pleases
with that which is his own." Puseyism, or that
which passes for Puseyism, has been for a long
time a great source of trouble to him; but he sought
to console himself with the reflection that it would
die out after a while, and that the old soporific order
of things would then be restored. Unfortunately
for liis anticipations, Puseyism continued to
play sad pranks with old "use and wont,"
made many friends among the nobility, and
gathering strength from the ranks of Young
England, compromised the orthodoxy of the
UDiversities, and took triumphant possession of
from one-third to one-half of the benefices and
revenues of the Church. To the middle class Eng-
lishman nothing could indicate more strongly the
corruption of the age, and the decadence of his
cherished institution. He believed that every man
ought to enjoy liberty of conscience, and was per-
fectly satisfied that dissenters should support
preachers of their own choosing, provided the}'
paid the usual tithes to the established Church, and
did not trouble themselves too impertinently about
its dogmas. He would even concede something to
the eccentric religious notions which he imagined
might be entertained by people of rank and

=

fash-
ion, and was willing to recognise them as not
wholly unworthy members ofthe Church of Eng-
land so long as they did not exceed the license of
Anglican liberality?but the confessional in Bel-
gravia has taxed his patience overmuch. The sys-
tem ofbrotherhood and sisterhood fostered by the
Puseyitcs he thought was had enough; hut to
attempt to engraft auricular confession upon Pro-
testant doctrines was too monstrous a heresy for
any middle class Englishman to tolerate in silence,
and straightway the Rev. ALFRED POOLE, asssistant
Stipendiary curate in the church of St. Barnabas,
in the district chapelry of'St. Paul, Wilton-place,'
in the county of Middlesex, and diocess of London,
is arraigned at the bar of public opinion, on the
charge of violating ecclesiastical discipline by the
systematic admission of the people under his min-
istry to private confession and absolution. Sup-
ported by Mr. LIDDELL, the rector of the parish,
who promptly came forward, and offered to sub-
stitute himself for the accused part)-, and take
upon himself all Mr. POOLE'S responsibilities, the
curate of St. Barnabas opened a correspondence
with his metropolitan Bishop, defended his course,
demanded that the charges made against him

' should be direct and explicit, and showed himself
disposed to court a controversy. The Bishop .re-
joined briefly, characterized Mr. POOLE'S course as
tending to provoke scandal, revoked his license to
preach, and declined to explain the grounds of
his decision. The church-wardens of ST. BARNABAS
then took up the matter. In a letter to the Bishop
ofLondon they claim that the practice of confession
is the right of the people, which the clergy may
not refuse when any come to them for it, and
that it is perfectly proper to question them
concerning the violation of the seventh com-
mandment, or* of any of the commandments,
and females no less than males. To this pro-
test, the Bishop replied, expressing his regret
that the church-wardens of St. BARNABAS should
Lake a different view from himself, of the respon-
sibilities and duties which attached to his office.
Of course a popular demonstration followed next.
Seven thousand persons assembled at Chelsea to
adopt measures for the immediate suppression of
the confessional system then introducing itself into
the Protestant Church of England. Strong
speeches were made, in which the innovation was
declared to be the result of an atrocious eonspiracv
to undermine the faith of Protestants, and rob
them of their civil rights, and that they, the mid-
dle class Englishmen, must Undertake to restore
of themselves the good old order of things, inas-
much as the Nobility, as a class, were too selfish
and exclusive?two of them having absolutely re-
fused, when called upon, to preside at the meeting
then held. A memorial to the Queen was then
adopted, the national anthem was sung, and the
assemblage dispersed. In the meantime, Mr.
I OOLE had appealed to the Archbishop of Canter-
bury against the decision of the Bishop ofLondon;
but the Archbishop promptly confirmed the sen-
tence of dismissal, and Mr. POOLE is now a gentle-
man at large. One question, however, yet remains
to be answered?now that the Curate has been
dealt with: What shall be done with the Rector
of St. BARNABAS and his church-wardens? <i

We are glad to find that the good work of re-
form, so happily begun a few months since by the

As
we have before contended, it is to the organizations
of men and boys, popularly known as fire-com-
panies, that we are indebted for a large proportion
of the lawlessness and rowdyism of which we
daily complain; and this cause of disturbance
will never be thoroughly removed, until the City
Councils shall have the boldness to abolish and
disband altogether the numerous voluntary asso-

ciations now existing, and to establish, under
judicious police regulations, a paid Fire Depart-
ment. It is fortunate that the salutary measure

has been inaugurated by some of the volunteer
companies, and that the opposition on the part

of the others is so much less violent than was

anticipated; for, now, our timid municipal law-
givers can have no reason to fear the unpopularity
of doing what they know to be right, and what
the whole community will approve.

