THE MINT AND GOLD PRODUCE AT SYDNEY.

The quantity of gold dust imported into the Syd-
ney branch of the Royal Mint, from the Ist of Jan-
uary to the 30th April, lor the purpose of coinage,
has been 140,212 ounces. The amount of gold coin
issued during the same period has been 517,000 sov-
ereigns, and 00,000 half sovereigns. Total value.£562,000.

The quantity of gold dust delivered by the escortfrom our several gold iiclds during the month of
April has been 22,710 ounces. For the correspond-
ing month of 1857 the amount received was 10,172
ounces. There is therefore an increase of 12,547
ounces, or 120 per cent, on the receipts of the month.During the first four months of 1857 the amount of
gold dust delivered was 44,042 ounces; during the
same period of 1858, 60,404 ounces?which is an in-
crease of 25,362 ounces, or about 57 per cent, in fa-
vor of the present year.

inees, oratorios and concerts. It is probable they
will commence at Niblo's early in the autumn. Mr.
Strakosch intends forming a grand concert compa-
ny, including several European celebrities, for the
Southern and Western cities.

M'lle Teresa l'arodi, who lately arrived in this
city, after a series of triumphs in the West Indies,
will commence in September, a farewell concert
tour through tlie United States. M'lle Parodi,
since her arrival here eight years ago, has been one
of the most popular of prime donne, and has never
failed to attract large audiences throughout the
United States.

ORIGIN' OF BRANDY.
Brandy began to be distilled in France about the

year 1313, but it was prepared only as a medicine,
and was considered as possessing such marvellous
strengthening and sanitary powers that the phvsi-
cians named it "the water of life," (V can devie,)
a name it still retains, though not rendered, bv ex-
cessive potations, one of life's most powerful and
prevalent destroyers. Raymond Fully, a disciple of
Arnold de Villa Xova, considered this admirable
essence of wine to be an emanation from the Di-
vinity,and that it was intended to re-animate and
prolong the life of man. He even thought that
this discovery indicated that the time hail arrived
for the consummation of all things?the end of the
world. Before the means of determining the true
quantity of alcohol in spirits were known, the deal-
ers were in the habit of employing a very rude
method of forming a notion of the strength. A
given quantity of the spirits was poured upon a
quantity of gunpowder in a dish and set on fire.?
If at the end of the combustion the gunpowder con-
tinued dry enough it exploded, but if it had been
wetted by the water in the spirits, the flame of the
alcohol went out without setting the powder on fire.
This was called the proof. Spirits which kindled
gunpowder were said to be above proof.

From the origin of the term "proof," it is ob-
vious that its meaning must at first have been very
indefinite. It could serve only to point out those
spirits which are too weak to" kindle gunpowder,
but could not give any information respecting the
relative strength of those spirits which were above
proot. Even the strength of proof was not fixed,
because it was influenced by the quantity of spirits
employed?a small quantity of weaker spirit might
be made to kindle gunpowder, while a greater quan-
tity of stronger might fail. Clark, in his hydrome-
ter, which was invented about the year 1730, fixed
the strength of proof spirits on the stem at the
specific gravity of 0020 at the temperature of 60
degrees. This is the strcngth'at which proof spirit
is fixed in Great Britain by act of Parliament, and
at this strength it is no more than a mixture of 40
pounds of pure alcohol witli 51 pounds of water.?
Brandy, rum, gin, and whiskey contain nearly sim-
ilar proportions? Scientific American.

DISCOVERY IX THE MAXUFACTURE OP
LEATHER.

The Ohio farmer mentions an "important discov-
ery" in the manufacture of leather, by which the
process of tanning is performed in as many days as
itformerly required months. Leather, it i's known,
is formed by the union of gelatin, of which the skin
is chiefly composed, and tannin , a substance found
in the bark of the oak, hemlock and birch, and in
a few shrubs like the sumac, Ac. For tannin" pur-
poses immense breadths of forest have already been
destroyed, and the supply of tannin steadily decrea-
ses, while the demand lor leather increases. Mam-
mine?! and vegetable substances have been trie'd
as substitutes, but without success, and tanners arc
now obliged to import bcmlock from a great dis-tance and at a constantly increasing cost. It liasrecently been discovered, says the Farmer, "that
we have growing spontaneously ingreat abundanceall over the country, in every'state and territory
in the Union, and we believe "all over Europe, too
a hitherto almost worthless and very troublesome
plant, but which contains an abundance of tannin."
We are not informed what the plant is, but the dis-
coverer, a Mr. Johnson, is said to have ascertained '
its properties after many years of careful study and
experiment. By the new process he tans a calif-skin
in two and a half days, which formerly required
from six to twelve months. Theinvention has been
secured to the discoverer by letters-patent of the
United States, and measures are taking to secure
the same inEurope.

