term, until incapacitated by age and debility, which hasnot been until within the last three years, and even during

Their union was blessed by an issue of ton children, fivesons and five daughters, all of whom, together with liisvenerable partner are still living.

During his connection with the Mechanical Fire Compa-
ny he filled many offices therein, with usefulness to hisassociates, and lasting honor to himself. He was appoint-
ed by Mayor JEROME. Harbor Master for the First District,which position he held for two years He was also, for anumber of years, the agent of the Spring Garden Insur-
ance Company of Philadelphia, and of the Protection In-surance Company of New York, during thecontinuance ofthsee agencies in ourcity. At the time ofhisdeath. he heldthe office of bailiff of the Superior Court, to which he was
appointed by Judge LEE, ami the proceedings of that tri-bunal on yesterday morning, will show the respect inwhich he was held. Upon the calling of the Court, HisHonor directed the following minute to be entered :

"Being informed of the death of Jame9 Lovegrove, abailiff of this court, I shall adjourn this court in regard
for the virtues and memory of the deceased. He had !
been an old and useful citizen: idculii. d furmany years
with the fire department of Baltimore, he had acquired
from his public spirit and fidelity the title of the'oldestfireman,' and the esteem of all who knew him.

INDIANTROUBLES IX OREGON.
The following extract from a private letter re-

cently received in this city, from an army oflicer
now stationed in Oregon, dated June 19th, will af-
ford an insight into the causes ofour Indian troubles
in that remote corner of the Republic, beyond what
is ordinarily furnished by army dispatches or news-
paper correspondence:

Another Indian War has for some time been
threatening, and now seems inevitable. There is
no doubt that the Mormons were concerned in tins
affair, and have for months past been endeavoring
to exasperate the Indians against us.

Manv silly stories have been going the rounds of
the California papers, of the Indians having all left
the Reservations and returned to their old homes.
There is no truth in them whatever. They, cer-
tainly, are much dissatisfied in their present situa-
tion, (I refer to those North of us, about 3,000 in
number, ) but their chief is a prisoner at lienicia,
and, consequently, they are powerless. What effect
the news of their success in the North may have
upon them, it is diliicult to say. Should there be a
stampede, we will have our hands full in compelling
them to return.

From the manner inwhich they are treated by the
whites, even by the agents of the Government, it is
not surprising that they should resist to the death.
At the Sillctt's Agency, a short distance above ns,
they are dyin" at a fearful rate, owing to disease
among them, being brought about by scarcity of
food, and that, of had quality. They sent a depu-
tation down here a few days ago, to complain to
the agent, and said that they did not wish to re-
main longer where they were, and that thev would
rather die fighting than starve. With the inhab-
itants of this territory, the man who kills the most
Indians is the best man, and accordingly, sent to
the legislature. Thev are more uncivilized than
the Indian, and equally degraded. Not a single
difficulty has occurred out here in which the white
man was not to blame, with the exception of this

( last, which was entirely unprovoked. The most
brutal acts are committed, and-the perpetrators iro
entirely unpunished. There is a notorious charac-
ter here, named Tiehnor, formerly employed as a
sub-Indian agent. He went down to the Rogue

A NEW SPECIES OF COTTON. ? Mr. Thomas Smith,
who resides in the immediate vicinityof Richmond,
has a small iield of cotton which is considered a
curiosity by all who have seen it. It differs but
little in appearance from the ordinary kind, except
in color, which is as delicately crimson as a maid-
en's blush. Not only is the stalk of this gorgeous
hue, hut the leaves olso, the vividness of color fad-
ing however, as it approaches the margin of the
leaf, into a purplish green. This is not the effect
of disease or of any extraneous circumstance con-
nected with its culture, hut a peculiarity in the
plant, itself, every stallc possessing the same rich
and healthful glow, and as thrifty as any cotton inthe country. Where the seed originally came from
we have not as yet ascertained:- The prospect of a
heavy yield is equal to that of any other species,
being well boiled, and the weed ofvigorous growth.
We were shown the lint of a few bolls, ol'last vear'sgrowth, and for tineness and length of staple we be-
lieve it not inferior to the sea island. Ifthis cotton
turns out as well as present-appearances indicate, it
will he a valuable acquisition to this branch of ag-
ricultural industry.?

