CITY INTELLIG

THE EXCURSIONS AND FIGHTS ON MONDAY.? It was
mentioned in yesterday's Exchange that several
fights occurred between two excursion parties, who pro
ceeded to the town of St. Michael's, and through mistake
mentioned the steamer Kent a? having on board a "fami-
ly" party. This was an error, a? the l>oat which was ad-
vertised as the conveyance for the "Grand Family Fx-
ctirsion," and which "the Committee pledged themselves
to make one of the most agreeable excursions of the sea-
son." was the steamlioat Lancaster. No doubt the Com-
mittee intended to carry out their intention of making it
an agreeable excursion, but somehow or other, they admit-
ted parties on hoard who turned out to be not very
agreeable companions to the company or the Commit
tee. During the passage to St. Michael's, the timewas spent, as is usually done on "family excursions," walk-ing, dancing, eating and drinking, until when about six
miles from St. Michael's, a man named JAMES 77/.<TOBEMADISON, became much excited from the fact of finding
his female companion in company with a person towardwhom he was nut tenderly inclined, named WILLIAM IT.
Dix. After bandying words the parties clinched, and as
MADISON had Dix by the throat, the latter drew a pistol
and was in the act of using it,when Lieut. MARSH of the
Eastern District police, rushed between them and pre-
vented I)ixfrom firing, by which act the Lieutenant evi-
dently saved the lives of several on hoard, as the pistol
was pointed directly towards a crowd of women and
children.

As soon as Lieutenant MARSH interfered, he was as-
saulted by Dix and his friends, and roughly handled, re-
ceiving in the melee a severe cut over the right eye, and
being badly beaten about the head. Captain MORRIS and
other policemen of the Eastern District, seeing MARSH as-
saulted, cam e to the rescue, when a general fight for awhile ensued l>etween the parties, conspicuous among
whom was JOHN ENGLISH, an officer of the Middle Dis-trict, who seemed to be foremost in the fray. Captain
MORRIS, in attempting to quell the disturbance, seizedENGLISH by the throat, when the latter drew a knife and

to stab the Captain, saying that "Dix was one
of his friends, and he would see him out." MORRIS kept
his hold, and was about to draw his revolver, when Ihe
crowd that had been drawn to the spot interfered, and forthe time the affray ceased.

After the landing of the excursionists at St. Michael's,
the rowdies from the Lancaster, it is reported, walkedthrough the town, and attacked all persons they met with,who were passengers on the steamer Georgia, some being
beaten ver}' badly. ENGLISH figured prominently in
nearly all these fights. One man named RICHARD MC-CASTLE, residing at the corner of F.den and Monument
streets, was set upon by a gang, among whom were three
rowdies named MILLER,HINTON and MORRIS, belongingin the 20th Ward, and inhumanly beaten. He states thatafter he was knocked down, Policeman ENGLISH came up
to him, and kicked him several times in the face, inflict-ing severe wounds.

The residents of St. Michael's, during the stay of the ex-
cursionists, closed their stores and dwellings, and began
to assemble together with a view of compelling an evacua-tion of the town, but before their plans were consumma
ted, the excursionists had embarked for Baltimore. Du-
ring the return passage, several fights occurred on board
the Lancaster, but not of a serious nature. On the arri
val of the boat at Brown's wharf. Fell's Point, LieutenantMarsh pointed out two men who were the principals in
the assault upon him, Wm. H. Dix and Marion Uhler,
who were arrested by Sergt. Townsend and oflicer Hen
derson and taken to the Eastern Station House, where
they were released for a further hearing bv Justice Au-
doun.

Inendeavoring to collect the facts in regard to the dis-
reputable proceedings above narrated, it was observable
that persons qualified their stories with the remarks, that
"if he hadn't been drunk," or "if there had not been
liquor on board," Ac., Ac., such scenes would not have
taken place. Of one fact the excursionists yesterday
seemed perfectly convinced, which was, that it should
have been called by any other name than a "Grand
Family Excursion."

