THE LATE DR. KANE'S DISCOVERIES.
The following is a copy of the correspondence

between Mr. John Jay of the American, and Sir
Roderick J. Murchison of the British Geographical
Society, in reference to the alleged disparagement
of Dr. Kane's Arctic discoveries:

Mr. Jay to Sir Roderick J. Murchison,
ROOMS OF THE AMERICAN GEOGRAPHICAL AND STATIS-

TICAL SOCIETY, NEW YORK, May 8, 1858.
Slß: ?The attention of the American Geographi

cal and Statistical Society was called, at their last
meeting, on the Cth of May inst., to the following
paragraph froui a recent number of Wihner it* Smith'*
European Time*:

44At a meetingofthe Royal Geographical Society,
Dr. Kink, a Dane, read a paper in which lie chal-
lenged the accuracy of nearly all the alleged dis-
coveries of Dr. Kane on the north-west coast of
Greenland.

"The lecturer maintained that the lineof coast on
the American shore of Baffin's Bay, as high as 81°
of latitude, sketched on Dr. Kane's chart, was ficti-
tious. and was founded on observations reported to
have been made from points where itwas impossible
to see the land.

"Many other portions of Dr. Kane's narrative
were disputed; ami it was roundly asserted that the
American was hoaxed by his steward. These views
were indorsed by Sir George Back, Captain Collin-
son and Dr. Armstrong. Sir Roderick ,1. Murchi-
son was in the chair, hut he said nothing on the
disputed question."

A resolution was thereupon adopted instructing
the Foreign Corresponding Secretary to ask the
Royal Geographical Society to favor them with a
copy of the paper of Dr. Rink; and also of the re-
marks. so far as they have been reported, of the
gentlemen who took part in the discussion.

In conveying to you, as 1 have now the honor to
do, the request of the American Geographical So-
ciety, it is hardly necessary for ine to add that this
Association naturally feels a deep interest not only
in maintaining the truthful character and the scien-
tific reputation oftheir late associate, Dr. Kane,
hut in ascertaining the accuracy of his Arctic dis-
coveries, and in assisting to correct any errors into
which he may accidentally have fallen; and I feel
confident that you will cheerfully afford them the
opportunity of learning fully and distinctly the
charges which, as the paragraph in question inti-
mates, have been publicly preferred in your learned
body, and endorsed by some of your most learned
associates, against the accuracy of his alleged dis-
coveries.

This letter will be delivered to you by Mr. H. V.
Poor of this city, a member of the Council of this
Society and Chairman of its section on Topography,
whom I beg leaveto introduce to your acquaintance.

SIR:? In reply to your communication of the Bth
May, which was brought to me by your associate,
Mr. H. V. Poor, I beg to inform you that it met
with every consideration on the part of the Council
of the Royal Geographical Society.

In their name, and in that of all our members, I
must assure you that we deeply deplore that the in-
accurate version of our proceedings in the newspa-
pers should have given rise to any feeling of irrita-
tion in the minds of our valued friends the geogra-
phers ofthe United States.

As soon as the real account of that which took
place is transmitted to you in our "Proceedings"
(which are now in thepress), your associates will,
I doubt not, exonerate ns from the jdighest tinge of
a disposition to underrate the noble qualities and
high distinction of the lamented Kane.

1 feel indeed confident, from what Mr. Poor has
witnessed here, that he will convey to you such an
account of our friendly conduct, and of our deep
le-pect for American geographers, as will complete-
ly set at rest any angry feelings on the other side
of the Atlantic.

It has, indeed, given me great satisfaction towel-
come one of your own Council, and we were highly
gratified by the exhibition of the large map of .Mr.
Poor.

The glacial condition of Greenland, and the exist-
ence of an "Open Polar Sea," are still open to in-
quiry: and I rejoice to find that your countrymen
have it in agitation to endeavor to settle the last of
these great problems.

THE FOURTH OF JULY IN CONSTANTINOPLE.

Ou Monday, July sth, all the American citizens
in Constantinople assembled at the Island of Prinki-
po, to celebrate their national holiday. The Amer-
ican minister, the Hon. Mr. Williams, and the con-
sul, Mr. Brown, presided.

