j were the most idle and ridiculous boasts, meant todeter the President troin sending an armed force
into that country. A correspondent of the Cincin-nati Acquirer gives the following statement:

j "A piteous spectacle was witnessed on this road,
which pointed indubitably to the vile degradation

i of the Mormon people as a mass. We saw two wo-
j men bitched to a cart, dragging it aiong through

l 'vi Ist oxe "' in the disgusting language
of Hcber Ivimball, like "cows," while the barba-
rian, their husband, walkedbeside the cart driving
tlieni on. He looked to see the brute get in the
cai t and bo hauled by bis wives; but for shame, ifindeed lie is capable of such a feeling, lie did not,
so long as we observed biin. Let womankind in
the Christian world pitywoman i Ctali. Nowhereis woman so degraded, so trampled upon, as in this

' country. Women here are little else than mere
chattels, bought by the highest bidder, or what is
the same thing, compelled for many reasons of ne-
cessity to marry persons of known fidelity to the
church. Many industrious young men cannot get
wives at all.

" All the women that I have seen are poorly clad,
many of them barefooted and destitute almost of
clothing. As we past along the Provost road, meet-
ing hundreds of these poor deplorable women, many
a blight eye gazed at us imploringly and hope-
fully, as if expecting from us the means of their
melioration. lam satisfied that comparatively few
of them voluntarilysubmit to the plurality system at
first. They have heen decoyed hereby the honeyed
words anti deceptive promises of Mormon emmisa-
ries abroad. Many women, the best and most en-
lightened in Morinondom, practice all this from
necessity, who do not in their hearts believe in
Mormonisin ; but thousands do believe in Mormon-
ism, with all its vile and absurd doctrines. They
think Brigham a divine prophet; the leaders knowthey are impostors."

The correspondent of the New York Timet con-
firms these statements of the miserable condition of
the people, and adds some startling instances of the
tyranny of Brigham Young, who is yet, to all prac-
tical purposes, Governor of Utah :

SCENES OF DESTITUTION.

The refugees returning from the southern settle-ments continue to line tiie road with their trains of
wagons, herds and Hocks. Some of these trains
present scenes by no means pleasant to the eye.
Here we see a young girl of eighteen, with barefeet and lialf-clad form, driving a yoke of oxen,
and there a tender little girl of scarcely 8 years of
age, whipping up two or three obstreperous pigs,
dragging her little feet wearily and painfully over
the sharp gravel road. The wagons are usually piled
up with the coarsest and commonest furniture, with
a chicken-coop and its cackling occupants strapped
upon the rear. Sometimes the pig occupies 1his
post, and the chickens are packed inside the vehi-
cle with the children. But everywhere poverty?-
poverty?squalid poverty, meets us, turn as we
will. Spend half an hour in a merchant's store, and
we see old women and young girls in plentiful num-
bers, approaching, with a few new potatoes, a doz-
en eggs, a handful of onions, a pound or two of but-
ter, which they?halt hopingly and half douhtingly
?oiler in barter for some trifle of goods?a yard of
cotton or calico, or a little thread?casting their
eyes wistfully, the while, over the well-filled shelves
ol goods ot which tlioy are so much in need. The
people have been warned not to trade with the Gen-
tiles, but the cases are so numerous in which the
law o! necessity is stronger than the law of the
Church, that the merchants are driving a brisk
trade, sending their barter supplies of provisions to
the camp, where they find ready sale.

TYRANNY OF BRIGHAM YOUNG.
I informed you a week ago that the Townsend

House, opened as a hotel by its owner, had been
suddenly closed bv Brigham's order. Since then
Ueber C. Kimball has purchased the establishmentand put an agent into it, under whose management
it is in full blast. Townsend, who owned the pro-
perty and several adjoining buildings, but had been
fool enough to '?consecrate" it lo the church, lias
been ordered away from the city for his temerity in
opening it and taking Gentiles to board without
Brigham's consent! You are already aware, I
suppose, that when a Mormon "consecrates" his
property, he makes a regular deed of it to Brigham
as (to use the accustomed phrase here) "Trustee in Itrust for the church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day ISaint." Thus he absolutely signs away all control \
over the property he has acquired, and becomes a j
beggar the moment lie dares resist the despotic will j
ol his priestly superior! 110 you understand that
these are solemn facts, incident to life in a Territory
ol the United States under the American Constitu-tion, and in tiiisnineteenth century '!

