Alldoubts as to the possibility of establishing

telegraphic communication between Europe and

America, find of transmitting messages from one

Continent to the other?all scepticism as to the

completeness of the triumph achieved by human

science over time and space, have been happily

dissipated by the receipt on yesterday of congratu-

latory messages from the English Directors of the
Telegraph Company to their colleagues in Amer-

ica, and from Ilcr Majesty QUEEN VICTORIA to the

PRESIDENT OP THE UNITED STATES. The messages

will be found under their appropriate head in

another column, and are the auspicious inaugura-

tion of a new era in Journalism and in Commerce,

and the beginning of another chapter in the

World's Progress. With a view to the proper

and becoming celebration of this great event by

the Citizens of Baltimore, His Honor the Mayor

has issued a Proclamation, which we also publish.

In referring, with appropriate comments, in our

article of Saturday last, to the editorial observa-
tions of the American upon the occurrences of the
Thursday preceding, at our office, we had no
intention to enter upon an editorial controversy
with that journal. We were quite aware that our

readers were entitled to expect in our columns,
more agreeable and useful mntter than an exposure
of the delinquencies of a newspaper, whose posi-
tion and short comings are beginning, we think,
to be pretty well understood and properly appre-
ciated. But regarding the tone of the article in
question as evidence of a demoralization more hu-
miliating, because it is a sin against better knowl-
edge, than the riot for which it was but a conceal-
ed apology, we felt it our public duty to notice it,
as a melancholy sign of the times. We are per-
suaded that in doing so we neither magnified our-

selves nor unduly depreciated our contemporary,
and we have the satisfaction of personally know-
ing, that our observations were welcomed and ap-
proved by many good and impartial men, who had
no reason for concurring iu them, except a convic-
tion of their trutli and justice.

In the American of yesterday, an effort was made
to retrieve the position, and palliate the miscon-
duct of that journal, by a sort of impersonal dis-
quisition upon the independence of the press, with
a very personal enumeration of the virtues of the
American itself, in that regard. The purposes
of the article are too obvious, and the utter reck-

lessness of its half-assertions is too bald, to require a

detailed exposure, so far a3 we are concerned, he-
fore the public which lias witnessed our course,
and to whose judgment we are willingto submit it.
The (Jecasion however seems to us a proper one,
for putting an end, to certain unfounded imputa-
tions, heretofore whispered only among interested
parties, and now, for the first time, half-ventured
into print, in a quarter ostensibly respectable

Extricating, as we best can, the points of the
American's article of yesterday from the BUNSBY-
like complications in which, naturally or by de-

sign, they are imbedded?their "significance"
seems to be this ?that in the exposure of public
evils and abuses, we have assailed "the private
characters of persons inofficial stations," and have
"confined our independence to exposing the errors

of conduct of our political opponents." By so

doing, it is insinuated that we "have abused the
freedom of the press, in violation of law," and
"should not escape our share of responsibility"?
the "violence which provokes" being "not less
reprehensible than the violence which assails."
Our independence is further hinted to be only "that
of a press, independent of the laws of regard for
facts."

In reply to the last mentioned charge, we have
only to say, that the facts which we have given to

the public, from time to time, through our
columns, have been obtained in the usual
manner, through reporters upon whose in-
tegrity there is no stain of which we know, or

from private sources upon which we have had
reason to rely. We have published every one of
them upon our individual and legal responsibility,
and with the exception of the case of Mr. ENGLISH,
we have never been called upon to correct them in
any essential particular, that we remember. We
challenge and are prepared to meet an investiga-

tion, judicial or otherwise, into the truth of any
and every published statement to which we have
given our sanction.

That we have attacked the "private character"
of any public officer, except in so far as such "pri-
vate character'' may have formed a part or the es-

sence of his official unfitness or delinquency, is a
disreputable insinuation, for which we defy the
production of the most remote semblance of proof.
If an official is ignorant, or drunken, or incom-
petent or worthless, or corrupt, surely it is no
improper assault upon bis "private character" to
say so. If he is devoured by his own vanity, or
perverted by his ambition, or has his head
turned by his elevation, and is but an empty, or a
windy demagogue, where he should be a faithful
and laborious public servant, surely his vanity
and his ambition and his demagoguery are public
nuisances and public property, and an independent
press is false to itself and its duties, if it pauses to
snivel over them as private secrets, instead of
boldly exposing them, with downright, outspoken
truth. There has been too much of such deference
for apparently respectable imposture?too much of
such tolerance for what ought not to be tolerated
?too much drowsy assentation and unmanly
silenee amoDg us. Our contemporary of the
American has been the high priest in such servile
ministrations, and has preached and practiced in
their spirit during its long career of time-serving
compromise, until the community which it influ-
ences has almost grown to forget that truth is a
livingthing and the press the living minister of
trnth. We have not the folly to believe that it is
for us to reform the world?hut we have resolved
at least to repay the confidence with which the
public lias already honored us, and to deserve
that which we shall ask from it hereafter in our

