CITY INTELLIGE
TELKORAPHTC REJOICINIIS. ?There was everywhere vis-ible yesterday an unbounded feeling of gratification andrejoicing throughout the city. Agreeably to the request

of His Honor Mayor SWANK, as set forth in the proclama-
tion which we published in yesterday's Exchange, at anearly hour in the morning the American flag was suspend
ed from all the public buildings, the various newspaper
offices, the hotels, engine houses, armories, telegraph offi
ces, Ac The Ohservatiory of Col. Tuos. N. NELSON, onFederal Hill was gaily decked out at an early hour withthe flags of all nations and the numerous signals in hisestablishment.

The Mayor having sent a request to Major FRENCH, Com
mandant at Fort McHenry, to tire a salute of one hundred
guns, out of compliment to our citizens and in honor of
the event which was being celebrated, that gallant officer
promptly responded by parading tlie Fort forces on theObservatory Hill,with six artillery pieces, with which the
salute was fired, and so brief a period elapsed between the
receiving of the request and the expiration of tlie timefixed for the firing of the salute, that it was found necessary to tire the guns to the number of fifty to tlie minute,in order to comply with the request to fire the salute be-
tween the hours of 12 and X o'clock; but the skill of Maj.
FRENCH and liis officers and men, accomplished this ex-
traordinary feat. In recognition of his promptness and
kiudness the Mayor dispatched to Major FRENCH an official
note of thanks.

Between the hours of 12 and 1 o'clock, all the church
and fire alarm bells in the city were kept constantly ring-
ing. In addition to these, Mr. HENRY TAYLOR had'placed
in front of his bookstore a massive bell, whose merry peals
succeeded in producing a large concourse ofpeople in the
vicinity of Baltimore and South streets, and arousing with-in them an unwonted degree ofexcitement.

From the window of the British Consulate, in the Ex-change Reading Rooms building, the American flag be-longing to the Board of Trade and tlie British flag of the
Consulate, were unfurled.

A number of the members of the Baltimore City Guards,
under the direction of the their commander, Maj. Jos. P.'
WARNER, ascended to the roof of their armory building,
from which position they fired a salute with musketry,

Throughout the entire day, the several newspaper offices
were thronged with those eagerly awaiting additional par
ticulars of the telegraphic operations and other matterspertaining to the Atlantic telegraph.

RECOVERY OP MORE STOLEN GOODS. ?Yesterday after
noon Sergt. SMITH and officer MF.ADS, of the Eastern Dis
trict, from information obtained from the wife of JOHN
SHADLE, who is in jailfor stealing?proceeded to the ho use
ot a man named ISAAC GANTZ, on China street, between
Montgomery and Henrietta streets. Federal Hill,and sta
ted the object of their visit to be the recovery of certain
articles, supposed to he stolen, some of which they de-
scribed. GANTZ denied having such articles in the house,
whereupon the officers entered and proceeded up stairs,
where they found a large quantity ol articles, consisting
of shawls, both silk and woollen, ladies dresses, pillow-
case?, table cloths, napkins and other articles pertaining
to house keeping. The officers seized the goods and took
GANTZ into custody, lie was brought before Justice AU-
DOUN, and the wife of the man SHADLE testified that
GANTZ had been in the habit of coming to their
house at Canton, and purchasing goods from her hus-band, that he, (the husband) in reply to her inquiries,always said that he had bought the goods at low prices.
She said GANTZ usually came very early in the mornings
when lie wanted to buy. The accused was committed on
the charge ofpurchasing goods knowing them to have been
stolen. There are large quantities of goods now at the
Eastern District Station house waiting identification from
persons who have been robbed.

Yesterday Mr. RVPLEY, whose residence on West Lom-
bard street was robbed in June, of goods valued at $250,
appeared at the Station house and readily identified a
number of articles as being his propertj'. Some of the
napkins are marked inink with the name of ELIZABETH
E. COLE. Parties having lost such articles would do well
to call at the Station-house.

INCENDIARISM.?Yesterday morning about 4 o'clock, an
alarm of fire was sounded, which proceeded from the dis-
covery of flames bursting from the dwelling and restaurant
of Mr. JAS. MCDONALD, on South street, near Pratt. Upon
the sounding of the alarm, officers WISEBAUUH and FOR-
RESTER, of the Middle District, hastened to the place and
succeeding in extinguishing the flames before they had
made much progress, or caused any serious damage.?
The loss is estimated at $55, which was covered by a poli-
cy of iusurance in the Associated Firemen's office. Fire
Inspector BOYD made an examination of the premises yes-
terday, the result of which was the arrest of a colored l>oy
aged some eighteen years, named SAUL. HOUSTON, who
was employed as a waiter iu the restaurant, upon the
charge of having fired the premises. Various circum
stances indicated that the accused had been in the habit of
stealing money and small articles from the restaurant,
and that upon this occasion he had added thereto the
crime ofarson, as he had first rifled the drawer of its con-
tents, and then saturated the counter with alcohol, set
fire to it. He was taken before Justice MEARIS, who
committed him to await a further examination.

