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It is frequently remarked by card-players, in

summing up the results of the game, that "Honors
are easy," and the 'self-evident truth of the asser-

tion, in such cases at least, rarely admits of dis-
pute. As it may be with cards, so it appears to

be with Universities. "Honors ' there, also, "are
easy," and titles are bestowed by the heads of
those institutions, with much more freedom
and liberality, than judgment and discrimina-
tion. It is no wonder, therefore, that titles of
dignity have lost a good deal of their wortli and
significance of late, from the random manner in

which they have been scattered abroad. There
was a time when certain strongly marked qualifi-
cations, on the part of an individual, pointed him
out as deserving, from superior efficiency in his

tpecialite, to be distinguished by appropriate hon-
ors. If he possessed great military talent, his
deserts were acknowledged by an advance in
grade, or by creating him a Knight Commander,
or a Peer of the Realm. Ifhe excelled as a learned
and eloquent clergyman, he received the honorary
degree of Doctor of Divinity; and if as a jurist,
the distinction of Doctor of Laws. In modern
times, however, titles, orders, and dignities, are
frequently bestowed without any regard whatever
to "the fitness of things." Thus, we find soldiers
complimented with the honorary degree of Doctor
of Laws, and lawyers elevated to the dignity of
Knighthood; some persons elected members of his-
torical societies, whose knowledge of the annals
of their own country does not extend beyond the
picture books of PETER PARLEY, and others mem-
bers of scientific associations, who are as ignorant
of the simplest scientific terms as tliey are ofEgyp-
tian hieroglyphics. When the old Aztec Chieftains
were distinguished by the titles of "Princes of un-
erring Javelins," "Hackers of Men," and "Drink-
ers of Blood"?those titles aptly indicated their
vocation, and when the refined flatterers of the
African monarch of Monomotapa saluted him as
"The Great Thief," we have no doubt whatever
that his ebony majesty had proved himself emi-
nently worthy of the distinction. There is a vein
of sense, and perhaps, also, a spice of sarcasm, in

the titles given or assumed by semi-barbarians;
but what shall we say of those honors dealt "out
so profusely and indiscriminately by our Univer-
sities and other learned bodies ? THOMAS DEKKKR
?one of the most imaginative of the elder Dra-
matists?was perfectly right in his opinion when
he declared of such "honors"?

"I'd not be baited with my fears of losing them,To be their monstrous creature an hour together;
'Tis better sure

To lie upon tli1 embroidery of the grass
Unheeded, than to set the world at gaze;
While from the slippery height I tumble downTo be talked of, and wondered at."

The facility with which degrees could be cheaply
purchased of the Scottish Universities, during the
closing half of the last century, gave point and di-
rectness to the sarcastic remarks in which Dr. JOHN-
SOS was accustomed to indulge with reference to
those institutions. Here, however, we fling such
honors about gratuitously. If they happen to fall
upon the right persons it is well. If upon the
wrong, it is of no consequence, inasmuch as such
testimonials are growing into disrepute from the
manner of their distribution being so frequent-
ly open to ridicule. A case in point has re-
cently occurred. The Trustees and Overseers of
Bowdoin College, Maine, thought proper, at their
annual meeting a few weeks ago, to confer the hon-
orary degree ofLL.D. upon Colonel JEFFERSON" DA-
VIS. "Whether, in this instance, the honor was appro,
priately bestowed is not so much a question of mo-
ment as the "tempest in a teapot" that has grown
out of it. The Charleston Mercury is indignant
that Colonel DAVIS, a Senator of the United States
and a warm supporter of Southern principles,should
have consented to accept the high dignity of "Doe-
tor of Laws" from the Management of a College
which conferred, at the same time, a similar dignity
upon Senator FESSEXOEN, of Maine, whose anti-
slavery opinions are well known. On the other
hand, the Portland (Maine) Adeertiser, denounces
the Trustees ofBowdoin College for bestowing upon
Colonel DAVIS this very distinguished mark of their
regard. The Mercury attributes the selection of the
latter gentleman to "his late Union speech at sea."
The Advertiser, on the contrary, characterizes the
action of the Trustees as "one of those ovations of
'toadyism' which amount to a personal indignity."
And here the Advertiser makes a curious revelation
concerning the way these things are sometimes
managed at "our seats of learning." It appears
that Seuator FESSENDEX was chosen.by "Bowdoin"
as a proper person upon whom the honorary de-
gree of LL.D. might he conferred. But when the
"Management" had reached this conclusion a dif-
ficulty arose. Senator FESSENDEN was an Aboli-
tionist. It would never do to invest an Aboli-
tionist with so distinguished an honor, without
providing a counterpoise by conferring a similar
honor upon some other person of opposite princi-
ples. So Colonel DAVIS, as being the most promi-
nent Southern man then sojourning at the North,
was brought forward to balance, by his pro-slavery
opinions, the Abolitionism of Senator FESSENDEK.
The whole affair appears to have been governed by
prudential considerations, and we perfectly agree
with the Advertiser in believing that, if Colonel
DAVIS "were aware of the probable motives that
"prompted his nomination he would be very much
"disposed to hurl it back with indignant con-
"tompt."

