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Qur thrifty and enterprising Canadian neighbors
are not oxen;pl, any more than ourselves, from oc-
casional paroxysms of political excitement. Differ-
ent as their form of government is from our own,
the expression of party feeling is as strong with
them as it is with us, and their periodical elections
are growing quite as disorderly. The opposition
between the ministerial and the anti-ministerial
members, has produced recently a succession of
Cabinet changes which have followed each other
as rapidly as the tricks of a pantomime, A few
weeks ago, the MacooNatp Ministry was in power.
It was defeated upon the vote to transfer the scat
of Government from Toronto to Ottawa.

A re-
signation immediately followed, and, after a little
delay, the Brows-Dorion Cabinet was formed.
After holding office for twenty-four hours, the new
Ministry was resolved into its original clements,
and the MacooNaLp Cabinet, with some few modi-
fications, reinstated  in pow Whether Canada
will witness shortly a repetition of th feats of
“ground and lofty tumbling,” whether Mr.
MacpoNatp and his associates can maintain the
position so suddenly wrested from them, and so
speedily recovered, will depend altogether upon
their ability to grapple successfully with the seve-
ral really important questions that are at this time
attracting attention of our Cana
cousins. The first, in point of gravity and sig-
nificance, is the Public School ques The
Catholics of Canada claim, as they have claimed
heretofore, in many parts of the United States,
that separate schools shall be established, and that

or

that the revenue derived from Catholic sources
shall be rigidly applied to the education of Catho-

lic children. They are wholly opposed to a com-
mon fund, and to schools open to all denomina-
tions; and, indeed, regard the policy of extending
any aid whatever to secular schools for children
as, at best, of questionable soundness. But if the
system of public education is to continue to re-
ceive the sanction of the government, and taxes
are to be imposed for that specific purpose, they
demand that the sums received from Catholics and
non-Catholics, shall be kept separate from each
other, and shall be separately appropriated. From
this it will scen that the points in contro-
versy are precisely similar to those which agi-
tated the public mind throughout the States
a few years ago. But the Catholic element is
stronger, and more concentrated in Canada than it

be

is with us, and the endeavor to effect this changeis

therefore more powerful and persistent. It is one

thing, however, to desire a thing and another to
obtain it. Even where the wish is strongly ex-

pressed the fruition is frequently quite tardy, and,
in this case, there does not appear any immediate

probability of inducing the Canadian government

to consent to introduce any modifications into the
system they have already adopted. The Canadians
are, moreover, troubled at this present time con-
cerning a matter of more general interest and more
immediately affecting their material prosperity .—
Emulating the progressive spirit displayed by the
people of the UNiTep States, they have been tempt-
ed to embark in various works of internal improve-
ment without considering, in ihe firat instance,
where the money was to come from to meet the
cost of construction. Long lines of railway have
been undertaken in advance of population. One
bridge alone—the Victoria—a perfect marvel of
engineering skill, is now in process of completion
and will involve an expense of several millions of
dollars. Nor can that expense be said to have been
injudiciously incurred. Spanning with its im-
mense tubes the St. Lawrence river, this wonder-
ful structure is absolutely essential to the unity of
the whole system of Canadian railways, of which
it forms the connecting link. But in thus prose-
cuting with so much ardor, and at so vast an out-
lay of capital, their various enterprises, the Cana-
dians, like the Myndians of old, have made their
gates larger than their towns, and having exhausted
their private means in doing so, now call upon the
government to help them out of the dilemma. As
the faith of the government is already pledged to a
considerable extent to the bondholders, the ques-
tion, now to be considered, is the best manner of
raising a sufficient revenue to meet these extraordi-
nary engagements. The progressionists advocate
an increase of the tariff, ostensibly for the protec-
tion of Canadian industry, but in reality for the
burpose of maintaining the public faith, and of
pushing to completion the works already com-
menced. The proposition to increase the tariff has,
however, already given rise to a bitter sectional
dispute, for the tariff works as unequally in Cana-
da asitis said to do elsewhere. As most of the
articles of foreign production upon which it is pro-
posed to lay additional duties, are imported into
Canada from the United States, our manufac-
turers have a special interest in watching the pro-
gress of legislation upon this important question.
The minority, upon whom the burthen would
principally fall, protest vehemently against any at-
tempt to increase the revenue by the mlu[l\iun. of a
measure which would operate prejudicially upon
one class of citjzens alone, and would not affect
the great body of the people in the slightest po:
ble degree. They argue that as the public im-
provements were undertaken for the general bene-
fit of all classes of the population, the assessment
to meet the expenses of those works should he as
general as the advantages they were designed to
confer. The argument is a plausible one, and the
opposition to any partial legislation is so great, that
it is scarcely probable that the Canadian govern-
ment will provoke still further a sectional fend
which has already been productive of some per-
sonal violence,, and many angry discussions. In
the midst of all these conflicting clements the project
has been started for uniting together, under one com-
mon political banner, all the Irish inhabitants of the
Province, both Catholic and Protestant.
