It seems to have been the fate of the Baltimore
and Ohio Railroad, for several years past, to have
ome the foot-ball of cliques and parties, and to
lin've‘suﬂ'cred accordingly. Whether the line of
policy advocated by the private stockholders in
the Board of Directors, or that supported by those
other members of the Board, who are supposed to
represent in the management the interests of Bal-
timore city and the State of Maryland, would be
most conducive to the prosperity of the road, itis
not necessary for us, on this occasion, to enquire.
Qur immediate concern is with the want of har-
mony visible among the members of the Board of
Dire;tors, and with the injurious results that nat-
urally flow from such evidences of strong antagon-
ism. That the material prosperity of the city of
Baltimore, is dependent, in a large measure, upon
the prosperous condition of its Great Western Rail-
way, is too clear to admit of any doubt whatever.
If the road suffers from quarrelsgamrong-the Direc-
tors, the trade and commerce of Baltimore must
necessarily be seriously affected by itj,and it there.,
fore becomes, with our eitizens, a point of paramount
importance, that unity of effort shall prevail in the
Management of the Road, and that no confiict of
opinion should besuffered to interfere with its utili-
ty. There never was a?.:\il\\'uy commenced under
more flattering auspices than that of- the Baltimore
and Ohio, or that met with more difficulties in the
progress of construction. The auguries of its
early friends have been more than justified by the
“advantages which the city has derived from its
trinmphant completion, and it is therefore with
profound regret that we find those whose duty it
clearly is' to maintain the high reputation which
- erEsj'—«m afteady acquired, wasting in acrimo-
) nious discussions at the monthly meetings of the
Board, those hours which should be devoted to a’
careful supervision of the working details of the
Road, its revenue and its expenses, the condition
of its rolling stock, and all the multifarious points
to be considered by a hody of intelligent gentle-
men, occupying a position” so responsible, and
charged with the care of interests so complex and
so extensive. Tow stands the case at present ?—
Four of the city Directors have resigned their seats,
but their places cannot be filled by others, because
their resignation has not been tendered to those
empowered to receive it. Of the remaining
Directors, appointed by the City and State, a
part of them are enlisted in favor of the measures
advocated by those members of the Board who are
elected by the private stockholders, and a part
stand aloof and refuse to co-operate. It is the old
story of a house divided against itself, and we
fear that one cause of this division of sentiment,
and point blank opposition of views, is—politics.
Is there no remedy for this? Are we never to
have independence of action, either in the conduct
of our municipal affairs or in the management of
such a corporation as that of the Baltimore and
Ohio Railway ? Are politics to enter everywhere ?
Why, above all, should the political opinions of
every man be mafle the test of his fitness for a
place in which the interests of trade, and not those
of government, are deeply concerned? If a domi-
nant party will assert its right to rule, let that
right be asserted within the limits of its appropri-
ate sphere. But, it may be said that, with respect
to works of public improvement, they are chosen
to protect the interests of the City and State.
Granting this to be so, and that the popular idea
of the nature of their scrvices be correct, it does
not follow that political partisans are the ablest
men that could be selected for such a purpose.
They are usually men of extreme views, and not
unfrequently of narrow and contracted minds.
They enter upon the duties assigned them, not as
merchants, nor as tradesmen, but as politicians,
and with all that strong political bias which leads
them fo weigh cvery measure proposed for their
acceptance, not by its merits simply, but by its
party consequences. It is, moreover, simply ri-
diculous to suppose that the true interests of the
private stockholders are antagonistic to those of
the City and State. That which benefits the road,
benefits stockholders and bondholders alike. Now,
to benefit the road, it must be prosperous; ard if
the road is prosperous, how can the city be other-
wise, into which it discharges its freight and
passengers? If, on the other hand, the road suffers
from mismanagement, or from the opposition of
rival lines, or from any of the thousand and one
causes which have a tendency to affect all enter-
prises of any magnitude, do not the private
stockholders suffer even more severely, by rea-
son of their holding personal risks, than the
public stock or bondholders? That both sets
of Directors may err at times, may be read-
ily conceded; but that those who are most
deeply concerned in sustaining the value of their
investment, will be more liable to commit grave er-
rors than those who, having nothing at stake them-
selves, are appointed to protect certain general in-
terests, is scarcely to be credited. Let us not, how-
ever, be misunderstood. We neither desire to cor.-
stitute ourselves the apologists of one portion of
the Board of Directors, or the accusers of the other.
With the reasons that have led to the unfortunate
differences existing between them, we have no
wish to meddle;but we cannot fail to observe, what
every one else has seen for a long time past, that
the introduction of “‘politicians by profession’’—if
We may so term them in contradistinetion to those
who hold distinct political opinfonsY separate from
partisanship—into places where politics should not
enter, has been already productive of much evil,
l.nd bas never been counterbalanced by any posi-
tm? good. The Management of the Baltimore and
Ohio Reilway should comprise none but gentlemen
qualified to undertake the duties which would de-
volve upon them either by previous training, or by
tfle magnitude of their investmentsin the road. In
either case, the prosperity of the road would be as-
su.red, while active opposition Persistently main-
tained among the various members of {he Board,
has not only had the tendency to unduly depress
fhe market value of the stock, but is calculated to
lnﬂ:l(:l permanent injury upon our citizens generally.

