When England and France united to protect
Turkey from Russian aggression, it was not out

of friendship for the Sultan, or from sympathy

with the Mussulmans; but in the interest of Eu-

rope, and for the preservation of the balance of
power. So far as the promulgation of Christian
doctrines, and the security of the Christian popu-
lations of the Ottoman empire are concerned, the
absorption of Turkey by any one or more of the
great European powers, would prove of eminent
service. But to have suffered the Czar to seize

-possession of the throne of CONSTANTINE, would
have been to make the Russian the foremost power
in the world, and to have subjected to the impe-
rious will of one absolute sovereign, the future
destiny of the neighboring States. It was not,
therefore, in a spirit of pure philanthropy, that
the Western Powers fought, in the Crimea, the
battles of Turkey; but as a measure of policy. It

was to check the progress of Russia on the shores
of the Euxine and the Mediterranean; to wrest
from the Czar his control over the mouths of the
Danube to relieve ine Principalities from the
pressure of a Russian Protectorate, and to secure

Austria from the overshadowing influence of an
ambitious and energetic neighbor by the recon-

struction of a part of what formerly constituted
the Western boundary of the Russian Empire. In

such a struggle, involving consequences so mo-

mentous to the allied powers, the protection of the
Turkish Empire was absolutely essential to the
preservation of the balance of power in Europe,
and was of almost equal importance to the securi-
ty of the French province of Algeria, of the vice-

royalty of Egypt, and of British rule in In-

dia. But, in spite of the armed intervention
of England and France; the sacrifice of two
hundred and fifty thousand men, and the ex-
penditure of several millions of pounds sterling,
the Turkish Empire is gradually crumbling to
pieces. The "sick man," to use the expressive
figure of the Czar NICHOLAS, has not been benefitted
by the nostrums of the doctors. He has been re-
lieved from extinction by violent means; but for
his old chronic complaint diplomacy has failed to
discover an adequate remedy. Neither the Haiti
Uumayun, nor Tanyimat, avail to relieve the
Christians in Turkey from the effects of Mussulman
intolerance and fanaticism. From Northern Al-
bania, to Arabia Felix, Turkish misrule prevails to
a greater extent than ever. The annual revenue

of the Empire falls far short of the expenses of the
government, and instead of greater harmony pre-
vailing among the mixed races subject to Turkish
authority,?now that Russian agents have no
longer the same power to stir up HjjH>rovinccs 10
revolt, the spirit of disaffection has increased until
it extends from the shores of the Black Sea to the
Gulf of Venice. So far, therefore, as Turkey is
immediately concerned, the result of the Crimean
war has been to accelerate the decay of Turkish
power in Europe, and to render the bigotry of the
Asiatic Turks more intense and insufferable. With
such people, an European protectorate can effect
no permanent good. What salutary impressions
could possibly be made upon a race of fatalists,
wedded to their opinions; clinging to an effete
faith, and regarding every European as a natural

enemy ? During the Crimean war, many and
profound were the speculations of Journalists, con-
cerning the future destiny of the Turkish Empire.
Through the influence of European civilization,
and under the control of European intelligence,
populous cities were to spring up on the shores
of the Euxine, and the fertile region adja-
cent was to become the granary of the world.
The power of the Sultan was to be acknowledged
from the centre to the circumference of his domin-
ions, and Christians and Mussulmans possessed of
equal rights and equal privileges, were to labor to-
gether forthe common good under just laws impar-
tiallyadministered. A National Bank was to be es-
tablished; railroads were to be constructed; canals
dug, and commerce was to flourish like a green bay
tree. Itwas one of those Arcadian fancies in which
ingenious theorists occasionally indulge,and,like all
such fancies, it could not stand the test of a practi-
cal demonstration. What Turkey was before the
Crimean war, that Turkey- now is, only more help-
less, more inert, more bigoted. The Muezzin still
summons from dome and minaret the faithful to
prayer as of old. The green standard of the pro-
phet is still sacredly preserved in the mosque of
Omar, or Sophia; the horse tails of gaily appareled
Pachas still flutter in the wind, and glisten in the
sunshine of Stainboul; but the warlike spirit and
the industrial enterprise which once animated the
followers of Mahomet, and Omar, and Abubeker,
no longer challenge the fear and admiration of
the world. European Turkey is whollydisaffected,
and over Asiatic Turkey the Sultan exercises only
a nominal jurisdiction. Where all the elements of
a homogeneous nationality are wanting, what
hope is there for the regeneration of the people un-
der a feeble government contending with diverse
interests? In Europe the Turk is now but a so-
journer. His traditions point to a time when he will
be constrained to abandon bis European conquests
and retire into Asia. These traditions are now in
process ot fulfilment, and the most difficult problem
which the Western powers, at no very distant dav,
will be called upon to solve, in the event of the
breaking up of the Turkish Empire, or of its con-
centration within its original limits, is the dispo-
sition to be made of European Turkey, and the
form of government which will be best adapted to
promote the welfare of its sixteen millions of in-
habtants.

