MENT.?A special meeting of the Department was held
last evening at the old City Hall?J. P. CL\MMINUS, first
Vice President, in the chair, JAMES YOUNG, Secretary.?
Allthe companies, except the three suspended ones?the

j Mechanical, First Baltimore and Vigilant?were represent
j cd by full delegations.

Tin-Committee previously appointed to report a plan for
the re organization of the Department, submitted the
result o' their labors, from which we make the following

i extracts:

i In reference to the engrafting of the feature of a Chief
j Engineer, kc., your committee most say that sjinething
should he done to meet the vie ws of the community in

I reference to the improvement in machinery, and to correct
the irregularities existing among some of the companies.

Itis true that each and every company has the right,
provided they had the means, to employ the most perfect

| machinery; hut as none of our companies have the ability
j to bear the expense of steampower.it is imperative that
its introduction,even to a limited extent, should he ac-

j companied with a corresponding change in the manner of

I appropriations. It is also true that the expense of fur
niching each and every company with steam would he
grievous and unnecessary, and of a consequence sonic of
the companies must he content to retain the hand engine
Indeed, your committee believe that they areas indisj>cn-
sable as steam engines?the selection of power, (steam or
band) the increase of expense incident to steam, the ne-
cessary general superintendence over the affairs of the de-
partment?these and other reasons combined make us fa-

vor the appointment and payment by the city of some in
j dividual to he appointed as Chief Engineer of the Balti

I more United Fire Department, to estimate and direct not

I only the expenditures, &c.,hut who would beheld respon
sible for the enforcement of all the laws, ordinances, kc.,
ofwhich your committee have given a synopsis and which

I we believe would soon control all the irregularities of the
i companies. The committee recommends the .adoption by

; the City Council of an ordinance embracing the following
provisions:

The Fire Department of Baltimore shall consist of a
Chief Engineer, four Assistant Engineers, as many engine,
hose and hook and ladder men, who shall he citizens and
legal voters of the City of Baltimore, as may (from time to
time) he appointed by the Mayor and City Council of Bal
timore.

The nomination of Chief Engineer and Assistant Engi-
neers he made by the active firemen only, by ballot, from
among the entire lmdy of firemen, (active or exempt) at
such time as the Mayor may appoint; said nomination lo
be confirmed by the Mayor and City Council, and continue
for the space ofone year, unless a new election he ordered
by both branches of the City Council; the person receiving
the greatest numl>er ofvotes for the respective offices to he
entitled to tin* nomination to the Mayor and City Council.

The several lire companies now organized, or so many
of them as shall accept the provisions of this ordinance,
shall on or before the day of next, certify to
the Mayor and City Council, in writing, their acceptance
thereof, signed by the President and Secretary, and at the
same time furnish the names ofpersons who may he mem
bers ofthe respective companies from said period to the
end, that they may. be appointed firemen by the Mayor
and City Council.

Nominations as active firemen he made by the respect-
ive companies to the Mayor and City Council for appoint-
ment as firemen, provided that the number in hook and
ladder companies shall not exceed 40 men, and in other
companies 100 men.

The department he divided into four districts, that the
companies located therein shall confine their operations to
not more than two districts, unless otherwise ordered by
the Chief Engineer or an Assistant Engineer acting as
chief for the time being.

The department shall he controlled and directed by the

Chief Engineer, who is hereby made ex officio marshal of
police for all fires, with sole command over all other Engi-
neers, members of the department and all other persons
who may he present at fires.

Any officer of a fire company or other fireman disobey-
ing or refusing to obey any order or direction given by the
Chief or other Engineers, shall for such offence he sus
ponded from all connection with the department by the
Chief Engineer, until he or they may, on investigation by
the standing committee of the Baltimore United lire De
partment, be reinstated by theiu or the Chief Engineer.

The Chief Engineer shall have power to suspend the
operations of any company for a violation of this or other
ordinances of the city, or for neglect of duty in their re-
spective districts, and order the apparatus of said company
into his own custody for the further action of the Mayor
and City Council.

The Chief Engineer and all the firemen shall, when on
duty as firemen, he designated by a cap or badge to be
provided for by the city under the direction of the Chief
Engineer and one officer ofeach company.

The Chief Engineer shall establish such regulations in
reference to the alarm bells under the control of the fire
companies and the city, as will designate the locality and
district the fire is located.

Certificates ofoffice and membership of nil the firemen
be issued by the Mayor, countersigned by the Chief Engi
neer and his Secretary.

The Chief Engineer may be entitled to a Secretary,
(who shall be one of the firemen appointed by the city.)
with a salary not exceeding dollars, and that the sal
ary of the Chief Engineer shall not exceed dollars
per annum.

The Chief Engineer shall give bond with sufficient se-
curity or securities in the penal sum of five thousand dol-
lars, conditional, for the faithful performance of the du-
ties of his office, and shall make oath or affirmation that
lu.* willfaithfully, and impartially, perform the duties of
his office.

