A STATEMENT CONTRADICTED.
A statement has recently been going the rounds

of the papers that thirty thousand Christians had
been discovered upon an Island north of the Celebes,
in the Indian or Malay Archipelago, who knew the
Apostle.- Creed and t:ie Heidclburg Catechism, and
possessed portions of the Scriptures, ('apt. Walter
M. Gibson, in a communication published in the
Xew York Evening J'ost, says that this must be an
error. There is no inhabited island lying north of
Celebes, except one of the large islands ot the Span-
ish Philippines, capable of sustaining so many in-
habit ants. Among the Molucca islands to the west
of the Celebes there are to be found some interest-
ing remnants of the Christian communities founded
by the missionaries who accompanied the heroic
Portuguese commander, Galvau; and among the

small islands ot the Tenimber group, in the Java
sea, there have been recently discovered a few na-
tive Christian communities, the descendants of con-
verts by Dutch missions at Amboyna.

This island has now a population of 5,000 civilized
Christian natives, and contains unquestionably a
larger native Christian population than any other
island in the Malay Archipelago. The conversions
in the great islands of the Philippines, in Luzon,
Ccbu, Panay and others, to Christianity, have kept
pace with the progress of the Spanish civil au-
thority, and the Catholic Church claims to have
throe and a half millions of communicants in the
Philippine Archipelago. The island of Mindano,
about as large as the State of Xew York, which
belongs to this archipelago, but is not yet included
in wiiat is termed the Spanish Philippines, inas-
much as the greater part of it is yet governed
bv its native independent princes," is now the
field of active operations on the part of theSpanish missionaries; and according to lately re-
ceived statistics from Caraga and Misamis," two
Spanish provinces in the northern portion of the
island, there was about 111,000 Christian converts.
This island lies due north of Celebes; and I am led
to suppose (continues Captain G.) that this account
of Catholic converts in Mindano, joined to late ac-
counts of small Protestant Christian communities
among the Molucca islanders, numbering a few hun-
dreds, who 1 know make use, in the instruction of
their children, of a badly translated lleidelburg
Catechism, have led to the erroneous statement that
30,000 Protestant Christians exist upon an island in
the Malay Archipelago, who have, until recently,
escaped the observation of the rest of the Christian
world.

FROM TAMPICO.
[Special CorresjH/ndence of the New Orleans Picayune.]

TAMPICO, Aug. 12, 1858.?We are surrounded by
difficulties on every side and direction, with the
exception of the bar, which is still open to the arri-
vals and departures of foreign vessels. Carvajal is
atTancasnequi, seventy miles distant from Tampico,
shedding the blood of Don Salvador Dasqui's cattle,
on whose hacionde lie has pitched his militarycamp.

greatly astonished the telegraph managers, opera-
tors, Ac., by their wonderful performances?work-
ing with the most perfect regularity, at the rate of
35 to 50 words per minute between the two cities,
notwithstanding a heavy rain, which had lasted for
two days, and disabling all other instruments. ?

The first message over the Atlantic Cable from
Trinity Bay was flashed through to London by the
Hughes machines. The speed of the Hughes
machines is about 300 per cent, greater than
the English machines, which do not record the mes-
sages transmitted, while the Hughes machines print
every word in plain, clear, capital letters. We
are also gratified to learn from the same source
that negotiations have been opened by the Atlantic
Company, looking to a purchase of the patent of
the Hughes invention, with a view to the immedi-
ate use of the machines upon the Atlantic Cable?-
the agent of Professor Hughes being willing to
guarantee that the machines will transmit intelli-
gence 200 per cent, faster and with more accuracy
than can be done by any other system. In fact,
Professor Hughes confidently expects to be able to
write through the cable at the rate of from five to
ten words per minute. Professor Whitehouse, who
is working the cable, claims to be able to work at
the rate of about one word per minute: but the
great difficulty of controlling his peculiarly con-
structed magnets occasions the loss of a great por-
tion of each day in "adjusting." The Hughes ma-
chines willprobably be put upon the cable line ear-
ly in September. _

She was making water
fast, and fears were entertained that she would
go to pieces. The ship and cargo arc valued at
£40,000.

The Times understands that it is the intention of
government to send out forthwith toBritish Colum-
bia a force of Royal Engineers, provided withevery-
thing necessary for the formation of roads and
bridges, to open up the resources of the colony, and
to erect block bouses for the reception and safe cus-
tody ol the gold which may be disposed of by the
miners, and at the same time to form an organ-
ized military force for the maintenance of law and
order.

