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Un the Ist day of December, 1777, a vessel from
Marseilles entered the harbor ofPortsmouth, New
Hampshire, freighted with supplies and munitions
of war for the American army, then encamped in
winter quarters at Valley Forge, near Philadel-
phia. This vessel was owned by PIERRE Auors-
TIN CAROX de BEAUMARCHAIS, the author of ??The
Marriage of Figaro," and whose romantic and
versatile career, as wit, dramatist, diplomatist,
pleader, merchant, and ship owner, has made his
name world famous. On receiving, for the first
time from Europe, such a cargo of cannons, pow-
der, guns, coats, and shoes for twenty-five thou-
sand men, the citizens of Portsmouth assembled
on the shore, and applauded vehemently. Nor
were the passengers on board welcomed less
warmly for the seasonable supplies they had
brought with them. Tltey had left the gay salons
ofParis to take part in the struggle for American
independence, and it was fitting they should he
cordially received and hospitably entertained, for
FREDERICK WILLIAMAUGUSTUS, BARON VON STEUBEN
had seen much arduous service under FREDERICK
the Great, whose aidc-de-camji and Lieutcnant-Gcn-
eral he had been, and to whose varying fortunes
he had clung with unwavering fidelity throughout
the desperate conflict known as the Seven Years
War. Attached to the suite of STEUBEN, as his
Secretary and aide-de-camp, was PETER S. DU
PONCEAU, subsequently so well known as the
President of the American Philosophical Society

and the most distinguished philologist of the
day. In addition to the Secretary, the Baron
was accompanied by a celebrated French
cook. It was a harmless vanity which
was speedily cured on his arrival at Valley Forge,
where the representative of the great VATTEL
found that utensils for preparing a meal were not
to be had, and that the meal was frequently as
scarce as the utensils. "Under happier circum-
stances, inon General," said the cook, "it would
"lie my ambition to serve you; but here I have
"no chance of displaying my talents. These
"Americans roast their meat on a string before a
"fire, and your wagoner is just as able to turn
"the string as I am." The cook went, but the
Baron remained. His offer of service was readily
aecepted by WASHINGTON, through whose influence
lie was appointed Inspector-General with the rank
of Major-General. The raw levies, of which the
American army was principally composed, soon
experienced the advantage of the Baron's knowl-
edge, as a tactician and a disciplinarian. Though
a martinet, STEUBEN was an excellent soldier;
zealous in the cause of independence, and indefat-
igable in the performance of his duty. Hot,
testy, and choleric, lie stormed at the awkward-
ness of his recruits, in good German and execrable
English; exacted the strictest subordination from
men of all ranks; snubbed unmercifully the van-
ity of aspiring colonels of militia; but showed, in
his own conduct towards his superiors, an example
ot implicit obedience and ready deference to au-
thority. WASHINGTON, that "man of men," was
strongly attached to STEUBEN, and the good Baron
reverently appreciated the great qualities of his
Commander-in-Chief. STEUBEN was a bluff, plain-
spoken soldier; frank and honest in his opinions;
generous to a fault, and humane as he was gene-

rous. Through a!! the vicissitudes of the Seven
Years' War, in Germany, lie had borne himself
gallantly, and the severe training he had under-
gone in the school of FREDERICK the Great, enabled
him to bear the hardships and privations of the
War of Independence cheerfully, and without a
murmur, except when his patience was taxed too
heavily by dilatory officials, or by the apathy and
indifference of public men. He shared with
WASHINGTON the Campaign in New Jersey, and
was present at the Battle of Monmouth. When
the tide of war rolled Southward, lie was placed
in control ot the military defences of Virginia
during the invasion of PHILLIPS and ARNOLD.
W hen superseded in his command by the arrival
of reinforcements under LA FAYETTE, he still
continued to accompany the movements of
the army, which had then become of pe-
culiar interest, from the advance of CORNWALLIS
through the Carolinas into Virginia while GREEN
was marching upon the outposts of RAWDON at
Camden. Followed by LA FAYETTE, CORNWALLIS
retired slowly down the James river to York Town.
AVhere, in obedience to orders from Sir HENRY
CLINTON, he fortified himself until such time as the
arrival of a British Squadron should enable him to
embark for New York. Hearing of the arrival of
CORNWALLIS at York Town, and favored by the
promised co-operation of a Frenclt fleet in the
Chesapeake, WASHINGTON, by skilfully masking
his movements, deceived CLINTON, and pushing
rapidly for the head of Elk, sailed down the
Chesapeake Bay and forming a junction witli
LA FAYETTE, laid seige to York Town. Here,
also, STEUBEN nobly performed ids duty,
not only as a soldier, but as a man.
He sold his watch to relieve the necessities of a
brother officer who was lying in the Camp sick and
destitute. "Poor NORTH was sick, and wanted
"necessities," said the Baron, "heis a brave fel-
"low, and possesses the best of hearts;"?and so the
Baron parted with his watch, and the wants of
poor NORTH were relieved. CORNWALLIS capitu-
lated, and the superior officers of the allied armies
generously sought to alleviate the despondency of
the captives by acts of courtesy and attention.?
STEUBEN was poor, but he recognized the claims of
hospitality, and sold his favorite horse to provide
the means of entertaining the British officers.
" Tis a good beast," said the Baron, "and lias
"proved a faithful servant through all the dangers
'of the Mar; but though separation is painful to

