say that the expenses of propellers eat up the profits,
and that in American hands they
to pay. Whatothers can do, we are certainly ca-
pable of performing. The Scotch, the Irish, the
Germans, and the English, have succeeded in this
new field of commercial enterprise; why then should
not we, with equally good management, suceeed
also? Every body knows that the cost of fuel,
which is the principal item of expense, is greater
with them than with and it would be a libel
upon our seamen to say that they are not as active

imnot he made

us,

and intelligent as those of any other nation. But
it is alleged that this class of vessels cost more to
build, and equip, in Ame than elsewhere, and

that, therefore, the annual interest upon the capital
invested being so much larger, the net earnings are
reduced in proportion. If this be true, our mer-
chants must purchase their ships wherever they
can obtain them—all other things being equal—a
the cheapest price. In answer to this suggestion it
may be contended that, under our Navigation Laws,
they would not then be permitted to engage,on equal
terms, with American built vessels, in the coasting
and other trade of the Uxitep States. Granting
this to be so, they would still be placed on a better
footing than foreign ship-owners, and even under
these circumstances they would be exempt from
many restrictions imposed upon the latter. It
must, moreover, be borne in mind, that foreigners
are multiplying the number of their steam-v.
trading to our ports,
restrictions, and this would certainly not be the
case if they were sinking, or expected to sink
money by the ojeration. If, then, they manage
to succeed under disabilities from which we should
be either wholly or partially relieved, why should
we hesitate to follow the example they have set
us? At present, we are literally doing nothing.
In point of fact, we are doing worse than nothing.
We are sinking the interest upon a vast amount
of capital locked up in sailing vessels, that are
lying idle for want of freights, and are carelessly
permitting others to snatch the carrying trade
from our loosening grasp. It is perfectly clear
that must done to recover the
ground that has been won from us of late, or we
shall suffer materially in our maritime position.
Nor isit the commercial and maritime interests
ouly that will be seriously affected by allowing
the steam vessels of other nations to acquire a
preponderance on the high seas. Our national
power and prestige will also be jeopardized. Every
sailing vessel withdrawn from the ocean, and
laid up in ordinary, limits, to that extent, the
capacity of our nursery for able seamen, and if,
by the introduction of steam propellers by other
nations, the number of our going  vessels,
instead of keeping pace with the increase of our
commerce, should be reduced one-third, we should
be constrained, in a case of emergency,
up the deficiency with landsmen. This is not all.
If we desire to maintam our acknowledged rank
in the eyes of foreign Powers, our national marine
must partake of the same characteristics as theirs.
If they build steam gun-hoats and steam
we must build steam gun-boats and steam frigates
likewise; or we can never hope, with any
confidence, to measure our strength fairly with
them in a pitched battle. It may be, that the
necessity for doing so will not arise for many
years yet to come; but who can tell? Peace is,
undoubtedly, a blessing, and is worthy of our
most strenuous efforts to preserve it, so long as
it can be done with honor; yet, to maintain
pacific relations with other governments, we must
be prepared to accept the alternative. We have
an extensive sea-board to defend, and the s
of naval warfare has undergone so many changes
recently, that fortifications, scattered here and
there along the coast, would offer but a feeble
resistance to a hostile fleet, propelled by steam
power, and armed with all the destructive enginery
invented by modern science. How little capable
ordinary fortifications are of resisting a bombard-
ment, let Bomarsund answer. But it is the
commercial aspect of the case that is most
deserving of consideration at this time, and the
question we have to answeris: whether we are
content to lose the carrying trade to and from our
own ports, through our own supineness and
groundless apprchensions of pecuniary loss; or
