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We have, from time to time, presented to our

readers what we believe to be the views of a large

and respectable body of citizens in regard to the
approaching MAYORALTY election. \\ e have en-

deavored to advance these views by discussing at

length the principles on which, we think, all good
men should be willingto unite, and by depicting

the character of the man who is now greatly needed
lor that position. We have gone further, and in
order to present the matter in every different as-

jiect, and as it were

"By indirection find direction out,"

we have shown the kind of man who ought not to

be entrusted with this responsible office. Claiming,

iti common with other citizens, the right of free
discussion where public aftairs and public officers
are concerned, and having our interests, which,
however small, are vital to us, bound up in the
prosperity of this community, we now, as hereto-
fore, unhesitatingly take ground against the re-

election of Mr. SWANN. lie "deems it his duty

to state publicly" that he is again a candidate,
and we accept it as a part of ours, to show that

the opposition which his career has arrayed against

liirn, is based upon something more substantial than
"politicalrancor," or "exaggerated statements."
If in presenting our objections to this gentleman
we offend otte political party, and appear to be the
advocates of another, we must be content to be so

misunderstood, until time shall prove the honesty
of our determination to assert the right and con-

demn the wrong, irrespective of party ties. When
we say that Mr. SWANN lias not entitled himself lo

the confidence of our people as an impartial, effi-
cient and conscientious Magistrate, we propose to

give very frankly the reasons for the faith (or the
want of it) that isin us. Of that undiscriminating
panegyric which it is so easy to write, and doubt-
less so pleasant to read, he lias bad full measure:

nor has lie failed to receive (though not at our
hands) his portion of equally facile abuse. To
how much of the one or the other he is really en-

titled, vague and voluble phrases will not show;
and we shall resort to bis own acts and language
to determine. It is sufficient for the moment to

present litem partially in the shape of a cursory
review.

When a few weeks afler his election, Air. Sivvxx
called an extra session of the City Council, he
said to that body: "Itcannot he disguised that for
"sonic time past a spirit of lawlessness has prevailed
"to a large extent in our city, and that the power
"of the corporation is at this time whollyinade-
"quate to its suppression, ® * * it is admitted
"on all sides to exist, and it is the desire of all
"that a speedy corrective should he applied."?
Impressed with the same convictions, the City
Council promptly placed at the MAYOR'S disposal
such a police force as he demanded, and as would
have been amply sufficient to crush the disorders
complained of, had it been selected anil organized
with a sole regard to the public weal, and under
the dictates of enlightened duty. Much of its future
value was dependant upon the tone and temper
given to it at the very outset. The Council had

performed its part of the task faithfully and well.
The house had been swept clean and garnished,
and nothing devolved upon the MAYOR liut the
obligation to place it in the keeping of creditable
and decent men.

Ilow the expectations of the best friends of that
new measure were disappointed, it is needless for
us to tell. That many worthy and cajable men
were embodied in the police corps, and remain
there still, is unquestionably true. It is not less
true, unfortunately, that many have found refuge
in its ranks, whose capacity was measured only
by the worthless and disreputable standard of
political activity, and known ruffians have been
enrolled, whose evil lives and degraded characters
have brought discredit upon their comrades, and
tainted the moral atmosphere around them. If

such should be admitted to have been the practice
of other Mayors, yet wherein does Mr. SWANS
stand thereby justified? Society, whose rights he
compromised, when he compounded with its inso-
lent and open enemies, looks to him alone to
answer it.

In the Oitv Commissioner's office, Hie most de-
liberate fraud that lias as yet disgraced the city,
was concocted; and it was carried forward to-
wards its consummation under the flimsiest pre-
tence of concealment, for nearly one year. Au-
thorized to build a jail at a cost of §1:20,000, the
City Commissioner, in collusion with the contrac-
tor, instantly set about the erection of one, upon
a different plan, and upon a scale that would
cause a disbursement, among the employees, of

about §400,000. The details of this arrangement
were all before the Council, early in May, and it
was not until September, when every effort made
to.obtain the sanction of that body had failed, that
the proceedings were arrested by the tardy inter-
vention of the MAYOR, and .the dismissal of the
faithless officer from place. The work, in the
meantime, had advanced so rapidly, that the addi-
tional burthen cast upon the tax-payers will, at the
least, amount to §150,000.

