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The New York Herald, discoursing in its own
peculiar way upon the nmnitbld corruptions and
abuses that, according to its account, have crept

into the administration of government in the State
and city of New York, draws the following flatter-
ingpicture of the practical working and present

tendencies ofour political institutions. It says :
"The public offices are filled through a system of bully-

ing, slioulder-hitiing, brow heating and bribery. Men
are p'aeed there who trade iu power and plunder, as though
authority were given only to enrich them, ami the public
treasury were nothing hut the undivided stock of a band
of thieves. Fine houses are wrung from their subordi-
nates: fast horses, gold watches and silver goblets are pre-
sented by their panderers; and the greed for spoil possesses
every one in authority. It is not alone the miserable and
inefficient Metropolitan Police, and the Board of Health,
that exhibit these evils. Our city government stinks with
its own rottenness; our State organization is one vast
Scheme of plunder from the canals downward, and our

Judiciary is destroyed by its all pervading poison.

The knaves that have bullied themselves into power in
our city and State are fust carrying us into a position
where revolution will be our only remedy. The censure
of an independent press is their only check now, and they
are fast losing all fear of that."

We insert the above paragraph, not for the sake
of extracting; from it that consolation which misery
is said to find in companionship, nor for the pur-
pose of showing, after tlio fashion of some of our
contemporaries, that Baltimore is a well-governed
city because New York is as badly governed,
or, perhaps, worse. From that sort of logic,
as we have often said before, we have long since
failed to obtain any solid satisfaction. It is but

cold comfort that we can derive for our own sor-
rows, from the spectacle ofothers' woes. We wish

rather to show by the example of our neighbor, that
bad as things arc now, they may be worse, and
that to arrest their dow award progress we must re-
sort to timely action. The current cf public affairs
never stands still. In New York, says the Herald.,
it is fast setting towards a point where "revolution
will be the only remedy" forevils that day by day are
growing more intolerable. llow is it with our-

selves? How runs the current of our social and
political life? Is the city of Baltimore better gov-
erned than it was ten years ago, or twenty, or
five? Arc better and worthier men elevated to
office; are the laws more faithfullyand impartially
administered, and are the consequent blessings of
good government, peace and security, happiness at
borne, and a good name abroad, ours in a greater
degree, at the present than at any former time?
lias the state of society improved within the past
two years? Are life and property more safe in
our streets, and are crimes against both of less
frequent occurrence? These are plain questions,
such as every man can answer for himself: they
are practical questions, such as every man ought
to address to himself. It will not do under a
popular government like ours, for any man to be
indifferent to the course which public affairs are
taking, or to the progress which society is making
in one direction or the other. "Against such a
"mass of misgovern nient,'' says the Herald in the
paragraph next following the one we have quoted,
"there is no defence except in the sense of right,
"and the public virtue of the people." But bow,
if that "sense of right" be dormant, and that
"public virtue" fail to manifest itself by any out-
ward act or show of resistance to evil ? Then, in-
dubitably, sooner or later, will lie realized 1o tile
letter that condition of social and political degrada-
tion which we have described. If respectable
men cease to interest themselves in public a (Fairs,
and in the selection of public officers; if they suf-
fer important elections to go by default; if they
prove so indifferent to the privileges, and so re-
creant to the responsibilities of citizenship, as to
permit incompetent and unworthy officials to he
returned without opposition to the places they
have dishonored, and the trusts they have abused:
if they shut their eyes and turn their backs upon
the spectacle of political corruption that is placed
before them, and fail to apply the only corrective
that our institutions afford for the evils of misgov-
ernmcnt; then may they rest assured that a day
will surely come, when the demoralization of the
community shall he so complete, the popular "sense
"of right" so tar obliterated, and "public virtue"
so nearly extinguished, that the peaceful remedy of
the ballot, willprove whollyineffectual, if not posi-
tively impracticable,?and when the polls shall be
actually closed against them, or if open, serve
only to record the feeble protest of the few against
the tyranny of the many. It will not do for men
to console themselves with the hope that by-and-
bye things will look better, or with such shreds
and patches of philosophy, as that "it is a long
"lane that knows no turning," and that "when
"things grow to the worst, they must begin to
"inend." A falling body was never yet known
to arrest its own descent, nor corruption to work
its own cure. Only by the timely interposition
of the people, and the active interference of the
better portion of the community in political affairs,
can the catastrophe which is so justly deprecated
by the lb raid lie effectually averted. If we will
not act, then we must abide the consequences of
our inaction, iyid had best learn to do so grace-
fully and without complaining. Ifwe postpone
action, we must remember that evil habits grow-
by indulgence, and through long toleration abuses
become prescriptive.

