A correspondent of the New York Evening Post,

from the Adirondack region says :
"On Follenshv Pond, a beautiful lake of three

miles in circuit, is encamped a party of Boston
gentlemen, whose character and acquirements have
given to their shanty the name of the Philosopher's
Camp. Knowing some of the gentlemen at the
camp, and being commissioned by Martin to carry
up some stores, we paid them a visit, and found
the party consisted of Professor Agassis, Ralph
Waldo Emerson, Professor Jeffries Wyman, James i
Russel Lowell, Mr. Holmes, Mr. Stillman, Mr. !Binney. Mr. Hoar, and Dr. Howe, with ten guides.
A headland overlooking the blue expanse of the !
waters, and overhung by the mountains, had been
selected for a camp, and an excellent spruce cover- j
ed shanty bad been built for the visitors, and a tent .
raised fur the guides. A lire, of trunks of trees, j
formed the beacon by night, and the pillar of cloud j
by day, while an American ensign waved in sub- j
lime ostentation over the roof. The camp was a Ipermanent one, and its arrangements complete. A j
butchery, where deer and fisli were cut up and the j
offal buried, a kennel for the hounds, a landing for iboats, and a covered kitchen for preparing the din- j
ner, were a portion of its accompaniments.

"The habits of the philosophers were as well ar- |
ranged as th ircamp.

Holmes shoots and writes,
Emerson reads and watches Stillraan fish, and when
the day's amusements are ended, the supper dis- 1
patched, and the whole party are gathered around
the big fire, earnest in their talk and lively expros- !
sion, it would not be amiss to affirm tfiat no such
coterie of minds is a?:-"inbled at one lioartbside from
the land of the chivalry to where 'the fisher baits
bis angle and the hunter twangs his bow on the lar-
chen banks of the Teuiiscouta.' "

FOEEIGN.
Mr. Charles Dickens is even more popular in the

provinces than in London. II ? commenced a series
of readings at the Liverpool Philharmonic Hall, on
Wednesday evening, when upwards of 1,200 persons
were present. The Emperor Napoleon, on the
occasion of bis recent fete, granted 1241 pardons,
or commutations of punishment, to 1.020 persons
condemned for crimes, and 221 condemned for of-
fences. At Brest, on the prayer of the Empress, lie
granted pardon to live prisoners, one of them the
mother of five children. At Rome, a short time
ago, a mischievous boy, atnused at the vast crino-
line worn by a lady, contrived to set fire to it as she
was crossing the Piazza della Carrette. The poor
lady was dreadfully burned, and expired the
next day. The Baby of France, Louis Na-
poleon's son, hitherto a full private in the Ist
Regiment of the Grenadier Guards, was by an
order of the day from the colonel, on the eve
of Napoleon's birthday, promoted to be corporal in
the said regiment, and toddles in the park of Stt
Cloud in the uniform of his new rank. France must
must be happy now; she has her "little corporal."

Her Majesty. Queen Victoria, 'has pardoned
William Craft, who was sentenced to six months'
bard labor for kissing a lady at Swanage. Lucky
for Craft that England is governed by a woman.
There is a talk of an expedition against Mad-
agascar by a combined English and French
force, to punish the piracies of which the savages
of that island have been guilty. Nothing is yet
positively decided, but the necessity of some
such measure is recognized. A German paper
says the quickest rate of locomotion, after the
electric spark, light, sound, and cannon balls, is
ascertained to be the flight of a swallow. One of
these birds liberated at Ghent, made its way to its
nest at Antwerp in twelve minutes and a half, going
at the rate of four miles and a half a minute.
The zeal of the French police is enormous. One of
the correspondents of the Morning Post, appointed
to chronicle the tour of the Emperor, was arrested
at Aurav, because one of his Christian names was
Bernard. He was kept a prisoner for twenty-four
hours and then released without a word of expia-
tion. M.Poitevin.thc intrepidseronaut,whose ex-
cursions on horseback caused so much excitement

I in London, has met the fate of several of his prede-
! cess ors. He fell into the sea near Malaga, when de-
! scending with his balloon, and was drowned.

THE JENA JCBII.EK. ?German papers by the Afri-
ca contain reports ofthe proceedings in Jena on the
15th and lGth of Aujrust, the first two days of the
celebration of the third centennial anniversary of
the University. The town was literally crowded
with the alumni of old Jena, and was decked inholi-
day attire, every house being tastefully decorated
with irarlands, appropriate devices and emblems.
Hags and transparencies, while here and there the
eve rested upon the names of eminent Germans of
tiie last three centuries ?from Luther and Melane-
tlion to Schiller and Gtx-the, and Lukon and Hum-
boldt. Atlast accounts, Humboldt had not made
bis appearance, but was remembered in a toast by
Bteckh of lierlin. Ernst Moritz Arndt was likewise
absent.

COTTON IN AFRICA.?The efforts which England
has hitherto made with indifferent suceees, to cul-
tivate cotton in India, are apparently about to be
transferred to Africa. It. is asserted that Central
Africa is well adapted to the culture of cotton: that
the plant is perennial there, and requires less labor
titan in the Southern States of America, that
laro-e qantities are already produced, and every
year the exports are increasing. The X. Y. Ex-
press, which has seen some very excellent speci-
mens of this cotton, says that the attention of the
free negroes in the North has been turned to this
method of acquiring wealth for themselves. A
company has been formed called the "African Ex-
pedition Company," withthis object in view. The
idea has gained ground so fast among them, that
it has been deemed proper to form a committee in
Xew York, to co-operate with those in Canada, at
the West and North, who have inaugurated this

movement. The committee i- in process offorma-
tion, and when the inauguration is matured will
fully develope its views and aims.

THE ISLAND OF XAVASA.?A commercial corres-
pondent writes from Port-au-Prince under date of
the 19th ult. that "two American men-of-war are
at this place on the Xavasa Is and aftnir. Nothing
is vet. decided. The commander of the Saratoga
has declared to the government that, he has been
sent to protect the A mcricans on Xavasa, and that
if the Havtian government lias any reclamations to
make on the subject, it must address itself to the
government at \V ashington."

and morally, and that to this end colleges of every grade
should be unreservedly thrown open to woman, that she
may be educated in all departments side by side with her
brother, while young girls should he released from the
hopeless, protracted, wasting toi' of unhealthy workshops,
or awakened from the lethargy of fashionable dissipation,
and attracted into honorable and lucrative avenues of in-
dustry, where a just remuneration will enable them to
gain, not only a liberal and thorough education, but an
elevated and independent character: furthermore, as
through maternity woman is the world's greatest artist as
well as sufferer, and as she has the responsibility of guid
ing the young mind of her children for many years after
birth, she should he free to seiect her own surroundings,
and to specify her own time for assuming this great artistic
work of reproduction, with its toils, sufferings and respon-
sibilities.

Tt is a tribute of
patriotism and gratitude to those who shed their blood in a j
just and glorious cause, and is worthy of the warmest 1
commendation. Under these circumstances, I regret that
it is impossible for me to absent myself from my public
duties on the appointed day.
