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For sonic time past, as our readers perhaps have
noticed, the number of new advertisements in our

columns lias been so great as seriously to encroach
upon the space usually allotted to reading matter,
and compel us to publish only the briefest possible

epitome of news. To-day, in order to insert a full
report of tlic celebration of yesterday, including
the speeches of Judge LEORAXD, His Honor the
MAYOR, and ROBERT C. BARRY, Esq., we are com-

pelled to tiespass upon the indulgence of several
of our regular advertisers, and leave out some of
their advertisements. After the present week, we
hope to obviate this necessity altogether by an en-
largement of our paper, designed to meet the
wants of our increasing business, and a preferable
course, in our estimation, to that of diminishing
the size of our type or suffering advertisements to
encroach upon our news columns.

It is of manifest importance to the citizens of
Baltimore, that they should he kept well informed
concerning the progress of those works of public
improvement in whose completion they have a
direct commercial interest. Several times already,
we have pointed out the opportunities offered to
them for the extension of the trade of our city, by
the recent opening of various lines of communica-
tion to the Great Northern Lakes. We have shown
?as any good map will indicate, at a glance?-

that we are considerably nearer to Buffalo than
either Philadelphia or New York; that when the
Sunbury and Erie Railway is finished we shall also
possess a similar advantage with respect to the port
of Erie; and now that the last rails are in the act

of being laid down, at the rate of a mile a day,
on the remaining forty-six miles of the Pittsburg,
Fort Wayne and Chicago Railway, we may safely
calculate upon having an unbroken connection be-
tween Baltimore and Chicago by the early part of
next November. To many persons this fact may
appear, at the first glance, a matter of comparative
indifference; but to those who comprehend the vast
extent of the Lake trade, and the absolute neces-
sity of providing for it more than one outlet to
the Sea Board, the importance to Baltimore of the
completion of this new link of communication,
will he readily understood. The merchants and
capitalists of New York have expended ninety mil-
lions of dollars in the construction of three great
highways to the Lakes, and by tints opening out
channels for the transportation of the products of
the Northwest to the Sea Board, they have aided
immensely in buildingup the city of New York,
and in extending its commerce. Up to this time,
they have succeeded in monopolising nearly the
whole of the Lake trade; but that trade is expand-
ing itself so rapidly as to baffle all previous cal-
culations. In 1841, the aggregate amount of the
Lake trade was sixty-five millions of dollars. In
1846, it amounted to one hundred and twenty-five
millions. In 1848, to one hundred and eighty-six
millions, and in 1854, to nearly seven hundred
millions of dollars. The aggregate value of the
Lake trade for 1854 hcing equal to the ratue of the
whole Foreign Commerce of the United States,
the amount of the latter from July Ist, 1856,
to June 30, 1854, being a little over six hun-
dred and ninety-eight millions of dollars. Turn-
ing now to the city of Chicago, we find
that its growth has kept pace with the
increasing commerce of the Lakes. In 1810, that
city contained but four thousand four hundred
and seventy inhabitants. In ISSO, its population
had increased to twenty-nine thousand eight hun-
dred and sixty-three. At this time the number of
its inhab.tants is estimated at one hundred and
nineteen thousand. The value of articles manu-
factured tliflj-e last year was sixteen millions of
dollars, while the total value of articles of com-
merce received at that Port, for the same period,
exceeded two hundred millions of itnti.m ,v

tliis all. '"The statistics of the movement of
"population Westward, show that people enough
"found their homes west of Chicago, during the
"year 1854, to form two entire States; and it has
"been plausibly estimated that within the next
"quarter of a century, fourteen States as large as
{"Ohio, but, on an average, more wealthy and
"populous, will have grown tip on the magnificent
"country lyingbetween tlie Lakes and the Rocky
"Mountains." These evidences of the growing
trade, and the extraordinary prosperity of the
North-West, sufficiently indicate the importance
of every new railway that brings us into direct
communication with the Lake Ports, and the inte-
rest which our merchants should take in the com-

