The cases of Josiah Brown, Elisha Lee, John WesleyGade, Asbury Greenfield, John Hogg and Edward Tellv,
w ho are charged with rioting at the Reservoir House, were
postponed until tins morning at 10 o'clock.

Kelly Roberts, charged with stealing thirty pounds of
tea from the store of C. Lewis Dunlap, was arraigned and
plead "guilty." On being again questioned, he said liedid not steal it. Trial postponed.

Ernest Klossner, charged with stealing the sum of <540from Charles Hildebrand, was admitted to bail in the sumof S7OO.

State vs. Howard Pavis, indicted for an assault with in-
tent to killSamuel P. Rltodes. Rhodes stated that he wascoming out of the public house of Paniel Keworth, on
Franklin street, when the accused struck him with a brick
and also cut him with a knife, and tried to cut his throat.Keworth was the security for the accused and failed to
bring him into Court, for which the Court imposed uponhim a fine of S3OO, but stated that if lie was brought in
during the present term the fine would be taken off.

The recognizances of John (Rondel, John Shaney,Phillip Odenwaid and John Boswell, were forfeited, not
appearing when called.

The case of John Suter charged with rioting, was stet-
ted.

The Court then adjourned until this morning at 10
o'clock.

The following is a copy of the charge to the Grand Ju-
ry delivered by Judge Stump, and filed by his Honor inthe Clerk's office.

The grand jurybeing called on Tuesday, Judge Stump
addressed them as follows :

Gentlemen?The law requires that the Sheriff shallsummon twenty four citizens as grand jurors. It is the
province of the Court to appoint any one on the panel to
serve as foreman, but it has been customary to appoint the
first named on the panel, when there is no objection
made to liiin. The Court therefore, appoints Mr. Cathcart
foreman. It is also in the power of the Court, which it
exercises every term, to strike off the panel one of the ju-
rors, so tiiattwenty-three arc sworn to act as the grand
inquest. It has been usual for the Court, on most occa-
sions to strike off the name of any individual suggested
by tiie Sheriff or Clerk, where there is no objection to any
man on the list furnished. In the present ease, however,
the Court has serious objection to Charles C. Fulton, one
of the editors of a newspaper called the American, which
the Court willexplain to you.

The following libel met the observation of the Court in
the Clipper of the 28th of August last, copied from the
American of the day previous, which the Court will read
to you from the CUpjer.
" Connivingat ItmiHtyism ?"A cotempnrary intracing

the lax administration of the criminal justice in Balti-
more, hits the nail upon the heail bv remarking that re-form is needed most elsewhere than in the police depart-
ment. The American, to which paper we allude, says
that upon arraignment or a notorious rowdy recently, "in
the City Court forattacking a Sabbath School instead ofbeing dealt with as a ruffian, and, as the publicfrom their
antecedents had a right to expect, he was not even rebuk-ed, but on the contrary, inspired with new courage inhis course of crime, by language such as this?'Go home
man Ilon'tdo so any more or the Court willpunish you:'
and then turning to the officers, who were evidently the
most obnoxious to the Court, the .lodge added?the courtwillsee that you are not imposed upon by any morearrests.

"We are also aware that 'a fellow feeling makes us won-drous kind,' and that such a thing as 'an ass in lion'sskin' is by no means a novelty, Imt if as here stated, the
ermine ofa .fudge is thus dolled for the purpose of cover-ing up iniquity, weconfess to a feeling of intense disgust
forhuman nature; but more especially do we abhor so mis-erable a piece ofmodern reform as an elective judiciary
We have ever consistently opposed the elevation of any
man to the judicial bench, from this and kindred appre-
hensions. and though, per adventure, another sucli a re-volting illustration ofour worst fears might not turn up
ina dozen elections, yet the past afford us no security.

