CIr Y INTELL IGENCE.
THE FIRE AT THE CUSTOM 11OI.SE.? Official Investigation

by Collector Mason. ?ln accordance with instructions fromSecretary Cobb, Collector Mason yesterday made an offi-
cial examination into the cause of the late disastrousconflagration at the Custom House, the testimony all beinggiven under oath.

The first witness called was James Gawtlirop, who testifled as follows:
lam a watchman in the Custom House; I was first ap-

pointed by Gov. Thomas; 1 am both an inside and outside
watchman, my duties being to guard the basement andupper portion of the building during the afternoon and
night. <n the morning of the fire, between 3 and 4 o'-
clock, whilst it was raining, I found the roof was leaking,
when I procured a lighted candle and went into the rotun-
da of the Exchange building and discovered where theleaks were, when I returned and procured the assistanceof watchman Emanuel Weineman, when we started up
stairs with buckets to place under the holes in the roof to
catch the water; at the head of the stairs our light was
blown out, when I returned to the Messengers' room to
re-liglit it, leaving Weineman up stairs; having lit the
candle I again went up. and we placed the buckets so as
to catch the water coining through on the second floor,
when we proceeded into the third story to make an exam-ination there. In af w minutes we returned to the Cus-
tom House hall, when we discovered that the Messengers'
room was all in a blaze

By the Collector.?Did you, when you returned the firsttime, light your candle inthe Messengers' room ?
Answer.?l did. sir.

Question.?Are there not safety lamps provided for being
carried through the building?

Answer.?Yes, sir, but there was no oil to use in tliem.
Question.?Mad you reported to any one that there was

no oil for that purpose ?

Answer.?l had asked the fireman about it, hut he told
nit there was none.

Question.?Have 3*oll not been in the habit, as a general
thing, of using these lamps when going through the build-ing ?

Answer?Yes, sir; hut did not use one at this time
owing to there being no oil.

Question.?ls itnot 3*olll*duty to provide oil ?
Answer.?No. sir: it is tie- dut3 of the fireman to do so.It is mine to procure the candles 1 ed.
Question.?Where was R"\ nMs, when you came down

stairs and found the Messengers' room in flames?
Answer.?He was in the Deputy Collector's room.?

[Thisroom is almo=t opposite to that in which the fire
broke out. on the other side of the hall. J

Question. ?Was lie asleep?
Answer?l don't know.
Question.?Did you have to call to him, to arouse him?
Answer.? Mr. \Wineman called to him when we came

down, and he answered, and came out of the room.
Question.?How long were you up stairs?
Answer.?About ten minutes
Question.?-Did you hear an 3- alarm of fire while there?Answer. No, sir ; none at all. The first we knew of itwas on our coming down.
Question. ?Have 3*oll an 3" doubt, sir, about your having

set fire to the paper in the Messenger's room"'

Answer.?l have, sir, and am sure I did not, as lam
very careful about fire.

Question.?How else then do you suppose it could haveoriginated?
Answer.?l cannot say, sir, hut lam sure it was not

caused by me.
Wm. Watts testified that he is a watchman in the post

ffice building, being employed to watch there by Colonel
Kane; was on dut.v that night, and at the time the fire
broke out he was sitting in the rotunda of the Exchangebuildings. Saw Gawthrop and Weineman go up to stop
the leak, and saw them return in about ten minutes after
Gawtlirop had re lighted the candle and gone up the sec-
ond time, when they went into the Custom House. In
about two or three minutes after they entered the door, I
heard one of them call to Rt-ynolds twice, ho answering
promptly each time. Atabout the same time I smelt the
fire, and heard some one give the alarm on Lombard street.
AY ent round to the corner of (Jay and Lombard streets,
where I met policeman Pind-dl, who was also looking for
the fire, and they soon discovered the flames coming out
of the Custom House. Saw Weineman come out and start
up to the Mechanical engine house, when he ran up Gay
street, to give the alarm in that direction, and then re-turned to his post.

Jno. Reynolds testified that he had been in the Govern-
ment service over five years, having first been appointedby Collector Thomas. Was watchman of the vault in the
Cashier's office, and watched every night with watchman
AYiencman. We came on dut.v at 7 o'clock in the evening,
and continued to watch until 7 o'clock the next morning.

Question.?AY here do you stay while on duty, or how do
3*oll spend your time?

