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A recent "Essay," by Earl GREY, "upon Par-

liamentary Government," lias created a good dea]

of sensation in the British political world. The

eminent abilities of the author, and bis large and

protracted parliamentary experience, have given

great consideration to his work, even among those

who dissent from his conclusions, and it is inter-

est in<r to see with what good faith and earnest and

respectful fairness of discussion, his theories and

deductions have been examined, and controverted

or approved, by the organs of public opinion

among his countrymen. More edifying still is the

spectacle ?unhappily so rare in these days, among

ourselves ?of a practical, laborious statesman, who

amid the cares and toils of office, the struggles of

the political arena, and the pressure of legislative

duties conscientiously discharged, has been willing

and able to lift himself above the schemes and
topics of the hour ?dedicating his experience, in
the maturity of his powers, to a fearless discussion
of the principles on which his government is found-
ed, and the changes that will make it better. A
public man, who can think as a philosopher, and
write as a scholar, seems to he the lost PLEIAD
among our stars. It is mortifying to know that
the best exposition of our political system, its prin-
ciples and its practical operation, is the work of a

foreigner, M. DE TOCQUEVILLE, and that wc owe to

the genius and comprehensive appreciation and
analysis of his countryman, M. GUIZOT, incompar-
ably the most just and able judgment which history-

lias pronounced upon the character and influence
of WASHINGTON*.

In the times in which we live, the Congressional

Debates and public documents, and the partisan
newspaper press, have become the chief, if not the
exclusive representatives of our political wisdom
and literature. Having, generally, for their ob-
ject, immediate political effect?subservient to the
personal or partisan interests of the hurried and

selfish moment, and addressing themselves, for the
most part, to that lower scale of intelligence and
principle, which it is found more profitable to

flatter than to elevate ?they move, in the main,
upon a descending grade, their tendency necessari-
ly downward in form and doctrine. Whether the
public demand craves 110 better supply, or the
public caterers mistake or corrupt the public taste

and appetite, we leave our readers to determine
for themselves. We should be glad, for our own

part, to be persuaded that the style of the wares

is not a true criterion of the market for which
thev are manufactured.

But?to return to Earl GREY. Though con-

spicuously and consistently liberal in his political
opinions, and decided in his views as to the need
of Parliamentary reform, his Lordship does not

think that the objects of good government are to

be furthered in Great Britain, by rendering the
House of Commons more democratic in its char-
acter. Ilis system directs itself, instead, to the
purified equalization of the elective franchise, and
to such a distribution of Parliamentary represen-
tation, as will render the lower House a mirror of

the interests and opinions of all classes, without
giving to a mere majority of voices in the nation,
an absolute and controlling predominance. It is
not our purpose to enter upon the interesting
questions which his Lordship's reasoning suggests.
In this country, they have long ceased to be practi-
cal. But the fundamental axiom on which he plants

himself, is so true and so wise, notwithstanding
the oblivion into which it passes so speedily in
popular governments, that we confess ourselves to

have been chiefly led by it into this notice of the
Essay which develops it. It is a simple principle,
thus simply stated:

'* The possession of jwliticalpower is valuable to the pen
pie. not for its own sake, but as the means of ensuring good
government.

Wh<it volumes of twaddle?what piles of non-
sense, and adulation, and imposture go down into
the place of departed trash, before that honest and
manly truth ! What oceans of demagogism?what
multitudinous and filthy waters of Buncombe re-

cede before it 1 How would the occupation of the
popular parasite and pander be gone?and along
with it the orgies of licence, which are a libel on

freedom and self-government?if the people would
but hold in their hearts, and infuse into the na-

tional life, this essence of genuine and rational re*

publicanism! No man, surely, who has the
capacity to think, can believe that power in the
people is a good, for anything but what it brings.
No such man can persuade himself that power, ill-
used by a democracy, is any the less an evil than the
the same power prostituted to the same purposes of
wrong by an oligarchy or a despot. The ends of
society all centre in the development and hap-
piness of mankind. Government is the great in-
strument by which society works these out, and it
is for these, and these only, that governmeut is
intrusted with power. Whatever the form of
government, its ends are the same, and if it
abuses, for evil, the powers which are bestowed
on it for good; if it wastes them, or misapplies
them, or lets them slumber, so that the purposes
for whose consummation it was instituted, fail
partially or utterly, it is itself a failure and an
oppression, be its name and its pretensions what
they may. Indeed, if one government owes

greater responsibility to Society and to its Author
and Ruler, than another, for the abuse, or prosti
tution, or wantonness of power, it surely must be
that of a free people, who have been forgetful or

reckless of those duties, the faithfid discharge of
which can alone give to authority any sanction,
human or divine.

