A curious Hebrew publication has just issued from
the Berlin press?a biography of Alexander Von
Humboldt, written in the ancient tongue, and des-
tined to extend the knowledge of the life and scien-
tific labors of this celebrated man in the wide circle
of the Russo-Polish and Asiatic Jews. Tho full ti-
tle is, "Alexander Von Humboldt. A Biographical
Sketch.

The author is
a Russian Israelite, who some years ago invented a
clever calculating machine, and drew upon himself
at that time, by bis mathematical knowledge, tho
attention of the celebrated astronomers, Herren
Bessel and Jacoby, of Konigsburg.

From partial returns recently made by the asses-
sors of the different counties of Texas, it has been
ascertained that the population of that State is now
about four hundred and fifty thousand, and the num-
ber of voters will range between sixty-five and sev-
enty thousand.

Already
they greatly exceed in number those of Arkansas,
and at the present rate of progress they will soon
exceed those ofLouisiana, which has inits metropo-
lis alone a population of a couple of hundred thous-
and.

I as practicubh . The minorityreport recommends six steam
engine companies, with eleven men to each, all to he paid.Nothing is said in the report as to the location, and your
Committee in examining a plat of the city, have b. en unable to locate them without leaving large sections of the
city so distant, that should a fire occ r in one of the dis-
tant sections, the lire would have so long a time to pro-
gress that great destruction of property would he caused,which would readily have been prevented had a company
been convenient so as to have acted promply; five min
utes of time lost willfrequently cause the loss of many
thousands of dollars of property.

"The department is to be strictly a paid department. Caneleven men operate a steam engine? In all that part of
the city wheie the "supply of water can be obtained fromthe docks or fire plugs, the number of men proposc% if alwa; son duty, could possibly do so; it would require oneman on the engine as steam engineer, one fireman, one to
Like care of the three horses, leaving eight to manage thepipe or pipes, to remove it and the hose from place to place
and to attend to the many duties devolving upon the fire-
men whilst in the discharge of their active duties at fires.
If the men employed were firemen for the pay received
the onerous duties required of them would he great, com-
pared to the amount of pay, one hundred dollars each.?
There are large sections of our city where a supply of
water can only be had from pumps; inall that part of the
city, one man being engaged on the engine as engineer,
one as fireman, one in charge of the horses, and say three
with the hose and pipe, but five would he left who would
have to pump the water for the use ofthe engine; would
itbe possible for five men to do so? Your committee think
not, and as this is to lie exclusively a paid department
the services of others could not be called in, without de-
stroying the prestage ofa paid department. Tin? two hook
and ladder companies are each to have eleven men, at
fires one would he required to take charge of the horses,
leaving ten men to attend to the raising and removing
the ladders, to entering the houses with their hooks and
axes, as they necessarily have to do. and the numerous
other duties which devolve upon that part of a fire de-
partment.

"Yourcommittee are assured by those who have had
years of experience as members of a hook and ladder com-
pany, that it would be impossible for ten men to place andreplace the ladders, independent of the other duties they
are expected to perform. The plan of the minority pro-
posing steam power exclusively, manual labor is dispensed
with in working the engine, this being the case, all who
?are employed to serve as firemen, should he possessed of
intelligence and judgment, for your committee are of the
opinion that both intelligence and judgment are required tomake a good fireman, not to work the brakes of an engine
(that steam can :o) but to know how, when and where to
apply the water.

"Would one hundred dollars per annum command the
services of men of intelligence and judgment, as the pav
of one hundred dollars a year would not make a gentle-
man of a disorderly character. No, it would not give in-
telligence and judgment to'ignorance; every number of the
Council, and every citizen who has served as an active
fireman is aware that to constitute a good fireman (andnone other should be employed) intelligence, judgment
and discretion is required. Your committee are of the
opinion that reflection, intelligence, judgment and discre-
tion is superio to hired ignorance, which we believe would
he the only class of men who could be had for the sum ofone hundred dollars per .annum.

"Your Committee, then, because of its not securing
prompt and efficient protection, because of the number of
companies being too limited, because of the impossibility
of dispensing with hand engines in a large part of ourcity, because of the number of men to each company being
too limited, and finally because of the class of men who
would be employed as firemen, cannot give the minorityplan any favor in this report, nor engraft any of its fea
tures in the ordinance herewith submitted.

"The next question for consideration is, doesine plan
proposed by the majority possess all the requisites for a
city fire department; say promptness, efficiency and order.Your committee are of the opinion that it does. The QUID
her of engine companies proposed is thirteen ; say seven
steam and six hand companies, and four hook and ladder
companies, two of the latter y our Committee believe to be
unnecessary at this time. *The proposed locations will
afford prompt protection, and by combining the steam and
hand engines it willbe efficient.

