CITY INTELLIGENCE.
ANNUAL SESSION OF THE GRAND LODGE OF THE UNITED

STATES, I. O. o. F.?The regular annual session of this
body commenced yesterday morning. :it the hall of the
Order, on Cay stre< T. Grand Sire GEO W. RACE, of Lonisi
ana, in the chair, and all the remaining officers present,
except P G. SireScnter, who is expected to day. The ses
slon having been opened for business, an allotment of seats
to the representatives present took place, when a commit
tee on credentials was appointed and reported?their re
jHirtshowing that every State and territory was repre-
sented, as also Canada and the Sandwich Islands. The re-
port of the committee was followed by that of the Grand
Sire, from which we make the following extracts:

"History will characterize the nineteenth century as
'The Age of Associations,' or The Age of Societies;'
and yet, out of the hundred and one 'Societies' that are
now putting forth pretensions to public favor, there are
hut few worthy of the name f Charity, and entitled to
the aid and sympathy of humanity. As in popular gov
ernuients, the masses fellow a phantom for a time, but
soon right themselves, so in these mushroom societies that
have filled this country during the last few years, even
good Odd-Fellows have been attracted hither by their
'ignis fatuus hut must soon leave their bacchanalian
halls and obscene representations in disgust, to again
become co-laborers in this great cause of humanity. But
these bacchanalian revelries and kindred mo< k associa-
tions have a still more baneful influence upon the minds
of those dupes, who are not Odd-Fellows or Free Masons,
by leading them to believe that all 4 seen t societies'
are similar in character, and are alike unworthy of their
admiration and support. This erroneous view is confirmed
by seeing around tliem known members ofour Order, ac-
tively engaged in demonstrating the rare qualities of the
'Maltese ,' or pleased spectators and enthusiastic congrat-
ulatory of the persons 4 soldThe man who continues to
co-operate withsuch associations, alter the baneful inllu
ences have been pointed out to him, ceases to he an Odd
Fellow in spirit and in truth. Whilst we have our forms
and ceremonies, our signs and passwords, whereby we
recognize each other, ours is no fancy association with
gewgaws to attract and catch the silly and thoughtless.
But it addresses itself at once to the nobler and higher at-
tributes ofour nature. It is the high, ifnot the distin-
guishing characteristic of an Odd Fellow to believe that
among the most acceptable services which man can render
his God. is relief to his fellow man. And the exercise of
this unselfish philanthropy is emphatically his mission."

The Grand Sire next refers to the decease of four dis-
tinguished members of the Order, and former representaf
tives in the Grand Lodge, during the past year; to that of
P. G. M. Daniel Hersey, who was the first Grand Master of
Massachusetts, to which position he was chosen in 1841.
having been identified with the Order since 1819, and of
whom the report says, "he died with the parting henedic
tion of the Order in Massachusetts, well done, good and
faithfulservant;" to that of P. (4. Rep. William A. Bell,
of the same State, who was for many years an active and
useful member of the Grand Lodge; to that of G. Rep.
John Wallace, of Connecticut, of whom lie says, "his sil-
ver voice was heard in this hall during your last annual
communication: his quiet and unobtrusive manner, his
close attention to the business of this Grand Lodge, and
his manly bearing in his intercourse with his brethren,
won for him theirconfidence and esteem," and closes this
portion of his report as follows :

"In the demise of P. G. Sire Howell Hopkins, the large
and flourishing jurisdiction of Pennsylvania lias lost its
most eminent and faithful son, and the Order of Odd-Fel-
lows a long tried and trusty servant, who fills a large and
honorable space in its history. Perhaps with hut few ex-
ceptions no man living or dead has done more for Odd-Fel-
lowship than this distinguished brother. He was an active
and most efficient member of this Grand Lodge froillits
infancy until long after the expiration of the term of his
office as the seventh Grand Sire. During his long life
spent inthe service ofour Order, devoted to the advance
inent of Friendship and Love, Benevolence and Charity,
he served in every capacity, and filled every office with
honor to himself, and profit to Odd-Fellowship "

He next refers to the order in New Mexico, of which he
savs:

