from him and his mal-administration, have argued
with great earnestnesss, that his duties are in no
wise connected with the prosecution and punish-
ment of crime, and that when he has cansed the
arrest of parties who are charged with it, the re-
sponsibility of their escape from justice .b(-longs
elsewhere. The apparent plausibility of this argu-
ment has no doubt deceived many excellent citizens
and the deception has been fostered, so sedu]ous!}',
by the presses which are in the interest of the City
;(tilninistrlllion, that its exposure is due, alike, to
the interests of the community, and the vindication
of the truth.
Of the large number of persons who are arrested,
every day, for crime, and especially for offences
connected with violence, comparatively few pass,
immediately, under the jurisdiction of the Criminal
Court. They are carried before the Justices of the
Peace, by the officers who arrest them, and are
either committed, or discharged on bail, to answer
at the actual or ensuing meeting of the Court.—
However great, thercfore, may be the negligence or
remissness of that tribunal, in the enforcement of
the law, when the offenders are before it for judg-
ment, it cannot with justice be made responsible
for any but a very small part of that criminal
dereliction of duty, which sends notorious outlaws
and assassins forth again upon the community,
almost every day, within a few hours after the
efforts of the police have succeeded in dragging
them from their hiding-places. For this—the very
worst form of official misconduct and corruption,
in the administration of the criminal law, and the
most prolific source of the riot and murder which
infest our streets by day and night—we are, in-
debted almost exclusively, to the Justices of the
Peace, into whose hands a duty so delicate and
responsible has been committed, for our sins.

Now itis very trué¢ that with the election of
these magistrates the Mayor of the City has noth-
ing to do. They are elected, as he is, by the
people, and as the people are often misguided in

reward of a good and faithful servant; but to
offend against “‘the common organization” is, in
the language of our contemporary, to “‘forfeit all
‘confidence in his integrity and virtue.” We
quoted, the other day, the remark of an English
writer, to the effect that the ablest and best men
n America stand aloof from politics altogether,
and that the noblest duties of social life are
thus abandoned to adventurers of lower pas-
sions and narrower ' opinions. We acknow-

Already,
the once honorable designation of politician has
fallen into disrepute, and become a synonym for
everything that is base and vile. Statesmanship
and patriotism seem to have gone out of fashion
together, and politics, no longer the noblest of
human sciences, but the meanest of vulgar arts,
instead of being the chosen vocation of the best
men in the State, has become the last refuge of the
worst. It is the common arena where the lowest
passions strive for the mastery—by the un-

higher motives prevail, than the spirit of
