No. 8. The rates of charges and freights to all common

points being hereby determined, no Giscriinination shall
he made in violation thereof. And if any discrimination
be made by any one of the four Companies, then this agree-
ment is to he dissolved.

No. 9. Rate for trains of live stock to be uniform to anil
from all common points.

No. 10. [We give this section in full, because it relates
to free passes which constitute the special hobby of Mr.

"No free passes shall hereafter he issued by either of
the parties hereto exeept to the employees of each road,
and to drovers in charge of stock or stock trains eastward,
without the previous assent of all parties hereto in wri-
ting. Drovers' passes shall be limited to one pass for one
or two car 1ads of stock; two passes for not less than
three or four car loads; three passes for not less than six
car loads, and to four passes for not less than ten car
loads; and drovers returning shall be allowed passes on
their return trips.*'

SHOCKING MURDER IN SOUTH BALTIMORE BY A GANG OP
ROWDIES, LED BY A POLICE OFFICER. ?One of the most
cold blooded murders we have been called upon to record
for some time past, was perpetrated between 11 and 12
o'clock on Monday night last; a German, named Chris-
tian Fischer, being the victim. The murder was commit-
ted at the house of his brother, Gotleib Fischer, on the
north-west corner of Montgomery and Howard streets.
The particulars of which are as follows:?The deceased
had gotten up a rallle for some jewelry, which was to take
place at his brother's house. Accordingly almut twenty
or twenty-five persons of both sexes, mostly Germans, re-
paired to the house for the purpo&e of taking part in the
rallle. They were thus engaged during the early part of
the evening, and everything went on quietly until about
20 minutes past 11 o'clock, when a gang of desperadoes,
numbering some ten or twelve, came to the front door
and demanded admittance, which was refused them, upon
which police officer John Lemon, of the southern district,
who appeared to be the leader of the crowd, insisted upon
coming in on the ground that lie was an officer, and
had a right to enter. After some few minutes'
delay, the door was opened ly those on the inside, and
Lem n rushed into the house. He then turned to those
who were yet outside, anil said "come on hoys;" the gang
immediately crowded into the room, and began to behave
in a very boisterous anil disorderly manner, insulting the
females who were present. The deceased, in attempting
to protect his sister in-law. who, it is stated, removed the
bar from the door, was shot in the right side, near the
shoulder blade and fell to Jthe floor, lie however, arose,
and ran into the hack yard, climbed the fence, ran to the
corner of Hill and Hanover streets, a distance of three
squares, when he became exhausted from loss of blood,
and fell to the pavement. He was here found by Dr. T.
A. Moore, and taken hack to the house, where he was at-
tended by Doctors Renson and Hiser. who probed the
wound, hut could not succeed inextracting the ball. He
died in about ten minutes after being removed to the
house. Upon being questioned previous to his death, he
gave an account of the shooting, which implicates the po-
lice officer above referred to, who, it appears, wore the uni-
form of an officer, except that he was without his numbers
upon his hat.

Captain Woods succeeded in arresting Lemon a short

time afterwards, and took him to the Southern Station
House, where he was confined until yesb rday morning,
when Justice Boyd committed him to jail toawait the
action of theGraud Jury. Between eight and nineo'clock
yesterday morning an immense crowd gathered around
the house where the murdered man lay. At nine o'clock

Coroner Battee, of the southern district, summoned the
following persons as jurors, to make an examination in
the case: Charles W. Kimherly, Foreman; George R.
Berry, Edward Simoiul, Henry C. Applegarth, John
lleitt. Dr. G. A. Moore, Robert N. Battee, George Beard,
Bernard llarrig, James Ilodge, J. Marshal llauna.
William Schanier. and James Tall. The Jury repaired
to the house and made an examination of the body and
premises, after which they adjourned to the southern
station house, wl-ru the following testimony was ad-
duced :

