ARRIVAL OR THE NIAGARA.
THREE DA VS LATER FROM EUROPE.

HALIFAX, FONT. 22.' ?The steamer Niagara ar
rived here this morning; at an early hour, with
Liverpool flat - to the 11th inst.

The slaver brijrantine St. Andrew, captured on the
coast of Africa, arrived at St. Helena on the 30th
,<f July. She hailed from Charleston.

Later advices from India and China had reached
England, hut embraced nothing important.

There is nothing new in regard to the cable.
The Directors were to meet on the 11th to discuss
future action, and Hie shipment of the shore ends
from Plymouth to Valentin was suspended.

The American packet ship J. J. Hawthorne and the
bark Margaret came in collision oil" tlie mouth of
the Mersey, when the latter sunk and all hands per-
ished except the Captain and Pilot.

Tlie London Times says that the condition of the
Atlantic cable is unaltered. Signals continue to be
received but tbev were too uncertain and faint to
be intelligible. Continued experiments still indi-
cate that the injury is near the Irish coast, proba-
ble within three miles.

The Liverpool S'ust says that the experiments
prove beyond a doubt that the defect arises from
leakage at a distance of 240 miles from bind.

Heavy reinforcements for the Indian army bad
sailed.

A convention has been concluded between Eng-
land and Brazil for the settlement of the outstand-
ing claims of either governments.

SLAVERS FITTING OUT IN CUBA.
[Correspondence cf the New York Times.]

HAVANA,September 14.? A Spanish Slave Com-
pany was formed here the early part of last winter,
the "originators and promoters of which were Zu-
lueta and I'ortilla. our heaviest dealers. Vinas,
the owner of the ship Iberia, and a brig, the name
of which 1 have forgotten, w re induced to enter.
Vinas cleared for Cadiz, where he arrived, dis-
charged his cargo and loaded again, ostensibly for
Hamburg, but proceeded to the east coast of
Africa, where slaves to the number of two thousand
were huddled together, on the two vessels, scantily-
provisioned and short ofwater.

A few days after doubling the Cape the fresh wa-
ter began to give out, and the negroes were forced
to drink the salt water! Out of the 2,000 that left
the coast eight hundred were buried at sea, and the
rest reached here .illlieted with the worst kind of
scurvy. The brig landed her cargo at Bahia
Honda, and was abandoned, and subsequently found
by a Spanish cruiser and brought into this port,
where she now lies. The ship landed lier part
on the south side of the island, whence the negroes
were transferred to Zulueta's estate. The Iberia
then sailed for Bahia Honda, where she refitted
for a second voyage and put to sea, but the pilot
ran her aground on the Colorado reefs, v hero,
she was captured. lam informed that of the'
six hundred negroes landed from this vessel
and conveyed to Zulueta's estate of the Alava,
upwards of four hundred have died, and the
rest continue to drop off one by one, notwithstand-
ing the best medical skill sent from Havana at
enormous salaries 1 Here, indeed, is a case that
equals tlieatrocities of the Regina Coeli. Vinas es-
caped after losing his vessel byway of the United
States, and is now in Spain. It is said that he
loses all he had previously made by this unlucky
trip. A oumaria or legal investigation into the af-
fair has been commenced, but as he has tied from
the Island, it will be dropped. The Nancy and
Perkins eases progress Spanish fashion, and several
months may elapse before a conclusion is arrived
at, though the general impression here is that they
will both be condemned. I understand the Captain
of the Nancy intends sueing the American Govern-
ment for $30,000 damages, which will almost
amount, if true, to the profits of an ordinary ad-
venture to the Coast. Madame Rumor says"that
two other American slavers are being fitted out
here, which, if true, willgive our newly-appointed
Consul-General a good opportunity to display his
judgment and administrative talents. He will' find
tiiat the Havana consulate with its SG,OOO per an-
num, is far less agreeable than the last office he held
at St. Thomas.

Both the
late and present Consuls, as well as the British
Consul at Manila, exerted themselves in procuring
able counsel and otherwise to save the prisoners,
and by these means to obtain the liberation of most
of them, and commutation of the punishment of
the mate and second mate. Killing three hundred
human beings bv smothering them, pouring hot
water through hatches on them, Ac., seems a hor-

rible crime; but whether Weeks and the first mate
were responsible, is a question. It is understood at

the State Department that the mate, Mr. French,
is dead. If there be extenuating circumstances,
and our government can save Weeks, it will.

short time back, and the hope is that the accident is
merely one of those to which the cable most he lia-
ble until the necessary measures shall have b en
completed for protectingtho portion near the shore.
Some disagreements between the electricians and
the Hoard of Directors have latterly existed, and
these, it may be presumed, tend to embarrass the
general proceedings.

