THOMAS SWANN was re-nominated, by his party, on

Tuesday night, for thcoflice which he has occupied
during this last two years. 'lbis result has, of
course, surprised no one, as it was very well un-

derstood that Mr. SWASN would not have consent-

ed to accept a re-nomination, unless upon very
satisfactory assurance that lie was certain to obtain
it. That he was, himself, not taken greatly by sur-

prise, is rendered tolerably probable, by the fact
that his speech, accepting the re-nomination, was
in tvpe, before the adoption of the resolution,
which conferred the honor upon Mini.

In the present attitude of this community, we

take it for granted that the election of .Mr. SWANN
isrendered absolutely certain, by the action of the
nominating convention. There seems no disposi-
tion to prevent the thing from going by default.?
That there is, throughout the length and breadth of
the community, and among the best and most impar-

tial of its members,a deliberate conviction of his utter

unfitness for the place, we entertain no doubt what-
ever. We believe that this conviction has pene-
trated deeply into the ranks of his own party, and

is entertained by many of those who were formerly
his most ardent and active supporters. That a

shuddering sense of insecurity, and almost of de-
spair. was the uppermost feeling in the hearts of
large masses of his worthiest fellow-citizens, when
tile congenial music of revolvers announced his
triumph on Tuesday evening, no man requires
to be told. That by a union of the ele-
ments of opposition, upon proper principles,
and in support of a candidate whose integrity and
independence would command the confidence of
the public, his defeat might be secured, even yet,
we arc perfectly convinced. But, somehow or
other, good men are disheartened, and brave men

surrender, before the demoralization which is rife
in the community, and of which so much is the
handiwork of the candidate who is now before
them, challenging their suffrages. Organization
is deemed \u25a0\u25a0. and effort idle, in the face of the
consolidated ruffianism which the misrule of the
last two years has made the controlling power in
our streets and at our ballot boxes. Men believe
it useless to pri :it candidates, where elections
are a mockery, and to risk their lives in the main-
tenance of rights which seem fore-doomed to he
trodden down. We d' cut from such reasoning,
and protest against such conclusions. We regard

them as unworthy and unmanly. We entertain
loftier ideas of the duties of good citizens, and
the obligations of freemen. We believe that the
effort needs ohly to he made, resolutely, in order
to succeed triumphantly. But the press can only
counsel and exhort?the community must act for
itself. Some one must labor and assume risk and
responsibility, or all chance of escape from the
position in which we find ourselves must be for-
ever at an end. We have endeavored, in our
humble way, to discharge our duty, and if the
men whose interests are so heavily involved in the
issue willnot take care of themselves, tlicir's must
be the humiliation and the loss, and, it may be,
the sorrow. Mr. SWANN may be elected by a
majority of twenty thousand, as readily as bv a
majority of one. The enterprising gentlemen,
who, at the last election, voted ten times each,
have only to double their exertions, and invite
the assistance of a few of their friends, and the
result is secure. Mr. SWANN can obtain any
amount of "endorsement," or anv sort of "ver-
dict" that it pleases him to order. The com-
modity is in abundance and at his disposal.

I'Pon the speech which the re-nominated candi-

t date saw lit to deliver, in acknowledging the con-
'

ol iiis party, wc have, at this time, no
robin to coijiineut at length. A work of that
extent can only be dealt with by sections, and we
propose hereafter to consider a few of its most
striking parts. For the present, we must be con-
tent with expressing our astonishment that any
man could he found, who would venture to put

. forth such a production in. the midst of a popu-

are detained in the custody of the government, llis
Honor says:

"The persons referred to in the statement are
such as the State of South Carolina, by her Legis-
lature, has forbidden under heavy penalties to bo j
introduced within her limits. If they refuse to de- j
part, they are denied the privilege oi' that freedom
which they asserted when they entered her limits.

' The regulations which the State lias adopted rest
upon her acknowledged right to provide for her in-
ternal government. With that there can bo no in- ;
terference.

"The law of a State enacted in pursuance ofsuch
rights as hare not been .delegated under the con-
stitution are as binding as the law of Congress
passed in pursuance of a power which has been
delegated. Ifthen 110 other objection existed to
this application, it would bo found in the relation
which the mandate of the Court, if allowed, would
occupy to the State within the limits of which it
was issued. It would either be idle, because it
could not secure the privilege it was asked to en-
joy, and for which it was granted; or it would be
mischievous, because it would either be actually or
in attempt a contravention of tlie latv of the State,
in relation to a matter concerning which, by un-
questioned authority, and in the plainest language,
she had expressed her policy in regard to such
persons.

"The presence of free African negroes has no au-
thority for its support in the law of the United
States, and is in contravention of the law of the

| State of South Carolina. Whatever excep-
tions are made to this general proposition have
not been claimed to pertain to those who are refer-
red to in this matter.

or 150 feet higher than White Top. Balsam Moun-
tain, therefore, is the highest peak in Virginia.
White Top has always had the credit, but the in-
struments, both levels and barometers, have deci- \
ded otherwise.

The Richmond Dispah h says ol the wheat com-
ing in from Tennessee: "We learn from our millers
that the quality of the wheat crop is a groat deal
better than was anticipated. It is superior in this
respect to that of last year, it comes in dry and
grinds well; so that the'fiour this year is of better j
quality and will stand better than that of last
year.

"A remarkable feature of the crop is, the very |
largely increased proportion of red wheat. This I
has occasioned a difference in the value of red and j
white of ten to fifteen cents. The farmers prefer- Iing the red for its greater yield and alleged superior
freedom from a variety of dangers, arc sowing
more of it and less of the white. The millers have
a superabundance of that kind of wheat, while
there is a scarcity of white. The disparity of value
so much infavor of the latter, willlikely check the
disproportion of seeding, and cause a larger crop
of white hereafter."
