WASHINGTON, Sept. 211. ?SurvcvoV Ilart and Jas.

Itis expected the frigate St. Lawrence will re
turn soon to the United States.

The increased sea service of the navy has created
such a demand for officers, especially" lieutenants,
that the present active list is scarcely sufficient to
supply it. This furnishes an additional argument
infavor of drawing on the retired and furloughed
lists, and restoring the officers from them to active
duty in all eases where injustice has been done,
which are by no means few.

The Journal of th Uuouiuu Aerie/miy contains a

correspondence from Irkutsk, the capital of Siberia,
dated the 2d of .Inly, in which the importance of
the treaty with China is pointed out. Bv this
treaty, the writer says, the question of theboundary
line,.which was left open at the peace of Nertchinsk
1689, is definitely settled. In that arrangement
both the contracting Powers and China,)
postponed the settlement of the boundary line from
the 147 th degree of east longitude down to the
month of the Amoor, to a future period, owing to
the then almost unknown topography of this dis-
trict, which comprises a frontier of 1,600 worsts, or
more than 1,000 English miles.

Russia, in the meantime, claimed possession of and
occupied itby a chain of military posts; and China,
though she never acknowledged it as belonging to
Russia, did not actually dispute it, though Russian
diplomacy could never hitherto induce China to
recognise it by treaty. Now. however, under the
pressure of internal 'dissensions at home and of the
war with the Western Powers abroad, the Celestial
government was more easily induced to come to
terms with Russia, and to recognise the claim of
Russia to the beautiful district of the mouth of the
Amoor in the hope of preventing her putting forth
further demands, which, under present circumstan-
ces, could not he resisted with success. In this way
the treaty concerning the boundary line was brought
about, which is one of the greatest importance for
Russia, willform one of the brightest pages in the
reign of the present Emperor, and will immortalize
the name of Mouravieff, the Governor-General of
Siberia, who negotiated it.

In the course of time the rich and fruitful lands
on the Amoor will, it is predicted, become the gra-
nary of Eastern Siberia and the Russian settlements
in America, as well as the principal corn market, for
themillions of inhabitants inChina and Japan. This
beautiful tract of country contains all the elements
for producing unlimited supplies of grain and cat-
tle.

The treaty with Russia was signed on the lfith of
lune, and ratified by the Kmperor of China on the
lfith. The negotiations relative to the other trea-
ties were being pursued with activity. When these
shall have been concluded, the imperial commission-
ers will repair to Kurope to cement amicable rela-
tions.

Pennsylvania avenue and Biddle street: also Light andMontgomery streets; also Fremont and Pratt streets. Andthe hook and ladder companies shall he located as follows :
In the neighborhood of Ann and Lombard; also Pratt andHoward; also Harrison and Baltimore; also Pennsylvania
avenue and Hoffman street.

SECTION 8. The steam engine companies shall cacti haveone steam engine, first class, one suction engine, one fourwheel Itose carriage, and one thousand feet of hose Thesuction engine shall not he taken out of the district unlessso ordered by the engineer-in chief
SECTION* 9 The hand engine companies shall have twosucli n engines withsix inch chambers, one four wheelhose carriage, anil one thousand feet ofhose: not more thanone suclion and hose carriage to lie taken out of the dis

triot unless ordered by the chief engineer.
SECTION* 10, The hook and ladder companies shall eachhave one truck, with all the hooka, ladders. &<*.. complete,

and shall not be taken out of their respective districts no
le \u25a0 so orderi d by the engineer.

SECTION* 11. Immediately upon the formation of tin* here-in proposed fire department by organization of throe ormore steam fire engine and hand engine companies, tliear
tive members of said companies shall proceed to vote insuchmanner as shall be designated by the fire commissioners
for a chief engineer, provided that said election shall not
be held before the first Monday in November, and the poi-sons so voted for having the highest number of votes shallbe nominated by the Mayor to the City Council, who shall
appoint or reject the person so nominated to serve as chief
engineer for three years from ihe date of his commission
and ifrejected by the City Council, another election shall
immediately lie ordered by the lire commissioners, until :t

chief engineer is confirmed by the City Council, and inlike manner the said companies shall proceed t.i vote forsix assistant engineers, all ofwhom shall he presented to
the Mayor to be confirmed by the City Council, and shouldany of the said nominations he rejected by the City Coun-
cil, the said companies shall proceed to elect and nominateothers until said appointment is made. The said assistantengineers shall he residents of the district for whichthey are respectively elected.

