A world of
Arcadie, it must have been, when laurelled bards
took inspiration from what would hardly be, with
us, a "local item !" Well, indeed, may we be
proud, when wc look back upon such vestiges of
ancient civilization, that the "sacred birthright"
which our worthy MAYOR SO eloquently claims for
lis, has carried us so fiir above the level of those
"foreign paupers," the beggarly Italians !

But it was not our purpose here, to dwell so
particularly upon the "new inventions" for killing
people, as upon the new ideas which are in vogue !
touching the responsibility of those who kill them.
In former times, every man who was present, aid-
ingand abetting, when ft murder was committed,
was held to be as much the murderer as the indi-
vidual who drew the trigger or plunged in the
knife.

wide open to the very worst of evil doers. If
juries will tamper with their oaths, in drawingsuch
distinctions, let it be fully understood, in advance, |
that the community will regard such perjury in
the lightof what it is. The law upon the point !
is susceptible of no misconstruction, that is not
wickedly wilful. It involves a principle about
which there is no contrariety of opinion or con-

flict of decisions. No public officer?Prosecutor, i
Judge or Juryman?can make any honest mistake
about it. The killing once proven, every man !
who was present, aiding, abetting, encouraging, i
exciting, or furthering the unlawful assault or riot, ;
in any way, is as much the murderer as if lie I
struck the blow?whether lie intended murder or
not?whether he knew of the murder or not? i
whether he saw it perpetrated or not. Engaged j
in the commission of a criminal act, jointly with j
others, he shares, to the full, the whole responsi- |
bility of every criminal result, whether contem- j
plated or not contemplated. A pistol shot, dis- j
charged from a crowd of rioters, is the act of cverv j
man in the crowd, and the blood that is shed by I
it is on every such man's head. IVe trust that in
the search for those of the murderers of FISCHER,
who are yet unarrested, this principle will not be
ignored, and that the reward offered by Mr.
SWAXN for their arrest and conviction will not j
withdraw the attention of the public and the au- j
thor-ities, from the equal responsibility and merited |
punishment of those arrested already, if tliey j
should turn out to have taken part in the riotous |
and outrageous trespass, of which the murder was j
but the consummation.

| The Hanover correspondent of the N. Y. Herald
I says:

On the 9th instant the Spanish steamer of war
| Blaseode Garay returned from a cruise, bringing
| as a prize the Spanish ship Iberia, which she hud

j hauled off' Salt Key, near the Oolorados. The Ibe-
! ria, under the command of the notorious slaver
I Captain Vinas, had some weeks previously landed
I a cargo of bozales, variously stated at from six toninc
hundred in number, on board daylight, at or near

I Cardenas, and she was then run ashore at Salt Key

1 and deserted. It is worthy of observation that the
I Spanish authorities assert that all the bozales who

j were landed from the Iberia have died of smallpox.
\ I need perhaps scarcely add that this assertion is
not believed. The Iberia is apparently almost a
new ship, and will make an excellent transport for
the Spaniards,

i The following statistics are not altogether unin-
teresting :

From the 4th to the 10th of the present month
30 vessels, of all classes and of cverv flag, of 9,101
tons burthen, entered this harbor; of which IS wore
American, of 5,003 tons burthen: 4 were Spanish,
of 1,229 tons; 2 were English, of 919 tons, 3 were
Belgian, of 998 tons; 1 Holland, of 192 tons; 1 Prus-
sian, of 595 tons; and 1 Bremen, of 17."> tons.

During the month of August last the total export-
ation of sugar from this port amounted to 70,000
boxes and 938 hhds.; of which 35,227 boxes and all
thehhda.went to the United States; 11,228 boxes
to Spain; 22.760 boxes to England: 1,516 boxes to
Spain, 2,258 boxes to Holland, and'tho remainder
to various other countries.

A printed paper has been slyly circulated among
the free negroes of this citv, calling upon them to
revolutionise. They are addressed by the endearing
appellation of "brothers." This circumstance lias
caused great excitement wherever it lias become
known.

AVe have had excessive heavy rains recently,
which have cooled the atmosphere, and the public
health has consequently improved.

The appointment of Consul General Helm has
been received with great satisfaction here, and we
hope soon to see him at his post.

AVe have a report of an attempt at revolt among
the troops stationed at Trinidad, which has been
quieted if it was real.

Captain J. J. Wright.leaves by this steamer for
New York, having accomplished, to the satisfaction
of those interested, all he desired for the now line
of steamers he proposes, having been much favored
in his enterprise by the action and privileges be-
stowed by the Captain-General of Cuba.

The brig C. Perkins has not yet been condemned
"for infraction of the revenue laws of Cuba," under
consular denunciation.

The brig Nancy, with case determined in her fa-
vor, waits its engrossment and publication, delayed
by changes in the Royal Audiencia, ke.

