expressing it. He did not pretend to sing of the

philosophy of agriculture ?be knew nothing of

science: for agricultural science was a term almost
whollyunknown in his day. nor was he in the

h ast a theorist, lie only professed to chronicle the

results of his observation and experience. lie knew

that by the adoption of certain rules it was possi-

ble to make "two blades of grass grow where but
one blade grew before," and lie set liimsoll down
honestly to his work to tell the fanners how ii

could be done. But husbandry was a laborious
occupation at tbe best in those days, and although

many of the rude, unlettered tillers of the soil
learned by heart the maxims of good old 1 tio.WAF

TrssKit, they cherished his book, and in many in-
stances handed it down as an heir loom to succeed-

ins generations. Agricultural improvement pro-
gressed very slowly : nor is tins to Ire wondered at i
when we reflect lmw primitive the implements of j
husbandry were. I'.ven so late as the closing half

of the last century, the mould boards of ploughs
were of wood, sheathed with iron or tin plates.

The first cast iron plough brought into use in the
United States was patented by XEWDOLD, of New
Jersey, in 17P7; hut for many years subsequently
the ancient wooden plough maintained its ascend-
ancy in remote districts. The harrow was as rude
as the plough, and the grain was harvested by the
sickle and winnowed either by tlie natural breeze
or by means of a skeleton cylinder, having loose
cloths attached to its transverse arms. But
when science began to investigate the tex-
ture and qualities of soils, and to show
by analysis why some fields are naturally barren
and some fertile?why a succession of similar crops
impoverishes the land, and why a judiciously ar-
ranged rotation increases its productiveness, the
first step was taken towards a thorough re-organi-
zation of the old system of agriculture. Farmers
then began £o understand wherein JETHRO TOLLS'
theory of Drill husbandry was practically errone-
ous. They found that although a thorough loosen-
ing, and a constant working of the soil with his

newly invented implement, "the horse hoe,'' was
undoubtedly beneficial in some instances, yet that
no amount of cleaning and pulverization would
restore to a worn out field those elements which
were necessary to its fertility, and of which by
constant cropping it had been deprived. Trr.i.
failed, because he claimed too much. He imagined
that deep ploughing and thorough disintegration
of the soil, was the onl3" thingrequired to render it
productive. Manures, in his opinion, were of no
value whatever; a liberal use of the horse-hoe, he
contended, was all that was needed. In this lie
was altogether wrong, and his system fell for a

number of years into disrepute, not because Drill
husbandry was not beneficial, but because it could
not accomplish all that he asserted it would. The
theory announced by TCLL, supported as it was by
the celebrated DUHAMEL, had, however, produced
at least one good result: it had aroused a spirit of
enquiry, and the agricultural writings of ARTHUR
YOUNG, Sir JOHN SINCLAIR, of DAVY and of CIIAP-
TAL, were more frequently consulted. Great pro-
gress was also made in the various branches of

agricultural mechanics. Numerous efforts were
directed towards attaining the proper form for the
mould-hoards ofploughs, so as to overcome, as far
as possible, the friction of resistance. Spades and

hoes were made lighter and handier, vet less dura-
ble than before. Folding and expanding barrows
and cylindrical clod-crushers were introduced.?
After a while, the flail gave place to the threshing
machine?the old fashioned winnower to the com-
pact winnowing machine?and of late years, the
cradle and the sythc have been superseded by
reaping and mowing machines. All these
improvements, together with numerous others
scarcely less important, have been made within
the last thirty years, and to our American me-
chanics belongs the honor of originating many
of those ingenious labor-saving machines, which
are now recognized as the least complex in their
structure, and as doing most satisfactorily the
work for which they were designed. This intro-
duction of labor-saving machinery, is the first
step towards that division of labor which lias ac-
complished such wonders in manufacturing indus-
try, and will eventually?from tiie great variety
of new implements which are being almost daily
brought into notice?produce similar results in the
operations of husbandry. But the vast improve-
ments, which have been made of late years, upon
the old system of agriculture, are not whollydue
to the researches of scientific men, or to the inven-
tions of mechanicians. The agricultural societies
must also claim their share of the praise that is
bestowed upon their fellow-laborers in this impor-
tant field of industry. It is by their exertions,
both here at home and elsewhere, that the aggre-
gate yield of staple articles of food has been more

than doubled. It is to the premiums offered by
these associations, that the alligator herd of hogs
has been effectually displaced by the famous breeds
of Berkshire and Chester county?that the long,
lank iiiii.h cow, with the very large belly, and
the very thick tail, which Columella once regarded
as the beau ideal of a good cow, has given jilace
to the finely formed Ayrshires, and Durhams. and
Devons of modern breeders, ?and that the lean
and woolly mutton, which [once graced the tables
ol our ancestors, has been exchanged for the fatter
and more delicate flesh of the Southdowns. It is
owing to the exertions of the Royal Agricultural
Cocjety o! England, that the productive power
of that country, in wheat alone, has increased to
the extent of supporting an additional population
of seven millions. Nor have tfcc efforts of our
own agricultural associations been less successful,
or less praiseworthy, in .diffusing a better know-
ledge ol the true principles of Farm husbandry,
or in promoting a continual improvement in Farm-
ing implements, and in the breeds of cattle. For
the great service they have already done, and
for the good tliev arc still capable of accom-
pd-hing, they deserve all the encouragement
which can properly be bestowed upon them,

