Benjamin'' Chaney sworn.?Am assistant war-
den at the jail, was on duty the morning Ford was
brought ir: received him; saw some blood on bis
chin, lip and shirt; his shirt was open about the
neck, and the neck appeared red and swollen; was
struck with his appearance, never saw him before;
did "not say anything to him.

Cross-examination ?By Mr. Whitney.?Groat
many prisoner* come there; we notice persons who
have appearance of being roughly handled; ne.ck
had appearance of being squeezed;* did not discover
any breaking of the skin: there was an extraordi-
nary red on his neck; could not say on what side;
hi* n/> c o looked large: think this wa* caused by its
being swollen; don't know who 1 communicated this
to.

Joseph Roscnhcrry sworn.?Wa* a police officer
at the time of this occurrence; resigned about a
week ago; was in the Southern District; knew
Burnham; was a substitute officer on this night;
hi* name was called to go on a beat; he answered
and went out: but he /lid not go on: he went out
and came back and said he had some business to at-
tend to: another man was put in his place.

Question by the defence. ?Did you hear threats
made by Burnham against Ford?

Objected to by the State, on the grounds argued
on Thursday/ that it must be shown that the par-
ticular threat was brought home to the knowledge
of the prisoner Ford.

The Court ruled the question out.
Witness continued.?Burnham was talking to mc

in the market house before this occurrence some days
and spoke about Ford: can't tell if Ford heard him;
Ford was about twenty feet off, leaning against
tli" lamp-post: h" nod/l -d Iris h" J towards Ford.

(' re)ss-examination ?By Mr. Whitney.?Burnham
said that night, wlwu he came back to the station
bouse, that he had business to attend to.

Dr. Martin sworn.?Was attending physician at
tlie jailwhen Ford was brought in;on morning after
Ford came in visited the cell where Ford was; asked
if any one wanted my assistance: Ford spoke to me
and said he wanted'my asristnucc; examined hia
throat and found it much swollen; prescribed for
him then.

Cross-examination?By Mr. Whitney.?Am not
regular attending physician; call there every morn-
ing; Ford said needed my assistance; did not notice
anything until he called me; don't recollect seeing
any breaking of the skin; supposed the
swelling wa* caused by being roughly
handled or choked; poulticed it two day*;
put on a hot poultice; this is 'soothing, will redm ?
swelling; in case of swelling of glands apply poul- .
tices: also gave him a gargle for his throat; not
usual to give gargles for external inflammation;
nose was swelled, but saw no breaking of the
skin.

By Mr. Cowan.?The inflammation of the throat
aro. " from external injury.

Sergeant I'amphillion sworn.?[Double barrel
pistol shown witness.) It looks like a'pistol witness
loaded and laid in a cupboard in the station house;
went to look for it on night of occurrence, and it
was gone; keeper of the watch house kept the kov;
the cupboard was always open; the pistol is not ,
like those used by the police; that is the
kind used by the police; [a colt six-shooter
shown witness;] the pistols are furnished by

the city; the officers don't own them as a
general" thing; it might have been put there
two nights before the killing; Kenney and John-
son are keepers of the station-house, one or the
other are always there.

Cross examination ?By Mr. Whitney.?The cup-

board is always unlocked, any one has access to it

Dr. Colburn sworn. Don't recollect the time of
this occurrence; was called to examine Mr. Ford;

wards Ford ; saw him make an attack on Ford; it

Ta' questions presented for my decision are very inter-
esting, II-tonly as it regards tlie construction of a puMic
law. pending upon an iilportant branch of tui le, butals -
from the application o ' a rem dy which it is insisted that
a court of equity can now only give.

Ishall, therefore, as briefly as possible, state the con-
clusion to which 1 have come, after hearing the able argu-
ments in this case.

The complainant is a merchant, engaged in the pur-
chase and sale of grain in the city of Baltimore, and in
hi* billpraying for the injunction (to dissolve which the
present motion i* made.) s-t* forth :?that in July last he
contracted at the Corn Exchange witha certain AVilliam
8k i'aw>r n. fur the purchase fa lot or parcel of wheat rep-
resented by a sample then exhibited by the said Pawson.
estimating the win it. o contracted for at one hundred and
twelve bi'-Jiels, more or lei", and that by the terms of
contract Pawson wa* to receive therefor one dollar for
each and evciy lu>hcl which the said lot of wheat con-
tained, and that the said wheat had just arrived from the
Eastern .Shore of Maryland, and was then for the first time
offered for sale in the cityof Baltimore.

1 aat before this contract of purchase wa* consummated
toe wheat was 1 ronght to the warehouse of the complain-
ant and deposited, and immediately thereafter the defen-dant AVilliam Vrazi r. Inspector General of Drain in and
for the City of Baltimore, was duly notified by the said
Pawson that the wheat wa* ready to b; measured an/1
weighed in conformity with the laws of the State, and re-
quested the defendaut. as such Inspector General, to mea-sure and weigh the said wheat according to law, and per-
form hi* official duty inthe premises.

