WASHINGTON, Oct. G.?It is said that the reception

of General Jones, as Envoy Extraordinary and Min-
ister Plenipotentiary, from Nicaragua, does not
supercede lrisari. The former represents that he
has full authority to ratify tlie treaty.

BURNING OF THE NEW YORK CRYSTAL
PALACE.

The Crystal Palace, located on Sixth Avenue, be-
tween Fortieth and Forty-second street, was de-stroyed by tire last evening, and is now a heap of
ruins. About 5 o'clock smoke was seen issuing from alarge room in the north nave, and in front of theentrance on Forty-second street, and in less thanhalf an hour thereafter the Palace was a totalwreck, and nothing now remaing of this edifice buta heap of unsightly ruins. The octagonal turrets at
each corner still remain standing, while here and
there on every side may lie seen stacks of iron, the
remains of staircases, and portions of the frameworkcomposing the galleries.

I-roni tlie room above mentioned, flames soon
made their appearance, and spread with incredible
rapidity in every direction. There were about
2.000 person scattered about the odilie- at the time,
all of whom, the moment the alarm of "tire" was
raised, made a rush lor the Sixth avenue entrance,the doors of which were thrown open. Tlie en-
trance on Fortieth street was closed, there being no
other means of ingress or egress except on Sixth
avenue. Under the direction of ex-Capt. Mavnard
and several of the Directors of the Institute thecrowd of visitors were conducted safely to the
street, and no one that we have heard of was in
anywise injured. Some ofthe exhibitors endeavor-ed to save their property, but were forced to turntoward the door and were soon compelled to flee tothe street. The amount of property saved is com-paratively trilling.

The Herald says: There is every reason to believethat the fire was the work of an incendiary, as itoriginated in a part of the building in which no firewas used, but which was tilled with inflammable
material, the debris of the Palace, which was putin an out ot the way place, for fear of accidents.The building was so" large that it proved difficult tospread an alarm, and it was some time before the
visitors could be warned of their danger; and thedanger to all in the palace was most imminent, for
the flames, when they got under headway, spread
with fearful rapidity, and as if by magic the vast
edifice was one mass of glowing tire and flame.?There were eight hydrants in the building; but the
suddenness with which the fire spread gave tlie em-ployees of the American Institute no time to use
tl'em; and almost before the hose could be screwed
on the conflagration had made such headway that
all attempts to save anything on exhibition, much
less the building, was entirely useless.Ihe scene in the Palace during the progress of
the flames was one of indescribable confusion. A
panic seemed to seize every one, and the bewilderedvisitors scarcely understood their dangerous posi-
tion well enough to provide for their own safetv.?
The chileren screamed, women fainted, and their
distracted male attendants with difficulty found
their way to the doors. I.ast night was to have
been a concert night, and the . managers estimate
that at least 10,000 persons would nave been pres-
ent. Had tlie fire, therefore, taken place three
hours later, there is scarcely a doubt but that thou-
sands of lives would have been lost, as all could not
have passed the doors before the dome fell.

The pitch pine which formed the flooring, stairs
and framework of the entire palace, afforded a
most inflammable pabulum for the conflagration to
feed upon, and this explains the reason of its rapid
spread. The scene when the lire was at its height
was one of fearful magnificence. The huge dome
was like a vast ball of lire, and the flames leaped up
itssides in great waves of lurid light. At one time
the whole palace was glowing like a burning coal,
and vomiting fire. All who witnessed the specta-
cle declare that it was one of those things rarely
seen in lifetime.

About twenty-five minutes after 'the fire was first
discovered the dome fell with a fearful crash. In
forty minutes from the breaking out of the fire the
Palace and all it contained were totally destroyed;
and all that mark the site are a few standing tow-
ers and a smoking heap ofruins.

EX-CAPTAIN MAYNARD'S STATEMENT.
We give the followingstatement from ex-Capt.

Mavnard of the Municipal Police:
1he fire originated at the Forty-second street en-

trance, North Nave, at about 5 o'clock. This en-
trance is usually kept closed, and is so arranged as
to form a lumber room, and there is no tire? any-
where in the neighborhood of it. I ivas standing
at the public entrance on Sixth avenue, and the
first intimation 1 had was tlie cry of "tire."
There was then a rush of people for this entrance,
which was the only one open. In connection
with the visitors, exhibitors and employees,
there were about two thousand people in
the building, all ot whom appeared to lush
for the door. In connection with the Managers,
I kept them back, so that no accident should
happen by their piling on top of each other whilegoing down tlie steps. From the time the fire started
until the crowd passed out, which was not over fifteen
or twenty minutes, the building was filled with
smoke and flames from the dome to the floor, and
the speed of the fire was so great that no one of the
exhibitors had time to save anything except what
they could carry easily out. The only property saved
at the Sixth-avenue "entrance was "a few light arti-
cles which the exhibitors carried in their hands,
one light carriage, and a glass case, containing
the gold and silver medals, silver cups intended
to be awarded to the exhibitors at the present
Fair. The visitors had for tlie most part got out
before there was much spread of the fire, and when
all, or pretty much all were out, I was startled by
a tremendous crash or fall of glass, I rushed in to
see what caused it, when I found the fire immedi-ately over my head, on the Sixth avenue entrance.
The last thing taken out was the case above men-
tioned, and the flames leaped after us as we left the
edifice with it.

