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Before "our business men, our merchants, or

v.coods jobbers" go about punishing "the

"detainers of Baltimore," as they have recently

been urged to do, we ask leave to offer them a re-

spectful suggestion. The most delightful season

of the vear, for out-door exercise, is upon us, and

the bracing, autumnal air fills every one with life

activity and vigor. Let them avail themselves of

the enjoyment to which it invites, and take a

walk, some pleasant afternoon, through tha por-

tion of the city which is known as South Balti-

more. We advise them, of course, to do so before

dark, because "the prevailing epidemic of tbe

times," has a tendency to increase in virulence

after nightfall, and. although Federal Hill pos-

sesses great advantages for astronomical observa-

tion. they might, if they were to linger long, sec

a good manv things not quite so attractive as the

comet. Let them go around, by daylight, to the

wharves and ship-yards-to the places of mechan-

ical labor and resort, and the dwellings of tbe

humble and industrious men who toil there. Let

them forget, altogether, what they have read in

the newspapers?the "calumnies" on the one side,

and the hosannas on the other and after they

have inquired, for themselves, concerning the ex-

isting state of things, let them make up their own

minds as to the respective merits of the authorities

who permit it, and-the journals which expose it.

\u25a0ln no other way than by personal inquiry and

observation can they arrive at the truth, and we

are willing to abide implicitlyby the judgment

of any intelligent and impartial man who will

take the trouble to inform himself personally upon

the subject. Nothing is easier than to say, of any

Statement, that it owes its origin to "party ran-

cor" or "vindictive prejudice." When the facts

ran not be controverted, there is only the old trick

left of endeavoring to discredit the witnesses. It

is on this account that we desire our readers to

go to the original sources of information, them-

selves. Untif they do so, they cannot realize,

what every one who does it finds to be, unques-

tionable though melancholy fact.
Our own information from the quarter referred

to discloses a lamentable state of things indeed.
We find that the ship-building interest?a very

important one there?is under a cloud which

increases daily. Arbitrary and violent interfer-

cnce 0 f which the caulkers' riots were at once a

sample and a portion ?has not only deprived the

masters of the ship-yards of the selection of their
own workmen, but has forced upon them the
employment of others who are unfit for the duties
which they pretend to discharge. Without good
workmen, it is impossible that there can be good

work, and without the latter, patronage must
fail. Custom, consequently, has decreased and
is decreasing, and the insecurity of life and prop-
erty. at night, bykeeping away the masters of

small vessels, who formerly sought those ship-
yards for repairs, has of course contributed, still
further, to the diminution of their trade. While
this has been the result, on the one hand, new

expenses have been created on the'other by the

same irregular state of things. Insurance, which

two or three years ago was hardly thought of, is
now a matter of imperative necessity, and its
rates arc not only seriously heavy, but are aggra-
vated by the obligation to keep watchmen on the
premises, without whose employment risks of the
sort will not be taken by the offices.

Our readers have seen, from time to time, the
progress and success of the movements by which
negroes and foreign stevedores and laborers have
been driven from vessels unloading upon the south

side o( the Basin. The same system of force and
intimidation which has taken the control of the
ship-yards from their owners, has superseded con-

signees an! masters in the management of their
own business and property. The wharves and the
streets adjoining them areas effectually commanded
by an organized force, as if it were actually and
visibly encamped there. Men have yielded to exac-

tions and submitted to terms, rather than engage
in vain struggles and fight useless battles. Nor is
the invisible organization the only potent one.?

The manifestations of open dominion are as frequent
as they are reckless. Concealment of weapons is
regarded there as almost an affectation, and parties
of ruffians "gunning" (as it is pleasantly called)
for the objects of their hostility, are so familiar a

sight, that the good people in that quarter have
grown to regard them as practically a part of the
constituted authorities. Notorious desperadoes
have their "crowds," equally as well known to the
citizens and the police as if, like the latter, they
wore uniforms and numbers.

