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It was but a few weeks ago that the people of
the UNITEDSTATES were exulting over the success-
ful laying of tlic Sub-marine Cable. The intelli-
gence of this great event was flashed all over the

Union. Preachers and orators, and journalists
and statesmen, all joined in pronouncing it the
most wonderful achievement that had been ac-

complished by human skill and perseverance,
either in ancient or modern times. In New York
the wedding of the two hemispheres was cele-
brated at a cost to the municipality of twenty

thousand dollars. The people held a general
holiday. The ships in port were decorated with
gala flags. There was a military and civic pro-
Cession, with martial music, and banners, and
transparencies. Speeches were made at the Crys-

tal Palace, and cannons boomed, and bells were

rnng, and the rejoicings of the day were appro-
priately concluded by the usual Aldermanic
feast, and by a display of fireworks at the City

Hall, to which?although it wa3 not in the origi-
nal programme?the burning of that edifice lent an

additional lustre. Day by day, since then, the
popular faith in the possibility of establishing
instantaneous verbal communication with Europe,
by means of the wire so successfully submerged,
has been gradually weakening, until, at length,
the conclusion has been brought home to us, by
evidence of a kind that does not admit
of dispute, that all that has been accomplished
is the laying of two thousand miles of
cable in the depths nf the ocean;

but that, sc far as the present Sub-marine
Cable is concerned, we may as well abandon, at

once, all hope of its ever being rendered useful.
We published yesterday among our Foreign news

nil the material points of the official report of Mr.
C. F. VAULEY to the English Board of Directors of

the Atlantic Telegraph, on the present condition of
the Sub-marine cable. Mr. Y AULEY'S investigations,
confirmed as they have been by special tests and ex-

periments, lead only to one conlusion, the gravest
that could possibly be reached, and that is, that
there are radical defects in the cable which must

forever render it worthless for all practical purpo-
ses. The first fault, of great magnitude, heassumes
to exist "at a distance of between two hundred
"and forty-five and three hundred statute miles
'from Valencia." Ifhis calculations approximate
to correctness, this defect in the cable is at a point
where the depth of water does not exceed four
hundred and ten fathoms, and is therefore suscep-
tible of being remedied. There appears, however,
to he a much more serious defect at a distance of
five hundred miles from Valentia, and which Mr.
VARLEY thinks "may have been the one which
"caused such alarm on board the Agamemnon
"w hen the signals ceased for a time altogether and
"were never certainly recovered." By the tests
he has applied lie has reached the following results.
The first fault of importance in the cable is at a

distance of from two hundred and forty-five to
three hundred miles from Valencia, and the actual
existence of the fault appears to be at least equal to
ten miles of the cable, but is most probably greater.
The insulation of the wire between Valentia and
the fault is perfect, or nearly so. Thecopper wire is
continuous, and consequently the cable has not
parted. The second fault is somewhere about five
hundred miles from Valentia, and the resistance if
offers is equal to one thousand or twelve hundred
miles of cable. In his comments upon these de-
fects the inferences he draws are, "that the power-
"ful currents from the large induction coils have
"impaired the insulation ; that the power used will
"shortly eat away the exposed copper wire in the
'

faulty place, by electrolytic decomposition, and
"that the size of the present conducting strand is
"too small to have worked satisfactorily, even had
"the insulation been sound." We learn, more-
over, for the first time, through this Report, that
"the currents through the cable, even immediately
"after it was submerged, were so weak that not
"one perfect message was recorded by them,
<

every thing that was received being read
trom the reflection of a galvanometer."?

"VVe can now understand why it was, that the
electricians at Trinity Bay maintained so profound
a silence, with respect to the working of the ca-

