INDEPENDENT CONVENTION. ? An adjourned meet-
ing of tbe Independent Convention was held at Ue-
chabite Hall, on Saturday night last. Ceo. \V. Da-
vis in the chair, and N. Robinson and J. T. Kirby,
Secretaries.

The President called the Convention to order,
when the Secretary proceeded to call the wards, all
of which, with the exception of the lltli, 13tli,
14th and lfith, were represented. The proceedings
of the previous meeting were read and approved.

J. G. W. Marriott, Chairman of the Executive
Committee, reported that the committee had pro-
vided for the printing and proper distribution of
109,000 tickets.

Coi. Pindi-11, of the Finance Committee, reported
that sufficient funds were in possession of the com-
mittee to meet all the expenses accruing in conduct-
ing the campaign.

Mr. Coburn felt determined, as lie knew all the
friends of the movement did, to conduct this cam-
paign with energy and spirit. He believed they
would be successful inelecting Col. Shutt, and with
that election there wonld be an end to misrule. If,
iiowever, their efforts should fail and the ticket be
defeated, it would be no reason for the disorganiza-
tion of the Independent party. There wonld be a
time when the citizens wonld awaken to a sense of
the dangers by which they were surrounded and
the causes which produced them. The continued
nomination of independent, unprejudiced and iioncst
men. would sooner or later command the commen-
dation and support of the citizens of Baltimore,
and he therefore rose to offer the following motion:

Mr. Marriott stated that at the previous meeting
a motion had been made that an address be issued
to the citizens of Baltimore, which the Convention
had refused to adopt. Since the last meeting lie
had conversed on the subject withmany members of
the Convention, one of whom had placed in his
hands an address, which, by permission of the Con-
vention, he would read.

Leave being granted, Mr. Marriott proceeded to
read the address, which will be found elsewhere in
the columns of this paper, and on concluding. J.
T. Kirby moved "that the address be published in
The Daily Exchange, Sun and Clipper, on Monday
and Tuesday."

Mr. Marriott moved to amend the motion by add-
ing the Herman Correeepondent to the foregoing list;
and with this amendment the resolution was
adopted.

On motion, the Convention adjourned to meet at
the call of the President.

SHOOTING CASE.?On Saturday evening, about 15
minutes past 7 o'clock, a shooting case occurred, in
which a man named Andrew Mcgunegall. said to be
one of the "Tigers," from Federal Hill,acted as
principal. It appears that a man named Alexander
Thompson was standing in Bank lane, when Mcgun-
egall approached him, apparently drunk, caught
him by the shoulders, pullinghim about, and at the
same time insisting that Thompson should drink
with him. He refused, and getting loose started
towards Calvert street, and when near the entrance
of the lane, he was fired at by Megunegall, the ball
striking him on the shoulder blade, but failed to en-
ter the body. Thompson then started to run, but
was pursued bv Megunegall across Calvert and
down Fayete streets, towards North street. While
running down Fayette, Megunegall fired a second
shot, the ball striking Thompson on the right side
of the back part of the head, passed between the
scalp and the skull for an inch and a half, and came
out near the top of the ear. Thompson continued
down Fayette to North street, when he turned to-
wards Baltimore street, stillpursued by Megunegall.
On reaching the latter street, he turned west and
ran into Mann's Hotel; Megunegall crossed Balti-
more street to South, and entered the drinking sa-
loon of Mrs. Kennedy, where he was arrested by
officers Brasliears, I'indell and Wooden, and con-
veved to the Central station house. I)r. O'Don-
nell was called in to dress the wounds of Thomp-
son. after which he was conveyed to his home.

Megunnegal had a hearing before Justice Mearis,
at the station house, on yesterday afternoon, Dep-
uty Prosecuting Attorney Pinkney attending, and
the injured party failing to appear, no charge was
made against him. Mr. l'inknev said that he had
been confined a sufficient length of time, nearly
twenty-four hours, for the party injured to com-
plain, and having failed to do so, he could see no
good reason for hisdetention. Justice Mearis there-
fore pronounced him "honorably discharged."

and provided, "and the said verdict is therefore
void.