TERRIFIC HAILSTORM.
SERIOUS DAMAGE IN FARMINGSAM?THE STORM IN

WOBURN AND ATTI.EBOUO.

A gentleman residing in Farmingham informs us
that at about three o'clock, Sunday afternoon, a
terrific hail storm, accompanied at intervals with
fearful gusts of wind, passed over that town, pro-
ducing in its effect upon crops, gardens, fruit and
shade trees, the most disastrous consequences. The
storm commenced near the boundary line between
Marlboro' and Farmingham, and passed over the
latter town in a north-easterly direction, covering
in extent a district about three-quarters of a mile
wide and three miles long. The first indication of
its approach was a long, continuous, rumbling
sound of thunder, in two dark clouds which seemed
to meet in traversing opposite currents of air.?
Presently the rain began to descend, and very
quickly a most curious storm of hail set in?stones
the size of pigeon's eggs falling in great profusion.
It lasted about three quarters of an hour, though
the severity of the storm did not continue much
over a half an hour. Yet, in this short period,
a pathway, as from the passage of some devouring
element, was cut through the town, and as far as
Sherburne.

Fields of corn and vegetables, lying in its pro-
gress, were completely desolated, and gardens laid
waste, as if they had been invaded by a band of ma-
rauders. One farmer estimates his loss at SSOO, and
others sav that the results of their entire labor for
the year have been eompletelv lost. The leaves of
the corn appear as it stripped with a whip; and
only the bare stock in whole fields remains erect.?
Potato vines are beaten Into the ground. The fo-
liage was stripped from shade and fruit trees, and
the fruit, bruised and pelted by tbehail, lies scatter-
ed on the ground. The grass about the base of the
trees is nearly covered with leaves, and one house
looks as ifithad received a coat offresh green paint,
the storm has so pelted it with green leaves, which
still adhere to the front.

In the passage of the storm, thirty panes of glass
were broken in a small house in Farmingham vil-
lage, and other houses were shaken to their founda-
tions. Hours after the storm abated, hail stones
the size of walnuts were gathered, and this morn-
ingthere were heaps of congealed hail containing
several bushels. Our informant exhibited to us
this morning, a specimen of the hail stones, which
were about the size of marbles, although they fell
some eighteen hours previously. He also brought
in an apple which was reduced nearly to pumice by
the hail.

A severe hail storm prevailed in Wobnrn, on Sun-day afternoon, accompanied by thunder and vivid
lightning. The Central House was struck bv the
electric current, but a set of lightning rods recently
placed upon the building diffused the subtle element,
hence, the damage to the house was trifling. A
horse attached to a post near the hotel was pros-
trated by the shock, but subsequently recovered
from its effects. The inmates of the hotel escaped
injury.

A hail storm of great severity was likewise expe-
rienced at Attleboro' on the same afternoon, which
according to the Traveler, committed sad havoc witli
the crops, and broke a good deal of window glass.
This morning the hail was four inches deep in places
where ithad been swept by the heavy rain.? Boston
Traveler.

SINGULAR SPONTANEOUS COMBUSTION AT
SEA.

The London Times publishes an account of a fire
on shipboard, caused by the spontaneous combustion
of oil skins :

?'On Sunday, the 24th of January, when in lati-
tude 19° 35' north, longitude 24° 41' west, some of
the second-class passengers of this good ship per-
ceived a slight smell as of something burning, but
this was passed over by oneof the stewards remark-
ing that it arose from the oilcloth on the tablehaving become heated, from having the sun's rays
directly upon it. However, about 4A. M. the fol-
lowing morning the passengers were all aroused
trom their slumbers by an alarm of fire. No time
was lost in removing the after-hatches, when, to
the horror of all, the smoke came forth in such
volumes as left no doubt as to the sad reality. The
captain, officers and crew were soon at their duty,
and worked with that coolness and gallantry char-
acteristic of Englishmen, the passengers assisting
as best they could, now giving relays at the pumps
fore and alt, or giving a hand at the ropes; or some
were endeavoring to quiet the children and com-
fort the women, or such as could be of no service
quietly stood off, so as not to impede or . interfere
with the work going on. The fire was extinguished
by 8 A.M., and without accident, bevond the remo-
val of the first officer from the hold in a state of
utter insensibility from the effects of the smoke;
but on exposing him to the air, and using the usual
restoratives, he soon recovered and resumed his
post. The origin ot the fire is soon explained, and
that beyond doubt. It arose from the spontaneous
combustion of some cases of oilskins, or water-proot
macintoshes. At first there was some doubt as to
this being the cause, but on shifting the cargo,
after throwing overboard such things as were ren-
dered worthless, another case of these water-proof
goods was discovered perfect in appearance from
the outside, but inwardly the contents were in a
far advanced stage of spontaneous combustion, and
it was only the heat of the case when handled from
from the outside that led to its discovery."