THE FATHER OF DANIEL WEBSTER.
Georgre W. Nesinitli, Esq., Las prepared a veryinteresting memoir of Ebenezer Webster, the fatherot Daniel >\ ebster. It is published in the Concord,

A. 11., Statesman. The memoir shows an amount ofpublic service rarely rendered by a single individ-
ual. He was a "selectman" in Salisbury nine years
town clerk three years, representative four years!
Senator four years, a delegate to two state Consti-
tutional Conventions, elector of President when
Washington was first chosen to that office, a county
magistrate 35 years, and a judge of the Court ofCommon Pleas 15 years. The otliee last named he
held at the time of his death, in 1806. His age was
61 years. Webster also filled several ollicesin the village church, was elected chairman of the
town meeting inSalisburyforty-three times; be served
in the old "French war," was a captain in the mili-tary during the Revolution, and a colonel in 1784.He served in the American army at Cambridge,
during the siege at Boston, and took part in the
battles of White Plains and Bennington. He after-
wards participated in the events of the war inRhodeIsland, at \\ est Point, and on the Northern Iron-
tier. Mr. Nesuiith says"As an officer, Mr. Web-
ster was beloved by his soldiers, and always had
their entire confidence. He was born t'o com-
mand. He was in stature about six feet, of
a massy frame, a voice of great compass, eyes black
and piercing, a countenance open and ingenious,
and a complexion that could not be soiled by pow-
der. He was the verv man to head the proud
columns of the Sons of Liberty." The article oc-cupies two columns of the Statesman, and is one of
the most complete biographical sketches we haveever seen. While the record is of special value on
accou t of the person whose noble deeds and patri-
otism aru portrayed, it also has great interest from
the tact, that it presents an authentic history of a
representative man of the Revolutionary era, and
shows how much service a devoted, self-sacrificing
and public spirited man may render the community
as a citizen, legislator, church officer, soldier and
magistrate.

WONDERS OF THE HUMAN SYSTEM.I'aley applauds the contrivance by which every-
thing we eat and drink is made to glide on its road
to the gullett, over the entrance of the windpipe
without falling into it. A little moveable lid, the
epiglottis, which is lifted up when we breathe, ispressed down upon the chink of the air passage by
the weight of the food and the action of the muscles
in swallowing it. Neither solids nor liquids, in
short, can pass without shutting down the trap-
door as they proceed. But this is only a part ofthe safeguard. The slit at the top of the windpipe,
which never closes entirely when we breathe, is en-
dowed with an acute sensibility to the slightest
particle of matter.

The least thing which touches the margin of the
aperture causes its sides to come firmly together,
and the intrudingbody is stopped at the inlet. It
is stopped but unless removed, must drop at the
next inspiration into the lungs. To effect its ex-
pulsion, the sensibility of the rim at the top of thewindepipe actually puts into vehement action awhole class of muscles placed lower than its bot-
tom, and which, compressing the chest £ver which
they are distributed, drive nut the air with a force
that sweeps the offending substance before it.

The convulsive' coughing which arises when we
are choked, is the energetic effort of nature for our
relief, when anything chances to have evaded the
protecting epiglottis. Yet this property to which
we are constantly owing our lives, is confined to a
single spot in the throat. It does not, as Sir Chas.
Bell affirms, belong to the rest of the windpipe, but
is limited to the orifice, where alone itis needed. Ad-
mirable, too, it is to observe that while thus sensitive
to the most insignificant atom,it bears without resent-
mentment the atmospheric currents which are con-
stantly passing to and fro over its irritable lips. "It
rejects," savs I'aley, "the touch of a crumb ofbread,
or a drop of water, with a spasm that convulses the
whole frame; and yet, left to itself and its proper
office, the intermission of air alone, nothing can be
so quiet. It does not even make itself felt; a man
does not know that he has a trachea." This ca-
pacity of perceiving with such acuteness, this im-
patience of offence, yet perfect rest and ease when
iet alone, arc properties, one would have thought,
not likely to reside in the same subject. It is to
the junction, however, of these almost inconsistent
qualities in this, as well as in some other delicate
parts of the body, that we owe our safety and our
comfort?our safety to their sensibility, our com-
fort to their repose.

Another of the examples adduced by Bell is that
of the heart. The famous Dr. Harvey examined,
at the request of Charles I, a nobleman of theMontgomery family, who, in consequence of an ab-
scess, had a fistulous opening into the chest,
through which the heart could be seen and handled.
The great physiologist was astonished to find it in-
sensible. I then brought him, he says, to the
king, that he might behold and touch so extraordi-
nary a thing, that he might perceive, as I did, that
unless when we touched the outer skin, or when he
saw our fingers in the cavity, this young nobleman
knew not that we touched "the heart. Yet it is to
the heart that we refer our joys, our sorrows, and
our affections; we speak of a good-hearted and a
bad-hearted, a true-hearted and a heartless man.