State r-<. Solomon T. Willson?trial for man
slaughter in the Circuit Conrt for Talbot county.
This ease now draws toward the termination of it-
third week. Truly "it drains its slow length along,"
but we have at length come to "the beginning of
the end." The testimony for both sides was all inby-
Friday afternoon. During the day Mrs. Willson,
the mother of the accused, had been called to the
stand. She produced a dirk knife of ordinary size,
yvhich she testified to having found two days' after
the tragedy in a narrow passage between her dwell-ing house and kitchen. There were marks or blood
on the knife when she found it. The counsel for do
fence then asked the Court to permit that knife to
go the jury, on the ground that a sullieient founda-
tion had been laid to warrant the belief that it wasthe weapon with which the stabs were inflicted upon
the deceased. The State argued in opposition that
the evidence was not sufficient to create a prafcabil
ity,far less a certainty, that it was the fatal weapon,
in the face of the testimony of other witnesses that
they had seen on the person of the accused on thenight >t the all ray a dirk or dagger which thev
described as hirgerand more dangerous looking than
the knife produced in Court. The Court refused to

allow the knife to lie delivered to the jury.
The defence having concluded their testimony,

(several attachments issued for their witnesses hav-ing failed to procure their attendance,) the counsel
for the State asked tile Court to strike out the testi-
mony ot Mr. and Mrs. \\ herrit, who had testified to
? n exclamation of the deceased a few minutes lie
tore the attrav, in the nature of a menace, which
testimony had been admitted with the understanding
that the defence was to bring home to the mind of
the accused a knowledge of the words of menace,
and which they had failed to do. The defence con-
tended that, though they bad failed to connect aknowledge of the menace with the accused, and,
therefore, could not ask a retention of the evidence
on that ground, it yvas admissible and competent a>
serving another important purpose, namely: astending to prove the existence of a plot to whip or
inflict serious bodily harm on the traverser, in rela-
tion to which other evidence had been adduced.
Ability, ingenuity and learning were displayed bv
the several gentlemen in the argument of this ques-
tion. The Selfridge ease, a leading ease on man-
slaughter, was again in requisition. The termina-
tion of this discussion brought the Court to the
hour of adjournment on Saturday-, when .fudge
Uoldsborough announced that in vieyv of the impor-
tance of the question to the issue, he would reserve
his decision until Monday, when lie hoped the conn
sel for the State and for "the defence would lie fully-
prepared to go before the jury. After a stringent
charge to the jury to hold no converse yvith any
person upon the case, and to report to the Court
any efforts to engage them in conversation on the
subject, Jlis Honor ordered the adjournment of tie-
Court to Monday morning.

The arguments before the jurywill consume trvo
or three days, so that should they open on Monday,
(of yvhich I have some doubt.) the verdict may fn-
looked for on Thursday, provided the juryhave no
difficulty in agreeing. You shall have the earliest
report of the result, with any incidents that yvill
afford interest to yourrcaders, the number ofvvliom,
if at alt proportionate to the merits of the Es-
rhanije, the unsurpassed ability , eliasteand vigorous
diction, and varied knowledge of the editorials, the
correct taste yvhich pervades every department of

Among the matchlock men, yvlio, to tin- number of
700 or 800, yvere lying behind the walls of the
houses, yvas a body of Uhaxec and Mtissnlmen fa-
natics, yvlio. like the Roman Decii. devote their
lives yvith solemn oaths to the country oftheir faith.
Uttering loud cries, 130 of these fanatics, syvord in
hand, rushed out after the Sikhs, and dashed at the
left of the rijilityving of the Highlanders: yvith bo-
dies bent and heads loyv, waving their tulwar- with
a circtilar motion in the air, they came on yvith as-
tonishing rapidity. At first tliey yvere mistaken for
Sikhs, whose passage had already disordered our
ranks.

"Fortunately, Sir Collin was close up with the
42d; his keen, quirk eye, detected the ease at once;
'Steady, men?steady: close up the ranks; bayonet
them as they come on,' was just in time; for these
madmen, furious with bane, were already among
us, and a body of them sweeping around the left of
the right wing, got into the rear of the regiment.

Three of
them dashed so suddenly at Col. Cameron, that they
pulled him off bis horse ere lie could defend himself,
and lie would have been hacked to pieces but for
the gallant promptitude of Color Sergeant Garde
ner, who drove his bayonet through two of them in
the twinkling of an eye.

It is understood that the
transmission of the Queen's and the President's first mes
sages through the cable will take place at an early hourin the afternoon, and probably in the course of the present
week.

Instantly after the transmission of the President's reply
to the Queen's Message, the two communications will,by-
consent of the President, and through the co operation of
the managers and employees of the various telegraph
lines of the country, be made public, from New Foundland to Texas, and from Quebec to the boundary of civil-
ization in the North West We have assurance's from all
points, that so soon as the Queen's Message and the Pros
'dent's reply are received, there willbe public and private
demonstrations of joy by the ringing o! bells, tiring of salutes, etc., etc., in every city, town,and village through-
out the whole country, it is arranged that Mr. Field will
cause notice to be given in advance of the day when the
first message willhe transmitted through the cable.