FUNERAL OBSEQUIES OF TIIE LATE JAMES LOVEGROVI.?
The mortal remains of this aged citizen and fireman, were
yesterday afternoon consigned to their final resting place
in Greenmount Cemetery, and the unostentatious and im-
pressive funeral ceremonies attested the regard in which
the deceased was held. The remains were placed in acof
fin covered with black cloth, the lid of which was studded
withsilver stars and contained a massive silver plate with
the simple inscription:

JAMES LOVEGROVE,
BORN 4TH MONTH, 25T11, 1783.
DIED BTH MONTH, 9TII, 1858.

The funeral cortege was formed in the following or-
der, with Maj. Jos. WARNER, of the Mechanical, as chief

marshal: Mechanical Fire Company , with ninety six
members; Friendship, forty members; Independent , six-
ty four members; Vigilant. twenty members; Columlrian,
twenty members ; First Baltimore, twenty-five members;
Monumental, twenty memlers; J'ioneer , forty-five mem-
bers, and delegations from the Washington, Franklin,Deptford, Patapsco, Lafayette, United and Howard. They
were all in citizens' dress, wearing the badges of their
several companies. Next followed twenty-five carriages
tilled with the immediate relatives and friends of the de-
ceased, and delegations from Washington Lodge and Mt
Moriah Encampment, I. 0. O. F. The line being formed,
the coffin was placed upon a bier on the street, ami the
several companies countermarched around it in solemn si
letice, with uncovered heads, and again forming, the re-
mains were borne along the line, by the pall bearers, two
having been selected from each company represented.

The line then took up its march for the burial place,
the remains being borne by the pall bearers upon a bier,
withthe firemen as an escort. The streets through which
the solemn cortege passed, were all densely thronged,
and as it moved forward, the bells of all the companies in
our city were tolled, while the American flag was sus-
pended at half-mast from their severel houses. Of these,
those of the Mechanical and Independent were tastefully
draped with mourning emblems. At the entrance to the
Cemetery the firemen formed in double ranks, and the
remains were borne through, followed by the carriages,
and upon arrivingat the grave, they were interred in si-
lence, in accordance with the request of the family of the
deceased.

Mr. JACOB TRIPLER, the oldest fireman in Philadelphia,
a member of the United States Engine Company of that
city,and a warm personal friend of the deceased, cameon yesterday, and joined in the observance of his funeral
rites.

TIIE EMPRESS OP THE SEA.?A few days since an ac-
count was given in the Exchange, of the arrival of this
vessel in the port of Baltimore, and of her being the first
one which had passed up through the new ship channel.
She is a staunch vessel, of nineteen hundred tons, and
was built by Mr. Donald McKay, of Boston, sonic three
years since, for Messrs. Wm. Wilson & Sons, of this city.
She is commanded by Capt. F. W. Wilson,of this city, a
man of great nautical skill, and possessing alike the qual-
ities of the good officer and the gentleman. His vessel
has been pronounced by those competent to Judge, one
of the finest ever seen in this port, both in point of
model and the substantial manner in which she is rigged,
and she has proven herself an excellent sailer. In com
ing through the new channel she drew a fraction less
than twenty feet of water, and the pilot who brought her
up expresses the opinion that she could have come through
with ease drawing an additional foot, as the tide at that
time was only a medium one when they crossed the
shoals. The work upon the channel is being prosecuted
with energy under the direction of Capt. Robert Leslie,
President of the Board of Trade, and MajorBrewerton, U.
S. Engineer, and the result thus far gives every indica-
tion that ere long vessels of the greatest draft may pass
through with safety.