The steamer was in readiness to convey the invit-
ed guests, who were mostly on board before the ap-
pointed hour. At ten in the forenoon the vessel left
the bridge of Galata. The German band engaged

for the occasion performed the national and other
airs, while the guests sang them. On arriving at
Prinkipo, the consul-general received them, and in-
troduced them to the place selected for the fete, a
most delightful spot, commanding a fine view of the
European and Asiatic shores, and of the surround-
ing islands. Here tents had been erected and pre-
parations made for the banquet. The minister and
his family then joined the guests.

Other nations are surprised at the great and
glorious progress of the American republic since
the adoption of the federal government. Notwith-
standing their wonderful progress, the descendants
of the Puritans seem still to retain the simple man-
ners and customs of their ancestors. The ladies
were remarkable for their unaffected simplicity
both in dress and manners. The minister and his
family, and Mr. Brown, the consul, placed all at
their ease by their cordial and unatfected affability.
Grace being said by one of the missionaries, all
were prepared to join the conviviality of the occa-
sion and enjoy the hospitality of their hosts. Dr.
Foutana, an adopted citizen, delivered an eloquent
address, in Italian, on the past, present and futnro
of the United States, which was loudly applauded.
After which toasts were drank in honor of the re-
public, the United States minister, the consul-gene-
lal, tiie ladies, the American clergy, and the Amer-
ican colony at Constantinople.

CAPTURE OF AN AMERICAN-BUILTSLAVER
BY A BRITISH CRUISER.

The United Service Gazette contains the An-

nexed account of the capture of an American-built
slaver. The "Lydia Gibbs" is at present advertised
in the Baltimore and Piovidence papers as a regu-
lar packet between the two ports, and itremains
for her Rhode Island owners to explain why it is
she is found on tin* coast:

Wo are sure there is not a respectable citizen
of the United States >vho would not feci indignant
were he to know the infamous uses to which the
flap: of his free and independent nation is applied
on the coast of Africa. We have recorded the
capture of the schooner Lydia Gibbs by the Tri-
dent. The circumstances attending the boarding
of that vessel are not singular, although it seldom
happens that they terminate so ?successfully. The
Lydia Gibbs is an American-built vessel, of about
200 tons, of the model of the far-famed vacht Amer-
ica. She had been for some time at anchor in Why-
dab Roads, but having American colors flying there
was a difficultyin examining her closely, as her car-
go appeared to be undisturbed, and no United States
man-of-war was at band to ascertain the correct-
ness of her papers. Boats of two or three of the
English cruisers had been alongside, but could
find nothing to justify a minute search likely to
lead to detention. The Lvdia Gibbs was, however,
on the 29th May, fallen in with off the coast by Corn
inander Close, of the Trident, and that officer, un-
der a moral conviction that the vessel was not en-
gaged in lawful business, sent a boat to board her.
The party were received civilly, and, seemingly,
with unconcern ; but the examining officer being on
the point of liftingthe tarpaulin which covered her
suspiciously-large hatchway, the psendo American
skipper saw that his game Was up. He ordered the
mate to "tear down the rag," as he was not going
to be captured under those colors, which orders
were literally complied with, and at the same time
he threw the papers overboard. The vessel being
then denationalized, the British officer proceeded to
open the hatches, when out walked ten Spaniards,
forming the slave crew, who had been concealed be-
low. The Lydia Gibbs will, in all probability, be
condemned in the Admiralty Court.

LATEST FROM TEXAS.

The Bcltnn Independent, of the 24th ult., says: Wo
learn from Col. J. H. Brown, who lias just return-
ed from a visit to the Lampasas Springs, that a do-
scent was made upon San Saba last week by the In-
dians, who carried otf some forty horses, and shot
at one of the citizens.

The Anderson Central Texan , of the 31st ult., re-
ports that many of the farmers of Grimes county
had commenced gathering cotton.