Mr. Nixon, who had tlie impudence to rent his
warehouse to Messrs. Gilbert & Gerrish, after Brig-
ham had told them distinctly that they should obtainnone with his consent, has heen ordered off upon a
mission, as a penance for his crime. Mr. Morell,
who had heen requested to vacate the rooms rented
by him in the Townsend House for post-olliee pur-
poses, assured the brethren that if they compelled
him to move again lie would gc to the cauip of the
army, forty-five miles distant, for that lie would not
be badgered about any longer. The Saints saw that Iit they insisted, there was a fair prospect of being
more incommoded themselves than the Gentiles would
be, and so they have concluded to let him alone.

The Quartermaster's Department of the United
States Army has issued proposals for bids for fur-
nishing hay and lumber for public purposes, and it
has been a subject of prayerful consideration withthe church whether or no they shall allow their
people to put in any bids. Their numerous army
ot spies soon reported that it would be the policy of
tlie Government officials, inaw arding the contracts,
to discriminate as far as they could consistently, ini
favor of the poorer people, the small bidders.'andagainst the Church leaders. It was easy to magni-
fy this and declare it to be the fixed purpose of ""the
United States Army here to get up dissensions j
among the people, and to destroy their unity, bv a
judicious distribution of federal gold. The leaders
nave started that story, are attempting to poison I
the minds of their followers with it, and to arouse [
their prejudices that they may more easily carry j
out the policy which they intimate that they have
decided upon?to wit: That of refusing to put in
any bids, whatever, with a view of frustrating the
efforts of the Army to procure its necessary sup-
plies.

There is a continually spreading feeling of discon-
tent among the masses of the people, however, and |
we have reason to hope that the supplies of forage
needed will be offered in small lots. Butthe canons
in which the timber grows, though legally the prop- ;
erty of the United States, are covered by the squat-
ter claims of Brigham and other leaders in Israel?-
and it looks now as though the necessary material
for covering in the buildings indispensable for stor- ?
age purposes, and to make the army safe and com-
fortable during the winter, can only be had by the
strong hand. When it is remembered that the title !
to the timber is still in the United States, no one
ran doubt the justice of this policy, ifthe squatters
insist upon playing dog in tlie manger. Surely, in ;
such a case, the law of necessity may and ought to ibe applied without hesitation.

One more case exemplifying the spirit in which \
this "Constitution-loving" community of "good cit-
izens" are indulging, will suffice. Mr. Charles
Mogo, who incurred Brigham's hostility while in
the public service here a year or more ago, was
driven out. lie returned hither with his family '
when the army entered, to find his dwelling house
stripped of its furniture and all else that lie left in
it. Having a stock of goods on band, brought in
with him, lie sent them to some of the Southern set-
tlements for sale. The Church officers immediate-
ly forbade the people from making any purchases
of his agent upon pain of excommunication? a sen-
tence which was executed against the latter, who
succeeded in secretly bartering away all his stock
with little difficulty.