humble sphere, by saying the truth, as we honestly
believe it, of public men and measures. We have
erred, no doubt as other men err, and it may be
we shall do so again, but while we shall always be
prepared to set right the wrong which we in-
advertently may do, we shall cease to ask the
patronage of the community the instant that we
grow afraid to expose a pnblic servant who has
done a public wrong. Thus far have we gone
already. We deny that we have gone further and
we repel tlie charge that we have assaulted private
character, or violated the sanctity of private life,
as a libel which we could not duly characterize,
without losing our self-respect.

The remaining accusation?that we have con-
fined our animadversions upon public men andthings, to our "political opponents" is hardly de-
serving of notice. That THE EXCHANGE has l.een,
in any sense, a political or party press, every
impartial reader knows to be whollyuntrue The
American is doubly criminal iu making the insinu-
ation, because it knows, what its readers have not
the opportunity of knowing, that the political
papers of the Democratic party have not failed to
denounce this journal, since its commencement,
for what they have been pieased to call its wholly
un-democratic strictures upon the leading members
of that communion. In the City of Baltimore or

State of Maryland we are not aware of the exist-
ence of any functionaries belonging to the Demo-

cratic party, whose public acts have come properly
within the scope of our comment, unless, perhaps,
Ilis Honor Judge STUMP, and we certainly are not

aware of having deserved animadversion for out-

silence in regard to that officer, when we have
deemed his official conduct a proper subject of re-

mark. Upon the course ofDemocratic gentlemen
in Congress we have not failed to make such ob-
servations from lime to time as their demerits have
seemed to us to deserve?and in all things, to the
best of our ability, we have endeavored to hold
our balance of praise and censure with an even

and honest hand. If there be any Democrats
whose "conduct is more open to just animadver-
sion" than that of Mayor SWANN and Mr. WHIT-
NEY, wc can only sat- that it has escaped our

observation, and thus only missed our comment.
The American, which, as it says, has "been long

"aware of their ill-conduct," has pursued its usual
truckling course in keeping it concealed.

So much for the direct attack upon ourselves.
The general suggestions of the American's article
we have neither room nor need to discuss ?especi-
ally the novel and practical idea that the inde-
pendence of the press consists in "taking the re-

sponsibility of a legal proceeding" against a

delincpient officer, instead of putting his name and
his misdeeds in print?in other words, that a

newspaper editor who thinks that the MAYOR or

the STATE'S ATTORNEY is false to his duty, can

only discharge his own by going before the grand
jury ! This and the like folly and twaddle, of
which the remainder of the article is made up, is
meant as a sorry cover for the sympathy with
violence and ruffianism and outlawry on the one

hand, and the reverence, on the other, for those
who are in power, which the American feels too

obviously to conceal, and yet has not the manhood
to avow.

In the opening of its article, the American refers
broadly to the times when "partisan bullies cel-
"ebrated their triumphs with breaking up Whig

"printing offices," and seems to lament that
"in spite of manifold provocations," it is
not more fashionable with the party in
power to retaliate such things now. The

purpose of this allusion can be only one

of two tilings. Either the American desires
to encourage the guilty reprisals which it

would seetn to condemn?or it wishes to cajole into
sympathy with itself, in its present humiliation,
those members of the old Whig party, who remem-

ber with just indignation the outrages to which it

alludes. In either case its motive is a very base
one. If the former, the thing needs no comment.
Ifthe latter, we respect 100 highly the character of
the class for whose applause the bid is made, to be-
lieve that they will receive it with any feeling but
disgust. If they remember the American of those
days, they will remember it, as it still is, and, as

wc have trulystyled it heretofore, a trimmer and
a time-sener, pinning its little faitli to its subscrip-
tion list and advertising columns ?too timid and
too paltry always, to risk an act or an opinion,

which would put its window-panes in jeopardy, in
the hottest hour of party strife or vengeance. They

will recall it as the enthusiastic recipient of Whig

patronage, but the tardy and lukewarm champion of
Whig principles?only ceasing to be "neutral,"
when partisanship grew profitable?prodigal of its
patriotism hut chary of its sacrifices. When Whig

advertisements came in, the American was the or-

gan?when "Whig printing offices" were to be
"broken up," the cup was resigned to the Patriot.
Those who remember these things, will, perhaps,

regard it as the strangest of strange things, in
strange times, that the American should have the
face to lecture, in a community where it is known,
upon the duties of a high-toned, independent press.
If this be "scurrility," we cannot lielp it. The
misfortune is, that it is true.