SHOCKING CASUALTY. ?An accident, which proved of a
fatal character, transpired on Monday afternoon last, at
the intersection of the Washington Railroad and the Elk
Ridge turnpike. The Sunday School of St. Alphonsus'
Church, with a large number of persons connected there-
with, were spending the day at this place, and when the
Express train from Washington, in charge of Captain
HOOVER was approaching the spot mentioned, the engi-
neer discovered, when but a short distance off. owing to a
curve in the road, that a number of the excursionists were
upon the track, and gave the alarm as soon as possible, by
blowing the engine whistle. Allsave a littlegirl named
MARY CURRAN, aged some six years, succeeded in getting
off the track; she was struck by the cow-catcher, her
skull fractured, and her I>ody shockingly mangled. She
was removed to a dwelling near by, where all possible aid

was rendered her, hut she lingered up to 4 o'clock yester-
day morning, when she was relieved from her sufferings
by death. Her remains were yesterday brought to the
city,and conveyed to the residence of her bereaved fami-
ly, No. 109 West Saratoga street.

CIIAKCK OP FORGERY.?A short time since a man of gen-
teel appearanee passed a forged check for $250 upon the
Citizen's Bank, of Baltimore, but the matter was kept a
secret with the bank officers, with a view to the detection
of the party. Yesterday, doubtless emboldened by his
previous success, he presented another cheek, and this
time for the increased amount of $050.50, at the counter of
the same bank, to Mr. JAMES 11. Cox, the paying teller.?
It purported to have been drawn by the firm of Messrs.
8188 &Co He was immediately identified and taken in
custody, and being taken before Justice SPIES, to whom
he gave the name of JOHN JONES, he was committed to
answer both charges at Court.

CLEANING OP TIIE MOUNT ROYAL RESERVOIR. ?For a
week past some two hundred and fifty men, under the
charge of Mr. JAMES S. SI-TER, the Water Commissioner,
have been engaged inrelieving this reservoir of the sedi-
ment it contained, which had attained a depth of some
eighteen inches. This is the first time that it has been
cleaned since it was erected, some ten years since. The
work was completed on Monday evening, and yesterday
morning the water was again turned into it.

ACCIDENT. ?About six o'clock on Monday' afternoon, a
colored man named JOHN I.EE, residing in Vine street,
near Arch, was quite severely injured by being run over
by a dray which he was driving. The horse took fright,
near the intersection ofBaltimore and Sharp streets, and
while attempting to check hisspeud, the reins were broken,
throwing the driver under the wheels, one of which passetl
over him, causing painful, though not serious internal
injury. He was taken to his residence, where he received
the necessary professional attention, and is now doing

! on me bv this unlooked-for reception. When my wifeand our invalid daughter came to the Isle of Wight

for the sea bath, they had no sooner entered the do-
j minions of Queen Victoria, than with cliaracteris-
j tic hospitality you invited them to Richmond Hill,

| and urged me, at Paris, to meet them. 1 have long
| known, sir, that your generous hospitality has

gnen great pleasure to your fellow citizens com-
i to London, and I am confident that vou have

done much to promote mutual respect and good
teeling between the citizens of the United Slates,
and subjects of the British Crown. (Cheers.)
No one, perhaps, is better qualified for the delight-

tafk ''"an yourself?a native of the United
States, universally respected here. You have lon<r

: resided here, and must have the esteem and confi-
dence of those who know you; and around vourtable English and Americans forget prejudices,
and learn to appreciate each other; this is no small
public good. (Cheers.) But notwithstanding all

| that 1 have heard of your kindness to your coun-
j trymen, lam surprised at what I now see. To thedistinguished guests who surround you. I am deep-
ly indebted lor the kind manner in which they have
received your compliment to me.