We fullyagree with the Patriot's suggestion of
yesterday, that "newspaper wrangling" is of
small interest to the public and of no profit to the
parties engaged in it. Nothing, therefore, in the
shape of a quarrel merely personal, could have in-
duced us to dedicate to the American a tithe of the
space, which it has recently occupied in our col-
umns. We regarded its original article in refer-
ence to the attack on our olfice, as but an addi-
tional evidence of the corrupt and demoralized
spirit which has poisoned our whole community,
and we denounced it?not as an injury to ourselves,
but as an outrage upon public decency and order.
We have thus far pursued the subject, because we
did not choose to let our adversary escape, by false
issues, the retributive indignation which its con-
duct had merited and provoked, and because we
felt that a conspicuous wrong, freely and fully ex-
posed, and a conspicuous example held up visibly
to scorn, would do more for the cause of public
integrity and peace than the exposure of an hun-
dred vulgar criminals. Unless we greatly mistake,
the result has answered the ends we had in view
and our unworthy contemporary has been made
to feel?in points where even the American has
sensibility?that there is yet justice and sense of
right in the community, and that even if ruffians
may break the law and go free, newspapers, at all
events, cannot be their patrons and apologists with
impunity.

This much done, we think our duty, for the
present, has been discharged, in that quarter.
The remarks of the American in its editorial of
yesterday in which, with the unmanly indirect-
ness which it takes to be decorum, it insinuates
that our independence is "the independence ofsans culottes , and that our pnj cr is "a subsidized
journal, or one supported by private contributors"we reserve for comment at an early and proper

MARYLAND COAL TRADE.
[From the Cumberland Telegraph, of yesterday.]

For the week ending Saturday, August 14,
7,348.01 tons of eoal were shipped over the Cum-
berland and Pennsylvania Railroad, 4,322.17 tons
over the road of the George's Creek Coal and Iron
Company, 3,870.1ti over the road of the Cumber-
land Coal and Iron Company, and 1,655.18 tons
over the Hampshire Coal and Iron Company's road,
making an aggregate for the week from the whole
coal region ot 17.203.12. Total shipments for the
year from the entire region 367,008.00 tons. Dur-
ing the season 1.008 canal boats cleared this port,
carrying 126,774.00 tons of coal. Of the total
amount 240,834.00 tons went by railroad.

The above is a revised statement of the coal trade
for theyear, gathered from reliable sources of in-
formation. It shows but a slight decrease as com-
pared with the shipments of the corresponding pe-
riod of last year. Below we give both rears to this
date:

NAVAL.
The steam frigate Colorado hauled alongside the

lioanoke, at the Charleston Navy Yard on Tuesday
afternoon, for the purpose of transferring her crew
to the latter vessel. The Roanoke is to supersede
the Colorado as flagship ofthe Home Squadron, and
willsoon sail for the Gulf of Mexico.

The U. S. frigate Congress, now undergoing a
thorough overhauling at the Philadelphia Navy
Yard, has been ordered to prepare for sea at once.
She can be got ready in about three weeks.