Without
any design of quibbling about words, we wish
briefly to state what we conceive to be the essen-
tial difference between these two.

A profession of Neutrality imposes upon one
who makes it the duty not only of impartiality be-
tween two or more belligerents, but also that of
carefully abstaining from all acts that are directly
ulcnlnfed to benefit the one or injure the other.
Any fu!um to exercise such caution is a breach of
Neutrality of which tpe injured party has a right
tb‘:m'FPhin, and for which redress may properly

?::;_mnded. If therefore a'newspaper, or other
periodical, Professes Neutrality towards the politi-
cal parties into which g community may be divid-

ed, it has no right to assail or to give countenance
to assaults upon the principles or measures of any
pledge of Neutrality. In this position, it may be

the sphere of usefulness of a periodical puhli(:ntion.

Tts proprietors may confine it to the discussion of
such topics as they may choose to select; it may be

areligious, scientific, commercial or literary jour-

nal, but it cannot enter upon political or party

questions, and, at the same time, profess with

truth to be neutral in politics.

Now the Editors of this journal have certainly
never made any professions of such political Neu-
trality; but have always aimed to pursue, and to
the best of their ability, actually followed, on all
questions, an Independent cour: Jound by no
ties of allegiance to any political party; recog-
nizing the right of no one to dictate to us, what
our editorial columns should approve or condemn,
—Ynullius addicti jurare in verba magistri,’’—we
have aspired to promote the public welfare, by
commenting, according to the dictates of our own
judgments, on all topics of public interest. We
have exercised the right, which we never professed
to waive, of condemning any measuf¢, or the pub-
lic doings of any official, that seemed to us to merit
public disapproval. Inso doing, we have adhered
to the principles on which alone we have asked
for the countenance and support of our fellow
citizens, and our opinions have been as honestly
entertained, as they have been frankly expressed.
We claim, therefore, to be considered as being
truly neither a Party nor a Neutral Press, but an
Independent one; and as such, seeking to advance
the best interests of our State and City. This is,
also, we are happy to believe, the daily increasing
sentiment of the Public; and we may therefore
well disregard the malice or ignorance of those
who persist in misrepresenting our position, charg-
ing us with having assumed an attitude of Politi-
cal Neutrality, and then taxing us with a breach
of faith, whenever we undertake to censure the
course of any Political Party, or of men who may
represent, or be prominent members of a Party.

FRANCE.

The papers teem with accounts of the Cherbourg
Sfetes, which had concluded at a banquet on board
Le Bretagne. Napoleon, in proposing Victoria’s
health, made a very amicable speech. He said the
facts proved that hostile passions, aided by a fewx
unfortunate incidents, did not succeed in altering
either the friendship existing between the two
crowns, or the desi®e of the two nations to remain
atpeace. He entertained a sincere hope that if at-
tempts were made to stir up the old resentments and
passions of another epoch, they would break to
pieces upon common sense.

Prince Albert responded, expressing the most
friendly sentiments on behalf of the Queen. IHe
said she was happy at having an opportunity, by
her presence at Cherbourg, of conjoining in en-
deavoring to strengthen as much as possible the
bond of friendship between the nations, a friend-
ship based on mutual prosperity, and the blessing
of Heaven would not be denied. "Ile concluded by
proposing a toast to the Emperor and Empress.
Queen Victoria left on the 6th under a triple
salute.

The fetes were continned on the 7th by the inau-
guration of the Napoleon dock and the launch of the
man-of-war Ville de Nantes. The consumption of
gunpowder during the fetes was enormous,

It was rumored that Napoleon will return Vieto-
ria’s visitin a private friendly way at Osborne
during the Autumn.

The Emperor had ordered a pyramid of granite
to be erected at the head of the new dock to perpet-
uate the Queen’s visit.

The fetes terminated on the Sth with the inaugu-
ration of the statutes of Napoleon I. The Emperor
delivered a pacific speech on the occasion, saying it
appeared to be part of his destiny to accomplish b
peace the great designs conceived during war. He
said the Government would not wage war except
in defence of the national honor and the great in-
terests of the people.

Serr EMancrearion 18 Russta.—The St. Peters-

urg Gazette publishes an ukase conferring without
delay several important privileges on the peasants
belonging to the apanages assigned to the princes
of the reigning family. Those prerogatives render
them almost free men. They can now purchase
and sell landed property on their own account; car-
ry on civil prosecutions; can dispose of their prop-
erty by will, and have facilities of entering into
the classes of traders and burgesses. Imperial re-
scripts have been sent to the nodlemen of the Gov-
ernments of Orenbourg and Kalonga, granting
them permission to form emancipation committees
in those provinces.