DEAR SIR :?At a meeting of the Executive Com-
mittee of the Wells and McComas Monument Asso-
ciation, to whom has been confided the arrange-
ments for the interment in Ashland square, of the
remains of the two gallant young men, who fell at
North Point whilst repelling the advance of Gen.
Boss and the British soldiery, upon the City ofBalti-
more, on the 12th .September, 1814?and over whose
sacred ashes it is the object of the Association to
erect a suitable monument, to mark their restin"
place, and tell the story of their noble deeds and
disinterested patriotism; it was determined the in-
terment should take place on the 13th proximo,
upon which patriotic occasion the Military and
Civic Association of the city, the heads of the' Gen-
eral, State and City Governments, with other dis-
tinguished personages, are expected to participate
in the ceremonies.

CHICAGO?A BRILLIANT PICTURE.
[ From the Atlantic Monthly.]

Chicago, the Wondrous, sits amid her wealth,
like a magnificent sultana, half-reclining over a
great oval mirror, supplied by that lake of Lakes,
the fathomless Michigan. Perhaps the resemblance
might be unpoetically traced to particulars; for
we are told by lotos-eating travelers, that Oriental
beauties, with all their splendor, are not especially-
clean. Certain it is that our Occidental sultana
dresses her fair head with towers and spires, and
hangs about her neck long rows of gems in the
shape of stately and elegant dwellings?yet, de-
scending to her feet, we sink in mud and mire, or
tumble unguardedly into excavations set like traps
for the unwary, or oust whole colonies of rats from
beneath plank walks where they have burrowed
securely ever since "improvements" began. At
some seasons, indeed, there is no mud, because the
high winds from the lake or the prairies turn the
mud into dust, which blinds our eyes, tills our
mouths, and makes us Quakers in appearance and
anything but saints in heart.

Chicago walking resembles none but such as
Christian encountered as he fled from the City of
Destruction; yet in this case the ills are those of a
city of Construction ?sure to disappear as soon as
the builders find time to care for such trifles. Chi-
cago people, it is well knoiyn, walkwith their heads
in the clouds, and, naturally, do not mind what
happens to their feet. It is only strangers who ex-
claim, and sometimes more than exclaim, at the
dangers of the way. Cast-away carriages lie along
the roadside, like ships on Fire Island beach. No-
body minds them. If you see a gentleman at a
distance, progressing slowly with a gliding or floun-
dering pace, you conclude he has a horse under him
?and, perhaps, on nearer approach, you see bridle
and headstall.

This is in early spring, while the frost is coming
out ot the ground. As the season advances, the
horse emerges, and you are just getting a fair sight
of hiin wlien the dust begins and he disappears
again. So say the scoffers, and those who would,
but do not, own any citv lots in that favored vicini-
ty; and to the somewhat heated mind of the travel-
er who encounters such tilings for the first time,
the story does not seem so very much exaggerated.
Simple wayfarers like myself, however, tell no such
wicked tales of the Garden City; but remember
only ber youth, her grandeur, her spirit, lier hospi-
tality, her weight of cares, ber immense achieve-
ments, and her sure promise of future metropolitan
splendors.

Tiie vicinityof Chicago is all dotted with beauti-
ful villaresidences. To drive among them is like
turning over a book of architectural drawings?so
great is their variety, and so marked the taste which
prevails. Many oftliem are the line light colored
stone found in the neighborhood, and tlieir substan-
tial excellence inspires a feeling that all tbis pros-
perity is of no ephemeral character, People do not
build such country houses until they feel settled and
secure. The lake* shore is of course the line of at-
traction, for it is till'only alu.ol bcautjr of tl"

But what trees! Several of the streets of Chica-
go may easily become as beautiful drives as the far-
famed Caseine at Florence, and will be so before
her population doubles again?which is giving but
a short interval for the improvement. No parks as
vet, however. Land on the lake-shore is too pre-
cious, and the fiats west of the town are quite de-
spised. Yet city parks do not demand very une-
qual surface, and it would not require a very po-
tent landscape gardener or an unheard-of amount
of dollars to make a fine driving and riding ground,
where the new carriages of the fortunate might be
aired, and the fine horses of the gay exercised, dur-
ing a good part of the year.