The Assistant Engineers shall be selected from and re
side in one of the four districts, to the end that no two of
them shall be appointed from the same district, or the

same company; they shall le entitled to a salary not ex
ceeding dollars each, and give bond with approved
security in the penal sum of one thousand dollars, and
they also shall take the oath prescribed for the Chief En-
gineer.

Your committee would also recommend application to
the next Legislature for the passage of a law exempting
firemen from militia duty, except on invasion, also from
jurv duty, and from taxation under two hundred and fifty
dollars. *

Another matter of interest to the firemen is the tele-

graph; it would le of great service to the entire commu-
nity; hut the attention of the Mayor and City Council
should he directed to the difference of what is reported to
IK* the cost for Baltimore, ami what the Chief Engineer of

the Cincinnati Department reports the cost lor that city?-
the difference is eighteen thousand dollars.

The cost to the City of Baltimore of a department such
as we have sketched, would not exceed thirty thousand
dollars annually, inclusive of four steam engines, at least
one f<>r each district, which we presume the Council would
provide from among the already established companies,
especially as provision is made in the ordinance to limit
the operations of companies to districts, and especially as
the Chief Engineer would have the power to limit the ap
paratus usvd by the companies.

The cost of the Cincinnati Department, one hundred
and eleven thousand dollars, for the past year is
strongly in contrast with what we propose, as
well as that of New York, Boston and New Orleans.

We believe the appointment and selection of some one
independent of party inlluence, zealous as a fireman, and
determined in character, as the Chief Engineer, will be
the nn-ans of rescuing even the management of tires from
tin* unscrupulous and designing.

The report having been read, the department adjourned
until Monday evening next.

MEETING OF THE WELLS AND MCCOMAS MONUMENT AS-
SOCIATION.?This Association held a meeting last night in
Marion Hall, North Gay street. At 8 o'clock the meeting
was called to order by the President, CHARLES WEBB,

Esq., after which the proceedings of the last meeting were
read by the Secretary, and on motion,approved

Mr. WM. 11. QUINCY, one of the special committee,
which was appointed to tender an invitation to the Associ-
ation of Old Defenders, to join with this Association in
the ceremonies of the removal of the remains of WELLS
and MCCOMAS. on the Pith proximo, reported that the com
mittec had fulfilled the duty assigned them, and

stated that the Old Defenders had declined
the invitation so tendered, and read the
resolutions, and letter which had been received by this
committee, informing them of such fact. Mr. QIINCY re
marked, that the committed thought they had been treated
inrather a cavalierly manner by the Association of Old
Defenders, upon their recent visit to that bo.ly, and wished
so to express the sentiments of the committee upon the
subject.

The report of the committee was, on motion, accepted,
and the letter and resolutions ordered to be entered upon
the journal.

The Executive Committee was then called upon for a re
port?when Mr. STAYLOR. chairman, reported progress,
and related to the meeting what the committee had done,
with a view to make the ceremonies attendant upon the
removal of the remains of WELLS and MCCOMAS of as
grand and imposing character as jiossihle. (The arrange-
ments in this connection, made by the committee, have

already appeared in the newspapers.) The committee
have entrusted to Mr. Jons H. WEAVER every thing con-
nected with the undertaking department.

The meeting was quite largely attended and the best
feeling prevailed. A number of "Old Defenders'" were
present, who expressed their intentions of joining the
WELLS and MCCOMAS Association on the 13th of Septem-
ber, in paying the last sad tribute of respect to the re-
mains of their former companions in arms; notwithstand-
ing the fact, that the body of which they were members
had declined participating in the ceremonies of the day.

the Maryland Institute or Carroll Hall, on Saturday, the
11th of September. They will there remain in state un-
til the 13th, the WELLS and MCCOMAS RIFLEMEN, Capt.
BOWERS, acting as a guard of honor. The committee
having addressed a note to Maj. FRENCH, Commandant
at Fort Mcllenr.v, invitingthe presence of himself and

command on this occasion, that officer yesterday respond-
ed that the invitationwould he accepted withpleasure, and
that his command was entirely at the service of the
committee, for any special duty. It is also expected that

the Mayor and City Council, and all the municipal authori

ties willunite inthe anticipated ceremonies.