The London Globe believes that Mr. Cunard has
offered to place vessels on the line which will bring
British Columbia within thirty-five day's steaming
from Liverpool.

The Duke of Malakoff grave a grand banquet in
London on Sunday, the 15th of August, in celebra-
tion of the Emperor's fete day. All the foreign
ministers, including Mr.Dallas, and several members
of the Cabinet, were present.

At a meeting of the European and American
Steam Company, held in London, a statement was
submitted showing such an unsatisfactory condition
in the financial affairs that the concern was indan-
ger of being wound up in the Court of Bankruptcy.
A committee was appointed to call for the accounts
ol Messrs. Croskey A Co., the agents of the line, and
to take the requisite steps to prevent the company
from being wound up.

The British Admiralty bad advertised for tenders
for the conveyance of 150 troops to Vancouver's
Island via Cape Horn.

Some sensation had been created in London by
the discovery of the dead body of a man lying in
the open road, and the subsequent confession of a
naval officer?Lieut. Claveriug?that he had unin-
tentionally caused the man's death by the use of a
sword cane in defending himself from the man's
attack upon him.

The Atlantic Telegraph Company officially an-
nounce the reception and dispatch of messages
through the cable ?including the one from Queen
\ ictoria to the President of the United States.

Nothing is yet said as to the public working of
the line.

The tenders for the Indian loan of £3,579,000 had
been opened. The minimum price fixed was 97,
and the offers at and above that rate amounted to
£3,179.500 ?leaving only about £400.000 still to be
allotted. The first installment, amounting to nearly
£600,000, was to be paid on the twenty-third of Au-
gust.

George Combe, the author of the "Constitution
of Man," died on the 14th August.

INDIA.
The Bombay mail of July 19th arrived at Alex-

andria on the SH, of August.
The news is of no special importance. The Gwa-

lior annv had been broken up and gone into quar-
ters, ami Sir Hugh Rose bad resumed command of
the Poonah division.

The Gwalior fugitives bad reached Bowlespore,
30 miles below Jaypore. General Roberts' advanced
guard was moving lo meet them.

Matters were said to be settling down in all parts
of India, although there were 20,000 to 30,000 reb-
els in the field.

The rainy season had commenced favorably.
A Lucknow dispatch says the enemy bad become

discouraged since his defeat at Xawabgunge. The
Begum and her son, now called the King of Oude,
were at Budee, and the rebels were collecting
there.

The Bombay Presidency was quiet.
In the Bombay money market a large business

bad been done, at an advance in prices.
Freights had slightly improved.
Exchange was at Is. ll.'<d. for bank bills.
Calcutta letters report th ? suspension of Allan

Peffell A Co., and Langlois A Co., the latter a
French house with large liabilities. Other houses
were expected to follow, but none of importance.

DO MIIAUDMKNTOF J! PDA IT.
Jidduh. Arabia, was bombarded by the British

steamer Cyclops, iu consequence, it is said, ol" the
delay of the Tu-kisli authorities in granting repara-
tion for the recent massacre there of the English
Consul and others. The Cyclops shelled the city
for live days, when Ismail Pacha, the Turkish Com-
missioner, finally made his appearance in the place
and promised to arrange the matter. He subse-
quently executed eleven of the assassins, and
sent four others to Constantinople to be dealt
with there by the Sultan. The Cyclops then took
her departure.

The dispatch conveying the above intelligence
gives no account of the extent of the damage done
to Jidduh by the bombardment, nor of the imme-
diate grievance which impelled the commander
of the Cyclops to so summary a proceeding, as it
was previously understood that he was to await
the arrival of Ismail Pacha before proceeding to
extremities.

The bombardment of Jiddah by the Knglisli has
caused a great sensation in France.

FRANCE.
The Emperor and Kinpress continued their tour

through Brittany, meeting with enthusiastic re-
ceptions at all points.

The annual Jet *? day of the Emperor, August 15th,
passed off well, the usual popular amusements be-
ing resorted to in Paris.

Letters from Paris mention a general expectation
that the Bank of France would, in a few davs, re-

One of the incidents of the Emperor's tour was
that when at Port Louis, he paid a visit to the room
in which he had been held a prisoner.

On the Paris Bourse on the 17th instant, a buoy-
ant tone prevailed, and the three per cents, which
opened at GD "30, closed at G1f045.

A telegram from Paris of the 17th, says:
'?The sitting of the Conference held yesterday

was the last. It willonly reassemble on Thursday
to sign the convention."