"me, we must part." Then drawing himself up
proudly, the brave old Baron, lie added, "Iam'
"a Major-General in the army of the UNITED
"STATES, and my private convenience must not be
"put in a scale with the duty my rank imperiously
"calls upon me to perform." With the surrender
of CORNWALLIS at York Town, the war of Indepen-
dence was virtually brought to a close. Of all the
soldiers of Fortune who joined the army of Inde-
pendence, STEUBEN alone remained. MONTGOMERY
had fallen, early in the struggle, before the walls of

t,co wars of Independence is well deserved, no one !can doubt who has carefully read the history of !
Ins career, and can appreciate the many noble !
quid,fee for which Baron STEUBEN was so eminent- Jly distinguished.

Some of our good people, and the partisans anddefenders of others who are not 80 good, are inthe habit of replying to the strictures of the press-that things are no worse in Baltimore than in otlio
cities, and that the evils and abuses under whichwe labor are "inseparable" from all large coromu-

nities. Upon the inseparableness in question, we
have, as our renders are aware, presumed to enter-

tain and express our own opinion. So, too, we have
strenuously protested our inability to derive entire
comfort or consolation from the fact that the func-
tionaries who trifle with the trusts of our neigh-
bors, are as faithless and inefficient as those who
abuse our own. Misery loves company, no doubt,
and when we are going down hill ourselves, it
ought perhaps to be a great source of satisfaction
to us, to know, that other people are making the
same unpleasant descent with equal rapidity, and
are likely to land, with as much damage, at the
bottom. Ilut, somehow or other, we cannot get
rid of the impression, that the worthless JEHUS,
whose neglect or incompetency upsets their respec-
tive masters, ought to be scourged to the extent of
their demerits, notwithstanding the refreshment
which the victims may find, in the equality with

which the contusions are distributed. For the
benefit, however, of those of our readers who are
disposed to think otherwise, and who would fain
persuade themselves that we are well served, be-
cause others fire served as badly, or worse, we sub-
joinan extract from the Philadelphia Press. It is
(piite obvious that our contemporary has not yet
had its "deserts," for it seems entirely unaware
that the independence of journalism consists in the
prudence with which it holds its tongue. In Bal-
timore we are taught better. But let us hear Mr.
FORNEY :

'"lf the true history (he says) of all the candidates who
have sought, and are now seeking, the suffrages of thecitizens of Philadelphia, at the coining election could he
written, it would form one of the most remarkable vol
times that have ever been presented to the world. The
characters of half a dozen of DICKENS' popular novels,
embracing as well his honorable gentlemen as his impu-
dent adventurers, brainless pretenders, downright knaves,
and demented imbeciles,could And their prototypes among
these clamorous claimants for public favor. The rule
scents to be firmly established that no otiier qualification
for an office is required than the capacity to obtain it.?
Men who call barely read and write shrink not from seek-
ing stations requiring for the proper discharge of their du-
ties high mental qualifications, and men whose integrity
is more than suspected, and who should think themselves
fortunate that they have escaped confinement in our
prisons, demand, withunblushing audacity, offices of the
highest trust ami responsibility."