In his first annual message, Mr. SWAXX thanked
the Council for having placed nearly five hundred
policemen at his disposal, and gave his reasons

for having asked such an increase of power; for,
said he, "the protection of the person and proper-
''ty of the citizen, in the free exercise of his legiti-
"mate pursuits and functions, was a principle not
"to be compromised or postponed for a single
"moment, and I deemed it my duly, that no time
"should he lost iu clothing me with the power
"necessary to place beyond contingency this
"fundamental requirement of all well regulated
"governments." How did he show his solicitude
for the "free exercise" of the "legitimate pursuits
"and functions" of the citizen, when the oppor-
tunity for action was afforded him? lie twice
appointed the Judges of Election, who twice re-

moved the polls of various wards, from central
points to their extreme outskirts, and placed them
in juxtaposition to those of other wards. For
what purposes, but those of party and of violence,
was authority thus misused ? What else, but
tumult and riot did any sane man anticipate?
\V as the acquiescence of the MAYOR, in such a case,

worthy of one who had announced, that "the life
"of the humblest individual, confiding in the pro-
"tection of our laws, would be worth more than
"any burthen of taxation, which it may lie neces-
sary to impose, in order to guard it against out-
"rage and violence?" To hive been indifferent
to such an arrangement once, was bail enough
to have permitted it a second time, admits of no

palliation. The elections followed, and with
them ?came "outrage and violence" against the
citizens, and shameless dereliction of duty on the
part of the police. Too many impartial men,
whose probity is unquestioned, were witnesses
of these facts, to leave room for an absolute and
general denial of them. Xot all the official de-
nunciations than can be hurled against any class
or section, can smother truth, and we are well
satisfied, that the verdict of the people of our city

will bear out the correctness and moderation
of these statements. Of many instances in which
policemen abetted the violators of the law, all
men have heard, and many have known; but of
any condemnation or punishment, with which
authority visited them, every one is to this day
ignorant. The paper in which Mr. SWANX thought
proper to couch his reply to all complaints, was

in form a diatribe, when it should have been a

candid and respectful examination of the facts.
The mildest opinion concerning this production,
might be expressed in the language of the invec-
tive, wherein Mr. SWAXN himself unjustly assailed
Mayor HINKS, for venturing to veto an ordinance,
looking to the diversion of the city's funds into
the treasury of the Railroad Company, of which
Mr. SWANN was then President. We may say, in
his words, and with more propriety than he then
did, that it does afford matter for sad astonish-
ment, "when the chief executive officer of a city
"like this, is seen stepping out of the line of his offi-
"cial duty, and attaching his name to a paper, *

* * ? which leaves the public under painful
"impressions as to his appreciation of what is due
"to his position and his obligations, as a public
"officer."

When the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad was
threatened with serious, if not lasting, injury by

a mob, which originated in as trivial a cause as (
ever excited bad or thoughtless men, the MAYOR'S
conduct in no way earned for him the thanks of ;
that Company or the approbation or respect of >
those interested in its welfare and the public peace.
He maintained a cold if not inactive attitude, upon i
the city limits, and permitted it to be sufficiently j
understood that beyond them he would not act.? i
lbs direct jurisdiction, it may be, was circum- !
scribed within those limits, but not so his legiti-
mate influence and moral The rioters,
within sight almost of the city borders, would have
been awed by any evidence on his part of a cordial
and proper sympathy with the Company, and of a

thorough determination not only to curb disorder
wherever he could use force, rut to assist in bring-
ing it to punishment where force was inadmissible,
through the vigilance of the police who might, at

least, have watched and marked the guilty. They
were relieved, by his conduct, from that fear which
the undefined majesty of the law would have cast

around them, and were comforted with the assu-

rance that beyond a certain line they would meet

with no interference, by word or deed, from the
municipal authorities.