A pamphlet recently published at Geneva, and
freely quoted by the English Reviewers, puts us in
possession of many facts in relation to the internal
affairs of the llanubian Principalities, which arc of
more than ordinary interest at this time, now that
the manner in which Moldavia and Wallachia
shall he governed in future, and the relation which
those provinces shall hold, henceforth, towards
Turkey, has been definitely settled by the Paris
Conference. Ihe text of that Convention has not yet
been published; but it is very generally understood
that the five Powers have decided upon an admin-
istrative union of the two provinces and a Repre-
sentative assembly based upon a very high elec-
toral qualification, and that they have rejected the
plea for a constitutional monarchy, as dangerous
to Austria, from the discontent it would produce
among her Sclavonian subjects, and as of serious
injury to Turkey, inasmuch as it would not onlv
deprive her of her richest provinces, but would
tend to encourage the other Christian populations
of 1 urkcy to declare their independence, and es-
tablish governments of their own. The political
independence and constitutional monarchy de-
manded by the Moldo-Wallachs has therefore been
denied them; hut the arguments upon which they
based their claims to he recognised as a distinct
nationality are not the less worthy ofbeing noted.
The series of letters composing the pamphlet to
which we have referred, are said to have been
written hy a member of one of the great Boyard
families of Wallachia, and the writer is also de-
scribed as "a man of honor and intelligence, of
"sincere patriotism and moderate views." The
position assumed by him is, that the best in-
terests of Turkey, and of Austria, would be con-

sulted hy the union of Moldavia and Wallachia,
and the consolidation of the Rouman nationality
under a foreign prince. He contends that, when
thus united, the Roumans would present, not only
a strong barrier against Russian aggression, but
would he protected alike from Turkish treachery
and oppression, and from the intrigues of Russian
agents. From 1731 the appointment of the Ilospo-
dars of Moldavia and Wallachia, was vested in the

Greeks; but, in 1822, the Hospodaral crowns were

taken from the latter, hy Turkey, and given to
Boyards, selected by the Porte, without consulting
the Roumans themselves, and in violation of an-

cient treaties. In 1828, Russia, having delared
war upon Turkey, occupied Moldo-Wallachia with
a military force, and asserting the right of Protec-
torate, which had been conceded to her of the treaty
of Adrianople, deposed the Hospodurs appointed
hy Turkey, and replaced them by two Russian
generals. ;From that date, until 1854, Moldo-

permitted his relatives to plunder the countSTOURZA was both corrupt and rapacious, and the

popular discontent was stimulated by Russian
emissaries, for the purpose of convincing Europe
that the Roumans were incapable of self-govern-
ment. After the people had suffered, for eight
years, under repeated acts of robbery and injus-
tice, the General Assembly of Wallachia drew up
an address, depicting the deplorable condition of
the principality. Russia immediately ordered her
Ambassador at Constantinople to embrace the

cause of the Wallachians, by demanding the dis-
missal of GHIKA. The Porte promptly acquiesced
in the demand. GIIIKA was declared faithless and
dishonest, anil removed from his post; but a few
years later, the man thus censured was re-instated
in the government of Wallachia. On the dismis-
sal of GHIKA, in 18411, BIBISCO, a man devoted to

I Russia, to whose influence he owed his nomiua-
| tion, was appointed llospodar of Wallachia. He
made a worse Governer than GHIKA, and reduced
the Wallachians to extremity by his tyranny and
exactions. In 1818, they rose against him, and

drove him across the Austrian frontier. The Mol-
davians also rose in insurrection against STOURZA;
but the movement in that province was promptly
and violently suppressed. At Bucharest, the
Wallachians installed a provisional government,
to cries of, "Down with the Russian Protector-
ate !" and, "Long live the Sultan !" The insur-
rection was not against Turkey, but against that
secret Russian influence to which the Wallachians
were sufficiently clear-sighted to trace all their
sufferings. The provisional government was, at
first, recognized by Turkey; but after the greater
portion of the Wallacbian troops were disbanded,
and had returned to their homes, twenty thousand
Turks crossed the Danube, and encamped before
the gates of Bucharest. "FCAD Pacha, the Turk-
"ish Commissioner, who accompanied this force,
"was prodigal of promises and friendly demon-
"strations. One day, he invited the provisional
"government, and all the chief men of Bucharest,
"to his tent, to receive an important communica-
"tion. They had hardly entered the camp, when
"they were surrounded by troops and artillery.
"The Turks poured into the city, and passed the
"night in plunder, outrage and bloodshed."
There was no garrison in the city, and the only
resistance offered was by two hundred Wallachian
firemen. This handful of men opjosed themselves
to ten thousand Turks, and, animated with the
courage of despair, fought until they were all