mercial progress of that region. It would be im-
possible to estimate the amount of business which,
in the course of a few years, must crowd all the
great thoroughfares from the Lakes to the Sea-
board, or to sunt up, with any degree of accuracy,
the advantages we should derive from entering
early into the field of competition. The move-
ment of emigration is towards the North-West,
and, in consonance with a well knowji law, the
centre of population for the United States, within
a period of time not very remote, will be estab-
lished at some point on the borders of one of our
great inland Lakes. All history teaches us, that
it is in the interior of the country that its greatest
cities must arise, and as the Lake Basin, next to
the rallies of the Mississippi and the Ohio, presents
the largest continuous area for settlement, while it
comprises within-its limits a more fertile soil
and possesses a climate better adapted to
develope the energies of the Anglo-Saxon
race, the growth of the Lake cities has been in cor-
respondence with this general principle. Every
new Railway, therefore, which connects the sea
hoard cities with the North-West, and offers to the
commodities of that region a choice of markets, is
productive, to a certain extent, of modifications in
the course of trade. Heretofore, we have regarded
Chicago as a point too remotely situated to fal)
naturally within the scope of our business opera-
tions. Indeed, we have been so much in the habit
of considering the whole commerce of the Lakes as
properly belonging to New York, that we have
taken little or no interest in the marvellous in-
crease of the North-Western States iu wealth and
population during the last ten years. Yet nothing j
is more clear than that it needs but a moderate, dis-
play of enterprise, on our part, to draw towards
this city a fair proportion of the trade of that re-
gion. It has cost New York ninety millions of dol.
lars to establish a connection with the Lake ports-
Without any cost at all, we have had railways
opened for us by which we are able to reach the
same ports, over a shorter line of road, and of
course in a less period of time. Baltimore and
Buffalo have been brought already within fourteen
hours distance from each other. We arc nearer to
Erie than either Philadelphia or New York. An
air line from Baltimore to Sodtis Bay needs hut
one short link of some thirty miles to perfect it
and within a couple of months Ave shall haA-e di-
rect communication Avith Chicago by a route Avhich
is shorter by one hundred and twenty-two miles
than the route from Chicago to New York, and
twenty-three miles shorter than the route from
Chicago to Philadelphia. It is time, then, that Ave
began to realize these facts; Baltimore is nearer to
the Lake cities than either Philadelphia or New
York. An unbroken raihvay connection between
the two point 3 is either already formed or Avill be
completed at an early day. The total trade of the
Lakes at the present time is equal in point of value
to the Avhole foreign commerce of the UNITEDSTATES
and is annually increasing. It is looking for new
outlets to the sea board, and is capable of filling
every favorable outlet to its utmost capacity. Tlie
attention of Chicago has already been drawn to
Philadelphia, and if to Philadelphia why not to

Baltimore ?

That ii the whole story ?if story it can be

called, which requires no explanation and can

be taken in at a glance. There is no mistaking
the vocation of the young girl; the shells and
pebbles strewn around her, the fillet of sea"

shells encircling her brow, and the net Avliicb
slie is mending, sufficiently indicate that. Her hair
very properly, instead of being dressed and braided _
is merely looped up bv means of the fillet, and left
to bang in a dishevelled mass upon her neek. Her
neck is arched forwards, and the head slightly in-

clined to one side, bends gracefully over her Avork,
upon which her attention appears to be completely
rivetted. The whole treatment of the subject is

natural, modest and artistic. The anatomy is ex-
cellent, and the entire work shows great fidelity of
execution, and careful manipulation; those portions
of the statue which are comparatively hidden from
observation,and least likelyto attract the attention of

an observer,being as painfully and laboriously finish-

ed as those which are more obvious to the eve. The
feet,which are very pretty, are exquisitely modelled,
and the working and contraction of the muscles

caused by the inclination of the figure, carefully
studied. Altogether it is a Avork of very superior
merit, appealing powerfully to that sense of beauty

which makes a pretty, graceful woman, even in mar-
ble, a pleasing object to contemplate, and character-
ized by perfect chasteness and purity, alike in design
and inexecution. Itwillnotdetract,we are sure, from
the desire of our readers to behold this statue, if
they arc told, that though modelled in Florence,
where it attracted considerable admiration, The
Fisher Girl was first transferred from clay to marble
in Baltimore, and is here exhibited in public for the
first time.

It is further
stated that the marriage willtake place on the 81h
of September, the anniversary of the taking of the
Malakoff.