The next day I called at the office of the Clipper in-
tending to point out this libel to my honorable friend, Mr.
Barnes, but saw Mr. Tuttle, one of the editors, and in
formed him that no such cast as he published'ever took
place in Court, but itwas fabricated inmalice to deceivethe public. He very cordially replied that it was certain-
ly copied from the American, which was as far as he coubl
trace its origin. I next called politelyat the office of the
American , and saw the editor, (if I mistake not Mr Ful-
ton,) and complained to bim of the libellous nature of thearticle, and requested him to examine the records of the
Court and lie would ascertain there was no such case on thedockets or papers. 1 requested bim to inquire of any of
the clerks, sheriff, anil State Attorney, all of whom were
political friends of la,. and, if he found the mistake, to
retract the publication, in Justice to me and himself, and
the public?which lie did not promise to do. I told himhe
had been grossly imposed on by some liar, and he ought
to give up the author, and asked who the author was. He
replied that he did not certainly know. He put on a smileand said he suspected the article must have been copied
from a paper called the Exchnvyr. I have been told bysome of the readersof the Exchange that nosueh article ap-peared in thatpaper. The man whopublishes a lie knowingit to he such, and fathers it liyrefusing to give up its au-thor, or declines retracting it when referred to records and
witnesses, who could satisfy thfcpublisher beyond doubt
that ttie statement is false, is baser than he wlio forges the

falsehood. A man may think what lie pleases, if lie does
not speak it, or write a lie if be does not publish it. There
can be no libel without publication.and no scandal with-
out expression, because no injury is done to the individual
or the public. Every man has a right to criticise the
opinions and expose the errors of a cause or its incompe-
tency, hut no man has a right to manufacture cases and
libel the same by their publication.

Now, gentlemen, I invite your attention to this libel,
and sincerely request that you will use all the means
(which the editor hud) to ascertain its falsehood. A ma
jority,I presume, of your body is composed of men of the
same party, but not of the same disposition with the li-

insurrection of slaves on a small scale, which at onetime threatened to become serious. Sr. Antonio
Ferreira Guimaracs having determined to sell his-
slaves, they resisted, when lie ordered them to bepunished. Thereupon they took possession of hishouse, and barricading the doors, ascended to the
roof, whence they assailed the people in the street

THE GERMAN POPULATION OF PJIILADEI
PHI A.

A Philadelphia correspondent of the N. Y. Tri-hmtc says The general clannishness of our Ger-
man citizens was last week finely illustrated in a
monster turnout and parade through the city, fol-
lowed by a two days' festival in t e suburbs, with
music, banners, feasting and gymnastics, intersper-
sed with enormous quantities," ot undiluted lager.
I t was the greatest German jubilee ever witnessed
here, and was held in honor of llaron Steuben, for
the purpose ol raising funds toward a monument to
his memory. At least 10,000 men walked in pro-
cession, a tine robust and highly respectable body,
well-dressed and well-behaved. Probably full 20,-
000 Germans participated in the juhifee. The
ground was crowded with German women, old and
young with swarms of children. These great gath-
erings of adopted citizens are not so common here
as in New York, but the example set by you lim -
ing now begun to be limited, we shall have abun-
dance of thein.

The German population of this city numbers 80,-
000, of whom some 9,000 are voters. They are in
many respects a woithy class, sober, industrious,
and prone to grow rich by saving what they earn.
Many of them are admirable mechanics. Tlieir de-
posits in the various savings banks amount to an
immense sum. They are banded together in nu-
merous instances in the purchase of iarge tracts of
land in our vicinity, which they enter upon in a
body, clear up and bring into cultivation. On a re-
cent occasion a company of three bought some 75,
000 acres of the scrub-oak land which lines the Cam"
den and Atlantic Railroad, some 30 miles from this
city, inNew Jersey, paving $3 per acre. They
very soon sold 1,50*0 farms of 20 acres each, the pur-
chaser of each farm receiving a fine 1 it in a town
adjoining, and paying S3OO for farm and lot.