Answer.? AVE generally sit 011 the portico in front untilabout 9o'clock, when w- go in. and lock the doors.
Question.?Do you sleep during the night, while onduty?

Answer.?Yes, sir; it is usual for one to watch while the
other sleeps.

Question ?Were >*oll asleep when this fire broke out?

Answer.?l was not. I had been asleep a portion of the
night, hut was up at eleven, twelve and one o'clock,
after that time did not sleep.

Question. ?Where did 3*oll remain when the others went
up stairs, and were 3*oll not asleep while they* were gone ?

Answer.?l was in the room of the Deputy Collector, and
saw them go out. Gawthrop soon returned to light the
candle, and again went out. and m.v impression is. that in
getting out a lantern from the shelf after lighting the can-
dle, he touched some of the papers which hung down like
curtains in front of the shelves, where the Custom House
papers are stored. As he went out he called me to let
him out the door into the rotunda He then had the can-
dle in one had and the lantern in the other. They camedown again in a few minutes, and soon after they returned
Gawthrop called out to me. ,ll*ncle John, we* are all on
fire." 1 then went out of the room and down to the wash
room, where I got a bucket of water and threw it upon the
fire, hut the others ran out of the Lombard street door. I
was compelled to go to a side window to get air, and then

also made in 3* wa3* out along the passage.
Question.?AY"ere 3*oll not asleep when Gawthrop called

to you 9

Answer.?No, sir: I was not.
Question. ?AN hat lights do 3*ollkeep in the Custom House

at night ?

Answer.?Three?one in the Messengers' room, one in
the Deputy Collector's room, and one in the Cashier's
room.

Question. ?Is there a safety lamp to carry about ?

Answer. ?There is one.
Question.?When was its use dispensed with?

Answer.?lt has not liven dispensed with, hut is not
used for want ofoil.

Question.?Have you not been providing the oil ?

Answer.?No, sir; YY'eineman and me get the candles
on 13*.

Question ?What do you get candles for, when 3*oll have
these lamps to carry about?

Answer.?AY'e get them to use in going about the offices,
and to light tliegas with.

Allison Gardiner, a Custom House Messenger, testified
that he was at home when he heard the alarm of fire,
alxmt going to market, and that on the wa3* he learned
that the fire was at the Custom House. Upon going there
he fonnd watchman Goodrich at the door, and also Gaw
throp. He inquired how it occurred, and Gawthrop re-
plied that it was set on fire by the lighting of a candle.
He then asked him why he had not used the safety lamp,
as was the custom, and Gawthrop told him he had forgot
to get the oil.

Washington Goodrich, a Custom House watchman, tes-

tified that when he arrived there the fin' had made con-
siderable progress: that Gawthrop and Reynolds were
standing at the door, and that Reynolds said to tlft*former
that he had done itwith a candle, to which Gawthrop
made no reply.

Air. Gawthrop re-examined.
Question?How did 3*ou light your candle when 3*ou

returned for that purpose?
Answer.?l lighted it by the gas.
Questi on ?I)o you ever use paper or matches, in light

ing candles?
Answer.?l very rarel>* use either.
Question. ? Did you use either on that night?
Answer.?No, sir. I am sure I lit it by tliegas.
Question. ?Were there any loose papers on the floor of

the room?
Answer.?l do not think there was.
Question. ?AY"here was the glass lamp?
Answer.?lt was on the shelf.
Question.?How did 3*oll can*3* the candle, after light-

ing it?
Answer.?l had unscrewed the bottom from the lamp,

and carried the lamp in one hand, and the candle in the
other, thrust up into it.

Col. Kane testified to being at the fire, hut all that he
knew of its origin was from tin- reports. He had no doubt
hat it had originated in the Messengers' room. He had

regarded the watchmen good m<n. Weineman was
in the same jiosition under (?en. Marriott, hut he had re-
moved him, and he was re-apj>ointed by Collector Thomas.
He also testified that a person In the Deputy Collector's
room would he unable to see a fire in the Messengers'
room until it had made considerable progress.

Col. John E. Toole. Custom House Auditor, who in part
occupies this room, testified to the same effect.

Geo. Reilly, an Inspector, testified that he was at the
fire a short time after the alarm was given. He met Revn-
olds at the door, who related to him what he had detailed
in his testimony, and also that W'ieneman was insensible,
suffocating. He then got a ladder and tried to get in
through a side window to save him, but was unable to
do so.