Why, then, is it that the people hear so tnuch of
their powers and so little of their obligations ?

Why are they taught so much about governing,
and so little about governing well? Is there no

American statesman to be found, who is capable of
forgetting the PRESIDENCY for a day, and is willing
to speak to the people with honesty, and able to

uddress them with authority,for their own sake and
in their own behalf, and for no purpose or prefer-
ment of his own? Is there no Republican who
will show true confidence in Republicanism?no
Democrat who will prove his faith in democracy?-
no American who will proclaim a genuine trust in
the American people?by coming out from the
crowd of candidates, and placemen,and haranguers,
and telling his fellow-citizens, boldly, that they
are false to freedom and themselves when they vote
down or pull down good government and whole-
some restraint, in the mere blind lust and rampant
riot of power? Will no one man arise, who is
fearless enough to say, from an eminence whence
he can be heard, that falsehood and corruption are

falsehood and corruption still, though a unani-
mous people proclaim them otherwise, and that
wrong cannot be converted into right, by passing
through ten thousand ballot-boxes? Until the
counsellors of the people shall so speak to the peo-
ple whom they counsel, it is almost vain to hope
that the downward progress of-affairs can be ar-

rested. But alas ! the worship of the people,
though it has many saints, has few martyrs. So
long as flattery propitiates the idol, there is small
chance of its being troubled with the truth.

A special meeting of the directors of the Balti-
more and Ohio ltailroad was held yesterday, to con-

sider the through rates for travel and freight
agreed upon in a convention held at Philadelphia a
few days since, tvhich was attended by President
Moran, of the New York and Erie road; President
Corning, of the New York Central road; and Presi-
dent Brooks, of the Baltimore and Ohio road. Af-
ter a discussion of some four hours upon the pro-
posed rates, the subject was referred to a special

committee, consisting of President Brooks, and

Messrs. John W. Garrett, Wm. E." Bartlett, Jr.,
and Wm. Robinson, who tvere instructed to meet a

convention composed of representatives of the sev-
eral roads named, in New York, during next week.
This committee is fully authorized to act for the
Baltimore and Ohio road in the premises.

PABODI'S CONCERT.
The concert at Carroll Hall to-night will doubt-

less be well attended. The reputation of Parodi, as
well as of her accomplished assistants, gives the as-
surance that the auditors will not be disappointed
in the expectations they may have formed. It is,
however, as übject of regret that the company will
be unable to give a second concert, as was at firstannounced. Those who desire to share in the musi-
cal treat, must attend this evening.

THE COMET.
To the Editors of the Daily Exchange :

GENTLEMEN* : It inay interest some of your read-

ers to have some account of the great comet which
is now visible in the heavens.

The iirst records we have of it, are that there
appeared in I'2C4 a comet of great size and brillian-
cy. Unfortunately the descriptions handed down

to us are extremely vague and contradictory. It

appears, ho wever.that the comet was brightest inthe
beginning of September. Vfhen its head was just
visible in the morning sky, the tail stretched out
past the mid-heaven, or was nearly 100° in
length.

Another comet made its appearance in 155G. We
have received much more accurate descriptions of
it than of the former one. It is described by* Paul
Fabricius, physician to Charles the V., as a "great
and brilliant star." It is said to have been half as
large as the moon, and its tail to have resembled
"the flame of a torch agitated by the wind."

Modern astronomers have long supposed that these
two comets are but two appearances of the same
body. It is supposed that it has a period of 292
years; and it is even conjectured that the comets
of 104 and 683 were also appearances of the same
body.

If this hypothesis be true, we ought to have seen
the comet in 1848. Such, however, was not the case.
It is a well-known fact, however, that the planets
have an effect on the orbits of comets. Mr. Hind,
the great English astronomer, has lately gone
through the enormous labor of computing the effect
ot Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus and Neptune on the or-
bit of the comet of Charles V. He found that they
would retard its appearance for ten years, and cal-
culated that the comet would attain its perihelion
on Aug. 2, 1858.

On the 2d of June, at 101*. M., Dr. Donati, of Flor.
ence, discovered a comet in the constellation of Leo.
This is now visible to the naked eye, and is supposed
to be the long expected comet of Charles V. It isnow

about 140.000,000 of miles distant from us. It will
approach the earth to within six millions of miles.
Itwill attain its perihelion the lirst week in Octo-
ber, and in all probability* will be a magnificent
sight.