"The department proposed willbe so effectually under
the control of the city, that it may at any time be con ver-
ted into a paid department should it be found not to work,
which your Committee do not think will be the case.?
Your Committee therefore submit the accompany-
ing ordinance for the establishing of a City Fire Depart
ment; the members, the companies, the houses, and the ap
paratus to be under the exclusive control of the Mayor
and City Council of Baltimore."

The only members of the department proposed to be
paid are the engineers of the engine, and the hostler; and
the reason for the paying is that they must give their en-
tire time to the city, day and night. The most rigid rules
are proposed in the admission of members, and tor their
government whilstacting as members, full power being
given to the Chief Engineer and Fire Commissioners to
suspend or expel any person for improper conduct from
the department, and to disband any company should they
deem itnecessary for the preservation of order in the city.
Party willbe kept out as far as practicable by the appoint
ment of the Chief Engineer for three years, and the Fire
Commissioners forfive years, one of is to be ap-
pointed annually.

ATTEMPTED SUlClDE.? Yesterday afternoon officers Hales
and Ilachelor brought to the Middle District Station House,
a negress named Sarah Taylor, whom they found at the

corner of German and Sharp streets, lying on the pave-
ment having a deep cut in her left arm, inflicted by her
own hands, from which the blood was freely flowing. The
ollicers stopped the blood and conveyed her to the Station
House. While there she tore the bandages from her arm
and seemed determined to bleed herself to death. Theomcers were compelled 10 hand-cuff her, before she could
he prevented from opening the cut anew. The woman is
of the most degraded character and has often been brought
to the Station House for her disorderly conduct.

ESCAPE OP A COXVICTF.P PRISONER.?A man named
John Shaney was tried yesterday in the Criminal Court
for an assault upon John T. Crow.found guilty He was
sentenced to pay a fine of $5 and costs and he imprisoned
two weeks. By some means after sentenced he managed
to get into the passage way of the Court House, and taking
several smart leaps lm was soon into Court lame, along
which he ran and thus escaped.

VIOLENT ASSAULT.?Francis Mcrritt was yesterday ar-
rested by officer Townsend, on the charge of violently as-

saulting and heating a woman named F.lizabeth Otte, in
her own house, on (Guilford's alley, lie was committed to
jail iu default of security, by Justice Boyd.

THREE DAYS LATER FROM EUROPE.
ARRIVAL OF THE PERSIA.

GREAT BRITAIN.
Prince Alfred had satisfactorily passed through a

lengthy and searching- examination at the Roval Na-
val Academy, and had been appointed a naval eadet
on board the frigate Eurydis, which vessel he
would shortly joinfor permanent and regular ser-
vice.

The banquet given by the Lord Mayor of Dublin
to Mr. C. f. Bright, the Engineer in-Chief of the <
Atlantic Telegraph Company, in celebration of the 1
successful laying of the cable, took place on the Ist
inst., and was a very brilliant affair. The Lord
Lieutenant, Lord Kglinton, and tiis Court did not
attend the banquet, and it is said the invitation was
declined, because Cardinal Wiseman was one of the
guests.

Cardinal Wiseman was enthusiastically welcomed
at the banquet, while the toast to the Lord Lieu-
tenant was received with marked coldness and some
indications of decided disapprobation.

It is stated that Capt. Preedy of the Agamemnon,
and Mr. Bright, are to be honored with knighthood
for their services in laying the cable.

Parliament has been further prorogued from the
19th of October to the 18th of November.

The old government of India had ceased to exist,
and the new Council had its first sitting on the 3d
inst.

A submarine telograpli cable, about 300 miles long,
to connect the Colony of Victoria with Tasmania,
was being manufactured in England.

The London Times savs, "the steam frigate Voya-
geur dela Mcr, from Boston and Gibraltar, a present
from the Americans to his Highness the Pasha of
Egypt, and having on board Col. Greene, Yenan
Eflendi, and Mr. Stone, arrived at Malta on the
24th of August, and left on the 25th for Alex-
andria."

A mutiny had occured on hoard the American
ship Conqueror, lying in the Mersey, and bound for
Mobile. The colored men on hoard, seventeen in
number, ail rose and armed themselves, refusing to
work. Mr. Tucker, the U. S. Consul, proceeded on
board with a posse of police, and the mutineers
were speedily placed in irons. Tliu precise nature
of the grievance is not known. No bloodshed took
place.

Messrs. MeNair. Grecnlow and Irving, commis-
sion merchants, Manchester, had suspended pay-
ment.