"In the exercise of discretion granted hy the constitu'
tion, I found it my duty to apply the 4 pruning knife,

and cut off, as dead branches, .Montezuma Lodge, No. 1,
and Ridgely Encampment, No, 1, located at Santa Fe, in
the Territory of New Mexico. This was done at the re-
quest of D. I). G. Sire John B. Grayson, who had charge
of that remote and experimental enterprise, and who re-
ported said Lodge and Encampment to have ceased to

fulfill their high mission."
The report also says: "Since your last communication,

warrants have been issued for the establishment of two
Grand Lodges, viz: January 8,1858, one was forwarded to
Bro Chas. F. Holly, D. D. Grand Sire, for, and was by
him instituted at Nebraska city, on the 27th day of April
last, to he known and hailed as the 4 Grand Lodge of Ne-
braska;'and on the Bth of February, 1858, one was for

warded to Bro. J. C. Hetuingray, for, and was by him in
stituted at Tecumseh, on the 2d of June, to be known and
hailed as the 'Grand Lodge of Kansas.' When last heard
from there were fiveSubordinate Lodges in each of these
new jurisdictions, all in a flourishing condition, and
doubtless before your next annual session the Lodges and
membership willmore than have doubled their present
numbers.

''From the interesting report of D. I). Grand Sire, Bro.
R. A. S. Wood, of the jurisdiction of the' Sandwich Is-
lands' will he learned the gratifying intelligence that
whilst 'Pacific Lodge, No. 2,' has lieen compelled to sus-
pend its meetings and surrender its charter, the Order is
in a highly prosperous condition, and that it has a 'Hall
Fund' of$4,000. with which a stone hall, to he dedicated
to the business and purposes of Odd Fellowship, is aliont
to he erected at Honolulu."

After the reading of the report the Grand Lodge took a
recess for the purpose of "lunching" at the Hollidav street
saloon of Mr. James Mills, where a lunch will he daily
served for theni at the instance of the officers of the Grand
Lodge of Maryland.

The body having re assembled, the report of the Grand
Secretary, James L. R dgelev, was read. From this pajier
we make the annexed extracts showing the present condi-
tion of the Order:

British North America. ?ln the jurisdiction of Canada
West the Order is prosperous, although the " monetary
crisis and depression," Grand Master Reynolds writes,
"has had its effect upon us." Nevertheless Odd-Fellow
ship is in high spirits inthis district,and comprises fifteen
active Lodges, with a membership of nearly one thous
and.

Canada East ?I regret to say the Order has died out

in this jurisdiction, and no effort appears to be making to
resuscitate it.

Lower Provinces of British North America. ?The re-

port from this Grand Lnlge is received, showing an im-
proving state of the Order. Grand Secretary Taylor
writes as follows: "Although we have not added many
new members to our ranks since our last report, the march
of the Order is onward, and a good feeling prevails. We
have opened a new Lodge under very favorable circum-
stances; it has been named 'Fuller Lodge,'in honor of
our worthy Representative."

Michigan.?Grand Secretary B. Vomer, of Michigan,
advises me, under date of the 25th ultimo, that the Order
is in as healthy a condition in that State as at the last an-
nual report.

Vermont ?The state of the Order is not so prosperous as
last year in this State.

Maine.?The Order enjoys, in this State, comparative
prosperity.

Massachusetts. ?From the report of Grand Master Buck-
ingham, made to the Grand Lodge, I learn "that whilst

some Lodges have fallen off, there are others whose work
is better performed than for years past, and whose officers
and memliers are determined to sustain the Order." The
reports of the I). 1). Grand Masters indicate a healthy state
of the Order. Grand Secretary Charles I). Cole informs
me, in transmitting his annual report, that "It is with
great pleasure he is able to advise that Odd-Fellowship in
the "old Bay State" is in a prosperous condition.

New Hampshire. ?The annual reportof the Grand Lodge
indicates a slight falling off during the past year in the
membership,yet a prosperous condition of Odd-Fellow-
ship.

Rhode. Island. ?The report of the Grand Lodge of Rhode
Island indicates likewise a diminution of memliership.?

Connecticut. ?The report shows a decrease of lodges
and membership and an increase of disbursements.

Southern New York. ?The Grand Secretary of the Grand
Lodge, gives a very discouraging account of the Order in
Southern New York, and this account is affirmed by the
M. \V. Good Master inhis annual report.

Northern New York.?Having not yet received the an-
nual report from Northern New York, I am not able to say
any thing of its condition. From private sources informa-
tion has been received that it has not been exempt from

the effects of the monetary troubles of the country.
New Jersey. ?The annual report of this State indicates a

healthy condition of the Order.
Penny si vania.?l regret to report that the returns from

this vast jurisdiction do not indicate its usual vigorous
growth.