Gotleib Fischer was first sworn and testified as follows;
Am proprietor of the house where the shooting took place,
and deceased is my brother; was in-iih- the house at the
time, and all tin- doors were fastened. There was a rallle
going on; I heard a crowd coming up the street, and short
ly afterwards heard some one knock at the door on Howard
street. Wy wife asked who was there, when a man out-
side answered an "officer." and said "we must come in."
She denied them admittance, and told them they could
not come in, that the house was full already. One of the
gang, named John Lemon, then said he was a police olli
cer. and would come in. With that In- pushed the door
open, and looking back said to the crowd, "come on boys."
About ten or twelve then rushed in, and two pistol shots
were fired; Lemon seemed to lie the leader of the gang; I
don't know who the man was that fired the pistol; don't
know whether Lemon did it or not; saw a man standing
along side of hi in shoot oner; I could not recognize any of

the rest of them for the smoke which filled the room after
the shot had been fired; Lemon had his uniform on. hut
had no numbers on his hat; he won- a Panama straw hat
such as are worn by the police officers. I did not know
that Fischer was shot until sometime afterwards; I became
frightened and ran out; the crowd broke open the side door
on Montgomery street, and then went away.

Elizabeth Fischer, sister-in-law to the deceased, was
SWorn, and testified that she was in the bouse when the

gang came and broke oi>en the door. A police officer,

whom she did not know, appeared to lead them. She first

refused admittance to them, when they then pushed at
the ? oor. She told them to g<> away, when the officer
pushed the door open and said "come in boys.*' She then

saw one man knocked down, but don't know who did it.?
One man, who was standing near* Lemon, bad a slim face

and wore a cap. I saw liim fireone shot. The room filled
with smoke and I could not recognize any one except
Lemon. 1 knew him; he had been to the house l>efore.

Bertha Friedel sworn.?l was in the house when the shots

were fired; I had been dancing, and heard a noise at the
door; when it was pushed open; Lemon came in shaking
his fists; lie pushed Mrs. Fischer to one side, and told her
to go away; 1 then ran out of the hack door and ran away.

John Faulk, Daniel Shaeffer, Henry Kletch, John Nue,
and Martin Alirens, were here examined and corroborated
the evidence of the preceding witnesses.

Officer WilliamThomas testified as follows; I had made
my eleven o'clock round, and was standing against an
awning post, nearly opposite the house, when a man
stepped up and told me there was going to he a row; 1
saw a crowd of men come up the street and cross over to

the house; officer Lemon was at the head of the party.?
They rapped at the door, and in a few minutes all rushed
in; as the door opened I saw a man knocked down; I then

ran over and went in to arrest the man who did it, hut
before I could catch hold of him I was pushed out into the
street; I found I could not do any good, so I sprung ray

rattle for a spree. The officers came up ina short time; I

was unable to recognize any of the party except Lemon;
I saw Joseph Edwards on the ground; lie remained there
about fifteen minutes; before the party came up I told the

proprietor to close the door. *

Officer Harding sworn.?l heard the rattle, and ran to

the place; 1 told the officers to arrest the whole party.?
Edwards pulled out a horse pistol and said they could not
arrest him. Captain Woods told him to go away. I did
not know any one was shot until some time afterwards.

Captain Woods sworn.?l was at the station house when

I heard the rattle; I ran down to the house, and saw Har-
ding and Edwards there; Ed wants said he could not he
arrested; I told himto take his crowd away. I went hack
and found Lemon on Sharp street very drunk; I took him

?to the station house, and intended to report him, and have
him discharged in the morning.

Dr. Benson testified, ithat he was awakened by a noise
in the street, and got up and looked out of the window,
when he saw a man sitting on I)r. Moore's steps, which is
the next dwelling to his own, on Hanover street near Hill;
he sat there a few minutes and was taken with convul-

sions, and became so weak that he fell from the steps to
the ground; witness then got up and dressed himself and

went down to him, and had him conveyed to the house
where the shooting took place; he found a wound from a
pistol hall in the side under the right shoulder, and two
slight wounds in the face.

A postmortem examination of the body was then made
by I>r. Benson, which resulted in the findingof the ball,
which entered the body of the deceased. Itwas supposed
that it entered the lung and also the kidneys, as it was
discovered near to the heart.

A number ofother witnesses were examined, whose tes-
timony corroborated that of all the preceding ones. After

hearing the above evidence the case was delivered to the
jury, wlio after a few moments' consultation, returned the
following verdict: "That the deceased came to his death
from the effects of a pistol shot, fired by some one unknown

to the jury, but who was one of a party led on by one
John Lemon, a police officer."

Fire Companies. Before taking up those assumptions spe
cillcally, and in explanation of the decisive manner in
which the Committee upon Fire Companies aver that they
"cannot give the minority plan any favor*' in said Re
port, it willonly he necessary for your honorable body to
remember that said minority Report was referred to the
Committee upon Fire Companies, your out of the six gentle
men composing which were no mbi rs of the Fire Commis
sion and signed its majority Rejiort.