Mr. Whitehouse, who styles himself "Electrician-
in-Chief and one of the four original projectors of
the Atlantic telegraph," writes to the London
Time* that be believes the injury to tit ' cable to be
in the home end, which he had foreseen, ami had on
one occasion repaired. He apprehends that there
is little cause for anxiety, and thinks there is noth-
ing in the obstructions calculated to damp the most
sanguine hopes of ultimate and complete success.
Mr. Whitehouse complains of the summary manner
in which ho lias been dismissed from the service of
the company.

Charles 1. Bright, Engineer of the Atlantic Tele-
graph Company, has received the honor of Knight-
hood.

We are without any further news from Valentin

respecting the Atlantic cable, and this may be taken
to mean that the directors, with their scientific as-
sistants, have as yet been unable to restore intelligi-
ble signals. A very painful impression was creat d
by the statement published yesterday, and oa the
Stock Exchange the £I,OOO shares of the company
fell one or two hundreds of pounds in value, it is
not supposed, from our present information, that
the cable lias actually broken, but only that some-
thing has occurred to arrest the natural progress of
the electric current. Even ifthe cable should break,
the result of the recent attempt will not have been
in vain, for it clearly establishes two facts ?tirst,
that a cable can actually be laid across such a large
bulk of water, and, second, that when laid, tele-
graphic communications can as certainly b ? etl'-cted
between the old and new hemispheres, ifthe worst
should come of the present attempt, these facts will
form the basis of improved and resolute under-
takings for the future. But, in the meanwhile, let
us hope that the present stoppage of communica-
tions through the cable is but of a temporary na-
ture.

The Atlantic telegraph is at fault. Wlie!her the

stoppage be a temporary or a permanent one?-
whether it is caused by some flaw in the cable
within such limits that it can be detected and reme-
died?is yet to be determined. There is no great
cause for despondency inthe present interruption.
Itrather sets forth the necessity of more cables.
Now we find that we can lay a cable two miles deep
in the sea, and that a cable so laid can be made to
transmit electric signals, it seems a folly to depend
upon all the chances and accidents which may bap-
pen to a single line.

During the short time this single cable lias been
laid down between Ireland and Newfoundland, the
signals to Newfoundland have once before ceased.
Mr. Whitehouse discovered the cause of the inter-
ruption. There was a faulty portion of the cable
near Valentia; it was fortunately easily accessible.
As soon as itwas taken up and repaired, the electrical
communication was re-established. This interrup-
tion happened while the President's reply to the
Queen's message was waiting at Newfoundland to

be transmitted. It must appear very curious, if
not inexplicable, to those of our readers who are
not familiar with the mode in which electrical tel-
egraphy is carried out, that while no signals coald
be sent from Ireland to Newfoundland, they could
be received in Ireland from Newfoundland. To
electricians like Mr. Whitehouse the cause of this
is obvious. But the phenomena of electrical tele-
graphy are so novel to most people, that we shall
be excused if we endeavor to make our readers ap-
preciate the obviousness of the cause.

The bond of electrical union between Ireland
and Newfoundland consists of a copper strand,
containing seven twisted wires of pure copper.?
Each wire is not much thicker than a thread of
sewing-silk, and a section of the rope formed by
the twisting of all seven, not much larger than the
bead of an ordinary sized pin. Such is the thick-
ness of the electrical road to America under the
depths of the ocean. The gutta percha coverings
of this copper rope, as well as its hempen and iron
wire slieathings, are only for the insulation and
support of the precious core.

Of all the marvels of modern electricity, perhaps
the most astounding is this, that either water or
earth willserve as a return wire for the telegraph.
When the electric telegraph was first introduced,
it was supposed to be necessary to lay down, or
erect, two insulated wires between the stations from
and to which signals were to be received and des-
patched. Supposing, for instance, we wished to
communicate between London and Edinburg; the
electrical current could only be sent from London
to Edinburg, so as to record itself, upon the condi-
tion that there should be some means by which it
should travel back again to the place from whence
it started.

The electrical current could only be created in
London and detected at Edinburg by the existence
of two electrical roads?one to carry the current
and the other to return it?so to establish what is
called a complete or closed circuit. This required
two wires?one to carry the message shock, wave,
or current, from London to Edinburg. the other to
return it. Itwas soon discovered, first, that where-
evcr there existed an unbroken body of water it
might be substituted for the return wire; and,
secondly, that the earth itself, for all known dis-

tances of electrical stations, might be similarly
used.