SECTION* 12. The said firo department may adopt suchrules and regulations for their government, as may lie
deemed necessary, provided such rules and regulations
are not inconsistent with those adopted by the fire commissioners or the laws of the State or ordinances of thecity.

SECTION 13. The fire commissioners, together With thechief engineer, shall form a board of control, and shall be
responsible for the discipline, good order and proper con-
duct of the whole department, both officers and me n. and
for the care of the houses, engines, hose carriages and
other furniture and apparatus thereto belonging. They
shall have a superintendence and control ofall the engine
and other houses used for the purpose of the fire department,and all the furniture and apparatus thereto belonging,
and over the officers and members of the several companies
attached to the fire department, and over all persons pres-
ent at fires.

SECTION 14. It shall be the dutv of the chief engineerand his assistants, whenever a fire shall break out inthecity, to Immediately repair to the place of such fire, and to
carry with them a suitable staff or badge of their office,
and to take proper measures that the several engines and
other apparatus be arranged in the most advantageoussituations, and only workfor the extinguishment of fires,
to call for assistance, ifneed be, from all persons present
at fires, as well as members of the department, to assist in
extinguishing fire, removing furniture, goods or other merchandize from any buildingon fire, or in danger thereof,
and to appoint guards to secure the same:*and also inpullingdown or demolishing any house or building, if necessityrequire, and further to suppress all tumults or disorder.
It shall also be their duty to cause order to be preservedon going to. working at, or returning from fires, and at all
other times when companies attached to the department
are on duty.

SECTION 15. The chief engineer shall have the solecommand at fires oA'er all other officers, all members
of the fire department, and all other persons who
maybe present at fires, and shall take all proper mea-sures for the extinguishment of fires and further protec-
tion of property, preservation oforder, and observance ofthe laws of the State, ordinances of the city and regain
tionsof the fire commissioners respecting fires; and it
shall be the duty of said engineer to examine into the
condition of the engines and all other fire apparatus, and
of the engine and other houses belonging to the city,
and are used for the purposes of the fire department,
and the companies attached, as often as circumstances
may render it expedient ?or whenever directed to
do so by the City Council or fire commissioners
?and annually to report the same to ttie City Council; also, to cause a full description of the same, together
with the names of the officers and members of the
fro department, to be published annually in such
manner as the City Council may direct; and whenever
the engines or other fire apparatus, engine or other houses
used by the fire department, require alteration, additions
or repairs, the chief engineer si.all cause the same to he
made, provided such repairs, kc., shall not exceed in any
instance the sum of S3O, ifit exceed that sum, the assent
for the same of the fire commissioners must first he ob-tained. And itshall he, moreover, tfie duty of the said
chief engineer to receive and transmit to "the said fire
commissioners, for the use of the Council, all the returns
of the officers, members, and fire apparatus made by the
respective companies, as hereafter prescribed, anil all
other communications relating to the affairs of tie* fire de
partment; to keep fair and exact rolls of the respective
companies, specifying the time of admission and dischago
and age of each member, which he shall report in
writing to said fire commissioners, who shall safely file
such lejo 'ts.

SECTION 16. In case of the absence of the chief engineer,
the assistant engineer in whose district the fire may
occur, shall exercise the duties of this office with full
power.

SECTION 17. No person shall be eligible to membership
in any of the fire companies who is under the age rf 21
years, and all persons when thev are admitted as members
must be approved by the chief engineer and his assist-
ants, or a majority of them; provided, however, that
persons who have served seven years as active tin-
men in the city of Baltimore, or honorary members may
he admitted without such approval; and provided further,
that exempt or honorary members shall Dot be entitled to
vote for the chief or assistant engineers; and all persons
who may in future he elected a member ofany fire compa-
ny or to fill any vacancy in any fire company shall pre-
sent to the office of thechief engineer a certificate of said
election, signed hy the president and secretary of the com
pany of which he has been elected, and that said candi-
date, before he presents his name to the fire commission-
ers, shall make oath or affirm that he is a citizen of the
United States, is twenty one years of age. and that it is
his intention to perform active duty in the company in
which his name is enrolled and that lie w illpromote sub
ordination in the department.