THE HARVEST.
[From the J.midon Economist, Sept. 4'V]

j The harvest in the South ofEngland have proved
j full ten days earlier than usual, we fairly lookback
on the rural events of August, as those of the liar-

| vest, the crowning month of the year. In spite of
occasional storms, the weather has permitted the
grain crops to bo well housed, and there is very lit-

! tie corn that will not come out of the straw in good
condition. Thrashing has proceeded rapidly.?

; Everywhere the ring of the steam-engine is heard,
i for farmers have found the economy of getting out
at once so much as they mean to send to market

i early, so as to leave all hands free for the work of
autumn wheat-sowing and autumn tillage. Thrash-
ing has very much settled the differences of opinion
we noticed as iiaving existed in regard to the yield
of the wheat crop, by proving that crop fully equals
the average. Not that it is equal either in
quantity or quality to last year's crop, nor is
that a fair one for comparison; but it seems
now generally admitted that more straw
and more wheat of better quality lias been grown
this year than in either 1855 or 1856. Tile quantity
of straw this year is even greater than that of last
year's crop:?indeed it is only from the extra quan-
tity of straw that the yield turns out so well as it
does, for confessedly the cars are neither so largo
or so well filled as usual. The trade authorities,
on this view of the wheat crop, and considering that
the continental crops are moderately good, have
come to the conclusion that there will he very little
variation from present price during the remainder
of the year. Barley has turned out a better crop
than was anticipated, but still neither in quantity
or quality is it a good one. Oats, beans, and peas
are certainly deficient. Want of moisture has been
the characteristic of the season. Pasture is gener-
ally deficient, and in many districts the turnips ex-
hibit signs of mildew. This is particularly the case
where an early plant was secured. As is usual in
dry summers, the wheat turns out better than ex-
pected, but the root crops are less promising in
summers with more moisture.

j I have visited. The corn crop has been material] v
diminished by it: perhaps fifty ner cent, axcrayc,

\ embracing both high land and* low ground. This,
however, is a mere conjecture of mine, or what the
farmers familiarly calf a "rough guess." The to-
bacco crop is also considerably'reduced bv the same
cause, but the reports of a "total failure," or of "a
near approximation to a failure," must not be taken
for granted. 1 have seen some yoml crops of tobac-
co. many passable, many indifferent, anil some
"dead failures," but, upon the whole, 1 think the
crop will not fall more than twenty-five per cent,
below the average. This opinion is founded upon
my observation of the crops in some four or live
counties in the tobacco growing region.

The wheat crop was unquestionably a short one
in all parts of Virginia, a sad realization of as
bright a promise as the farmers of the State ever
had in the month of May. But 1 must present no
more of the dark side of the picture, or 1 shall be
classed among the croalcers. AVe have an abundant
consolation in the assurance that the actual produc-
tions of our State are more than ample for ail ne-
cessary purposes.

Acorrespondent of the Petersburg Express says:
In passing through the upper part of Greensville
and the lower part of Brunswick, several crops of
various kinds came under my observation, consist-ing of Tobacco, Corn and Cotton. The Tobacco
crop, owing to the drought in the latter part of
August and the first of September, lias commenced
to dry up at the bottom, which will cause the farm-
ers to cut itbefore it can ripen as it should do.?
There will, I think, be an average crop of very good
Tobacco made. The Corn crop, now that the fod-
der has been pulled, can be judged with tolerable
correctness. The late Corn, on river and creek low-
grounds. is very well curred indeed; but the poor
highlands present a sorry prospect, and I should say
that the drought cut them offa third, ifnot more.
I do not think there will be any great quantity of
corn sold in this section, as every farmer will i.ake
nearly enough to supply himself, except those who
tend three times too much poor worn out old fields,
instead of improving one small field and tending it
good. I have seen farmers who are not quite up to
their keen calculating brethren who buy fertilizers
for their crops, and when they come to gather their
crops the fields present a perfect eye sore, after
laboring hard all the year. The Cotton crop, as far
as I have seen, is slightly injured with the rust,
which, of course, will cut it off shorter than it
would have been. The farmers have commenced
picking out, so that they can hare itoff hand before
cold weather sets in. It is a crop that is getting to
bo much neglected about here, as the seasons for
the last year or two have been very unfavorable.

THE GRAPE CROP.?Within a radius of twenty-
five miles from Cincinnati it is computed there are
twenty-five hundred acres of land devoted to the
culture of the grape. In favorable seasons the ave-
rage crop of wine per acre may be set down at two
hundred gallons. This would be equal to half a
million of gallons as the whole crop for the section
described. And as the wine is worth, fresh from
the press, at least one dollar per gallon, the value
of the crop, when good, would amount to 8,500,900.
l'he failure, theref ore, of tiie grape crop, affects very
leriously the pecuniary condition of our immediate
rural neighborhood.

The crop this season may be designated as almost
m entire failure. Some few vineyards will have
something of a crop, but, in the aggregate, all the
wine produced willnot pay the expenses of tending
the crop.?[ Ohio Valley Parmer, Sept., 1858.