THE CHESS CONTEST IN EUROPE.
The admirers of chess on this side of the ocean

were somewhat taken aback on the arrival of the
Niagara, to learn that the American chess cham-
pion, Paul Morphy, was beaten by Harrwitz, in
Paris, on his first game with the great player. It
was unfortunate that the steamer did not bring us
intelligence of two or more games, when no doubt
a very different story would lie told. Chess people
here will be very much disappointed if the next
steamer does not bring us news of the defeat of the
German.

As it was. however, the victory was not much to
boast of. llerr Harrwitz had the first move, and he
adopted the usual course of requesting Mr. .Morph v
to accept the king's gambit, a game which compels
the second player to remain on the defensive for
the first dozen moves at least, while the first player
has a fine attack. Mr. Morphv chivalrously con-
sented to the wish of the German, although he
thereby had to adopt a defensive game, while his
great strength is in his masterly and overwhel-
ming attacks. In the course of the game an oppor-
tunity occurred whereby Morph v, by sacrificing a
knight, could get up an attack on his own account;
and tired of being on the defensive, ho yielded to the

| temptation which eventuallycost him the game. With
a weaker player the attack he got up would have

? been overwhelming; but Harrwitz happens to know
; two or three things about chess more than the

! American gave him credit for, and he defended hiin-
| self with such weariness that towards the close of

i the game, when the pieces were all changed off ox-
j cept the queens, he retained four pawns, whereas

! Morphv had hut one. The German then compelled
; an exchange of queens, and, of course, won easily

| with his preponderance of pawns. It is very likely
that next time Morphv will he careful how ho sacri-
fices pieces with a player like Harrwitz.

On Morphv arriving in Paris, and while awaiting
tlie arrival ot Mr.Harrwitz,who was at Valenciennes,
the young American amused himself hv encounter-
ing the few notabilities to be found in the Unrclc ehs
JJvhectf, with the following result:?He played one
game with M. de Riviere ( a brother to the Zouave)
which terminated in a drawn battle; three against
M. Journourd, all of which he won; ami seven
wherein he gave the pawn and two moves to M.
Leerivain, of which lie won live and drew two.

The now iron steamer Hudson, of the New York
?""id Bremen line, arrived off the Battery on Satur-
day last, at midnight. The II raid says of her:?
The Hudson was built at a place named .1 arrow,
near the mouth of the river Tyne, in the North o!
England, and finished shortly before she left Europe.
She is a sister ship to another of the same line
which is now is course of construction at the same
port whence the Hudson was launched, and which
willsoon take her place upon the same line.

The Hudson has been named from the river Hud-
son, and the other steamship is to be called the We-
ser, from the river Wescr, on whose hanks stands
the city of Bremen. The Hudson is 3,000 tons reg-
ister, 315 feet in length over all, and 318 feet hi
length of keel, 40 feet in width of beam, and 33 feet
in depth of hold. Her power is proportioned to her
size. She is 740 nominated horse power, and 2.000
indicated horse power. She lias four boilers and
eight furnaces to each boiler, making a total of
thirty-two furnaces, ller cylinder is ninety inches
in diameter, or six inches more than that of the Le-
viathan; and her screw shaft is 125 lectin length,
and sixteen inches indiameter. She is ringed as abark, and under favorable circumstances is capable of
steaming twelve or thirteen knots ar. hour. She is
able to accommodate 020 passengers in a very supe-
rior manner, besides lier crew, which numbers i3O
men. Her first cabin lias accommodations for sev-
enty passengers; her second for 100, and her third
for 450. The saloon is a very large and handsome
one, elegantly furnished. It'is fitted up with ma-
ple and rosewood, and its sides are decorated with
mirrors and rich paintings of German and American
scenery, and gold faced cornices. Jt is seventy feetwide and forty feet in length. The second class sa-
loon is immediately below the first class saloon, and
is also a very comfortable apartment. The berthsfor the third class passengers are forward, and much
the same as those of other ships, and the dormito-
ries ol the crew are on each side of the engines,
which, with the machinery, occupy the centre of
the vessel.

The Hudson is a screw-steamship of the newest
model. She is well provided with life-boats, life-
buoys, fee., and, in short, everything about iier be-
tokens strength and completeness. On her recent
voyage she left Bremen at half-past 6P. M. on the

11th inst., and arrived here at midnight last .Satur-
day, after a passage of fourteen days five hours and
thirty minutes, after experiencing heavy gales all
the way, and encountering a hurricane on the 22c!
inst., which obliged lier to stop the engines for
eight hours.