A\ hereupon, the said defendant replied that after the
said wheat was measured he would weigh it by weighingone bushel out of ev ry sixty, or at that rate, and would
no: weigh it inany other manlier.

The complainai t then alleges in his bill, that after wait-ing area otiabl" time for the said defendant to the
wheat weighed, and hearing nothing from him. he ad-
dre.**--d letters to him on the subject, which correspond-
ence is filed with the bill, and express * distinctly theviews of both th" complainant and defendant to their
construction of tie' Act of 1858. creating the office of Ir:spec tor General ofGrain, and duties which it imposed onth" defendant as Inspector General.

The complainant then .alleges that being unable to ob-tain the lei ; weight of th" said wheat that he was com-pelled to acct pt the said wheat and pay the price stipu-
lated in accordance with a pre-existing usage whichhad prevailed prior to the passage of the Act creating
the office of Inspector General 0 f Grain, and this was
done without the agency of the defendant or hi*assist-
ants, as it related to the weighing and the measuring of
the same.

The complainant further alleges that he was then arrest-
ed at the in*tance, and by the procurement of the said in-
spector, G>n. Frazier, on a criminal charge upon the in-
formation of said defendant before Mr. Hav ward, a jus-
tice of the peace for the city of Baltimore, as appear* by
the proceedings before the said magistrate in the exhibits

( B and G) duly certified and made a part of the bill.?

Lending which, and before a final judgment thereon by
said justice of the peace, the complainant prayed that an
injunction should be granted, and asked the interposition
of the court as a court of equity, to prevent the further
prosecution ofsaid proceedings* by the defendant, and re-
straining htm a* informer or otherwise from instituting

any further proceedings against the complainant in the

pr<*nxiscs. until a decision by this court.

1 pou the allegations and prayer of this bill an in-
junction v.as issued "n the 16th of July, 1858. To this

bill the defendant filed hi* answer on the 23d of July

and protesting against the jurisdiction of the court, an-
swers:

That a contract was entered into on or about the 19th of

July. 1858, between the complainant and William S. Paw-
pon, for the purchase of a lot of wheat, as stated in the
complainant's bill, and does not deny the averments of
same in reference to said contract.

The defendant as Inspector General of Grain for the city
of Baltimore, admits that he received notice that the wheat
was ready to he weighed in obedience to the law in such
case made and provided, and that in his official capacity
a* In-pector cneral, was th n called on to measure anil
weigh the same, and was notified where it was deposited,
and that he informed Pawson and the captain of the ves-
sel who brought the wheat from the Eastern Shore of
Maryland, that after said wheat was measured (it having
been previously inspected) he would weigh the same by
weighing one bushel out of every sixty or at that rate,
and would not weigh the same in any other manner.

The respondent, further answering states that the wheat
in question was inspected in strict conformity to the law
regulating the same, and that at no time, as the letters

i!ythe 9th, (marked Xo. 2in c implainant's Exhibit A,)
thai the complainant did then proceed to measure said
wheat i:i precisely the same manner as the respondent had
proposal orally and in writing to do. The answer also
d<*r.i. sfhat the business of the complainant and other
persons engaged in the purchase of grain has been injured
or prevented by the ;? 'fusal of the respondent or his as-
sistants to perform their official duty.

The respondent then admits that regarding the course
of th-.- complainant in having the wheat measured and
weighed without the agency of Inspector General,
as a dir.-ct violat . iof the law reguiHtang th- same, that
lie insliintrd awit against the complainant and his co-
partner alone, to recover tin* penalties provided by said
'.aw, and denies that he seeks any personal benefit as
inform, r. hut being the proper officer, appointed by the

Governor of this State to carry out the law referred to, it

was bis duty as an officer to carry out and execute the
law; that he therefore gave notice to the proper tribunal
of the violation of the law, upon which the unit against
the complainant was instituted in the name of the State
of Maryland, and which was pending before a magis-
trate or tribunal competent to determine the rights of
the parties when the injunction inthis cage issued, and
denies that the complainant is remediless at law, but that
the magistrate is competent to hear the case and impose
the tine.

Aft-rthus answering the bill the respondent submits
(hat he has taken the oath prescribed under the Act of
1858, and fib d a bond as Inspector General of Grain in the

P Tiulty of ten thousand dollars for the faithful perform-
ance of the duties of his office, and that he has and is al-
ways ready faithfully to perform his duty, anil denies
finallyany dereliction of his official duties as charged in
the bill, but that assuming the allegations of the com-
plainat's bill to be true, yet the complainant has an ample
legal remedy, and is not entitled to the equitable inter-

vention of this Court, and also on the official bond of the
respondent, for any damage sustained by reason of neg-
bct of the respondent in the discharge of his official du-
ties. and that nothing in the complainant's bill can justify
his violation of a law of the State.