A young man named Smith, in the employ.of the
Institute, was about the last in the building, aud
saved a case of valuable watches.

In an almost incredible short space of time the
dome fell in, and soon rendered the structure a per-
fect wreck.

STATEMENT OF TNE CHAIRMANOF THE HOARD OF
MANAGERS.

From Frederick W. Geissenhainer, Esq., the
Chairman of the Board of Managers of tlie Ameri-
can Institute, our reporter obtained a statement of
facts connected with the conflagration.

Mr. Geissenhainer was standing in the south
nave near the Fortieth street entrance when he
heard the alarm of fire in the north nave. He ran
rapidly to the Forty-second srreet entrance,
where he discovered a quantity of wooden patterns
of the iron work used in the construction of the
Palace, and which had been deposited in the west
side of the entrance, enveloped in a rapidly extend-
ing flame, which had already communicated to the
flight of stairs near the entrance. The pitch-
pine floors only invited the flames and they licked
over the planking, rolling up dense clouds of
smoke, which nearly suffocated those in the north
nave. After dispatching a man to turn off the
gas, which had justbeen turned on for the evening,
Mr. Geissenhainer ran to a hydrant, with hose
attached, near the north entrance, and caused the
water to be turned on. Owing, however, to the
low water in the reservoir, it was of no avail. In
the mean time the flames had progressed with a
fearful rapidity,rendering the steam pump and fire
engines and apparatus at this time unavailing, had
there been a sufficiency of water. As it became
evident that there was no hope of saving the build-
ing, the hundreds who, on the first alarm, rushed to
the point where the fire was burning, ran as rapid-
ly toward the Fortieth street and Sixth avenue en-
trances in the greatest confusion and excitement,
while the employees of the Institute and a few
others devoted their efforts to clearing the build-
ingof the people.

Without any preconcerted arrangement, they
distributed themselves throughout the building,
looking for persons inretired spots and warning
them of their danger. The flames ascended to the
second floor, and seemingly rolled along the surface
of the wood-work like molten iron, at a speed as
rapid as the ordinary pace of a pedestrian on the
street. After going through two of the galleries
Mr. Geissenhainer proceeded to the picture gallery,
lie went Behind the panorama, thinking that the
men who were engaged in windingthe panorama for
the evening exhibition might still be there. When
lie returned from the gallery he found both stair-
ways in a blaze. He ran to one of the towers, and
finding one board displaced in the floor, he easily
removed another and slid down the iron pipe lead-
ing from the water-tank to the floor below, and a
moment after made his egress from the building.

The last persons had hardly left the building
when the dome fell in with a tremendous crash,
just twelve minutes after the fire was discovered.?
The Institute saved only the three entry books and
their safe, with the medals and premiums,and these
with great difficulty. On one side of the Sixth
avenue entrance the ticket seller had the moriev he
had received done up and saved it without difficul-
ty. The other ticket seller was forced to leave,
leaving over S2OO in the tills. The Institute had
expended over SIO,OOO last year in fitting up the
l'alace. Hut little property was saved.

Mr. Geissenhainer thinks that there were a thou-
sand persons in the interior when the alarm was
sounded. In the rush for the entrance large num-
bers of persons became separated from their friends
and families, and for a long time man}' were run-
ning about in deep distress, in the fear that tlieir
family or friends had not been so fortunate as to es-
cape from the building. Up to the hour of Mr.
Geissonhainer's leaving the ruins he had heard of
no deaths. One old gentleman was found lying at
the foot of one of the stairways senseless, he having
fallen in his efforts to escape. He was carried out

of the building. Some fears were expressed that
there might be persons in the water closets who
were unable to make their escape. Mr. Geissen-
hainer thinks this is improbable, as any person
there could have easily made their escape through
the machine shop, both ends of which were open."

Mr. Geissenhainer estimates the amount of pro-
perty in the building destroyed at nearly $500,000.
It is stated that there is a policy of insurance on the
articles in the building in favor of the bondholders
and city for $50,000.