Nor is the existence of this disorder the worst of
it. Still more serious, both in its indications and
results, is the difficulty, nay almost the impossi-
bility, of inducing people publicly to testify to

what passes before their eyes. The abstract obli-
gations of a citizen upon this point do not appeal,
as forcibly as they otherwise might, to a man who
has a family dependent upon him, and who knows
that he is liable to be shot at as he passes under
the lamp by his own door, if he dares become a

witness for the truth. This difficulty of course

stands in the way, both of the police and of the
tribunals of justice. It is necessarily a grievous
obstacle to the discharge of the duties of both.
But it is an evil which has grown up only from
the impunity of crime, and which the authorities
can remove bv extirpating its cause.

The reader may enquire how it is?if such
things be true ?that people do not at once desert
such an Alsatia?such a home, and asylum, and
guild of evil-doers. The answer is a very simple
one. The persons most directly affected, are men
ot small capital?or mechanics to whom a cessation
of labor is a cessation of bread. They cannot
afford to make sacrifices, because they have but
h'tle to sacrifice. They find it less inconvenient to j
be ruined by degrees, than to be ruined at once, j
The owners of property, in their turn, cannot get j
rid of it for the asking. The causes which would
induce them to sell would prevent others from
buying. But, as we learn, the proprietors of
buildings, and especially of small tenements, are
beginning to feel the effects of the S3' Stem, in the j
loss of tenants, and the diminution of rents?in a
depreciation of property, for which no state of the I
market accounts.

Now, if these things are true?and we are will-
ing, as we have said, to trust the ascertainment of
their truth to our readers themselves, aud abide by
their verdict?is it the part of a public journal to
conceal thein and hush them up, or to proclaim
and denounce them ? When physical "epidemics"
are rife, it is not customary to call the Board of
Health ' defamers," for proclaiming their existence.
"Why should it be otherwise when the disease is a
moral one? V hen a house is on fire we are not in
the habit of abusing the watchmen who spring
their rattles or ring the bells. Why should it be
criminal then to give the alarm at a moral con-
flagration ? To our minds the path of duty is a
plain one, and being unable to believe, with some
of our neighbors, that it is a libel to speak the
truth, or that the commercial prosperity of Balti-
more is held by so poor and base a tenure as the
silence or the falsehood of its press, we are pre-
pared to take our chances with the opposite line of
conduct. It is thus that we threw upon the pres-
ent "City Government" its share of responsibility
for the state of things in South Baltimore, which
has culminated if indeed it did not first appear
under Mr. SWANN'S administration. And we pro-
test, again, that in doing so, we are not moved a
jot or tittle by the politics which that gentleman
professes, and which he seems to suppose that he
embodies. Y\ e think that an incompetent Mayor
is an incompetent Mayor, whether he be the nomi-
nee of a "Council" or a Sachem of Tammany.
We should say of Mr. SWANK what we hare said
already, if he uere as thoroughly a "Democrat''
as he vaunts that he is an "Americau." We should
not think a whit better or worse of his administra-
tion ifit had grown up on the Cincinnati Platform
and had bodilyswallowed and inwardly digested
the entire Lecompton Constitution.

The naval expedition which is at this time fit-
ting out at New York and Norfolk, is by far the
most considerable armament of its kind which has

left our shores since the war with Mexico.* It con-

sists of two frigates, two sloops-of-war, three
brigs-of-war, eight steamers and a store ship. The
destination of the squadron is the waters of Para-
guay, and the object of this imposing demonstra-
tion is to demand, and enforce if need be, immedi-
ate reparation for the gross insult offered to the
American flag by firing into tbe UNITED STATES
steamer of war Water Witch, while engaged in a
peaceful exploration of the Parana river, whereby
she suffered the loss of one of her crew and was
considerably damaged in her hull. Commissioner
BowMN, who accompanies the expedition, is also
charged to make reclamations upon the Govern-

ment of Paraguay for the damages sustained by
an American Company, which, until broken up by

the arbitrary course pursued towards it by Presi-

dent LOPEZ, was engaged in commercial and agri-

cultural pursuits at Asuncion, the Capital- of Para-

guay, and in its vicinity. Independent, however,

pf these, the chief causes of the difficulty which haa

arisen with Paraguay, there are other points of
difference that have existed ever since the partial
ratification of the treaty of 1853, nnd growing
out of the course pursued by President LOPEZ with
regard to that treaty. Perhaps, also, the desire to