!?!?; UNUI R ? FIELD requested them to report pro-
"from Valentia"?"Nothing intelligible to-day,"
and similar short and pithy sentences, prepared
the public mind for the reception of the Report
which the Directors have recently ordered to be
made public. There is nothing that could more
convincingly show the utter uselessness of anv
further attempt to put the present cable in
even tolerable working order, than the faint
shadow of a hope which Mr. VARLEY ven-
tures to give the Directors, in the three lines
with which he concludes his gloomy and dis-
heartening, yet necessary communication. It
is couched in the following words ; "It is not,
"however, altogether impossible that some intelli-
"gible signals may yet be received through the
"cable." IfMr. VARLEY, can offer the Directors
no greater consolation than the shadow of a pos-
sibility that "some intelligible signals may yet be
"received, they may as well abandon, forthwith,
all further effort to make use of the present wire,
and go sturdily to work to prepare another. The
truth is?and there is no advantage to be de-
rived from concealing the fact?the cable, com-
mercially speaking, is a failure. Even if there
were no defects of insulation, Mr. VARLEY states
that "the conducting strand is too small to have
"worked satisfactorily," and for this there is, of
course, no remedy whatever. One fact, however,
which is of great value, lias been established?a
cable can be laid; and, although this knowledge
has been acquired at an enormous expense, it is,
nevertheless, of unusual importance with a view
to future operations. Nor is it at all probable
that the Atlantic Telegraph Company will be
content to submit to the loss already sustained, Iand abandon the project altogether. It was known
at the outset to iuvolve a serious risk; but it was
also known that if it could be successfully Icarried out, the adventure would prove exceeding-
lylucrative. The inducements are the same now, Ithat they were originally; while the risk has been I
considerably lessened. It was doubtful whether 1
he cable could be laid at all; but that doubt Ino longer exists. The only question now re- j

mauling to be settled, is, whether a cable, after ii is laid, can be so operated as to transmit, Ithrough all its length, intelligible signals? Themost experienced electricians tell us that it !
can; and, as this has always been regarded asa minor difficulty, however much we may
deplore the utter uselessness of the present
cable we see no reason why a perfect successshould not be achieved by a new one, with a
conducting strand of larger dimensions, and re-
quiring less intense currents to transmit the sig-
nals with speed and certainty. Let us, at leasthope that the experiment will be made.

MBSILLAVAtiLEY.
A correspondent of the Washington Union under

date of Sept. 7th says :
A convention of. the people of this portion of

Arizona assembled ?hero vest lday, in pursuance to
public notice, to express the sense of the popula-
tion of the Rio Grande valley upon the question of

the organization of the new Territory ot Aiizona.
Delegates were present from all the towns on the
river, to wit: Mesilla, Los Cruces, Don Ana La
Mesa, Santa Barbara, San Totnas, and Bracito.

The convention was organized by the election of
the Hon. Rafael Ruelas (prefect of Mesilla) presi-
dent, assisted by a long list of vice presidents, se-

lected from the different towns. James A. Lucas
was chosen recording secretary. In point ot num-

bers and influence this was the largest and most
respectable political assemblage ever convened in

the Rio Grande valley. Resolutions were unani-

mously adopted calling upon Congress to organiz.e
Arizona Territory at an early day; stating the

population, resources, and necessities of the coun-
try; and that the claim for a separation from New
Mexico was founded upon its natural increase in
population, wealth, and importance. The conven-

tion further resolved, as a proof of the united de-
sire of the people for a separation from New Mexi-

co not to send any representative from this section
to'the legislature of New Mexico, but to hold an
election For delegate to Congress on the 20th of

September throughout the proposed Territory, to
show the numerical strength of the Arizona vote,
including this year's emigration.

A vote of thanks to the President of the United
States was also unanimously adopted for his recom-

mendation of the organization of Arizona in his
last annual message to Congress; also, to Senators
Davis and Gwin for their exertions inbehalf of the

people of Arizona.
Lieut. Uowrv was nominated for re-election by

acclamation. The proceedings of the convention
were ordered to be published in the Washington
Union and other papers. The convention was ad-
dressed by Lieut. Mowry, Don Augustine Ber-
nadette, and other speakers. Mr. Mowrv, in his
speech, stated concisely the difficulties under which
the Arizona bill labored last session, and the pros-
pects for the next.

During the proceedings. Mr. Duran, senator elect
to the legislature of New Mexico, came forward
and resigned his seat, stating that lie did so, con-

vinced by painful experience that Arizona had noth-
ing to expect from a longer connection with New
Mexico, owing to the great prejudice and immense
majority of the members of the legislature from
New Mexico proper, and that he desired to join
heartily inthe Arizona movement. Mr. Duran's
letter ofresignation was made a part of the pro-
ceedings.

Yesterday (Gth) was election day for represen-
tatives to the New Mexican Legislature. So far as
1..... a(~ din pantile have unanimously abstained
from voting, in testimony of their desire lor a new
Territory.

The population of the Rio Grande is about ten
thousand souls, and there is room for eighty thou-
sand more. Quite n large emigration is coining in,
and of good character.