"3d. Because it is the duty and sole right of the
jurywho try a case of murder to find the degree,
if they convict the accused of the crime of mur-
der, and to find the degree of which they do con-
vict as a part of their verdict, and to announce it
as such, which was not done bv the jury, in this
case, and therefore the verdict of the juryis void.

"4tli. The juryrendered their verdict in this case
on Monday evening, the 4th instant, and the ver-
dict recorded by the clerk on that evening was
simply and only in the words : 'Guilty of mur-
der,' and no more. These were the only words
on the docket on the morning of the sth inst., the
day after the rendition and recording of the said
verdict, and when the counsel for the prisoner ex-
amined the docket of this court and saw the man-
ner and form of the verdict they desired the
clerk to make no chango of the said "verdict as re-
corded, in any way, and be said that he would not,
and they, the counsel for the prisoner, came into
this court and made a motion in arrest of judgment,
basing their motion on the said verdict. Since they
made the said motion inarrest they have discovered
that the said clerk has added to the verdict afore-
said?'Jury polled, guilty of murder in the first de-
gree,' which is no part of the verdict, and the said
clerk had no right to make such addition, and the
defective verdict recorded bv the .said clerk is not,
and cannot be amended by the improper and unau-
thorized addition of the said clerk, made as afore-
said."

Messrs. Cowan and Hack also filed the following
reasons why the-motion (heretofore filed) for a
new trial should be granted :

"Ist. Because the verdict is contrary to the evi-
dence.

"2d. Because the verdict is contrary to the weight
of evidence.

"3d. Because of the discovery of testimony ma-

terial to the issue of the said case since the rendi- !
tion of the verdict therein.

"4 th. Because of irregularity in empanneling the
jurv.

"ath. Because one of the jurors who was em
panneled.to try the said case was not of the legal
age to aet as a juror.

"6th. Because a juror who tried the said ease
was disqualified to try the same from having ex-
pressed an opinion previously."

The jury who tried the case, and Mr. Rchlev,
the court clerk, have filed affidavits, at the in-
stance of the State's attorney, to the effect that the
question as to the guilt of the prisoner (Ford) of
murder in the first degree, was put to the fore-
man of the jury at the time the jury was polled.

October B.?Three more Postmasters in Illinois
have been removed to-day. But two remain of all
those originallyappointed by Mr. Buchanan.

Daniel Trigg, of Virginia, and Samuel W. Pres-
ton, of Illinois, have been admitted to the Naval
School as Midshipmen.

The dome of the Capitol is at a stand still, Mr.
Walters having refused to furnish plans if they
are to be subjected to modifications by Captain
Meigs.

Tlie completion of the new Hall of the Senate is
retarded by the strike of the plasterers.

The Treasury Department, through Capt. Bow-
man, U. S. A., having refused moneys to Messrs.
Moore and Clusky, contractors for'building the
Galveston Custom-House, the Attorney-General has
decided that such refusal is a violation of the con-
tract by tbe Government, and that moneys must bo
furnished according to the estimates of the Local
Superintendent in charge.

The contractor for the construction of the im-
mense span of the aqueduct at Cabin John Creek,
complains that granite has not been furnished liim
by the Government as stipulated.

Provost and Winters, contractors for marble work
at the Capitol, say that Capt. Meigs' changes of
design for the capitals of columns, put them behind
$30,000.

The Nicaragua complication is approaching a
solution. Messrs. Joe White and Yrisarri and
Secretary arrived this morning to watcli Jerez and
Cass while they are exchanging ratifications of tbe
Cass-Yrisarri Treaty.

Jerez is Yrisarri's temporary colleague as an
extra plenipotentiary, and is not a permanent min-
ister.

He stipulates for the full ratification of the treaty,
together with the White and Stebbins contract, anilindemnity for American lives and property de-
stroyed by the allied army during tbe filibuster
invasion.

He had previously apologized for truths expressed
in Martinez's manifesto.

His mission is not to the taste of the filibuster
interest.