AN ENGLISH ROUTE TO THE PACIFIC.
Lord Burry, a member of the British Commons,

thus sketched, in a recent speech, the route by which
i England.may opeu direct commuuieation with the
' Pacific :

I "With a view to the opening up of a communica-tion between Lake Superior and the Pacific, hewould suggest that the system adopted by the
United States in the formation of a certain ship
canal mightbe very easily applied. In that case180,000 acres of land were set aside in the State ofMichigan, and were given in trust for the persons
who made the canal, on condition that they finish-
ed it; and as it advanced, and they wanted money,
part of the land was sold, and supplied funds forprosecuting the work. It was found that the sale
of these lands, made infinitelymore valuable by thecanal itself, fullyremunerated the shareholders for
their undertaking; and he thought it would not be
difficult to set aside reserves of land along the line
from Lake Superior to the Pacific, and apply thatto complete the communication between those two
points. With the exception of a single rapid, (which
might be avoided by a canal,) navigation of the
Saskatchewan offered no difficulty. With this one
exception you could take a vessel of considerable
size up to the foot of the Rocky Mountains; and at
this point there was a gap in the mountains which
would interpose no great obstacle in the way of ajunction between the Columbia and the Saskatche-
wan, whose sources were but a little distance apart.
Thus a communication would be established with
the Pacific, and he hoped some dav to see this great
work accomplished."

BED ROOMS AND THEIR VENTILATION.
Ihe heats of summer, which are now upon us,

bring with them their accustomed tvpes of disease,
themost violent, ifnot the most deadly of the "ills
which flesh is heir to." As many of the disorders,
incident to this season of the year, hare their origin
in badly aired beds and indifferently ventilated bed-
rooms, a few cautions on these subjects mar be a
public benefit. The Philadelphia Ledger has the
following:

A bed-room ought to be the largest room in the
house, ought to have the highest ceiling, ought to
be so constructed as to be ventilated with the
greatest ease. Yet all these rules are violated in
our bed-rooms. All that can be done, therefore, is
to ventilate them in the best manner their con-
struction will permit, for a supply of fresh air is
indispensable to health.

Investigation has shown that every adult person
vitiates four cubic feet of air every minute. Now,
if a bed room is occupied for e'ight hours, the
amount of air vitiated is more than seventeen
hundred cubic feet. If two adult persons occupy a
chamber, the quantity vitiated in eight hours is
about thirty-five hundred cubic feet. If children
also sleep in the room, the amount is much increased.
A man and wife occupying a chamber ten feet square
and eight feet high wi'll render all its air unfit for
respiration in two hours.

In ordinary apartments, the cold air is be-
low; and the Hot above?the purest below, the im-
purest above, nence, a low bedstead, as a general
rule, is healthier than a high one; care being taken,
however, not to have it so low as to be swept by
currents. Beds on the floor are injurious, for exam-
ple, because the draught from under the door often
goes over them. Wherever there is an open fire-
place, there is a continual suction of air towards it
from the doors and windows, and in such apartments
a bed should never be made upon the floor. Cur-
rents of air are indispensable, nevertheless, if
a room is to be kept healthy. But it is not always
easy to establish such a current. Ifwe open "a
window at the bottom, when the temperature of a
chamber is higher than that out of door, no ex-
change of air is produced, and the effect is the
same if we open a window at top, when the air
without is hotter than the air within. To ventilate
a room, under such conditions, we must reverse
this process. The popular notion, which is an er-
roneous one, is that it is only necessary to raise a
window to produce ventilation, no matter what the
conditions may be. Holding a candle in the aper-
ture willshow when a current is established, and
when not.

The best method of ventilating a room in summer
is to have door-frames and window-frames fitted to
their various openings, and covered with wire cloth,
mosquito netting, millinet, or other loose fabric,
through which air will pass freely, but in a diffused
manner. Where economy has to be consulted, the
free opening of windows and doors will generally
answer; but it is best to open all, rather than only
one, if this is likely to create a draught over the
bed. Where a current of air cannot be avoided, or
where such a current is desired for its cooling ef-
fects, it should be made to flow equally over the
whole person, as this destroys the liability to take
cold.

It is always best to open a window at both top
and bottom. In this case, ifthe air without is hot-
ter than within, the current enters at the top and
passes out at the bottom; but, if the air within is
hottest, the current is reversed. Often, on going
to bed, at this season, the last is the case, but, be-
fore morning, the chamber becomes cooler than out
of doors, so that the sleeper is waked up by a
draught across his person, which did notexist when
he retired. A careful attention to these facts, and
an adaptation of them to varying circumstances,
willdo much to prevent disease.