Shielded from physical violence by an outwork of
bones, it is not invested with sensations which could
have attributed nothing to its preservation, but,
while it can be grasped with the fingers, and give
no intimation of the fact to its possessor, it unmis-
takably responds to the varied questions of the
mind, and, bv the general consent of mankind, is
pronounced the scat of our pleasures, griefs, sym-
pathies, hatreds, and love. Persons have frequent-
ly dropped down dead from the vehemence with
which it contracts or expands upon the sudden an-
nouncement of good or bad news?its muscular
walls being strained too far in the upward or down-
ward direction to enable them to return?and one
of the purposes which this property of the heart is
probably designed to subserve is, to put a check
upon the passions through the alarming physical
sensation they excite.

The brain, again, is enclosed in a bony case. All
our bodjl v sensations are dependent upon the nerves,
but even the nerves do not give rise to feeling un-
less they are in connection with the brain. The
nervous chord, which, infamiliar language, is called
the spinal marrow, is the channel by which this
communication is kept up in the major partof them:
and when a section of what may be termed the great
trunk for the conveyance of our sensations is dis-
eased, and by the breach in its continuity, the
nerves below the disordered part can nolongersend
their accustomed intelligence to the brain, the por-
tion of thebody which thus becomes isolated may be
burned or hacked, and no more pain will result than
if it belonged to a dead carcass instead of a living
man.

The brain, therefore, in subordination to the
mind, is the physical centre of ail sensation. Yet,
strange to say,"it is itself insensible to the wounds
which are torture to the skin, and which wounds

\u25a0 the brain alone enables us to feel. "It is as insen-
sible," says Sir Charles Bell, "as the leather of
our shoe, and a piece may be cut oil' without inter-
rupting the patient in the sentence that he is utter-
ing. Because the bone which envelopes it is its
protection against injury from without, it has
no perception of them when directed against its
own fabric, though it, is, at the same time, the sole
source of the pain which these injuries inflict upon
the other portion of the svstem. But the skull is
DO defence against the effects of intemperance, or a
vitiated atmosphere, or too great mental toil. To
these, consequently, the same brain which has been
created insensible "to the cut of a knife is fully alive,
and giddiness, headache, and oppres-
sions give ample notice to us to stop the evil, unless
we are prepared to pay the penalty.? London Quar-

INTERESTING GEOLOGICAL CURIOSITY.?The editor
of the Eutaw Observer was lately shown, by Dr. E.
F. Bouchclle, a specimen of rock of the primitive
order of formation, and of the pentA'dral order of
crystallization, containing- in its center a globule of
water, movable and visible. The water is, if there
be any truth in geology, one of the oldest drops of
water in the universe, far more ancient than the
waters of the Hood of Noah. To use the language
ot l)r. liouehelle, "Itis a drop of the. waters that
covered Tn darkness the face of the great deep when
the earth was without form and void. In other
words, this little drop is a portion of the first waterthat was created during the six days of Genesis,
and became entangled among the particles of the
rock during the act or process of crystallization.
The rock being primitime, or the first of creation,
the water must also be primitive."

THE ATLANTIC TELEGRAPH
SUCCESSFULLY LAID.

THE OLD WORLD .IND THE NEW TELE-
GRAPHICALL Y UNITED.

ST. JOHN'S, N. F., August s.?The United States steamer
Niagara arrived at Trinity Bay yesterday with the great
news of the success of the Atlantic Telegraph enter
prise.

The cable lias been successfully laid, and the Western
end of the cable willbe landed to-day. The signals have
been perfectly transmitted throughout the voyage.

[SECOND DISPATCH.]
The following dispatch has been received from Cyrus

W. Field, Esq., of the Atlantic Telegraph Company:
TRINITY BAY, Auguststh, 1858

in the Agents of the Associated Press:
The Atlantic Telegraph fleet sailed from Quecnstown onSaturday, July 17th, and met in mid-ocean on the 28thMade the splice in the cable at one o'clock, P.M." onThursday, the 29th, and then separated, the Britishsteamers Agamemnon and Valorous bound to ValentiaIreland, and the Niagara and Gorgon for this place, wherewe arrived yesterday, and this morning the end of the cable willbe landed.
It is 1,698 nautical or 1.950 statute miles from the telegraph house at the head of Valentia harbor to the tele-graph house at Bay Bulls, Trinity Bay, and for more thantwo-thirds of this distance the water is over two miles indepth. The cable has been paid out from the Agamemnon

at about the same speed as the Niagara. The electricalsignals sent and received through the whole cable are per-
fect. 1

The machinery for paying out tlie cable worked most
satisfactory, and it was not stopped a single moment

Opt. Hudson, Messrs. Everett and Wooithouse Engi-neers, the Electricians, anil the officers of tlie ships andin fact every man on board exerted himself to the utmost
to make the expedition successful; and, hy the blessing ofDivine Providence, it has succeeded.

After the end of the cable has been landed and connect-
ed with the land line of telegraph, and the Niagara hasdischarged some cargo belonging to the Telegraph Com-
pany, she willgo to St. John's for coals, and then proceed
at once to New York.