SAD CASE. ?Yesterday morning about 11 o'clock officer
Arnett brought to the Middle District Station House a
man named James L. Collins, who it appears has been for
sometime past indulging in intoxicating drinks to excess.
He went in the morning to the gate house of the Green-
mount Cemetery, and acting in a curious manner he was
desired to leave, to which he paid no attention. The
attendant then called the officer, who brought him to
the Station House. After his arrival there he became
much prostrated, and was laid on a cot and Dr. Wliitridge
sent for who prescribed for him. He did not revive
much, and in the evening Dr. Davidson called to see him,
and ordered stimulants, which were administered to him.
Late last night he seemed to be very low and not likely to
recover. Collins formerly was in the stove business on
Light street, and afterwards opened a tavern on Pratt st.,
near Charles, and subsequently was in the same business
on Light street?latterly he has been without employ-
ment. He is a married man, with several children. Ke
cently his wife separated from him and he has had no per-
manent place ofabode. The officers at the station house
were giving him those necessary attentions which his for-
mer friends deny him.

MARSHAL HERRING SUSPENDING THE POLICE OFFI-
CERS.?In the account of the fights at St. Michael's and
on board the steamer Lancaster , it will be observed that
several names of the police officers of the city apj>ear.?
Yesterday morning Marshal HERRING, after investigating
the facts, came to the conclusion that the officers of his de-
partment, taking part in the excursions, had violated the
rules laid down, printed, published and extensively circu-
lated, not only by leaving the city without leave of

4, tlie powers that be," but also, in some cases, by l>elng
less abstemious, outside the city, in the use of ar-
dent spirits, than they are generally within "the lines of
direct taxation. For these oflVnces the MARSHAL yesterday
suspended about thirteen officers, mostly of the Eastern
District, among whom are Captain MORRIS and Lieut.
MUIR. JOHN ENGLISH is the only officer from the Middle
District, who was on the excursion, and was also sus-
pended.

BuucLAßiors.?An attempt was made yesterday morn-
ing about 3 o'clock, by two house-breakers, to enter the
dwelling of Mr. Wm. 11. Coleman, No. 58 Washington
street. They had obtained access to the rear of the dwell
iug byway of the yard, and endeavored to force open the
kitchen door, but failing in this they climbed to ashed and
weie about entering a back apartment through the win-
dow, when an alarm was given by a lady occupant, and
the villains retreated. The cries of the lady attracted the
attention of officer Parsons, who seized one of them as they
emerged from the alley of the premises, and he was lodged
in the station house, hut again discharged, as no one could
identify him as one of the parties. In their hasty retreat
one of them left without his boots, as they were found in
the yard shortly after.

NARROW ESCAPE.? At an early hour on Monday morn-
ing last, policeman Johnson, whilst crossing the basin,
observed a youth named Frederick Dannith, who resides
on Guilford street, South Baltimore, struggling in the
water, and being near at hand withthe boat in which he
waf crossing, he succeeded in rescuing him. It appears

THE ATLANTIC CABLE.
[ From the Boston Daily Courier.]

HISTORY OF THE ENTERPRISE.
In this hurried sketch of the Atlantic Cable En- 'terprise, it may be well to mention that Cyrus \V. j

Field, who now occupies so much of the public at-
tentionofthe people of both hemispheres, is a younger
son ofRev. David Dudley Field, I). I>., of Stock-
bridge, in this State. David Dudley Field, LL. |
11., a prominentlawyerin New Yorkcity, Mr. John-
athan E. Field, of Stockbridge, a well-known law-
yer of Western Massachusetts, and last fall the Dem-
ocratic candidate for Secretary of the Common-
wealth, and Mr. Stephen I. Field, one of the Judges
of the Supreme Court of California, are his broth-
ers. Whatever others may claim as their due when
the honors come to be divided, he, certainly, is en-
titled to the largest share. To be sure the skillful
engineers and naval commanders who worked with
him should no be forgotten; but he is entitled to the
first place and highest merit.

It is stated as a matter of just pride to the people
ot this State, that Franklin, the great electrician,
Morse, the inventor of the electric telegraph, and
Cyrus W. Field, the man who said the Atlantic ca-
ble nhall be laid, are all natives of Massachusetts. ?