The Indianola Courier of the 30th ult. says:
For some days great numbers of dead fish have
been floating upon the surface of the Bay and Gulf
waters. From the numbers it is quite evident
that some sort of an epidemic is prevailing among
tliem. We are informed by boatmen that great quan-
tities of every description offish have been thrown
ashore on the Gulf beach. Considerable numbers
have also been found all along the bays and bayous.

We understand that it is contemplated, in fact
the contract is now sought after, to make an early
improvement in the bayous by widening and deep-
ening its channel sufficiently to admit the large ves-
sels which enter our Bay, as well as the smaller
craft which now find init a secure and a conveni-
ent landing place.

and duties of the South in the vindication of her in-
terests and her institutions. His speech was re-
ceived and listened to with the greatest admiration
and applause, and the greatest regret we have, is,
that we are not able to give our readers his and tlio
other speeches that were made on the occasion.

After Mr. Thomas concluded, as the committee
had not yet come in with their report, the meeting
was adjourned to the afternoon, when our towns-
man, the Hon. Jas. A. Stewart, addressed the
meeting in a full and most able argument, in which
lie said lie coincided with what the last speaker
said; and presented several new and interesting
facts to the consideration of the meeting. Mr.
Stewart gave way to the committee, who entered
while he was speaking, to make their report. It
was presented by Danied M. Henry, Esq., in a most
lucid and eloquent exposition. Mr. Henry said,
among other tilings, that if there were any aboli-
tionists among us they had better leave?that as
they had lost the respect of white men it was natu-
ral that they should find their level and consort
with black inen. It was a pity, he said, that they
could not change their skin "and bo black alto-
gether.

We are glad that the proposition to take meas-
ures for the holding of a general Kastern Shore
Convention, upon this matter, was so favorably re-
ceived. It is by standing together, that we shall
be able to put"down abolitionism in our midst. It
can only be done in this way. We learn from the
tactics of the abolitionists what they were enabled
to do by united action. Here and there when they
were few and far between, they called Conventions,
and by united action they, as it were, forced pub-
lic opinion in certain sections of the country. We
may learn a lesson from our enemies, if united ac-
tion can do so much for them in a bad cause, let us
see what it can do for us in a good one. We deci-
dedly sympathise with the action of the meeting in
Kent, and our preamble and resolutions are to the
same effect. Let us not only have a Convention
here on the Eastern Shore, but let it be held in
view of the holding hereafter of a great slavehold-
ing Convention of all the slave States.

Similar laws with regard to free negroes and abo-
litionists, and upon the subject of manumission,
should be passed by all the States; and the initiato-
ry to this result must be a great Southern Conven-
tion?not a convention of mere words, but one of
action?an action which coming events will force
upon the South and upon us of Maryland who claim
to be of the South, and with it, heart and soul upon
this subject. Let us have an Eastern Shore Con-
vention at least, and let us hear from our friends far
and wide upon the subject.

THE WORKS AT CHERBOURG.
[ Correspondence of the London Daily News. ]

CHERBOURG, duly 25, 1858.
I have seen and walked round the famous new

basin, begun in 1856 by Louis Philippe, and now
(1858) fiuislied bv Napoleon III; anu truly it is a
great national work, of which Frenchmen may be just-
ly proud. In its present dry state it is a far more
iiuposlbg spectacle than it will be when full of wa-
ter; for looking down with giddy head into the im-
mense excavation, formed with infinite pains, pa-
tience and skill, by blasting in the solid rock, and
now as smooth and symmetrical as a marble sarcopha-
gus, one realizes the force of the mot of M. de
Tocqueville, speaking of the works of Cherbourg,
"They are the pyramids of Egypt hewn downward
in the earth instead of being raised in the air."