Ax INTEREST-ISO MUSEUM OF AMERICAN ANTI-
QUITIES.?I>r. Davis, the well known explorer of
the Western Mounds, lias the largest and most val-
uable collection in existence, of the various relics
obtained from these ancient tumuli. Having devo-
ted much time, for many years, to the study- of thesubject, and the comparison ofhis objects withothers
found in different countries, he has been induced,
as we understand, partly by the persuasion of
friends, to make preparations for a course of lec-
tures on American Antiquities. At his rooms in
the Medical College in Thirteenth street, he has ar-
ranged the numerous objects in his possession, which
amount to thousands, and has long employed an ar-
tist to make drawings of some hundreds of the most
interesting. These are colored and finished in a
manner well adapted to exhibition; and the addi-
tion of several large maps, showing in great detail
and with great distinctness, the positions of thous-
ands of the ancient mounds in the Mississippi Val-
ley and its branches and elsewhere, form a collec-
tion of the most instructiveand interesting kind,
admirably adapted to public lectures, and illustra-
tive of a national branch of study, still almost en-
tirely unknown, even to many of our best educated
countrymen.

It is gratifying to learn that interest in American
antiquarian researches continues to increase. The
American Ethnological Society have recently re-
ceived information that the State Historical Socie-
ty of Wisconsin, in order to second their efforts in
favor of the same cause, have published a circular,
requesting the co-operation of the friends of knowl-
edge in that' State. They say that whereas, "several
eminently scientific gentlemen, some of whom are
connected with the New York (American) Ethnol-
ogical Society, have signified their willingness to
make a personal examination of the most interest-
inggroups of Mounds in this State, (Wisconsin) it
is hoped that this Society will be furnished from
correspondents with an accurate and concise des-
cription of such Mounds and other ancient works in
their vicinity, as from their character, size, and
number, possess a more than common interest,"
Ac.? X. Y. Courier.

guished visitors to the meeting. To give the list of

lhe raised embankment under the trees was nolonger deserted, but it was occupied bv a store ofladies, whose elegant and varied toilets were, asusual, foremost in the effective sights of the dav.
Among the most curious and eager spectators were

enable him to come through in triumph. As ourreturn and description of tho race willshow, twoEnglish horses made a terrible example, not only of
the "ioreigners," hut of their native opponents.
Snunterer won in a style which indicated that hislastyear's form was correct, and that his running
early in the current season had been "all a mis-take. Fisherman, who is as we] 1known in evervcon lity in England as a Judge of Assize, ran with
wonderful garacness under his crushing weight, and
still further extended that vast reputation which hismany triumphs have established.

In place of tho conventional "cup," Mr. C. F.Hancock, of Bruton-street, substituted two large
massive silver tankards, a novelty in race prizes,
which excited much curiosity and admiration. The
ornamental and the uselul were never more taste-
fullycombined. These tankards, each of which is
upwards of a foot and a half in height and of com-
mensurate circumference, are exquisitely chased.
The subject of one of them is the victory of Alexan-
der the Great over Darius at the battle of Arbela,
described by the historian Quintus Cuctius, painted
by Le Brun, and now produced in silver by Mr.

It is an elaborately wrought massive
silver tankard. The lid is surmounted by a group
representing a lion hunt in Algeria, and the sides
are richly embossed. *lt excited much deserved
praise, and as a work ofart, it cannot be too highly
commended, whether for its dpsign or execution.

THK LAST NEWS FROM INDIA.
From the London Times.

The gratifying intelligence from India which wo
publish to-day contrasts brightly with the dubious
telegrams and desponding letters which have re
centlv been received. It is true that the recapture
of Gwalior by the forces under Sir Hugh Rose has
been known to us for some days, but the details now
given show how complete was the rout of the ene-
my, and lead to the presumption that the moral ef-
fect of the victory must have been great and widely
spread. It is needless for us to recapitulate the ex-
ploits id what was called the Gwalior Contingent.
It is sufficient to say that this force has shown a
power of cohesion which has been wanting to almost
every other hostile body.

It received a severe blow from Sir Colin Camp-
bell at Cawnpore, and suffered further from Sir
Hugh Rose at the capture of Calpee; but it has yet
been the nucleus of the army which, on the 2d of
June, was strong enough to defeat the Maharajah
Scindia, and send him a fugitive into the British
camp. The rout of Scindia's force might, indeed,
considered a blow to British power. A great chief,
perhaps the greatest in Central India, had been
driven from his throne on account of his fidelity to
British rule. The successful rebels, had, it is said,
proclaimed Nana Sahib, assigned themselves six
months' pay, and plundered a part of the city of
Gwalior. To punish such outrages was a matter of
immediate necessity.