New Granada is indebted to foreign bond-holders
in the sum of thirty-three millions and a half of
dollars; there is also due from that Republic to

domestic creditors the further sum of eight and a

half millions of dollars?the public debt being in
the aggregate forty-two millions of dollars, irrespec-
tives as the Secretary of Finance states, of various
other unliquidated claims. AVe may therefore
safely put down the total indebtedness of that petty
Republic, comprising a population oftwo and a quar-
ter millions of inhabitants, chiefly Indians and mixed
breeds, at forty-five millions of dollars. The receipts
ofthe government from all sources may be estimated
at four millions of dollars per annum. Iu 1831,
the Congress of New Granada agreed to appropri-
ate one-eighth of the import duties, one-half of the
surplus revenues, and the net proceeds of the
tobacco monopoly to meet the interest annually
accruing to foreign bond-holders. It was doubt-
less magnanimous on the part of New Granada to

make such ample arrangements for the purpose
of paying the interest on her public debt, but
as the current expenses of government had
to be paid, and as the domestic creditors
were entitled to preference over outsiders, itwas

found desirable to make use of the receipts from
all sources and let tho bondholders possess their
souls with patience, as that was a virtue in which
they had long been well exercised. Twenty years
have since elapsed, and during that period but a
mere modicum of interest has been paid. Within
the last sixty days, however. New Granada has
sought to atone for her shortcomings, but in so

characteristic away that we hardly know which
to admire most, her honest admission of her in-
debtedness, or the cool and nonchalant manner in
which she proposes to meet her annual liability
for interest on the amount. As the interest on the
bonds has not been paid for many years, she now

desires to make known to her creditors the frank-
ness and loyaltyof the Republic, by informing
them what she owes and what she is unable to
pay. The sum total of her acknowledged indebt-
edness she estimates as already stated at forty-two
millions of dollars, bearing interest partly at three

and partly at five per cent. She now proposes
that the interest already due shall be added to the
principal, and to set aside in future for the pay-
ment of the annual interest on the entire
debt, the fourth part of the import duties,
which would give the foreign bondholders
about three-fourths of one per cent, per an-
num on the gross amount of their investment.?
Lest, however, the bondholders should grow too
much elated with this extraordinary stretch of
generosity, the Congress of New Granada stipulates
that the interest due the domestic creditors shall
first be paid out of this fourth part of the import
duties, and then, if it should so happen that a sur-
plus remained, that surplus shall be distributed
among the foreign creditors. As this proviso evi-
dently reduces the annual amount set aside for tho
bond-holders to a sum which would require a
microscope to determine its value, the latter cer-
tainly have not much to be thankful for after all.
Feeling this to he the case, and sympathising with
the sufferers, New Granada ventures to assure them
that the best system that can be ad opted by a credi-
tor to realize any claim whatever, is to assist bis
debtor in the efforts he makes for that purpose, and
for that reason the very worst of all means is to re-
duco him to helplessness by taking from him the
scanty resources necessary to meet his most
urgent necessities. Fearing nevertheless that
her creditors might fail to make a proper applica-
tion of this excellent piece of morality, New Gra-
nada pathetically intimates that she is "a poor
but honest debtor." As our government has also
claims upon New Granada growing out of the Pana-
ma riots it would be quite interesting to know in
what manner they are to be paid. The two most im-
portant stipulations in the CASS-HERRAN treaty have
been rejected. New Granada refuses to permit us

to establish a coal depot on one of the islands in the
Bay of Panama and declines to acknowledge that
she is under any obligation to preserve peace and
good order on the inter-oceanic route across the
isthmus. Now there pass over this route annually
from twenty to twenty-five thousand Americans,
and treasure to the amount of fifty millions. If
New Granada will not agree to protect the transit
that duty necessarily devolves itself upon our own

government; but how it is to Joe accomplished with-
out violating the sovereign rights of the "poor but
honest" Republic is a question which is exceeding-
ly difficult to answer; and yet protection in some
way is absolutely required, not merely in view of
the present traffic, but still more by reason of the
immense increase in travel and traffic which is des-
tined to take the isthmus route in consequence of the
new gold discoveries in the North-West territory. To
station ships of war at Aspinwall and Panama
would doubtless produce a g? od effect in pre-
serving the peace at both ends of the transit
but for any difficulty that might arise
between those two points, they would of course
jrove utterly useless. That the mixed popu-
lation of New Granada entertain any but
friendly feelings towards the Americans is well

known; and that the conduct of the greater por-

tion of our countrymen who cross the Isthmus is
by no means such as would tend to conciliate the
natives, is also, we fear, but too true; but this
very condition of things only renders it the more

imperative that the satety of persons and property
on the Isthmus should be in some manuer secured.
With respect to the reclamation made by our