It is my first visit to Richmond, in England, and1 can never forget it?'-I was a stranger," and you
have taken mo in. (Cheers.) You have kin'dly
spoken id my long occupation in the service of mVcountry.* To have such evidence of the public con-
fidence at home is most gratifying. When the mo-ther of the Grachi was called on for her jewels, shepointed to her sons. Maternal love prompts to filial
duty, and lie must be a bastard who is not proud to
havo sorved such a mother as my country. Youhave kindly told your guests that 1 have painedpopular favor. I love popularity best in the lan-guage ot Lord Mansfield. It is not the popularity
which 13 run after, but that which follows good andvn tuous actions. If I have been so fortunate as tosecure that, 1 am happy. We live, sir, in an ex-ceptional age, a new era'has opened 011 the Chris-
tian world. For forty years, with inconsiderableexceptions, peace has prevailed, and under its be-
nign influence, human industry- and the affairs ofbusiness have made a progress liitherto unknown.
(Cheers.)

It is during the auspicious occasion of tlje din ofarms that steam has been successfully applied toocean navigation, and the iron road, with its ca-
pacity tor rapid transit, and enormous transporta-
tion, has been brought into general use. Whatmighty miluences and results for the good of man-kind have not been developed during these liappv
years. Commercial and social intercourse has beenincreased, national antipathies and prejudices havebeen mollified, if not obliterated, and those whohad been enemies have been made friends. I ven-tuie to remind you, that under these auspicious
influences the two great nations of Western Eu-rope England and France?after ages of conflictand unneighborly feeling, have become friendsand allies. In France I have now resided for more
than four years, and I am indebted to them for nu-merous acts of friendship, of graceful kindness, andofficial and personal courtesy. I have had opportu-
nities of observation; and while I haveno authortivto speak of the future, I may claim the privilege
which is conceded to my countrymen of guessin"-;
and I will venture to guess (a laugh) that the ap-
proaching meeting of the sovereigns of France andEngland will only tend to strengthen the entente
conhale. (Cheers.)

The period to which I have alluded has given
birth to other great events. Within the last four
years great principles, involving the equal rights
ot independent nations 011 the high seas, have been
settled by common consent, and with universal sat-
isfaction. Disputes in regard to them had in times
past produced ruinous wars, annoyed and harassedcommerce, and destroyed private property. But,
animated by mutual respect, eacli asserting hisown rights and respecting those of others, the dis-
cussion has been undertaken in a spirit of honor,
candor and conciliation, and has resulted in the
establishment of justice and concord. The mer-cantile marine of the weakest State may now go tosea in safety under the protecting a*gis of thesegreat principles. A fruitful source of irritation,
in justice and war is thus closed, I trust, for ever.
Honor to the governments and negotiators who
have achieved these grand results! With no sickly
sentimentality on the subject of war, when national
honor requires an appeal to arms, the cherished
policy of the United States has ever been peace and
friendship with ail nations.

No one of the family of nations has derived
greater advantages from the happy influences to
which I have adverted than our country. In the
career of national greatness her progress has heen
marvelour. and to us it is a source of pride thather growth is not selfish, but always promotes the
interests of the world. \\ e persuade ourselves
that as States of the American Union?Louisiana,Florida, Texas and California are more valuable tothe commerce of the world, as well as to the people
who inhabit them, than they ever could have been
in the hands of their original distant sovereigns,(t beers.) Such is the natural result of our system
and policy Nor can the people of the UnitedStates regard with jealousy the prosperity of other
nations. It is their peculiar good fortune, from j
their surplus products, to supply the great staples
ol foreign commerce. All nations are their cus-
tomers; and on a plain principle of safety in busi-ness, they desire to see their customers prosperous
aud happy. (Cheers.)

A\ ithin the last halt century everywhere laborhas risen in dignity, and the working man receives
more of the awards of his own industry, freed from
the unnecessary burthens of taxation imposed by
wars. This must become more and more the case.
(Cheers.) I believe at this moment there is not a
nation the interests of whose people are not boundup in peace, and I hope that there is not a govern-
ment which is indifferent to the interests of its
people. There is an interest involved in the pre-
servation of peace which the Almighty wisely in-
tended should be the greatest interest o'f humanity, j
(Cheers.) Other pursuits give luxury and add "to
human comfort, but upon agriculture "mankind re-
posed for subsistence. It is not wise to withdraw
from its healthy and virtuous pursuits the labor of a
country, and by placing it in the ranks of the army
make lhen "food for gunpowder." (Cheers.)

I am particularly obliged that you have done me
the honor to place' me by the side of the Countess I
Glasgow, whose illustrious father was distinguished j
for his devotions and enlightened contributions to
this course of scientific agriculture. I pray her 1ladyship to excuse this reference to herself; but I j
have made it from grateful respect to her father's |
memory; the name of Sir John Sinclair of Scotland,
is known and revered in the United States as the |
cherished friend and correspondent of Washington, j
(Renewed cheers.)