The U. S. ship Cumberland, Comr. Misronn, was
at Porto Praya, Cape Yerds, July 20, to sail for the
South Coast on the 25th?all well. Four invalid
seamen from the Cumberland were sent home in
the schooner A. F. Linnell, which arrived at Bos-
ton yesterday.

BRITISH CROP PROSPECTS. ?The rain of Tuesday
night aud Wednesday morning, has been very gen-
eral, has checked the progress of harvest; but as it
was followed by cold drying winds, it has been ra-
ther beneficial than otherwise, being rapidly ab-
sorbed by the soil. The new wheat brought to mar-
ket has almost entirely consisted ol'Talavera quality
and the quantity exhibited has been too small to form
a fair, estimate of tlie probable yield. The bulk of
the crop lias yet to be gathered, and the weather
must still decide the character of the markets; but
the tendency this week has been, on the whole, ra-
ther downwards. Very conflicting accounts still
obtain; but beyond a fair average can hardly be ex-
pected, either here or in America; while Europe
generally seems below this expectation. It is well
that the overplus of the last crop will be available
to fill up any void. Potatoes have kept improving,
though in some localities there are complaints, and
the drought has made the tubers smaller than usual.
Beans and peas seem bad everywhere, bailee and
oats being short. The rain has fallen too late to get
many second cuts of grass, but it willbe very ser-
viceable for feeding off Foreign markets, like our
own, have experienced some fluctuations, leaving
but a small difference from last reports. Still, as
many are above our own rates, holders here seem
little disposed to accept lower prices, especially as,
even with tine weather, there is a prospect that all,
sooner or later, will be wanted, and there is no
abundance ot Indian corn to fall back upon as a
substitute in case of need.? Mark Lane Express.

THE SANDWICH ISLAND BABY PRINCE.?On the
1-tli of June the foreign children of Honolulu
formed a procession and proceeded in a body to the
residence of the King of the Sandwich Islands, and
presented the infant prince with a beautiful little
carriage worth S6OO. Master Everett, four years
old, made the speech to the King:

"Sire: You would scarce expect one of my age
to speak to a king; but I have come with the for-
eign children of Honolulu to see your little boy the
Prince of Hawaii. We desire to present him this
little carriage as a mark of our respect."

His Majesty replied nearly as follows:
"Ithank thee, Master Everett, and your little

companions for the present you have made to my
infant boy. I appreciate it as another expression
of sympathy so generally manifested in the foreign
community in his behalf". You have but followed
your parent's example, and I feel highly honored
that both should have so kindly remembered my
bov."

A baptismal robe lias also been presented to tlie
youngster, made by the same bands that prepared
the lace coronation robe of her Majesty Queen Vic-
toria and the baptismal robe of the Princess Koyal
ofEngland.

Ax UNCOMFORTABLE OFFICE. ?In that highly in-
teresting work, l'l)av itown in Africa," by Mrs-
Anne M. Scott, it is stated that among the Grebo
tribe of Africans, the shrewdest and most enterpris-
ing of African tribes, the government is much more
of a democracy than a monarchy, and that the pow-
er of the king is very limited. No enactment of his
is enforced until sanctioned by the voice of the peo-
ple. He is a priest as well as prince, and lives in an
anointed house, but the people expect him to ensure
them success in all their undertakings, and when
misfortunes overtake them he is regarded as their
author, and frequentlv looses his life. When be is
anointed, the patriarchs give him their respective
charges: "Let trade be active; cause the earth to
bring forth abundantly; let health prevail ; drive
war far away; let witchcraft be kept in abeyance."
This is almost equal to what is expected of a new
President of the United States, who. if he does not
lose his head, is very apt to forfeit his place, if he
don't fulfillexpectations quite as reasonable as those
of the Greboes.