TrLEGrAPH TO INDIA.—An agreement has been
concluded between the Treasury, and the Red Sea
Telegraph Company for the establishment of a tele-

raphic line from ‘Alexandria to Aden, down the
led Sea, and thence to Kurrachee, following the
line of coast of South Arabia. The costis not to
exceed £800,000. The Government guarantees 414
per cent. A contract for submarine cables has been
entered into with Messrs. Newall, on such terms as
will leave a surplus of £300,000.

Tur Pracue.—In a letter from Constantinople we
read—The last accounts from Bengazi leave no
doubt about the nature of the epidemic which has
broken out there—it is the plague. The most
stringent regulations have been introduced at the
quarantine here in consequence, and the whole es-
tablishment, which had quite fallen into desuetude,
has been re-organized, so that it may be confidently
expected that the other parts of the empire will be
spared this infliction.”

Fousvering or Twenve VEessers axp Loss or
Lire.—The advices received at Lloyd’s on Saturday,
the 31st, and the preceding day, brought a numer-
ous list of casualties which happened during the
recent heavy gale from the \\'.N.Q\'. Upwards of
a dozen vessels foundered in the North Sea, some
with the loss, it is belicved of all hands. The Dutch
and Danish coasts appear to have suffered severely,
and the mails of Saturday, from the various ports,
announce a serious destruction of property. A sad
number of mishaps are also recorded to have oc-
curred on the north-cast coast.

Exieration rrox e Unitep KiNapow.— 40,961
persons sailed from the portsof the United Kingdom
at which there are Government emigration agents,
After distributing proportionably 4,084 of undis-
tinguished birthplace, it appears that 1,930 were of
foreign, while 20,027 were of Irish, 4,702 of Scotch,
and 14,252 of English origin. Of the English emi-
grants, 5,717 sailed to the Australian colonies, 1,543
to the North American colon 218 to the United
States, and 774 to other places. The emigration is
still decreasing; it was at the rate of 157 daily from
England and Wales, 429 daily from the inhabitants
of the United Kingdom. In the spring quarter of
1852, six years ago, 1,375 of the people emigrated
daily.—Fegistrar’s Quarterly Return.

Tie CuesaPEAKE AND Ouro CaNan.—For the week
ending Saturday evening last the report is as good
as the previous week’s for arrivals of boats, and in
respect to revenue foots up perhaps better than any
weck ever before. There arrived at the George-
town collection office one hundred and seventeen
boats, of which eleven carried cargoes of farm pro-
duce, limestone, wood, &ec., the remainder coal,
amounticg in all to not much less than 12,000 tons.
The ascending trade paid a toll of $527, the descend-
ing of $5,921; making a total of $6,448 received i
a single week, to which must be added a consider-
able amount paid at Camberland, perhaps $1,500
more. As it may be a matter of interest to many
friends of this greatand now reviving work to know
what some of the leading coal companies are doing,
we append their respective proportions of last week’s
tolls for coal. Thus the z\lll-;:lmn‘v Company paid
$658, the American $1,571, the (,umberlnmfv Coal
and Iron Company $1,374, the Detmold $360, Sher-
man $994, and Wilson $284. Great activity of course
prevails in shipping both at Alexandria and George-
town, and the prospects for continued trade are
very fair.— National Iutelligencer.

Rervryep Monyoxs A7 Nesrasga Ciry.—On the

Sth of July a large number of the company of 200
Mormons who received passports and protection
from Gov. Cumming last May, reached Nebraska
City on their return to the States. They left Salt
Lake City on the 14th of May, and spent twenty-
four days at Fort Kearney. They were under the
care of Capt. Smith. The Nebraska City News
says:
““We are informed by one of the number, who
bas resided in Salt Lake City for the last four
years, that there are large numbers in the city and
throughout the Territory, who have for a long time
manifested great anxiety to leave the country, but
have been compelled by Brigham and his satellites
to remain. They express great gratitude to Gov.
Cumming, and to the Government of the United
States, for their deliverance. They represent the
times as being very hard in Utah. Men are paid
very poor wages, and are robbed and plundered of
their scanty earnings by those in authority. Men
employed upon the public works are fed upon dry
bread, and when complaining of their hard fare,
told by Young, Kimball, and other Mormon leaders,
that there ave plenty of streams of water in the vi-
cinity. The most abject and slavish servitude is
prevalent among the lower classes. Thousands who
came out in hand carts would be glad to return in
wheelbarrows.”

A Toven Yarx.—The Alta California, of July
20th, contains a letter from Frederick Lichtenber-
ger, M. D., who states that a companion named Er-
nest Fluchterspieger, while prospecting for gold in
the neighbnrhaug of Frazer river, found some
yeodes, which are masses of quartz, containing half
a pint of fluid, called the water of ecrystallizatiow,
was drunk by the unfortunate man, with a jesting
remark, and soon after he complained of great
weight and pain in his stomach and bowels.