To describe Chicago, one would need all the su-
perlatives set in a row. Grandest, llattest?mud
diest, dustiest?hottest, coldest -wettest, driest ?

farthest north, south, east and west from other
places, consequently most central?best harbor on
Lake Michigan, worst harbor and smallest river any
great commercial city ever lived on?most elegant
in architecture, meanest inhovel-propping?wildest
in speculation, solidest in value?proudest in self-
esteem, loudest in self-disparagement?most lavish,
most grasping?most public spirited in some things,
blindest and darkest on some points of highest in-
terest.

And some poor souls would doubtless add, ?most
fascinating, or most* desolate, ?according as one
goes there, gay and hopeful, to find troops of pros-
perous friends, or lonely and poor, with the distant
hope of bettering broken fortune by struggling
among the driving thousands already there on the
same errand. There is perhaps, no place in the
world where it is more necessary to take a bright
and hopeful view of life, and none where this is
more difficult. There is too much at stake. Those
who have visited Baden-Baden and her Kursaal sis-
ters in the height of the season need not he told
that no "church-face" ever equaled in solemnity
the countenances of those who surround the fatal
tables, waiting for the stony lips of the croupier to
announce "Aoir peril," or llouyr. yogne." At Chi-
ago are a wider table, higher stakes, more despe-
rate throws, and Fate herself presiding, or what
seems Fate, at once partial and inexorable.

But, on this great scale, even success fails to
bring smiles. The winners sit "with hair on end at
their own wonders," and half fearing that such
golden showers have some illusion about them, and
may prove fairy favors at last. Next to this feeling
comes the thirst for more. Enlarged means bring
enlarged desires and ever extending plans. The
repose and lightness of heart that were at first to
be the reward of success recede farther and farther
into the dim distance, until at last they are lost
sight of entirely, confessed, with a sigh, to he unat-
tainable.

How can people in this State wear cheerful coun-
tenances? When one looks at the gay and social
faces anil habits of some little German town, where
are cultivated people, surrounded by the hooks and
pictures they love, with leisure enough for music
and dancing, and tea garden chat, for deep friend-
ships and lofty musings, it would seem as if our
shrewd Yankee-land and its outcroppings at the
West had not vet found out everything worth
knowing.

SUNDAY IN NEW ORLEANS.
Yesterday was about as dull aSabbath as wehave

ever yet seen in this city. Even church-going
seemed to he at a heavy discount; and in the after-
noon the streets were quiet and almost totally de-
serted, everywhere being crowded with lakeg'oers,
the late retreats swarmed, and the suburbs, in spots
which we visited?there being no items in town?-
were sufficiently livelyand pleasant. So that the
.ity was like some pies we have eaten?flat and
tasteless in the middle, but good around the edges.

In the afternoon%-e visited the famous spot in the
classic and ancient Third, known as the racket (or
raquettee) ground. It is a largo common out back
of Claiborne Circle, in sight of the Ponchartrain
Railroad. As there may he many of our readers
who don't know what racket is, we willtell them.
It is something like tennis-ball?a big field game,
in which the ball is picked up and thrown with two
sticks, having spoon-like ends. There arc two par-
ties to the game: each party have their target, a
tall frame, a foot and a half wide, covered with
canvas, and their colors flying at the top. The tar-
gets are about two squares apart, and whichever
party oftenest hits the tarkct?it does'nt count un-
less the hall hits the between clear of the
frame?wins the game.

Yesterday we found the game was the grand an-
nual battle between the two negro parties which
have existed for the last thirty or forty years?the
Laville pat ty, composed of the city negroes, and
the ilayou party, made up of the negroes livingout
back of town, along the Bayou St. John, etc. Or-
dinarily, the game is free to any number on either
side; but this time it was a match of eighty-three
picked men on each side, for a wager of slsoa side
and the flag, and $lO to the first man marking ball,
or hitting a target. The Laville darkeys floated
blue colors, and all wore blue caps; the Bayou boys'
colors and caps were red. The scene was sufficient-
ly lively when we reached the ground, just before
the game begun. One whole side of the field was
flanked by the refreshment booths of turbaned
wenches, with flags flyingand all the general ex-
citement characteristic of a race course: the prize
flags of the opposing parties flaunting from a stake
midway between the targets; the negroes, stripped,
belted, and eager for the fray, playing about with
their rackets, and spectators of all colors and de-
grees pouring upon the field in hundreds and even
thousands, for there could not have been less than
three thousand people on the field before the game
closed. We noticed considerable sporting spirit
and a high party feeling among the friends and
backers of the contending clubs.