SCIENCE AND ART.
UTILIZINGPROCESSUS OF MODERN CHEMISTRY. ?Tin*

waste and badly smelling products of gas making,
though they once appeared almost too bad and
fetid for utilization, are now made, through the
various applications of modern chemistry, almost
indi.-pcnsable to human progress. The badlv
smelling tar yields benzoic, an ethereal body of
great solvent powers, well adapted for preparing
varnishes, used largely for making oil of bitter
almonds, of value for removing grease spots, and
for cleaning soiled white kid gloves. The same tar
gives naphtha, so important as a solvent of India
rubber and gutta percha; similar tar, when made
from wood, yields creosote, a powerful preservative
of animal matter, and much employed as a medici-
nal agent. Coal tar furnishes the principal ingre-
dient of printers' ink. in the form of lampblack; it
substitutes asplialte for pavements; and it forms a
charcoal, when mixed with red hot clay, that acts as
a powerful disinfectant. When the tar is mixed
with the coal dust, formerly wasted in mining ope-
rations, it forms by pressure an excellent and com-
pact artificial fuel; the water, condensed with the
tar, contains much ammonia, readily convertible
into sulphate of ammonia, a salt now recognized as
being oi great importance to agriculture, and cm-
ployed in many of the arts. Cyanides are also
present among the products of distillation, and these
are readily converted into the beautiful color known
as Prussian blue. The Naphtha line, an enemy to

the gas manufacturer, by choking the pipes, may

be made into a beautiful red coloring matter,
closely resembling that from madder. This, bv its
transformation, promises an important, though
hitherto not yet realized useful product. When dis-
tilled at a lower temperature than that required to
form gas, coal produces an oil containing paratline,
largely used as an anti-frictional oil for light ma-
chinery* and for other purposes.

VULCANIZED INDIA RUBBER. ?Why a piece of India
rubber, when it has been somewhat njodified by*
heat and chemical action, should he deemed vulcan-
ized, it is for the inventor to say. The name must
be taken simply* as the expression of a fact that lire
or heat has been brought to hear upon thissubstance
as a means of affecting its quality. The method, as
is well known, lias been the means of giving aw ide
extension to the use of India rubber. This vulcanized
India rubber is, in fact, a compound of sulphur
with the vegetable gum. When a sheet of India rub-
ber is immersed in liquid sulphur a marked change
takes place in its qualities; the sulphur acts upon
the gum and combines with it; and indeed the two
may almost he said to form a new substance. The
methods bv which the combination is brought
about are varied, hut. the effect is in all cases very
remarkable. The strength of the India rubber is
increased to an extraordinary degree. The elasti-
city is rendered more permanent, analogous in
some respects to that of gutta-percha. That sub-
stance will absorb essential oils without injury,
whereas such oils would dissolve India rubber. It
retains its properties at a temperature so low that
India rubber would be too much hardened for use,
and at a temperature so high that India rubber
would he destroyed. It is also found that antimony
and many other substances may* similarly he com-
bined with India rubber.

LIGHTNING CONDUCTORS. ?In a report made to
Parliament hy Sir W. Snow Harris, the learned au-
thor has taken some pains to refute the common
but unphilosophical assumption that lightning-rods
"attract" the lightning, and so act as efficient safe-
guards. It is proved, according to this report, hy
an extensive induction of facts and a large gener-
alization in the application of mctalic conductors,
that metalic substances have not exclusively in
themselves any more attractive influence for the
agency of lightning than any other kinds of common
matter; but that, on the contrary, hy confining and
restraining the electrical discharge within a very
narrow limit, the application of a small rod or wire
of metal to a given portion of a building is in real-
ity highly objectionable. Besides, the application
of an ordinary lightning-rod is of a very partial
character; it. lias small electrical capacitv, and is
very often knocked to pieces by heavy discharges
of To secure such a building as the new
palace at Westminster against lightning .Sir W.
Snow Harris considers it requisite to complete the
general conductibility of the whole mass, and so
bring it into that passive or nou-resisting state
which it would assume in respect of the electrical
discharge, supposing the w hole were a complete
mass of electricity.

CONVERTING SEA WATER INTO FUKSII.?A plan de-
vised for effecting this object consists inthe adapta-
tion to the top of an ordinary ship's boiler, which is
tilled with salt water, of a pipe, which descends into
the hold and opens into a vessel contained in an
outer easing filled with cold water. This vessel is
fitted with a number of vertical tubes in communi-
cation with the descending pipe, and all provided
inside with a number of horizontal disks of wire
gauze, it terminates at the bottom in a zigzag
pipe, which passes through theside of the cold water
cistern and opens at the top underneath an exhanst-
ing pan. The upper part of the boiler is furnished
with a perforated tube, which admits atmospheric
air. When the fan is set in motion the air and
steam generated in the boiler are drawn together
down the vortical pipe, through the tubes and the
w ire gauze di-ks placed therein. The steam is con-
densed in its passage and rendered pleasant to the
taste by mingling intimately with the atmospheric
air, which is exhausted by the fan, and thereby dis-
charged.

FAMILY RELICS FROM REVOLUTIONARY
TIMES.