Two political pamphlets, one entitled "Cherbourg
and England," and the other "Shall we have war
with England?" had been published in Paris, and
attracted considerable attention. The first named
is attributed to M. Jules Leehevallier, an ex-refugee iin England, and at present employed in one of the ,
Ministries, and the other is signed by a Mr. S. Me-
doros. Both pamphlets are written in a spirit hos-
tile to England, particularly to the "privileged ,
classes."

On the other hand, the speeches recently deliv- j
ered in England by Messrs. Roebuck and Lindsay, i
two of the Members of Parliament who were pres-
ent at the Cherbourg fetes, and who strongly de-
nounced the policy of the Emperor, bad awakened ?
the indignation of Paris journalists, and given rise
to sundry bitter rejoinders.

The Paris Patrie suggests that a new conquest
would be achieved by the cause of peace, were the
neutrality of telegraphic communications to be pro-
claimed.

BRITISH CROP PROSPECTS?THE CORN

TRADE.
[From the Mark' Lan°, Express ]

Another week's fine weather has enabled farmers j
to secure most of their wheat inexcellent condition, j
The diversity, however, of the yield and quality is
as remarkable as the season. It appears the weight
of white wheat., where it was blighted, does not ex- 1
coed 17 pounds per bushel, and is only lit for chick-
en food; while the strong lands, in favored locali-
ties, produce samples weighing <."> pounds per hush-
el. Whatever the average may reach, it must
therefore he much below last year. Red descrip-
tions are far more equal, and have given a fair re-
sult in the very same field where white has almost
entirely failed. A lesson, therefore, will he given
to growers as to the best dependence. It is singu-
lar that the yield presents the same inequalities in
France; and we fear we may calculate that other
countries will not fare much better.

Harvest work having been general, the markets
have been thin, and millers have had an opportuni-
ty to buy even old samples on rather more favorable :
terms. At the same time the greater plenty of the
new, in consequence of the relatively high rates that
were paid for the first samples, has brought it more I
to a parity with old. The weather has thus far been
propitious, and the importance of this fact can
hardly be over-estimated when the rate of'consump-
tion is considered, through the increase of popula-
tion. America shows more tone, in consequence of
unfavorable accounts in many States; hut France,
and the near countries of the continent, exhibit
some reaction, especially Belgium, where most ex-
citement obtained. Less favorable accounts of the
produce in Russia have been reported; and it is cer-
tain that in Silesia there have been desolating ;
floods. So, that, as a whole, this country, though
somewhat deficient, stands foremost?especially
Scotland and Ireland, wlmre more humid eliui.it- s

have lessened the effect of drought. Potatoes con-
tinue most promising.
THE FETE N AI'OLEON?BANQCET OF THE

DUKE OF MALAKOFF IN LONDON.
On Monday night, the Pith, the Fete Napoleon

THE ATLANTICCABLE IN ENGLAND.

THE SLAVE TRADE IN LIBERIA.
I CASE OF THE SHIP lIKGINA C(KLI?WEKE THE NEGROES

FREE AMERICANS?
[From the London \eivs, Aug. 17.]

In little more than a month from the receipt of
1 the British and Fiench accounts of the case of th-'
Regina Co'li, off Monrovia, we are in possession of

the two remaining versions?those from the Lihe-
rian authorities and those from the American Uni-
onization Society, which founded the settlement.
We commend to our readers a comparison between
the four representations.

We have to add a suggestion which it way he as
well not to overlook. The Americans in Liberia
are for the most part emancipated slaves, sent
from Southern plantations for the convenience of
their proprietors. "Scarred, worn out, helpless

j slaves," many of them are, according to the testi-
' inonv of a missionary (sent out by the planters) so
; lately as 1854. Others are too strong, too able, too
i restless, to he safe residents on a plantation. Of
! the whole number of free and slave negroes sent

from the United States, ninetv-five per cent, soon
disappear in the colony. They are sent out of beg-
ging range, and "dropped into" the huts of the na-
tives up the country. Does not this open a glimpse
as to the character of the negroes on hoard the Re-

tina Cadi, of whom we are told that thev could not
be Americans because thev came through the chi- 1-

from up the country; and that as they were not
Americans, they could not. read: and again, could
not he Americans because they were manacled
while on the other hand the French narrators de-

clare that they were Americans, and chosen on that

ground of preference; that two hundred of them
could read, and all of tliem were trained to eiyili
zation. For our parts, we are disposed to believe

that thev were American negroes, brough to a mar-

I ket highly convenient to the sellers who sent them

there, and to the buyers who endeavored to ship
them thenee. Liberia lias often before been a slave
market: and certain Libcrian officials have been
highly accomplished in the practical knowledge of
the slave trade. We do rot feel bound to decide
between such a probability in the case of the pres-
ent n<lmini>tration and the imputation of enormous
lying brought by the American and Libcrian au-
thorities against the French ollicers.