Nor is this all. The delectable gentlemen to
whom the Press refers, seem to be quite as un-
scrupulous in their proceedings, as they arc lati-

tnilinous in their pretensions. "The means," it

tells us, "bywhich this motley crowd of eandi-
"dates seek to gratify their ambition are in many
"instances characteristic of the aspirants them-
"selves. In the late County Convention, we
"regret to say that reports of briber}-, and of btiy-
"mg and selling delegates, were so common that
"they occasioned no surprise." Nor is there any
distinction of party, in so delightful a matter.
The blessings alluded to appear to be equally and
impartially diffused.

"The contested cleciion case in the Tenth ward has ad-
monished the public that suspicions of ballot-box stuffing
cannot lie confined exclusively to the Democracy. The
list of Opposition candidates for Congress, and the cards
in which some of ttiem appeal to the public for support,
are eloquent reminders that Philadelphia may not yet
have done iter worst in selecting Congressmen. The Op-
position have over and over again put in the County Row
offices men who were guilty of the most infamous con-
duet. and their Convention will find claimants for its
nominations as bad as any of those who have been elected
heretofore."

Well may our contemporary say to his fellow
citizens?"lt is time that a remedy should he found
"for this state of things." And yet we do not
think that it points out tlie remedy by simply
saying?"lt is at the polls." We think the cure
must begin farther back, ifpacked and purchas-
ed partizan conventions alone concern themselves
with the selection of candidates, and the people,
upon arriving "at the polls," find none to vote
for, but the corrupt, unworthy party-hacks, whom
the pot-houses have seen fit to place before them,
upon tlie one side or the other, we do not exactly
perceive how "the polls" can he made to resjond
to the public disgust and indignation. Ifhonest
and patriotic citizens decline voting, they but
resign the field to the unprincipled traders in
polities, if they vote, they but swell the triumph
of one disreputable organization or the other.
They must do something more, if they would
disenthral themselves from a servitude, of which
the degradation, deep as it may lie, is
not tlie worst part. Tliey must dedicate
themselves to the work, as they do to every

work in which they desire success and in-
tend to command it. They must undertake it.
and carry it through, as a matter of business?a
tiling in which their individual, personal and pe-
cuniary interests are blended with the public good,
inseparably and altogether. They may, naturally
enough, lie unwillingto undertake the Herculean
task of reforming the whole nominating system.
They may he content to leave to politicians, offices
which are merely political. They may reconcile to
their consciences, if they will, an abandonment, to
that extent, of their duties as citizens. But, in

regard to offices which concern tlie administration
and execution of tlie laws; in regard lo municipal
offices, whose incumbents are in daily contact witli
their direct pecuniary interests and most immediate
personal rights; tliey must themselves act, if they
would have action result in any thing. They
must fling party politics aside, because, with such
offices and such rights and interests, neither par-
ties nor politics have any rightful concern. They
nmst get rid?not merely of tlie hangers-on, who
frequent the "primary" grog-shops, and whose
humbler aims arc contented by plunder and impu-
nity?but of the "respectable" aspirants, who are
ambitious of higher things, anil who, regard in a

municipal "position" as but a stepping-stone to
something better, will pander to any abuse which
tliey believe will help them on their way. It is
not only they, whom money buys, who are cor-
rupt. Ambition lias its coin, which also purchases
and debases. The desire of notoriety?the vanity
that itches for applause?the love of place?the lust
of power and influence and command?are, all,
shapes in which corruption cheats us of our better
selves. Against men who arc open to these as-
saults, we must guard, in the offices referred to.
What we want?what we must have, in our chief
municipal office, at least, if we would redeem our-
selves?is a good citizen, who lias no idea of being
PRESIDENT of tlie UNITED STATES, or even of going
to Congress, and who is willing to serve his fellow
citizens as a duty, and to receive their gratitude
and the consciousness of duty discharged, as his

reward. We can say, truly, of our people, what
the Press asserts of its own, without respect to
party:

"it is insulting to this community to assert that itdoes not contain men whom itcouhl implicitly trust, bothas regards ability and fidelity, in every office in its gift."
\\ ill not our fellow citizens find out at least one

such? if they will not?if tliey will allow the
selection to be made for them by the worst men
in their miilst?if they will let their Chief Magis-
trate he the choice and especial representative of
those whom it should be his first duty to hunt out
and punish?surely it will not lie in their mouths to
complain ifhe obeys the had instincts of his offi-
cial nature, and pays hack to the lawless and
corrupt tlie patronage and protection, which is
their best gain and the community's worst loss.