These leading details of Mr. SWAW'S adminis"
tration, suffice for our present purpose. We have
said enough to show, and hereafter we shall show
further, that it has not been and ought not to be
satisfactory to our people and affords him no room

for honest self-congratulation. He had opportuni-
ties for effecting good such as have been vouchsafed
to few of his predecessors. Had he risen superior
to mere personal and partizan feelings he might

have placed the municipal government in a situa-
tion to compare favorably with any in the land.?
He would have achieved then a "personal triumph"
more noble than a re-election, amid such scenes as

transpired a year ago, can bring him now. He
may not, perhaps, deserve all the ill that some

have said of him, but panegyric such as his friends
have written, and are now outvioing each other in

repeating, assumes unwittingly the lineaments of

satire. It will not do to stigmatise all criticism as
abuse, nor to insist that "respectability of charac-
ter" is a fair offset against the errors or misdeeds
of a public servant. We do not,therefore, propose
to abstain from further comment on the indisputa.
hie and indefensible facts which make 11(1 the his-
tory of Mr. SWA.NX'S municipal career. We feel
that we are only giving temperate utterance to the
sentiments of thousands of citizens who have a
right to speak, and that freely, in thus taking an
account of his stewardship, and deprecating his
re-election to the MAYORALTY.

AYc published, in our issue of AVednesdivr, the
majority ami minority reports of the special corn-
mission appointed by the City Council to devise
"a plan for the thorough organization of the Fire

"Department of Baltimore.'" At the time that
our Oouneilmen thus endeavored to relieve them-
selves of the responsibility of acting in so impor-
tant a matter, by throwing the burden upon
others, we took the liberty of doubting whether
the Commissioners would have the boldness to
suggest, or the Conncilmen the firmness to adopt,
the only remedy which can ever effectually cure
the evils, of which we all complain, and the exist-
ence of which is on all hands admitted. AVe re-
gret to find that we were not mistaken in our

estimate of the influences which, unfortunately,
prevail over the minds of too many men in this
community who know what is right, but who
have not the courage to do it. Out of the nine
intelligent and respectable men to whose judg-
ment this subject Was referred, only one of them
has taken a broad and comprehensive view of the
difficulties and disorders occasioned by the present
system, and has ventured to declare himself in
favor of its entire and immediate abolition, and of

the substitution of a Paid Fire Department, to be

subjected to the strictest discipline, and to use,
altogether. Steam Fire Engines. The report of the
dissenting Commissioner, .Mr. Sen, MAX, WC regard
as conclusive, and, apart from the strong moral
arguments to be advanced in its favor, it shows,
satisfactorily to any unbiassed mind, that, even in
point of economy, the Paid Fire Department would,
when once properly established, possess a decided
advantage over any volunteer system. Comparing
it with the plan proposed by the majority, we are

at a loss to conceive how candid and impartial
men can hesitate in yielding a preference to the
former. Mr. Sen. MAN estimates with great mi-

nuteness and care, that the first cost to the city of
a sufficient number of steam engines, with all their
appurtenances and requirements, will not exceed
the sum of s6!', 100, and that the annual expense
of supporting the Department will he, at the larg-
est sum, $40,000. The majority estimate, with
equal exactness, the first cost of their system at

$72,500, and the annual expenses at $.">1,000.
The one report contemplates the use of six first

class steam engines, completely equipped, to be
drawn by horses, and managed liy competent lire-
men and engineers, and clearly shows that this
force will he sufficient to perform all the lalior that

may be required of a Fire Department in the city
of Baltimore. The other report proposes to estab-
lish sctrn steam engines, and, in addition, to em-
ploy the services of six hand engines and four
hook and ladder companies, all to he judiciously
distributed in various localities, specially desig-
nated. The majority areevidently no believers in
the doctrine of an inherent sovereignity in the
City Corporation,?so vigorously asserted on a

memorable occasion by our present MAYOR?for,
before proceeding to their labors, they deemed it
necessary to inquire whether any power was
vested in the "authorities" to "establish and

control tire companies." After relieving them-
selves, however, of all doubt upon a point so
plain, and after the fullest investigation into the
systems existing in other cities, they come to the
lame conclusion that it is inexpedient to abolish the
volunteer companies, and propose to establish a
Fire Department which shall cost the city, at
once, $72,000, without assuring us, so far as we
can see, against the very evils we wish to destroy.
AVeearnestly hope that when the matter comes he-
fore the Council for its determination, there mav

be found among the number of those to whom the
people ofBaltimore have committed their legisla-
tion, a few men with the intelligence and boldness
Of -Air. St'TLMAX.