killed. One solitary Wallachian soldier kept
guard for twelve hours over the colors at the
Barracks. Although all of his comrades had
fallen, he refused to abandon his post. He re-
mained on guard all night. In the morning he
was still there. He was dragged into the middle
of the court-yard, and shot. From-the courage
and fidelity displayed by the Moldo-Wallachs, on
various occasions, the writer of the "Letters"
contends, that his countrymen, if well offi-
cered, would make excellent troops, and that
in 1848, and 1853, if the Roumans,
"instead of relying on a Suzerain impotent to pro-
"tcct them, had been in a condition to rely upon
"themselves, the Russian army would have lost
"thirtythousand men before reaching Bucharest;
"perhaps even it would have thought twice before
"crossing the Pruth." He then argues that "the
"more Turkey feels herself feeble internally, the
"more ought she to fortify her frontiers. When
"an army has been decimated, it no longer meets
"an enemy in the field; it seeks the shelter of in-
"trenehments. Where could be found a better ob-
stacle to the encroachments of Sclavonic power
"than five millions of Latins, contented with their
"lot and sincerely attached to Turkey? And it is
"Turkey herself, and it is Austria who wish to
"sever this dyke thrown by Providence before the
"flood of Sclavotiianism." Antipathy of race, he
asserts, willalways keep the Roumans aloof from
Russia. Their detestation ofAustria is well known,
and he asks, why should the Western Powers re-
ject the union of the Principalities, when that
union is the ardent wish of the inhabitants? Af-
ter giving an interesting sketch of the Rouiuan peo-
ple, and expressing his fears that the decision of the
Paris conference will be adverse to the almost unani-

mously expressed wishes of the Moldo-Wallachians,
the writer thus closes his eloquent appeal: "There
"is a party which holds to us the following lan-
guage. The Western Powers have lulled you
"with fallacious promises; they will pitilessly de-
"liver you to Austrian brutality, and the stupidity
"ot the Turk. It is time to look northward.?
"\V hatevcr harm Russia may have done to von,
"Austria and Turkey may do more." "To de-
"cide," says the writer, "upon these two policies,
"the Principalities wait till Europe shall have
"marked out for them their line of conduct. One
'May, perhaps, the advanced guard of the Russian
"army, which shall march upon Constantinople,
"will be composed of Roumans ! Upon that dav

millions of Rayahs will rise ns one man, and
"twenty-four hours will suffice to drive the last

MR. MURPHY'S DOINGS IXENGLAND.
[From Brit's Life in London, Ain/ 23.]

Since the arrival of Mr. Morphv, the young
American Philidor, in England, lie has playe'd con-
stantly with all who have dared to present them-
selves, and his career so far has been one of un-
mixed triumph. The skeptics who turned up their
noses at the very idea of a boy of twenty being a
first-rate, are now muttering in bated tones about
"exceptions to the usual rule," and so forth. We
candidly own we consider Mr. Morphy a pheno-
menon. and are delighted to hail inhim certainly the
finest player since McDonnell and La Bourdonnais.
Results in chess speak for themselves; and great
talent is neither to be written down nor inferior
talent written up. save for a season.

Mr. Morphy liastavored us with the exact score of
all the games he has played since he came to the old
country, not thinking it worth while to include a
number of games played giving the large odds of
rook or knight, all of which he has won. Begin-
ning with Herr Lowenthal?wtiile we write "the
match is not over; but Morphv has but one more
party to win. They have played twelve games,
of which Morphv scores eight, draws one, and
loses three. With Mr. Barnes of the St. Geor-ge's Club Mr. Morphy has played 26 games,
winning nineteen and losing seven. With Mr.
Boaden Morphy played nine games, winning five,
losing one and drawing three. Of twelve games
contested with Mr. Bird, Morphy gained no lessthan ten, drawing one and losing one. With MrHampton the American has played and won twogames; and ofsix played against the veteran, Hen-Lowe, the American wins six! With the Rev. Mr.Oiven Morphy played live games, winning four andlosing one; and then giving pawn and move for amatch of five games, won all five, drew two, and
lost none 1 It was agreed that if Mr. Morphy beat
Mr. Owen at pawn and move, lie was to play a se
cond match at pawn and two moves, which matchwe shall, doubless, therefore, hear of in due course.Morphy being remarkably given to carry out all
his undertakings.