THE DA\TBIAN PRINCIPALITIES.
The Coij.lihitioniielpublishes the following semi-

official article:
"Some journals have criticized some of the prin-

cipal bases upon which the plan of the organization
ofthe Danubian Principalities rests, as decreed by
the Paris Conference, and they have especially dwelt
upon the point that Moldavia and Wallachia werefar from being so politically united as they had ex-
pressed the wish to be.

"Ih reply to this last observation we arc enabled
to state that the Convention adopted bv the lin-ni-
bers of the Conference implies that the DanubianPrincipalities are to be constituted under tbe title
of 'United Principalities/ These words do not onlv
give a nominal satisfaction to tbe wishes expressed
by the Divans ad hoc, but they comprise the changes
operated in the administration of Moldavia iTnd
Wallachia, and show what attention the Conference
paid to the unanimous claims expressed at Jassy
and at Bucharest."

INDIA.
Sir Hope Grant left Lucknow on the 20th of July

MARKETS.
At the date of the last steamer's summary, receipts ofmerchandise, although scant enough during tlie pieceding fortnight, suddenly became profuse, owing to ilie

advent on that day of quite a fleet of square-rigged ves-
sels from abroad. Since that time the arrivals have con-
tinued at a few days' interval, so that tlie market by this
time is abundantly supplied with new and assorted" mer
chandise. These supplies have been derived from all
quarters?clipper cargoes of staple goods from New York-
am! Boston. English and French goods from Liver-
pool and Bordeaux: coals, in good store, from Balti-
more ami New York, Cardiff and Valparaiso; sugars,
rice; Ac , from China: hemp, sugar, anil cigars from
the British East Indies; coffee and cedar from Cen-
tral America, and all the variety of produce afforded bythe Pacific Islands and the Coast or Mexico and Lower
California. The demand for these goods, we are sorry to
say. has, by no means, been in proportion to their supply.
Tiie jobbing trade has flagged, and flagged, too, considera-
bly. The interior trade lias not been what itshould have
been at this season of the year, and the fever of shipping
goods to the North coast subsided very considerable. In
this last direction our city is likely to'have a formidable
rival to contend with, inasmuch as the last advices from
New Vork state that both there and at Boston vessels
had been laid on for Victoria direct. However, the field
must he, fora time at least, monopolized hy our own nier
chants. A cessation of emigration necessarily caused a fall
ing off in the exportation ofgoods to the Frazer river coun-
try. and, in consequence. August presents a striking con-
trast when compared with the brisk times in July The
signs seem to be changing once again and it wouiil be liv
no means surprising ifSeptember should prove a busy
month for those venturing in the new channel. The auc-
tion sales of the month, one of the safest and surest critc-
rions of the course of trade in this city, have been of slight
importance since the sailing of the steamer. Tln-ir num-
ber was less than during the preceding fortnight, being
merely twelve, and of these the majority were assorted
groceries.

YATCTIIXU?ALLOWANCE or TIME AT COWES AND

NEW YORK. ?It has been already recorded that the
British yachtsmen have begun to regulate tlie time
allowance in their matches, according to the rela-
tive spread of canvas. On the principle itself, or
on the advantages resulting from it, we do not pro-
pose to dilate, but we deem it right to call the at-
tention of our own Club to one essential point of
difference between the American and the English
manner of applying this rule. In our New
York regattas, the time allowed for difference
in area of sails is one second, one and a quar-
ter, and one and a half, per square foot, respect-
ively, in the three classes. At the Cowes
match for the I'rince Consort's Cup, on the
2nd of August, one half second per foot onlv
woe allowed, without regard to qualification. This
difference is immense: and it is all the more con-

spicuous. because in New York Bay a course of
Ibrtv miles or thereabouts is sailed over, whereas
in the waters round about the Isle of Wight sixty-
miles or thereabout is tbe ordinary length. That is
to say- the English course is fifty "per cent. longer
than the American, and yet the "allowance is more
than fifty per cent. less. ' Which rules approximate
more nearly to fair handicapping? Without an-
swering the query, which is open to debate, we
must own that the time allowance in the New York
tide-way has always seemed to us preposterously
large.