This enterprise is not three years old, and yet the
town now eontains 200 substantial brick houses;
farms allround ithave been grubbed, cleared, fenced
in and brought into cultivation; brick-yards estab-
lished, steam-mills built, schools and churches erect-
ed, with the inevitable lager beer house, and all
other appliances of a complete community concen-
trated upon ground which, before the railroad was
made, could tind no purchaser at a dollar an acre,
The holdings have more than doubled in value-
Though this Egg Harbor City as they call it, has
shot up with all the suddenness of a Western town,
yet the innate gravity of the German character has
prevented any wild or dashing speculation. The
owners go on steadily but rapidly improving their
farms, and, having once obtained the fee of twenty
acres, evince no other ambition but to improve it.
This German settlement in the squalid scrub ami
pine region of New Jersey is a memorable example
of the wondrous efficiency of the principle of asso-
ciation. Buying lands by wholesale, settling it by
wholesale, improvement by wholesale has followed
as a necessary consequence. The great display of
last week is but another illustration of the grega-
rious disposition of the Germans, only on a larger
scale and for a different object. We find them to
be essentially a practical people, made up of a far
better class than came among us thirty years ago.
Thousands of them are highly educated, while, as a
general thing, all can read and write. They must
also possess a taste for reading, else their numerous
daily and weekly papers could not thrive so well.
Some of these enjoy a large circulation, and are
well supported by advertising. Many of their lead-
ers are extremely able papers.

Some
women have abandoned their husbands for other

doned two husbands, both of whom are living?and
one woman traded husbands with a sister spiritual-
ist. The male mediums are represented as' of the
same sort.

Mrs. Hatch gives the cruelty of her husband as
the cause of the separation. l)r. Hatch was up-
wards of forty at the time of his marriage?two
years ago?and Mrs. Hatch sixteen, and his fourth
wife.

The anniversary of the battle of Lake Erie was
celebrated with great spirit at Put-in-liav on Friday
last.

Embassador's dispatch. It seems prettv certain,
therefore, that tiie whole ol the Treaties have been
sealed, signed, delivered, and awaits only the rati-
ligation of the respective Governments.

As far as we can collect from the very imperfect
materials before us, the substance of these Treaties
is nearly as follows: Bv the Treaties with France
and hnglanri, China has bound herself to pay con-
siderable indemnities to these powers. The Chinese
Government has, moreover, promised that the mur-
derer of the French missionary shall be punished,
and his punishment announced in The Gazette of
IVkin: but. whether this has been made a treaty
stipulation does not appear. Russia has obtained
from China, by the treaty concluded on the 28th of
May. a cession of all the territory between the
Amoor and the former boundary line of the two
Empires. In other respects the treaties which
China has concluded with all the four Powers are
identical. "Nearly the whole" of the Chinese Em-
pire is thrown open to commerce. The laws
against Christianity are to he abolished. Mission-
aries are to be admitted "everywhere." "Diplo-
matic agents may reside temporarily at Pekin." AChinese Embassador is to he sent to' Paris. Whether
Lord Elgin has deemed it necessary or expedient to
stipulate for a similar mission to London we have
yet to learn.

This is the sum total of our knowledge; and it
leaves ample verge for uneasy questioning. "Diplo-
matic agents may reside tcmpornrily at Pekin." in
other words, the Chinese Government has on] v con-
ceded to the three Western Powers the privilege of
occasionally sending a special Minister to Pekin:the privilege of maintaining a permanent Resident
Mission there? which has been long enjoyed Ky
Russia?is still withheld. The Chinese Government,
in fact, have only conceded the abstract principle
that Embassadors tnav, on certain occasions, be sent
to Pekin; the question whether, on any special
occasion, it may he necessary or expedient to