Policeman Wm. Pindell testified to the discovery of the
fire, in substance the same as*thc preceding witnesses, and
also that he had first succeeded in getting to Wienoman,
who was lyingin the hall near the Lombard street door,
and that he dragged him to that door when he was assisted
by some persons there in carrying him to the office of Dr.
Hintze.

The examination was here closed, wlu n Collector Mason
observed that, as he discovered nothing in the evidence
going to show that Weineman had not fully and faithfully
discharged his duty, or anything tending to show him in
the least responsible for the disastrous occurrence, he would
at once re-instate him. So far as the others?-Reynolds
and Gawtlirop?were concerned, he would express no opin
ion, but continue them suspended and forward the result
of the examination to the Department at Washington, and
should the Secretary then refer the subject to him for defi-
nite action, he should dispose of it in such a manner as,
in his judgment, the interests of the government and the
circumstances demanded.

THE POLICE ANT> FIRE ALARM TELEGRAPH ?Tn the First
Branch of the City Council yesterday afternoon, Mr.
Wood, from a Joint Special Committee upon that subject,
submitted a report infavor of the adoption of the propo-
sals of Messrs. Robinson, Phillips k Co., of Philadelphia,
for the erection of the Police and Fire Alarm Telegraph in

this city. Their report was accompanied by the annexed
resolutions :

Resolved, by the Mayor and City Council of Baltimore,
That the Mayor, Register, ami City Comptroller >e. and
they are hereby authorized an I directed to contract with
Messrs. (iamewell and Phillips, on behalf of Phillips,
Gamewell, Robinson and drowning, for the construction
of a Police and Fire Alarm Telegraph, for the use of the
city, in accordance with their proposition dated the 20th
day ofAugust, 1858, made to the Register and Comptroller
of the City?the said telegraph to be constructed under the
supervision of the Mayor, Com ptroller, and the jointspecial
committee of tin* City Council on Police and Fire .Alarm
Telegraphs : and the contractor or contractors shall be re-
quired to enter into bonds with security to be approved by
the Mayor, Comptroller ami Register, conditioned for the

faithful performance of the contract, and indemnifying
the Mayor and City Council of Baltimore, from allclaims
for compensation or for damages for using any patent
rights in the construction and completion of said Tele-
graph, by said contractors.

Resolved , That the Register bo, and he is hereby au-
thorized ami directed to pay to the said contractors, or to
such person or persons as may be legally authorized to

receive the same, on the conveyance to the Mayor and City
Council, of all the patent rights as named in their said
pro|>osals, and on the order of the Mayor, ten per cent, of

the sum for which the said work shall he contracted to be
done; and lie is further authorized and directed, on the
certificate of the Mayor, Comptroller and Joint Special
Committee of the City Council on Police and Fire Alarm
Telegraphs, that the said Telegraph low been constructed
and completed inaccordance withsaid contract, to issue
the notes of the corporation with interest to the said con-
tractors. or to such person or persons as may be legally au-
thorized to receive the same, for the balance due?said
balance to be divided into four equal instalments, at one,
two, three and four years.

Resolved , That the said cash payments of ten percent,
on said contract, shall be taken out of the levy for direct
tax. for 1858.

The following is the proposal of Messrs. Robinson, Phil-
lips&Co.

THE INDIAN WAR IN OREGON.
f Correspondence of the. New Yorlc Times ]

FORT WALL\-WALLA,Oregon, Aug. 6, 1858.
Now we are collecting our troops for what is

likely to he the most desperate contest we have ever
had. The programme is all settled at last, and two
columns are to be formed to enter the Indian coun-
try. One, under Major Garnett, from Sinicoe; the
other from this place, to enter the Spokan country,
and meet the tribes which defeated Col. Steptoe/
The latter is under Gol. Wright, Ninth Infantry.?
A shcjrt time since the detachment of the Third Ar-
tillery*arrived here after twelve days march from
Fort Dalles. They are now ordered to advance
sixty miles into the Indian country, and throw up
fortifications on Snake river, to await our arrival
with the rest of the column. They probably march
to-morrow.