If any of your readers will rise at 4 o'clock in the

morning, they may obtain a sight of the heavenly-
visitor. To find it, let them carry an imaginary-
line from Polaris through the Pointers, and they
will discover the comet a short distance above the
horizon. It appears like a star between the second
and third magnitude, and with an ordinary opera
glass magnifying three times, its tail may be per-
ceived. It is now rapidly approaching the earth.

At the hour the comet is visible (4 A. M.) the
heavens present a magnificent aspect. All the win-

ter constellations are to be seen. Orion, Taurus.
Gemini, Sirius and Procyon, are revealed in all
their splendor. Jupiterand Saturn are also visible.
The satellites of the former may be seen with a pow-
er of fifteen, or a less power than an ordinary ship
telescope. Saturn's ring may-be seen with a power
of forty-five.

I am certain that any of your readers who willfor

once rise at this early hour will he highly gratified,
and willbe tempted to be early risers a second or
third time.

The Cumberland Telegraph says, the Commission-
ers on the part of Maryland and Virginia, Col.
Thomas J. Lee, on the part of the former and
Angus McDonald, Esq., in behalf of the latter, ap-
pointed to run and mark the boundary line of the
State of Maryland, running due North from the
Fairfax stone to the Pennsylvania line, have ap-
pointed their first meeting at said stone on the 18th
instant. The expedition will be accompanied by
Lieut. Meitzell, of the United States engineer corps,
who has been detailed by the Government as astron-
omer to the commission.

We understand it is to be the design of the com-
mission, at this time, only to fix the true direction
of the line by astronomical observation, and then to

proceed to periorm the same duty at the initial point
of the Southern line running from the South Point
to the Atlantic ocean; immediately after which they
will proceed to run, and mark with suitable monu-
ments the Western line first.

The St. Peter (Minn.) Free Press learns that the
Upper Sioux Indians were much displeased with
the presents offered them by the government, and
refused to receive theoi on any terms. They are
disposed to be hostile, and may yet create serious
diliiculties in that region. They assert that the
agent lias 2,000 more names on his list than they
have Indians in their bands; and that after dividing
the annuuitv up and paying it out at that rate, lie
will retain the balance. It is said they offered to
march out their bands and have them counted, but
Brown refused. It is stated that they stoned him
nut of the Council. The goods have all been brought
down to Fort Kidgly. A day or two since, a rumor
came down that a collision iiad taken place there,
in which nine whites and some dozen Indians were
killed; but there has been no corroboration of it.

Large quantities of timber are now being ship-
ped over the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad to Balti-
more, to lie shipped then e to France, to be used in
the construction of vessels of war. It comes prin-
cipally from the neighborhood of Cheat river, and
we are informed that large prices are paid for it. ?

The export of timber of this character from this
and adjacent regions is now quite large, and is in-
creasing annually. The Messrs. Ilall of this coun-
ty. are now engaged in filling a heavy cont act for
Cuba, and large quantities of it are shipped yearly
from this point for the United States ship yard for
knees, pins, masts, Ac.; and the demand is yearly
augmenting.

A correspondent of the Toledo Jllttde, writing
from Mackinac; states that about six hundred men
are employed upon the fisheries, mostly Indians
and half-breeds, and 200 boats and five vessels in
carrying the fish from the fishinggrounds to Mack-
inac. The fish trade this season has been poor,
and the catch this year willnot exeeed 16,000 bar-
rels. Last year it was 19.500. Total number of
barrels of fish exported in five years, 84,500. Ag-
gregate value, $038,500.

A correspondent of the Washington Union, writ-
ing from Nebraska Territory, savs: The deplorable
banking system, in addition to' the fact that we
have no revenue law, no criminal code, no collection
laws, has rendered the times now almost insuffer-
ably hard throughout the Territory.

The crops of corn, buckwheat, and potatoes never
looked as well as this season. Soil that has been
cultivated one or two years willaverage a yield of
from seventy to eighty bushels per acre, while
"sod" corn willaverage from forty to fifty bushels
per acre.

The San Francisco Herald savs that Mr. H. C.
Piatt, the contractor, is busily engaged in repairing
Battery street, in front of Wheeler's Gymnasium,
with the wales and bo tom planks of the famous oldship Cadmus, which brought Marquis de Lafavette
to this country in 1824. The planks are to this day
as sound as a pump bolt, and would have lasted
many years longer.