FRANCE.
The Emperor and Empress left Paris on the Ist

of September for Biareitz.
Gen. de Salles, who had been spoken of to fill the

post of Governor-General of Algeria, is said to have
refused that of commandant of the troops in that
colony.

Itit reported that before nccepting the Embassy
to Berne, the Marquis de Turgotbad an audience of
the Emperor, who assured him that his removal
from Madrid was not to he considered as having in
any degree the character of a disgrace, and inproof
of'this he conferred on him the grand cross of the
Legion of Honor.

The recent speech ofCount De Persigny continued
to occupy attention, and the Government having
withdrawn tiie prohibition against its publication,
it had appeared in all the Paris journals.

In the course of November next, a general meet-
ing is to be held in Paris for the purpose of estab-
lishing a company for finally carrying out the pro-
ject of the Isthmus of Suez Canal. The £8,000,000
of capital is said to be nearlv all subscribed, and
£400,000 of it is set down for the United States.

The Bourse at Paris continued quite firm. The 3
per cents closed on Friday, the 3d, at 71.50, and the
4y. per cents at 07.75.

It was reported that M. Thonvenil had requested
to be relieved of the mission to Constantinople.

The Moniteur publishes a decree by which the
functions of Governor General of Algeria is sup-
pressed. Gen. McMahon is appointed to bo Com-
mander-in-Chief of the sea and land forces.

HANOVER.
j It is stated that Austria, Prussia and Saxony were
endeavoring to persuade Hanover to accept an idem-

| nification for the Stadt dues, but that the latter dis-
played no inclination todo so. It was further stat-
ed that the British Cabinet had announced to the
Hanoverian Government its resolve not to pay such
onerous dues any longer.

HOLLAND.
The session of the States General of Holland had

been brought to a close. The Minister of Justice
delivered a brief and unimportant speech upon the
occasion.

Rejoicings on an unprecedented scale were to take
place on the 4th inst. in celebration of the Prince
of Orange attaining his majority.

AUSTRIA.
A Vienna dispatch says that'tho Emperor has de-

creed that the N'ational Bank shall resume its cash
payments on the Ist of November next.

The British and Austrian Governments were said
to be on the point of coming to an understanding
iu respect to the proposed submarine telegraph be-
tween llagusa and Alexandria.

ITALY.
The Mazzinian organ, Jlalia del Pnpolo, publish-

ed in Genoa, had ceased to appear. During the last
three months all its principal writers spent more
time in jailthan at their oflice.

RUSSIA.
The Emperor of Russia had emancipated 200,000

Serf's belonging to the Imperial Domain.
A powder magazine at Astrakan on the Caspian,

containing, it is said, 200,000 pounds of gunpowder,
had exploded, destroying bait" the town and killing
half file inhabitants. The loss of shipping was also
fearful.

TURKEY.
Full details of the bombardment of Jiddah by the

British steamer Cvclops are published, but they
contain nothing ofimportanee additional to the re-
cent telegraph accounts. The small steamer Lady
Canning, belonging to the East India Company,
assisted in the bombardment.

Threats of death to the Christians had been made
at Tripoli, and the Consul of France at Beyrout

had proceeded there to insist on measuies of pre-
caution being taken.

CHINA.

A dispatch from Marseilles to London, dated on

the 30th of August, contained the following reports
j from China:

I There have been numerous attacks by the Chi-
I nese troops on outposts of the allies at Canton.
1 There is a proclamation issued by the successors
j of Yeh, in the administration of the province,
promising the extermination of the strangers.

There have been some assassinations, and the cir-
; culation in Canton is ditlicult.

The allies have burnt one-quarter of the city by
! wav of reprisal.

1 They have cannonaded both banks of the river,
: and pursued and destroyed many ships.
| The news of a peace at Pekin has revived hopes

; of a better state of things.
Great hostility continued to be exhibited at Can-

: ton toward foreign residents, and the acting British
j Consul had issued a notice advising them to be pre-
pared for a sudden departure.

A blockade of the river at Canton had been es-
tablished, in so far as Chinese boats were concerned,
and trade was suspended. Allthe native merchants
had loft, and also a greater portion of the foreign
community.

The latest accounts state that a French man-of-
war had shelled Shamun, part of the western su-
burbs of Canton, as a Frenchman had been killed in
that neighborhood.

In the Pekin gazettes the word ''barbarian" had
been omitted in referring to foreign ail'airs.

Permanent residence at Pekin, if the same priv-
ilege is conceded to other Powers.

ART. 8. Interviewes of Minister with Governor General,

Governors, &e., always to be at official residence. Inter
: views never to be denied.

ART. 9. Interviews on terms of equality of navy Com
manders with officials of highest rank.