Delaware. ?Although the annual report is not yet in, I
learn from private sources that the Order is solid and
prosperous in this jurisdiction.

Maryland.?ln this State Odd Fellowship occupies an
eminently prosperous position, and is ever advancing.

District of Columbia. ?The Order in the District contin-
ues to maintain a statu quo condition, and is healthy and
prosperous.

Uii'^ima. ?The annual report of Virginia indicates a
moderate falling off in Lodges and membership. The
Grand Master attributes the result "to the financial panic
which luisso severely afflicted and continues toafflict the
country."

North Carolina. ?The Grand Master in his annual re-
port regrets to say that from comparison he finds there has
been a successive depression for several years, and recurs
to the financial embarrassments of the country for the rea-
son of the diminished prosperity of Odd-Fellowship in
North Carolina.

South Carolina. ?This State also returns a diminished
list of membership, whilst all the Lodges have been able
to maintain themselves during the year.

Georgia ?Occupies the same position as Sonth Carolina,
with a diminished constituency, composing the same num-
ber of Lodges reported last year.

Florida. ?l learn from this jurisdiction that "the Order
is in a languishing State, but a few faithful brothers in

the midst of surrounding discouragements continue to

come bravely up to the work, and look forward withcheer-
fulhope to the time when new life and vigor will animate
Odd-Fellowship in this district of the Order."

Jfiisimp;>t.--O(ld-Fellowship in this State has advanced
hut littleduring the past year.

Alaltama ?The report of this Grand Lodge shows a re-
duction of membership and of Lodges. Grand Secretary
Wilson informs me, under date of the 24th ultimo, that
lie nevertheless conceives 44the Order to he in a more
healthy condition than it has ever been, the Lodges hav-
ing purge! themselves of much unworthy material."

Louisiana. ?The Order in this State occupies nearly the
same position as to members and Lodges as reported at the

lust session.
Missouri. ?The Order in this State, to use the language

of the R. W. Grand Secretary. Bro. Veitch, "shows its

usual steady progress in Lodges and strength." In no
part of the federal jurisdiction is there a more efficient
administiation of Odd Fellowship than in Missouri.

Illinois.?l am gratified to report that the Order contin-
ues to advance in this great State. Under date of the 23d
of August, the M. W. Grand Master, W. Duff Green,
writes "that the progress of the Order in Illinois has not
been in the least retarded by the severe monetary pres-
sure to which we have been subjected during the past
year."

Indiana.? l have great pleasure in reporting that Odd-
Fellowship is still on the advance in this great State.?
Bro. Willis W. Wright, the Grand secretary of this juris-
diction, writes under date of the sth ultimo, that" the Or-
der is increasing in the State at about its former rate, not-
withstanding the pecuniary difficulties which hare embar-
rassed all classes."

Ohio. ?Bro. Alex. E. Glenn, Grand Secretary of this
jurisdiction, in transmitting the annual report, remarks
that "itaffords him great pleasure to assure the Brother-
hood that at no time since the introduction of the Order in
Ohio has it been in a more prosperous or stable condition."

Kentucky. ?l am informed by the Grand Secretary of
Kentucky, Bro. Wni. White, "that he regards the Order also
as in a more than usual vigorous and healthy condition as
to membership."

Tennessee. ?Grand Secretary R. 11. Barry, ofTennessee,
writes, in sending the annual report of the State, that tue

Order now numbers one hundred and six Lodges?most of

them working well. They are increasing in numbers as
fast as is prudent, and the greatest harmony prevails.

Arkansas. ?The report of the Grand Lodge of the State
is not yet received; D. D. Grand Sire Horner writes favor-
ably and encouragingly of the Patriarchal branch.