The first assertion made against the I'aid System propo
sed in the Report of the minority, "that the number of
Companies proposed by the minority is too limited," has
been so abundantly disproved in the experience, not only
of other active firemen in this City, but also in that of the
writer of the Report himself, that were the undersigned
addressing an assemblage of Active Firemen its refutation
would he entirely unnecessary. In order however that
your honorable lmily may lie convinced that your memo
rialist is not dealing in vague assertion, he respectfully
begs to assure you that it is a. mutter of record, the correct
ness of which is beyond surmise, that for two years past the
entire duly of extin uishing Jires within the City of Haiti
more has been performed by an average of seven hand
Comjtames, using for the most part small Suction Engines
and no hordes, and moreover that the average attendance
with these seven Companies wherein all the wort,- has to
be done by hand does not exceed one hundred men. Ifthe
gentlemen of the Committee upon Fire Companies doubt
this, your memorialist pledges himself to produce the
proof. For these reasons your memorialist thinks that
any person ofordinary intelligence would find little <1ifit
culty in properly loeating the number of Companies pro
posed for a Paid Department, in which Steam
and Horses shall take the place of the means of
operating now in use. The next assumption, the under
signed begs to say, with all due courtesy, is based upon
ignorance of the construction of the improved Steam Fire
Engines now building. The report says the Committee oh
jects to a paid steam system because of the "impossibility
"of dispensing with hand engines in :* large portion of our
"city. There are large portions of our city where water
0-an he had only from pumps; in all that part of the city,
"one man being engaged on the engine, one as fireman,

"one incharge of the horses, and say three with the hose
"pipes, hut five would le left to pump the water for the
"engine.'' This duty the committee says five men car \u25ba

perform. Against this assumption, if your honoraon*
body willkindly permit, your memorialist can testify as
follows:

Ist. His personal experience convinces liimthat as much
water can he had from any given pump for the use of a
steam fire engine as for any hand engine whatever.

2d. Having during a long service as a fireman perform-
ed many times upon pumps of all capacities and disposi
tions, he can safely assure your honorable body that there
is 110 single pump in this city which has an ordinary well

attached thereto, which five able bodied men (ami none
other should be employed,) cannot pump entirely dry
without the least injury to themselves.

The closing argument of the Keportalluded to, averring
that, because one hundred dollars per annum willnot
make a "disorderly character a gentleman," therefore
the services of men of intelligence and jugdnient cannot
he procured fora like sum, is, to y< ur memorialist, tho-
roughly incomprehensible, and is therefore unanswera-
ble. Why the Committee upon Fire Companies should be
anxious to provide the Paid System withmen of more
"intelligence and discretion," than the system which
they propose, is rather more complimentary than expli-
cit; and how a "disorderly character" can be converted
into a "gentleman" with more facility, .and at a less cost
under the operation ofone more than the other, is a mys
tery which it may he the interest of your honorable body,
as custodians of the public welfare, to unravel, if possible.

Without further detaining your honorable body, your
memorialist respectfully asks your attention to the follow
ing estimates, in which lie has provided an additional coin
pany and proposes more men, mor*- horses and more pay,
than he did in the Report which he had the honor to lay
before you. In so doing lie begs to say that it does not
proceed from a want ofconfidence in the number proposed
in the Report alluded to, hut simply to show that for a less
sum than it willcost toestahlish a Volunteer Department,
and for a very little more in the annual expenses, a sys
tern can he inaugurated whose effective force will exceed
that of any other Paid System, and the pay of whose op
erations he much greater thau that of the Department of
St. I.ouis or Cincinnati.

ARRIVAL OF THE INDIAN.

LATER FROM EUROPE.

PROBABLE FAILURE OF ATLANTICCABLE.

QUEBEC, Sept. 21. ?The steamer Indian has just arrived,
bringing dates from Liverpool to September 8.

The ominous silence withregard to the condition of the
Atlantic cable, is to some extent explained by this arrival.
Tidings had been received at London, that signals through
the cable hail entirely ceased, but it was believed that the
difficulty was near the shore, anil could he remedied.
Shares had. however, greatly declined.

There had been a great cable banquet at KBlarney, and
Mr. Bright, the cable engineer, has been knighted by the
Lord Lieutenant.