SECTION 18. The first district shall consist of all that
part of the city east of Jones' Falls and south of the cen-
tre ofBaltimore street and West Kalis avenue, south of
I'ratt street and the city block: the second district, all that
part of the city east of Jones' Falls and north of the con
tie ofBaltimore street: the third district all that part of
the citv (except West Falls avenue south of Pratt street
and the city block.) west of Jones' Falls and east of the
centre of Charles street, provided that from bight to
Charles street it shall not extend farther south than the
centre of i'ratt street; the fourth district, all that part of the
city south ofthe centre ofPratt street, south and west to the
city limits; the fifth district, all that part of the city west of
the centre of Charles, north of the centre of Pratt street,
and south of the centre of Saratoga street; the sixth dis
trict, all that part of the city west of the centre of Charles
street and north of the centre of Saratoga street; provided,
that the lines of the districts may he altered at any time,
if found necessary, by the chief engineer and fire com-
missioners.

SECTION 39. The engineers and hostlers of the steam
fire engines shall lie confirmed by the fire commissioners,
and continued during good behavior; they shall give
ttieir entire time to the service of the city, and perform all
such service as may appertain to their respective sta
tions.

SECTION 20. That immediately on an alarm or dis-
covery of a fire, it shall be the duty of the members
of the police department of the district in which
the fire may occur to communicate the fact to the
central station by means of the signal box in the
district in which the fire may be, in accordance with therules and regulations governing the signal boxes. And itshall further be the duty of the police in the night time on
the occurrence or a fire to gi-e further notice therof with
in their respective districts by springing their rattles and
crying "fire,'' and ifpracticable crying the number of the
signal box from which the alarm proceeded: and when a
police officer has an alarm bell in his district, it shall be
bis duty to ring the same by striking the location as indi-
cated by the fire alarm telegraph.

SECTION 21. Immediately on the appointment and or-
ganization of the fire commission herein provided for.it
shall be their duty to prepare rules and regulations for
the government of the fire companies and the members
thereof, and to give notice that they arc prepared to re-
ceive applications for membership in'the city fire depart
ment, and that they are also ready to receive proposals for
the sale to the city of such fire apparatus as the city may
require.

SECTION 22. The fire commissioners are hereby author
ized and empowered in negotiating with any of

the existing fire companies in the city for the
transfer of the fire apparatus of any such com
puny to the city by sale or otherwise, and to per-
mit any spouting engine wtiich may he so transferred to

the city, to be used by the company transferring the same
until said spouting engine shall be worn out in service or
substituted by a steam fire engine, anything in this ordi-
nance to the contrary notwithstanding.

SECTION 23. That the Register he and he is here' y

authorized and directed to pay to the order of the lire

commissioners the sum of twenty thousand dollars for the

purchase of fire apparatus for the use of the city fire de-
partment.

SECTION 24. Should any person or persons, not a mem-
ber of the city fire department, use the badge determined
upon by the fire commissioners, or the fire hat or cap of
any city fire company, such person or persons shall each
liefined not less than one dollar nor more than ten dollars
for each and every offence, to be recovered as other city
hues are recovered, one-half to the use of the informer,
the other half to the use of the city.

SECTION 25 Should any person or persons injure, de
face, or in any manner destroy any city fire apparatus, or
should any person or persons hinder or obstruct any city
fire company from freely passing along the streets of the
city, to or from fire, or in any manner hinder or prevent
any of said fire companies from operating at any fire, each
and every person or persons so hindering, obstructing or
preventing, shall ire. fined not less than five dollars normore than twenty dollars, to be recovered as other cityfines are recovered, one half to the informer, the other haif
to the city.