Upon this statement of the case, taken from the bill and
answer, I shall proceed briefly to state and decide the
questions raised and discussed with much zeal and ability
by the counsel on both sides.

The first and most important objection to the Act of
Assembly of 1858, regulating the inspection of grain, is
that the law is unconstitutional and therefore inopera-

In this T cannot concur. The Legislature, under the
Constitution of this State, have full power to regulate, for
purposes of revenue, trade within the State. Indeed, from
the earliest period of our history, it willhe found that in-

spection laws have been passed and enforced without any
doubt or question as to the power of the Legislature, un-
der the old or new constitution, to enact the same.

Acts regulating the inspection of tobacco, of flour, fish,
guano, Ac , and imposing penalties for the violation of all
or any of them, have been and are now recognized and
executed without any objection, and no principle of con-
stitutional law can be invoked to deprive the Legislature
of the power to dt lineand regulate the mode and manner
in which trade and commerce within the State shall bo
governed, where the rights of the citizen are not invaded,
norishedenrivcdoftho.se secured to him by the consti-
tution itself, such as trial by jury, habeas corpus, and
other cardinal privileges embraced in the organic law.

In examining the act entitled "An act to provide for the
inspection, measuring and weighing of grain in the city
of Haitimore, passed March 9th. 1853," under which these
proceedings have occurred, and the constitutionality of
which is now denied, I find the same to be in my judg-
ment strictly in accordance with the powers vested by the
constitution in the Legislature, or not withheld from itby
positive prohibition.

It has been conceded on both sides, (and could not have
been doubted,) that laws regulating trade and com
merce within the State are not only constitutional but
obviously necessary and proper for the objects of rev-
enue and uniformity, and the present act is so conceded,
except so far as the Bth section may he considered ob-
jectionable. Hut my construction of the whole, taking
its sections together, does not enable me to see any de-
fect in this regard, even in the Bth section. This Bth
section which authorises the Inspector General of Grain
to determine and assess "all damages and charges the
seller may have sustained where the purchaser refuses
to receive the grain without complaint as to the mens
ure or weight, or six hours shall elapse after the sale

?it shall he presumed that the hulk does correspond

i Inspector General/' Now Ido not regard this section as
i depriving the party interested of a full trial before a jury

ifdesired, for although the Inspector Ge oral may dcter-
j mine and assess the damages and charges, and upon the
party's refusal to pay them, he could only be made to do
so by a suit at law before the proper tribunals of the State,
where the duties, authority find power of the Inspector

, General and the rights and liabilities of the parties to
the particular contract of sale or purchase, would be ad-
judicated. The Bth section docs not say that the assess-
ment of the Inspector General shall be final, but if it
did. I am ofopinion that all the questions arising prop-
erly in the determination of the suit between the seller
and the purchaser of wheat or grain, under tLis section,
could be distinctly raised and adjudicated as in other ca-

; ses of contract or dealing between man and man, upon the
general principles of the common law and the decisions in
this State.

But if I am wrong, and this section is vicious'on the
ground of its? unconstitutionality, it has been conceded,
that ifthe remaining sections of this law are good and can
he carried out, the law willbe so interpreted as to meet
the benefit or remedy the evils the Legislature had in
view by passing it.

Andregarding this law in its general object and pro
visions as not only constitutional but essentially noces
sary ami beneficial to the revenue and trade of the State,

, 1 shall so adjudge, ami pass now from this objection to
the act to the remaining questions upon which my deci-

: sion must rest.
The juvi diction of this Court as a Court of Chancery

is denied over the proceedings of the magistrate in this
case.

the recovery of which in no way calls in action the crimi
ual code of the State or its tribunals ofcriminal jurisdic-
tion.

This then being so, the noxt question recurs, is there
such a complete legal remedy for the camplainant in this
case, as willprevent a Courtof Chancery from interfering.

The magistrate's judgment, it is true, could be reviewed
by the Court of Common Pleas, or the case tried dt novo
there, but from this judgment of the Common Pleas no ap-
peal would lie; to the court of final resort.

The injunction issued in this case restrains the respond
ent only until the Court of Appeals shall hear and deter-
mine the duties and rights of the parties under a proper
construction of this law, as I take it for granted that in
any event an appeal willhe t.-.keii to the next term of that
Court, from my decision.

Looking then to the remedy before the Magistrate or the
Common Pleas, as not being a complete, legal remedy, 1
Cannot on this ground dissolve the injunction heretofore
granted. If inerror, I shall be soon corrected, ifright as
soon affirmed.

I might close here, but both sides have desired me. as a
Chancellor, to express my opinion upon the proper con-
struction of the grain law, and I shall briefly do so.