The cause of the lire remains unknown, but Mr.
Geissenhainer thinks it the work of an incendiary.
There was no fire used within two hundred feet "of
the spot where the llames were first discovered.?
Hewer's engine, which was running near the north
entrance, was moved by steam conveyed two hun-
dred feet. Fearing that there might he an explo-
sion, the engineer early in the conflagration re-
moved the hall from the safety-valve of the main
boiler, and allowed the steam to blow off.

There were about 5,500 exhibitors, more than half
of whom had entered on exhibition, bed quilts,
tidies, pin-cushions, needle-work, and similar ef-
fects.

The total number of exhibitors at this fair was
about 3,!lt!0. Of these no catalogue has yet been
made out, and it is difficult to get at an estimate of
the loss of each exhibitor. Some of the articles
were, of coarse, of little or no value, but the ma-

jorityot tlie articles were costly, and as thev wore
not insured, the loss will fall heavily upon ilie ex-hibitors. The average value for each exhibitorwould not lull Mow S3OO. At this rate the total
loss would be as follows:
3.900 exhibitors, S3OO each, -

I his estimate may be a little too high, but the

item seem little enough.
The Palace is said to have cost between $600,000

and $700,000. Mr. John W. White, who. up to ashort time ago was receiver, states that there was
most of the time an insurance on the Palace. In
June last, when he transferred it to the city, he hadan insurance of SIOO,OOO, or thereabouts', on the
same in several ol the New York companies, lie
accordingly informed Comptroller Flagg of the
lact, who immediately had the Palace insured in
tlie same companies, and he thinks for about thesame amount. Should this be the ease the loss onthe Palace alone willbo about 5400,000.

The Mechanics' Institute will sustain a loss ofoyer SIO.OOO. They had a large amount of valua-ble machinery in the engine room?it is thonght
that none of it is insured.

1 lie loss to the contributors, the man;igers of theInstitute estimate at over §500,000, about SIOO,OOO
of winch is know nto be insured. There were six
hundred more entries during the present season
than at any previous one for years; without doubt,
therefore, the loss must be all of, if not more than
the above estimate. From all that we are able tolearn, but little or nothing was saved; a few pis-tols, several sewing machines, and a few caseswere got out, but nearly every thing of value was
destroyed.

Ihe destruction of the building was achieved insuch an incredibly short space of time that it wasflight at once, anil no time left for observation. A
4\ estern exhibitor says that lie had seen steamboats
in flames, prairies on fire, but he never witnessed
in any ol them tlierapid spread of flames that he
saw last night. The engine companies were ear-
ly at the conflagration, but could do little to arrestits progress. A member ofEngine Co. No. 18 in-
formed us that that company had rescued a numberof ladies who had fainted inside, and who,when found, were utterly helpless, and could donothing for their escape. Some of the members ofthe above company complain of some of the direc-
tors obstructing tlieiu in their efforts to save tlio
property ol' tlie exhibitors. They thought that hadthey been permitted at once to demolish the ticket
office they could have got out considerable proper-
ty. In their efforts to do this they were challenged,
and ordered to desist. It is very probable that?the
directors had very little idea of the comple destruc-
tion of the Palace.

Allthe statuary and paintings in the palace were,
of course destroyed. Some of tlie statues werevery fine, and ranked high as works of art.

The most striking object in the statuary depart-
ment was tlie Thorwaldsen group, representing our
Saviour and the Twelve Apostles, which was greatly
admired by all the visit01s to the Palace. The fig-
ure of Christ was represented with outstretched
hands, as if in the act of blessing?the head slightly
inclined. The statues of the Apostles stood on
smaller pedestals, and were ranged in the form of aseini-circle.

Kiss equestrian statue or the Amazon Attackedby a Lion, attracted very general attention, and
was usually surrounded by i group of persons. It
was a splendid work of art, and its loss will beregretted.

An equestrian statue of Washington, life size, bvBaron Marochetti. An impeding group and much
admired colossal statue of Daniel Webster, in mar-
ble, by Cavon, of London.Lion and boa constrictor.

Colossal group of a man struggling with a bear?-a very fine piece of statuary. In addition to thesewere a large number of life sized busts of O'Connell,Moore, Father Mathew, and Washington, in mar-ble and plaster. Together with statuettes ofnymphs, dryads, satyrs, goddesies, &c.
The group of the Lovers Going to a Well.Altogether, in the matter of statuary there has

been a serious loss. The destruction of Kiss' fa-
mous statue is especially to be n<jretted.