make a salutary impression not only upon the States
of the Argentine Confederation, but upon all the
turbulent little Republics of South America,

may have had its influence upon our Government
in sending out a Commissioner to Paraguay, sup-
ported by a sufficient force to prevent a repetition
of previous insults, and as an evidence of our deter-
mination henceforth to vindicate promptly the honor
of our flag and to bring our just claims to an imme-
diate settlement by peaceful negociation, if that be
possible, or by a resort to arms if force should be
found necessary. Viewed in this light the expedi-
tion now about to set sail, even if it does not have
occasion to fire a single hostile gun, will, in all
probability, be productive of very beneficial results.
In the plan of operations adopted by our Govern-
ment, it is understood that the Fleet will make its
rendezvous at Buenos Ayres, while Commissioner
BOWLIN pushes on to Asuncion in a small steam-
er, which is to be followed up, within supporting
distance, by all the other vessels of lightdraught.
It he fails to obtain from the government of LOPEZ,
full and immediate satisfaction, "the squadron
"will be put in motion, and all vessels drawing
"from nine to twelve feet of xvater, will push on
"to their work, and the remainder will lie at tbe
"mouth of tbe Parana, and maintain a vigorous
"blockade of the Paraguay." If, therefore, Pres-
dent LOPEZ refuses to consent to the terms de-
manded of him, and active operations become
necessary, the chief dejiendence will be upon the
steamers accompanying the expedition, for the
heavier vessels of war, while engaged in block-
ading the mouth oftbe Parana, will be as far dis-
tant from Asuncion, the Capital of Paraguay,
and the point against which a hostile deraonstra-

I tion would be made, as vessels stationed at tbe
mouth of the Mississippi would be from Pittsburg,
on the head waters of the Ohio. We have not

tbe least doubt, however, that our difficulty with
Paraguay will be amicably adjusted without a
resort to force. LOPEZ lias submitted before to a

less imposing demonstration made by Brazil, aud
captious and insolent as lie may be on ordinary
occasions, he has too much at stake, officially and
commercially, to venture upon resistance in the
presence of an armed embassy. Though Republi-
can in form, the government of Paraguay is, in
point of fact, almost as absolute a despotism as it
was in the days of Dr. FRANCIA. From
the period of his ascension to power,
the ruling policy of LOPEZ lias been
to engross to himself the whole trade and com-
merce of the country; and in this he has been so

far successful, that at the present time he is "the
"chief merchant; the chief agriculturist, and the
"chief ship-owner ot Paraguay." The mere

blockade, therefore, of the mouth of the Parana,
by cutting off all communication with the sea-
board, and thus breaking up his commercial
operations, would, in all probability, prove
sufficient of itself to induce liim to offer a satis-
factory atonement for his past acts of insult and
aggression; hut, under the double pressure of a

blockading squadron, and an armed flotilla, ready
at any moment to commence hostilities, we may
safely conclude that he will promptly concede

! all that Commissioner BOWLIN is authorized to de-
| mand. Indeed, it would be scarcely possible for
I him to do otherwise. Exclusive of the Guarani

J Indians, the total population ofParaguay does
{ not exceed three hundred thousand. Asun-

j cion, the Capital of the Republic, and its principal
j port, has not more than ten thousand inhabitants,

I nearly all of whom arc Mestizoes, or descendants
jofSpaniards and Indians. The whole merchant

I marine of the State consists ofbut about a dozen
| vessels, averaging each some forty tons, while the

j entire naval force at the command of the Govern-
| ment is composed of one small brig nnd two
' steamers of light draught. We need not, there-
i fore, he under much apprehension of coming into
| conflict with a power so feeble, notwithstanding
| the preparations we have made in view of such a

j possibility; hut we cannot conceal from our-
! selves the fact that the delays which have

occurred in fitting out the expedition to Paraguay,
| and the shifts to which we have been compelled to

j resort for the purpose of obtaining vessels of snffi-
| eiently light draught to navigate the waters of the
Parana and the Paraguay, afford a convinc-

i ing proof?if indeed such proof were required?of
j our own naval deficiencies. From the want of a

! supply of gun boats ready to he dispatched at the
| shortest possible notice to any point where their
| services might be needed, we have been reduced to

| the necessity of chartering merchant steamers to
fill, however inadequately, their place, and of

j even withdrawing the Revenue cutter Harriet
j Lane from her useful duties off the Coast. The

j last session of Congress very properly authorized
j the construction of six new sloops-of-war, and it

I now remains for Secretary TOUCEY in his next offi-
cial Report to urge upon that body the importance

i of making some provision for an adequate flotilla
jof gunboats. Our experience in China and in

j South America admonishes us how much we stand
in need of them: while tlie example set us by for-
eign powers, shows the uses to which these active
little vessels can he put, and how serviceable they
are regarded.