In future letters I hope to give you some particu-
lars of the resources and present condition of this
portion of Arizona. I have only time to say in
this that, however the statement may surprise your
readers, nearly all this population lias settled here
since the Gadsden treaty; and that in one town last
year (La Mesa) more than two hundred houses
were built. The whole valley teems with miles up-
on miles of wheat, corn and vineyards. This coun-
try and its advantages are but little appreciated in
the old States. .

FROM SALT LAKE.
[From, the St. Joseph Journal, September 27.]

The Salt Lake mail arrived in this city on the
afternoon of Saturday, the 25th, in charge of Mr.
George W. Constable. The mail left Great Salt
Lake City on the 4th of September. Allwas quiet
in the city, with the exception ofa few list-cuff's andknock-downs between the Saints and Gentiles.

General Johnston was building a fort and erect-
ing buildings in Cedar Valley,preparatory for win-
ter quarters. Afew of his men were still deserting
him.

The heat was very oppressive when the mail par-
ty left Salt Lake City, but tliey were soon to expe-
rience very sudden changes." On the evening of
the 7th instant, three days out from the city, near
the Tar Spring, between the Big Mountain and
Fort Bridger, snow commenced falling, which con-
tinued on through the night, until it fell to the
depth ot three inches. It all disappeared, however,
the next day, hut on the 10th instant the ground
was hard enough to bear up the hocks, and ice was
seen at least half an inch thick.

In the South Pass, on the 11th instant, another
terrific snow storm blew up, which continued on
through the day and night, until it fell to the depth
of ten or twelve inches.

The suffering among the men and animals was
great. Anumber of oxen, belonging to the train,
gave out aud froze to death. The Sweetwater
Mountains were perfectly white with the snow.

THE WINE CROP. ?The Paris correspondent of
the London Times reports :

"The vintage has commenced in the neighbor-
hood of Lvons, and in part of Burgundv, under
the most favorable circumstances. The grapes in
the Bordelais, the Orleanais, Berry, and Touraine
are rapidly arriving at maturity.

"

There are few
complaints of the oidiutn in those districts. The
wine growers in the district of Beaune propose to
commence their operations to-morrow, the 20th.The result of the vintage in several districts of the
department of the Ain is now known, and has given
universal satisfaction. The quality of the wine is
excellent, and the quantity much greater than was
expected. One small vineyard produced~l9 hecto-
litres, where the proprietor expected eight at
most. The same result has been experienced
throughout the department. The vintage is fixed
for the 25th at Bordeaux and Blaye. The proprie-
tors in those districts complain that the grapes
have suffered from want of rain.

The accounts from Nantes and Ponton, state that
the vines are extraordinarily rich, and that an
abundant crop ii expected. The proprietors at
Montpelier, Nisuies, Pezenas, and, in fact, through-
out Provence, are described as overjoyed; they
have not, for many years past, carried" so rich a
crop to the wine press. Wine stiil maintains itsprice at the market of Bercy. Brandies have given
ceased, holders ot Brandy have been lorced to low-er their tone. New Brandy is quoted at from lOOf.@losf. the hectolitre, without the cask, and Cham-
pagne Brandy at 130f. Spirits from Languedoc
have declined to G6f the hectolitre in the Parismarket. Beet-root Spirit is quiet at 51 f. for de-livery.

IOWA CORN CHOP. ?A correspondent of the NewYork Evening Post, writing from lowa city underdate of Oct. 1, says :
To our many misfortunes the failure of the corn

crop has not to he added. Providence has been"better than our fears," and the great agricultural
staple of the West is now pretty generally placed
beyond danger fro n frost. The" yield varies con-siderably, in some sections of this State bein- farshort of the usual crop, while in other localitiesmore corn willbe harvested than in 1857. Centrallowa willhave about a fair half crop, hut the eastern
and fat western counties are rejoicing over an extraheavy crop and of unusually good quality. In Pot-towatomie county (Council Bluff's district I even sodcorn is claimed to yield forty bushels to the acre.?Around tins city the crop varies greatly, some landsproducing one hundred, some fifty, some twenty
bushels per acre, and others giving "small prospectsmatuting at all. Old corn sells readily at thirty
cents, and new crop at 25 cents per bushel. It islikely that an honest average would make the corncrop of lowa little more than a good half crop, ascompared with the product of former years, andtaking into the account our increased capacities
and enlarged area. '