The White and Stebbins Company have con-
tracted for the steamers Florida and another, for
service on the Atlantic side, to begin this month.

[Correspondence of the. Xew York Herald.]
October B.?l stated, in my despatch to the Her-

ald of Tuesday, that General Herran, the New
Granadian Minister, had been called here by Gen-
eral Cass on important business, and that the firm
and decided foreign policy the administration had
inaugurated, had created a flutter among the South
American and Central American diplomats. 1 now
learn that the Secretary of State has informed Gen-
eral Herran that whether the Cass-Hcrran conven-
tion be ratified or not, out-government will not per-
mit. the imposition of tonnage dues at ports of the
Isthmus of Panama nor a tax on the transportation
of passengers and mails crossing the Isthmus. Gen-
eral Herran is informed that vessels of war are or-
dered to tbe Isthmus to see this resolution of gov-
ernment executed. The great highways of the
world must not be obstructed.

As to granting a naval rendezvous and coaling
station at one of tin- islands in the Bay of Panama,
our government will not enforce that, considering
New Granada has the right to refuse if she choose;
but regards the refusal as impolitic, and evincing
an illiberal disposition. Spain granted us such a
privilege at Mahon in the Mediterranean, and Sar-
dinia at. Spezzia, yet this small neighboring repub-
lic in America refuses it.

A new era in our foreign policy has been inaugu-
rated by the administration, justbut firm, and non-
it is for Congress to say whether the administration
shall be supported in carrying out this policy. The
question is, shall this great republic make itself re-
spected as one of the first Powers of the world?

if the Congress of New Granada were as enlight-
ened as General Herran. or the present President of
that republic, there would be no difficulty about the
ratification of the convention.

There is no truth in the report that the United
States are negotiating an important secret treaty
with Russia.

From the report of the Naval Constructor of tbe
damaged condition of Cromwell's Parker Vein ves-
sels engaged for the Paraguay expedition, it is se-
riously contemplated by the department not to take
them. It is asked, why should we take inferior
or doubtful vessels on such an important occasion,
when so many good and suitable ones can be ob-
tained?

The Attorney General has under consideration
the question of forfeiture of the gas pipe contract

for Washington citv. There is little doubt but tin-

action of Captain Meigs will be sustained. Had the
same time been allowed at lirstwhich the contractor
now requires, others would have taken the con-
tract and had the pipes made in the United States.

Dr. C'has. M. Hitchcock has been appointed In-
spector of Drugs at San Francisco, vice Dr. Tucker,
resigned.

The Secretary of the Treasury has decided that
shaved shingles are subject to 24 per cent, duty,and
walnuts and limes preserved in salt and water to 15
per cent.

It is said that Governor Denver declines to with-
draw his resignation as Governor of Kansas.

AFFAIRS IN UTAH.
[From the Neiv York 1fern Id.]

GENOA, CARSON VALLEY, Sept. 2, 1858.
I believe that nothing emanating from this in-

teresting region has ever appeared in the Herald,
therefore, I have determined to give you a rough
sketch of the large tract lying westward of the
Great Basin and eastward of the borders of Califor-
nia, over which, through the energetic efforts of
Hon. William Smith, of Virginia, Congress at its
next session will undoubtedly establish a separate
Territorial government, under the name of Nevada.

This proposed new Territory, bounded on the east
and west as above, will extend from the Oregon
line on the north to Virgin Uiver on the south.
The face of the country is mountainous and rough,
but over two hundred valleys, of various climate
and extent, lie scattered between those mountains.
Many of the valleys are of amazing fertility, and
being unencumbered with Mexican grants?which
have done so much to retard the settlement of the
agricultural districts of California?offer superior
inducements to the husbandmen.

But it is for the purpose of cattle raising that
this territory is best adapted, surpassing California
and probably every other portion of the American
Union, in the luxuriant growth of grass, which is
neither dried up by the heat of summer, as in Cali-
fornia. nor covered with snow in winter, as in the
States bordering on the Atlantic and Mississippi.?
Numerous and hostile tribes of Indians have ren-
dered the occupation of much the greater part of
the territory hitherto unsafe for the white man. A
few only of the valleys are permanently settled;
but in these 1 have found a degree of comfort and
prosperity among the inhabitants greater than 1
have ever met with in any other new country.