But let us hurry on with our sketch. About six
years ago, Mr. Field, with others, began to stir in
the matter of the Ocean Telegraph. He, however,
it was that inspired a few of his fellow merchants
in New York with confidence in the practicability
ot the scheme, lie succeeded in forming the New
York, Newfoundland and London Telegraph Com-
pany, of which Mr. Peter Cooper was President,
Mr. Field, Vice President; Moses Taylor, Treasurer,
and Prof. Morse, Electrician.

The specific object for which this Company was
organized, was the laying of a telegraphic cable
across the Atlantic, between Valentia Bay, in the
southwest part of Ireland, and TrinityBay, New-
foundland. The distance between these two points
is 1,650,mi1e5. Surveys of the ocean lied were au-
thorized and carried out by the United States and
English governments, and the results arrived at by
the different.surveying officers though differingasto
details, established the facts of the approximate depth
of water on the plateau, and of the character of the
bottom as affecting the stability of the cable when
laid. It was found that at no point was the
water more than 2,000 fathoms deep, and that
the average depth was some two hundred fathoms
less. The bed of the ocean was found uniformly
smooth, and favorable to the undisturbed location
of a cable; and it was thought, from experiments
tried, there were no under-currents of perceptible
force to interfere with the wire cither before or
after it reached its resting-place. The selectedlanding places on either shore of the Atlantic were
believed to be the most suitable in their respective
locations.

The capital stock of the New York Company was
fixed at $1,750,000, and the whole was subscribed j
ft?r i?one hundred and one shares inLondon, eighty-
eight in America, eighty-six in Liverpool, thirty-
seven in Glasgow, twenty-eight in Manchester, and
the remainder in other ports of England. The capi-
tal, however, had to be subsequently increased to
52,500,000 to meet the failures that occurred in thevarious attempts to submerge the cable.

During last Congress a subsidy of $70,000 per
annum for twenty-five years was granted to the At-
lantic Telegraph* Company; and the Secretary of
the Navy was also directed to supply two national
vessels to as ist in laying the cable. The Britishparliament gave a like subsidy and an equal num-
ber of national vessels to assist in the work, incompliance with the instructions of Congress, theNiagara and Susquehanna were deputed to assist in
the undertaking; Dut after the firstfailure last year,
the latter vessel was withdrawn, and was not able to
assist this year, on accountof the yellow fever which
attacked her officers and crew while she was on the
West India station in the spring.

The company also obtained a charter from the
colonial Government of Newfoundland, granting
them the exclusive privilege for fifty years of run-
ning a telegraph across that island and through any
ot the adjacent waters; also an appropriation of
twenty-live thousand dollars for the construction of
a bridle path over the southern portion ofthe coun-
try, which was considered indispensablefor the reg-
ulation and repair of the telegraph; the interest
on two hundred and fifty thousand dollars for twen-
ty years, and a present of fifty square miles of land,
which the company had the 'liberty of selecting in
any part of the island. An exclusive charter had
been previously granted by the colonial government
of Prince Edward Island.

Preliminaries being settled, the company pro-
ceeded to contract for the necessary cable, and by
July, 1857, Messrs. Glass, Elliott '& Co., the con-
tractors, had completed 2500 mjles of tested cable,
ready for the vessels which were to lay it. The ca-
ble consisted of seven copper telegraphic wires,
covered by three coats of gutta percha, those in
turn by six strands of yarn, and upon the outsideeighteen strands composed of .seven of the best of
charcoal iron wires. The whole was 11-16thofaninch in diameter, weighed 1860 pounds to the mile,and was capable of sustaining six miles of its ownlength, it suspended vertically. The aggregate
length of the smaller wires required in the manu-
facture of one mile of cable was 126 miles, so that378,000 miles were used in the composition ofthe3000 miles of cable prepared for the attempt of thepresent year.

The If. S. steam frigate Niagara and H. B. M.
steamer Agamemnon were fitted up especially forthe service upon which they were detailed, the
character of their interior arrangements being ne-
cessarily changed almost entirely. The cable was
laid in between decks, in coils. Constant experi-
ments were made by the electricians of the Compa-
ny, as to the practicability of transmitting electric
currents through so great a length of wire, and
their results were satisfactory.