I must here observe, however, that contrary to
an impression which 1, in common, I doubt not,
with many of your readers, had derived from ex-
aggerated "printed accounts, the new basin is not a
work differing essentially in character from others
which were completed long ago. It has nothing to
do with the safety of the harbor, which was insured
in the time of Louis Philippe by the completion of
the wondrous break-water planned by Vauban. It
is merely an additional dock basin for building, re-
pairing and arming vessels of war, precisely simi-
lar in kind to the two already existing, and called
the Arant Port and the Boutin a Plot. The third
dock was during its formation known as the Arriere

Bass in, auil it is now to be called the Bassin Mtipo-
leou 111. Itis larger than either of the other two,
but not near so large as both of them put together.
It is situated further inland, and the water will
ultimately reach it through two entrances, one
leading out of each of the other docks. But on
August 7 the gates leading from the Ara litPort
willremain closed, and tiie water willlie let in sole-
lyfrom the Bosnia a Plot, which itself is fed by the
Arant Port.

When the two former basins were inaugurated
the process of letting in the water was very tedi-
ous, occupying several hours; but I understand
that on the present occasion engineering science
will find means to fill the basin in a very short time.
The Arant Port took ten years to make. It was
inaugurated bv Marie Louise, when Kegent, on
Aug. 27, 1815, in the presence of 25.000 people.?
She went down into the basin previously to the wa- iter being turned on, and hers was the last foot set !
in it while it was dry. The second basin ( Ba**in
Plot) was terminated in IS2O, ami was inaugurated .
bv Charles X, then Duke ofAngouleuie. On each
of these occasions specimens of the current coins ot
the day were deposited at the bottom of the dock,
and doubtless the precedent willbe followed at the
inauguration of the third basin.

The Emperor aud Empress, I take it for granted,
will descend to the bottom of the dock and walk

about, and will be the last to leave if. A tent is
now in course of erection at the eastern end of the
basin for the Emperor and Empress and their suite.
On either side are tribunes with a considerable
number of seats, hut 1 am told that these will be
occupied by ladies only. From these tribunes a fine
view of the water coining in through the gates of

tlio Ataut Port will be obtained. At the back there
will be a reserved space where the cavaliers of the
ladies in the tribunes w ill find standing room, but
they will be able to see nothing.

OX THE*CUKIXO AND I'KIZIXG OF
TOBACCO.

After having worked hard and raised good crops
of Tobacco, a great ileal of money has been lost by
Kentucky Farmers from not properly understand
ing how it should be managed after it is ready for
the knife. There is no great secret in the cultiva
tion of tobacco. Like all other crops, when planted
in due time, in good soil, well cultivated and kept
clear of weeds, worms and suckers, it will give a
good yield; hut the difficultyseems to be in bad man
agement after the crop has been raised.

the plant should be allowed to stand in the field
as long as possible before cutting, sotliat it may be-
come thoroughly ripe, and should never be out im-
mediately after a rain if it can possibly be avoided,
as the gum, which is very essential to good tobacco,
is washed oft. Great care should be taken not to
bruise itor let the sun barn it alter it lias been cut.
When the sun is very hot itshould only be cut late
in the evening, and when properly wilted, bung on
scaffolds, which should be covered with thin brush
so as to keep the sun from scorching it. Ifthe
weather be favorable, it should be allowed to hang
out in the sun until it is well yellowed, after which
it should be taken to the barns. The barns should
1" the llyprepared and the cracks well stopped,
pi ow.. the tobacco is apt to mould and will bo
expose dial 1 winter to the wind and rain, which will
materially injure it. As soon as the tobacco is
housed, small tires should he kept under it until it
begins to cure tip.

When bright piebald or spangled Tobacco is de-
sired, such as is used by the manufacturers for wrap
pel's, it should not be allowed to cute up slow-
enough to lose the yellow color, hut when it is
about half cured, heavy fires should lie kept up
until tile process is completed which will only re-
quire some two or three weeks. It now requires
no more attention, unless a damp spell of weather
occurs, when small lires should be kept under it to
keep it from moulding. When the leaf can be cured,
and the bright color retained without lire, it is much
more durable, but this can seldom be done in Ken-
tucky except during a rerv dry autumn, when the
plant can be almost cured by the sun, on the scaf-
fold; but when it has to bo taken in. out of the rain,
which is almost always the case, the desired re
suit cannot be obtained without the aid of artificial
heat.