Happily this country has in its Indian Generals
men whom numbers do not appal and difficulties tlo
not discourage. Although the terrible sun of India
was approaching the solstice, and on every side men
and animals were sinking under the intolerable heat,
the ollicers in command of the troops in Central In-
dia did not hesitate to press on and strike a decisive
blow. The battle in which SCINDI \ was routed took
place on the 2d, and on the lfith Sir 11. ROSE reach-
ed Gwalior, at the same time that Brigadier SMITH
approached itfrom another quarter. The enemy
had consequently but a short time to enjoy theirtriumph. The strength of the fort of Gwaliorhas
been recently described in these columns, and our
readers will consequently be better able to appre-
ciate the skill and courage which were necessary
for its recapture from a victorious and elated enemy.
On the 17th and I.Bth ol June itwould appear that
our forces were sharply engaged with the rebels,
anil on the 19th the latter were totally beaten and
dispersed, and the town taken. They then seem
to have abandoned the fort in a panic, and it was
taken possession of by Sir Hugh Rose on the
20tli. The Maharajah, our ally, was conducted
in state to his palace, and it cannot be doubted
that such a signal vengeance, followed by
an open and visible triumph, must have its due
effect throughout Central India. It is of the
utmost importance our allies should feel that even
if they suffer temporally for their friendship
and allegiance to us, yet the British Government
is strong enough to administer fitting punishment
to their enemies, and to restore them to all, and
more than all, their former authority. It has been
said that foundries for casting an indefinite number
of guns exist throughout these districts of India; we
willnot, therefore, dwell on the capture of 27 pieces
idartillery; we only trust that the enemv may never
be allowed to get such a hold of any of the great
seats of native rule as to have at command the
means of replacing what they lost in the flight of
the 19th of June. The passage in the telegram
which speaks of the fugitives as ncarlv surrounded
by our forces seems to promise that wc'shall speedily
hear the last of the hand which has given so much
trouble to a succession of commanders.

The success of Sir Hope Grant, near Lucknow,
which is described as a "brilliant victory, requires
to be reported in more ample before we can

venture on anv speculations concerning it. It max,

chcr. The venerable ladv remonstrated, with a
considerable degree of official earnestness. "I'll
tell you what," replied, nothing daunted the roval
heroine of this story?"l'll tell you what., mv dear
Countess, you are probably aw'are of the fact of
my mother being the Queen of England?" The
Countsss bowed in assent. "Well, resumed thebold Princess, "then I must reveal to you another
fact. Iler Majesty the Queen of Great llritain and
Ireland has not once, but very often, so far forgotten herself as to take up a chair.

I speak from personal observation, I can assure
you. Nay, if lam not greatly deceived, 1 noticed
one day my mother carrying "a chair in eaeli hand,in order to set them for her children. Do you real
ly think that my dignity forbids anvthing'wliich is
frequently done by the Queen of England? The
Countess bowed again and retired, perhaps not
without a little astonishment .'it the biographical
information she had heard. However, she knew
licr ollicc, anil resolved to prove not less
staunch to her duties than the Princess to herprinciples. A scene similar to the one narrated re
cently happened, when Countess Perponcher, on
entering one of the remote chambers, took the
Princess by surprise, while busily engaged in the
homely occupation of arranging and stowing nwav
a quantity of linen. Hut all objections the Countess

her mother's practice.