Government for damages arising out of the Pan-

ama riot, there appears, from the expose of the
Secretary ofFinance, to which wr e have already
referred, but little hope of any thing more than a

reluctant admission of the claim, coupled, perhaps,
as in the case of the bondholders, with an offer to
capitalize the interest. "Ifat some future period,"
as the Secretary ofFinance very sagely remarks,
"an abundant immigration of laborious people
"should come to assist the present population,
"availing themselves of the natural advantages
"of all kinds offered by the country, her fiscal re-

sources will then be sufficient to cover the debt;
"but, in the meantime, New Granada cannot, by
"a good deal, satisfy the obligations pressing upon
"her treasury." After an offer of three-fourths of
one per cent, per annum to lier old creditors, sub-
ject to conditions that reduce this pittance to
nothing at all, we are perfectly satisfied that New-
Granada cannot "by a good deal" satisfy the
claims against her, or if she can, that she has not
the disposition to do so. She is unquestionably
"poor;" she may be honest, but when she proposes
to pay the interest upon her indebtedness subject
to so man}- drawbacks, we can only exclaim with
SANCIIO PANZA, "Blessed are they who expect
"nothing, for they shall not be disappointed."

FOREIGN MISCELLANY.
A PETRIFIED FOREST. ?The sandstone rocks of

Adersbach, in Bohemia, have been visited by per-
sons from all quarters of the globe, on account of
their grotesque and fantastic forms. Ten years ago
another defile of sandstone rocks was discovered
near Wcckelsdorf. To this is now to be added the
discovery of a grand layer of petrified trees. It
stretches to the extent of two miles and a half in
length and half a mile in breadth, and there is one
point where 20,000 or 110,000 stems ofpetrified wood
may be seen at one glance.

ATTEMPTS ON THE CHRISTIANS AT ALEXANDRIA.?
News from Alexandria of the 18th states that the
Christians had been insulted and menaced in thatcity, but that the aggressors had been immediately
arrested. A garrison ol 8000 men and the energet-
ic measures adopted had completely dissipated any
fear of serious danger. The disturbances among
the mountaineers of Syria still continued.

THE LIBEBLAN NAVY.?The Liberian brigantine of
war Sark, Lieutenant Commander William 11.
Monger, has arrived at Plymouth, from Monrovia,
to be re-fitted at Deptford dockyard. This littlevessel, the only member of the navy of the infantrepublic, carries, besides her commander, Sailing
Master W. Chard, Midshipman W. S. Harris, Boat-swain Joseph Haggard, and ten seamen.

THE CHESS MATCH BETWEEN MR. MOUPHY AND
HEKR LOWEXTHAL.? Of this match of 50 games, the
three first, have been played. The first after six
hours' play, was drawn. The second was abruptly
terminated in V 4 hours in favor of the United State's
champion, by an error which lost Mr. Lowenthal a
piece. The third was a protracted contest of nearly
eighty moves, and was also won by Mr. Morphv.

The Press ({'Orient gives an account of three
Frenchmen having swam across the Bosphorus,
from the landing-place at Stenia to the Asiatic coast,
near Kandlidja?a feat which took them about 50
minutes to perform.

The promoters of the intended Great Exhibition of
1861 have under consideration a proposition for
placing the new Crystal Palace, in which it will beheld, as a permanent building in Battersea-park,close to the present terminus of the West-end and
Crystal Palice Railway.

The Sardinian squadron that was on its way to
Cherbourg has received orders to alter its courseand cruise on the coast of Candia, for the protec-
tion of the Christian population.

The Corriere Mercantile, of Genoa, states, from
Rome, that Count Gaddi Ercolani was arrested
there on the 15th, and transferred to the political
prison of San Michele. The cause of the step is
not stated.

The Iberia, a Madrid journal, says that a naval
division ofSpan had taken possession", inthe Queen's
name, of some islands in the Gulf of Guinea and
that the commander of the division had made him-
self Governor of them.

The death of Rev. E. Smalley, of Troy, is a pain-
ful affair. He was the pastor of Cnion church, in
Worcester. He took a relaxation from the church
in Troy, and went to Europe. He was sick all the
voyage out, and on the return from Europe his sea-
sickness came on again, and from it ho never re-
covered.

A man named Stearns of Muscatine, lowa, com-
mitted suicide by cutting his throat with a razor,
while the surgeon was absent for his instruments
with which to amputate the leg of the suicide.