DOUGLAS'S BASIS OF RECONCILIATION
WITH THE PRESIDENT.

A correspondent of the St. Louis Republican, who
seetns to have access to Senator Douglas's papers,
gives the following extract from the Senator's late
speech at Pittsfield :

'?When, in 1854, the Nebraska bill wa3 passed
(said he) 1 stood before you in this same court-house
yard and vindicated that measure. I told you if
Kansas wanted slavery she should have it, and if
she did not want itshe should not have it, and that
we would give her a fair chance, at a fair, honest,
and impartial election. Last winter, in my opinion,
there was a movement made calculated" to strike
down that great principle of free government. I
allude to the effort to force the Territory of Kansas
into the Union under the Lecompton constitution.
I objected to the Lecompton constitution, not be-
cause of its slavery provisions. I did not care what
those provisions were, so far as it would affect my
action. I would not stop to inquire whether she
was a free or a Slave state. My objection was that
the Lecompton constitution was not the act and
deed of the people of Kansas, that it was not made
bv themselves, that it did not embodv their will.
'*** * * *

Believing such to be the fact, I resisted it until
the death?not my death?but the death of Lecomp-
ton. (Applause.) Here is another man who didthe same thing, (Mr. Morris.) lam not going to
talk for him, for he can talk for himself. Illinois
stood a unit on that question. We resisted the at-
tempt until he drove them from it, and forced them
to refer the question back to the people of Kansas,
thus giving them a chance to vote upon its accep-
tance or rejection. [A voice?They have rejected
it.] I never could consider that the terms of that
proposition and the mode of submission were fair,
but I was willingto abide by the expression of the
people upon that election. That election was held
last Monday, and the general result is known, the
returns being mostly in, and it has been rejected by
more than ten to one. (Loud cheering.)

"A great many friends come to me and ask me :

'Are you willing to acquiesce in that English bill?'
I always told them I would acquiesce in the decision
of the people under it. They have rejected it, and
I now want to know if they will acquiesce in its
death; I am certain that I will.

"Bv the death of Lecompton there is a termina-
tion forever of the Lecompton controversy. It is at
an end, and there will be no excuse for that contro-
versy to arise again, unless it is brought up in an
improper and mischievous manner, for mischievous
and improper purposes.

"Isay the controversy can never arise again, for
this rca'son; The President of the United States, in
his Annual Message, declared that he fbgretted that
the Lecompton constitution had not been submitted
to tile people of Kansas. I joined him in that re
gret. Thus far we agreed. He then declared that
it was a sound policy to require the submission of
every constitution to the people. I agreed with
him on that. lie then declared, in his opinion,
that hereafter the example set in the Minnesota
case, where Congress a submission,
should be forever followed as a rule of action. I
agreed with him on '.hat. Then what did we differ
about? He added, that while it was a sound prin-
ciple that a constitution should be submitted to the
people, nnd that he hoped hereafter Congress would
always require that to be done, vet there were such
circumstances with regard to Kansas that rendered
it expedient to admit her at once. I differed with
him as to that. That point is now decided. The
people of Kansas have decided it forever. I
trust that he is satisfied with that decision as well
as I.

"That being the case, why shonld not he and I go
together in the future, each standing (irmly by his
Minnesota recommendation, that hereafter a consti-
tution shall be required by Congress to be submit-
ted to the people in all cases? If we only do that
?stand by that principle in the future?then the
Lecnmpton controversy can never again arise, the
friends of self-government willall be united. Let
us then rally upon a common plank and platform
upon which all national men may stand, and upon

IMPORTANT FROM MEXICO.
By IVay of Havana we have received advicesfrom Vera Cruz to the 27th of July. The New

York papers translate froiii Havana papers the fol-lowing interesting intelligence concerning the civil
war now raging in Mexico :

On the 10th ot July, the new Ministry was de-
clared as follows: Senor Castillo Lanzas, Minister of
foreign Relations; Senor Fernandez de Jauregul,
Minister of Government; Padre Miranda, Minister ofJustice, Senor Jorrin, Minister of the Interior; Se-
nor Zaklivah, Minister of Public Safety, and SenorHon J so Garcia, Minister of War.

The new ministry, on the 14th, passed a law
against conspirators mentioning those who shouldered as such, and defining the punishment,
which shall be from five to ten years' imprisonment
and banishment, according to the culpability of the
convicted party. A decree was also passed, in
which it is declared that the large number of arms
in the hands of all classes of persons is a great
detriment to the public welfare. Another law en-
joins the establishment and organization of defen-sive operations in town arid country, and recom-
mends proprietors and others to give their aid for
their own and the common good.