STAR OF TITE SOUTH. ?This new and beautiful
steamer, which is destined to run between Peters-
burg and New York, reached Norfolk on Sunday
last en route for our city. The Star of the South
is a model boat, works with a propellor, and is 700
tons burthen. She will load at our wharves to the
depth of 8 feet, and then proceed to City Point,
where she willtake on the remainder of her cargo.
She is to be commanded by Capt. Thomas \V. Bad-
ger, an old salt, who lias made many hair breadth
escapes from death, the most remarkable of which
was his rescue from the water after the Central
America went down in September last. Capt. B.
was returning from California with $30,000 in gold.
This snu" sum was tossed into the ocean as so much
chaff when the Captain saw death staring him in
the face.?

FOR BREMEN. ?The ship which has been
loading at this port, sailed for Bremen on Saturday
last. Her cargo consists of 4.820 bbls. whale oil
and 52,000 lbs. whalebone.

Bremen wbaleships. The oil, with that taken by
the Amaranth a few weeks since, makes about 10,-
000 bbls. whale oil for Foreign account, purchased
by Joseph Kicketson 2d Esq., who has also recently
bought a large quantity of sperm oil for export. ?

LIVING IN TWO STATES AT THE SAME
TIME.

At a place called "College Corner," an individual
occupies a house that is rather singularly situated.
One half of the house is in the State of Indiana, and
the other half in Ohio. The boundary line between
Butler and Preble counties in this State runs di-
rectly through the house, so that the occupant lives
in two counties in Ohio and one in Indiana at the
same time. Of course, if he was charged with any
offence it would he right sharp work for an officer
to catch liiui, armed with a process from Preble
county. lie would only have to pass from one
room to another in his dwelling to be beyond
the jurisdiction of an officer, by going to But-
ler county. And if officials from both counties
should conic at him at the same time, he takes to

the kitchen or the parlor, as the ease might he,
and he is safe beyond their reach in another State,
although he might be within arm's length of the
officers. It would require three warrants to catch
a man so peculiarly domiciled, and if wanted in this
State, lie would not be compelled to cross his own
door-sill without a requisition. The house of an
old resident in this county is similarly situated.?
The city line just cuts off the porch of the house, so
that he sleeps in the country, and takes his ease on
the porch in the city. Where he sleeps and eats is
of course his voting place, so he is necessarily put
down amongst the "country constituents."? Ciu.

DENOUNCING THEIR SUPREME COURT.
We learn from the subjoined paragraph, which

we find in the Columbus, Ga., Enquirer , of the 14th
instant, that the Supreme Court of Georgia has
been so unfortunate in one of its decisions as not to
concur with the wishes of a portion of the people
of that State, who propose inconsequence to adopt
a very summary mode for the removal of the evil
under which they complain. We suppose that, ac-
cording to the theory of the Georgia Constitution,
the Supreme Court is the highest tribunal known to
the State judicature, but it would seem that some
of the people have discovered a right of appeal from
its decisions to the arbitrament of the Legislature,
which is called to pronounce sentence of outlawry
on the said Court because its decisions do not square
with the popular judgment:

"Some of the papers of this State are very indig
nant at the decision of the Supreme Court of Geor-
gia in the late bank case from this city?the Court
having decided that suit could not be brought and
maintained by the bill holders of a bank after the
expiration of its charter. The conduct of Judge
Benning indeciding this case is also criticised. The
Ncwnan Runner publishes a call for a public meet-
ing of the citizens of Coweta county 'to take meas-
ures to memorialize the Legislature to abolish the
Supreme Court of Georgia.' "

FURTHER FROM EUROPE.
The London Time' correspondent gives an ac-

count of the preparation made for the inauguration
of the works at Cherbourg. The programme con-
sists chiefly in salutes, illuminations, etc., and
popular fetes are also to be given. The place is
becoming crowded with visitors of all kinds, moun-
tebanks, showmen, etc. The Emperor was to ar-
rive Aug. 4, the day the Saxonia sailed.

FRANCE.
The Timet' correspondent says : "Some plans of

Cherbourg, lately got up by a publisher here, were
seized before publication, and the lithograph stone
defaced, and orders have been given to seize all such
plans as give the number and description of the guns
in the forts defending the harbor and town."