At 5 o'clock the fun commenced. The red and
blue caps, a hundred or more, huddled up in a
crowd, sticks in the air. The ball is thrown up.?
There is a clatter of the rackets?a mad rough-and-
tumble, in which the strongest niggers keep under-
neath where the ball is?the partisans yell and fling
up their hats?the tight and the clatter of the sticks
goes on root hog or die! Up goes the ball?but the
clashing sticks stop it?another scramble on the
ground?the ball flies a dozen feet off?a dozen nig-
gers fall over it in a pile, anil whilst thev struggle,
a muscular little Bayou buck steals off with the
ball. But they oliase him. Lavilles and Bayous;
and, heavens, how he runs! After a race of fifty or
a hundred yards, he gets a jump or so ahead, draws
for a fling?and, but its no use! The Laville rack-
ets stop his, amid an opposing clatter of the Bayou
rackets?and there is another terrible rooting with
the sticks on the ground. For ten or fifteen min-
utes this fighting goes on, before some lucky athlete
gets the ball and gets far enough from the crowd to
give the ball a good flingfor base.

At last the ball flies to the other side of the field.
?Hear the yells. "Bayou!" "Laville!" "Bayou!"
See the sweating darkies, shirtless and shoeless, go
thundering after the hall, and justsee how the white
people scatter befoie them. The hall is on the
ground again, and fifty niggers fightingover it fier-
cer than ever. They roll and pile about, all over
the field, after the ball, before it gets another fling.
Up it goes again. More veiling. After anotherdesperate battle it grazes the target. Just sec the
hats go up, and notice the general madness of the
field, when it was only a miss. Away they, go
again. Now over yonder, rooting among the weeds
?now in among the beer stands. It is none of their
look-out ifthe stands get upset, or white people get
knocked down or run over or cracked on the shins.
Look at that black Hercules, with half a pair of
pants and nothing else on. Taking a short cut to
head the ball, he bolts head foremost through a
crowd of white men, scattering them in all direc-
tions. The white men don't like it much, but they
know it's none of the nigger's look-out.

And so for over two hours the battle rages, the
thousands of spectators surging about, either fol-
lowing the ball or getting away from it, and at all
times impeding the niggers. After 7 o'clock, w hen
it becomes so dark that the ball can't be followed,
the sticks are thrown up and the game ended, [t

is a drawn game, neither party having made a ball.
Such is "racket." The game yesterday was

worth going ten miles to see. As it was not deci-
ded, the battle is to be rcfought next Sunday,
ltacket is an old institution down town.

THF. TRANS-ATLANTIC MAlL.?Since the receipt
from Mr. Collins of his last note, the Postmaster
General and Secretary of the Navy have heard
nothing further as to what will be the course of the
Collins' Steamship Company respecting the trans-
Atlantic mail. Whether that company will resume
its trips between New York and Liverpool, and
avail itself of a contract founded upon the act of
Congress is, therefore, still a matter of uncertainty.
The Government will not probably, under the ex-
isting law at least, enterinto any negotiations based
upon the change of termini desired by the company,
to wit: Portland and Southampton.

PARALYSIS RESULTING FROM TOBACCO TIN-FOILED.
Within a few years past the foil has come into very
general use in the place of paper, as an article in
which to put up chewing tobacco for general use.
The change was convenient, and the new article
grew into favor among tobacco cliewers. At first
consumers had to pay a pretty good price for it,
but oflate the article has been cheapened. But it
has just received a blow that, we think, must ter-
minate its entire use It is now asserted, and
with severe experience to support it, that the tin-
foilhas dangerous poisonous qualities. Two cases
that have just arisen are calculated to give a great
celebrity to this belief. Police Justice Bragg, of
Detroit, and a prominent citizen of Cincinnati,
have been attacked by severe strokes of paralysis,
induced as the physicians declare, by the poison-
ous influence of tin-foil used by tobacco venders.?
If tbis judgment be sound, we may expect to see
at once a general abolition of the use of tbis ar-
ticle.

INSANITY AT DIFFERENT PERIODS OK LIFE.?The
London Lancet says, that to determine the period of
life which furnishes the greatest number of insane
persons, iiis sumcient to bring together the re-
cords made up under different circumstances. One
ofthese, made at the llicetre, France, where poor
men only are received, another at the Salpetriere,
a hospital for poor women, the third, an establish-
ment devoted to the wealthy, have been examined,
and it appears that the age which furnishes the
greatest number of insane, is for men, that from
thirty to forty years, while for women it is that
from fifty to sixty years. The ages which furnish
the least, are for both sexes, childhood, youth, and
advanced age. Among women, insanity appears
eralier than among men, indeed from twenty-nine
to thirty years of age. The rich are more subject
to insanity in proportion than the poor.

EASTERN GOLD. ?The editor of the Portland Ad-
vertiser has seen some specimens of gold that were
taken from the banks of the Kennebec river at
Skowhegan, within five feet of the water. The Ad-
vertiser savs:

"There has been two or three persons prospecting
for gold in that vicinity for a week past, and their
success has awakened a fever amoug the inhabitants
in that vicinity, so that in a short time we expect
to hear of hundreds digging on the banks of the
Kennebec."