The second annual meeting of the Did Settlers of
Indiana was held inKingstown Springs, on the 12th
of August. Large numbers were present, many of
the pioneers bringing baskets for a pic-nic dinner
in the grove. Among the veterans who conquered
the Western forests and Indians, was the patriarch
.Jacob Park hurst. Mr. P. is in his ninetieth year,
and inthe enjoyment of excellent health. He served
in General Hariner's aruiv, in 17tt0, and shared in
all the difficulties and dangers of that unfortunate
Indian campaign.

Mr. llarmon\ Laughlin, of Uushvillo, exhibited a
Dutch Bible and a Bible Dictionary, printed in Am-
sterdam in 171*. The text was in large tvpc?clear
and distinct?the annotations in small letter, and
equally as legible as the text. The Bible cost SI sor
§75. In it was a record of one of Mr. Laughlin's
ancestral families.

Mr. Laughlin also exhibited a very large sized
linen vest, worn by his grandfather over a hundred
years ago, who was a man weighing 240 pounds. In
a pocket of the vest was a roll of Continental mo-
ney, amounting to §2.400. It had been given to

Mr. Laughlin's grandfather for services in the Rev-
olutionary War. This money was regarded as a
curiosity?-many persons on the ground had never
seen a Continental bill or its/<ne simile.

The same gentleman showed some relics which
had been in the families of his ancestors over
one hundred years. Among them were a willow
basket ?the first, perhaps, ever brought into
Indiana ?some table cloths, and linen goods
made in New York when it was a colony, and some
crimson window and bed curtains, furnished
with brass rings so as to slide on a string, which
had been used in New York over a hundred years
ago. The linen was of domestic manufacture?-
made bv the simple means known and used in Amer-
ica before modern inventions wrought the great
improvements we see throughout the country for
the production of fabrics of all kinds. Spoons, with
bowls quite small and thin, and a variety of other
articles were exhibited by Mr. Laughlin.

Mr. Peter Lounv, of Noble township, Rush coun-
ty, produced a powder horn 85 years old; and a
small axe which was used in Wayne's army, in 17tt4,
in clearing a passage for the baggage wagons
through the wilderness. The axe had beeiYpreserv-
ed in his family as a memento of old times. The
powder horn had been used on many occasions for
hunting deer, Indians, and other "game!"?

G. P. R. JAMES ON SOUTHERN SLAVERY.
G. P. R. James, the well known and popular

English Novelist, who has been a resident of Vir-
ginia for several years past, contributes to the
Knickerbocker Magazine , a very interesting article
on "Life in Virginia," and as the views expressed
are so entirely at variance with those of all former
British writers on the subject, we give a brief ex-
tract on "the Negro Life of Virginia," which, says
Mr. James, differs very little, 1 believe, from the
negro life all through the South. In return for
food, clothing, house room, medical attendance, and
support in old age, about one third of the labor
which is required of the white inan in most coun-
tries is demanded of the black. He performs it
badly, and would not perforin it at all if he were not
compelled.

The rest of the time is spent in singing, dancing,
chattering, and bringing up pigs and chickens. That
negroes are the worst servants in the world, every
man, 1 believe, but a thorough-bred Southern man
will admit; but the Southerner has been reared
amongst them from his childhood, and in general has
a tenderness and attention for them of which North
ern men can have no conception. Great care is
taken l>v the law to guard them against oppression
and wrong; and after six years residence in the State,
1 can safely say, 1 never saw more than one instance
of cruelty toward a negro, and that was perpetrated
by a foreigner. That there may still be evils inthe sys-
tem which might he removed by law, and that there
may be individual instances of oppression and even
bad treatment, I do not deny, but those instances
are not so frequent as those of cruelty to a wife or
child in Northern lands, as displayed every dav by
the newspapers; and in point of general happiness,
it would :mt he amiss to alter an old adage and say:
"As merry as a negro slave." "I must not pursue
this branch of the subject farther, for 1 can pretend
to no great love for Dr. Livingstone's friends, the
Makohdos. There are, beyond all doubt, some very
excellent people among them ; but, as a race, the
more I see of them the less do I think them capable
of civilization, or even fitted to take care of them-
selves."

AN INSTRUMENT FOR EXAMINING THE EYE. ?An in-
genious instrument called the opthalmoscope, by
the aid of which the eye may be internally exam-
ined, has recently been introduced to the notice of
the scientific world. The instrument is in the form
of a concave mirror, with a hole in the centre, in
which a lens is inserted, and to this another lens is
added, which, however, is separated and movable.
When the instrument is used a lighted candle is
placed at the side of the patient. The concave mir-
ror is then held infront of the eye to be examined,
while the movable lens is suspended between the
light and the mirror in such a manner as to concen-
trate the rays of the first on the second.
The reflected rays converge on the retina, and on
passing through it, diverge and render luminous
the whole interior of the eye, which the observer
can see by looking through the lens placed in the
mirror's center. The retina and the lens form a
microscope, the multiplying power of which is
about live hundred.