Our business is to remember that we have anti-
slave trade treaties with all the three parties?the
I'* ('iieh, the Americans and the Liherians. On the
inciest hint of any conspiracy among our three al-
lies, or any sections of them, to carry on the trade
under_ till--'pretences, every Englishman should be-
stir lumselt tkeep the Foreign ollice and the gov-
ernment generally up to its diity.

Were these eniinants
the gn ater part of whom had been kidnapped and
were forced on hoard, shipped at the port of Mon-
rovia, or at any other port withinth jurisdiction of
the republic? Did the Libcrian authorities, under
any plea whatever, receive a sum of money for per-
mitting tliem to be embarked? These are matters
into which all haters of the traliie in human llesh
ought to insist upon having a rigid inquiry. The
French government will not be relieved of any part
of the disgrace which attaches to itself by showing
that a native African State is morally implicated in
the iniquity to which it gives its sanction: but if
we discover t hat a share of the criminality rests
with this little experimental republic, .ve shall
have no dillicultv in dealing with this source of of-
fence.

THF STATE OF OKECD X.
The first messageof (Jovernbr drover, of Oregon,

is a model of brevity and modesty. It refers to
the easy and happy transition from a Territorial
existence to that of a State sovereignty, casting
back a thought to the time when the people were
but a handful. He gives a graphic description of
her resources and prospects:

Oregon is probably one of the most attractive
portions of the North American continent, at once
beautiful and picturesque, with a healthy and salu
brious climate, well adapted to the production of
all the <vrea!s and most of the other grains common
to the 1 nited States: ascaboanl of some three hun-
dred miles, with numerous harbors and inexhausti-
ble fisheries; arable land sullicient to supply three
millions of souls with bread; grazing land sullicient
to supply twice that number with meats; pro-
bably no country better adapted to the production
of wool, llax, and hemp; and it is admitted that
Oregon excels in her growth of fruit; her moun-
tains arc covered with the finest of timber and un-
derlaid with gdd, and recent discoveries show that
we an? not without a goodly supply of lime and
coal; her streams afford some of the best water
privileges in the world, and her rivers are naviga-
ble for steamboats at all times of the year. Oregon
ought and might be an extensive exporting coun-
try, ( yet, on the contrary, she imports many arti-
cles that might be manfactured in the country,)
thereby increasing her prosperity, growth, and im-
portance. When our people become a manufactur-
ing people, when they produce those articles of ne-
cessity lor which they are so eminently capable,
when our exports shall equal or overbalance our
imports, then, and not until then, will Oregon be-
come truly great.

The Governor regrets tlio tardy action of Con-
gress in relation to the war debt, but anticipates
?rood results from the influence of the additional
representation to which the State is entitled, lie
promises to keep politics as far removed from his
official acts as possible, whilst acknowledging his
obligations to the party in power, from whom, as a
matter of course, the agents are to be selected, and
concludes with congratulations on "the happy and
prosperous condition of our country, whose people
enjoy health and prosperity, Under Divine Provi-
dence (Jie says) we are blessed with abundant har-
vests, and it is fitting that we, at this time, com-
mend our infant State to tlie protection of an All-
wise Being."

From "Washington.
WASHINGTON, August 31.?The Governor of Washin-

ton Territory, the Hon. Mr. McMullin.has arrived here,
lie represents that when he left the Territory, a month
ago, the Indians west of the Cascade Mountains were dis-
posed to be friendly,but fears wcr-- entertained that they
might be influenced by those residing east of the moun-
tains, who defeated Col. Steptoc. A vigorous campaign
against them and severe chastisement willhowever prob-
ably have the effect of producing a general peace among
the savages, who must sensibly feel the power of the Gov-

ernment. lie says that bunds of Indians from the British
| and Russian possessions, who are extremely formidable

and shrewd, are in the habit of plundering and killing
the settlers in the most exposed portions of the Terri
tory.

The business which more particularly occupies the Ad-
ministration pertains toour foreign relations,prominently
including those with the Central American States and Mex-
ico. Xotwithstanding General Jerez has given assuran-

' ces that he is authorized to make such explanations con
: cerning Nicaragua as will be satisfactory to our Govern-

ment as a preliminary to bis reception to treat on the
pending matters between this ami that Republic, he has
thus far failed to remove the obstacle to his reception in a
diplomatic capacity.

The Administration has not yet made a selection of a
Minister to Paraguay f om among the several candidates.
In addition to the national vessels destined for the expedi-