SPEECH OF MR. JEFFERSOX DAVIS.
On Thursday last, at a Convention of the Port-

land Democracy, Senator Davis made a short
speech. After speaking at some length upon the
achievements of the Democratic party, and its
power for good, he alluded to the resources of the
nation, and said:

Our country was powerful for all military pur-
poses, and if asked to compare iter armv and her na-
vy with those ofthe great powers ofEurope, he would
answer, that is not our standard. History teaches
that, our strength is inthe courage and patriotism,
the skill and intelligence of our people. A part of
the American army was before him. and apart of
the American navy was lying in the harbor of their
city. That army and that navy had fought the
battles of the Revolution, of tlie "war of 181'.!,"
and of the war with Mexico, and would never he
found wanting, whilst the patriotism of the earlier
days of the Republic proved a sufficient cement to
hold the different parts ofour wide spread and ex-
tending country together. He said that everything
around him spoke o oquently of the wisdom "of the
men who founded these colonics?theirdescendants,
who sat before him, contrasted strongly, as did
their history and present power stand out in bold
relief, when compared with those of the inhabitants
of Central and Southern America. Chief among
the reasons for this, he believed to be the self-relH
ant hardihood of their forefathers, who, when but
a handful, found themselves confronted bv hordes
ofsavages, yet proudly maintained the integrity of
their race and asserted its supremacy over the des-
cendants of Shem, in whose tents they had come to
dwell. They preferred to encounter toil, privation
and carnage, rather than debase their lineage and
race. The descendants of that pure and heroic
blood have advanced to the high standard of civili-
zation attainable by that type of makind. Stability
and progress, wealth and comfort, art and sciencehave followed their footsteps.

Among our neighbors of Central and Southern
America, we see the Caucasian mingled with the
Indian and the African. They have the forms offree government, because they have copied them.To its benefits they have not attained, because that
standard of civilization is above their race. Revo-
lution succeeds revolution, and the country mourns
that some petty chief may triumph, and through asixty day's government ape the rulers of the earth.
He said the means by which this end was to be se-
cured was simple and easy. It involved no harder
task than that each man should attend to his own
business, that no community should arro-gantly assume to interfere with the affairs of
another?and that nil should be actuated by the no-
ble emulation of promoting the common good andby the honorable obligation of fulfilling the com-
pact which their fathers had made.

THE COLORADO EXPEDITION.
The report of Lieut. Beale, of his recent expedi-

tion across the continent to survey the route for awagon road from Fort Defiance to tlie Coloradoriver, has been printed. Only fortv-eight days
were occupied in completing the survey,'"and the
camels were found to be admirably adapted to thejourney. In the following paragraphs Lieut. Bealegives an interesting synopsis of his report:

"A year in the wilderness ended. During this
time 1 have conducted my party from the Gulf of
Mexico to the shores of the Pacific Ocean and backagain to the Eastern terminus of the road, through
a country for a great part entirely unknown, and
inhabited by hostile Indians, without the loss of a
man. 1 have tested the value of the camels, mark-ed a new road to the Pacific, and travelled fourthousand miles without an accident. It is the
shortest route from our Western frontier by three
hundred miles, being nearly directly west. It is
the most level, our wagons' only double teaming
once in the entire distance, and that a short
hill, and over a surface heretofore unbroken by
wheels or trail of any kind, it is well watered-
our greatest distance without water at anytime
being twenty miles. It is well timbered, and in
many places the growth is far beyond that of ant-
part of tlie world I have ever seen. It is temperate
in climate, passing, for the most part, over an ele-vated region. It is salubrious, not one of our party
requiring the slightest medical attendance from the
time of our leaving to our arrival. It is well grassed,
my command never having made a bad grass camp
during the entire distance until near the Colorado.
Itcrosses the great desert (which must he crossedby any road to California) at its narrowest point.
I passed through a country aboundingin game andbut little infested with Indians. On the enTire road,until our arrival at the Mohave villages, we did not
notice in all over a dozen Indians, and those of atimid and inoffensive character. At the crossing of
the Colorado, grain, vegetables and breadstuff's mathe obtained in any quantity from the Indians, who
cultivate extensively, though rudely, the fertile
bottom lands of the Colorado. It is passable alike
in winter and summer. These are the advantages
which I claim for the road which wo have discover
ed, marked and explored from New Mexico to this
State.