BRAZIL AND THE LA PLATA.
By the arrival of the bark Glenwood, at Salem,

we are placed in possession of advices from Buenos
Ayres to the Kith of July.

Madame Anna Bishop was giving eonserts at
Buenos Avres with great success. The government
is in trouble financially, and the Confederated Pro-
vinces threaten the city with a future war if its in-
dependent position was not abandoned.

AVe have also our tiles of Rio journals to the same
date. The protracted fight in the Brazillian Cham-
ber ofDeputies on the vote of thanks for the royal
message, had terminated infavor of the Govern-
ment bv a vote of 66 to 35.

No other events of interest have occurred at
the Brazillian capital.

The Correio Jlfercnntil is publishing letters from
Dr. Tschudi, the famous German traveler, who has
been exploring the diamond districts of the empire.

From Montevideo we have intelligence of the rati-
fication of the treaty with Brazil, in the Chamber
of Deputies. There are doubts whether it willgo
through the Senate.

The latter body has been discussing a bill for dis-
crediting the copper coinage of the Republic to the
extent of 25 per cent. It seems the business of re-
newing the copper money of the State was intrusted
to a European commercial honse, which returned itin due time in bulk, and the Government placed it
incirculation. It was subsequently found that it
fell short of the legal standard 25 "per cent., and
instead of calling it in and requiring the makers to
make good the difference, the Legislature is pro-
posing to throw the loss on the innocent holders.

A decree for the protection of the Jesuits has
been issued.

From the Argentine Confederation our dates are
to the 24th of June. The Chambers had instructed
the Government to aid and open a railroad from
Santa Fe to Santiago de Estero.

THE TKHPANTEPEC ROUTE. ?Dr. August Sountag,
in a letter to the agent of the Tchuautepec Route
at Minatitlan, published in the New York Time*,
estimates that an outlay of $1,000,060 will be neces-
sary to put the roadway in a practicable state. lie
also pronounces against the availability ofthe A'en-
tosa Bay, the proposed terminus on the Pacific side,
as a harbor, showing it to be exposed to a heavy
sea and severe winds, that half the time render
an approach to the shore impossible. According to
this otheial report, it appears that the undertaking
ill the Louisiana Company, to earn* the California
mail that way by the Ist of October, is a physical
impossibility, the route having no road across it,
and there being no means or facilities of transporta-
tion.

There are in the United States 759 paper mills in
actual operation, having 3.000 engines, and produc-
ing in the year 270,000,000 pounds of paper, whichis worth, say ten cents per pound, or $27 000 000To produce this quantity of paper over 400 000 000pounds of rags are required, one-and-a-'quarter
pounds of rags being necessary to make one pound
of paper. The value of these rags, estimating them
at four cents per pound, is over 816,000,000,

FROM UTAH.
FROM OUR OWN CORRESPONDENT.

CAMP FLOYD, U. T., Aug. 4, 1858.
After hanging in Damocletian suspense all winter

over its enemies, the army of Utah finds itself sud-

denly thrust into a retired valley, like an old sword
into its scabbard, without knowing why or where-
fore. Is its work really done? What was it ever

drawn forth for? Is its mission now to peacefully
republicani-r a set of foreign socialists? Such are
some of the questions that are raised over its rusty
repose?-questions that are likelyto go as long with-

out response as the (treat Basin does without rain.
This Basin, as I have already hinted, is a very

peculiar feature on the face of the globe. It is a
kind ofabortive seat of empire; it is one of those
desert-like imperfections without which the entirety
of the globe itself would probably not be perfect.?
Ifit only opened out upon the South Sea, and was

visited by timely rains, it could contain a world of

busy inhabitants within itself. But, as it is, such
sterile desolation broods here, that affrighted rivers
turn from the face of day, and seek to burrow in
tlie earth, groping their way through subterraneous
passages to the sea, if, indeed, they ever find any
seaward outlet at all. Such is the Sevier river, such
the Humboldt, and such are some others of less eon-
sequence, which, instead of breaking their own way
through mountain barriers, turn downwards into

the bowels of the earth. Think of the rushing cas-
cades, the leaping cataracts that may roar through
the dark caverns below!