He lias hardly yet found time to plav with theleading members of the London Club, bdt we anti-cipate some good battling vet with their most
promising player, Mr. Geo. Medlfv, destined, webelieve, to go very far on the chess road to fameWe are glad to say Mr. Morphy is in excellenthealth and spirits, certainly stouter inform than
when he landed on our shores, and much pleased
with the kind reception he has met with generally
A few words, now, on the prospect of a match be-tween Morphy and Mr. Staunton, respecting whichnote that we strictly aim at tact not comment. Mr.Morphy lias thrice challenged Mr. Staunton, andthe receipt of his cartel has been thrice courteously
acknowledged.

The first challenge was in print, in an American
chess monthly, from the New Orleans Chess Club,inviting Mr. Staunton to come out and plav on his
own terms, for any stake up to $5,000 a side. Mr.Staunton's reply indicated a great desire to plav
Morphy, but a refusal to eoine so far; and for tinshe could not be blamed. Morphy crossed the sea,
and repeated his challenge, for tnesecond time, viravoce, receiving for answer a polite renewal of Mr.
Staunton's wish to play, but a desire to have a"few weeks' " preliminary practice, study of open-
ings and so forth. Mr. Morphy bowed assent, ashe he does to almost everything, but the few weeksand a few more, passing without the dav being fixedthe initiative here being clearlv thrown uponMr. Staunton, Morphy sent his third challenge, inwriting, and received a written reply this week.But, unfortunately, this written reply is merely aiiecho ot the old "delighted to play," and the rest of
it; no day or even month fixed for the encounterMorphy, perhaps, hardly feels it delicate to send a
fourth cartel, but we think his straightway course
would be to do so, simply saying "Will you kindiv
name the day, or do you decline accepting m\- chal-
lenge?" Mr. Morphy leaves all conditions'to MrStaunton, and willplay for any stake, from £lO6 to
£SOO on each side. A gathering of chess players
takes place at Birmingham on Tuesday next, at
which both Messrs. Morphy and Staunton will be
present. Unless the day and hour for beginning
the match are then fixed the whole is smoke, and
the chess circle must draw their own conclusions.Morphv stands, in relation meanwhile to Staunton,
something like our gallant Broke did in the Shan-non of Boston, when he sent his well-known cartel
to the American captain of the Chesapeake. "Your
flag requires a victory such as you would gain intaking my ship to give it the position in the eyes of
nations you pretend to take up. I can remain here
but eight-and-forty hours longer, wanting as I do
provisions and water. So do me the honor to come
out at once and fight if you mean it." It must al-
ways be remembered that Morphv is here merely
as a traveler,.and therefore cannot afford to waitfor an adversary till the days of grace 1860. IfMr.
Staunton declines his challenge, Mr. Morphy willprobably run over to Paris to play Harrwitz, andtrom thence on to Germany to encounter Ander-son.

The first number of a semi-weekly journal, Le
Vigneron, devoted, as its name imports, to the in-
terests of the wine trade, has just been issued in
Paris. Its "programme" contains some interesting
statistical information concerning the wine product
of France. It appears that more than 2,000,000
hectares of land are now covered with vines, of
which 400,000 hectares have been planted within
the last live years; and the average total yield of
wine is 50,000.000 hectolitres, valued at 800,000,000
francs ($160,000,000.1 The value of the barrels
made each year in France, to meet the wants of
vintners, is 80,000,000 francs, and the expenses for
transportation by sea, river, canal, railroad, Ac.,
are computed at not less than 30,000,000 francs.?
The tax on liquors of all sorts yields to the French
treasury a revenue of 120,000,000 francs, while the
entire sum which changes hands in the various
stages of the wine trade in France exceeds 1,000,-
000,000 francs per annum:

The following summary is gathered from the Bap-
tist Almanac for 1850, just issued by the American
Baptist Publication Society: Associations 505,
churches 11,000; ordained ministers 7,144; licen-
tiates 1,025; baptised in 1857 63,506; total members
623,103. Besides these there are the Anti-Mission