send one. must in every ease be made a mat-
ter of previous negotiation. In other words,
the matter of direct communication with the Im-
perial Government?instead of with officials at the
outports?stands apparently pretty nearly where it
di<i. Again, "Missionaries are to be admittedeverywhere." Hut will the Imperial Government
have the power to protect them? In every pro-
vince tiie local authorities and the predominant fac-
tions appear to do pretty much as they please. It is
not the imperial Government alone, but the whole
of the learned, i. t*. of the governing class, that is
inimical to Christianity. Missionaries may, per-
haps, be allowed to penetrate into every part ofthe
Chinese Empire; but if the Government is not strong
enough to protect them,every attack upon a Mis-
sionary willbecome the source of new misunder-
standings, new negotiations, new wars with China.

It will he time enough to congratulate ourselves
on the extension of our trade with China when we
know what additional ports have been thrown open.
It is only "nearly the whole"of the Empire that is
said to have been "thrown open to the trade of the
West." Lastly we are still entirely in the dark as
to what stipulations have been made respecting the
retention or evacuation of Canton by the French
and English forces. Will the "ample indemnity"
granted to England cover all the losses incurred by
our merchants through the warlike operations
consequent on the wretched quarrel about the
lorcha Arrow.

The treaties, for anything that appears to the con-
trary, still leave the Chinese authorities ample op-
portunities of ballling us by their dilatory system
of passive resistance. The truth is, that the advent
of the period of free and unrestrained intercourse
with China can neither he materially accelerated
nor retarded by the action of the Governments.?
I ntil the great body of the Chinese people become
reconciled to the presence of foreigners among
them, their Government cannot compel them to re-
ceive foreigners cordially; and as soon as the
Chinese people become reconciled to the presence of
foreigners among them, their Government will find
it impossible to keep foreigners out. The work of
penetrating into China must be accomplished by
private Europeans who visit it.

They can accomplish it. Mr. Fortune and many
others have penetrated far beyond the limits that
have hitherto been prescribed to foreigners; and by
conducting themselves well .and peaceably they
have done so with perfect impunity. A frequent
repetition of such visits would have worn off their
strangeness, and the presence of Europeans in
any part of China would in due time have
come to he regarded bv the Chinese as a
matter of course. The recent military opera-
tions and treaties will only impede this natural
process of familiarizing the Chinese with the pres-
ence of foreigners; and the disputes which are
certain to arise out of the various constructions put
by different' parties on the terms of the Treaties will
only make matters worse. At Tien-Tsin the repre-
sentatives of four great powers appear to have acted
with tolerable unanimity; but, how long will this
unanimity continue? Tin* Chinese are adroit diplo
mntists after their own fashion. They willcontinue
to stir up dissensions among the European Minis-
ters, and will use one to thwart and bailie the
others. Already the three Western Powers arc
beginning to grumble, that Russia alone has se-
cured a permanent and tangible advantage by
these negotiations. The question is already asked
whether Russia has not been secretly acting in the
interest of China at the Tb-n-Tsin. Conferences in
return for the cession of the country north of the
Amur? Such an early indication of jealousy among
the Europeans is of bad omen. It reminds one of
the long and inveterate wars waged bv France and
England for the ascendency in India.

I have waited till this time for
your explanation or apology. I have received
neither.