In the meanwhile, we learn from scouts that the
hostile tribes are In force to the number of nearly
3.000 warriors, awaiting our arrival, and they swear
that as long as a single warrior is left, we shall not
cross Snake river. They are the most warlike In-
dians on tin? continent, and thoroughly armed. Our
column willconsist of but seven hundred men, of
whom a company willhave to be left at the Fort, on
Snake river. We expect they will meet us, for they
are flushed with their victory* over Col. Steptoe,
and the probability is, we shall find them four to
one. One of these days, after some hundreds of
valuable, lives are lost, (Government will believe in
the necessity of having troops enough in the field
to overawe the Indian tribes.

The Saratoga and Ply-
mouth, from Port au Prince, both arrived on the
28th ult. The latter would leave for home in a few
days, via Vera Cruz.

The naval general court-martial which assembled
at the IVnsacola navy yard for the trial of Passed
Assistant Surgeon Ashton Miles, of the Naval Hos-
pital, adjourned on the 4th inst. The following
were the officers composing the court: President,
Commodore Rousseau: Vice Presidents, Captain
Mitchell, navv yard; Captain Simins, Lieut.

FROM WASHINGTON.
WASHINGTON, Sept. 15.

I ascertain that the Government here approves
entirely of the course of Mr. Forsyth, in delaying
his departure from Mexico on account of the yellow
fever at Vera Cruz.

Dispatches from Mr. Mason at Paris speak flatter-
inglyof our treaty with China. It is similar in all
respects to the treaties concluded with France and
England.

Tlie New York papers state that an extensive
forgery of drafts by three young Cubans has just
been brought to light. The accused parties are
Charles 1\ Delacroix, Frederick Ludwig, and
Pedro Alvarez Rolscherez, and over SIOO,OOO is
stated to be the aggregate amount of the forgeries.
A few days ago Delacroix presented a draft for
$0,400, purporting to have been drawn by Justo,
Mazarra <fc Co., of Havana, on Messrs. Curtis A
Dyckman, of No. "6 Beaver-street, in this City.
Messrs. Curtis <fc Dvckinan had just received advi-
ces from the Havana house by whom the draft
puported to have been drawn, informing them that
their cashier had absconded, and notifying them to
pay only certain specified drafts. The draft was at
once seen to be a forgery, and Delacroix, upon be-
ing questioned, stated that he had received it from
Frederick Ludwig. the former cashier of Justo,
Mazarro & Co. Through information given" by
Delacroix, Ludwig, and a young man, named Koi
scherez were arrested yesterday at the Bancroft
House, where they were stopping. In the posses-
sion of ltolscherez was found if forged draft for
$2,500 of Justo, Mazarro & Co., on Hall A Co., of
Charleston, South Carolina, and bearing the gen-
uine acceptance of the latter firm. No other drafts
than those specified have yet come to light, but it

is confidently stated that nearly SIOO,OOO of similar
forged drafts have been sent to Europe. The ac-
cused parties, following their arrest, were taken be-
fore Justice Welsh, who refused bail for them, and
sent the papers forthwith before the Grand Jury.
Pending the decision ofthe Grand Jury, the pris-
oners were locked up in the Tombs. The three
prisoners are young and fine-looking men, but take
the whole affair very coolly.

list of subjects to be referred to members, wasadopted, and Messrs. Proctor and Stearns named assn HIcommittee.

Several members were elected, among them A
V ogfeler, of iialtunore.

The President, Dr. Kidwell, stated that the Com-missioner of Indian Affairs had authorized the
agent of the Bureau to furnish particulars as to the
medicinal herbs and plants growing in the Indiancountry, and known in use by the aborigines Ibr
medicinal purposes. Messrs. Proctor, Stearns, ami
Guthrie appointed to confer and correspond with
the Patent and Indian offices on these subjects.

The evening session was taken up by the discus-sion of scientific questions.
The nominations for Executive Committee, and

the Committee on the progress of Pharmacy were
confirmed yesterday.

Ihe editor of the .V. Y. Tribune has been to Indi-anapolis and speaks thus of the crops : Observa-tion fully confirmed the worst accounts we had re-
ceived of the deficiency of tlie harvest. We were,
ofcouse, obliged to take tlie t stimuliv of others
with regard to wheat and oats, lint we bad the evi-
dence ot our own eyes as to the deplorable lucagre-
ness of the corn crop. In Western New York" in
Central and South-Western Ohio, in Kastern and
central Indiana, we saw more corn that will yield
less than over fifteen bushels per acre, while a great
deal growing 011 rich, mellow soil will fall beknveven
five bushels. From all parts of Ohio, Indiana andIllinois, except a very narrow belt of dry, warm
soil on the shore of Lake F.rie, our accounts indicate
a similar deficiency. lowa luid but a third of a
wheat crop, no oats'at all, and is likelv to have not
more than half a corn crop. Michigan and Wisconsin send better accounts; hut only from Minnesota
and Kansas have we assurance of a full harvest, and
even in Minnesota tlie oats are deficient.