The Planter's {P. George C0.,) Advocate savs that
the St. Mary's Jockey Club has changed its pro-
gramme for this fall's meeting, in accordance with
the suggestion recently made on behalf of its friends
and subscribers in P. George county. The races
willcome oti on the 27th, 28th and 29th of October,
instead of during the first week of November, as
heretofore advertised.

A correspondent of the New York Evening Pout,
writing from Illinois, says: The crops in Illinois
and lowa have not turned out well. Wheat is
poor in this State, and an utter failure in lowa.
Corn is looking finely, and promises a rich harvest.
Grass is abundant, and the farmers have made quan-
tities of hay.

The Russian frigate Grand Admiral, which has
been built at New York, is to be launched on Tues-
day, the 21st instant, that being the birth day of
the Grand Admiral Constantino. She is pierced
for 72 guns, is 6,000 tons burthen, and consequently
the largest war-ship in the world.

THE MAYORALTY.
We have procured the following copy of the Platform of

a large number of the Independent voters of Baltimore
City, and ask for it, that calm and considerate perusal
which the importance of the subject demands.

WHEREAS, the political parties of Baltimore city have,
for many years passed, upheld the strictest party organi
zation and have, alternately, extended their influence and
infused their spirit into every department of the city gov-
ernment, irrespective of the known wishes ofall conserva-
tive men. and in violation of the best interests of society;
and whereas, experience lias abundantly shown that in a
purely municipal government, partisan distinction and
partisan bias, should not be tolerated and acted upon in
matters distinct and separate from federal or State govern-
ment; and whe eas, for a long series of years, our municipal
affairs have been administered on an exclusive party ba-
sis, pursuing a strict party policy, and bestowing the ap-
pointments to offices of trust and confidence on partizans
whose only recommendation, in many instances, was the
certified exhibition ofan ultra misguided zeal in the effort
to obtain success by committing wrong and oppression
upon the defenceless; and whereas, under this condition of
things, great and serious injury has been inflicted upon
the go< d name and well being of our city, and the porten-
tous evil is now doing its work ofdestruction against the

moral efficacy of the public law; loosening the bonds of so-
ciety, and, in fact, it has fearfully endangered that plight
ed assurance ofprotection to person and property, guaran-
teed as the civil right of all, and held as the first and

most revered principle ofall well organized governments;
therefore.

Be it Resolved, In/ the Independent Voters of Baltimore
city , That we willdiscard party obligations in the selec-
tion of offices under the city government, and in the exer-
cise of that choice we willbe governed alone by the personal
fitness and qualification of the candidate, irrespective of
party affiliation.

Resolved , That, in as much as the functions of our
municipal government are mainly distinct and separate
from federal and State affairs; having no necessary con-
nection witheither, and having no political policy as such,
to accomplish, it is unwise and impoliticto blend them;
because it effectually destroys the efficiency and imparti-
ality of the former, without, in any rvise, conferring a cor-
responding benefit upon the latter; because the uniform
partisan character of the chief and subordinate officials,
gives to the whole municipal authority, a strong controll-
ing party complexion, defeats the ends of good government,
and insures a partial, and in many cases, and oppressive
execution ofthe laws.

Resolved , That the Mayor of Baltimore City, thus inde-
pendently chosen, should not, in the exercise of the ap-
pointing power, take into consideration the political views
and prejudices of the applicant for office, but lie should, in

all cases, direct his inquiry to the all important question
ofpersonal fitness and qualification : for in the good faith
and exemplary deportment of public officers, the whole
community is deeply interested; each individual, forming
a constituent part of the whole, is entitled to the protect-
ing shield and chastening arm of the government, for the
support of which he contributes his due proportion inobe-

dience to the sovereign power of the State.
Resolved, That without stopping to canvass the compara-

tive merits of existing parties, we firmly entertain the be-
lief that party zeal and discipline, in this city, at least,
have been carried to an alarming extent, and is fast tend-
ing to the overthrow of all parties, because of the arbitra-
ry power which they have, and further seek to exercise
over the actions of men. So far, indeed, has thli banc of

partisan zeal been carried that in certain localities our \
fondly cherished idea of National Faith inthe capacity of
man for self-Rovernment, has been shaken and grievously '
impaired ; still believing, however, in the sound, conser-
vative feelings of the great body of the people, and in their !
firm adherence to the virtues of Republican Institutions,
we layaside all other considerations, unite in the deter-
mined resolution to rescue ourcommunity from the thral-
dom of party tyranny and invite the honest, hearty co-
operation ofall who are friends of peace, order and good