THE RESIONATIOXS IN THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE
BALTIMORE AND OHIO RAILROAD. ?As was announced in i
the Exchange, a few days since, the First Branch of the
City Council adopted a resolution of enquiry, addressed to ,
Messrs J. Irwin Smith, J. B. Brinkley, Benj. De Ford, and
Win. J. Bryson, late directors on the part of the city in
this road, asking them to acquaint the Council with their
reasons for such a course. In response thereto, they yester
terday submitted to the First Branch of the Council,
through the President, the following communications :
To the Honorable Members of the First and

Second Branches of the City Council:
Gentlemen :?The annexed resolutions, adopted by you,

in Convention assembled, have been received by us this
day, viz :

"Resolved, By the First and Second Branches of the
City Council, in Convention assembled, that Messrs. J.
Irwin Smith, W. J. Bryson, J. B. Brinkley and B. De

Ford, he requested to withdraw their resignation as Di-
rectors on the part of the city in the Baltimore and Ohio
Railroad Company, and,

"Whereas, itis right and proper that the party so large-
lyinterested in the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, as the
city of Baltimore is, should he well posted in the manage-
ment of said road, there'ore,

"Resolved, By the Convention, that the above named J. |
Irwin Smith, W. J. Bryson, J. IL Brinkley and Benjamin
DeFord, he, and they are hereby respectfully requested to
report, as early as practicable, the sjiecific reasons that in-
duced them toforsake the important trust confided partly
to their charge."

The undersigned have no hesitation in communicating
to your honorable body, from whom we received our ap-
pointment, our views in regard to the present policy of the
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Company, as well as some
reasons for the course we have pursued. It is well known
that the patriotic and public-spirited gentlemen who origi-
nated the project of uniting, with iron bands, the waters

of the Ohio with those which flow into the Chesapeake,
were not influenced simply or chiefly by considerations of
pecuniary gain, but with nobler aim?tiicy desired to
make our city the great emporium into whose lap should
be poured the rich treasures of the great west, and at the
same time develope the mineral resources and foster the
agricultural interests of our State.

Actuated l>y the same motives, our city subscribed to

stock of the company and reasonably expected that it will

he so managed, a? not not only to pay her regular dividend
upon her stock, but at the same time protect and enconr
age the agricultural, mineral and manufacturing interests
of the State, and also that in the arrang'-mentof the freight
tariff, her geographical position willhe duly Considered, so
that her citizens may realise the full benefits of their
proximity to the West. Although it is true, that very
much ofour commercial prosperity is due to the existence
of this Road, yet, we believe, it is comparatively small to
what it might have been under a different policy, and re
sj)ectfully present the followingfor your consideration:

First. ?Notwithstanding official declarations to the con-
trary, practical discriminations, against our city, have ex-
isted. Goods have been shipped, over our road, from the
West to New York, for the same price as to our city.
Freight has been carried over the road, from an Eastern
city to Cincinnati, for less than was asked from Baltimore
to the same point. Cur merchants also pay one dollar
streetage on each car delivered to them. The charge upon
coal, which has constituted so large a proportion of the
tonnage of the road, when for than

when delivered at Locust Boin'
for Eastern consumption,

cheerfully contributed according to their ability to the

payment of the taxes levied by the city for internal im
provements, should, in return, make all the company re-
quires, when they can do it as cheaply and as well: and
that her capitalists should receive the advantages which

would naturally How from the increased business and
prosperity of the city.

Secontf. ?l'roper efforts have not been made to secure to
our road and city, the great advantages of having the
shortest line between the sea board and the West, although
both are largely interested in the Barkeishurg branch,
which constitutes a portion of the shortest line. A con
tinuance of the same policy is calculated to prevent any
returns forour assistance to that branch, for an indefinite
period, thus continuing our burden of taxation for the
pay inent of interest.

Third. ?Tn ordinary mercantile transactions, that
agent is be-d. paid, who can influence the most profitable
custom. The agent of our road at Cincinnati, lias re-
ceived 30 cents per ton for shipping hy the Central Ohio
Road and only25 cents per ton by the river. The average
rate received by our road on goods shipped hy Barkers-
hurg is about SI.OO per ton more than hy Benwood. Tins
difference on the amount of goods sent from Cincinnati,
by the Central Ohio Road, which averages over 16,000 tons
yearly, would show an annual loss of over $16,000 per
year, as compared withwhat might he realised hy the
I'arkershurg route. Not satisfied with this bonus, the