The Secretary ofthe Ocean Cable Company, says in a let-
ter to the press, that intelligible signals ceased on the morn
ing of the 3d inst.?cause unknown. The corps of prac-
tical electricians at Yalentia, were investigating the
matter.

The quotations for shares arc quite nominal at £4OOO
500. No sales.

The London Times thinks the difficulty is only one of
those casualties to which the cable must be liable till
measures are completed for its protection near the shore.

Mr. Whitehouse. the principal electrician, thinks that
the trouble is near Yalentia, on a spot which he had pre-
viously repaired. He has no doubt of the ultimate com-
plete success of the undertaking.

Mr. Whitehouse had been dismissed from the employ-
ment of the Company.

The reported Chinese indemnity to France and England
is greater than was at first stated.

The political news is unimportant.
The details of the fire at Astracnn say that 120 houses,

eleven quays and a great number of boats were burnt.
The number of lives lost was not known.

The religious fanaticism in Turkey continued at last ad-
vices.

From Washington.
WASHINGTON, Sept. 20.?Brevet Second Lieutenant

Charles E. Jesup. son of MajorGeneral Jesup. is appoin-
ted aid to General Harney, in place ofCaptain Pleasouton,
who goes out to the Pacific as Acting Assistant Adjutant
General.

The Postmaster General contemplates leaving Washing-
ton with his family to-monow for the North.

There seems to ie delay in perfecting the contract be-
tween the Navy Department and the owners of Crom-
well's line of vessels for the Paraguay expedition. The
contract was drawn out and accepted by two out of three
of the partners, hut the third objected to the clause giv

ing the government a right to purchase within a given

time. It is thought, however,that the contract will be
perfected.

The State Department has not yet received the treaty
made with China, anil it is believed our Minister, Mr. Reed,
has sent it by a special hearer.

Information has been received at the State Department
that the young English girl taken from the Mormons by
the United States Judge in Utah, has been sent, under
proper protection, to the States. Lord Napier, or some

i other British authority, willundoubtedly take charge of
i her and send her home.

The postmaster-General has under consideration the va-
rious and conflicting representations from Xew York with
respect to the l'ost office site.

The Preident is expected here to-morrow.
The most interesting case regarding land grants is now

under the consideration of the Attorney General, referred
by the Secretary of the Interior. Congress granted swamp
lands in Arkansas to that State. Subsequently, and ln-
forc a patent was issued to the State, Congress granted
lands for railroad purposes covering a portion of these
swaiup lands previously granted. The question is, was
the title under the first grant perfect, the patent not hav-
ing been issued and lines not drawn, and can a later act

ofCongress, which did not in terms repeal the former,
set aside that act V

The suspension here of the old banking-house of Chuhh
k Co. has been heard with regret. Western land compli-
cations have done the business. Mr.Chubb has made no
assignment, and in the conviction ofhis ability to meet

all liabilities, expects soon to resume business. To keep
up the credit "f the firm, heavy sacrifices have been
made during the past year.

Little credit is attached to the report that Mr. Appleton
is to resign the position of Assistant Secretary of State.

The personal popularity in this city of Gov. Albert G.
Brown makes his strong declarations infavor of Douglas
of much importance.

Mr. Fernando Wood is here at the National to-night,
and Marshal Rynders is at Brown's.

Later from Santa Fe.
ST. LOUIS, Sept. 20.?A dispatch from Independence

dated yesterday says that the Santa Fe mail, with dates
to the 30th ultimo, has arrived there. The latest dates
from Fort Defiance were to the 18th of August, at which
time no hostile movement had been made against the Na-
vajo Indians, at the earnest solicitation ofan influential

chief. The officers had given him ten days to raise his
people to go in search of the murderer of the servant of
Major Brooks. Three companies of Rifles, under the com-
mand of Captains Lindsay and Elliott and Lieutenant
Howland, one company of the 3d Infantry under Lieu-
tenant Hett, and a company of spies and guides under
Bias Lucero, had been ordered to be in readiness in the
event of war withthe Indians.

Some political excitement existed in regard to the elec-
tion of the representatives to the Legislature, there being
two sets of candidates, both claiming to be the Simon Pure
Democracy.

The United States District Court was in session, but no
business of importance had been transacted when the

mail party left.