Very little effort bad yet made to fill thepicture gallery, and consequently in this respect
the line arts do not suffer materially. Fredericks,
Gurney aud some ot the minor photographists hadplaced a lew pictures there; and there were several
water color and crayon drawings, as also some daubs
remaining from the old collection which had not
been worth removing. Mr. Ilrady and several
other prominent artists, who contenplated exhibit-ing their productions, had not ye; placed them in
the gallery.

There were in the palace three engines, threehose-carriages and a truck, all of vhicli, with theexception ot the truck and one hose-carriage, weredestroyed.
Adriatic Engine No. 31, a very beautiful ma-

chine, which cost $2,700, was totally destroyed.?
This is said to be the finest and mos: costly engine
in the citv.

Mohawk Engine No. 16 and Pacific Engine No.
28 were both totally destroyed. The former cost
$2,000 and the latter $3,00(1. They were both got
as far as the entrance on Sixth avenue, but it was
found impossible to get them out of t ie door.Eagle Hose No. 1 and Croton Hose No. 6 were
also consumed. They were valued a: over $3,000.

Empire Hose No. 40 and Hook and I,adder Truck
No. 12 were got out and saved.

Nos. 31 and 28 were only placed in tliefair about
one o'clock in the afternoon. It was the intention
of tlie members ot No. 31 not to place their machine
in until to-day.

Two other engines were to have been placed in
to-day?No. 7 of this citv, and No. 3 of Brooklyn.rI he members will, no doubt, consider themselves
lucky in not hurrying up, as they intended.

Hie body of an unknown man Avas found ih theruins at a little before twelve o'clock. The dis-
covery of the above body created considerable ex-
citement about tlie ruins, and from all accounts, itis feared that others have been lost and burned be-
neath the ruins. Men and firemen are hard at
work removing the rubbish, as far as lays in their
power, in hopes, if any others are killed, they may
he found.

ADDITIONALBY TIIF. NOVA SCOTIA

reached Liverpool on the 19th. The steamship
Saxon, from Quebec, arrived at Liverpool on the
21st. The steamship Ariel ran aground when ap-
proaching Southampton, but got oft' without mate-
rial damage!

The steamship Hammonia arrived at New York
yesterday morning, from Hamburg via Southamp-
ton, which she left on the 21st. Her advices are
three days later than those received by the Arabia.

Mr. Lever is said to have purchased the Congress,
the sister ship to the I'lince Albert, for the Galway
line.

The Paris papers published the bans of mar-
riage between the Duke of Malakoff and M'llePaulege.

The French Consul-General to the republic of

Venezuela was daily expected at Paris, he having
had some dillicuttywith that government, and left
his post.

From Holland there are advices that the States
General were opened on the 20th of September, bv
the King inperson. The speech was of the usual
character, and contained the following sentence :

"Ithas always been painful for me to speak of a
slave population under Dutch dominion, and I liope
you willreceive favorably the measures concentra-
ted to put an end to such a condition."

From Spain there was intelligence that the gov-
ernment had ordered a new reinforcement of 3,000
men, and all the large vessels of war disposable, to
be sent to Cuba forthwith.

GREAT BRITAIN.
The death of Ilenry Warburton, Esq., F. U. S.,

in his seventy-fourth year, is mentioned in the
English papers. He was long a prominent and use
ful member of Parliament, an advocate of the vote
by ballot, radical generally in his political views,
and a benefactor to the people in the neighborhood
of his residence.

Severe storms of rain had passed over portions of
Ireland, injuring tlie harvest in some degree, but
the crops were so abundant that there was no fear
of anything like scarcity, even should the potato
rot, which had also appeared, equal the blight.

A "blue book" has recently appeared, among
the miscellaneous statistics of which it is mentioned
that in 1856 the population of England, Scotland
and Wales was 22,080,449, viz:?10,802,279 males
and 11,278,170 females. England and Wales con-
tained 19,045,187 of these, and Scotland 3,035,262.
There were 759,201 births, 448,962 deaths, and
179,824 marriages. There were 014,802 legitimate
and 42,651 illegitimate births inEngland anil Wales,
and in tlie metropolis 83,787 legitimate and 3646
illegitimatebirths. The proportion of illegitimate
to legitimate was lin 14 and 1 in 23. The propor-
tion of marriages to the population was 1 in 119 in
England and Wales, and 1 in 100 in London, and it
is added.

In Great Britain 5,17!) schools were inspected in
185(1, accommodating 877,702 children; 571,239 was
the average number in attendance; 3,455 of theseschools belonged to the church, and the rest to the
various dissenters (including the Romanists) and
the kirk of Scotland: 105 primary schools were
built, and 0,2G2 enlarged or improved in England,
in 1856. The receipts for the purposes of primary
education amounted to £915,372, (£423,033 from
Parliamentary grants,) and the expenditure to
£939,910. In Ireland there were national schools
at work at the end of 1850, and the average daily
attendance varied from 209,410 to 254,011. There
were ICS agricultural national schools at work in
1850. The receipts on account of primary educa-

eation amounted to £247,004, and the expenditure
to £231,458.