FROM TEXAS.
We have Galveston dates to the 26th ult. The

The Brownsville Flag states that the yellow fever
is in Brownsville, but that it appears to be mainly
contined to the employees of the steamboats plying
on the river, though there are a few cases among
the citizens of the town.

The Sherman Patriot states that the following
news has reached it, from what it considers a reli-
able source:

The Indians are again committing depredations
on our frontier. On the head of Denton and Clear
creeks several families have been murdered, and
most of the stock killed or carried off The people
are alarmed, and are rapidly forting up. The
neighboring counties should try and send them re-
lief, as those depredations will be likely to continue
until the Indians receive a drubbing at the hands
of the whites.

A report has reached here, from a quarter enti-

tled to reliance, which indicates the existence of a
had state of affairs on the Camanche Reservation.
Several weeks since it appears that Catemse noti-
fied the agent of the presence of a hostile Camanche
in his camps. The agent made a requisition on
Lieutenant Van Camp for a detachmant of troops
to arrest the Indian. The Lieutenant came at the
head of twenty-five or thirty men, accompanied by
the agent and by Catemse, with some half dozen of
his warriors.

When they arrived at the Camanche village they
found all the balance of the Indians under arms and
determined to defend the intruding enemy. They
numbered between 80 and 100, and were well posted.
Lieut. Van Camp was forced to compromise by al-
lowing the Indian to be sent off without arrest. ?

The rebellious Camanches are said to have pretend-
ed to have labored under the belief that Lieut. Van
Camp had come tokill all of them.

The Arizona Mining Company Expedition left
San Antonio on the 20th ult., for their destination,
with a very complete outfit.

The San Diego mail party arrived at San Anto-
nio on the 21st, and reported all quiet along the
route, with plenty of rain and the finest grass.

The New York Day lion]; has recently learned the
particulars of a most singular story, "the hero of
which is now residing in New York. Mr. de Cour-
celles, a gentleman of culture and elegance, was in
1848, a wealthy planter in Gaudalonpe. Conse-

quent upon the French revolution of that year, the
"slaves" in the island were emancipated; ho was
violently opposed to this enforced Abolitionism.

In Pennsylvania alone there was produced last

lery. This gun is twelve feet long; it is something
new, and is known as the patent accelerating cannon.
Its peculiarity is that it fires three charges of pow-
der behind a nine pound shell, which will hit at the
enormous distance of five miles. The ball or shell
is shaped like the Minnie rilie ball. All who have
already witnessed its operations seem to be perfectly
satisfied with what itrepresents.

CROPS. ?The weather for the last two or three
weeks, has been as tine upon the Cotton and To-
bacco crops in all this region of country, as the
most exacting farmer could desire. From every
quarter we learn that the cotton crop of Middle Ten-
nessee will be far better than it was deemed possible
six weeks ago that it could be. It is the judgment
of many practical farmers with whom we have con-
versed, that ifwe have no frost before the full moon
in October, we will have no more than an average
crop of cotton; and some tell us that if we were to
have frost now, the crop is bound to be at least one-
half better than it was last season.

The Tobacco crop, which has grown into impor-
tance as a staple of Middle Tennessee, is quite prom-
ising. We judge from all we have learned, that
the crop will be more than an average one; and if
frosts hold off for two or three weeks, there willbe
a heavier harvest of the weed than has been obtained
for several years.

The Corn crop throughout Middle Tennessee is
very large?there are here and there exceptions to
this' remark; but as a general thing the corn crop
was never better. Our farming friends, upon the
whole, have no cause for despondency.? Nashville
News, 24 th ult.