The principal tribe of these Indians call them-
selves the Pah-Utahs; they number forty thousand
souls; these, however, are not so warlike as a small-
er nation called Washoes, who, though numbering
only eight thousand, have the Pah-Utahs in con-
tinual awe; and it is they who commit most of the
murders upon the white settlers.

The establishment of a weekly line of mail stages
between Great Salt Lake C'itv and Placerville, Cal-
ifornia, has already done much toward populating
this Territory. Carson Valley, through which the
great highway from the Atlantic to the Pacific
passes, has been particularly benefitted; and though
it is but forty miles long and some twelve or fifteen
wide, the Postmaster General has, within the past

few months, found it expedient and necessary, for
the convenience of the inhabitants, to establish new
post oliiees in it.

Agriculture and grazing are by no means the
only resources of the country. Upon many of the
streams emptying into the Great Basin gold has
been discovered in quantities sufficient to attract
the attention of many California miners, who are
now employed there, preferring our mines to those
of our wealthy neighboring State. In my next I
will give you some account of our principal rivers
and natural productions.

THE CASS-YRISARRI TREATY INA FRENCH
POINT OF VIEW.

[Ureal the Paris I'ays.]
We have on several occasions spoken of the treaty

entered upon between the government of the United
States and that of Nicaragua, known as the Oass-
Yrisarri treaty, having for its object to guarantee
the free passage across the Isthmus to the Ameri-
cans. The stipulations of that treaty were such as
to authorize the establishment of the Americans on
the Isthmus, and make their influence prevail there
in quite an absolue manner.

That treaty, which has justbeen submitted to the
deliberations of the Nicaraguan Legislative Assem-
bly, has been greatly modified, as appears by the
stipulations ofarticle 15.

That article, as first written, stipulated that the
United States should bind themselves to protect and
maintain the neutrality of all roads which should be
made to unite the two oceans, and should use their
influence with the other nations so that they also
should guarantee that neutrality; furthermore, that
the United States should have the privilege of

transporting troops and munitions of war into the
two ports of Nicaragua, and from one place to the

other across the Isthmus, without the officials of
Nicaragua presenting any impediment or requi-
ring duties lor such transit.

The principal modifications made by the Xicara-
"uan Assembly are in relation to the transporta-
tion of troops "and munitions of war, to which two
conditions have been added, as follows :

First, that each time when they use that right,
the United States government shall have first to
advise the Xicaraguan government of it; and sec-
ondly?and undoubtedly the most essential-?that

those troops and munitions ofwar shall, in anv case,
onlv be sent toward the Territory of the United
States, and not against the nations friendly to the
republic of Nicaragua, and, amongst others, the
Spanish republic.

Article 10, which regulates the manner of inter-
ference of the United States military forces, has
been thus modified: That that interference can only
take place with the explicit consent of the Xicara-
guan government or that of its Minister in the
United States, and that when that military force
shall be introduced into Nicaragua, the government
of that republic alone will have to decide when
such intervention is no longer needed.

Finally, the Assembly has decided to add to the
treaty a a proviso by which the government of the
United States binds itself to prevent in its territory
the organization of any expedition against Nica.

ragua, even when it would shelter itself under the

pretext of interfering in the disturbances which

may arise in the country. The American journals
are all of the same opinion as to the resolutions
of the Nicaragnan Assembly, and this does not as-
tonish us at all. They pretend that the United
States are insulted; that nothing equals the inso-

lence of such a deliberation,'and they scarcely refrain
from declaring war upon Nicaragua. This bur-

lesque anger willbe viewed in Furopc as it deserves,
and, furthermore, nothing is more forcible ill giv-

ing a justidea of the pretentions and of the secret
intentions of the United States people.

What is there extraordinary or contrary to inter-
national law if a State placed in the situation of
Nicaragua towards the United States should try to
avoid, in a mutual treaty, the consequences of a
principle the secret aim of which is plain to every-
one.