The first attempt to lay the cable was made in
August, 1857. It had previously been resolved, after
much debate, that the laying should begin at Va-
lentia Bay, from thence to mid-ocean paving out
the cable on board the Niagara, and paying out the
Agamemnon's share on the American side. The
fleet was composed as follows:

1. The U. S. steam frigate Niagara, Captain Hud-
son, to lay the half of the cable from Ireland.

2. The U. S. steam frigate Susquehanna, Captain
Sands, to attend upon the Niagara.

3. The U. S. steamer Arctic, Captain Berryman,
to make further soundings on the coast of New-foundland.

4. The Telegraph Company's steamer Victoria,
Captain Sluyter, to assist in landing the cable at
Newfoundland.

5. 11. M. steamer Agamemnon, Captain Nod-dally to lay the halt ot the cable on the American
side.

G. 11. M. steamer Leopard, Captain Wainwright,
to attend upon the Agamemnon.

7. 11. M. steamer Cyclops, Captain Dayman, to
go ahead of the steamers and keep the course,

8. The steamer Advice, Captain Raymond, to
assist in the landing of the cable at Valeiitia.

The engineers and electricians of the Company,
Prof. Morse, Mr. Bright, Prof. Thompson, Mr. J.
C. Laws, Mr. Appold, Mr. Amos, Mr. Woodliouse,
Prof. Whitehouse, Mr. Canning, Mr. De Santy and
Mr. Clifford, were divided between the two princi-
pal steamers, for the purpose of conducting the
paying out, and directing the operation of the com-
plicated machinery. The force on board the Niag-
ara consisted of 287 officers and men, 67 men in the
Engineer corps, and 50 in the Marine guard, making
a total of 404. The force on the Agamemnon was
slightly larger.

Allbeing in readiness, the licet sailed from Ply-
mouth, England, about the Ist of August, and on
the evening of the 6th the shore end for Valentia
Bay was landed with formal ceremonies, in which
the Lord Lieutenant, the church dignitaries, nobil-
ity and gentry of Ireland, in large numbers, parti-
cipated. On the morning of the 7th the fleet set
sail, and everything went on well tillthe flfth day
out, the 11th, when, by the application of the brakes
at the wrong time, so great a strain was put on the
cable that it broke.

It was found that 334 miles of cable had been
paid out, leaving on hoard the vessels 1,847 miles,
or a surplus of 207 miles over the distance between
the terminus at Ireland and Newfoundland; but
this was deemed an insuflicient quantity withwhich
to proceed to a second trial at once; and the fleet
returned to Plymouth, where the cable was un-
shipped and packed away in tar, pitch, linseed oil
and beeswax.

Atthis time, the 'Company was of course much
disheartened, but Mr. Field infused into it some of
the sanguine hope which lie himself felt, and it was
resolved to order the manufacture of 1000 miles
more cable, with a view of proceeding to make a
second trial in 1858. Mr. Field, during the winter,
was made manager and general agent of the compa-
ny. He procured, by the consent of the U. S. Gov-
ernment, for his Chief Engineer, Mr. M. E. Everett,
of the U. S. Corps of Eegineers, who proceeded to
make most valuable improvements in the paying
out machinery, as did the electricians in their appa-
ratus. The Niagara and Agamemnon were again de-
tailed for the service, together with the British
steamers Valorous, Gorgon and Porcupine.

On the 10th of June, 1858, without any public de-
monstration like that of last year, the fleet left Eng-
land for the purpose of laying the cable, now aug-
mented to a total length of 2,970 miles. This time,
too, the plan ofoperations was changed, so that the
fleet was to proceed to mid-ocean, there join the ca-
ble, and proceed with one half to Valentia Bay and
with the other to Trinity Bay. The passage out
was very stormy, and the Agamemnon nearly foun-
dered, but on the 26th on June the cable was spliced,
and the paying out was commenced. An acecident
to the machinery on board the Niagara snapped the
cable before the vessels were two miles apart. ?