The above applies more particularly to the Green
Itivercountry than to souie other parts ofKentucky.
In the counties bordering on the Kentucky river,
the soil is not so well adapted to manufacturing
leaf. The Tobacco of this latter region is used al-
most exclusively for cutting purposes, for which
the piebald or spangled is not required. This To-
bacco, almost devoid of gum, may be cured of a
bright red color in good barns, without the aid
of lire. This makes a very desirable Tobacco for
cutting.

After the Tobacco is well cured, it should be
stripped out as early as possible, and great pains
should be taken to assort it properly. When the
crop is large enough to make three sorts, the im
perfect leaves should be carefully picked out to make
Lugs, the h<>rt ones for Seconds, leaving none but
the beet for Good, itshould now be tied ill small
bands and bulked down straight and nice, covered
well with straw or fodder and weighed down pro-
perly. When the proper season arrives bang it up
in the barn and let it get thoroughly dry. and take
advantage of the first warm gentle rain that softens
it, to take it down; as it is dillicult to do so without
injuringit when too dry. Too inuch care, however,
cannot be taken at this time, as halfof last season's
crop was damaged from $1 to $5 per 1011 lbs., from
having been prized when wet.

Have the casks made of good seasoned timber.?
Tobacco is often damaged ten times the price of a
good cask, by being put up in green ones. Have
your casks of medium size. In prizing Fine Piebald
manufacturing Leaf pat from 1,000 to 1,200 lbs. in
a cask. It opens prettier and will bring more mo-
ney than when pressed hard and matted together;
rich heavy shipping leaf put from 1,500 to l.tjOO lb<.
in ahlid., and of rich heavy lugs from 1,800 to 2.000.
in prizing cutting leaf, such as is put up in the re-
gion of Kentucky river, the casks of good tobacco
should weigh from 1,200 to 1,500 lbs. and light chaffy
lugs not more than 1,000 or 1,700 lbs. In all eases
try and have all the tobacco that is in a hogshead
uniform and of the same quality, color and length
(this is very important) and pack it carefully and
straight. Nothing pays the Farmer hotter than
taking pains in handling his tobacco. If he could
be about the warehouses and see the difference in
the condition of different packages of the same
qualities of the weed when offered for sale, he would
cease to wonder at the wide range of prices which
are obtained for similar grades.? Lottiuville Price
Current.

THE SLAVE TRADE.?A Parliamentary return
shows the number of ships and of ollicers and men
employed iu the suppression of the slave-trade. In
1854 there were 12 ships, with 992 men, on the
West Coast of Africa; 4 with 475, at the Cape of
Good Hope; 11, with 1,650, in North America and
West Indies; and (i, with 541, on the South-east
Coast of America. In 1855, 12, with 1,082, on the
West Coast of Africa; 5, with 775, at the Cape; 12.
with 2,4lifi, in North America and West Indies; and
6, with 205, on the South-east Coast of America.
In 1856, 13, with 1,222, on the West Coast of Afri
ca; 3, with 700, at the Capo; 14, with 2.812, in
North America and West Indies: and 7, with 1,200,
on the South-east Coast of America. In 1N",7, 15,
with 1,424, on the West Coast of Africa; 5, with
010, at the Cape; 9, with 3,363, in North America
and West Indies; and 0, with 1,335, on the South-
east Coast of America. This return is made for the
Ist of July, as ail average of the force employed
for the whole of each year; hut although the above
number of vessels were furnished with slave-trade
instructions, yet they were only employed in crui*
ing against slave vessels as the other duties of the

stations on which they were respectively employed
would permit. Another statement shows Ilie tuiiu

ber of deaths and the number invalided of ollicers,
men and hoys belonging to the several ships em-
ployed in the suppression of the slave-trade. In
1854, the number of deaths was 48, of invalided,
136; in 1855, deaths, 52, and invalided, 192; in 1856,

deaths, 116, and invalided, 201; in 1857, deaths,
141, and invalided, 179. In 1854, the total number
of slaves for whom head-money had been paid, was
62; in 1855, none; in 1850, 19; in 1857, 384.