THE AMERICANS IN LONDON.
Mr. Peabodv gave an entertainment at the Star

and Garter, Richmond, last week to His Excellency,
Mr. Mason, the American Minister to France, which
was attended by upwards of 100 English and Ameri-
can ladies and gentlemen. After the toasts of "HerMajesty" and the "President of the Pnitcd States"
had been dulyhonored, the "Health of Mr. Mason"
was drunk with much enthusiasm. Mr. Mason, in
acknowledging the toast, made allusion, in a speech
ol considerable eloquence, to the alliance which had
recently sprung up between this country and
France. From this latter country lie had received,
he said, many proofs ot sincere friendship and acts
of graceful kindness towards himself and the nation
which he represented, and claiming the privilege of
his countrymen, he ventured to "guess" that the
approaching meeting of the Sovereigns of England
and France would tend grcatlv to strengthen the
entente cordial/: between the Western nations of
Europe.

During the last few years a great step hail been
gained by the concession ot the important principle
of the equal right of independent nations upon tin-
high seas, and the recent decision of the British
Government would remove from the relations be
tween the United States and England the last re
maining source of irritation and annoyance. So
far as his own country was concerned, the progress
which it had made had been conducive to the inter-
ests of civilization, and no one could doubt that tin-
admission of Texas and California into the Ameri-
can Union had been of much greater advantage to
the commerce of the world than if those States had
remained under their old form of government,

Mr. Peabody next proposed as a toast "Perpetual
amity and increasing commerce between the old
country and the new country?England and Uni-
ted States." Sir.l. Emmerson Tennent acknowl-
edged the toast, and bore witness to the good feel-
ingwhich exisied in this country towards the Uni-
ted States, as Mr. Peabody had done respecting tin-
feeling of the American people towards England.?
Mr. John P. Kennedy, of Baltimore, the late Secre-
tary of the American navy, proposed "The Lord
Mayor of London, honor to liirn. and prosperity to
his administration." The Lord Mayor briefly ac-
knowledged the toast. Several other toasts and
sentiments followed, including the "Press," for
which Mr. Raymond, of the New York 7im.-s, and
Lieutenant-Governor of the State, responded, and
concluded bv proposing "Tl/c (London) Timeu, tin-
most splendid example of the greatest power of
modern times." The company separated at a late
hour in the evening.

The interests of all classes are sn
bound up together in a trading and commercial
country like this, that all flourish together and all
suffer "together. We have, indeed, as it were, but
one interest, although with many branches and sub-
divisions. Touch it in any part and every nerve in
the whole body thrills and i- affected. \\ e have
not a doubt, then, that the glorious harvest upon
which we have just entered will help greatly to
place the trade of the country on a sure and firm
basis. It removes all distrust on the monetary part
of the question. There will he no sudden rush up
on the Hank such as inyears of scarcity often shakes
the trade of the country to its very foundation. On
that point we shall be guarded against danger, and
most thankful ought we to be for it.

I A WOMAN AND IIF.R LOVER KILLED BY A RIVAL.
GOSHEN, Orange Co., N. Y., Aug. 14.?Last night at

about half past nine o'clock, our village was alarmed by
the intelligence that a most diabolical double murder bail
been committed at the house ofCharles Reeves, in llump-
tonbnrgh. about two miles from here, on the Newburgh
road. Some twenty of our citizens immediately repaired
to the scene, where they learned the following particulars;

Mr. Reeves and his family were absent from home, lea-
] ving their house in charge of their three servants, named

| It seems that Peter and Margaret were to le married nexti week, and they had been passing the evening together, in

At about eight o'clock.just as' he
i was leaving Margaret's room, Peter was met at the door
i by William, who deliberately and without a word pass-
| ing between either, shot him directly through the
I right nipple. Peter, turning back, opened the door
I through which he had just passed, and fell dead

j across the threshhold. The murderer then rushing into
i the room over the dead body of bis first victim, shot Mar-
| garet through the left breast, the ball 'passing out behind,
| just below the shoulder-blade. She turned, and jumping
| out of the open window to the ground, some twenty feet

or more, managed to crawl through the garden and orchard, nearly a quarter of a mile, to the house of Mr.
Case, who immediately gave the alarm. The murdererhas not yet been arrested, or even seen since, but thewhole country arc aroused and searching for him. The
woman is still alive, but can't survive but a few hours
longer.