According to a letter, dated from the'capital on
the 11th of July, and inserted in the Progreno of
\ era Cruz, it appears that the troops of flcheaga-

ray, Galindo and Parva are assembled there ini
the fear that an advance would be made on thecapital.

On the 30th of June the forces of Colonel Zuazuatook possession of the important town of San LuisI'otosi. General Mir anion, Mejia, Marquey and
I arva have been directed to march against it.On the loth, General Alatriste took Tuxpan, cap-
turing numerous arms, including two cannon, andmaking the garrison prisoners.

Itis said that on the 2d, in the Pass of Atten-
quique, a battle was fought between the troops of
Miramon and those of Don Santas Degollados. The
former say, that after six hours' fighting, the enemy
lett on the field of battle 122 dead and many more
wounded, with a quantity of baggage and am-
munition. The ProgrcHo on the other hand, says
that this pretended victory was a most disastrousrout, that Miramon left more than two hundreddead on the field?that I,ooo'of his men were
wounded, and that the remainder of his army, dis-organized and dispersed, fled towards Guadalajara.

'1 he same journal says, in its issue of the 22d, that
the Governor of Vera Cruz had received official in-
formation that the forces of Echeagaray, which were
to sail troni Jalapa, in tlie neighborhood of Perote,
for the coast of Barlovento, were detained at the
Pass called "Maria de la Torre," and lost there
forty men?that their infantry and artillery were
compelled to fall back upon "Paso de XoVillos,"
and their cavalry upon Plapacoyan, where theywere surrounded by a large body of Constitutional-ists, composed of the National Guard ofthe Cantonsot Misantla and Papantia, and about 200 veteransbelonging to the garrison of the fortress of Perote.

From the Brownsville Flag, of the 28th ult., we
extract the following intelligence:

By the arrival of the mail from Monterey to Ma-tamoras, on Saturday last, we have dates from the
latter place to the 19th inst. The Official Bulletinof that date announces other victories. Durantehad fallen into the hands of the forces under tne
governor of Chihuahua, who had declared for the
constitution of's7. Guanajuato, Guadalajara andZacatccas had also fallen into the hands of the libe-
rals, while the news ot the abandonment of thecity of Mexico by the pretender Zuloaga had been
confirmed.

News has also reached Matamoras that General
Moreno had abandoned the important point ofTam-pico and tied to the mountains, leaving the town incharge of only fifty men. Gen. Carvajal, with alarge detachment of the forces of Tamaulipas, was
to have marched on Tampico, while others pursued
the retreating General .Moreno. Governor Garzahad left Matamoras to superintend in person the
movements of the Tamaulipas forces.

The battery and ammunition which left here forMonterey was expected to arrive in time for Gen.A idaurri to take the field in person on the '27th ofthis month, which he announces as his intention to
do, at the head of the main body of the army ofthe north, so soon as these needed supplies shallhave arrivad at Monterey. Every step of the bravo

frontier men has been marked with a signal triumph
thus far. and but little doubt is now entertained of
their ultimate and speedy success.

Immediately after the taking of San I,uis Potosi,
Col. Zuazua issued a decree banishing the bishop of
that diocese and their priests. The complaint
against these clergymen seems to be that they, dur-ing the action of San Luis, were very active, under
the lead of their bishop, llarajas, in encouraging the
reactionist forces in the city to resist the entrance
ot Zuazua s troops, taking the field in person and
distributing ''sanctified" medals to the soldiery.

IMPORTANT FROM VENEZUELA.
[Special Correspondence of the Philadelphia Prcne.]

CARACAS, July 14.1858.
On the sth inst. the Convention met at Valencia.

Senor Fermon Toro was elected President. Of theone hundred and seven members present, General
t astro received the votes ot 02 for Provisional
President; Senor F. Toro seven, and Senor Manuel
*? Tovar eight. General Castro leaves this week for
\ aleneia, to take the oath ofolfice. The Constitu-tion of 1830 lia3 been adopted until the Convention
form a new one.

Senores Manual F. Tavor, Pedro J. Kosas, Mi-guel Uerrera, Inan de Dins Ponte, and .Jesus Ma
Guevara have been elected by the Convention to
form the Supreme Council, to which all Executive
appointments are submitted for approval.

The Secretary of Foreign Affairs, in view of the
correspondence and personal interviews with Mr.Karnes, our worthy representative, on the subject
of the Aves Island reclamation, by order of his Ex-
cellency Gen. Castro, has fullyacknowledged thejustice of the claim.