ITALY.
Tnu NEAPOLITAN STATE TRIALS.?The I'ott says:?

"The King has granted their lives to the seven
prisoners condemned to death in the Sapri trials.?
The capital punishment in the case of Nicotera and
two others is commuted for the galleys inperpetui-
ty; that of the remaining four to 25 years in irons.
The sentence does not mention the English and Sar-
dinian subjects."

A ST. LOUIS ROMANCE.
STRANGE VICISSITI'DES IN THE LIFE OF A NOBLEMAN.

The St. Louis Republican records the death of an
old man in that city, and in regard to his life furn-
ishes the following :

Many years ago Baron Frederick Von Oertel,
whose family was one of the most independent and
aristocratic in Saxony, fell in love with a poor girl
and determined to marry her. He thus incurred
the displeasure ofhis wealthy father, who, on learn-
ing of the proposed alliance, at once disinherited
the young nobleman and turned him from his
doors. This sudden reverse exasperated and mad-
dened the lover, and bidding a silent farewell to
the home of his childhood, and without informing
the object ofhis affection, he bent his course to this
country. On arriving here he joined the United
States army, and served ten years as a soldier. It
is said that his bravery and true heroism on the

fields of Mexico won the admiration of all who had
opportunities to observe them.

At the expiration of the ten years' service, he
returned to Germany to ascertain how the estate of
his family was managed. He found that his pa-
rents were in their graves, and that the property
was distributed equally among his brothers and
sisters, himself being wholly overlooked and dis-
regarded in the will. To add to his dark fortunes,
he ascertained that the girl who was the innocent
cause of bis ruin bad married and moved awav.
Yon Oertel's mind had never fullyrecovered from
the shock this intelligence had created. Wander-
ing in reason, he returned to the United States and
came to St. Louis. Here he was prostrated by vio-
lent sickness for some months. When he conva-
lesced, he found himself entirely destitute of
means. His pride was thoroughly" broken down,
and, for a livelihood, the liaron "actually took to
selling "bretzels," a kind of pastry much infavor
with the Germans. He continued in this paltrybut
honest business for sixteen or eighteen years, and
gained the appellation of "Bretzel Fritz.'*

Three years ago, having saved up the snug sum
of S9OO, and having met one of the opposite sex in
whom he thought lie could confide, and whom he
believed would make him a good and faithful
wife, though she was several years hisjunior, Yon
Oertel was married. One day, a few months after-
wards, on going home with "his basket, he found
that his wife had eloped with a seducer, and not
content with bringing her husband to disgrace, bad
taken his money and everything of any value about
the house, leaving him in possession of a basket of
bretzels and a dishonest heart. The old man, for
he was now fifty-three years of age, quietly bore
his new grief, and again, with perhaps an impre-
cation on the false one, addressed himself to the
one great task of his life, forgetting.

"Bretzel Fritz" lias been well known in St.Louis, a wrinkled, slow-paced, stooping old man,
with his basket on his arm and rarely a smile on
his face. In the last three years he has laid awav
S4OO, the profits of his little business. Yesterday
he was buried, having been sick three or four
weeks. Before he expired he benevolently be-
queathed his small possessions to the orphan chil-
dren of a poor man. well known to many of our
citizens, who died about a year ago. And so ended
the eventful career of Baron Frederick Von Oertel.

APLEASANT ARRANGEMENT.?The Providence (R.
I.) Journal states that arrangements are inprogress
for a settlement with the robbers of the Hatters'
Bank. The robbers arc "professional burglars,"
and the "arrangement is satisfactory to both par-
ties." The exact term 3of this settlement are not
stated, but as the robbers are no common thieves,
but "professional burglars," it is but fair to pre-
sume that they will be allowed such a per centage
as shall afford them a livingprofit on their business,
aud encourage them in their respectable calling.

Railroad, to Col. Eli Abbott, to the effect thatJudge Brown, President of this Company, has writ-
ten from England that he has arranged the English
debt with the sterling bonds at 75 cents, amountinn-
to SBOO,OOO, and is confident of his ability to secure
all the iron needed for the completion of the road.