"From tlie Colorado end to the settlements, the
country lias been surveyed and mapped bv theUnited States Surveyor of this State, which,'apartfrom the fact that it docs not come within my in-
structions, leaves me hut little to say in relation to
it. 1 shall mention, then, only unit important factthat it leaves to the option of theeniigrant the choiceof entering California either at the citv of Los Vn-geles, by the regular travelled road, in the most
fertile part of the southern portion of the State, or
turning off from that river, and by an easy road,
frequently travelled, coining into the head of the
great Tulare Valley, and by a good road through
settlements all the way extending to Stockton,
Sacramento, and tlie more northern parts of the
State."

Lieut. Beale is preparing to leave with a second
party for tlie opening of the road of which he lias
surveyed the route.

THE PARAGUAY EXPEDITION.
Commodores Stewart and Shubrick and Com-mander Page were engaged in a consultation at tlieNavy Department yesterday in reference to the ex-pedition to Paraguay. We noticed that a map of

the country was spread out before them, and that it
was closely examined.

'llie officers are being rapidly ordered, as the ex-pedition is to be dispatched at the earliest possible
moment. Although Commander Shubrick, as com-
manding officer on the Brazil station, willcontrolthe operations against Paraguay, ifforce should be-
come necessary, vet the details' willbe carried outby Commander Page, who was selected by the De-
partment more particularly on account of his knowl-edge and experience of the country.

We also hear that the Government is now nego-
tiating for the use of a small steamer owned by
citizens of Philadelphia, to accompany tlie expedi-
tion. The detachment of marinei to" be sent outwill be far more considerable than was at first re-ported.

The commissioner has not yet been officially des-ignated. It is the object of the Government to senda person who willbe successful in obtaining ampleredress, and yet who is not interested in the claims
made by certain of our citizens against Paraguay.

Walker, will soon insure a return to good feel-gbotl order, and the happiest consequencesgen-
ernlly.

\\ e are pleased to state, upon the authority of

Governor Walker, that in obedience to an existinglaw, he transmitted to each of the States of theUnion, for the use of their State libraries, onecopy of the Choctaw laws, recently printed, and
asked in return a contribution of tlie statute laws
and Supreme Court reports. In response to his re-
quest the States of Illinois, Georgia, Mississippi,
South Carolina, Rhode Island, Pennsylvania, and
Connecticut, have forwarded books to the numberof one hundred volumes. The Governors of the
States of Missou-i, Wisconsin, lowa, Michigan,
Minnesota, Kentucky, and Delaware, have prom-
ised to ask authority of their legislatures to send
the books desired. We trust all the States of the
Union willassist our friends, the Choc-taws, in thehighly honorable effort they are making to form a
National Library.

GUATEMALA.
On the 13th of July the lion. Beverly L. Clarke,

Minister o£ the United States to Guatemala and
Honduras, was received in public audience by his
Excellency the President.

Mr. Clarke made an extended address, during
which he handed to the President an autograph
letter from Mr. Buchanan, "conveying assurances
ofthe high consideration and friendship of the
United States, and the ardent desire of the United
States Government and people to preserve and in-
crease the harmony existing between the two Re-
publics." Mr. Clarke took occasion to praise the
natural advantages of Guatemala, eulogizing her
geographical position, and predicting for her a bril-
liant future, which he declared he should do all in
his power to hasten.

The President, in reply, professed great regard
for the United States and the Americans, much sat-
isfaction that they were so peaceably disposed. No-
ticing Mr Clarke's allusions to the richness of the
country, he said : "Anxious to develop the elements
of prosperity with which Providence has favored
us, we shall always be disposed to protect peaceful
emigration; and it willafford us great satisfaction
to make all other nations participators in the natu-
ral advantages of our soil. I consider that these
ends willbe forwarded by maintaining friendly rela-
tions with your Government, and that our alliance
will be highly advantageous to the people who have
confided their destinies to my keeping.

On July 22d Mr. Clarke proceeded tollonduras topresent his credentials, leaving his family in Guate-
mala, where he intended to reside.