But this Basin will require a great deal of study
and careful observation before its geological char-
acter can be well understood; and then it may
throw some additional fight on the changes that
have taken place in the earth's structure, and add

new data to geological chronology. Frotn the marks
along the flanks of the surrounding mountains, this
great Basin would seem to have been at one time
an immense inland sea, with waters from one to
two thousand feet in depth; but w hen the source is
looked for from which this water could have come,
it cannot be found or accounted for, unless it is by
supposing a period when more water vapor was
brought to this region than there is now; and this
supposition does not seem to be consistent with
appearances. Limitingour attention for the pres-
ent to the Valleyof Salt Lake, we find that there

are emptying into this lake only three principal
streams, viz: Bear River, Weber River, and the
Jordan. Now the whole amount of water dis-
charged by these rivers during a day would not
probably exceed frotn live to six hundred millions
of cubic feet, which would cover, say, twentv-ninc
square miles with one foot in depth of water, or
about ten thousand square miles during a year to

the same depth.
Now, allowing Salt Lake to have a surface of

sixteen hundred square miles, this amount of water
would give it an annual increase of depth of about
nercn feet. But the evaporation at this season of

the year is at the rate of at least one foot and a half
per month; at which rate in less than live months
the whole seven feet of water could be evaporated.
The rate, however, is less during the cold months
of the year; and, besides, there should be a balance
struck between tlie amount evaporated and the
quantity which falls in the valley in the shape of
snow and rain.

But though it might be feasible to show the effect
upon the present lake through the agencies of in-
crease and diniinntion which act upon its waters, it

would not be so easy to show by what ageney the an-
cient lake, which lias left its trace upon the moun-
tain sides, was raised to so high a level, although
the excess of evaporation over the present supply
might be calculated, and some idea formed of the
number of years during which the lowering of the

water may have been thus going on, yet, the an-

cient supply and the period at which it ceased re-
main as great a mystery as ever. A more thorough
examination of the country will throw some light
upon this subject. It is not impossible that the wa-
ters of Green river may at one time have been add-
ed to those of the great Basin. At all events, the
marks upon the face of the country here, such as
fossil turtles, shells, water lines, Ac.,'show that in
the mountainous region, at an elevation of a mile
above the; sea, there was, at some distant period,
immense bodies of water, which now no longer ex-
ist, having either worn themselves channels to the
sea, or been pumped out by evaporation, or swal-
lowed up by the caverns of the earth.

Have you any Mormons in your Post Office??
It would be well for the Department to send
agents along the routes through Kansas and Mis-
souri to inquire what lias become of numerous com-
munications for Utah, which have failed to reach
their destination. Some of the Postmasters there
who combine the grocery and liquor business,
or similar vocations with the delivery of letters,
seem to think that newspapers are of no account
except to wrap up parcels. If this estimate of
their worth is based upon their intrinsic value, I
should as a general thing be inclined to agree with
them, ?still those to whom the papers are directed
would like to have something to say in the matter.

Ifthese Postmasters send usnoneof our papers, and

about two-thirds of our letters, is it not all that we
could reasonably expect in a free country?

Brigham left his place for several days, and it was
thought that he had run away, as the most appro-
priate finale to his extraordinary career.

constructed, and the track graded to the depot, so
as to admit of the laying of the rails at an early
day. When the work on section A shall have been
completed, there will remain but little to do on the
other part of the line as far as Leesburg, Loudoun
county.

_An "Alabama Cotton Planter," writing to the
Xntiaual liitcHii/cncer, says, according to the ac-
counts, as far as received, from the cotton-growing
region, it appears that the prospect has greatlychanged for thi> worse since July, when it was un-
usually bright, The belief, however, is now enter-
tained that about, the average of the crops of the
two last years, three millions of bales, willbe made
the present year; but not much exceeding that
amount, as has been confidently expected.

The opening of the sixteenth annual fair of the
Cincinnati Mechanics' Institute took place on Mon-day evening, hut was not attended by as larie a
number of persons as was expected.