CITY INTELLIGEXCE.
DISASTROUS FIRE AT TIIE CUSTOM HOUSE.?Yesterday

morning about twenty minutes to four o'clock, a fire,
which resulted very disastrously, broke out in the Cus-
tom House, at the corner of (lay street and Exchange-
place. Ina brief time after its discovery, the whole range
of offices on the west side of the corridor, or hall of the
building, were enveloped in flames, which burst forth in
so terrific a manner that even those on watch and thosefirst upon the ground, were unable to save either the books
or papers contained in those rooms. The fire is attributed
to accident. At the time, watchmen John Reynolds,
Emanuel Wyneraan and James Gorthrop, were on duty,
and the two latter had ascended into the upper portion of
the building to stop a leak in the roof, when their light
became extinguished and Gorthrop returned to the mes-
senger's room, where the fire broke out, to relight it.?
Having done so he went to the upper stories again, leav-
ing Reynolds alone on watch. It is supposed that inlighting the candle, Gorthrop bad either dropped a lighted
match or spark among some papers in the Messenger's
room, which is also used as a storage room for the papers
of the department. Reynolds discovered the fire in a few
minutes thereafter, and called his companions down when
they made an attempt to extinguish the flames by means
ofbuckets, but their efforts were ofno avail, as the beat
soon became so intense that they were compelled to retire
from that portion of the Custom House, when they gave
the alarm, which soon became general from the ringing
of the town clock bell.

At about the same time, Wm. Walts, the watchman of
the post office, siqelt the fire, and proceeded to the Lum-
bard street front, where he found policeman Pindell, andthey also joined in spreading the alarm. ami in th effort
to <heck the flames. In a short time the entire contents
of the Messengers' room were destroyed, when the flames
sweft through a round hole, about three feet in diameter,
on th south side of the room, into the adjoining room
of theStati -tical office, wherein a large number of books
contailing the records of the foreign and American ex-
ports, together with a largo number of valuable papers
runningback to 1852, were placed. All these are de-
stroyed, vith the exception of five volumes of exports
of 1854. f*ui some few important papers which, being
placed in a desk and closet on the side of the wall, werepreserved ft,m destruction by the efforts of the hose pipe-
man of the Lfierty Fire Co., a constant stream being kept
thereon.

From this tli flames communicatee! to the room occu-
pied by the Wak.pouse Clerks. Here the books and papers
are all either destroyed or rendered useless, except in
some few cases, asmatters of reference. The next office
was occupied by th> Deputy and Clerk-, of Mr. Bowen,
the Naval Officer. Mere the consequences were most
serious, as records fo- five years back were destroyed. Of
all the books and paptr* contained in the Nival*Depart
ment, none escaped eiti-er entire destruction oi being ren
dere valueless, as even those which were no entirelv
burned, were so charred as to be rendered, for t.c most
part, illegible.

The private office of the Naval Officer next adjoin
also suffered considerably, both by fire and water. At. !
the furniture in the first named rooms was entirely de-
stroyed, whilst in this latter one it was seriously dam-
aged.

The range of offices from the Messengers' room to the

end of the building are of frame work, the petition be-_
tween each only being .about ten feet high, and leaving a
vacuum above, under the ceiling, through which the flames
had easy success. As soon as the fire bells communica-
ted the alarm, the fire department hastened promptly to

the spot, and labored for some three hours with unceasing
exertions to extinguish the flames, which had gained such
headway that it threatened the safety of the entire
building. The flames spreading upwards caused the
plastering of the ceiling to fall, by which the lath and

wood work of the flooring above was exposed. The offices
on the east side of the building are not injured by the
fire; the water necessarily thrown did some little damage
to the hooks and papers. Beyond this and the breaking
of the window panes, no other loss willbe sustained.

Owing to the placing of zinc and mortar underneath
the flooring of the second story, and the encasing of the
rafters with the same metal, is to be attributed the pres-
ervation of the upper stories from any considerable dam-
age.

ft is impossible to estimate the loss which must ensue to
the government from this disaster. The cost of replacing
the books, repairing the building,and re-finishing the sev-
eral rooms, willnot fall far short of $20,000, while it will
be necessary to have the damaged hooks transcribed, which
willbe a heavy item of expense. As a consequence natu-

ral to the destruction of so vast a number of l>ooks and pa-

pers, considerable inconvenience willbe experienced in the

transaction of the business of the Custom House, which it

is not improbable that the loss of the records willresult in

future expense from litigation. &c.
Collector Mason was summoned to the scene of destruc-

tion as soon as possible, as were also a number of the at-

tachees of the Custom House,but they could effect but little