FROM TEXAS.? The yellow fever has broken out
in Galveston, ami created quite a panic. A young
man named Alplionse Boucher, formerly of New
Orleans, died of the disease on Saturday night.
On Sunday, two others died. Seven other eases
were reported.

The receipts of cotton at Houston, during the last
commercial year were 63,153 hales, against 46,220
in 1857.

In the receipts of cotton, the leading staple of
Texas, at Galveston, the year just closed exhibits
an increase of 41.938 bales, the amount for 1*57
havingbeen only 71.399. while for the year just
closed it has been 110,827, although upwards oftif
teen hundred bales were lost by accident while on
the way to this port.

Tlie exports ofcotton from Galveston include 49,-
576 bales to Europe; 30,078 to New York: 22,885 to
Boston, and 5,852 to New Orleans. Total, 117,
301.

The Colored National Emigration Convention has
finished its sittings at Chatham, C. W. The results
which have been readied at this last Convention,
are the recommendation of a select emigration of
the enterprising among the colored people, and the
appointment of a "Niger Valley Exploring l'artv."
The parties already appointed are Hubert Douglas,
of Philadelphia, Dr. Delany. of Chatham, C. W.,
and Robert Campbell, of Philadelphia. Mr. Doug
las goes out as an Artist, Photographer, Ac., and
Mr. Campbell as Naturalist and Botanist. Their
object is to explore the fertile valley of the Niger,
the region known as tlie Yoruha country, and as-
certain whether the reports which have been ren-
dered will warrant an emigration to that land.

On Thursday last an attempt was made by four
prisoners to break the Somerset county jail. As
the Jailor, Mr. Abbott, was passing the prisoners
from the upper part of the building to the dungeon,
to be more securely fastened up for the night, one
of the men struck him a violent blow in the face,
which felled liiinsenseless to the floor, and two of
them continued to boat him whilst the others were
making search for the key of the outer door. The
alarm was given bv a negro woman employed as
cook at the building, and some prisoners not con-
cerned in the plot, and tlie prisoners were secured
by the citizens. ? tSomrrwt fiiioii.

A letter from a Roman Catholic missionary in
Alivssinia savs : ''The number of slaves carried oil'
from Ethiopia, annually, is seven thousand; three-
fourths of them are young girls, aged from seven to
twelve, and are of Christian parents. The principal
ports from whence they are sent are Souakitn, from
which about 2.000 depart; Massonali, 2,.">00; Adules,
500; and Toujovra and Zclla, 2,000. The children
are conveyed to Arabia, where tliey are sold for
about one thousand francs each ; and from Arabia
they arc dispatched to all parts of the Mussulman
empire, for the great men's harems.

According to a circular issued from the China
squadron, dated on hoard the flag-ship Powhatan,
the Ist of July, the distribution of the sqadron at
that date was as follows: Allofficers and crew well;
Hong Kong. Mississippi: Canton river, Herman
town; (Suit*of Piehclle, Minnesota, Powhatan, and
the Yankee-Uussian steamer America. Total Amer-
ican men of war in China, five; English lifty, in-
cluding gun-boats; French, twenty; Dutch, two;
Portuguese, four; and Russian, four.

The \. Y. Cost says thatln i-i*yr the past thre
weeks United States Mar-hal Kvndcrs lias been ei
deavoring to seize two vessels suspected of bein
engaged in the slave trade. One of the vesselsgav
him the slip, and the other discharged her eargi
and, it is said, she is now preparing for a legitimat
voyage. Three hundred dollars were spent in the
efforts to make a "case" of one or both of the ves-
sels.

The Louisville Courier says that the bureau of
topographical engineers, under the recommenda-
tion of Colonel Fuller, the engineer in charge of the
work of removing the famous Red river raft, have
abandoned that undertaking, as already announced,
and substituted for it the plan of opening the high
water channel through LakeSodus. and the bayou-
lying east of the raft, thus reflecting a permanent
improvement of the river.