Central Ohio now threatens, unless our company willmake

| "the rates by rail at,all times as low as those given by
| water," meaning thereby, that water rates shall he ad-

vanced to rail rates, iC the relations, now existing, cannot

continue," and strongly intimates, that, if their demands
ar- not acceded;to, they willlook to the rennsylvania Ceu-
tral, as their connecting line With the "admitted fact, that
shippers generally prefer rail to water," it willhe at once
seen, that the demand is, substantially, that all our
freights shall he sent by that route; and Wheeling ami
Paikersburg la* excluded from the advantage they possess
in their water facilities, and the road and its stockholders
deprived of the additional profits, received by both the
latter routes, which would furnish an additional bonus to
the Central Ohio Road. Surely, a modest d am:uid for a
company, whose debt, with interest, to this road, is now
neailyhalfa million of dollars. These threats arc but

an additional proof of the necessity, both to the road and
city, of encouraging and sustaining that line of commu-
nication with tie* West, whose entire interest and feelings
will le identified withour own. Not many months since

the Cincinnati, Wilmington and Zanesville Railroad com-
plained, that almost the whole of the through freight, not
specifically marked for them, was sent over the entire
length of the Central Ohio, although their line was the

shortest to Cincinnati, and their road a largr contributorto the Baltimore road, and claimed a fair division of thebusiness. This not bring granted muel, of their freight
was sent by steamboat down the Muskingum to Mariettaonly nine miles above Parkcrsburg. and thence up the Ohionearly two hundred miles to Pittsburg, and by rail toPhiladelphia, to that extent diverting this trade*from ourroad and city.

Fourth. ?The local as compared with the through rates
are so much in excess as to offer no encouragement to
the establishment of factories and other improvements
along the line of the road. We would encourage, to the

utmost of our ability, all remunerative through business,
hut, at the same time, advocate a reasonable paying local
rate, which would tend to build up u trade, upon which
the road could aheap rely . and by which both city and
State would le benefited. We do not think it right that
millers or others, a few miles from our city, should in;

compelled to pay per ton, per mile, several hundred per
cent, above tlie through rate. Not only are the local rates
very much in excess, but during part of the past winter
through goods were carried at summer rates, while, with
slight exceptions, the winter tariff, which ranges some 20
to 25 per cent, higher was required on local freights.

PiftA.?lnjudicious economy, which, we fear, willre-
sult in disastrous consequences to the road during the
coming winter. We are sincerely desirous of all proper
retrenchment, but believe in the wisdom of the policy of
maintaining "all parts of the road and the machinery in
the most effective condition," as a "true economy,"
whose happy results are so well appreciated in the 30thannual report, page 7th, and 31st annual report,page 11th.
If our views are incorrect, and the retrenchment inaugn
rated some months since, which it was stated, by a lead-
ing stockholder director, would be a saving of $50,000 per
month, can l>e made withdue regard to the effective condi-
tion of the mad and its machinery , it places the present
management of the road in the unpleasant position of
having, by their own showii g, during the period of their
administration, to that time?some twenty six months?-
wasted, in useless extravagance, $1,300,000 of the money
belonging to the city, State and private stockholders,
(which we cannot believe,) and that too when in each of
their reports, they congratulate the stockholders upon the
"improved and rigid economy," and upon "the grand
features of spending less and earning more," to which
they have given their "decided and cordial sanction."

We have thus stated some of the measures of policy af
fecting the interests of our citizens, of which we do not
approve, and will now refer to a few other matters which
we do not consider right or proper. Important action,
taken in defiance of the resolutions of the Board, an in
stance nf which occurred last May, when some of the
stock directors, without the authority of the President and
Treasurer, whoare the constituted Trustees of the sinking
fund, purchased bonds for the sinking fund, when the road
was a borrower of money to a large extent, thus virtually
compelling the company to borrow thatadditional amount,
and thereby furnished a basis upon which to found
an argument to prove that a note or bond paid at matu-
rity. and cancelled, \9 a substantial basis for a sinking
fund. One director seems to have almost unlimited in-
fluence in the management of the road. An extra car
furnished on a part of the road, at a nominal price, .and
free passage allowed over another portion, during the last
session of the Legislature, when the speculators in extra
dividend orders, sought to deprive the State of the greater
portion of her directors in the road. The publication in
all the daily papers in cur city of a long preamble and res-
olutions, which were understood, at the time, hy many,
as intended to demoralize someofthc directors, at an ex-
pense to the company of some two hundred dollars,
wasting its means, when its stockholders were suffering
for the want of their dividends, and its employees com-
pelled to work at the reduced prices, and when the com
mittee appointed by the resolution met, three of the mem-
bers against whom it was believed to he aimed, were jrres
e.nt to answer for themselves, but the opposing parties did
not appear.