Another Filibustering Expedition.
NEW YORK, September 21.?General Walker went out

yesterday in the Star of the West, accompanied by Colonel

Van Natzmer, another notorious filibuster! Thq Herald
states that the two are bound for Nicaragua, but willre-
main at Panama for the present to mature their plans for
another foray. Cannon, small arms and ammunition, it is
said, were sent out in small canal steamers, which left
this city a few days ago. Men and material also went out
in the steamer Hermann, which sailed a few weeks since
for the Pacific.

Maine Election.
RANCOR, Sept. 20.?The vote for Congress in the Sixth

District is very close. So far as is known. Foster (Repub-
lican) has 865* majority in Hancock and 220 in Washing-
ton County, while the Democrats claim for Bradbury 1,000
majority in Aroostock, and 43 inWaldo: which is proba-
bly correct. This allows Foster 42 majority. An error is
alleged,however, in the footings of Hancock and Wash-
ington in favor ofBradbury, so that the official count can
only determine the result.

CITY INTELLIGENCE.
PROCEEDINGS OF THE GRAND LODGE OF THE UNITED

STATES, I. 0.0. F.?This body met again yesterday morning
at 9 o'clock, Grand Sire Geo. W. Race, in thechar, when a
representation from every jurisdiction except Nebraska,
was found to he in attendance.

Rep. Corn well, of New York, submitted the following
report:

The special committee, charged with the subject of re-
vision and incrgement of the subordinate and encamp-
ment work, ask leave respectfully to report, that they have
understood the duty assigned to them to he to report a
plan whereby the work of the subordinate lodge and en-
campment might he consolidated, and so to revise and ar
range the charges and lectures of both these branches of

the Order as to present as a homogeneous whole one
work.
If the committee have understood the object of their

appointment aright, they have hut little difficultyin rc-
jmrting that in their judgment such a plan is under the
existing Constitution of the Grand Lodge of the United
States impracticable.

The idea would necessarily involve the abolition of
Grand Encampments, cither by legislation, or as are in-
cident to such legislation. Those Grand Bodies have a
constitutional existence, which is declared to l>i? inviolate
so long as they act in conformity to that law, which is
alike obligatory upon the grantor and the recipient of the
chartered immunity.

Your committee, having very clear views upon this sul>-
ject in lenience are restrained from submitting any project
of law. which could not in their judgment be constitution
ally entertained by the (?'rand Lodge. They nevertheless
entertain the opinion that if this constitutional impedi-
ment was removed by such a change in that instrument,
or would transfer the jurisdiction over the patriarchal
branch to the State Grand Bodies, wherever it was origi-
nally desired, and by tin*corporation of such qualifications
for membership in their Grand Bodies, or would appropri
ately fit them for the supervision of su h subordinates
that the local interests of the branch of the Order as well
as its general prosperity would lie greatly promoted, and
perhaps at the s&metiiuc, the question of inergemcnt he
forever settled.

There can be no doubt but that there is great force in
the necessity which impels the jurisdictions in which the
Encampment branch is feeble, to ask at the hands of this
(?rami Lodge some protection against dissolution ami
death, and we think, that there can be as little doubt of
the earnest desire of the Lodge to exact its utmost capaci-
ty to yield the support and favor asked; the difficulty in
tiie way is that whilst mergement as a whole, and a work

suite:! to such a state of things might gratify the weak
and feeble, it would serve to agitate and convulse the
strong and prosperous. The suggestion presented by the
committee, it hasoccurred to them would, whilst it would

assist the Encampment branches in some jurisdictions by
bringing legislation upon the subject at their own doors
where their local wants would he best known and cared
for. couhl not on the other hand prejudice such localities
in which the present Encampment system is cherished,
since the same local power of legislation would equally
appreciate ami respect the rights of its constituency in
the premises.

Under existing circumstances, however, the committee
for the reasons expressed declined very respectfully to sub-

mit any plan of incrgement of the degrees or work of the
Subordinate and Encampment branch, and respectfully
ask to be discharged.

Rep. KenneJy, of Southern New York, irom the same

committee, submitted the following minority report:
The undersigned, members of the Committee on Revi-

sion and Mergement, beg leave to state that they are op-
posed to revision and to mergement in any form or toany
extent. But while they cannot concur in any measure in
troducing change in either of these important subjects,
still, if a change has to he made, the modified plan pro-
posed by the committee is. perhaps, the most practicable
and feasible which can be presented.