The Glasgow Herald has the following para-
graph in relation to the affairs of Messrs. Dennis-
toun:

"We feel we can scarcely give sufficient promi-
nence to the following most creditable, most honor-able, document, just issued by Messrs. J. and A.
Dennistoun. of this city: 'Glasgow, 13th September'
1858. Sir: We have now the pleasure of intimating
that we shall be prepared, on Tuesday the 21st inst."
and for one month thereafter, to pay the fourth in-
stalment of our engagements on general account,
also the fourth and last instalment on Australian
accounts, due respectively on 30th June and 31st
July, 1859.' Some idea of the magnitude of this
operation may be formed when we consider (taking
the figures as published at the meeting of creditors
in November last) that the cash thus paid in antici-
pation reaches the enormous amount of some £l,-
300,000, leaving for future instalments the compar-
atively moderate amount of £GOO,000."

The London Daily News, of September 21, re-
ports the following as the plan to be submitted to
the shareholders in the steamship Great Eastern,
to be submitted at a meeting shortly to be held for
the purpose:

A new company is to be formed to be called "The
Great Eastern Steamship Company (limited)," with
a capital of £330,000, in shares of £1 each. This
sum, it is calculated, is sufficient to fit the vessel for
sea, and it is proposed that she should, at present,
he employed in voyages between this country and
America.

The projectors propose that 2s. per share of thenew capital should be paid upon application, a fur-ther sum of 3s. on the completion of the contract for
the purchase of the ship Ironi the Eastern Steam Na-vigation Company, and the remainder in three callsof ss. each, at intervals of two months. Should,
however, the promoters of the new company fail topurchase the ship, Is. lOd. of the deposit is to be re-
turned. It is further stated that a'large portion ofthe capital has been subscribed by the shareholdersol the old company.

It is presumed that the vessel when finished willbe enabled to make eight voyages within the yearto rortland or New \ ork, and that, according tostatistics of existing traflic. the earnings of theship, after deducting insurance, wear and tear, and
every possible contingency, will leave a balance
from which a dividend can bo declared of 15 percent. The estimate of the ship's earnings, as now

submitted, is as follows, presuming that she makes
eight voyages out and home within the year:?2oo
first class passengers at £2l, £4.200: 100 second
class at £ll 55., 2,500 at £7, £27,700 (less dietary,
£4.700;) homeward, 900 passengers (less dietary)
£11,500, cargo 300 tons out and 2,000 home, at £3
and 10s.. £0,000; total, £38,200. From this there
is to be deducted) £6:330 for agency, commission,
loading and unloading, making tlie receipts per
voyage. £31,870; or for eight voyages, £254,960.
The estimated expenditure for the eight voyages
would be £101,500. leaving a balance of £153.200.
From this there will remain to be deducted £40,000
for insurance, £49,500 for wear and tear and depre-
ciation at £ls per cent; management £5,000; con-tingencies, £9,200, leaving for dividend at 15 per
oent. £49,509.

In order to give effect to the arrangement, the
following options are offered to the shareholders inthe old company: either to exchange their shares
at the rate of live shares in the new company,, fully
pam up, fur two of the present shares; to exchangeat the rate ot ten shares in the new company, wklios. paid for one old share, in which 15s. per shareremain to he paid; or to exchange at the rateoffive shares in the new company, with 10s. paid
and the liability to pay 10s. more, for one old
share.

It will be seen that the terms tlinsoffered contem-plate giving the old shareholders precisely the pres-
ent-market price of their shares, and no more.
The present price in the market, is as near as pos-
sible £2 10s. per share; and therefore five new shares
fully paid up would be equal to the market value oftwo old shares.

Should the proprietors, 011 the other hand, electnot to take any new shares at all, the company statethey willbe entitled to their divisible share of the
assets, whatever that may be. It is also stated that
the new project, the originator of which is Mr.Uampbell, one of the directors of the Eastern Steam

ay'ffotion Company, has received the assent of themajority of the large shareholders, including tlie
chairman, Mr. Hope, Sir Joseph l'axton, M. P., andothers. *

,w ,h0 ,1? of tll° new shores are to be offered tothe old holders, but should a sufficient number not
be taken up, which seems extremely probable, thenthev are to be offered to the public. Proposals arealso to be received from '.he holders of original
shares (or shares in the new company in excess of
those to which they might be entitled in virtue oftheir old shares.