Does not every one know what have been, and
still are, the incessant designs of the United States?
Is it to be believed that if they could hide with a
legal coyer an armed intervention in a Territory
which is the object of their most constant desire,
they would not quickly embrace the first opportu-
nity to seize that Territory and establish their do-
minion upon it. Should, for instance, the United
States dare to complain of the mistrust which has
dictated to the Nicaragnan Assembly the stipula-
tion which it has the right and duty of maintaining
in the treaty? The government at Washington, and
the journals of New York, are greatly mistaken
when they suppose that Central America and Eu-
rope have forgotten the recent expedition of Wal-
ker and the crafty policy of Mr. Buchanan in that
sad affair.

And besides that, in virtue of what right should
the I nited States oppose the precautions which
Nicaragua wants to take? What international code
lias admitted the rigiit of a government to force
upon another the passage of troops and munitions
of war across its territory, whatever may be their
destination? Where is to be found the interna-
tional law which would deny to Nicaragua the
right of opposing the passage across her territory
of troops which are to act against its friends or
against itself?

That the New York journals, with their usual
pretension, should be irritated by the impediments
which a legitimate sentiment of independence in-
spires to the government ofNicaragua, is but quite
natural: we know their ways, and they believe
themselves the masters of the world. But it seems
to us that it cannot be everywhere so, and we have
shown that the United States had pledged them-
selves to do everything in their power to induce the
other nation to guarantee the neutrality of the
Isthmus. ******

Now the interference of the Western nations?-
which are no other than France and England?has
to proceed from the initiative of the two govern-
ments byall means interested in the neutralitv of
the transit route.

We have not at this day to say of what great in-
terest it is to France and England to obtain the free
passage of the Isthmus of Panama; the question lias
been examined and resolved in favor of the neutrali-
ty, long since.

But it is not enough to have established princi-
ples?the inference has to be drawn from the prac-
tice. We believe that it is above all things neces-
sary in an affair of such importance, not to allow
the government of the United States to act alone in
view of their own private interests, and bring, per-
haps, about, for the gratification of their selfish
ambition, complications the consequences of which
cannot be foreseen.

STEAM NAVIGATION IN THE STRAITS OF
MAGELLAN.

In 1854 a correspondent of the Journal of Com-
merce, who had just passed through the Straits of
Magellan in a steamer, suggested the feasibility of
establishing steam tugs through this renowned
highway to the l'aeific. There would be saved to
sailing vessels by such a transit from ocean to
ocean, four or eight weeks, according to the season
of the year. Cape Horn is the traditionary dread
of mariners, and as the greater part of navigation
to the Pacific will be for years to come, in vessels
propelled by sails, any plan which willshorten the
route, or avoid the stormy Cape, is to be looked
upon with favor.

The attention of that paper is again called to
this subject by seeing it stated that a project is on
foot in England to establish steam tugs in the
Straits. How much credence is to be placed in the
immediate carrying out of this plan, we know not;
but that it would be very feasible we have not the
least doubt.

For nearly one hundred years these straits, dis-
covered in 152(1 by the Portuguese Magellan, were
the only known route to the Pacific; when, in ISIC,
Shouten, (who was born at Hoorn, in Holland,)
sailed around the cape which now bears the name
of his native place, the Straits of Magellan fell
into comparative disuse. The prevalence of cur-
rents and of sudden and violent tempests, which
rush through from the West, made navigators pre-
fer the longer hut more open route around the
Horn. But in Is til, the spirit of activity infused
into the Pacific trade by the gold discovered in
California, brought again into notice the Straits of
Magellan. All steamers passed through this high-
way to the Pacific, and not a few of the venture-
some sailing vessels, belonging to joint companies
of passengers, who wished to see the auriferous
regions in the shortest possible time, steered
through the picturesque and jagged scenery of the
Straits. In 1851, bitumen coal of the very best
quality was discovered near the Chilancan penal
colony,?that is, about midway on the straits, from
ocean to ocean. The Central and Western por-
tions of the land, both in Patagonia and Tierra del
Fuego, are well wooded, except where the rugged
mountains rise in naked grandeur. The climate is
like that of the North of Scotland, and the wild

fuscliia which also grows in the Hebrides, here
flourishes with a luxuriance unsurpassed inthe most
favored conservatory.