They spliced again the same day, and proceeded. ?

About one o'clock on the morning of the 27th, about
forty miles having been paid out, the cable again
broke, and no explanation of the breakage has yet
been offered. On the 28th the vessels again met,
spliced the wire, proceeded on their ways, and ev-
erything worked well till the night of the 29th,
when another break occurred, and the vessels re-
turned to Queenstown, Ireland.

At this last trial 290 miles of cable were lost, in
about equal portions from the Niagara and the
Agamemnon; yet there still remained 2,500 miles.
One more trial without delay was agreed upon,
nnd on Saturday night, tha 18th of July, the fleet
left Queenstown, met in mid-ocean and spliced the
cable on the 29th, and succeeded in laying the
whole without accident, arriving at Valentia Bay
and Trinity Bay respectively, on the 4th of August.

Section 56?A1l messages and signals sent or for
warded for transmission and delivery for her Majes-
ty or on her Majesty's service shall" have priority
over all other messages whatsoever, and it shall boimperative on the company, their oliicers and ser-vants, to transmit and deliver such messages andsignals accordingly, and to suspend the transmis-
sion of all or any other messages until the said
messages and signals shall first have been traus-
niitted: Provided always, That the company may,in consideration of a guarantee or subsidy grantedor secured by the government of the United States,
equal in rate or amount to that granted by or on
behalf of her Majesty's government, grant and ex
tend to the government of the U. States, the like pri-
ority for intelligence on and for their service, over all
other messages and signals whatsoever, except thosefor her Majesty or on her Majesty's service; and after
they shall have so done, and shall have notified their
having so done to the Lords Commissioners of herMajesty's treasury, the messages and signals on the
service of the government of the United States shall
thenceforward be entitled to, and shall have, during
the continuance in force of any such guarantee or
subsidy, the like priority as messages and signals
for her Majesty or on lier Majesty's service, over
those of all other persons whatever, and thence-
forward messages and signals for her Majesty, or on
her Majesty's service, and those on the service of
the government of the United States shall, as be-
tween themselves, have no right of priority, hut
be transmitted and delivered respectively in the
order of time in which they may be respectively
tendered for transmission and delivery.

Section 62?At all times from and after the peri-
od of twenty-five years from the opening of the said
lines of telegraphic communication for the trans-
mission of messages, whenever one of her Majesty's
principal Secretaries of State for the time being
shall be of opinion that circumstances render it ex"
pedient to vest in her Majesty's government the
control of-the operations of the company, it shall be
lawful for such Secretary of State, by warrant un-der his hand, to cause possession to be taken of all
the telegraphs and telegraphic apparatus of the va
rious stations of the company, their* licenses or as-
signs, for the space of one week from the date of
such warrant, for the purpose of preventing any
communication being made or signals given, save
such as shall bo directed and authorized by any
such Secretary of State, and also bv further
successive warrants to cause possession of the saidtelegraphs and telegraphic apparatus to he retained
from week to week, so long as any such Secretary
of State shall deem such possession expedient for t he
public service: Provided always, That for every
week during which possession shall be retained, the
company, their licensees or assigns shall receive
from and be paid by the Lords Commissioners of
her Majesty's treasnrv the same amount of profits
as the company would have made in case they ha'd
continued the working of the said telegraphs, such
profits to lie computed upon an average of the week-
ly profits of the company for three months immedi-ately preceding the issuing of the first of the said
warrants.

It willbe seen from the foregoing acts that neither
government possesses any privilege which the other
government does not equally possess. The sixty-
second section of the act of incorporation only com-
mences to take effect in twenty-five years after the
opening of the lines, and when the gratuity to be
paid by our government ceases. Then, and not till
then, can the British government exerciso any ex-
clusive control over the telegraph, under any con-
tingency whatever.