A KINO IN THE HOUSE OF COMMONS.?A few nights
ago, says a London paper, there was seen the on
usual spectacle of averitable negro, black as a coal,
sitting in the place of honor under the gallery,
which is set apart for the peers of Knglanu, when
they come down to listen to the debates in the Com-
mons' House. The appearance of this gentleman
in such a place excited a good deal of attention, and
it was generally thought to he a mistake to place
him there. "Surely," it was said, "the gallerv
for strangers was good enough for a nigger, hut
to place hiui among peers was an error." But
on inquiry being made, it was found that the
colored gentleman bears a higher title than the
proudest peer?for he is a veritable king; and
not a king clogged bv constitutional forms, hilt as
despotic in his dominions as Louis Napoleon is in
France?nay, more, for he is absolute; his will is
law, and the life and property of every subject are
entirely at his mercy, lie is King of Bunnv, on the
western coast of Africa, and whom he will he can
set up, and whom he will he can put down. His
Majesty is an old man, and somewhat paralyzed in
his limbs. He was introduced into the House by
our metropolitan monarch, Mr. Thwaites. He talks
English well, and his sway is as benevolent as it is
despotic, we understand. One of his achievements
deserves record. He has put down cannibalism in
his dominions, and taught his subjects to feed upon
the fruits of the earth, instead of devouring one
another.

KAHEV ON "BLINKERS."?Mr. Rarey having been
asked his opinion with regard to the use of "blink-
ers," on horses, replies in a communication to the
London Time*, in which he states that his experi-
ence with and observation of horses proves clearly
that "blinkers should not be used, and that the sigh t
of the horse, for many reasons, should not be inter
fered with in any way." Horses are only fearful of
objects which they do not understand or are not fa-
miliar with, and the eye is one of the principal me-
diums by which this understanding and this famil
iarity are brough about. They can be broken in
less time and better without blinkers, ami driven
past objects which usually startle them, with far
more safety when the eye has an opportunity to ex-
amine the object fully. The horse is a better judge
of distances than man, and if allowed the free use
of his eyes, would avoid collisions frequently caused
by the carelessness of his driver. Mr. Rarey states
that the use of blinkers is rapidly disappearing in
the United States, and predicts increased useful-
ness in the horse when this "folly of the ninetecth
century" is abolished in London.

SIDE WHEEL VFKSUS SCREW STEAMERS.
Lieut. Habersham, of the U. S. steamship Pow-

hatan, which arrived at Hong Kong on the 12tb of
May, makes the following comparison of the cost of
sailing a side wheel and u screw steamer from the
United States to China. The Powhatan was 151
days in making the voyage, which he considers a
fair average passage "for a side wheel steamer.
During this time the steamer was under way only
97% days, the other 53% days being consumed by
stopping for coal:

"Let us now see how much it has Co3t the gov-
ernment during these 97% steaming days for coal
only. I find, by adding together the several
amounts consumed from port to port, a total of
3,000 tons, which, at the average net cost of S2O
per ton, makes SGO,OOO. Now, a screw steainer-of-
war, like the Wabash or Minnesota, both of which
vessels are 1,000 tons larger than this ship, would
accomplish the same passage in about 100 days, 30
or 40 only of which would find her under steam.
Then, as she would burn only about 30 tons a day,
the cost of her coal could not exceed §24.000. Anil
in addition to this, there would be the savingof
time. Common sense, therefore, would seem to

dictate the buildingof screw instead of side wheel
steamers, and, in fact, were we to consult economy
and efficiency, we would even now take our side-
wheel steamers and convert them into screws. It
mav be asked, is not a side-wheel steamer as fast,
or faster, than a screw ? and why, therefore, does
she not make as quick or quicker time ? The rea-
son is very simple when explained, though the
question as to their comparative speed is still an
open one. Here is the explanation : We, for in-
stance, have lost 533< days at our different stopping
places while taking in coal, and thero have been
live of these stopping places. A sorb* steamer

not have touched at more than one port,
where she would probablv have lost not more than
ten days. True, our coaling has often been re tar-
dea by the weather, or the laziness of those whobrought it alongside; hut then one of these, at

j least, is a natural cause, which is likely to prevail
in all cases. J r