THE INDEPENDENT GREYS. ?On Sat.unl.iy evening, tlO

Independent Greys celebrated the Twenty fifth Anniversary of tlieir organization by a supper, served up at their
Armory on North High street. There was a large compa-
ny present, composed of the commissioned and non-com-
missioned officers of the different regiments of Maryland
volunteers. Col. AUOUSTUS P. SIIUTT, in the absence of
Col. MILLS, who was unavoidably prevented from being
present, stated the object of their assembling together on
this night, and welcomed the guests in the name of the
Company. After the cloth was removed, followed speech-
es, song and sentiment. Among those who addressed the
company were Major WARNEH. of the City Guards; Capt.
BOWEKS, Wells and AfcComas liijlemcn; Col. SIIUTT:
Serg't Major C. W. CROCKER, Surgeon, HENRY C. SCOTT;
Ks. Major J. G. JOHANNES; Col. F. H. B. BOYI>; Lieuten-
ant HORSEY, and Orderly Sergeant IRELAN. Messrs.
GEORGE PERRY and LORENZO 1). TAYLOR, two of the ori
ginal members of the Greys, were present, and addressed
the company in some entertaining remarks. Surgeon
SCOTT proposed the memory of Major JAMES O'LAW,
which was drank standing and in silence.

The Independent Greys were organized on the 14th day
of August, 1833, and made their first parade on Monday,
March 18th, 1534. The officers then were. JAMES M. AN-
DERSON.Captain; JAMES L. I),(.'ILL, First-Lieutenant; WM.
B. CRAM, Second-Lieutenant; the company mustered at
that time twenty men, rank and file. During the period
of twenty-five years of its existence, many of its ineml>ershave been appointed to military positions in theservice of
their country, and have always given evidence of their
good training, acquired in the drill rooms of the Com-
pany. During a review of volunteers at New Orleans,
in June, 1546, a Company, commanded by Capt. WILLIAM
B. CRAM, was awarded a silk Hag for showing the great-
est efficiency in drill. Capt. CRAM always boastedthat lie gained his knowledge of military tactics in the
Armory of the Jmlejtendent Greys.

At the time of the Mexican War, fifteen members of theGreys received commissions from the I*. S. Government.
One company in Col. HUGHES' regiment of volunteers was
officered principally by members of this Company, viz:
GEORGE IV. BROWN, Captain; WASHINGTON HOPPER, Ist
Lieut.; JAMES O'BRIEN, 2(1 Lieut.; JOHN H. 6ROXWF.IL,
3d Lieut.; all these, with the exception of O'BRIEN, are

dead, having contracted disease in Mexico, from which
they never recovered. The Cra/s latterly have notshown
on parade as full ranks as they were wont to do. but theold spirit is reviving, and their are now increas-
ing weekly.

GROSS OUTRAGE. ?Another gross outrage was perpetra-
ted on Thursday last, upon an excursion or pic-nic party
which was spending the day on the south side of the I'a-
tapsco, near the Long Bridge. Everything passed oil'<)uietly and pleasantly until toward evening, when, as weare informed, a gang of rowdies who rallied under thename of "Hunters," incited a difficulty witha rival crowd
and in ashort time the tight became general, stones, pis-tols, and even muskets being freely used What added to
the extent of this outrage, was ttie fact of the desperadoes
recklessly firing their weapons into the midst of a group
of women and children. One of them, a daughter of Mr.
JOSUCA WOODS, who resides at Xo. 118 West street, re-
ceived a painful wound from a gun or pistol. Her injuries, fortunately, are not dangerous. A lad whose name isunknown was also slightly wounded, (ifthe participants
we learn there were several injured, though their names
were concealed. Intelligence of the riot was conveyed to
the Southern police station, and a posse of officers there-

from were detailed to arrest the rioters on their return,
but no arrests were effected, ow ing to their not being point-
ed out to the officers by those who witnessed the out-
rage.