For several years this question has been a matter
of controversy between the Governments of the two
countries, and rocentlv the cause of a special mis-
sion to Washington. Its denial might have been
at some future time, the cau3e of a rupture between
the two countries. The question in itself involved
the delicate point of territorial right, for Venezuela
considered the island her property, but Mr. Eaines
has so evidently proved that it were in derelict, that
the present administration have not been able to
oppose his conclusive demonstration of this fact.

England and France, have lately sent instructions
to their charges d'affaires to demand the delivery
of Monagos, Gutierrez, and Guiseppi, as a satisfac-
tion for the alleged violation of their legations.
The representations made to their Government are,
that they were compelled to deliver Gutierrez and
Guiseppi to the Government, though under their
protection. The protocol has not been insisted up-
on by their Power.

It is rumored that Valencia will be the capital
of the Republic, but nothing certain is yet known.

LIEBIG THE CHEMIST.
A correspondent of The Rural New Yorker gives

the following description of Liebig, the agricultur-
al chemist:

"On the last day which I passed in Munich, I
went to hear the world-renowned chemist, Liebig,
lecture. His laboratory and lecture room are in the
same house in which heresides. When he entered the
lecture-room the students all rose to receive him,
and he acknowledged their attention by a polite bow.
He wore a black dress-coat and white pantaloons.
Liebig is a line intellectual-looking man, tall,
though not broad; has iron-gray hair, which has fal-
len offfrom his broad and projecting forehead; he
wears no beard. He lectures in a very conversa-
tional manner, part of the time sitting; inakes manv
gestures, and good ones, too. His face is expres-
sive. He is indeed a good deal of an orator, andperhaps the best popular lecturer in Germany.
Liebig was fifty-six years old on the 12th of Mav,
1857. He was born in Darmstadt, and at the age
of twenty-one was made Professor at Giessen. In
1852 he came to Munich. Between the years 1832
and 1856 he published one hundred and seventy sev-
en papers, many of which were very elaborate.He is said to be proud and overbearing; he is how-
ever, on the side of Progress, and heads the Reform
party in the University. I heard an American gen-
tleman, who was well "acquainted with him, express
this opinion: ''l don't know a man whom a little
judicious damning would do as much good to as
Liebig. He is cross and tyrannical to his assis-
tants, and they do not deserve such treatment."

The body of a German was found, a few days
since, at West floboken, X. .1., with a discharged
pistol lying beside it. The coroner held an inquest,
and the jury returned a verdict of "suicide by his
own hands.

Another bonnet, made bv the same approved
hand, is of Belgian straw, kound the crown aredisposed ears of maize and wheat, the latter madeof black velvet. Two narrow rows of lace, the oneblack and the other white, edge the front. Thecrown, which is without stiffening, is made of white
tulle spotted with black. The strings are of broad
sarcenet ribbon, of a bright shade ofPrussian blue;
and the under trimmingconsists of bows of blue and
straw-colored ribbon.

A third bonnet consists of a combination of mauve
colored silk and white tulle. The crown is orna-
mented with straw embroidery, covered with a che-
nille knot. On the left side there is a spray of white
eglantine. Under trimming, bows of mauve colored
ribbon and sprigs of white eglantine.

A fourth is of Belgian straw, trimmed in a very
original style, with ribbon in variegated hues?viz :
red, green, yellow, dark blue, and white. Allthese
colors are blended together, and form a sort of
chequered pattern, to which the French have given
the name of ooossais, though it has no relation to
any of the Scotch clan tartan?. The bavolet or
curtain of the bonnet, here alluded to, is formed of
this kind of ribbon, and a bow of the same is placed
on the left side. The under trimming consists of
corn flowers and boutons d'or; the corn flowers on
the right side being red, and on the left side blue.A small cordion or wreath of both combined passes
across the upper part of the forehead.

During the warm weather of the last few weeks
mantelets and scarfs of white muslin have beeu
much worn. Some are plain, and others embroid-
ered. They are frequently lined with colored silk.
Scarfs of white muslin are edged with broad hems,
within which are inserted runnings of colored rib-
bon, and they are slightly gathered down at the
back by a bow of ribbon with long and flowing ends.
Square shawls of white muslin are also occasionally
seen. They are edged with lace, and sometimes
with frills of muslin, with runnings of colored rib-
bon in the hems. For a plain style of outdoor cos-
tume, scarfs of black silk, or of the same material
as the dress, are very general. They are gathered
down at the back by a bow of ribbon.