With the deep and abiding interests that the city has
in the development of the mineral wealth and encourage-
ment of the agricultural and manufacturing interests of
the State, and that the State has in the commercial pros-
perity ofthe city,and which both in common with the
permanent privaU stockholders have in the success of this
great work, harmony of feeling and unityof action should
exist in its direction. It will be remembered that, some
time since, the stockholder directors, with the aid of a few
of the representatives of the city and State, declared an
extra dividend of 30 per cent., a most injudicious move-
ment, proven hy the fact of their inability to pay even a
semi annual dividend regularly since that time, and
which arrayed city and State authorities in determined
opposition to a measure they considered unjust and fraud
ulent, thus placing the different interests represented in
the road in direct conjtict.

Unfortunately, as we think, the Commissioners of Pub-
lic Works appointed a sufficient number of those who had
been favorable to that extra dividend, which the authori-
ties of the State they represent had declared to lie a fraud,
to give the stockholder directors with their aid control of
the road. We are happy to add that so far as we know,
none of the representatives of the State with whom your
directors have cordially co operated are engaged either in
stock s/wcUlations, supplying the Comjtany with mate
rials, or interested in extra dividend orders. Under
these circumstances, with your representatives ap-
parently viewed rather as "interlopers" than equals
in management of the road, and finding that our mo-
tives were impugned, our acts misrcpiesented, and
that we were utterlypowerless to accomplish anything for

the benefit of the city, we detenuined to re.-ign. From
you we received our appointment, and during your recess,
in conformity with vour law authorizing the Mayor at
such a time to fillvacancies, we tendered him our resig-
nations. We have thus briefly endeavored to answer the
requirements of your preamble and resolution. We would
have much preferred that your Honorable Body should
have accepted our resignation, yet, ifit he your pleasure,
our duty as citizens requires us to continue your represen-
tatives during the balance of the term for which we have
been appointed. Very resj>cctfully,

EXPLOSION OF A LOCOMOTIVE BOlLEß.? Yesterday morn-

ing about 9 o'clock, the boiler of a locomotive belonging
to the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Company, inservice at
Locust Point, exploded, seriously injuring the engineer,
Henry Ware, and causing slight injuries to the fireman.
Daniel Ilines. Atthe time of the explosion the engine
was on a switch, backing down to Cromwell's coal yard.
The force of the steam demolished that part of the engine
upon which the engineer stood, throwing him up a con-
siderable distance, and carrying him some fiftyfeet to the
rear of the tender. He was'picked up in an insensible
state, and Drs. Dashiells, Piggott and Do Butts were soon
in attendance upon him. He received a deep gash in the
forehead, and a cut upon the scalp, besides being some-
what scalded on the face. It was found, however, that no
hones were broken, which seems miraculous. He was
shortly removed to his residence on South Republican
street, where I>r. Dashiells is attending him. Hines was
thrown sideways from the engine, hut received compara
tively slight injuries. He resides on Columbia street near
Poppleton. Both are men of family. There were several
persons at work in the vicinity, but no one besides those
mentioned were hurt. The engine was completely turned
hack end foremost, and thrown on its side, and the tender
thrown from the track. Pieces of the boiler were thrown
in different directions, some to the distance of a hundred
yards. The cause of the explosion cannot he stated. Ware,
the engineer, is experienced and careful, and has been in
the service of the company a long time. The engine was
the Alleghany, No. 46, and had been used for some time
at Locust Point drawing the coal cars on the sidelings to
and from the main track. It is stated that it had recently
undergone some repairs, particularly about the boiler.

PAINFUL ACCIDENT.?A small boy about nine years of
age, named Abraham Silverstein. a son of Mr. Mark Sil

verstein, on Pratt street, near Charles, was seriously in-
jured yesterday morning, lietween eight and nine o'clock,
by being run over by an ice cart. He was playing in the
street at the time, and the driver seeing him in the way
of his horse, attempted to stop, but could not until the
front wheel had passed over his thigh. He was also se-
verely bruised about the body. He was taken into the

residence of his father, and the servict?s of Dr Davidson
were obtained, who rendered him every assistance, hut at
a late hour last evening, he was lying in a very critical
condition. It is the opinion of the physician that he i3
injured internally to sucli an extent that he cannot )K>ssi-
bly recover.