THE EXPI.OSION ON BOARD TNE HAMMONIA.?Thefollowing occount of the accident to the Hammonia
is given by the Hamburg correspondent of tlieLondon Daily News, tlie date of the letter bein"Sept. 18: "

J|he steamer left the Elbe on Thursday afternoon,
and had not been many hours at sea,"when, from
some hitherto unexplained cause, an explosion tookplace in tlie after part of the ship, and it was found
that the powder magazine, containing the vessel'sstock ol blue lights, signal rockets, and powder forsaluting, had blown up. This magazine being sit-
uated under tlie chief saloon, the passengers of the
first class cabins were tlie principal sufferers, as tlie
poop decks were forced up by the violence of theexplosion. The ship was immediately turned round
to return to the Elbe, whilst medical assistance was
speedily offered by the surgeon of the Ilainmonia,
and Dr. Neander, one of the cabin passengers.

I subjoin the list of wounded as given by the company: 1. Madame Andre, from Offenbach, residing
at Philadelphia, slight contusion of the right hip; £
Herr Barth, from Costa Biea, dislocation of tlie left
knee cap; 3. Miss Fanny Biermann, from Furth, aslight wound on tlie lott cheek; 4. Ilerr Friedrich
Muller, from Oldenburg, lower part of the left thigh
bone broken, and fracture of right, leg below theknee.

Although the police authorities have made the
most searching investigation, and examined theoflicers, passengers and crew, nothing has been
elicited to throw the slightest, light on the cause of
the explosion, which is generally attributed to spon-
taneous combustion.

The powder magazine contained forty blank car-tridges for the saluting four-pounders, five dozenbine and about an equal quantity of signal
rockets. There was also some gunpowder in it be-longing to the French government. Some of theslightly wounded proceeded to New Yorkby the
Hammonia, but Muller, who was sitting in the
smoking saloon, immediately over the powder mag-
azine, when tlie explosion took place, lies in the
general hospital of this city in a most critical
state. Dr. Knorre, the head surgeon of the estab-
lishment, is going to amputate both liis legs to-day,
ami entertains but very feeble hopes of his sur-
viving the operation. Madame Andre is also notable to proceed to her destination bv this steamer,
and remains, for the present, at the Hotel do l'Eu-
rope, under the surgical care of Dr. Knorre. No
damage was done to the screw or any other part of
the machinery of the Hammonia.

the promised exposition, from the pen of Mr. White-
house, of the difficulties in relation to the Atlantic
telegraph cable. The London Jlaili/ News, com-
menting upon Mr. Whitohouse's letter with some
severity in respect to his claim to the title of "the
electrician projector," says that it pretty plainly
indicates "that the Atlantic Telegraph Company
was got up upon most uncertain, ifnot false, elect-
rical data. The strange thing, however, is that thething, so far as electrical communication is con-
cerned, has been an accomplished fact."

ECONOMICAL REFORMS IN TURKEY.?CONSTANTINO-
PLE, Sept. 11.?We arc still continuing in the right
direction, in spite of the certainty of the loan,
which evil prophets prognosticated as tlie limit of
the economical era, and in spite of the endeavors of
tlie defeated powers to entangle tlie Sultan in the
net of their fatal charms. Economy has quite be-
come the fashion, since it was decreed so by the im-
perial flat, and sinee the example was enforced in
the highest sphere. Besides the general controller
ol the palace, a controller has been appointed for tlie
household of each of the five sultans, who are to check
all extravagance for the future. The Economical
Council is still busy with its Herculean task of get-
ting rid of useless jewels and trinkets, aud of disen-
tangling the intricate arithmetical problem which
has grown up through a long file of unpaid bills.

With such good example before them, the em-
ployees are likewise expected to cut down their
private expenditure, and contribute the balance
thus left to the necessities of the State. A kind of
income tax of not less than 10 per cent, is to be
levied on the salaries of all the high functionaries,
and a species of sumptuary regulations intro-
duced to make up by economy for the reduced
salary.

Orientals are reputedly always moving in ex-
tremes, and are the most logical or thorough-going
portion of humanity. Thus, the centralizing} sys-
tem, when it was introduced, Jwas carried
out as thoroughly as ever any system
was. All money and power was accumulated
in Stamboul, and in Stamboul again among those
who were in the highest places. Nowhere, there-
fore, is there such an absurd disproportion between
the pay of the higher and lower functionaries, no
where is the great man more lavishly paid for doing
little or nothing, and the small employe more mis-
erably remunerated; and no where is the propor-
tion in the number of great and small men so im-
mense.