Tho length of the Straits, from Capo dclasVir-
ginas, on the Atlantic, to Cape do los Pilares on
the Pacific, is about 3(10 miles, while the breadth
varies from I%to 40 miles. The steamship Yankee
Blade, in 1854, made the passage in 30 hours; hut
sailing vessels have been detained byadverse winds
from one week to a month. The navigation of the
Straits is not near so dangerous as that of Long
Island Sound or tho Irish Channel. The water
is exceedingly deep. In some pa-ts no bottom
has been found, with upwards of 1,500 feet of line.
Strong steam tugs, such as the largest New York
tugs, could be easily sent io u,? Straits, and could,

with great facility, tow through a large Cali-
fornian or East fndiamai> in from three to four
days, under ordinary circumstances of wind and
weather.

Acompany which should thus provide tugs for
the Pacific bound vessels, might, in order to ren-
der their undertaking more profitable, have a fleet
of small sail vessels to transport coal to Buenos
Ayres, Montevideo, Rio de Janeiro, and Rahia,
(cities containing from 30,000 to 300,000 inhabit-
ants, ) which are at present supplied from Liver-
pool or the United States. There are no less than
eight lines of steamers from these cities to Europe,
besides numerous lines of coast and river steam-
boats, all of which, together with some considera-
ble factories and machine-shops, are dependent
upon distant England for their fuel. The coal dis-
covered in Southern Brazil, though passable for
ordinary heating purposes, has not yet tieen found
of such a quality as is necessary for steamships.

Such are the advantages of winds and currents
for vessels sailing from England to the Pacific, via
Cape llorn, or the Magellan route, that if a good
set of tugs were once placed in the Straits, the in-
ducements to go in that direction would be more
than doubled; and in a short time the large guano
vessels, all the California, China and East India
ships, to say nothing of a goodly percentage of
whale ships and Austrian clippers, would he irre-
sistibly led to the oldest highway leading from the
Atlantic to the Pacific.

The first steamers which passed through these
Straits were the "Peru," Captain George Peacock,
(now Superintendent of the South Hampton Docks)
and the "Chili," belonging to the "Pacific Steam
Navigation Company." This company was organ-
ized bv Win. Wheelwright, Esq., of Xewburyport,
Mass." '

MADAGASCAR.
This large and important, but comparatively

unknown island, is likely to become a prominent

theme of discussion between the English and
French governments. The island was discovered
in 1506 by the Portuguese, but no energetic attempt
at colonization was made until the middle of the

17th century, when the French established one or
two settlements there. In 1745 tliev extended their

plans of colonization, and asserted a considerable
influence over the natives until 1814, when the En-
glish began to claim the right to exercise authority
on the somewhat incomprehensible ground that
Madagascar, with its four millions of inhabitants,
was a dependency of the little island of Mauritius,
which had just been ceded by France to England.?
A number of English settlements were established,
with the friendly co-operation of the natives.?

King Kadama, a very remarkable and intelligent

ruler who, though not sole monarch of the island,
almost entirely controlled it, made an arrangement
with the English by which a number of his subjects
were sent to"England and Mauritius, and educated,
for the purpose of introducing the arts of education
among his people. The effect of this was to attract

numbers of missionaries to the island, and in 1826,
two years before his death, Radama had the satis-
faction of seeing some live thousand Madagasse
children taught in the missionary schools. The
French have ever since 1814 proclaimed the inde-
pendence of Madagascar, and have constantly en-
deavored to augment their strength in that vicini-
ty, to prevent, ifpossible, the prevalence of British
power. At present there is much talk of both
French and English projected expeditions thither,
with a view on the part of each to secure the com-
mercial interests of the island, which is believed to
be extremely fertile, and capable of producing a
great variety of grain, and is also known to possess

considerable mineral wealth.
The French have just made the small island of St.