How TO PRODUCE LARGE FRUIT.?A correspondent
of the Gardner's Gazette says, by a very simple and
easy process, fruits of many kinds may be raised
about one-third larger than"is usually the case, and
of greatly improved quality. The secret consists
in supporting the fruits so that they shall not he al-
lowed to hang the whole weight upon the stalk, ortwist about in the wind. The Gazette states that
when fruit is allowed to hang naturally upon the
stalk, the increasing weight strains the stem or
twig, and thus lessens the quantity of nutritiousfood flowing to the fruit, which may be supported
either by tying it to a branch with a piece of string
or by enclosing it in a small net. Flowers, such asdahlias or peonies, may also be rendered much larger
by the adoption of this system.

DAY AMONG THE PEOPLE ?PROGRAMME OF TIIE OFFICIAL
RECEPTION OF MR. FIELD AND THE OPPICEUS OP TUB
FLEET, ETC.

ST. JOHN'S, N. F., August 9,1858.
The United Stales frigate Niagara, accompanied by her

Britannic Majesty's steamers Gorgon and Porcupine, left
Trinity Bay at half past five o'clock for St. John's, where
they arrived at six o'clock, P. M., having been detained
about two hours bjr fog.

When two three miles off the entrance to the harbor
a steamboat ? ith a large company on hoard came out to
meet the Niagara, and the wharf was crowded with loat3
waiting her arrival. The light house at Cape Shear was
literally covered with flags and streamers, and the forts on
the hills commanding the entrance to St. John's displayed
the American flag.

As the ship passed into the harbor she was greeted withenthusiastic cheers by the crowds wo were waiting herarrival. The wharves were thronged withanxious expect-
ants, who cheered and cheered again. The joybells wererung in all the churches. The noise of cannon and all
kinds of firearms was perfectly deafening.

Hardly had the ship anchored before she was boarded bynumerous friomls and well wishers, all of thein with theirheartiest congratulations to Mr. Field and those who have
achieved the undertaking.

This evening the city is illuminated, and the people arecelebrating the occasion in regular festival style. The
country people have poured into St. John's from all quar-
ters, and patrol the streets in their holiday dress. The fol-
lowing inscription is displayed on one of the public build-ings:

SUCCESS TO THE CABLE OF FRIENDSHIP,
MAYNONE OF ITS WIRES BE BROKEN.

To morrow there is to be another gala day. At 11 o'clock
to-morrow morning Mr. Field is to receive an address fromthe Governor and Council in the Colonial Buildings. At12 o clock another address willbe delivered to him by the
Chamber of Commerce, at the Exchange. At IP.M. anaddress on the part of the citizens willbe made to Captain
Hudson and his officers on board the Niagara.

In addition
to what was stated yesterday, all the bids above 12 100 are
successful, and all at this rate obtain a portion of the

ALTERATION OF OLD ARMS INTO BREECH-

LOADING ARMS.
The Ordnance Board, consisting of Col. Ripley,

Major Ramsey, and Capt. Maynadier, appointed by
the Secretary of War under that part of the act
approved June 12, 1858, which makes an appropria-
tion "for the alteration of old arms so as to make
them breech-loading arms, upon a model to be se-lected and approved by a board of ordnance offi-
cers," have submitted to the Department a report
of their experiments lately made at West Point,
in obedience to instructions. The practical resultof their labors is embodied in the concluding par-
agraph of their report, which is in the following
words:

"The Board select Morse's model, inasmuch as it
differs from the others by including the new and
untried principle of a primed, metallic cartridge,
which may, on actual trial, be found of advantage;
and they recommend that the appropriation, or so
much of it as the Secretary of War may deem ne-cessary for the purposes of trial by troops in ser-
vice, he applied to the alteration of old United
States arms to breech-loading arms upon Morse'smodel, with certain modifications suggested bvhim."

The other Ordnance Board recently assembledat W est Point under that part of the same act whichmakes an appropriation "for the purchase of breech-
loading carbines of the best model, to be selected and
approved by a board of ordnance officers," have
not yet made their report.? National Intelligencer.