Pique is a material now exceedingly fashionable
for neglige costume. A dress of pique usually con-
sists of ajupeanda long easaque, uie latter but-
toned up the front, and ornamented with some one
ot the many varieties of beautiful passementerie
now so much in fashion. Jackets of white pique or
of marcella, are frequently worn with silk skirts,
and thus form a pretty variety in costume. These
jackets may be trimmed with white fringe or passe-
menterie. Sometimes they are trimmed with col-
ored braid; but the most elegant trimming is
needlework of an open eyelethole pattern. Mohair
dresses are also much in favor for the country.?
The kind best suited for neglige are those with
small chequered patterns. They are made either
with side trimmings or double skirts. In either
ease the trimmingusually consists of colored rib-
bon. One or more straight rows are placed at the
edge of the upper skirt. For quilles, or side trim-
mings, rows of ribbon may be ran on longitudinal-
ly, or in short, transverse rows of graduated
width.

Round hat of leghorn, with a very broad brim,
incliningdownward on the forehead so as to shade
the face from the sun. The crown is encircled by
a wreath composed ofblue corn flowers, mingled
with grass. The strings are of very broad ribbon
of two different colors, viz., dark blue and green;
and under the brim of the hat, at each side, are full
bouquets of blue corn flowers and grass. The robe
is of mohair, of a small checkered pattern. It has
a double skirt, the upper one edged with a trim-
ming consisting ofblue and green ribbon plaited
together. The wide hanging sleeves are edged
with the same trimming, but of narrower width,
and they are gathered up in front of the arm bv a
bow of ribbon of the two colors employed in the
trimming. The skirt is gathered in at the waist in
longs plaits, and a waistband of narrow blue rib-
bon is fastened in front by a bow and ends of blue
and green ribbon. Over the corsage is worn a tic-
hu, or pelerine, of muslin, with three bouillones,
within which are inserted ruunings ofblue ribbon.
The pelerine is edged with a trimming of scalloped
muslin. Undersleeves of white muslin, drawn
loosely at the ends with bouillones and runnings of
ribbon. Mittens of black fillet.

PROMENADE OR CARRIAGE COSTUME.
Dress of very rich Azof green silk, with two

skirts. The upper one is edged with verv broad
green and white fringe, having a heading of green
silk passementerie, intermingled with black velvet.
The high corsage is fastened in front by buttons of
malachite and gold. The bretelles qre trimmed
with fringe corresponding with that on the skirt.
The sleeves (not known in our illustration) are
loose at the ends and plaited at the upper part.?
The under sleeves are formed of a double putf of
tulle and a frill of lace. Bonnet of French chip,
trimmed with bouquets of verbena, intermin"lcd
with broad blades of grass. The strings are of
white ribbon, edged with rose colored velvet.?
Square shawl of organdie muslin, edged with a
frill of the same, headed by a bnllione with run-
ning of lilac ribbon.

BALL DRESS.
Robe of white gauze, with nine narrow flounces,

each edged with a bias band of maize colored silk.
Over this flounced skirt is a tunic of maize silk,
open at each side. The low corsage is finished at
top by a ruche of tulle, and has a fichu Antoinette,
crossed both at the back and infront. The tiehu is
formed of two frills of gauze, edged with runnings
of maize colored ribbon. The loose hanging sleeves
of white tulle are edged in corresponding manner.
The front hair is disposed in double roleanx at each
side, and the back hair in loose bows or loops. The
coiffure consists of bouquets of the lilac gladiolus
with sprays ot heath. The same flowers compose
the bouquet de corzage and the hand bouquet.

Of the deaths, says the Crescent, 140 were by yel-

And of the 140,
only 8 were natives of the United States. The
mortality by other diseases was as follows : Ty-
phoid fever, 11; brain fever 7; congestive fever, 6;
infantile convulsions 14; consumption 13; chronic
diarrhoea, 10; dysentery, 9; stillborn, 7; conges-
tion of brain, 5; inflammation of lungs, 5; apo-
plexy, 4; teething, 4; infantile marasmus, 3; tris-
mus nascentium, 3; sunstroke, 3; disease of heart,
2; cholera, 2; and cattarh, 2. Men, 153; women,
50; boys, 56; and girls, 47.

10th the aeaths from vellow fever were 35, and on
the 11th, 45?which shows a continued increase.

In speaking of the weekly report of August Bth,
the DeUa of the 10th inst. says :

Itwill be seen that the deaths from yellow fever
for the week ending Sunday morning last, is just
double that of the previous week. But then, it
must be remembered, that out of tbe one hundred
and forty, only ten Americans died; and it is fair to
infer that most of the one hundred and thirty per-
sons of foreign birth, who were victims to tlie dis-
ease, were unacclimated. We are, therefore, safe
in saying that the fever is contined chiefly to per-
sons who are not accustomed to onr climate, or if
accustomed to it,not only imprudently expose them-
selves to the hot sun, but live in such an unfortu-
nate style, and in such unhealthy spots, as to make
them peculiarly liable to summer diseases. It is
rare to bea.r ot persons living in well ventilated
houses, and blessed with the comforts of life, being
attacked.