PARADE. ?The members of the Washington Fire Com
pany, yesterday paraded through the streets, with their
new Engine "Home," which has just been deliver-
ed to the company from the establishment of Murray k
llazlehurst. They formed in line at 3 o'clock yesterday
afternoon, at Monument Square, numbering forty-five
inen, in citizens' dress, and marched thiough the princi-
pal streets of the city, returning to their house about five
o'clock. The engine presented a very handsome appear-
ance, and was drawn hyfour white horses, led hy colored
grooms.

The re-
ceipts for the year 1857 amount to 4,191,716 francs,
which exceeds the receipts of 1856 by 286,648 francs.

The N. Y. Pout says:?An extraordinary memo-
rial has been addressed by 507 Austrian priests to
the author of the Concordat, the Cardinal Prince
Archbishop of Vienna. In tills document, the
lower Catholic clergy put forth their grievances
in language the like of which has not been
since the days of the Reformation. The memorial
begins with a rough onslaught on the absolutistic
prerogatives of the episcopacy. "This Concordat,
it says, "has conferred upon the bishops many new
privileges and a large increase of power; but the
priest has to bear the whole odium of the indigna-
tion and of the moral resistance which the hated
Convention has created among the people." "There
is no doubt," the document continues in a subse-
quent paragraph, "hut that our religion has be-
come the object of universal derision.

"The Concordat has aroused the wrath of the most
moderate men with respect to the antiquated,
mediaeval ordinances of the Church; and the indig-
nation against the executors of those ordinances be-
comes louder and more universal from day to day.
This sentiment is the more dangerous as it spreads
among the main body of the people." The memo-
rial complains of the wretched pay (sometimes less
than that of a cab-driver) of the lower clergy, in
consequence of which they are driven to the collec-
tion of fees and taxes which are the source of the
most disgraceful and disgusting conflicts with the
people.

Religion is thus made to .appear in the lightof an
insufferable burden, and agitators increase the ill
feeling by directing attention, not to the penury of
the lower clergy, but to the luxury and abundance
in which the bishops are revelling. In the next
place the petitioners lay bare the laziness of monk-
hood, and demand the abolition of these begging
orders and the appropriation of their revenues to
the maintenance of the really working priests.

A more important demand follows. It is for the
abolition of celibacy, on the ground that the im-
possibility of entering into the married state
renders the priest the victim of suspicions, of
sneering and contempt, and produces laxity
amongst the clergy, thus rendering them contribu-
tors to the moral dissolution which is invading even
the popular classes. In conclusion the petition-
ers demand that "such reforms should be introduced
as to make the lower clergy no longer appear
in the odious light of oppressors of the poorer
classes; and that the priests, by the abolition of the
law of celibacy, should b presto red to the common
ties of family and humanity. If this is not done,"
they assert, "all our influence will entirely disap-
pear; the Catholic religion will be despised, hier-
archy be totally overthrown, and the state become
the foot-ball of ceaseless attacks and complications."
They express, too, the significant hope that they
may not he driven to expect their safety from the
revolutionary party.

The tirst locomotives in the United States, says
the Journal , of the Franklin Institute,were brought
over from England by Horatio Allen, of New York,
in the fall of 1829, or the spring of 1830; and one of
them was set upon the Delaware and Hudson Rail-
road, at Carbondale, Penn., but being found too
heavr for the track, its use was abandoned. The
tirst locomotive constructed in this country, was
built by the West Point foundery, at New York, in
1830, for the South Carolina Railroad, and named
the Phoenix?a second engine was built the same
year, by the same establishment and for the same
road, and named the West Point. In the spring of
1831 a third engine was built by the same establish-
ment for the Mohawk and Hudson railroad, from
Albany to Schenectady, aud called the l)e Witt Clin-
ton; this was the first locomotive run in the State of
New York. The first Stephenson locomotive ever
imported into this country was the Robert Fulton.
This engine was brought out in the summer of 1831,
for the M hawk and Hudson Railroad; it was sub-
sequently rebuilt and named the John Bull.

I The Ohio Conference of the Methodist Episcopal

Resolved, That the Annual and General Confer-
ences bo requested to concur in so altering the
General Rule on Slavery, that it shall read as fol-
lows, ziz:

The buying or selling of men, women or chil-
dren, or holding them, with an intention to use
them as slaves.