An example willbetter illustrate this than any-
thing else. There are 1,200 Moodirs or chiefs of
districts in tlie whole empire, who form, as it were,
tlie basis of the whole administrative organization,
and upon their policy and intelligence depends tin-
welfare of the great mass of the population, and
these men are paid at the rate of from 300 to 1.000
piastres a month, or from £2 to £7 sterling, which
is scarcely equivalent to what an able-bodied work-
man can gain in the capital: and with this pittance
the Moodir is expected to keep up his rank as tlie
superior administrative authority of his district.
While thus the whole expenditure" for tills most im-
portant class of employees amounts to about 800,000
to 900,000 piastres a month, there are half a dozen
Mushirs, or Field Marshals, who have no command,
and who draw 600,000 piastres a month between
tlu-in, and ten Councils of different denominations,
all equally useless, and every one consisting of from
15 to 30 members, drawing between 10,000 to 30,000
piastres a month.

THE REPORTED APOSTACV OF THE KING OFWCR-
TEMBPRG.?AIthough the report that the King ofWurtemburg was about to embrace the Roman
Catholic faith has long been in circulation, it did
not come to the knowledge of the person principal-
ly concerned until a few days ago. The tale as ori-
ginally told, was, that his majesty was going to
Italy, and would secede from the Protestar.t church
while there. A more recent version of it was that
he had actually become a member of the Ro-
man Catholic Church, while staying at Sclilan-
genbad. Not only was the secession of the
King a common topic of conversation for all classes
of society, but not long since an allusion was made
to it in the Caamber by one of tlie deputies.?
At last the prevalent report reached the ears of
the Princess Maria of Wurtemburg, (who is mar-
ried to a Count Neipperg,) and she, as a matter of
course communicated to her ;fatlier what she had
heard. The old monarch was much hurt to learn
that such an absurd rumor had obtained credit, and
he lost no time in summoning to his presence the
six Superintendents of the Protestant Church in
Wurtemberg, the l'resieent of the Privy Council,
and the Chief of the Department for Ecclesiastical
Affairs.

On the arrival of the persons mentioned, the King
angrily told them that he had been infamously cal-
umniated, and hinted that he had reason to believe
the Protestant clergy of the country had greatly
contributed to the dissemination of the defamatory
report which had been in circulation. His Majesty
solemnly declared that he had not only not em-
braced the Roman Catholic faith, but that he had
never entertained any idea ofdoing so.

The King, who was much excited, told the pre-
lates that he was not so old as not to know whathe was about, and dismissed them, after having
charged them to instruct their clergy to make
known from the pulpit that the report relative to
his intended secession from the Protestant Church
was devoid of all foundation. In the number of
the ChriMtcn-bote (tt ChriHlinn Jfennetif/er") which
was published at Stuttgard on the 10th inst., the
Protestant prelates order their deans to desire the
inferior clergy to inform the people that his Majes-
ty is as much "inclined" (ziiyethan) to the Protest-
ant faith as ever. The King, a man of 77, hasreigned 42 years.

The Olympian games, after being discontinued for
fifteen hundred years, are re-established at Athens
in the ancient Stadium, by a decree of the QueenRegent of Greece.

Out of the amount of 10,132,114 francs of ordina
rv expenses, those of the hospitals stands for 5,302,
407f; the hospices, 5,043,885f.; the foundling hos
pital, 2,.'!43,680f.; and assistance at private house.-,
2,818,157f. During 1857, there u cre 21,111 patients
treated in the different hospitals, and 19,154 sup
ported the hospices and asylums." All the patients
in tin- above mentioned list did not, belong to Paris;
the banlicnc giving a contingent of 12,427. In ad
dition to the above number of patients treated
gratuitously, there are many who were in private
rooms, and who paid during 1857 a sum of 148,
274 f.

There is also another class tvho receive the aid of
the hospitals?the members of the laboring classes,
who receive medical and other assistance at their
own tiouses, where they arc able to receive the at

tention of their families. A sum of 2,K95,788f. was
expended in this manner,during 1857, among 33,301
families. The expense per day of a patient in a
hospital costs 2f. 27c., and in a hospice If. 47e.,

which makes the expense of each bed 830f. 61c. in
a hospital, and 539f. 77c. in a hospice. The con-
sumption of bread amounts to 2,162,133f., wine
1.348,,;08f., moat 1,657,317f., medicines 677.152f.

The report, communicated by our Paris corres-
pondent, that the ports of Algeria were about to bo
declared free, is thus contradicted by the Jfonihitr:

Several journals have announced, for some days
past, that the government of the Emperor is con-
templating the introduction of important modifica-
tions in the commercial regime of Algeria. These
pretended projects, and the discussion to which
thev have given rise, have excited some uneasiness
in tile manufacturing districts; but in order to put
a stop to the rumors, it is sufficient to say that tin
government has never entertained the thought of

making any change in the custom laws which are
in force in Algeria, and which determine its rela-
tions with France.