Marie, on the eastern coast of Madagascar, one ot
their naval stations. Their other possessions in the
neighborhood are the islands of Reunion, 150 leagues

from Madagascar, of Nossi-3e, Mayottc, Nossi-
Cumba. Nossi-Fale, and surrounding islets, in the

Mozambique Channel. These islands are all re-

markable for their fertility, anchorage, and excel-

lent position for the development of the French co-
lonial power in those latitudes. ? Bout. Cour.

THRILLING SCENE. ?Mr. C. J. Thomas, of Niagara
Falls, was crossing alone in a small boat from Navy
Island to Schlosser, last Thursday, when the territic
storm arose, and the boat was capsized. For
upward of an hour ho was driven about by the
furious gusts of wind, clinging to the boat. Sever-
al times he succeeded in righting the craft, and as
often would it capsize; and though a good swimmer
be had given himself up for lost, when he at length
succeeded in clambering into the boat; without
oars, and so thoroughly chilled as to bo almost
unable to help himself. The boat was tilled with
water, aud was driven past the head of Navy Island
into the rapid current which swiftly bore him
towards the rapids and the cataract, lint, fortu-
nately, he was seen by Mr. Tompkins, and another
man on the island, who, taking a boat, hastened to
rescue him. They reached liim, but the wind and
sea were so high that it was impossible to take him
into their boat, so they towed the boat
into Chippewa creek, on the Canada side. Mr.
Thomas would have certainly gone over the Falls
had he not been thus timely observed and rescued.
Ilis situation during the storm was terrible in the
extreme, the rain and sleet being apparently car-
ried over him in sheets. His own pluck and endu-
rance were remarkable under the circumstances.?

THE TURKISH COUNTERFEITING CASE. I
Mr. Oscanyan, who is a native Turk, informs the I

New York hearing J'oat that many statements in
our contemporaries regarding the counterfeit Turk-
ish money seized by the New York police day be- I
fore yesterday are erroneous. It is not true, as
has been stated, that the color ofthe notes, which
is ft lightpea-green, is sacred, anymore thantho
paper of our bank notes. The statements in regard
to the Sultan's seal have been amusingly incorrect.

His seal is incharge of the Grand Vizier, who
gives it in charge of a deputy, the only person who
has to do with it. So far is it from being true that
the monev is never counterfeited, that on the con-
trary the country is flooded with spurious _ notes,
manufactured by foreigners?the Franko-Turkish
population. The present counterfeit is well execu-
ted with the exception of the seal upon the back,

which is very poor. The following is a description
ofit, the only correct one which has been published,
furnished by Mr. Oscanyan:

The bill, Is a light pea-green, somewhat lighter
than the genuine money. It resembles superficial- j
lythe labels on bundles of powder crackers. It j
is five, by three and three-eighths inches. The pa- I
per is of a common quality, rather thin. The tour .
corners have an ornament half an inct
diagonally placed, having for centre the figure -0, j
which is surrounded by the following : "Just twen-
ty piastres, without interest."

The four sides of the border of the bill is written
upon with these words in Persian script (a sort of

running band :) A paper currency of the Ottoman

Government, value of just twenty piastres, without
interest, to bo circulated among the people, and ac-

cepted as such by the imperial treasury. At the

upper part of the bill is the Sultan's seal surroun-
ded by rays. The border is taken up by liis titles,
the centre with his cipher,' embossed.

Direetlv underneath this is written in a script,
corresponding to our old English text, the uous ,
"20 (piastres) value." Then follows: "This is a

legal paper currency of the Ottoman government,
of the value of just twenty piastres without inter-

est, to be accepted as lawful tender."
At the bottom, balancing the Sultan's seal at tlio

top, is the seal of the treasury department.
Mr. Harrison, who printed the bills tor Madame

Sovesti, has been honorably discharged after ma-

king his explanations of the facts of the case. Hav-
ingno knowledge of the Turkish language, he sup-

posed the matter he printed to be merely labels
with Chinese characters upon them, and to be used
in Eastern commerce.