Tlie Telegraphic Rejoicings
NEW YORK, August 17. ?The celebration in honor of the

Atlantic cable, commenced here to-day at sunrise by firing
salutes from the Battery, Park, and Central Park. Flags
were displayed in all the public buildings and hotels, and
many private edifices and the shipping generally, were de-
corated. Another salute of one hundred guns was fired at
noon, withthe ringiDg of bells. Business was suspended
to some extent and an extempore holiday prevailed. In
the evening all the public buildings inthe citv were illu-
minated, together with the hotels, theatres and numerous
private buildings.

PHILADELPHIA, August 17. ?At an early hour this morn-
ing a salute of 100 gnns was fired from the Navy Yard,
and a similar salute from Broad and Washington streets
inhonor of the Atlantic Telegraphic Cahle. At the last
round at the latter place the cannon prematurely dis-
charged, and two of the artillerymen had their arms
shattered. The public buildings, hotels, newspaper of
fices, shipping, and many of our stores, are handsomely
decorated with English and American flags. The city,
fire alarm and church bells were rung from 6 to'B
o'clock.

CHICAOO, August 17. ?One hundred guns were fired
here last night, bells were rung and rockets and bon-
fires were brought into requisition in honor of the At-
lantic cable. There will be a grand celebration this eve-
ning.

From WAHlilngton,
WASHINGTON, August 17.? The Indian Bureau has re-

ceived a communication from Brigham Young, in which
he says he willgive way to Dr. F< rney and close his ofliee
as superintendent of Indian Affairs. He asks an allow-
ance of $1,300 to reimburse him for food and presents to
the Indians in order to conciliate and keep them in check
untilthe peaceful results following the advance of the
troops could be explained to them. It is snsjiected by the
Commissioner of Indian Affairs that Brigham conciliated
the Indians for his own purposes, but finding that he
could not use them he wants the Government to pay the
expenses.

Special Agent, Prichette, under date of August 2d, states
that he had made an ineffectual effort with a large body of
Yunctenaise Indians to fix a time and place to meet Suiterintendent Cullen, to receive the presents,etc., authorized
by the recent act of Congress to be distributed among
them. He has returned to the Sioux Agency, and Mr. Cul-
len has taken measures to mestthem in council on the 17tli
of August.

Democratic Nomination.
Ysnx, August 17.?Hon. Wm. H. Welsh, late Speaker

of the Senate, in the Pennsylvania Legislature, was nom-
inated to-day for re-election to the Senate by the Demo-
cratic Convention by a large majority.

CINCINNATI,August 17.?The Republicans of the Sev-

enth District have nominated Hon . Thomas Corwin for
Congress.

WAR IN AFRICA.
The Paris Pays of July 24 says : At the present

moment occurrences are taking'place in North Afri-
ca which, though they are highly important, seem
to have escaped the attention of Europeans. It has
already been mentioned that the Emperor of Moroc-
co undertook a warlike expedition against the Sem-
murs. On the 21st of May he set out from Mecki-
nez at the head of 6,000 men of the black guards,
4,000 men of the regular infantry, and 9,000 horse-
men, to attack the Semmurs in their own territory,
while his son, Sidi Mohammed, advanced with 18,000
men from Rabat for the same purpose. The rebelshastily retreated into the interior of the country
leaving their tents and baggage to the mercy of the
invaders. The Emperor, deceived by Arab guides
whom he considered trustworthy, was suddenly,
after reaching the mountainous regions, surround-
ed by the Semmurs, and sustained a disastrous de-feat, effecting his return to Fez only by a series of
almost miraculous escapes.

The Emperrr Muley Abderrlnman is now eighty-
two years old, and a campaign, like that he has
just now entered upon, must, besides involving the
most serious political consequences, be arduous and
harassing to him personally. The insurrection,
too, is said to be extending to neighboring tribes.
The Amazirgs, who were subjugated in 1725, after
years of terrible warfare, are said to be making
common cause with the rebels. The government of
the Emperor of Morocco has hitherto enjoyed the
reputation, among its tributary tribes, of possessing
immense power: but this belief once shaken, the
bonds of fear, which alone unite them to its throne,
willsoon be riven, and the mighty empire, perhaps,
in turn be subjugated by those who so long unwil-
lingly contributed to it'greatn#s and renown.