THE RECENT ADVANCE IX THE FREXCII
FIIXDS.

[From the London Times {CityArticle) Sept. 21,]
Nowhere so much as in France, and especially

under the present retpiine, do Bourse operations take
their tone from the court; and if the present rise
is warranted it must follow that a terrible weight
which had previously existed must have been taken
oil'. What that weight was and what were tho

considerations for its removal, those only ran pre-
tend to judge who may have opportunities for
fathoming imperial secrets. Suffice it to record

that up to witiiin a few weeks back and for a long
preceding period, there was something on the po-

litical mind of France which rendered the rentes
worth tive or six per cent, less than their present
price. Either the alarmists were right at that pe-

riod or the buoyancy now is ridiculous ?the mot e
so since if the statement of Lord Derby's govern-
ment that they are not aware of France having

during the past year or two made any extraordi-
nary warlike preparations, is correct, our own
course, bj* greatly increasing our defences, must
have been calculated to offend the natural suscep-
tibilities of that nation at the time when their rela-
tions had justpassed from the friendly even to tho
confidential stage. Consequently, neither specula-
tion, money, or the cordialities of the British Cabi-
net have primarily had anything to do with the
matter. All that we know is, that instead of our
affairs in India going from bad to worse, as was an-
ticipated, the rebellion has been wonderfully
quelled, and our prestige placed higher than ever;
that at the same time, owing to the patriotism of
the alarmists, and the visit of the House of Com-
mons to Cherbourg, England has been put in a good
state of defense; that all at once, under these cir-
cumstances, things have become very bright and
pacific among our neighbors, and that thoy seem to
have arrived at an understanding by a sort of free-
masonry that thoughts of aggression on the one
side or of a coining hour of supreme humiliation
on the other may confidently be dismissed, and that
for the next twelve months, at all events, com-
merce, rentes and shares, will again be worthy of
attention.

SPAIN.
The papers from Madrid are dated to ttie 14th

Things in Madrid seemed approaching a crisis.?

However unfunded may be the persistent rumors
of coming disturbances, there can hardly be a
doubt that O'Donnell must soon take some more
decided political position. It is the intention of
those progresistas who have accepted otlice (some
of them, as Messrs. Luzuriaga and Roda, high po-
sitions in the government) to resign ifthe Premier
does not frankly adopt a liberal course. It is
thought that a modification of the ministry is im-
minent. The elections are to take place early in

October, and will doubtless be attended with great
excitement.

The Madrid Gazelle of the 14th ult., publishes
adviecc from Lugo, stating that their Majesties and
the Royal family arrived there 011 the preceding
day in perfect health, and were received with ac-
clamations; their Majesties spent the day at Lugo,
received the authorities, heard mass in the cathe-
dral, visited the hospital and nunnery, and present-
ed their children to the people, the most enthusias-
tic acclamations being raised at the sight of the
Prince and Princess.

The Gazelle contains a ltoyal decree, by which
some unimportant modifications are made in the
laws of public instruction. Hopes were entertained
that the Cabinet, in the bill on the press, which it
is preparing, will propose the abolition of the cen-
sorship. Some of the journals again demand a re-
duction of the import duties on foreign paper. , A
Ministerial organ says:

A rather unusual number of Journals has been
seized during the last few days; but that is on ac-
count of cynical remarks having been made by them
on subjects that are not within the properdomain of
the press. No newspaper need fear seizure if it
keeps within the limits that alone can make the
press a legitimate organ of public opinion,

A pardon had been granted to M. Juancn, respon-
sible editor of the A'poea, who was lately condemned
to several months imprisonment for insulting M.Collantes, an ex-Minister.

The police had discovered a clandestine gunpow
der manufactory at Aleazer de San Juan.

The Queen had made a valuable present to Ma-
demoiselle Valeria de Paniegh, who is about to
marry the Puke de Malakolf.

A letter from Santander mentions the arrivalthere of Baron Ilubner, Austrian Ambassador tothe French Court, and states that he intends visit-ing the Austrians and the provinces of Leon and OldCastile.
Despatches from Madrid, dated on September 17and IS, says: Their Majesties have arrived at As-torga. The garrison of Cuba is to be reinforced bv3,0(111 men. The Ministers and the Governors of

the province and of Madrid leave on the 18th fortho Escurial, where they go to receive their Majes-
ties. M. Turgot has arrived in Madrid to takeleave ot their Majesties.
